Seventy Engine» Used by Fire­
men in Vicinity of West 

India Wharves. United Farmers, in Convention, 
Hear Report From Board 

of Directors.London, Jan. 8.—One of the biggest 
fires London has seen in years was 
still blaring at daylight this morning 
in the neighborhood of the West India 
docks. The flames, which started at 
three o’clock yesterday afternoon, up 
to an early hour this morning had 
involved no buildings of importance, 
but the warehouses within the area of 
the Are were stored with rubber, oil 
and similar inflammables and this 
caused a tremendous blaze.

The firemen combatted the fire with 
the aid of seventy engines.

The narrow streets in the fire swept 
area, about four acres in extent, were 
running several feet deep with water, 
much of which was vaporized by the 
intense heat. No casualties have been 
reported, but the property loss repre­
sents a big figure.

Winnipeg, Jan. a.- (Canadian Press)

C. H. Burnell, 
president of the organization, in his ad­
dress attached special importance to the 
virtues of co-operative marketing of 
wheat and all other farm produce, and 
expressed the opinion that in the proper 
spirit of co-operation was the solution 
of western economic problems.

400 Bien in Revolt

Colonel Davila has revolted with 400 
men at Sabinas, on the International 
Railway, 70 miles south of the, border, 
and Is marching on Pledras Negras, 
according to Information received by 
agents of the revolution here.

Governor Carrillo Puerto, of Yuca­
tan, who was reported in Mexico City 
despatches as having been executed by 
revolutionary troops, is at large, ac­
cording to despatches from Montery, 
received here today. However, the ro) 
port stated that two brothers of the 
Governor were captured by rebel 
troops and executed.

The revolutionists under Genera) 
Guadalupe Sanchez have again launch­
ed an offensive toward San Marcos 
and are gradually pressing the Fédér­
ais back upon that base, despatches 
published today In El Sol at Montery 
stated. The rebel movement toward 
Puebla also Is reported to be making 
progress and that dty Is reported 
virtually cut off from Mexico City, 
with rebel forces pressing in on three 
sides.

London, Jan. 8.—British government 
officials are much interested In de­
spatches from Galveston, Texas, re­
porting the seizure, outside the three- 
mile limit, of the Canadian schooner 
Muriel E. Winters, alleged rum-run­
ner. They will take no action In the 
matter, however, until they receive a 
full report from the British Embassy 
In Washington.

The continued activity of rum-run­
ners under the British flag and their 
confiscation outside U. S. territorial 
waters by the U. S. form a source of 
Irritation to the foreign office, and 
officials express the hope that no in­
cident will arise to endanger the pend­
ing treaty extending the three-mile 
limit to cover such cases.

The British authorities thoroughly 
discountenanced illicit liquor traffic 
under the Union Jack, but at the 
same time they are placed in an awk­
ward position by the U. S. revenue offi­
cers in recurring seizures of British- 
owned vessels whose captains insist 
upon the protection of the British Gov­
ernment while operating on the high 
seas outside the existing international 
territorial water limit

Bok Peace Award
Satisfactory One

Geneva, Jan. 8.—The proposals con­
tained to the Bok peace award created 
immense satisfaction in League of Na­
tion circles here. Basing their views 
upon a somewhat meagre summary of 
the project telephoned from Paris, 
league officials said the plan as out­
lined constituted a tremendous contri­
bution to world peace and co-opera-

In the absence of the full text of 
the plan officials were wary in commit­
ting the league in any way, but they 
seemed to have received the impression 
that adoption of the American plan 
wculd be tantamount to the U. S. be­
coming an associate member of the 
League of Nations.

British, U. S. and Portajese Airmen
To Start Round World Flight April 2

San Diego, Jan. 7—Details of the round-the-world flight of four U. S. 
army aviator», starting from Seattle on April 2, were made public today. 
The plans call for a hop-off from Seattle on the first leg of the 39,000 mile 
voyage over the air lanes of 22 countries. From Seattle the route Is to 
Attu Island, at the western tip of the Aluetlans, across Behring Sea to 
Kamchatk, a peninsula In the Siberian coast and, southward along the 
Islands of Japan, thence from Nagaskal, Japan, to Calcutta, India, then 
over the Persian Gulf and the Boaphorous to Constantinople, thence across 
Europe to London.

From London the plane will go up the shore» of Iceland and Greenland 
and southward to the Canadian border.

Great Britain and Portugal also have been preparing for months for 
around-the-world flights, and It Is significant that both of these countries 
will attempt the globe air voyage on April 2, the date set for the American 
air squadron to hop off from the shores of Puget Sound.1

FIRE IN MONCTON

Tanyiico, Mexico, Jan. 8.—Mobiliza­
tion of the forces of Gen. Gutierrez, 
who will attack the rebels at Tuxpam, 
has been begun. Airplanes have been 
assembled on the Mexican railway to 
assist the troops. Yesterday Villa 
Guerrero, near the station of Rodri­
guez, on the San Luis Railway, forty 
miles west of Tampico, was attacked 
by rebels, who came from the village 
of Tanquian. Troops left immediately 
from Rodriguez with instructions to 
pursue the rebels. One hundred men 
with two machine guns comprised the 
federal force.

A great demonstration of workers 
was held here yesterday in protest 
against the reported death of Felipe 
Carrillo Puerto, governor of Youcatan 
at the hands of the rebels. In speeches 
various workers said they were dis­
posed to take up arms to sustain the 
Federal Government.

Now we come to the greenfinch, a 
poor songster indeed, in fact he “can­
not sing for nuts,” as the saying goes. 
He builds the largest nest of the finch 
tribe and almost as large as that of 
the thrush. His nest averages three 
and a half ounces. The hen bird lays 
an egg as large as that of a house 
sparrow, but different in color. I have 
never known a person in England to 
keep one caged up. It is useless to 
keep them in confinement. The bird 
has beautiful plumage, a beautiful rich 
glossy green, and that is why he gets 
the name of greenfinch. He is also 
the largest of the finch tribe. They 
are very plentiful and can be found 
everywhere throughout the British 
Isles. All I can say in his favor is 
that be is very pretty to gaze upon.

The chaffinch is a very handsome 
little creature. He carries more white 
in his wings and is a better singer fur 
and away. His nest is handsome and 
almost one inch in thickness, most 
neatly woven. The eggs are beautiful 
in color, a kind of green with dark 
spots. They delight to build high 
above the reach of the naughty boy 
who goes in search of them. The 
writer was one of those naughty boys 
once, but with age I have learned 
better than ever to rob a bird’s nest. 
The nest is exactly the game inside as 
that of the bullfinch. It Is lined with 
wool. They get the wool from the 
edgerows. The sheep rub along the 
side of a prickly bush and so the wool 
becomes entangled in the briers, and 
there these little fellows get it. The 
Chaffinch ' is more easy to raise than 
any other finch except the bullfinch. 
When a boy my delight was to get a 
nest of young chaffinches and feed 
them with a tiny flat-pointed stick 
until at last they would fly away, to 
my great delight. When they are 
partly fledged is the best time to take 
them to raise by hand. That is the 
time when they do not know their 
parents. _When fledged they fret for 
their parents, and nine times out of 
ten pine and die. Chaffinches can be 
seen In cages in many homes in Eng­
land today. They sing tp a certain 
extent, but their song has no charm 
for me.

NOVA SCOTIA. FINANCES
(Halifax Chronicle.)

The statement of the Provincial fin­
ances for the last fiscal year, Issued 
yesterday by Hon. D. A. Camero 
Provincial Treasurer, makes a goo 
showing. There was the substantial 
surplus of more than One Hundred 
Thousand Dollars of revenue over the 
expenditures of the year. The revenue 
shows an increase of more than Half a 
Million Dollars as compared with that 
of the preceding year. There was an 
increase of $440,589 in expenditure ac­
countable chiefly by the additional 
sums for highway improvements and 
education. Highways come first In their 
demand upon the public treasury, but 
the public institutions, which are es­
sentially and primarily for the well be­
ing of the people, are a close second. 
Both of these services demanded last 
year over One Million Dollars each, 
-nhile education received the large sum 
of $716,911, almost equal to the total 
amount which the Government derived 
in royalties from coal, and exceeding 
the amount of the Dominion subsidy 
which not so many years ago was the 
chief item of Provincial revenue. It is 
gratifying, in view of the large and 
important operations in improving and 
maintaining the public services of the 
Province, that the Government has been 
able to issue so satisfactory a state­
ment of its finances, which indicates 
the sound position and high credit of 
the Province.

His bill, or beak, as 
some would call it, Is short and thick 
and most powerful, and can take a 
piece out of the toughest man’s hand. 
I know, for, as a boy, I have had some 
of his bites. His nest is like tb- nest 
of the chaffinch, most beau 71 ully 
woven, and I must say It is wonderful 
how they build such cosy homes with 
their little mouths only. The nest of 
the bullfinch Is the most beautiful 
nest of all birds. They delight to 
build high and their nests may he 
found in nearly all parts of England, 
but not as plentiful as those of the 
chaffinch.

The greatest songster in England is 
the nightingale. As I write this article 
it seems I can hear him singing away 
on the very top of a beech tree.

THE OLDER BOYS’ PARLIAMENT.
(Toronto Star.)

The distinguishing feature of the 
Older Boys’ Parliament of Ontario that 
met In Toronto recently was that the 
members’ sole concern was the welfare 
of boy life throughout the province and 
not the ordinary questions that divide 
thb political parties.

The boys’ parliament meats to pro­
mote Canadian standard efficiency train­
ing, commonly known as C. S. E. T., 
which is designed to prevent a lob- 
elded development of a boy’s capabili­
ties. By providing for a four-fold de­
velopment, and having regard for the 
physical. Intellectual, social and devo­
tional sides of a boy’s nature, precau­
tion Is taken against harmful obses­
sions.

Whatever may be the merits of the C. 
S. E. T. programme, which is lntar-de­
nominational In character, there can be 
no question that It is a ,lne thing for 
older boys to gather from near and far 
to consider what they can do for the 
other fellow. Boys have a more natural 
understanding of boy nature than la 
possible In men, and when they link It 
up with a genuine desire to serve the 
community much good must rasult.

Far from being a mock parliament 
where youth merely re-echoes the poli­
tical views of the elders, the older boys’ 
parliament Is a real factor In molding 
the programme and methods employed 
In Tuxls and Trail Rangers’ groups. Its 
chief function Is to perfect the work 
being done for boys and to extend it to 
districts where boy life Is suffering from 
neglect and lack of sympathy.

The boy members won golden opinions 
from the governmental and university 
officials who came In contact with them. 
Their gentlemanllness, thoughtfulness, 
ability as public "speakers and evident 
desire to help the community were most 
Impressive. With youth of that char­
acter coming up, this generation reed 
not worry about the loss to society its 
passing will occasion.

New York, Jan. 7.—It was announc­

ed on behalf of Henry Mandel and 
associates in the Parlex Holding Cor­
poration that the largest office buUd- 
lng in New York will be erected by 
the corporation on the site of the old 
Fourth avenue car barn, between Thir­
ty-second and Thirty-third streets and 
extending to Lexington avenue. The 
building wiU cover the entire block, 
and will contain a quarter of a mil­
lion more square feet than the rent­
able area of the Equitable Building.

The Parlex Holding Corporation was 
formed by Mr. Mandel and associates 
in the Pershing Square Building Cor­
poration and Frederick Brown in May, 
1928, for the purpose of buying the 
car ‘bam block from the receivers of the 
New York Railways. Mr. Brown re­
tired last week, according to Mr. Man- 
del, and his interest has been taken 
over by the others in the corporation.

The plot to be covered by the build­
ing is 197 feet 6 inches by 425 feet 
The building will contain 1,458,170 
square feet of rentable area. It will 
cost between $18,000,000 and $20,000,- 
000 and construction work will begin 
early In the spring. John Sloan has 
been named architect.

The three upper floors will be given 
over to recreational use for tenants. 
There will be a club having a gymna­
sium, handball courts, enteratinment 
and game rooms, and about seventy- 
five bedrooms for members.
Lexington avenue front will be the en­
trance to an auditorium which will 
seat 850 persons and which may be 
used for business conventions and 
meetings.

On all four street fronts there will 
be space for stores and on Fourth ave­
nue space for a banking room will be 
prepared with separate entrance and 
private elevators down to vaults plan­
ned to rest on bedrock.

London, Jan. 8—(A. P.)—The world's 
largest dam, the central unit in an.Irri­
gation scheme, vast in Its conception, 
is being built on the Indus river In 
India, near Sukkar, In the Province of

Stamford, Conn., Jan. 9—Six men, 
several of them armed, held up two 
truckb owned by the New York & 
Massachusetts Motor Service Co., on 
the Boston Post road near here late at 
night, took possession of the trucks 
carrying a cargo of merchandise valued 
at approximately $25,000, and escaped. 
The two drivers, Harry Forest -and 
Harry Hastings, both of Springfield, 
Mass., were bound by the robbers and 
taken in an automobile driven by one 
of the bandits to New York city, where 
they were found by a power house at­
tendant in an empty lot at 187th strict 
and Wadsworth avenue, according to 
the story told by the police here.

The trucks left Stamford at 10.30 p. 
m- and about 50 feet apart, the drivers 
said. Forest, driver of the first ma­
chine, was stopped by six men whom 
he took for revenue officers. They tied 
him up, placed him in the rear of their 
car and drove ahead to overtake Has­
tings who had driven past by the 
stalled cars'. Hastings was treated in 
the same manner and leaving two men 
to drive the passehger automobile and 
guard the truck drivers, the bandits 
made off with the trucks.

cluding the machines, at $38,000.

The Indus dam, which will be known 

as the Lloyd barrage in honor of Sir 
George Lloyd, Governor of Bombay, 
will be nearly a mile long. Two bridges 
will be built upon it, one at a low level 
slightly above the alignment of the river 
banks, and the other at a high level. The 
railings of the high ljevel bridge will be 
770 feet above the foundations, or as 
hi£h as the tower of the Woolworth 
building in New York. The foundation 
stone of the dam was laid on October 24, 
1923, and 20,000 workers are employed, 
but the project will not be completed, 
even under favorable working condi­
tions, until June, 1930.

Then the work of regulating and con­
serving the flow of the Indus by means 
of 66 massive steel gates, each weighing 
50 tons, will be possible. While the dam 
is being built another army of workers 
is busy constructing a gigantic net­
work of canals which will carry water 
over an area almost as great as Eng­
land.

Oxford, Jan. 8.—There has recent­
ly been made at Oxford a great 
chronological discovery ; one without 
rival not only in the present century 
but probably in any century that has 
gone before.

B.. C. The bridge of historical reck­
oning has doubled its span across the 
centuries ; its furthest pier now stands 
upon the earliest age of civilization.

The early part, however, - 
is interesting in the super-human 
longevity it ascribes to the most 
ancient kings, and in the gradually 
diminishing longevity as 
down the ages. In this respect it re­
sembles Hebrew tradition, although 
the actual figures given by the He­
brews are very much less astounding. 
The Bible tells us that Noah lived 
950 years, and that the water prevailed 
for 150 days; the prism gives 64,800 
years as the duration of the Flood. 
Likewise, the 969 years of Methuselah

We see, nevertheless, that whereas 
the Weld-Blundell prism gives an ac­
curate statement of the number of 
years elapsing between any two events 
mentioned thereon, from the kingdom 
of Ur to the end of the Isin dynasty, 
it gives no clue whatever to the ac­
tual date of these events — to wit, 
the number of years elapsing between 
them and the beginning of the Chris­
tian Era. By itself, therefore, it is of 
no assistance in establishing a chronol­
ogy continuous with that already ex­
isting as far as 900 B. C.

Hollywood, Jan. 5.—How many par­

ents, viewing the performance of tiny 
screen stars, I wonder, ever speculate 
upon the methods of child training in- 

j volvcd in these examples of precocity 
or genius?

A multitude of mothers, moved by 
proper pride, believe their own precious ! 
offspring could do as well if opportun­
ity afforded. Thousands of them dili­
gently seek to force opportunity by 
coming to Hollywood. But jvhile wores 
of them annually have a chance to 
demonstrate the tiny flame of talent, 
less than a dozen children are notable 
in films.

The weeding-out process at the 
studio threshold puts to a practical 
competitive test opposing methods of 
Child-rearing with a definite objective 
in view.

In this connection the case of Baby 
Peggy Montgomery is particularly in­
teresting and illuminating. She was re­
cently subjected to one of many psy­
chological examinations by which in­
stitutions and individuals are following 
her extraordinary career. The test was 
made by Mrs. Martha Fowlkes-Haun, 
noted psycho-analyst, who in a final 
word to Mrs. Montgomery, the starlet’s 
mother, advised :

“Do not alio* Baby Peggy to be­
come aware of her talents, for that 
would check her development. Give her 
only the praise that is given the aver­
age child, such as ‘That is yfry good 
—thank you.’

“As she grows older, teach her that 
| she is no more gifted than other chll- 
| ; dren—and that all children are natur­

ally talented.”
Now that is precisely the way the 

Montgomerys have reared Peggy. Good 
democracy and good child psychology ; 
half-way between the old parental dog­
ma, that to spare the rod was to spoil 
the' child, and the new tendency to 
make the youngster over self-conscious 
and assertive; the one begetting the 
so-called “inferiority complex,” 
other the equally troublesome assump­
tion of superiority.

It is this air of conscious superior­
ity, of juvenile priggishness so often 
cultivate by parents in youngsters de­
signed for public career, that stops 
most of them at the motion picture 
studio gates. Making every allowance 
for the fallibility and obtuseness of 
many movie officials, they do know

The public does not real- 
iz ethis and I believe it would be a 
good idea to show them the average 
picture of ten years ago as compared 
with that of today.

There are as many poor books, poor 
plays and poor magazine stories as 
there are poor movies, and also as 
many stupid ones. I believe in com­
parison the movies would really show 
a better average of excellence than 
the contemporary arts.

One thing I do think is wrong with 
the movies is the question of casting. 
The demand today by the business 
heads of the industry is for so-called 
All-Star casts. They assemble < jn or 
eleven “names” as they style them and 
then try to fit a story to them. That, 
of course, is impossible and the result 
is usually disastrous. To my way of 
thinking nine out of ten poor pictures

V everSATIN A true bill was returned by a grand 
jury today before Chief Justice H. A. 
McKeown in the Circuit Court in the 
indictment against Harry Rabinovitch, 
charged with conspiracy with Benja- 
,min Freedman to deceive his associates 
in the Security Export Co. "and thus 
obtain an amount of money in the 
vicinity of $80,000. This was the only 
criminal case on the docket.

In opening his charge to the grand 
jury, the Chief Justice commented on 
the fact that it was the first circuit 
of the new year and he was pleased 
to note that business conditions were 
on the upward grade. He felt that the 
period of depression had touched the 
bottom and business was now climbing 
the hill towards prosperity.

Addressing the grand jury as repre­
sentative of the body of the City and 
County of St. John, he expressed the 
hope that in the coming year there 
would be a continued quickening of 
business and that the country would 
regain the ground that had been lost 
during the last 10 years.
Jury’s Large Powers

Judge McKeown then went on to In­
struct the jury in their duties. He 
pointed out that they were1 qualified 
to consider any matters connected with 
the administration of public affairs, re­
gardless of whether they were submit­
ted to them by the court or not. It 
was within their province, he said, to 
bring any person to trial that they saw 
fit; they were even qualified to demand 
that any public official of the city and 
county be brought before them to give 
alT account of the administration of his 
office.
