French Cabinet Considers.

Paris, April 18—Premier Poincare as-
sembled his cabinet this morning to
consider the situation arising from the
unexpected action of the German and
Russian Genoa delegations in signing a
formal peace treaty. .

The ministers considered the attitude
to be taken by France in case Russia'
and Germany purpose to maintain a
separate arrangement regarding the re-
storation of Russia. It was decided to
withhold announcement on the policy
tentatively decided upon until receipt
from Genoa of the action taken at the
meeting there today of the principal dele-
gates, -

With a number of the members of the
cabinet gare absent from Paris, those
present were unanimous in regarding the
pact signed at Rapallo as a violation of
the treaty of Versailles as well as the
conditions laid down at Cannes as a
basis for the Genoa conference.

The clause mutually according most
favored nations treatment was regarded
as in direct opposition to the Eeace treaty ;
and the new pact also was held to dis-
pose of property in the hands of Ger-|
many over which the reparations com-|
mission has a prior lien. l

Paris, April 18—Although maintaining }
an open attitude for the moment, it is
understood the cabinet approved. further
instructions ‘to Vice-Premier Barthou at
Genoa to regulate the action of the
French delegation in case it was required
to take a prompt decision.

PORTUGUESE AVIATORS HOP OFF ON
THIRD LEG OF FLIGHT

Porto Praya, Cape Verde Island, April 18—The Portuguese
trans-Atlantic aviators, Captains Coutinho and Sacadura, hopped off
at 5.50 a.m. for St. Paul Rocks on the third and probably most
dangerous leg of their flight from Lisbon to Rio Janeiro. Their
route lay over 900 miles of water, devoid of markers or guideships.

The aviators flew their plane here from St. Vincient yesterday
in preparation for today’s start, conditions here being more favor-
able for a successful getaway.

The landing at St. Paul Rocks is expected to be difficult, as
there is only a small bay or opening between the two islets on the
northeast side. This bay or cove is only fifty-six yards across at the
entrance and one hundred yards long and presents some difficulties
even to vessels, except in the most moderate weather.

The seaplane is awaited at the rocks by the Portuguese cruiser
Republica, which is carrying a supply of gasoline and oil, and which
will broadcast by radio the news of the aviators’ arrival.

From St. Paul Rocks the airmen plan to fly to the Island of
Fernando Noronsa, approximately 350 miles off the Brazilian coast,
and from there to Pernambuco

\words, they do not consider it possible
'to make farming pay under present con-
| ditions, even: when scientific methods are
;adopted, The remainder frankly stated
‘that they want better living conditions
then they can secure by returning to the
farm. Objection was 'made to long
hours, monotony, lack of intellectual and
social intercourse and excessively hard
labor.”

The Globe naturally wonders “how the
graduates who hold these views as to
what farm life involves can hope to be-
come successful teachers of agriculture
and instil in others the desire to follow
an occupation from which they them-
selves turn; away;” and it regards the
answers given as proof that short courses
rather ‘than the longer graduate course
should be encouraged. Undoubtedly it is
right in the contention that “Ontario

TESTED FOR LINER

‘Biggest of Stabilizers will be
Installed on Shipping Board
Vessel—Will Prevent Roll-
ing. g

Philadelphia, April 18 — Seasick-
ness and ‘sea legs” will be eliminated
by the installation on ocean liners of a
huge gyro-stabilizer, a test of which
was witnessed at the Westinghouse
Electric and Manufacturing Company’s
plant last week by naval officers, en-
gineers and representatives of shipping
concerns. The test was declared to have
been a “promounced success.”

Designed to prevent the rolling of the
' largest ocean-going ships, those who
witnessed the test said that by the use
of the devise passengers would be able
to stroll on the decks, regradless of
rough weather. The device would not
eliminate pitching or riding of great
waves in a storm, however, the experts
said. . Aside from the greater comfort
to passengers as & result of the steadi-
ness of the ship, it was stated that the
stabilizer could be used to roll a vessel,
which would be effective in freeing ships
grounded on shoals.

The stabilizer, which weighs 120 tons,
is to be installed in the Shipping Board
steamer Hawkeye State, plying between

- Baltimore and Honolulu. It is said to

be the first one to be placed in a large

passenger vessel. Similar devices have
been used in yachts and small vessels.

Operating on the principle of the com-
mon toy gyroscope, the gyro-stabilizer
attained today an overspeed of 10 per
cent., or 880 revolutions a minute. Its
wheel is prepelled with such force that
it was said that it would spin’ eighteen
hours after the power was shut off. The
action is controlled by small gyroscopes
along the sides of the vessel. These
register the direction of the roll and
automatically start the big istabilizer
wkeel revolving in the direction neces-
sary to counteract the motion of the
ship.

The device was designed.in collabora-
tion by  Westinghouse and Sperry engi-
neers, and built to meet the specifica-
tions of Elmer A. Spery, the inventor.
