The death of John'Wame Gates removes 
in his prime one of the boldest and most 
successtul American financiers and a pic­
turesque figure-in the field of sports.

Company, Mr. Gates hack-been a man with 
whom it 'was neceseniy to reckon in the 
particular industrial affairs to which he 
had given his attention. In recent years 
he found relaxation from business cares in 
becoming a prominent patron of the Am­
erican turf.

Mr. Gates began hi* business career as 
proprietor of a hardwwe store at Turner 
Junction, Illjqais, near the farm where 
he was bom in 1855.

The Wall street house of Charles G.
Gates and Company, of which the son was 
thé ostensible head, did a great business 
for some time preceding the banking trou­
bles of 1907. In common with many other 
financiers. Mr. Gates suffered some re­
verses and soon afterwards retired from 
the market and the firm was dissolved.

The last public appearance of Mr.
Gates was in connection with the Steel 
Trust investigation in Washington in the 
spring when he gave a graphic description 
of the formation of the United States 
Steel Corporation.

In politics Mr. Gates was a Republican 
and was colotiel on the staff of Governor 
'John R. Tanner of Illinois in 1867-1900.
He was a man of great energy, shrewd 
and resourceful, a hard fighter and a 
good loser, and one whose willingnes to 
"take a chance’’ on any reasonable propo­
sition gave him wide popularity in the 
realms of finance and sports. In middle 
life he was many times a millionaire and at 
the time of his death was fast recouping 
the losses of a few years ago.

His iron constitution and courageous 
resistence backed by every resource of 
medical science, failed to save Mr. Gates.
He had battled for weeks heroically with 
a disease of the kidneys and when it 

believed that he was almost sure to 
he contracted pneumonia.

Adeline, Duchess of Bedford, who has 
been spending a few days in New York, at 
the Holland House, with her adopted 
daughter, Lady Dudley, on her way home 
from Australia, where Lord Dudley has 
been filling the office of governor-general 
of the commonwealth, is the only sister 
of'Lady Henry Somerset, so well known in 
America, in connection with the role which 
she lias played in the temperance and wo­
man’s emancipation movements.
Lady Henry, she is a daughter of the last 
Earl Somers, and, noted for her beauty, 
married in 1876, the tenth Duke of Bed­
ford. Enormously stout in his later years, 
he was a victim to heart disease and 
cumbed so suddenly thereto in 1893, as to 
give rise to rumors of suicide, for which 
there was no foundation, however. He 
was succeeded by his younger brother, Her 
brand, the present duke, leaving his wid­
ow abundantly blessed with this world’s 
goods, since she has not only the property 
which he left her, but also that inherited 
from her father, Lord Somers.

Much of the duchess’s income she de- 
I votes to philanthropy, and has done so 
much good work amopg the female in­
mates of prisons, and in providing for their 
welfare after their liberation, that the gov­
ernment felt impelled to show its 
ration, by creating for her the office of 
lady visitor to the female convict estab­
lishments of the United Kingdom. Mrs. 
Maybrick owed much to Adeline, Duchess 
of Bedford, and it was largely owing to 
the latter’s advocacy of her cause, that the 
unfortunate woman was eventually set at 
liberty, instead of being compelled to spend 
the remainder of her daye behind prison 
walls, as the convicted murderess of her 
husband.

Catherine Cowell-Stepney, whose im­
pending marriage to Sir Stafford Howard, 
of Thornbury Castle, Gloucestershire, has 
just been announced, is the thirty-three 
yeor old daughter and sole heiress of the 
late Sir Arthur Cowell-Stepney, who just 
about this time two years ago, was found 
dead in a village railroad station in Ari­
zona, She inherited from her father all his 
property including about 10,000 acres of 
land in Wales, and some 15,000 acres of 
land in California. Sir Arthur was very 
eccentric. Indeed, it was on the strength 
of affidavits of the late Mr. Gladstone, of 
Lord Currie, of Sir Robert Meade, Under 
secretary of state for the colonial depart­
ment, and of Sir Percy Sanderson of the 
foreign office, (with which Sir Arthur had 
been connected for a number of .yean), re­
garding his delusions, that the court of 
chancery made an order in 1891, granting 
the custody of his daughter, then a minor, 
tb her mother. Afterwards, Sir Arthur 
was under the treatment of the late Sir 
William Gull, of Dr. Bordesley, and of 
other eminent physicians and specialists 
for mental ailments, besides being in the 
custody of an. alienist for more than a 
year. Subaequently he came to this coun­
try, and gave vent to his anger for the 
persecution to which he considered him­
self to have been subjected, by abandoning 
his English citizenship, and securing let­
ters - of naturalization as a citizen of the 
United States.

Sir Arthur was very proud of his Am­
erican citizenship, and in writing to his 
fellow members of the Travellers and 
Brooks, two of the most important clubs 
in London, to which he belonged up to 
the time of his death, always begged that 
they should address him as “Mr. Arthur 
Stepney.” since on becoming an American 
citizen he had “dropped the baronetcy for 
good and all.” While over here he was re­
ported to have obtained a decree of divorce 
in the State of Idaho, with the object of 
venting his displeasure on his wife, for the 
share which she had taken in establishing 
his mental unfitness for the guardianship 
of their daughter. But this divorce 
never recognized by the English tribunals 
and was declared by them to be invalid, 
when it came up for discussion during the 
proceedings which the now widowed Lady 
Cowell-Stepney, sister of Lord de Tabley, 
instituted in the English courts, which 
granted her a judicial seperation on the 
the ground of desertion. Lady Cowell- 
Stepney is connected with the Wads­
worths of Genelee, N. Y., and her elder 
sister is the mother of that Sir Bryan 
Leighton - who volunteered for service 
der the American flag during the war with 
Spain, and went through the entire cam­
paign.

All that riverside district of London, 
now known as Stepney, formerly belong­
ed to the Stepney family. Henry VII. 
needed it for docks, and accordingly gave

The Howards of Greystoke are a branch 
of the great ducal house of Howard, of 
which the Duke of Norfolk, premier peer 
of the realm, is the chief.

Despite all statements to the contrary, 
official and otherwise, Lord Kitchener is 
going out to Egypt, in a much more im­
portant role than that of the late Sir El­
don Gorst.

L. B. Freeze, of Vancouver. B.C., sends 
the Times clippings from the News-Ad­
vertiser, contradicting flatly the story re­
cently copied by the Times from the Tor­
onto World, to the effect that Vancouver's 
boom had burst, 
council has passed resolutions condemning 
the article in the Toronto World as with­
out foundation, and making the following 
statements:—

A—That in commercial circles conditions 
m Vancouver were never better or the 
outlook brighter; that in all important 
lines of business there is a most satisfac­
tory activity.

B—That industrial conditions are now as 
satisfactory as could be expected in view 
of the recent building trades strike, which 
lasted only six weeks and lias hem most 
happily settled, removing entirely the on­
ly dark spot in the industrial horizon.

C—That no time were the streets of 
Vancouver lined with “15,000 unemployed,” 
but on the contrary even at the height 
of the strike not more than 4,000 were 
out of work and that generally speaking, 
there has been plenty of work for all who 
wished.

D—That while the real estate activ­
ity has somewhat subsided there has been 
no reactionary effect or drop in values, but 
a steady increase. There are few, if any, 
cases where owners have been forced to 
sell at a loss or to sacrifice their holdings. 
At the present time the realty market is 
firm.

It is further stated that bank clearances 
have increased about 100 per cent, dur­
ing the past two years, and so have cus­
toms collections and coastwise shipping 
traffic, while building activity in the city 
shows a net increase of more than ninety 
per cent, for the month of July as com­
pared with the figures given for the same 
month last year.

Additional information in reference to 
the great works under way or to be car­
ried out by the dominion government on 
the western side of St. John harbor was 
given *in an interview with Hon. Mr.

“The specifications for the work to be 
first done on the west side,” said Hon. 
Mr. Pugsley, “have been prepared and 
the department is ready to call for tend­
ers, but before doing so I think it prop­
er that the transfer agreed upon should 
be completed. I do not know of any­
thing standing in the way of this, and I 
am expecting every day to learn that the 
necessary documents have been signed.

“The first work will consist of the 
building of a wharf from the harbor line 
to the southward of Sand Point inshore 
to and upon the 400-foot strip, so called, 
a distance of about 800 feet, then extend­
ing southward on the 400-foot strip a dis­
tance of about 800 fèét.

“This will form a part of the system 
of wharves to be constructed, and will, 
as soon as completed, form a protection 
for the filling in to be done by the C. P. 
R. on its property and by the govern­
ment on the inner portion of the 400-foot
