A Lit lie Boat Willi n Niugle Occupant 

Shrilled 700 Nile* from Land
New York,July 31.—A little boat danc­

ing about on the waves of the Atlantic, 
its only-occupant a lonely man, at least 
700 miles ont from land,is a very unusual 
sight, but it was witnessed by the passen­
gers and crew of the Anchor line steam­
ship Anchoria, which arrived from Glas­
gow' Monday. Who the lonely mariner is, 
tossing about on the ocean, is a mystery 
which those on board the Anchoria were 
discussing when they arrived Monday. 
His identity and the object of his peril­
ous cruise areJmknown. Capt. Campbell, 
of the Anchoria, gave a reporter a graphic 
account of the meeting with the strange 
little boat and its sole occupant.

“It was,” he said,” shortly after noon 
last Saturday when we sighted her. It 
was a beautiful day. The sun shone 
brilliantly upon a calm and unruffled sea. 
Suddenly, away off in the distance, on 
the starboard how, we sighted a little 
boat. It was under sail, and skimming 
along the smooth, ocean before a good 
breeze. I changed my course, and bore 
downjnpon the little craft, which I at first 
took to be a fishing dory, or some unfor­
tunate ship-wrecked mariner. The little 
white object proved to be a boat only 
fifteen feet long. When we got within 
hailing distance I brought my ship to a 
standstill.

“Crouched down in a little hole, just 
large enough for his body, was the boat’s 
sole occupant. Ho was just as happy as 
though lie was on dry land, surrounded 
by every comfort for which the heart 
could wish. All my passengers rushed on 
deck and gave the brave fellow three 
cheers. With his arms folded he sailed 
merrily along, just stopping long enough 
to wave his hat and give us a glimpse of 
him and his strange craft I asked the 
man his destination, and as far as I could 
make out he said. ‘Paris.’ I-am not cer­
tain of this, for our ship was exhausting 
steam at the time. Then I asked him. if 
he desired any assistance, but instead of 
replying he drew up with the wind, wav­
ed his hand and headedjjis little boat due 
east I endeavored to make out the 
boat’s name and it looked like the Nellie 
Gordon, of Boston. This name may be 
wrong, however. We saw her about 700 
miles out from New York.”

The boat was painted white, with a 
hatch fore and aft, just space enough be­
ing reserved for the man to sit in. She 
was quite high out of the water. She car­
ried one mast, with a mainsail and jib. 
It had a round stern and was decked 
over, the deck being

It 
is understood that the point with regard 
to tho inability of the local Legislature to 
pass any law which would affect, a Domin­
ion statute was fir.<t raised by Solicitor 
General Ptigsley before Judge Walters in 
the Portland liquor cases. It was there 
contended that as Portland was only a 
town when the Canada Temperance Act 
was passed the fact that tlic local Legisla­
ture bad made it a city did not alter 
its character, so as to make 
it a city for the purposes of the Canada 
Temperance Act Tho act of Parliament 
which distributes the seats to the several 
constituencies gives one member to the 
city of St John. It surely is carrying 
the idea of the supremacy of Parliament 
very far to contend that the boundaries 
of the ci tv can not be altered so as to 
effect a Dominion election by any act of 
the Legislature. No one can deny that 
the territory formerly embraced in the 
city of Portland is now the city of St. 
John and it might very fairly be con­
tended that the city of St. John 
for the purposes of a Dominion- 
election meant the city as it 
wa^when the election took place. If an 
election should be held now and only 
those should vote who resided in the 
oi l city, the election would certainly be 
open to objection that the people of the

The Cleve­
land administration acted upon this view 
when it ordered the seizures of British 
vessels during two seasons, but departed 
from it during its last year of office,when 
Mr,. Bayard insisted upon being relieved 
from the liarrassing distractions 
in the course of his faint­
hearted treaty-making with England. 
The British Government, when it renews 
its remonstrances against seizures in 
water beyond the three mile limit, virtu­
ally denounces various sections of tlie 
United States statutes as incompatible 

< with the spirit and practice of modern 
international law. It raises a question 
with which Congress in the last even, 
must deal, for the administration cannot 
rejieal laws.
