A hundred thousand people, the 
greatest single assemblage of all, gath­
ered on the south lead, where a magni­
ficent view of the whole scene was to 
be had. Hundreds of craft of all kinds 
moved up and down even at that early 
Saturday morning, and with the excep­
tion of the fairway and the anchorages, 
being dotted with little and big vessels 
decorated in every color imaginable 
with flags and bunting.

FORTY-FIVE MILE GALE.
ELECTED PRESIDENT.New York, Aug. 20.—A foreign mis­

sionary conference, composed of mis­
sionaries and missionary workers from 
all parts of the world, will be held in 
Edinburgh, Scotland, in June, 1910. The 
forthcoming conference, which is the 
first of its kind, has received the en­
dorsement of President Roosevelt, Wm. 
H. Taft, James Bryce, the British am- 
bassabor to the United States, and 
others.

President Roosevelt, in his letter of 
endorsement, says in part: “It seems 
to me that this effort to bring together 
missionaries from all parts of the 
world and from every body of Christians 
represents a movement of deep import­
ance and singular impressiveness. The 
forces of evil are more mighty than 
ever before, but so are the forces for 
good. It is an age of combination, and 
if we are to accomplish anything of 
value we must all strive together for a 
common good.”

IlParis, Aug, 20.—General D’Amade,

Colfax, Wash., Aug. 20.—Six children 
are dead and two burned, so seriously 
that recovery is doubtful at the H. W. 
Schultz ranch between Colfax and Pa- 
louse, resulting from a fire which de­
stroyed the home at midnight. Four 
of the dead children are those of Mr. 
Schultz, two were children of "W. W. 
Fox, who is a brother-in-law.

The men were away harvesting and 
the mothers were attending a play at 
Palouse. The two elder Schultz girls 
attempted to rescue the children but 
lost the way to the door and were 
forced to drop the babies to make their 
own escape.

Ladysmith, Aug. 20.—A shocking ac­
cident occurred at the depot here to­
day by which a small boy named Gaf- 
feny, met with a terrible death.

About the middle of September Vic­

toria will be visited by a representa­
tive body of Scotch agriculturalists, in­
cluding professors, landlords, farm 
managers and farmers, who are now 
touring eastern Canada. While here 
the party will not only look Into the 
methods of agriculture practised on 
Vancouver Island, but will also examine 
into the possibilities of the country and 
conditions generally. After their return 
to the Old Country their observations 
will be published, and in addition sev­
eral members of the commission will 
likely deliver addresses on their trip in 
various parts of Scotland.

Trips of this kind are taken every 
other year by representative Scotch 
agriculturists. In. 1904 a similar commis­
sion visited Denmark, and in 1906 Ire­
land, and their return from both re­
ports were presented and addresses de­
livered, which attracted great atten­
tion in the Scottish press.

The party left Liverpool by the Em­
press of Ireland, and arrived at Ri- 
mouski last Thursday, from where they 
proceeded to the Maritime provnees. 
They will spend three weeks between 
there and the provihees of Ontario and 
Quebec. They will arrive in Winnipeg 
about September 5th and will stop off 
at all the principal points en route to 
tbe coast. After spending a few days 
here they will leave for the East again 
on September, travelling from Edmon­
ton to Winnipeg over the Canadian 
Northern. The subjects which the com­
mission will consider in this country 
will be: Land settlement, the constitu­
tion and operation of the ministry of 
agriculture, agricultural education and 
research, experimental farms, live 
stock, mixed farming, wheat farming, 
dairying, ranching, fruit and vegetable 
farming, agricultural co-operation, 
transit, cold storage and markets.

SERIOUS’ ACCIDENTConsiderable uneasiness was experi­
enced in- Nanaimo yesterday by the 
outbreak of forest fires right on the 
outskirts of the town* Several acres of 
fine timber lanéwfere swept bare, and 
at one time it was thought that the 
city itself was in danger. The sprink­
ling of streets and lawns was prohibit­
ed with a view to conserving the water 
supply in the event of it being required 
to save the houses lying on the fringe 
of the woods.

During July Nanaimo suffered slight 
shocks, due to po /ewer than thirty fires 
which broke out in the immediate vicin­
ity, while thjs month, up to the present, 
there have been some fifteen, the last 
of which ybsterday occurred close in.

Between Brenton and Ladysmith, a 
large fire is raging to-day, and a 
quantity of valuable timber has already 
been destroyed. The fire is strongest at 
the point where the old No. 1 extension 
mine used to be, while, in parts it is 
said to be threatening Ladysmith. Ow­
ing to a breakage in the C. P. R. tele­
graph system on the island it is difficult 
to obtain accurate information, but the 
outbreak is undoubtedly of a serious 
character.

The shop was 
equipped with a lathe 25 In. by 20 ft., 
a smaller lathe 16 in. by 10 ft., a Cin­
cinnati radial drill, a threading ma­
chine, a planer, a sharper and electric 
motor, and a full equipment of tools, 
and Was considered to be, it Is said, 
the best In the Boundary. The build­
ing was Insured to one of the Cepefly- ■ 
Rouhsfeli & Co. companies, but Mr. 
Rossa did not care to make any state­
ment ot the Insurance, beyond that

of school children in Victoria within 
the next few weeks if the school board 
carries out the orders of the provincial 
board of health and requires every child 
attending the schools of the city to 
present a certificate of successful vac­
cination or of immunity from smallpox. 
The only exception that will be made 
will be in favor of the children of par­
ents who have conscientious objection 
to vaccination. The children of such 
parents must present a written state­
ment setting forth this objection.

The matter was discussed at. the last 
meeting of the school board, but no 
action was taken, as the trustees had 
not before them the order of the de­
partment of education on the matter, 
although it was understood it had been 
sent some days ago, but apparently 
had miscarried in the mails.

The order, while not generally known 
of is arousing resentment among those 
who have heard of it. There are strong 
objections among residents of the city 
against taking such a step as this, ex­
cept when absolutely necessary, and it 
is considered by many that in this case 
it is not.

The circular on the subject which has 
been Issued by the department of edu­
cation to all the school boards of the 
province reads as follows :

Since then Mrs. McDougall and fam­
ily had been at Cranbrook until Sun­
day, when they left for Victoria. As 
soon as she heard of the disaster which 
had overtaken Fernie, Mrs. M. J. Fitz- 
maurice, of Seattle, sister of Mrs. Mc­
Dougall, left for the scene and, accom­
panied her leister to this city, to take 
care of her and the children. She left 
for home this afternoon.

Chief McDougall says that the work 
of rebuilding is going ahead rapidly, 
frame structures arising on every 
hand. Such buildings in the fire limits 
are being erected on the understanding 
that they are to be removed within ten 
months and replaced with others of 
brick, stone or concrete. One thing 
in connection with the situation that 
is commented upon is that the hotel 
men and saloon keepers have made no 
attempt to open up their bars and will 
not do so until September 1st, by when 
it is hoped conditions will be more like 
normal.

On 
August 19th last he took charge of the 
Fernie fire department, and between 
then and the recent big fire the total 
loss the city suffered by fire was $610. 
He leaves for Fernie again to-night.

Big Lawsuit Over Transfer'of 
East Kootenay deal

jU ...Vancouver, Aug. 20.—Four million 
dollars worth of East Kootenay coal 
lands for one lawful dollar is, In effect, 
the allegation màde In what promises 
to be one of the biggest lawsuits in 
the courts of British Columbia.

Andrew Laidlaw, the Spokane mil­
lionaire mine owner and lumber dealer, 
has brought the case into court on be­
half of himself and all other share­
holders of the Imperial Coal and Coke 
Company of East Kootenay, with head 
offices in Montreal. The original own­
ers of the $4,000,000 worth of mining 
leases it Is now asserted, the company 
at a recent meeting at Montreal, trans­
ferred to James W. Pyke for the law­
ful dollar. That an Investigation of 
the whole transatcion may be had, Mr. 
Justice Morrison has granted upon the 
application of Mr. Laidlaw, an interim 
injunction, preventing Mr. Pyke or any 
of his friends or partners from in any 
way dealing with the mining leases, 
eighty-eight in all, each covering a 
square mile of valuable;coal lands. The 
whole case will be argued before the 
courts here next month.

The late Sovereign Bank indirectly 
figures in the case.- The bank had made 
a large loan to the company on the 
personal guarantee of James W. Pyke 
and W. Herbert Evans.

_#r\e, an Impetus will be given to min­
ing on the Kettle river and the West 
Fork. A short account of the camps In 
this comparatively new and undevelop­
ed district may prove of, interest to 
many readers who are not engaged In 
mining as well as to these who are.

From Greenwood, says the Ledge, to 
the summit of the divide between the 
Kettle river valley and the Upper 
Okanagan, a distance of about eighty 
miles by wagon road, the country Is 
more or less mineralized. Of the terri­
tory lying between the West Fork and 
the Kettle river the same can be said.

Between Greenwood and the Junction 
of Rock creek with the Kettle river, 
a distance of about twenty miles, there 
Is an almost continuous mineral belt. 
On Rock creek and its tributaries both 
lode and placer mining have been car­
ried on for years—the latter for forty 
years. Eight miles above Rock creek is 
Westbrldge. At this point the West 
Fork Joins the Kettle river. Up this 
fork of the river the proposed railway 
will be built, connecting Midway and 
Pentlction. Along the whole proposed 
line of railway mineral 'locations have 
been made and development carried on 
tor years, and from some of the high- 
grade mines regular shipments have 
been mad*. The properties are, as a 
rule medium grade, the silver-bearing 
veins do not run so high as the silver- 
lead, and assays from the big copper- 
gold ledges gave returns from $3.80 to 
slightly above $20. In some of the 
claims the principal "values are gold, 
and In others copper, but the large ma­
jority of the properties on which any 
Considerable development has been done 
carry Silver-lead values.

On Conkle creek, a few miles above 
Westbrldge, some claims were located 
a number of years ago.

At the time it was thought Hag­
gerty & Co. proposed going 4.head with 
an action against the railway company 
on their account but the City Solicitors 
last night reported that they could not 
do so and that if any action were taken 
it would have to be by the city.

Although it is not. distinctly so 
stated, we understand the cbmplair.t re­
fers to the use and intended use of the 
city streets by the B. C. Electric com­
pany in constructing a line of rails for 
trollies or cars to be laden with gravel 
from Mt. Tolmie to a point off Van­
couver street. The council have already 
declined on Messrs. Elliott & Shandley’s 
application to take legal proceedings or 
join as plaintiffs in legal proceedings 
against the tramway company for the 
alleged transgression and an opportuni­
ty would appear to be afforded by the 
letter of Messrs. Elliott & Shandley of 

"the. 10th of August to re-consider and 
finally determine upon the position the 
council should take in view of the In­
timation- of proceedings at law. We 
have already expressed to the council 
air opinion in writing that, the charter 
unflejv;which the B. C. Electric company 
operate does not authorize the use of 
the city highways for the laying of lines 
of rails to operate a trolley or car 
freight system merely, and this opinion 
is confirmed by the city barrister, and 
is, after apparently deep research, the 
opinion of Mr. R. T. Elliott, K.C.; Mr. 
Elliott, however, goes further and has 
advised that the construction of the 
charter and statutes of 1894 does not 
permit of the use of streets other than 
indicated in the charter, and does not 
permit of the carrying of freight, and 
that the council should prevent the use 
of the city highways for such purposes, 
and Messrs. Elliott & Shandley’s letter 
calls Upon the ccgincil to take the neces­
sary steps. Messrs. Elliott & Shandley’s 
clients cannot, in our opinion, take ac­
tion as no special damage has been oc­
casioned *o them and the,.£Qgnptalnt 
made is common to^tberfr "and other 
members of the public.

“The position of the council towards 
the public as regards highways has 
been for a time under consideration in 
a variety of circumstances. The corpor­
ation are quasi trustees of the high­
ways and it is fof the council to decide 
whether the particular circumstances 
call upon them to take any steps for the 
protection of the public interest affect­
ed, and to enable the council to exer­
cise this discretion, we may add the fol­
lowing:

“Railways or tramlines laid in the 
public highways without statutory au­
thority constitute an obstruction to the 
highway which the council or any 
member of the public, if specially 
damaged, can take steps to prevent. If 
statutory authority, or consent by 
charter, exists for the street railway for 
passengers only, the construction of a 
railway for freight only would be au­
thorized and constitute an obstruction 
and similar steps could be taken by the 
council or any member of the public 
specially damaged. The B. C. Electric 

claim that by statutorycompany
amendments of the charter, they can 
put their line of railway in any street 
whether indicated or not. Again the B. 
C. Electric company claim that having 
laid their rails in the streets of the city, 
they can operate upon the same a pas­
senger service or a freight service.

“The claim of the B. C. Electric Com­
pany is to go upon any of the city 
streets for their purposes, without ob­
taining any consent of the council 
other than as to location in the street, 
and if this contention is correct it is 
subversive of the jurisdiction of the 
council. For instance a street may 
be so narrow that a street railway 
would be quite out of place; again 
streets have been improved and boule- 
varded at great expense by the own­
ers, whose property would be lessened 
in value by the construction of street 
railways. Other objections from the 
point of the public enjoyment o£ city 
higlrways might be mentioned. In our 
opinion a judgment of the highest 
court on the company’s rights will be 
welcome. The council should consider, 
that a decision can be obtained upon 
the issues raised upon: (a) The right 
of the company to construct a line in 
the street not indicated In the charter: 
viz, Vancouver street; (b) The right 
of railway for freight only; (c) The 
right of the company to carry freight 
at all; (d) The right of the company 
to construct spurs into premises across 
the street and sidewalks; and (e) 
whether' a siding into business prem­
ises and use of the same as a depot 
is a nuisance which an adjoining pri­
vate owner can prevent; and 4£> the

B. C TO EUROPE VIA
TEHUANTEPEC ISTHMUS

Can.-Mexican Line Will Give 
Through Rate — South 

Schedule Changed.

(From Tuesday’s Daily.)
Commencing with the calling of the 

steamship Georgia at Guaymas this 
trip, the Canadian-Mexlcan Pacific line 
Inaugurates a forty-five-day service 
from that port to Europe via the Gulf 
of Tehuantepec, connecting at Puerto, 
Mexico, or Coatzacoalcos, as It was 
formerly known, with a Royal mail 
steam packet company’s liner. The 
Georgia is due at Salina Cruz on the 
25th Inst, from this port and Guaymas, 
and the steamships of the Canadian- 
Mexlcan line, in future, follow the 
schedule started by her and call at 
Guaymas direct from Victoria, thence 
making calls at Mazatlan, Manzanillo, 
San Bias, Acapulco and Salina Cruz, 
south-bound, and at these ports, with 
the exception of San Bias, on the re­
turn voyage.

The company guarantees delivery at 
ports in Spain above Lisbon in 45 days 
by the Tuhuantepec route, and will 
make monthly connections on the Pa­
cific seaboard with the European lines.

Capt. T. H. Worsnop, general man­
ager of the company, who is In the city 
to-day, stated to a Times reporter this 
morning that the Atlantic steamship 
lines conference had approved of the 
proposals of the Canadian-Mexlcan Pa­
cific line to give a direct freight service 
betwen Europe and British Columbia 
in connection with Harrison Bros., 
steamships, and that It was only a 
matter of a week of two before a 
through rate would be agreed upon so 
that the service could be inaugurated.

Thle service will have, as Its sole 
competitors, the Holt and Chargeurs- 
Réunis steamship lines from Europe to 
Victoria and Vancouver by way of the 
Orient, as the overland haul across the 
continent excluded other services. The 
Holt line and the French company will 
not be seriously effected by the Can* 
adtan-Mexican Pacific line’s isthmus 
service, as they will retain a monopoly 
on heavy freight, such as machinery 
and bulky merchandise. The Mexican 
service will, however, cut the time on the 
delivery of other goods from England 
to about 60 days at the outside, and the 
rates, will, it is understood, be lower 
than those in vogue on the other 
steamships.

It Is understood that the Canadian. 
Mexican Pacific line Is negotiating with 
the Mexican government to allow of 
the Guaymas call being cut out tin the 
north-bound voyage In order to permit 
of fruit shipments being handled frbm 
points between Acapulco and Mazat­
lan. As the Georgia and Lonsdale carry 
the Mexican mail north to Guaymas It 
Is possible that the government of the 
republic will not grant this request.

The steamship Lonsdale, which has 
been undergoing extensive repairs to 
her boilers and machinery, Including 
the Installation of new water-tubes In 
the former, will leave Vancouver on 
the 25th Inst, for New Westminster to 
load lumber for Mexican ports, and will 
then bunker, and make other calls at 
lumber and coal ports before arriving 
at Victoria on the 31st, on which day 
she sails for Salina Cruz.

MAKING ATTEMPTS TO 
ASSASSINATE PICKETS

Situation in Springfield Is Still 
Strained—Negroes Flee 

to Safety.

CANNOT BE USED AS
PLACE OF AMUSEMENT

Springfield, Ills., Aug. 18.—An attack 
on pickets and the forced hegira of 
150 negroes from the cornfields on the 
outskirts of the city, to the state ar­
senal, kept the militia busy this morn­
ing. The firing on the -sentries and 
their reply occurred less than two 
blocks from General Young’s head­
quarters at the jail. No one was hurt. 
The trouble followed an attempt to fire 
a building between Jefferson and 
Madison streets.

City Cannot Lease Mount 
Douglas for Any Purpose 

Whatever.

(From Tuesday’s Daily.)
A newspaper correspondent this 

morning states that an American syn­
dicate are arranging for the acquisition 
of Douglas Park (Cedar Hill) for the 
purpose of converting It into a modem 
amusement park. He also makes cer­
tain allusions to the history of this park 
stating that It was conveyed to the city 
by Sir James Douglas.

Douglas Park, like Beacon Hill park, 
is held In trust by the city and the title 
to it cannot be alienated because the 
actual ownership Is in the Crown. These 
lands were conveyed to the city Jn trust 
not by Sir James Douglas as le popu­
larly supposed, but by the Walkem- 
Beaven government In 1889.

Since that time repeated efforts have 
been made to secure portions of each 
park for amusement or other purposes 
but the trust conveyance has always 
proved Insurmountable In the past as 
it doubtless would In the present In­
stance. When the old Agricultural 
grounds were planned for Beacon Hill 
the carrying through of the plan was 
frustrated through an injunction taken 
ou( by the present deputy minister of 
agriculture, J. R. Anderson. Sir Mat­
thew Begble ruled on that occasion that 
every foot of the park was public prop­
erty and could not be employed for any 
private purpose.

That 
the coming exhibition of the early 
days of the province, which at the time 
was a crown colony, should be held in 
New Westminster is but fitting. Vis­
itors to the exhibition will be given an 
opportunity to inspect relics of the old 
forts George, James and Alexandria, 
erected even before the days of the 
Hudson’s Bay Company.

But the central and dominant figure 
of it will and must be the figure of 
Simpn Fraser, with the story of the 
great journey taken by the intrepid 
pioneer of one hundred years ago. In 
his diary, written in accordance with 
the instructions issued to all northwest 
traders, the journey is said to have 
commenced on the 22nd day of May, 
1808, and the party to have consisted of 
Simon Fraser, the Hon. Juleg Maurice 
Quésnel, and John Stuart, as lieuten­
ants, nineteen white men and half- 
breeds and two Indians, 
embarked in canoes at 5 o'clock in the 
morning, the start being made from 
Fort George, at the junction of the 
Fraser and Neohaco rivers. The can­
oes were laden with bright and shiny 
articles for the purposes of barter. At 
the commencement of the journey Fra­
ser shared the then common error that 
he was navigating the Columbia river, 
and the diary shows that it was not 
until July 3rd that he discovered the 
error and realized that he was upon 
an! Unknown waterway.

Trouble commenced early for the 
hardy navigators, only eighteen miles 
having been covered when one of the 
cahoes was partially wrecked by being 
smashed against a rock while descend­
ing a rapid, several of which were en­
countered on the first day’s journey.

Caches of dried salmon and other 
fodd were established at various points 
aldng the river bank, this precaution 
bejing taken in case of the party meat­

s' with an accident and being de­
prived of food and compelled to return 
to Fort St. George in a destitute con­
dition.

Early travelling was a characteristic 
ofj Sizsrsn Fraser, the usual houj- for 
smarting on the day’s journey being 4 
a.! m., although on a few occasions he 
dijd not* leave camp until 6 a. m.

At Soda creek, which was reached on 
the eighth day of the journey, a large 
nymber of Tahowtin and Atnah In­
dians had gathered for the purpose of 
seeing that rare curiosity, white men, 
many hundreds visiting the camp dur­
ing the stay of the party in this neigh­
borhood.

was ninety feet long and sixty broad. 
AH the Indians of the village Hved un­
der this one roof, the house 
being ' built of cedar planks with 
a slanting roof. The supports of the 
house were posts three feet in diameter. 
In one of these was an oval opening 
answering the purpose of 4 door, this 
being the only entrance or exit into the 
building. The natives of this place 
were addicted to thieving.

Travelling further, Fraser discovered 
that he could not obtain provisions 
from any of the Indians, all of whom 
were hostile to his party. He therefore 
decided to return to the friendly In­
dians further up the river, secure ample 
provisions for several days’ journey 
and then proceed on his quest to the 
open sea. On their arrival at the vil­
lage of their former friends they dis­
covered that the former sentiment of 
good will toward the white men had 
given way to angry passion against 
them, and it was with difficulty that 
they secured any attention at all. The 
chief of the tribe, who had loaned a 
large canoe to Fraser, derffanded its 
immediate return, but this request the 
explorers were unable to comply with. 
In its stead they left a blanket, but 
this interchange failed to appease the 
passion of the head man, and serious 
trouble was only averted by the never- 
failing treat to use firearms.

Convinced by this time that he could 
never reach the main ocean in safety, 
as he was pursued by hostile tribes of 
coast Indians, almost destitute qf pro­
visions and beset by all manner of dif­
ficulties and dangers, Simon Fraser re­
luctantly decided to abandon the at­
tempt to discover the mouth of the 
river upon whiclf he had been travel­
ling. He expressed great disappoint­
ment at not being able to continue on 
his journey for two days longer.

On the first of August the party 
reached Quesnel river, where a supply 
of fish and berries was secured from 
the natives. Early the following day 
Mountain portage was reached. From 
this on the journey was uninteresting, 
the starting point being reached at 
noon on Sunday, August 6th, the final 
entry in the Fraser diary being as fol­
lows: “6th, Sunday—Set out early, and 
at noon arrived at the fort, where we 
found Mrr'Faries with his two men."

How difficult it is to distinguish 
small from great actions. Here was a 
man making fame for all time, and the 
idea of the greatness of his work had 
not dawned "upon him.

SIMON FRASER’S 
DEEDS RECALLED

GOOD WORK WITH 
ROSS RIFLEwhe

Richardson’s Record.
Sergt.-Major Richardson, who did 

remarkable shooting with the weapon, 
started shooting when he was but 16 
years of age, and as a member of the 
Princess of Wales Own Rifles, in York­
shire. At 18 he won his way into the 
county representation, having captur­
ed coveted purses pyt^up 
shire County Association at the county 
meet. He developed so rapidly that he 
never lost his place on the county team. 
Arriving in Canada he had his first 
shoot in 1896 a* Victoria, winning the 
200 and 500 yard championships and 
obtaining the second place at 600. He 
also won the grand aggregate. Gradu­
ally forging ahead he won trophies by 
the way until he secured for himself 
the unique distinction of winning al­
most every known aggregate open to 
all comers in Canada. In Ontario he 
won it twice, last yedr he won it at 
Calgary, while in British Columbia he 
has also been victorious. Now, in ful­
filment of a promise to several Winni­
peg friends, he has come to capture the 
Manitoba aggregate, or stay with it 
annuaHy until he does so. Most of the 
valuable individual prizes of the D. R. 
A. Jiave at some time fallen to his 
superior marksmanship, and among 
these are: The president’s prize, Lans- 
downe cup, Macdonald match, secre-' 
tary’s match, Canadian Military Rifle 
Association medal, while he has secured 
positions on the Bisley team no less 
than eight' times. Accepting this place 
three times he has at Bisley finished 
fifth in the King’s prize match in 1905, 
while he won the St. George’s badge 
and the N. R. A. bronze cross twice. At 
the Alberta meet last year he won six 
firsts, and at the present time is the 
proud possessor of ninety-six medals 
and cups for rifle shooting. It will un­
doubtedly take many years before this 
performance is duplicated.

In this 
manner she continued, flying from one 
danger to another, until the last cas­
cade but one, where, in spite of every 
effort, the whirlpools forced her against 
a low projecting rock. Upon this the 
men debraked, saved their own lives 
and contrived to save the property, but 
the greatest difficulty was still ahead, 
and to continue by water would be the 
way to certain destruction. ’

“During this distressing scene we 
were on shore looking on and anxious­
ly concerned. Seeing our poor fellows 
once more safe afforded us as much 
satisfaction as to themselves, and we 
hastened to their assistance, but their 
situation rendered our approach peril­
ous and difficult. The bank was ex­
tremely righ and steep, and we had 
to plunge our daggers at intervals Into 
the ground to check our speed, as 
otherwise we were exposed to slide 
into the river. We cut steps into the 
declivity, fastened a line to the front 
of the canoe, with which some of the 
men ascended in order to haul it up, 
whilst others supported it upon their 
arms. In this manner our situation was 
most 'precarious; our lives, as it were, 
hung upon a thread, as the failure of 
the line or a false step of one of the 
men might have hurled the whole of us 
into eternity. However, we fortunate­
ly cleared the bank before dark.

“The men who had the rest of the 
baggage in charge, perceiving from 
these difficulties the impossibility of 
attempting the rapids with safety, be­
gan to carry, and had immense high 
hills to ascend with heaVy loads on 
their backs.”

On the fifteenth of June an old. chief 
who had accompanied them for several 
days and had proved extremely useful, 
suddenly abandoned the travelers, tak­
ing with him the Tohowtin interpreter 
and another Indian who had been en­
gaged as pilot. The narrator deplores 
the incident in these words, “Here we 
are, in a strange country, surrounded 
with dangers and difficulties, among 
numberless tribes of savages who never 
saw the face of a white man; however,

It Is a well known fact 
that we find what is called freaks in 
nature, or departure from uniform 
operation, so that, after several gen­
erations of uniform breeding, true to 
the parent -type, there cornes,- as a sort 
of expectation to the rule of uniform­
ity, a specimen that reaches back and 
represents a remote ancestry. Thus, 
in breeding the barred Plymouth Rock 
it was found that occasionally a white 
specimen would thus crop out, which 
at first was promtly killed; but soon it 
occurred to the breeder that these few 
white freaks could be bred together, 
and so we got the beautiful breed, 
which has proved to be the most beau­
tiful and among the very best of all the 
best families of fancy fowls. Again, it 
was found that we could dissolve or sep­
arate the triple compound that make 
up the Plymouth Rock. By breeding 
a white Wyandotte cock and barred 
Plymouth Rock hen, the progeny will 
be black, thus reverting back to the 
black Java blood in the composition 
of the Plymouth Rock, and furnishing 
a large beautiful black hen that com­
bines the excellent laying qualities of 
the black Java, the Plymouth Rock 
and the Wyandotte. Thus the possi­
bilities of new and practical and pro­
lific creations are never ending. The 
success in breeding these new varieties 
and fixing upon each the color of any 
other, encouraged still others which 
are in process of experiment, and so 
the future outlook in this direction Is 
fruitful and infinite.

In my next article I shall suggest 
something of the practical—the re­
munerative aspect bf poultry culture at 
home and abroad.

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In our last article, August 1st, we 
notice the history and right relation of 
poultry culture in its two-fold aspect
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tries thus identified in healthful rela­
tion moved along gathering separate 
and increasing force until they have 
developed into a commerce that is al­
most incalculable. Since the first im­
portations the real value of domestic 
poultry has nearly doubled; yet the 
general public had not realized this 
marvelous effect until awakened about 
the year 1865 by poultry literature, 
periodicals and newspapers, which be­
gan to find their way into thousands 
of homes through the mails to all sec­
tions of the country, imparting the 
most careful instruction in all the 
principles and details of poultry ^culture 
that ages of blind experience could 
never suggest. Thus a second enthus­
iasm pervaded; but thus renewed and 
strengthened by education in the fun­
damental conditions of the business, it 
came to stay.

Conventions were called, societies 
were organized and a national organi­
zation fiinally effected in 1872 for the 
purpose of concert in general counsel 
where the general judgment was 
evoked, and what we now value as the 
“standard of excellence’' was begotten 
of the largest experience and best 
brain of 'that studious, strong and 
earnest organization, since which date, 
though subjected to criticism, correc­
tion and official revision, it went into 
operation everywhere as the ablest 
idea and wili of the highest consulta­
tion of America’s best breeders.

Thus, under this standard of 1872, 
this constitution, or organic law, as re­
lates to poultry culture, may be dated 
the dawn of scientific poultry culture 
in America. It became at once, and 
still continues, the one supreme idea

came
cate details of form and finish, "the 
standard’’ now made clear and con­
clusive. It arbitrated all questions; it 
settled or prevented all disputes and 
afforded everywhere the same design 
and definition of a perfect pattern.

Like the constitution of a country 
which by common consent becomes the 
supreme law of the land, under which 
all other laws that regulate "and ■ con­
trol the mightiest and minutest private 
and public affairs are framed, so “the 
standard" in poultry culture vitalizes, 
legalizes and underlies everything. 
Second only . to poultry periodicals, 
literature and the standard, are poul­
try pictures—illustrations. There is 
scarcely any other power so potent as 
anything' beautifully portrayed in pic­
ture.

There is no eloquence like silent, 
earnest, life-like illustrations of na­
ture’s finest products. It forces the 
education upward to a higher appre­
ciation of what is chaste and beautiful 
in educated art. Life-like illustrations 
appeal most powerfully to our love of 
the beautiful and awakens our 
thuslasm and active interest in what 
the picture represents; and thus, as 
educators delineating beautiful feath­
ers and forms and fowls these correct 
and elegant drawing awaken a univer­
sal love and longing for the specimens, 
and so we are inspired at once to be­
gin to buy and breed until we attain 
to the end delineated in the illustra­
tions. Such is the power of illustra­
tions of correct cuts for fancy fowls or 
animals, when sustained by the pre­
cepts of good poultry journals and the 
standard of excellence. These com­
bined influences gave birth to the poul­
try exhibitions, and here the emula­
tion and rivalry inspire all to excel, 
and the spirit of infection spreads until 
everywhere the growing influence of 
all these factors is felt and a focus of 
force radiates out from every poultry 
exhibition. Such then are the educa­
tional alliances that have acquainted 
the American people from ocean to 
ocean with all the essentials and de­
tails, with the facts and the philosophy 
that underlie the facts with the pleas­
ures and profits of standard and com­
mercial poultry culture.

The foregoing considerations suggest 
what I trust shall prove more pleasant 
and practical in the following articles 
of this series—not content with theV 
size and symmetry alone, other aims 
have been successfully wrought out by 
which the poultry of the past has been 
replaced by something infinitely super­
ior both in beauty and utility. Among 
the eminently practical excellencies 
reached In the new awakening in poul­
try culture may be mentioned prolific­
ness in eggs. This special function 
which among all wild fowls and with 
the poultry of the past that lay dor­
mant during cold and inclement sae- 
sons, is now operative and active 
among the better breeds of hens the 
whole year round. Prominent among 
the influences effecting this result was, 
first, special selection of the most pro­
lific layers, these being separated and 
subjected to better care and scientific 
feeding and then special “strains" 
were established that proved especial­
ly prolific for eggs. These were first 
tested and then bred especially for egg 
production, until this Important func­
tion of the hen became firmly fixed.

SHOT WBECIS 
BIG WAREHOUSE

SPECTACULAR SIGHT
AT PRINCE RUPERT

Huge Rocks Tear Gaping Holes 
in Building — G. T. P. 

Wharf Damaged.

Prince Rupert, Aug. 16.—Another big 
shot on the construction work of the 
Grand Trunk Pacific was fired on 
Thursday afternoon when four holes 
drilled to a depth of 33 feet in the 
solid rock of the big bluff at the wharf 
were loaded with 150 kegs of powder 
and 50 boxes of dynamite.

It was a grand sight for the on­
lookers on the hill above the town as 
the whole mass rose 150 feet or more 
Into the air, then crashed down on the 
eastern end of Foley, Welch & Stew­
art’s big shed which is used by the 
Pacific Coast Steamship Company as 
a warehouse, tearing off the planked 
protection roof and knocking in the 
south side of the building. Huge rocks 
flew in every direction, and the big 
building looked as though it had un­
dergone a siege. A big tree was plant­
ed in one of the gaping holes in the 
roof ; while rocks weighing half a ton 
were hurled clean through the build­
ing, smashing partitions, and tearing 
up the wharf on the opposite side.

The Alaska Pacific Express Com­
pany’s office which is also in the same 
building was badly wrecked and con­
siderable damage done to the fixtures.

Several bearing piles of the new G. 
T. P. wharf were wrenched out of po­
sition, while rocks weighing a ton 
made kindling wood of the capping, 
and put some bad crimps in the big 
stringers beneath. The damage will 
amount to several hundred dollars 
which will be charged' up to Ross & 
Carlson, who are doing the work.

FAIRVIEW INHABITANTS 
ARE FIGHTING FLAMES

High Wind Fans Forest Fire to 
Large Propor­

tions.

Vancouver, Aug. 18.—For several 
hours last night the residents in the 
vicinity of Magee station, and out be­
yond Falrviexy, formed into an im­
promptu fire brigade, fought a huge 
forest fire, that threatened to demolish 
their houses %çd property and place 
their lives in serious danger. All night 
long the gresit trees in the woods, 
thousands of tons of dry wood, and the 
thick underbrush flared and crackled, 
f anned into a. ,rda ring, raging furnace 
by thé wind that swept in from the 
gulf. The citizens whose houses I^t-y in 
the danger zone, assisted by scores of 
others, turned -out and attempted to 
stay the progress of the flames, but 
their efforts would have been in vain 
had not the wind suddenly changed 
and carried the fire in the direction of 
Granville street.

The houses of Messrs. Adams and 
Garrick, two well known residents, 
were in the most imminent danger, and 
at the former house an anxious crowd 
was kept busy pouring water over the 
roof and clearing the space around of 
waste wood. tiad the house not been 
made of brick and cement it would 
now be a heap of ashes. Other resi­
dences were in danger, but were saved 
through the efforts of the fire fighters. 
A shingle mill, operated by electrical 
power, and owned by Mr. Douglas, was 
burnt to the ground, with outbuildings, 
and stack of lumber during the night. 
This was the most serious loss, over 2,- 
000 cords of valuable wood, and the 
majority of others lost outbuildings 
and wood as well.

The fires xvere started by the clear­
ing operations of a gang of Chinese 
laborers.

From Point Roberts this afternoon 
came a report that a large fire is run­
ning through some valuable timber 
there on the Canadian side of the 
boundary line. It is expected that the 
loss will be large.

Another large fire is reported as 
having broken out at Otter bay, Van­
couver Island, but no details have 
been received concerning it.

They have not sought a quarrel. They 
are in no sense the aggressors. They 
merely demand that they be treated as 
in the past — as they would as­
suredly be treated now, had not busi­
ness depression given the company the 
idea that it could successfully seize a 
favorable opportunity to smash the 
unions.

It is to the C. P. R., therefore, that 
the public must look for relief from 
railway conditions that will become in­
tolerable in a few weeks If the com­
pany does not, before the lapse of that 
time, reach an agreement with its men.

the trouble, and this recrimination j motive power and rolling stock in such
! a condition of non-repair as will tie up 
j the freight traffic to a great extent, and 
render passenger traffic on that road 
even more dangerous than it has been 
in the past, Which the record for the 
past few years shows to be quite neces­
sary, and altogether too exciting to be 
conductive to nervous repose. But this 
is not all. If the men of the mechanical 
department find that they are not going 
to be able to carry their point in a rea­
sonably short time, it is not unlikely, 
indeed it is highly probable that the 
men of other departments—say the en­
gineers—will be called out in a sympa­
thetic strike. This would completely 
paralyze the road by making the mov­
ing of trains impossible—for it must be 
understood that the demand for en­
gineers greatly exceeds the supply, 
while the train crews are thoroughly 
organized union men.

However unpleasant the situation 
may be, the only sane and manly 
thing to do with it is to face it, and 
attempt to overcome it. The situation 
that has been created by this strike on 
the C. P. R. is not only unpleasant—it 
threatens to become disastrous. If the 
C. P. R. should be tied up for any con­
siderable time during the next few 
weeks—as seems highly probable—the 
whole of Canada—more particularly 
the west—will suffer a blow that will 
b* unusually destructive because it will 
come on top of a long series of misfor­
tunes that we have sustained during 
the past two years.

This being the case, everything must 
now be done—and done quickly—to have 
this strike settled within a very few 
days. It is pitiable to hear the mayor 
of Winnipeg, the moment the strike is 
on, whine about his being powerless to 
do anything, and also hear officers of 
our biggest business organizations ad­
mit that they are up in the air, and 
have no idea of what they should, can 
or may do. Where are our boards of 
trade, scattered from one end of Can­
ada to another, and made up of busi­
ness men who give the C. P. R. hun­
dreds of thousands of dollars annually 
in freight charges? Where is our much 
tooted union of Canadian municipali­
ties, which meets (Mice a year to dis­
cuss what it would and should do in 
certain abstract and remote contingen­
cies Let these bodies all get together 
and convince the C. P. R. that it will 
cost it a pretty penny in business that 
will be diverted from it if it permits 
this tie-up to continue. Let those 
boards of trade and these municipal 
councils also bring united pressure to 
bear upon the government and the 
railway commission, to compel inter­
ference that will result in a termina­
tion of the conflict. But whatever is 
done let it be done immediately—for if 
one of the greatest black eyes that 
Western Canada can possibly receive Is 
to be avoided, this strike must be killed 
before it is three weeks old.

out to smash the unions. Taking ad­
vantage of the bad times which left all 
great employers in a position where 
they believed they could be more inde­
pendent of their employees, the C. P. R. 
threw several thousand men—union 
men—out of work in Montreal some 
months ago, and all over its lines gave 
notice that a new schedule^ was to be 
adopted. Naturally, the men protested 
and threatened trouble. Finally a board 
of arbitration was asked for under the 
Lemieux Act, and this board presented 
a majority and minority report — the 
majority report favoring the company 
and the minority report favoring the 
men.

Under the Act neither party to the 
dispute is bound either by law or moral 
obligation to abide by even a unanim­
ous decision of. such a board of arbi­
tration. The mén, therefore, quite na­
turally declined to agree with the ma­
jority report—and the company natur­
ally refused to agree with the men.
The situation, therefore, immediately 
before the strike, was exactly the situ­
ation that existed immediately before 
the board of arbitration was called into 
existence. The men declined to accept 
the new schedule that the company at­
tempted to force upon them. A strike 
became inevitable—and consequently a 
strike we have to-day.

Who is to be blamed for this condi­
tion that has so rudely been forced up­
on the Canadian public—the men who 
went on strike rather than accept new 
conditions that were much less favor­
able to them than were the conditions 
under which they had worked for years, 
or the company that insited on enforc-, 
ing those new conditions? If the C. P.
R. were an ordinary private corporation 
that owed no duty to the public, that 
question might be difficult to pswer.
The C. P. R. being a great franchise­
holding corporation, however—a great 
public utility—the answer to the ques­
tion is not far to seek.

Every dollar’s worth of railway, roll­
ing stock and equipment, land, etc., 
that the C. P. R. owns to-day it got 
from the people of Canada,. It owes its 
very existence to the unequalled gener­
osity of the Canadian public, 
scores of millions of dollars’ worth of 
property it obtained as a gift of such 
generous proportions as to astonish the 
world. There can be little doubt, then, 
as to the relations that should exist be­
tween the company and the public that 
has so richly endowed it. The C. P. R. 
is under moral obligations to the people 
of Canada to do everything within its 
power to advance the interests of those 
people. It is under every obligation to 
protect those people from every loss 
and convenience over which it exercises 
a control.

How is the C. P. R. displaying its 
gratitude to those people to whom it 
owes so much, at the present moment?
It is taking advantage of conditions 
caused by world-wide misfortune—con­
ditions generally known as hard times 
—to quarrel with its employees in the 
Lope of snatching monetary advantage 
at a favorable moment—and in taking 
advantage of those conditions, it delib­
erately sacrifices most vital interests 
of the Canadian people, more particu­
larly the people of the West, by thrust­

SALMON TRADE

PACKERS’ ASSOCIATION
HEAR ANNUAL REPORT

Ten Canneries Against Twelve 
Last Year—Better Results 

Expected.

The annual report of the British Co­
lumbia Packers’ Association, submit­
ted at the annual meeting of the as­
sociation held in Jersey City, N. J., on 
August 10th, is just to hand and shows 
the result of last year’s operations. 
The report states that the Fraser river 
pack last year was almost 
plete failure, that this year 10 can­
neries are being operated as against 
12 last year and that the dividend last 
year was reduced to 3% per cent, the 
balance of the profits being added to 
working capital. The report also states 
that salmon stocks are lighter than for 
years and that prices are likely to be 
better.

The report, which is dated Vancou­
ver, July 15th. and which is signed by 
William H. Barker, reads:

Gentlemen,—In accordance with cus­

tom established, I submit report of 
business of the asso-results of the 

elation for 1907.
We operated twelve canneries and 

one cold storage plant.
The run of sockeyes on the Fraser 

river was almost a failure—the total 
pack of Fraser river was less 
60,000 cases. Our total pack from all 
points was 139,806 cases canned sal­
mon, 180 tons mild cured salmon, and 
2,783,978 pounds of frozen salmon and 
halibut, besides a small quantity of 
cod, herring, sturgeon, etc.

Quite a large part of our

than

canned
salmon was of the cheaper variety, 
the packing of which shows little or 
no profit; the lower grades of salmon 
being in demand owing to the short 
supply of sockeyes.

Betterments.
Our frozen and fresh fish business 

having grown beyond the capacity of 
our plant, we decided to enlarge it. We 
succeeded in getting a lease from the 
Canadian Pacific railway of three lots 
adjoining our plant, and have built an 
addition, which doubles our capacity 
and gives us two boilers, two engines 
and compressors, making a complete 
up-to-date cold storage plant. We have 
also added another cold room to our 
Balmoral cannery on the Skeena river, 
and Installed a five-ton compressor 
there.

Steamers.
We have built a new hull for the 

steamer Constance's engines. We had 
a new boiler, and upon examining the 
hull, we decided that it would be un­
wise to place the new holler in the 
boat. Our new steamer is well suited 
to our business in every way.

- • Traps.
Our venture with Messrs. J. H. Todd 

& Sons In Joint operation of traps, 
proved very satisfactory last year. We 
have arranged to continue it, and, in 
addition, we operate jointly their Es­
quimau cannery. So far the traps have 
done slightly better than last year in 
catching spring salmon. We trust they 
will do as well with sockeyes.

Hatcheries.
Our Nimpkish hatchery again turned 

out its capacity of sockeye fry—about 
6,000,000. The natural grounds were 
also well seeded. While our pack of 
sockeyes at Alert bay was not very 
large In 1907, being 4,135 cases, taken 
In camparison with that of 1902, which 
was 1,772 cases, and 1903, 1,505 cases, it 
would look as it the hatchery should 
get some credit. The hatcheries on 
streams tributary to the Fraser river" 
turned out quite a large quantity of 
sockeye fry, about 60,000,000. Every­
thing was favorable for the retention 
of the parent fish. The natural spawn­
ing beds were not well seeded. The 
hatchery at Rivers Inlet did better 
than last year, having turned out some 
14,000,000 fry. The two hatcheries on 
the Skeena also turned out some 12,- 
600,000. Both at Rivers Inlet and the 
headwaters of the Skeena, the natural 
spawning grounds were well seeded.

Cold Storage.
* As previously stated, we have dou­
bled the capacity of our cold storage 
plant, and, have Installed the boiler 
and engine of the Cleeve. Our fresh 
halibut shipments have increased a lit­
tle, but not as much as we expected, 
probably owing to the hard times.

Northern Plants.
The writer has just returned from 

an inspection trip of the northern 
plants. All are in excellent shape and 
have made a fair start. The weather 
has been very bad; this Interferes very 
much with fishing at River’s Inlet. We 
trust for the balance of the season 
they will have better weather.

Preparations.
We are operating ten canneries this 

year, two less than last—seven north 
and three on the Fraser river. We 
have prepared for & pack of 152,000 
cases, or a little more than we packed 
last year, when we did not succeed in 
filling all our cans, carrying over 
some 45,000 cases.

Stocks.
We had on hand 30th June, 1908, 12.- 

564 cases canned salmon—mostly Fras­
er river halves. These should soon be 
disposed of at good prices; a few are 
being sold from time to time. Stocks 
are lighter than they have been for 
years.

Finances.
The balance sheet shows a profit for 

last season of 868,146.07. We have on 
hand canned salmon 
983.91, and have used in preparations 
for this season’s pack, new cold stor­
age, steamer, new machinery, etc., In­
cluding amount of inventories of ma­
terials. $517,912.21.
