Mr. Adams wanted to know whether 
the southern part of the province was 
to be allowed to walk over us, and 
claimed Northumoevtand was relegated 
to a back scat, “while Gillespie sat 
without voice or power.” Our road 
and bridge services, including the 
Nelson bridge, the down river steam 
subsidy and the Northern & Western 
Railway aro among the things which 

to suggest that Mr. A. allowed 
his prejudices to get the better ot his 
judgment, while they disprove what he 
would have, us believe of Messrs. (Gil­
lespie and Burchill. *

He also came down heavily on 
Messrs Burchill and Gillespie on ac­
count of a’vote they gave when the 
franchise bill was under discussion, 
blaming them for opposing universal 
sufirage. These gentlemen will, no 
doubt, set Mr. Adams right over the 
matter on Friday evening.

“No more corrupt Government has 
existed for twenty years than that led 
by Blair,*’ said Mr. Adams; and yet Mr.
Tweedie said the Hanington-Adams 
Government was an improvement on 
the one that preceded it “and the Blair 
Government is an economical Govern­
ment.” Mr. Adams also talked of 
“the great crime” Mr. Blair had com­
mitted, and after reading a resolution 
moved by that gentleman in 1881, set­
ting forth reforms that should be made 
in the management of provincial affairs 
said “I call on Gillespie and Burchill to 
know if he has fulfilled a single promise 
made by him.” They will, no doubt, 
answer him on Friday night.

The travelling expenses of the mem­
bers of the Executive, coach hire, etc., 
in which Messrs. Turner, Harrison,
Ritchie, McLellen and others came in 
for some good-natured criticism, 
quite a theme for Mr. Adams, who was 
quite severe on Surveyor General Mit­
chell, who he declared to be “incapable 
and incompetent to manage his depart­
ment and simply a child sent round the 
country.” Mr. Adams forgot to state 
that the travelling expenses of the Ex­
ecutive of which he was a member cost, 
in 1822—their last year of power—
^2,040 while those of the present Ex­
ecutive for 1886 were $1,172, while 
those of himself in 1882 were $900, Mr.
Mitchell’s in 1886 being $450. Mr.
Adame should not invite comparisons 
in the matter of travelling expenses, to 
say nothing of matters of departmental 
administration.

We were next interested and amused 
by Mr. Adams’ way of conveying to his 
auditors the idea that the dreadful 
Blair had the House filled with his 
relatives and friends and no less than

Messrs. Jones and not connected with 
the Branch.

Mr. Park admitted he had fought 
against the Northern & Western Rail­
way being built from Chatham junction, 
but claimed he did it in the interest of

Mr. Park was bold enough to tell 
the electors that liis unfortunate 
amendment to the address in the 
legislature last session, on the sub­
ject of the stumpage was not a want 
of confidence resolution. XVhat kind 
Oi men did he suppose lie was talking 
to ? He knew it was a want of con­
fidence resolution and that the result 
of the vote would not really be whe­
ther the stumpage should be reduced 
orinot,but whether Mr.Blair and his 
supporters, or Mr. XVutmore and his 
followers should have the manage, 
ment of Provincial affairs.
Park also said he had no opportunity 
to reply to the Surveyor General’s 
absurdities on this subject, the Speak­
er informing him to that effect. He 
should not have gone to the Speaker 
at all. A well-informed parliamen- 
tary tactician would have endeavored 
to avail himself of precedents in the 
practice of the very House of which 
Mr. Park was a member to get in his 
reply to Surveyor General Mitchell. 
Our genial friend failed all round in 
the matter and he, himself, no doubt, 
realises it as fully as any one.

Great stress was laid by all the 
speakers on this lumber question, 
and a stranger, listening to them 
might imagine that the lumbermen 
and lumber trade generally looked 
upon them as friends. As a matter 
of fact the leading lumbermen justly 
claim that they are injuring their 
chances for proper consideration by 
making a cry of their interests in 
order to promote their own political 
fortunes. The lumber interest does 
not thank, but repudiates them. We 
cannot speak positively ‘Jfor all the 
lumber concerns operating on the 
Miramichi, hut we have yet to hear 
of mere than two or three who do not 
squarely oppose “the ticket.” For 
instance,

Wm. Richards, who, according to 
the Crown Lands Report for 1884, 
paid $2,212.98 stumpage, will not 
support the ticket.

Scott Fairley, who paid $2,024.09 
will not support the ticket.

Burchill <k Sons, who paid $1,288.-

Mr. Park was particularly anxious 
to have the electors understand that 
Mr. Burchill didn’t know what he 
was about when he gave notice of his 
resolution on the subject of the 
stumpage. He said Mr. Burchill 
gave the notice after the lumber 
deputation went to Fredericton,wliich 
was an incorrect statement, but he 
omitted to state that Messrs. Burch- 
ill, XVheten, LeBlanc, McManus, 
Murray and Labillois had a confer­
ence with the Government after the 
deputation went away, the result of 
which rendered the discussion of the 
resolution practically unnecessary. 
Mr. Park has not been happy in his 
methods when interfering with the 
lumber interest He has, unfortu­
nately,injured the lumbermen’s cause, 
while Mr. Burchill has taken a 
wiser, but less ostentatious course for 
securing the consideration they are 
entitled to.

host of them” to the right about and won 
a signal victory for Chatham.

Mr. Tweedie, we know, being the per­
sonal, professional, and political friend of 
Mr. Blair did good efervice for the Rail­
way as its attorney, but it was rather 
too much of a good thing to hear him 
take all the credit and say that it was 
“gall* pure and simple” for Messrs. Gil­
lespie and Burchill to claim that they as­
sisted the promoters of the work.

Notes of A political Meeting. cupy a very consistent position in this 
respect. Mr. Blair frankly confessed 
in the assembly—as Mr. Landry had 
been obliged to do before him—that he 
had entertained views respecting cer­
tain reforms, which, in the practical 
work of administration, lie had 
found it impossible to carry out. Mr. 
Blair and his associates in the 
meut, however, have clearly shown 
that they have earnestly addressed 
themselves to the woik of reform and 
economy. Under the latter head they 
have made an annual saving of no less 
than $26,000 a year in the controllable 
expenditure. The House, which is 
under his leadership has persisted in 
its endeavors to abolish tho Legislative 
Council, but owing to Mr. Wetmore, 
leader, and Mr. Haningion,- ex-leader 
of the opposition, hacked by Messrs. 
Adams, Park and others, assisting the 
upper House in prolonging its exis­
tence, that body defies the popular will 
and, with these gentlemen’s sanction, 
refuses to go. Mr. Hutchison knows 
all this, yet he deserts Mr. Blair be­
cause he has been prevented in hie 
earnest endeavors to abolish the legisla­
tive council. Mr. Hutchison goes over 
to the side of the House he steadily op­
posed when in it,deserts the leader who 
tries to abolish the upper house and en­
lists under the banner of one who has 
steadily set his face against the aboli- 
ton ai-d whose leading supporters 
either voted with him or shirked the 
vote altogether. When Mr. Hutchison

She will be as much 
apart from Great Britain as Canady 
but, unlike Canada, will have to pa, 
her share of our debt and imperial ex­
penditure. The Irish parliament will 
have every temptation to demand the 
removal of all restrictions and attempt 
the extension of all their powers. 
That was the story of the eighteenth 
century, and it will probably be repeat- 
ed in the nineteenth If we believer: 
the Irish to be an easily satisfied race, 
we might expect smooth working of the 
system so cleverly constructed, so in­
geniously dove-tailed and devised.— 
With British and Irish natures what 
they are, we cannot, howevt", 
salute the new constitution with any­
thing like hope. Englishmen cannot be 
expected to regard with anything like 
satisfaction this great capitulation, even 
when gilt with the glowing eloquence 
of their most brilliant orator.”

The Times says : “It it not a meta­
phor to affirm that Mr. Gladstone’s 
statement is without a parallel in our 
parliamentary annals in its mastery of 
complicated details and its command of 
dialectic and rhetorical resources. It 
is not only marvellous, but is lifted out 
of the region of political commonplace 
by the spirit of elevated purpose and 
the tone of self-imposed conviction.— 
With what fatal vices must a cause be 
smitten for which even Mr. Gladstone . 
energy and influence are able to win no 
more cordial reception then that accord­
ed his Irish scheme in the house of 
commons. In substance the measure 
proposes to place Ireland in a position 
not like that of a state of the American 
union but like that of Canada—a self- 
govering province. The separation is 
complete and absolute in principle and 
the restrictions by which it is proposed 
to secure the supremacy of the imperial 
parliament must in practice be worth­
less, since there is no sufficient sanction 
behind them. This is a cardinal point 
to which public opinion must be m- 
mediately directed. Is the nation pre­
pared to give Ireland an independent 
political existence 1 We cannot su| - 
pose that there is any room for doubt 
on that point. It would be grossly un­
fair to assume that the house will con­
sent to the second reading of a measure 
which cannot possibly survive the de­
bates in committee. "

The Standard says : “Not the least 
striking feature of the scheme is its 
omissions. The absence of any special 
provision for Ulster is the first thing 
that condemns the bill. Hardly less 
astonishing is the frankness with which 
Mr. Gladstone explained the grounds 
on which Ireland, though saddled with 
a portion of the imperial taxation, 
would have no representatives at West­
minster. The whole argument is vitia­
ted by incapacity in the face of plain 

jre. facts. Mr. Parnell’s speech is evidence 
that he would require the immediate 
instead of the ultimate transfer of the 
constabulary to the Irish executive. 
The abrogation of the checks which Mr. 
Gladstone would place on the proceed- 
ings of the Irish parliament, and the 
reduction of tiie very moderate sum 
which Ireland is to contribute for the 
expenses of the empire complicate mat­
ters. If the committee are unprepared 
to accede to his views on these points 
the bill will not satisfy the Irish separ­
atists whom it was primarily meant to 
content. We cannot believe the meas­
ure will meet with the approval of any 
large section of the Queen’s subjects. 
It is a measure of discord,not of peace.'

Mr. Tweedie, who was the last 
speaker, made the usual appeal as “a 
Chathaiq boy” who hid fought his way 
in life squarely and honestly and not 
unsuccessfully. He said he couldn’t go 
to a man and promise him all the by* 
road money and a bridge at every door 
—a slap, no doubt, at Mr. Gillespies'e 
well-known disposition to serve the 
people in that department of the public 
service. He deprecated the idea that 
he was anxious for the position of a 
representative, simply for any honors 
it might confer on him, and really 
seemed to think himself too good for it. 
Mr. Tweedie says he came out because 
1400 electors have asked him to and he 
is, no doubt, offering on the ticket 
from purely patriotic motives and to 
save the country from the Blair Gov­
ernment, which, he confesses, is an 
economical one. He referred to the 
school bill election and said when he 
was nominated on that occasion he did 
not know it until told hy a friend in 
Chatham. He accepted, promising to 
support tho Government on that ques­
tion, bo when he differed from them on 
others, in which he believed they were 
not dealing fairly by the country, he 
&cled consistently,

Mr. Tweedie presented the Provin­
cial debt as something enormous and 
said among other things that he had 
opposed the Government in buying the 
St. John Suspension Bridge, for which 
they paid $200,000.

Of course Mr. Tweedie did not say 
that the Suspension Bridge was a toll 
bridge in the hands of a private com­
pany and the Government’s object was 
to make it free to the people—a policy 
approved of by all enlightened public 
men. We pass over his little error of 
$135,000 in stating the cost of the 
hi idge, as lawyers are generally allowed 
a little latitude when they have a hard 
case. The cost of the bridge to the 
Province, however, was only $65,000 
instead of $200,000.

Mr. Tweedie said, very properly, 
that the large grants of land made to 
the Riviere du Loup Railway Company 
lay at the bottom of our high stumpage 
troubles. He also said he had opposed 
the making of these grans, as he did 
the giving away of lands in the North­
west angle of Northumberland to the 
same company, but as all this was done 
some time before Mr. Tweedie was a 
member of the legislature he, of course, 
could imt have influenced such matters 
one way or the other.

too much water, and cannot approach near 
the shores. There is w here he exposes his 
ignorance, for if she did not draw so much 
water she would not be as good a sea-boat, 
which she must be, as she made her trips 
every day but one last summer. “Spruce 
Gum” draws on hie imagination when he 
states my first opinion of the “Miramichi’’ 
was not a favorable one. I dont say but 
that a few improvements can be miie in 
her. Some of them have been made. For 
instance, the stove was removed after the 
first trip, and now if there were shutters 
to the windows where the fish are stored 
it would be as cool as it is possible to be 
made. If there was a boat running to the 
I. C. R. wharf at Newcastle we might 
ship our fish there until the terminus is 
made in Chatham. But I think we will 
have to do with the boat we have for a 
while until some parties have pluck and 
energy enough to build a boat to meet 
“Sprucé Gum” ideas—a kind of balloon 
and wheelbarrow combined, that will skip 
over the water and wheel every man to 
his own door. In reference to the men 
who shipped the oats to Neguac, I may 
say that when the Company first began to 

rnn their boat, they had no agent here, so 
when parties shipped freight from Chat­
ham it was landed without charge. But 
when the owners were not here to look 
after it private parties here had to remove 
it out of their canoes and store it. It 
got to be so the parties who had freight 
took charge of as and of Mr. Martin, and if 
we didn't look after their freight and 
attend to them night and day, abuse was 
the thanks we got. So we drew the line 
and let them attend to their own business. 
Mr. Martin then charged a very small sum 
for looking after parties’ freight, hot like 
the party with the oats, people never had 
money to pay. All this was only for a 
very short time, as the Company appoint­
ed Mr. Martin agent here, and no better 
or more obliging man could *be found, and 
passengers are landed and freights stored 
and taken care of without extra charge. 
We should know whether the boat was a 
convenience to the fiebVdealers or not, as 
we had six years experience with a schoon­
er, and always lost a certain amount of 
fish by not being able to make connections. 
In 1884 we freighted with our own fish 
Messis. Anderson & Morrison’s salmon, i 
By missing connections one load of fish 
e >uM not get steamer from St John on 
Friday, so the fish would have to lay in 
St. John until Monday. The Railway 
officers changed the bills so as to send 
them through all rail. The fish were lost 
to a certain extent, and Mr. Morrison and 
Mr. Anderson made a claim against the 
r i-’way for a large amount on ac- u >t of 
CMuigii g the bills. I do not know wheth­
er they were settled or not. but I do know 
our fish never miss connections now, and 
we have no complaints to muk • a'- ut. our 
fish being spoilt, as th y go m Letter 
order than they ever did. But perhaps 
“Spruce Gum” knows more about our 
business than we do ourselves. He ap­
pears to be one of those sticky kind of ' 
persons who will poke his nose into other 
parties business, and meddle with things 
that do not concern him. Very likely he 
is a tool for some other party. He is a 
coward, anyway, who hasn’t the manhood 
to come out under his own name.

When the steamer began to run here 
there were three schooners freighting from 
here ; now there is none. And should the 
“Miramichi’ ’ b^ trAeo off we would be 
left in a niefc fix w v h і o means of sending 
or receiving freight, and the preaeects are 
that she might be, unless she got the sub­
sidy, as the business she did was not 
remunerative enough to justify them in 
running without such aid. So if Mr. 
Burchill succeeded in getting the $1000 we 
must thank him. lu reference to your 
parting words of advice I will say I dont 
care a chew of “spruce gum” for any 
party. I know my own business and have 
an opinion of my own on public questions, 
and am not the paid tool of a party boss or 
a conniving office-seeker.

The Montreal Herald gives some inter­

esting figures showing the working of the 
national policy in regard to coal and bread- 
stuffs. The coal *nd flour dutica were 
ostensibly imposed tor protective purposes 
to give to our own producers of coal and 
bread stuffs the Canadian market. Let 
us see huw far this result has b- en ob­
tained. Our native coal is bituminous. 
In 1878. when coal was admitted free of 
duty, there were 406,971 tuns of an­
thracite coal and 456.090 tons of bitu­
minous coal imported. In 1885 there 
were 910,324 tons of anthracite and 
1,011,875 tons of bituThinoue coal im­
ported! The coal duties paid in 1886 
were over one million of dollars. In the 
seven years of the national policy over 
five millions of dollars have been paid 
in coal duties! How hollow was the 
pretence of shutting out foreign coal all 
can see in the face of the fact that more 
than twice the quantity of both anthracite 
and bituminous coal was imported in 
1885 as compared with 1878- It was 
under false pretences that more than five 
millions of taxes on^pne of the prime 
necessaries of life in this cold country 
was levied on the people.

In the same period, under the pretext 
of shutting out United States breadstuff's, 
there was levied 
of taxes.
way that has proved ruinous to many 
Canadian milling establishments. Prev­
iously the grain was imported and milled 
in Canada, giving employment to Cana, 
dian industry. Under the tariff as it is 
now it pays better to import the flour 
than the grain, and the profit of milling 
is lost. This is shown by a comparison 
of the imports of wheat and flour in the 
year 1879 and 1885 respectively 

1879
Wheat, bush............ 1,611,902 373,101
Flour, equal to bush 1,565,440 2,700,540

Total bush............  3,177,342 3,073,641
This is the way breadstuffa are shut out 

by the tariff! Practically as much comes 
in as seven years ago, with this differ­
ence that in 1879 more than one-naif the 
wheat came in as grain to be milled! in 
Canada, while in 1885 about, seven-eighths 
of the total quantity came in flour, ground 
on the other side of the line.

The net result of the seven years' op­
erations is that instead of shutting out 
foreign coal and breadstuff's nearly fifty 
million dollars worth were imported, 
while the people paid over seven millions 
of dollars taxes—a million a year—on what 
was before imported free. That is how 
the national policy has affected us in 
regard to coal md breadstuff's
