Disloyal to the North.

Readers of the Advocate's article

of yesterday on the subject of the
Victoria electien will, no doubt,
wonder what that paper’s ideas of
the purposes of government are.
For a good many years even the Ad-
vocate was in sympathy with the
genersl feeling of all the people of
the North Shore—and of those, also,
who were disposed to be just, in the
southern parts of the province—that
the northern counties were unfairly
treated in the macter of the stum-
page impost.  It, no doubt, shared
also in the belief that the witholding
of a government portfolio from the
important County of Northumber-
land was an injustice which ought to
Others in this section
of the province also felt that North-
umberland, particularly, did nog re-
ceive as much consideration in the
matter of public expenditure as her
contributions—which are so mbch
larger than those of other counties —
entitled her to. Our public
who studied the subject, saw that the
sinister influence of St. John and
other southern counties operated
against the north in these matters,
and some of the leading supporters of
the government were becoming
alienated from their party because of
the manner in which this section of
the province was treated. This was
the-situation when the general elec-
tion campaign was in progress last
spring. Two sets of men were in
the field as candidates. One of these
were avowed government supporters,
whilst the other was in opposition on
well-defined grounds. The latter were
in accord with the administration of
the government, generally, but stat-
ed that their opposition rested chiefly
on the excessive stumpage impost
and the witholding of a portfolio
from Northumberland. In the pres-
ent day the opposition newspapers
are particularly reckless in their
statements, seeming to deem ita
more creditable thing to injure their
opponents than state the truth. It
is better, however, to judge men by
the truth, and it is fair and honest
to assume that wheun they are seek-
ing election they will state their
position ag they wish people to un-
derstand it. When Mr. Tweedie
was making his deslaration in behalf
of his associates and himself in regard
to their attitude towards the govern-
ment at the general election, he said
he told Mr. Blair that
“‘the county would never be satisfied until
a portfolio was given to it and the stamp-
age reduced. He felt that the people of
the county who had larger business
transactions thau those of any other
county with the departments at Freder-
icton, ought to have a man of their own
in the (Government, through whom their
affairs might be placed before that body,
8o that they would not have to talk to
strangers. He had told several of his
friends in the county of this interview
and said that if they pressed the matter
they might succeed. The Government
was strong in 1886 but public opinion was
now aroused and phere was a prospect of
a healthy opposifion 1 the next House.
Northomberlang' would no doubt sead
four on that e, but if the Govefnment
would change its policy towards the County,
these would no doubt, give it a fair sup-
port.” .
When the six members from the
City and County of St. John, who
had so long supported the govern-
ment and stood out sgainst the just
claims of Northumberland, were
either defeated or had raised the
anti-Catholic ery and gone to the
opposition, Mr. Blair felt free to do
justice to us, and our elected repre-
sentatives were also free to honor-
ably accept what they had contepded
for.

The Advocate which is so blindly
wedded to a certain coterie of dis-
satisfied politicians, that it would
rather see the county and its best
interests suffer than have those inter-
ests promoted by others, abuses the
government, says it purchased our
representatives and, therefore, gloats
over the defeat of the gentleman who
ran on that side ic Victoria. Those,
however,
prosperity of the North Shore above
the success or defeat of any set of
candidates, will continue to approve
of the cluss of men who hold them-
selves ready to support the party or
government that will redress public
grievances rather than assist their
narrow-minded partizans in working
out unworthy personal animosities
and avenging disappointments sutfer-
ed through their own overweening
vanity and presumption. The Advo-
cate is bound hand and foot to the
remnant of the little “rule or ruin”
faction for which it, now and then,
ventures to speak, but our people at
large, who are realising the advan-
tages of the measure of justice secur-
ed to them by our present representa-
tives keeping their nomination day
promises, will think it is time the
whining of the disappointed ones had
been hushed in a loyal general effort
to improve the opportunity we have
of substantially advancing the North
Shore’s position,

General Booth’s Policy.

There is quite a flutter in one branch
of London industry at least at a new
developement of Salvation Army
Booth’s methods. We all remember
that the general and his followers
sought a foothold in the communities
they invaded by professing to seek
only the conversion of the godless, in
order that they might connect them-
selves with any of the existing church
organizations. hen it became ap-
parent that {an important consider-
ation with the army managers was the
exacting of pretty heavy dues from
their votaries, in order to supply the
general’s treasury, many, who felt
that it required all they could spare to
religious purposes to sustain their own
particular churches, ceased to encour-
age the Thew .and peculiar organi-
zation. The wisdom of the course thus
followed has become the more apparent
in view of the fact that the Army now
makes no secret of its pretensions as
furnishing an all-sufficient religion, of
itself, and its palpable and intrusive
interference by its mnoises and gaudy
parades with regular church and stun-
day school services, indicates that it
does not propose to let anything not
positively forbidden by law prevent it
from having itself heard and seen,
even though it may wnot be entirely
respected.

In England, general Booth has de-
termined to go into the business of
firewood cutting. An idea of the effect
of the new departure may be gathered
from the following; which we take
from the London Timber Trades Journ-
nal:— ;

A meeting of the firewood cutters was
held oa Thursday week at the new com-
mittee rooms of the association at Wal-
,worth. Mr. J Bliss, who occupied the
chair, stated that it had come to the
knowledge of the firewood cutters that
General Booth was about to enter into
competition with them by employing out-
casts and others to chop firewood- The
firewood cutters’ secretary was instructed
to write the General to point out to him
that while he was providing work for
persons of the lowest kind, he was at the
same time taking away from others, who
had been wood cutters all their lives, the
means of earning their living. In reply
the General states that no wood has at
present been put upon the market. And
when it is they (the firewood -cutters)
may vest aseured that the highest possible
price will be charged for it, aund thas
obviate any comnpetition with the trade.
A Adiscussion followed, and it was agreed
by the meeting that wood chopping as a
means of employmeat for recruits in the
Salvation Army could not but have s
detrimental effect to those who all their
lives had been wood choppers, and it was
determined to: oppose this new encraach-
ment to the very utmost, and the secre.
tacy was instructed to write again to
General Booth and lay the objections of
the association fully before him,

Commenting on the subject the
Journal points out that the *‘highest
possible price” will be fixed by com-
petitiont and it says:—

That the Salvation Army is going to ex-
tend its ramifications so as to embrace
within its operations firewood cutting for
the public, 18 an act that will come as a
surprise to the timber and firewood
trades, and be viewed as an exteneion of
the Army’s already world-wide labours
that even its frieads will hardly tolerate.

This competition in the trade is now
only too keen, and allows but small pay
to the multitades of poor who are en-
gaged init. 1f an ‘‘grmy” be brought in
to the fields against them, ba clothed,
protected and subsidised by mighty
“forces” outside, what. is to become of
them? Is this remedy for providing em-
ployment for the outcasts not likely to be
worse than the disease?

Some hundreds of persons now idle may
be forcibly emp'oyed, but as such a thing
¥ bappening without being called for by the
natural laws of supply and demand would
create enforced idleness among those who
are already employad, and who are quite
aumerous enough to satisfy all demands,
where would be . the beneficial result?
Nowhere. The poor would simply
change places. The present cutters
could not compete with an ‘‘army” which
unloubteily would be subsidised, and
the soldiers in it perhaps be clothed with
,the nniform worn by all those who enlist
ander its banoers.

It is to be hoped that General Booth
may see that the result we allude to is
wost likely to occur if he should engage
in ths transaction contemplated, and “that
he will ponder seriously ere he lannches
apon aun uud’v:llking which in the end can
bring no goodl either to himself or the
other persons engaged in it.

One other point. Should a professedly
and avowedly religious organisation, sup-
ported by public funds for the spreading
of Caristiauity and the redeemiag of man
kind, engage in commercial enterprises?

The Victoria Election.

The election in Victoria county, to
fill the vacancy caused by the resig-
nation of Mr. Baird. has resulted in
the return of Mr. Porter, the oppo-
sition candidate, by a majority of
nine votes. We are not thoroughly
informed in reference to the different
items which make up the local politics
of that county, but are led to believe
that they are} in some respects, unique.
To give our readers # idea of them we
reproduce. an article on the subject
from the St. John Telegraph, which
was represented there during the cam-
paign by a special reporter, and is,
therefore, well-informed:—">

Another factor in the election in the
parishes on the Tobique riveris what is
known as the *‘four rod reservation” pro-
vided fur by the act of 1884, which makes
1t imperative on the governor in council
to reserve a strip of four rods wide from
grante of Jand facing oan rivers, This act
was passed for the purpose of epabling
the government to lease the right of fishe
ing, and has secured to the pioviuce a
revenue of several thousand dollars an-
Although this act was passed
six years ago, no one in the house sup-
porting it more strongly thau Mr, Han-
ington, then as now the leader of the op-
position, and although Messrs. Stocktor,
Alward and Atkinson, by their support
of the government in the past, were as
much responsible for the law as as the
members of the administration, our ad-
vices are that they made every effort to
prejudice the people against Mr. Baird on
this ground. The shooting of Mrs.
Howes and{ the imprisonment of the
settlers on the Tobique concerned in the
crime were made to do duty with telling
effect, Their canvas on this point was
greatly aided by the fact that the New
Brunswick Railway Company, who are
the owners of a large tract of land on the
Tobique, have this summer placed sever-
al guardians on the river, and arrested
some settlers who were found taking fish
from tke waters in front of their lands.
The opposition speakers not only sought
to inflame the minds of the settlers
against the government because of the
four rod rcservation, but offered them a
direct inducewent by promising that if
the opposition obtain power they will
repeal the law, and have grants issued
without any reservation. The effective-
ness of this canvass'is shown by the re.
turns from the parish of Loroe, idi which
the shooting of Mrs. Howes occured.\There
Mr. Baird in January last had a majori'y
of 18 which was' changed on Satardsy
to a minority of 20, This acc uuts for
Mr. Baird’s defea*.

Of the six parishes in the county, four
front upon the St. Joha River, namely,
Andovery Perth, Grand Falls, and Drum-
mond, while the parishes of Gordon and
Lorne are intersected by the Tobique,
with their principal settlements, partico-
larly in Lorne along the banks of the
river. In the four parishes just uam_ed
Mr. Baird was ino a minority at the last
election, whilein this election he polled
a miajority of four. This majority was
increased, to 11 by the vote in Gordon,
whers Mr. Baird’s popularity in Birch
Ridge and other scttlements back from
the river wore than offs:t his losses
along the river from the fishery trouble.
But in Lorae, the settlemeats being along
the river front, he had to meet the full
force of the fishery grievances and the net
majority of 11, which he had in the othre
five parishes was here overthrown and
This is
the more significant from the fact that
the totil vote polled on both sides’in
Lorne was only 64.

It will be seen at a glance that the gen-
eral charges against the government in

regard to public affairs, such “as the re-4

duction of the stumpage, the elections
act, and of maladmiunstration geuverally,
all of which were urged to th: fulle:st
possible extent, had no effect upon the
electors, save to incresse Mr, Baird's
Nor
can it be said that the order in council
providing for aid ta the Tobique _railway
had any appreciable effect. Take for
instance Grand Falls, No. 1, where Mr.
Baird’s majority at the January election
was 50, and is now 69, an increase of 19
votes. This parish is far removed from
the route of the railway, and the electors
thero would not be Renetited by the rail-
way Thesame remark would apply te
the important parish of Prummond,
where Mr. Buird at the last election wa¥
in a minority of 51, which is now
changed to a majority of 16. We are
informed that some votes were lost te
Mr. Baird in Grand [Falls, No. 2, by a
lozal grievance in respect of bridge and
road matters. In the parishes of An-
dover and Perth, the resident parishes of
Messra. Porter and Baird respective,
the result is no¥ materially changed from
last election, sMr. Porter having, in th:
two parishe, only six more of a m4j writy
than in Janaary last. In addition to the

Miss Alice Loggie,
daughter of Mr. Robert Loggie, of
Chatham, was awarded the p ize, while
Miss Beatrice Guun’s essay was also
considered a very close competitior.
Indeed there were many excellent ideas
inother papers submitted, and the
competition developed the fact that
{ the pupils of Mr. Harrison’s school
take an excellent position 1n respect of
the purposes of school training. We
| append the two essays mentioned:—

MISS LOGGIE’'S ESSAY.

The benetits to be derived from attend-
ing a well regulated and highiy principled
school are inunmerable.  First, there
are the benefits of the education re-
ceived. These are, of course, apparent
to the dullest intellect, but they may be
divided into four classes.—tho knowledge
acquired of subjects about which we
must stady in order that we may have a
knowledge of them; the trainiog which
the brain uunderzoes by being tanght to
think avd reason about things, which
sharpens thz intelleet and ciuses fore-
thought and pradsne: in the affairs of the
future; the morality which is the result
of the honesty and truthfulness taught ag
school; and lastly the training of the
body which i none the less important
because itis often neglected, but which
causes the health of body aud graceful-
ness of movement 8o essential to happi-
Dess.

Then, there are the benefits of enforced
obedience to rules laid down, 2nd the
punishmeunt for violating them. When
the tsudency to obey becomes habitual
to a person, he will be better fitted to
fill a subordinate position when he leaves
school, and a superior one when he grows
older. He will also be trained to sacri-
fice his own wishes by controlling but not
conquering his own will, and he will ber,
able to live «ccording to a standard 6f
right and obedience to his Creator, which
will cause him to leave ‘*“footprinfs on
the sands of time.”

Again, the necessity of having a'regular
system of work and recreation at school,
will have a valuable effect on the charac-
ter of the pupil. When he goes iuto
business or engages in any of the oscu-
pations by which men earn their bread,
he will save himself a good deal of anxi-
ety and cnsure his success by recognizing
the nced of the systematic regulations of
his school life.

Last, but not least ia importance, is
the result produced by the nccessity of
prompt aud regular attendance on the
duties of school. It will, like the last
czse, and in the same circumstaunces, bens
elit the workiny myf,
business who has o}
most certain to fail.

Indeed a man of
these traite is al-

If these principles of morality, indus-
try regularity ctc., were all unitel in one
man, we might imagine sn ideal charac.
ter. But this is a rare cccurrence and
indeed we have to imagiae an ideal
school, in order that there will be any
chan ma these high principles being ¢n-
graited into our waywar-l natures,

MISS GUNN'S KESSAY.

The schuol is like a minature world,
where there are *‘all sorts aud conditions
of men,” and the after effects of the
discipline and training oltained there are
undoubtediy bencficial, The same mode
of training way not do for all, but, prob-
ably, the character is more fully de-
veloped in the schoul than in any other
place. The gool aud bad qualities of the
pupil are alike displayed and while the
former are fostered the latter are kept
back by knowledge.

O‘*} of the chief aims of the school is to
teach the pupils to think, and when the
miudéwxvakened and iatercsted in the
right direction one is not very likely to
return to his former inactivity, Persever-
ance has to be continually practised in
school, and since it is “*but aunother name
for genius” the results of this training are
undoubtedly beneficial.

The respousibility which is thrown on
each, individually, tends to make one
self-relidnt, and better (its him for the
position which he is'to fill in after life.
Each knows the character and honor of
the institution to which he belongs, de-

way in which he conducts himself; and
the sense of this respoasibility strength-
ens the character,

Ia school, as in the outer world, indus-
try is rewarded, while indolence brings
its own punishment and, thus, itis evi-
dent that those who make the most of
their talents and opportunities will take
a higher and more honorable stand than
those who neglect their advantages.

Altogether, the advantages
from training are incalcuable. The order
and method, togsther with the matha-
matical and literary knowledge not only
fit one for a more lucrative position than
could otherwise be obtained, but also
enlighten the mind an1 encourage one to
seek out new truths and inventions for
himself,

Surgeon General Baxter.

The contest for the surgeon-generalship
of the army was brought to an end last
week by the appointment of Col. Baxter,
the former chief medical purveyor. In
thus promoting Colonel, now General
Baxter, the president was mot acting un-
der any arbitary law, butin so doing he
acted in strict accordanee with the civil
service reform idea, and at the same time
placed & man at the head of the medical
department of the nation who is 1n every
way qualified to fill the position.

Surgeon General Jedediah H. Baxter s
a Vermonter, a native of Derby Line, a
on of Portus Baxter who was for some
years a representstive in Congress from
tis State. Jedediah® H. Baxter was
graduated from both the academical and
medical departments of the University of
Vermont, just before the breaking out of
the civil war. He was appointed sur-
geon of the 12th Massachusetts infantry
(Col. Fletcher Webster) in June, 1861;
surgeon of the United States volunteers in
March, 1865, and colonel in the regulnr*
service July, 1867. He was appointed as-
sistant medical purveyor, with the rank
of lieutenant-colonel in the regular
army in July, 1867, and advanced to the
position of chief medical purveyor, with
rank of lieutenaut-colonel in March, 1872,
and was given the rank of colonel in
June, 1874, which rank he has since
held. Iis brevets were given for faith-
ful and meritorions service during the
war, especially in the recruitment of the
armies of the United S:atee,

It was pfter meritorious gervice in the
field under G¥, Banks and on the staff
of Gen. McClellan during the peninsular
campnign, that he was placed iu charge
of the great Campbell hospital in Wash.
ington, having 1500 beds, which position
he beld for eighteen months, till advanced
to the position of chief medical. officer of

But in a
thousand ways it has been a blessing
not merely to Canada but to the British
community at large.” “Little country,”
indeed ! Does the Record know that ac-
cordiug to the latest estimases, from data
supplied by Gonernment surveyors, the
area of Cavada is 3,519,000 square miles,
the land surface being estimated at 3,379-
000 square mijes. Canada comprises one
fourteenth part of the land surface of the
earth, the Dominion i8 nearly thirty
times as large as the whole of the United
Kingdom, and Canada. is 500,000 square
miles larger than the Uaited States,
withont Alaska. Of course, the great-
ness of our century. in comparison with
our population, makes the construction of
the Canadian Pacific Railway a much
more ‘‘wonderful work” than if we were
the ““little country” the Record spesks of.

Pulp manufactarers are deeply interest-
edin an electrical method of reducing
wood in the mannfacture of pulp. By
this new process it is claimed that the
fibre is manufactuiel so cheaply that the
entire pulp business willbe revolution-
ized, and the digesters now ia use will be
driven out of use. Kelner, in Germany,
has been expcrimenting for several years
with electricity in this direction, aud is
said to have succeeded in perfecting the
procass, A patent has been applied for
in the Uniied States.

The report on shipping just issued by
the Department of Marine shows that the
total number of vessels remaining on the
registry books of the Dominion, Dec. 31,
1889, including old and new vessels—
sailing vessels, steamers and barges—was
7153, measuring 1,040,481 tons registered
tonnage, being an- increase of 11 vessels
and a decrease of 49,161 tons register as
compased with 1888, The number of
steamers on the registry books on the
same date was 1348, with a gross tonnage
of 205,632 tons. Assuming the average
valae to be $20 per ton, the value of the
registered tonuage of Canada, Dec. 31
last, would be $31,213,430. The num-
ber of vessels built and registered in the
Dominion of Canada during last year, was
280, measuring 31,346 tons registered
tonnage. Estimating tha value of new
tonnage at $45 per ton, it gives a total
value of $1,545,570 for new vessels.

Will New Brunswick Lose s Repre=-
sentative?

Moatreal Gazette has put forward the
opinion that the result of the next census
will not' increase the reprosentation of
either of the three maritime provinces,
and that, on the contrary, New Bruns-
and P. E. Island may each lose one repre-
sentative when the redistribution is
made., The provisions of the British
North America act bearing upon ths
matter are as follows:—

1. Quebec shall have the (ixel num-
ber of 65 members.

2--There shall be assignad to each of
the other provinces such a enumber of
members as will baar th&same propor-
tion to the number of its population (as-
certained at the census) as the number 65
bears to the number of the population
of Quebec (so ascertained.)

3. In the computation of the number
of mewbers for a province, a fractional
part not exceeding one half of the whole
number requisite for entitling the prov.
ince to a member shall be isregarded;
but a fractional part exceeding one half
of that numbor shall be equivalent to the
whole number.

4. Oa any such readjostment the num-
ber of mewmbers for a province shall not
be reduced .unless the proportion which
the number of the .population of the
province bore to the number of the aggre-
gate popalation of Canada at the then
last preceding rerdjustment of the num-
ber of members for the province is as-
certained at the then latest censuas to be
diminished by one twentieth part or up-
wards.

It might be thought that the above
saving clause’, last quoted would surely
prevent any postible reduction in our
1 representation in the commons. But
this is by no means certain, and if the

recent officials estimate of the population

of the province is correct, we should cer-
tainly stand to lose. The estimate made
by the department of agriculture and
laid before parliament at its late session
was as follows: —

131,366
120,176
100,000

4,946,407

By the above fignres the 65 members
for Quebec would each, .on an average,
represent 22,754 porsons, Ry this pro-
portion of representation New Brunswick
would be entitled to only 15 members
in the commons, Shoald we then seek
the beneit of the saving clause above
quoted about not reducing the number of
representatives from a province it- would
become an interesting question whether
New Brunswick's population, as zom-
pared with the total population of the
dominion, has fallen off one-twentieth
part from the proportion it sustained at
the census of 1881.

By the census of 1881 the total popu-
lation of the Dominion yas 4,324,810 and
that of New Brunswick 321,233. To
sustain the same proportion to the above
estimated population New Brunswick
should now have 367,400 people, instead
of the 345,292 above estimated, the
ditference being more than the fatal
twentieth part. If, therefure, New
Brunswick stands no better in population
among the other prcvinces than in the
official estimate above given when the
next redistribution is made, then, under
the strict letter of the constitution our
représentation must be reduced frem 16
to 15 members. But we ventare to hope
that it will not come to that. Ounr
representation is quite weak enough as it
is, and the prospect of having it dimin-
ished in numbers is not pleasant to con-
template.
