The report, In part, recom­
mended that government aid should 
not be extended to the building or 
operating of seagoing vessels whose 
draught exceeds 32 feet, and there 
should be an International agreement 
fixing the maximum dimensions of 
vessels built or operated under gov­
ernment subvention.

It was tentatively suggested that 
the following should be the maximum 
dimensions of seagoing vessels : 
Length over all. 90V feet; breadth, 105 
feet; draught, 32.2 feet. These recom­
mendations were not adopted, but 
other recommendations In the report 
were approved.

At the morning session of the ocean 
navigation section, the opinion was 
expressed by delegates that It Is the 
inherent right of every country that 
builds a canal to fix the toll rate as 
it pleases, in this it was evident that 
the waterway was in the minds of 
some of the delegates.

I have no apology to make for this increased expenditure. We found the 
bridges of the province In a rotten, neglected condition and we have span* 
freely In endeavoring to give the people the bridges that they required.

Our 
policy of readymade farms will help to Increase the agricultural popula­
tion and add to our agricultural wealt ', which in turn will bring prosperi­
ty to our towns and villages and pro note the business Interests of the 
country.

WANTED.2. When In opposition we claimed that the revenues from the crown

our New Brunswick liquor license act was declared by a leading clergy 
in the City of St. John and a leader of the temperance forces, to be the 
license law in Canada.

6. We have fostered the Interests of the agriculturists of the Pro­
vince. The agricultural department was in a state of stagnation when we as­
sumed office. Today there is no more busy department in the whole admin­
istration. In addition to the dairy superintendents, the horticulturist, the as­
sistant horticulturist, a poultry expert, the secretary of the department and 
his staff are all earnestly at work carrying out progressive plans to aid the 
farming Interests in our province. The number of agricultural societies have 
increased from 58 to more than 100, and the grant to assist these societies 
is much larger than formerly.

7. In compliance with our promise to the people, we repealed the high­
way act passed by the late government and have enacted a highway 
which vests larçe control of the highways in the municipal councils. Our 
present law provides that the ratepayers may perform statute labor Instead 
of paying cash, and insures that the people shall have the benefit of statute 
labor or the expenditure of the cash paid by them in their own locality, and

highways in which they are directly interested. This local control has 
had a beneficial effect, and the statute labor done upon the roads, with the 
generous provision from the public works department, is bringing about a 
splendid improvement in the condition of our highways.

8. We have grappled with the question of providing raJlway facili­
ties in the St. John Valley and elsewhere. Despite.difficulties put in our 
way, our efforts have been successful, and a splendid arrangement ha# 
been entered into for the construction of the St. John Valley Railway. 
The arrangement is such that I do not believe any burden will be placed 
on the people of the province, although the railway will be of a high stand­
ard. will bring a large amount of through traffic to St. John and open up 
and make accessible a large portion of the St. John River Valley. The 
work is now under construction and will be prosecuted vigorously until 
the whole line is completed. The Federal Government have not only pro­
vided the double subsidy but have also agreed to assist in the construc­
tion of certain bridges to the extent of a million dollars by way of guaran­
tee of bonds, and are contributing in cash the interest upon the bridge 
bonds for the first fifteen years, which would amount to $600,000. This aid 
has helped greatly in carrying the project through successfully. The lead 
er of the opposition and his forces in the legislature came out In direct 
opposition to this project by voting against the ratification of the contract 
and the act authorizing the guarantee of the bonds as well as voting for 
the Tweeddale amendment which would have killed the whole enterprise. 
The contract for the construction of a railway from Minto to Gibson has 
been entered into and construction is now going on. The length of this 
railway is about thirty-one miles and it will open up the coal fields of 8im- 
bury and Queens and give them an outlet to Fredericton and all the west­
ern part of the province. This railway when constructed, together with 
the N. B. Coal and Rallwmy, wHI be operated by the Canadian Pacific. The 
Canadian Pacific Railway Co. engage to use annually for a period pf ten 
years not lees than fifty thousand tors of screened coal from the Queena- 
Sunbury coal field. This means doubling the output of our coal areas and 
there can be little doubt but the Increase 
greatly enlarged market will be found for the coal, 
line of railway will not only bring about large coal development, but will 
be of great advantage to the farmers of a considerable section of Sunbury 
and Queens at well as the lumber Interests in that locality. The forty

'eer cent, gross earnings which will be paid to the province to cover the 
Interest on the bond guarantee will in my judgment be sufficient and that 
no permanent burden will be placed on the peoi 
account. This railway is to be completed and 
the end of the present year.

It Is no ordinary collection which .fur­
nishes the most spectacular event of 
the year in the arboretum. Years agd 
h achieved tho distinction of being 
the largest group of lilac varieties In 
the world,
>*>ars past 1 nlarged. The
slopes of the roof of the world have 
been ransacked for rare and beauti­
ful forms of lilac to transplant this 
modern garden of Eden. Additions 
are constantly being made to this fam­
ous collection which has already made 
possible the beautiful lilac path in the 
arboretum, the delight not only of 
Boston, but of all eastern Massachu­
setts.

The recent explorations of E. H. 
Wilson in China have materially In 
creased the number of lilacs. The 
great value of this lilac group at the 
Arnold Arboretum in the eyes of 
students uf botany and horticulture 
consists of course, not only Jn Rs 
size but in the fact that It is being 
set out in such a way that the 400 or 
more species and varieties represent 
ed will all be permanent: that they 
cannot in an 
mon type, 
shrub now planted will be represent 
ed by descendants that Luxe retained 
faithfully every characteristic of their 
ancestry. This desirable result is be 
ing accomplished simply by avoid 
auce of grafting. This Is lo say. 
every shrub is raised entirely on its 

stuck a difficult, slow and ex­
pensive process, but the only one that 
is y. ientincally correct. The finished 
product, if one may so speak of this 
lilac industry, appears in the long row 
uf shrubs and trees that burders one 
uf the driveways In the Arboietuni.

TELEPHONE CALLS: The reference on the npw celebrat­
ed marriage question will come be­
fore the Supreme Court of Canada to­
day. The recent ruling of the Privy 
Council in the Companies’ case effec­
tively disposed of the question of 
jurisdiction, maintaining as It did, the 
power of the Supreme Court to deal 
with such references.

The following are the questions 
which succinctly form the subject of 
the reference:

"The Committee of the Privy Coun­
cil, on the recommendation of the 
Minister of Justice, advise that pur­
suant to section CO of the Supreme 
Court Act. th 
be referred to 
Canada for hearing and consideration 
namely:

"Question 1. (a) Has the Parlia­
ment of Canada authority to enact 
in whole or in part Bill No. 3 of the 
first session of the twelfth Parliament 
of Canada, intituled- "An Act to 
Amend the Marriage Law?"

The bill provides as follows:
“I. The Marriage Act, chapter 105 

of the Revised Statutes, 1906, Is 
amended by adding thereto the follow­
ing section:

"2. Every ceremony or form of 
marriage heretofore or hereafter per 
formed by any persons authorized to 
perform any ceremony of marriage 
by the laws of the place where it Is 
performed, and duly performed ac­
cording to such laws, shall everywhere 
within Canada be deemed a valid mar­
riage, notwithstanding any differences 
In the religious faith of the 
so married and without regard to re­
ligion of the person performing the 
ceremony.

"3. The rights and duties as mar 
rled people of the respective persons 
married as aforesaid, and of the chil­
dren of such marriage, shall be abso­
lute and complete and no law of 
canonical decree or custom of or In 
any province in Canada shall have 
any force or effect to Invalidate or 
qualify any such marriage or any of 
the rights of the said persons or their 
children In any manner whatsoever."

"Question 1. (b) If the provisions 
of the said bill are not all within the 
authority of the Parliament of Cana­
da to enact, which, If any. of the pro­
visions are within such authority?"

"Question 2. Does the law of the 
province of Quebec render null and 
void, unless contracted before a Ro­
man Catholic priest, a marriage that 
would otherwise be legally binding, 
which takes place In such province?

"(a) Between persons bold of 
whom are Roman Catholics, or

"(b) Between persona one of whom 
only Is a Roman Catholic?

"Question 3. If either (a) or (b) of 
the last preceding question is answer­
ed In the affirmative, or If both of 
them are answered in thç affirmative, 
has the Parliament of C&ftsda au­
thority to enact that all such mar 
liages whether (a) heretofore 
solemnized, or (b) hereafter to be 
solemnized, shall be legal and blad­
ing?”

It Is understood that counsel for 
the province of Quebec will raise ob­
jection in regard to question 2 relat­
ing to the marriage law of that pro 
vlnce. It will be pointed out that there 
has never yet been a case before the 
Quebec courts wherein the validity 
of a mixed marriage has been the 
point at issue, whilst It will be also 
objected that the Supreme Court be 
not called upon to declare whether 
the Quebec law does or does not ren­
der null and void a marriage of Ca­
tholics performed before any but a 
priest of the Catholic faith.

In the course of an eloquent ser­
mon in Brussels street Baptist church 
last night the pastor Rev. Miles 
McCutcheon dealt in an interesting 
manner with some of the Immediate 
needs if St. John is to carry on a 
successful warfare on tuberculosis. 
The speaker pointed out that the 
death rate of the city Is extraordinar 
lly high, proportionately with the pop
ulatlon, audUf the white plague is 
to be combafted with any measure 
of success immediate steps must be 
taken. Local conditions are such 
that prompt action is imperative, 
and a universal co operation with the 
anti Tuberculosis Association is one 
of the great factors in battling with 
the disease.

Rev. Mr. McCutcheon pointed out 
that before the Christian era, Greek 
physicians were cognizant of the 
deadly character of the disease. 
Socrates considered It contagious 
In the middle ages it was likewise 
regarded as contagious and most eas­
ily transmitted. In 1872 a royal de 
tree was promulgated at Naples de 
mending the isolation of persons 
Infected with the disease, and penal­
ties inflicted for non conformity with 
the regulations regarding the Isola­
tion.

by which tuberculosis may be com­
municated, and showed the ravages 
li makes on society. Annually the 
disease claims 1,096,000, an average 
of 2 each minute. Referring to the 
local situation Rev. Mr. McCutcheon 

that by comparison with other 
cities the death rate of St. John is 
much greater.

1 Conditions in this city require 
» prompt attention If the fight against 

tuberculosis is to bear fruit. Among 
Î the many conditions demanding a 

remedy are the streets. Methods 
i should be adopted to do away with 

the dust nuisance, which Is a menace 
to public health. Clouds of dust, 
laden with germs of every species 
are a common sight In our public 
thoroughfares.

As regards the effect of the estab­
lishment of sanltorla, and ‘due atten 
tiou to hygienic methods, the speaker 
instanced the case of Great Britain 
which in thirty years has decreased 
the annual death rate from 2.410 per 
minute in 1870 to 1,307 in 1896.

If St. John Is to keep pace with the 
universal campaign against the 
play ue, an educational campaign for 
better sanitation, for more light in 
homes and other buildings must be 
strenuously conducted. Anti-tuberc­
ulosis associations must be instituted 
or those In existence must receive 
the cooperation of the citizens. To 
properly wage warfare, the speaker 
continued, the campaign must also 
Include alcoholism within its scope. 
Alcohol has been proven to be one 
of the strongest allies of the disease, 
for through excessive use of alcohol 
the human organism Is so under­
mined that it becomes more suscep­
tible to the disease, and becomes a 
breeding ground for the tubercular 
bacillus.

In concluding Rev. Mr. McCutcheon 
made an urgent appeal to his hearers 
to lend their earnest support of those 
who are engaged In fighting the dis­
ease.
