“To the northeast of the Moulin
Laffaux a small action enabled us to
take a few elements of trenches.

30, by a Teuton submarine. Fifty-one
persons, including the commander of
 the vessel, lost their lives. Announce;
ment of the sinking of the Colbert
was made this afternoon by the French
admiralty.

In
April, 1916, the vessel was attacked
by a submarine in the Mediterranean
but escaped her aggressor by superior
speed. At that time she was shelled
by a U-boat without preliminary warn-
ing.

Canada has not yet felt the pinch
of war except in the way of being
forced to pay higher prices for articles
of daily use. There has been no acute
food shortage. A man can still buy
all of any article he can pay for. In
other war countries the condition is
different. There, no matter how well
lined the family pocketbook may be,
a limit is set upon the quantity of
foods a householder can purchase and
this ensures the widest possible distri-
bution of avallable stocks.

Although there is no food shortage
in Canada yet that is mo reason for
waste, or prodigal expenditure, even
on the part of those who can afford to
buy and pay for any article of food
they desire, and in any quantity. The
old adage that a man ig entitled to
what he can pay for does mot hold
good in the face of a national neces-
ity or an emergency present or pros-
pective. Economy {s always com-
mendable and at no time more so than
the present.

{has since continued to be, a British
| subject or a subject of an allied or neu-
:xml country, may homestead a quarter-
| section of available Dominion Land in
| Manitoba, Saskatchewan or Alberta.
[A\ppli«-unt must appear in person at
Dominion Lands Agency or Sub-Agency
| for District. Entry by proxy may be
| made on certain conditions. Duties—
| Six months residence upon and culti-
vation of land in each of three years.

In certain districts a homesteader
may secure an adjoining quarter-sec-
tion as pre-emption. Price $3.00 per
acre. Duties—Reside six months in
each of three -years after ‘earning
homestead patent and cultivate §9
acres extra. May obtain pre-emption
patent as soon as homestead patent on
certain conditions.

A settler after obtaining homestead
patent if he cannot secure a pre-emp:
tion, may take a purchased homestead
in certain districts. Price $3.00 per
acre. Must reside six months in each
of three. years, cultivate 50 acres and
erect.a house worth $300.00.

Holders of entries may count time of
employment as farm laborers in Can-
ada during 1917, as residence duties
under certain conditions.

' 8o far no order has been made al-
lowing a Canadian soldier -to seek
men in the States, clad in khaki, so
recruiting officers will have to cross
the border in mufti and they must not
attempt to enlist Americans or per-
sons of alien countries. This means
that the only eligiblts will be British
subjects, or those of allied countries.
Only one battalion in the Dominion
have as yet made application for this
privilege, but it is understood that at
least one provincial unit is to make
immediate application for permission
to recruit in the United States. There
is a grand opportunity, especially in
the state of Maine for lumbermen, and
according to repprts which have been
received ‘in the city several hundred
men are available in this section of
the country.

Artillery Units for Petawawa.

Although the exact date of concen-
tration of the artillery units has not
yet been annoinced according to
semi-official advice, the last of the
month will probably see the difftrent
units under canvas at Petawawa
Camp.

MEMORIAL
EAVIGES
ESTERDAY

pecial Services Held in
St. Mary’s, Waterloo Street
and Exmouth Street Church
in Honor of Fallen Heroes.

Last night at St. Mary's church the
eighth memorial service for men con-
nected with the church who had paid
the supreme sacrifice in the great war
now raging was held, in memory of
Robert James Connell and Russell J.
Grant, who laid down their lives in the
big fight for Vimy Ridge.

In the course of his remarks the rec-
tor stated that St. Mary's had suffer-
ed more than any church in the city
in the matter of lives lost, no less
than seventeen of the names on the
honor roll having the red star, which
donated that they had laid down théir
lives, placed before them. At the
present time there was on the honop
roll 117 names, of these seventeen
had been killed, three reported as
missing, three were prisoners of war
and a large number were in hospital
suffering from wounds.
