But the fact, remains that the 
drug traffic h«a been actively occu­
pying the attention of thé police for a 
long time paat. There was, they knew, 
an enormous amount of it and they 
were always unable to trace Us sourie. 
Today, however, their industry was 
rewarded. They euddenly pulled a 
string tight on a haul of nine young 
men, who will be accused tomorrow 
of having in their posse:«ion 35 kilos 
of opim which they had fraulently 
bought from American and EngMeti 
army stores. One, George Burke, is 
said to be an American citizen. Four 
are Englishmen and one is a Spaniard.

At It Long Time.

The police declared that the gang 
have been carrying on for a long time 
past an extremely profitable traffic 
and that they have now, concealed in 
some place unknown, several hundreds 
ot kilogrammes of the best quality 
of opium. One of the gang is a chem­
ist and it was through his agency that 
the opium was bought from the Eng­
lish and American stores. The price 
was small and by selling it as high 
as five and six francs a gramme the 
gangsters were reaping a profit of 100 
francs a pound. Most of the men are 

apparently good stations in life and 
belonged to the cosmopolitan crowd 
which always haunts the lower cafes 
o' Montmartre and gives the cdty an 
unsavory reputation.

But Mr. Brown’s activity was not 
confined to the postal service. He is 
identified with many ot the city’s phil­
anthropic enterprises and benevolent 
associations. He is now president of 
the Royal Humane Society. In addi­
tion he has several business interests, 
being the oldest member of the local 
chamber of commerce, a director ot 
the Canada Life Assurance Co., and 
the Great Northwestern Telegraph Co. 
It was through -Mr. Brown’s activities 
that many ot the early railways were 
build, notably the okl Wellington, Grey 

jand Bruce line, and he played a-big 
part in the extension of the great rail­
road» across the continent.

Took Cheese to England.
Among other distinctions, Mr. Brown 

was first man to introduce Canadian 
cheeee to England. That trade which 
started with a single pound of cheese, 
now totals between fifty and sixty 
million dollars a year.

In 1886 he was elected as one of the 
two members representing Hamilton 
in the Dominion Parliament, 
then until 1891 he was Canada’s high 
commissioner in Jamaica, During that 
period he did much to extend Canadian 
trade in Jamaica and the West Indies. 
Hamilton’s waterworks is one of the 
monuments that stands to his offic­
ial memory. He was appointed chair­
man of the commission that establish­
ed the system here in 1860
