THE ROYAL COMMISSION.

s

Sir Hugh Allan’s Testimony—His
Motives in Aiding Elections —Mr.
Abbott on the Stand.

Special Despatch to the Daily News.
OTTAWA, Sept 19.

The Royal Commission examined Sir
Hugh Allan, who identified the impound-
ed documents as genuine; opened letters
to Starnes which contained instructions
as to the disposal of the documents in it.

McMullen also acknowledges that all
the important papers bearing on the case
are included in the packsge.

Allan slso produced his contract with
the American capitalists and a supple-
mentary. contract. The Government was
not aware until very recently of the ex-
istence of either. There was no stipula-
tion in either contract to delay the con-
struction, or interfere in any way with
the Canadian interests, the omly object
was to get the best route for the road.
He received $40,000 from the Americans,
most of which was expended in: the pre-
Iminaries of the scheme. When he
found the Government determined to ex
clfuide Americans he refunded every cent
of it.. ;

The remainder of 'Sir Hugh’s evidénce
was very interesting and important. He
acknowledged having sybscribed §160,000
to the election, and yoluntarily gave the
amount. For this there was no arrange-
ment for payment, nor did - he ever expéct

' :_ payment forany. inoney advanced by him.

He never understood the terms spoken of
by Sir George in_his letter, but supposed

4 that Sir George had an idea of répaying
1 the ‘money ' by subscriptions among his.

friends. The! total amount spent by him
was $380,000, but in this spym $160,000
was for elections, and the remainder for
preliminaries for the Pacific and Northern
Colonization Railway schenies.

In oross-examination, Judge Day asked
if he had ever subscribed so largely to.an
election before. Sir Hugh' said Noj; in
this case I was actuated by a variety of
motives. I was verydesirous tosupport
thé Government in its commercial views,
as their policy was entirely in accordance
with//my wiews for. the advancement, of
the Provinces. - They had undertaken. &

I d> not know how the
money was distributed. I am quite
sare Sir George never intended to repay
me out of- the funds appropriated to
the Canada Pacific road, and 1 am quite
sure it could not be done even if he wish-
There never would have
been any other ugreement between Sir
George and myself except that arising
out of Sir George Cartier’s note of the
30th July, which was as follows: The
{riends of the Government expect to be
assisted with funds in the coming elec-
tions and any amount you or your com-
pany will advance will be recompensed to
He denie in detail all McMullen’s state-
ments respectir g sums alleged .to have
been given o© Sir Francis Hiks, Sir
John, Ouimet, and others. He never of-
fered money to any member of the Gov-
ernment or any other person mentioned
by McMaullen, and never told him so, He
was never directly or indirectly promised

| a Railway Charter, and never got it, as it

was given to an entirely new company,
represen in ; all parts of the Dominion.
He was unanimously elected President of
the Company, but was only allowed to

Abbott deposed, he was Solicitor; was
chosen by Sir Hugh to prepare the ne-
cessary legislation for the Canada Pacific
On coming to. Ottawa he
found . strong anti-American feeling to
§’¢ Hugh and McMullen; that no Com
pany largely American could secure a
charter from Parliament. Before the
Acts incorporating the Canadian Com-
pany passed, itwas perfectly understood
that.the Government would not allow
the admission of Americans. After-
wards when the Canada Pacific Company
applied for a contract, the Government
informed them that their policy was-an
ama'gamation of the two companies. He
and Sir Hugh consented to this, and
efforts were begun to brirg about that re-
sult. Witness was present at the inter-
view of Sir Hugh Allan with Sir George
E. Cartier, at the time when the latter,
asked aid for the elections. Railway
matters were discussed, and a memoran-
dumdrawn up, which Sir John repudi-
ated in telegram of 31st. No agrcement
was entered into exc:pt that contained
Cartier's lettcr of the 80th July. After
the elections were over Sir Hughwas in-
formed thattheGovernment could notgive
the charter to either Cempany but would
form a new one representing all parts of
the Dominion. He denied all-McMullen’s
statements respecting sums.of money paid
to the members of the Government and
others. The copies of lettérs and tele-
grams published by McMullen were ob-
tained by criminal means by either his or
being bribed, aiver. break-
ing off negotiations ‘with the Americans.
MecMullen demanded $40,000, $25,00 for
monies” advanced, and the remainder as
hush money. Allan thought the c¢emand
preposterous, bnt consented to pay $40,-
000, the papers ‘to’ be impouuded until
afver-the Session of Parliament. After
two weeks’ negotiation McMullen agreed,
and Abbott paid him over $20,000 for Sir
Hugh, retaining $20,000 as a guarantee

against the premature pub'ication. The

The financial crash caused by the
suspension of Jay Cooke & Co. is im-
mense. This firm was looked up to as
one of the safest in the country, and
confidence in all securities has sunk.
Stocks of all kinds fairly tumbled, and

the bears must have made immense
sums, No corner of Gould’s produc-
ing, nn operations of any of the money-
ed cliques, could have produced the fall
in stocks that followed the announce-
‘ment that this one firm had suspended.
Everybody hastened to realize at once,
so as to be able to meet expected de-
mdnds on themselves, and all credit
was shaken. If Jay Cooke & Co., be-
fore announcing their suspension, had
foreseen its consequences and taken
measures on the stock exchange ac-
cordingly—selling millions of dollars
worth to be delivered within the week
—their profits would have paid all their
liabilities and set them up again in
handsome style. ~This would have
been coining misfortune, with s. venge-
ance, but there is no reason why it

‘might not have been done.

The trouble with these bankers, with
Fisk & Hatchand others,is that they have
been doing too much business—borrow-
ing too freely and branching out too ex-
tensively. They are not prepared to
stem an adverse current. Jay Cooke,
not content with building the Northerm
Pacific Railway, wanted to get the Ca:
nada Pacific to build, and this is just

Dr. Walker's Answer to Biglin's Charges---
What John Biglin Confessed---A Sarato-
ga Reminiscence.

Dr. Thos. Walker, one of the Judges
who decided the single scull race at the
K :nnebeccasis Regatta, was interviewed
this morning by a TRIBUNE reporter in
reference to the charges made against him
and others by Mr. Barney Biglin. He
was asked : ’

¢« What have you got to say, Doctor, to
Biglin's charges?”

«T have to say that they are false in
every particular. I bought no pools, bet
no money, and authorized no one to bet
a cent for me. I don’t believe either of
the other Judges did. One of the starters
had a good deal of money up, but, unfor-
tunately for himself, it was on Biglin.”

# Was there any doubt on your mind
as to who won the race? Was there any
difference of opinion between those on
the Judges’ boat?”

«We had no doubt whatever, and no
one except the Biglins expressed a doubt”

«What method did you adopt for pre-
venting a mistake?” .

«When the boats were comingin I
said to Dave McLellan, the other judge—
“This is going to be a tight thing,and we
maust get fair in line with the stakes so
that we can make no mistake.’ The
boat was then moved alittle and we took
up our position. I stooped down and
sighted along the stakes, and the others
looked over my head. We watched for
the sterns of the boats, and the stern of
Fulton’s crossed the Iine a few feet
ahead.”

«]g it possible that Biglin really con-
sidered himself the winner?”

«The only reason he had for thinking
so is that he continned rowing after
crossing the line, and was ahead of
Fulton when the gun was fired. " Thetre
was delay in firing the gun.
