COTTON GROWN is FRANCE —A success- 
ful attempt to cultivate cotton has been made 
at the Botanical Gardens of Valence, in the 
Department of the Doone. The directors 
sowed some cotte n-seed in the middle o 
March last, in sinall puts, kept under glass 
until the latter end of April. The pots were 
then placed in the open air, and the young 
plants flourished, notwithstanding the shade 
of -the trees in the-parden. They rose above- 
three feet high, and each plant produced 
from 15 to 20 magnificent blossoms and as 
many pods-, which, for the greater part, ar­
rived at maturity. Some of the plants 
which were plated in a hothouse produced 
an excellent crop. It is calculated that if 
500 landed proprietors in each of the ten 
southern departments of France would raise 
a kilogramme of cotton, it would produce 
5000 kilogrammes for next year, and by de­
grees the cultivation would be gradually de- 
velope d. It appears that the manner of 
cultivating the cotton plants is very simple, 
and it requires but one hoeing. The cotton 
plant, moreover, produces a magniscent 
flower, which attracted the admoration of all 
the visitors to the Botanical Gardens at Val- 
ence.
