RIG WAS WRECKED
AND COUNTY MAY PAY

Accident On the River Road
May End in Middlesex
Being Sued.

An action for damages will prob-
ably be entered against the County
Middlesex within a short time as
a result of an accident on the river
road, In which Jennie Getty, of Mount
Brydges, wag injured, and a quantity
of farm produce destroyed through a
collision between two rigs In a cut
recently made through a steep hill.

The accident occurred on Saturday,
Aug. 13, when the lady was proceed-
ing to the local market with a large
quantity of bytter and eggs.

An-
other rig was on the road in front
of her, and as the grade through the
cut is narrow down hill, she was com-
pelled to pass by. She signalled the
man in front to leave her the road,
and he is said to have driven the
right side. The wheels locked and the
lady was thrown out, her horse being
injured, her buggy and harness dam-
aged, and her produce destroyed.

Her solicitors, Meredith, Judd &
Meredith, have given notice of the
accident, and a suit will probably fol-
low within a short time unless a set-
tlement is arrived at. The locaticn of
the accident is described as on the
concession line between Concessions
A and B. The road is known as the
“river road,” and is very hilly between
Springbank and the bridge on the road
leading to Komoka.

The county officials claim that there
is plenty of room to pass, and that the
rules of the road could not have been
followed by the lady. The law states
that a vehicle approaching another
from behind must pass on the left side,
the person in charge of the rig in
front drawing to the right side. Al-

SHOOTS HERSELF
WILL NOT TELL NAME

Fashionably Dressed Woman
Attempts Suicide in New
York Hotel.

Hag a Bag With Letters to Relatives,
and Manuscript of a
story.

New York, Aug. 30.—While surgeons
in the Flower Hospital were making
every effort today to save the life of a
fashionably dressed young woman,
who shot and secriously wounded her-
self in the waiting-room of the Hotel
Astor, late last night, the attempts of
the authorities to obtain a clue to the
woman’s identity were unrewarded.
She still persisted in refusing to an-
swer questions, Whenever an effort was
made to get her to say who she was,
she would bite her 1lips and shake her
head negatively.

Surgeons today said the young wo-
man’s condition was serious, and that
an operation probably would have to be
performed during the day.

Letters to Mother.

In the black silk bag which was
pickeq up in the waiting room of the
Hotel Astor were found a manuscript
and three letters bearing the date of
Aug. 18, and showing from the discol-
cration of the envelopes that they had
been carried for several days. They
were addressed, “Dearest Blanche,”
“Dearest Sister,” anq to “Mother,
Dear,” but from each the signature
had been scratched so carefully, as to
be practically illegible, although the
police thought that they could read
“Nora” jn faint strokes in one of them.

“It is really deplorable that a girl
cannot get along honorably in New
York,” ran the letter to her mother. “In
some things I might have succeeded,
had I conceded to the wishes of men,
cultured, usually moneyed, but minus
morals, Never reproach yourself for
what I am about to do, I can hear you
say, ‘Now, my dear, it is very wrong
for one to take one’s life, whatever the
fncentive may be.”

Loves Books.

The letter bore no address. The type-
written manuscript carried the title,
“Thessala,” and under it in her own
handwriting was scrawled, “My pet
story, which I want buried with me, I
wish I coulq take books as companions
into the next world.”

It wag a long story, and dealt with
the adventures of two young men,

After preliminary questions the doc-
tors feared to ask her further as to
her identity, because of her condition.
The bullet had pierced the left lung.
Along with the letters in the handbag
were found a dozen cartridges. She
walked into the hotel shortly before
midnight last night, seated herself in
the woman’s room, and a moment later
shot herself in the breast. She was
conscious when taken to the hdgspital.

“I did it mystelf,” was all she would
say, steadfastly refusing (o tell who
she was or where she lived. She is
about 25 years old, of medium height,
and light complexion, wore no jewelry,
and had only a small amount of money
in her handbag.

U. S. Surgeons Succeed in Isolating the Terrible Bacilli of Leprosy
—A Feat Comparaide to the Discovery of Diphtheria
and Tetanus Serums.

! -

[Associated Press.]
Washington, Aug. 30.—Leprosy, the
unconquered scourge of the age, is

making what 1s believed to be its last
stand against science, From Molo-
kai, the coral isle and prison for the
plague-stricken, in the Hawaiian
group, a few words have been flashed
half way around the world'to Wash-
ington telling of an achievement ac-
counted second only to the ‘@iscovery
gg the lepra bacillus by Handen in
79.
Coralied the Bacillus,

Three surgeons of the U, S. public
health and marine hospital service,
after months of unremitting toil, have
grown lepra bacilli in pure culture
outside the human body and in tiny,
thin glass tubes in the laboratory the
loathsome germs are now growing in
their third generation.

Four times the scientists have taken
the infection from the body of a leper

and artificially propagated the bacil-
lus on beef broth, egg or the amoeba
of the intestines of a guinea pig. The
work of Dr. Moses Clegg, who de-
clared less than a year ago at Maaila
that he had found that the bacillus
could be cultivated outside the human
body, is verified and extended. Clegg
has been rushed from the Manila
Scientific station to Molokal to assist
in the experiment.

This achievement of the sclentists
at the Government's leprosy investi-
gation station is the first step in the
production of a vaccine or a serum
for the cure or prevention of leprosy.
The same ground has been covered by
the men who evolved the diphtheria
anti-toxin and the serum for tetamus.
In each of these cases the growing of
the pure culture was the stepping-
stone to the case.

SHIPPING FACILITIES
OF CANADIAN PORTS

Have Been Carefully Inspected
by Hon. Mr. Pugsley—The

Minister's Views,

Ottawa, Ont., Aug. 30.—Hon. Williany
Pugsley returned today after an abe
sence of several weeks spent on the
great lakes and Canadian waterways,
inspecting the shipping facilities of the
various ports, Since July 30 he has
visifed and carefully inspected twenty
ports in Western Ontario, having tra-
velled 1,300 miles to do so.

COOK'S FAKING IS
FULLY PROVED

Exploring Party Examined the Place
He Called Mount McKinley’s
Peak.

Tacoma, Wash., Aug. 30.—Belmore
Browne and his party have arrived
here on the steamship Portland from
Valdez. Professor Herschell Parker,
who with Browne headed the Mount
McKinley expedition, however, is de-
tained in Valdez by a slight illness.

The party went in from the south,
establishing a base camp on the Taek-
uta River, three miles above its junc-
tion with Chulitna River, and within
three miles of the terminal Moraine
of the Ruth glacier, named by Dr.
Cook for one of his daughters.

For fifty days and nights the party
marched wearily back and forth over
this great expanse of ice, 25 miles in
width, seeking in vain for an open-
ing up the mountain side. At the
end of every arm they were confronted
by cliffs of ice overhung at their tops
by billions of tong of soft snow that
incessantly broke and plunged down-
ward. Belmore Browne says:

“With Dr. Cook’s photograph in our
hands we found the spot they call the
peak, and with a dozen or even fifty
he sat on a saddle below
for the next picture. We can show
every rock and every outlay just as his
photographs displayed them.

“Our highest altitude as we figure it
was about 10,300 feet, about 6,000 feet
higher than Dr. Cook climbed.”

THE UNWRITTEN LAW
SAVES THE GIRL

Jury Acquitss Mamie McLoughlin of
Murdering Her False Lover.

New Orleans, Aug. 30.—Mamie Mec-
Loughlin, a girl of 18, who shot amd
killed Hugh Smith, jun., a rich saloon
keeper, as he walked the streets with
her rival, was acquitted by a jury in
the criminal court here on a plea of
the “unwritten law.”

The jury was out only twenty-five
minutes. The announcement of the
verdict was received with cheers by
the members of the Era Club, an or-
ganization of women, and the other
spectators who filled the court room.
During the trial mobs fought with the
deputies and policemen for admittance.

Miss McLoughlin took the stand just
before the case was rested without ar-

gument.

“He seduced me,” she sobbed. “He
bad promised to marry me, but he
did not keep his word. I went to the
house of the Blake girl. I saw her
come out. I thought that she was go-
ing to meet Smith. I followed her. I
found that my supposition was cor-
rect, for he met her at the corner of
St. Charles avenue and Felicity street.
I followed them and when I got near
to them I was so crazed with grief
that I did mot know what I was doing.
Life was worth nothing to me any
longer. So I killed him.”

Alice Blake, the girl who was with
Smith, also went on the stand. With
flashing eves she swore that she had
been engaged to marry him before
“that creature shot him.” “The Mc-
Loughlin girl told me that I would
have to give up Smith or she would
kill us both.”

American tourists saw old London the
other day in five hours. This is said
to have beaten all records since Lon-
don was a village, before the days of
King Cymbeline.

Strictly speaking, these visitors
should be called athletic competitors,
rather than tourists. In twenty-three
landaulettes, pushing their way at the
speed limit through crowded thor-
oughfares, they covered the ground
with the earnestness and success of a
Shkerring or a Barney Oldfield. Their
luncheon at the stately de Keyser's
Hotel was not the least notable part
of this grand performance of speed
and endurance.

Of course not, these athletes were
not bent on “seeing London” as such,
any more than a bricklayer lays
bricks, like a boy playing with blocks,
Just for the joy of bricklaving. You
could *“see London” more comfortably
and better at home by moving pic-
tures at the five-cent theatre. But
there is a mania for speed competition
in travel. Jules Verne took a man
“Round the World in Eighty Days.”
These eighty Germans an¢ Americans
would like to put a girdle round the
globe in a day. ‘To rival such a feat
the five-cent theatres ‘ought to furnish
their patrons with aeroplane views of
the old world: London seen in g min-
ute, the Rhine in half an hour.

Probably, however, not all of those
eighty were of one mind. Most men
are weaklings, led on by the stronger
souls. There were no doubt in the
party some stolid, plodding Germans
who had made the most exact prepar-
ation for that trip by reading Baede-
ker's London to the smallest
Like the German army, which con-
quered France in three months (an-
other famous speed performance), they
knew the locality beforehand by map
and photograph, better than the na-
tions themselves could know it. A
skilled botanist can go from Prussia
to China and see more in a field in
half a day than its Celestial owner
has dreamed all his life of being there.
8o, perhaps, some of the quieter mem-
bers of this party needed only a mo-
ment's glance at the objects already
80 long familiar to the eye of the
mind. They may have preferred just
a little longer time In the Nationai
Gallery, but lacking the energy to go
to London on their own initiative,
they had fallen into line with the
strong-souled promoters of the trip,
the speed athletes.

Possibiy another sort tourist
went along; the type anxious
to be in fashion, with minds unraised
beyond life's daily work, half-dazed by
unfamiliar scenes and tongues and
customs. For them what would be

. the difference between five hours and
five weeks, after they had been back
at home a year? Some wag has said
that for all many persons get out of
dravel, they might as well have stayed
home and rubbed their heads with a
{ime-table. It should be a great edu-
€ator; but what one brings back from
one’s travels depends on what
takes.

THE NEW DOMESDAY BOOK.

The compilation of the new Domes-
day Book, required by the land clauses
of the budget, has begun in Great
Britain. Every parcel of property in
the Kingdom will be valued, for the
purposes of taxation. It is the first
general valuation of land since the
reign of William the Third.

It is estimated that of the 77,000,000
@cres of the kingdom, over 40,000,000
.acres are owned by 2,500 persons, and
that of the 34,500,000 acres in England
and Wales, about 28,000,000 acres are
in the hands of 38,000 people. The op-
ponents of the budget are pretending
to commiserate the great land-owners
upon the task of valuing their prop-
erty, but it is a hardship that landless
People would gheerfully shoulder. Spe-
cial difficulties will be raised by the
Owners of deer forests and game pre-
serves.

In a series of “Pictures of the Mid-
lands,”” Dr. Guttvrann, the well-known
l.ondon correspondent of the “Frank-
furter Zeitung,” has just described his
impressions of a tour in the provinces,
His description of the English coun-
tryside will prove of particular inter-
est to our readers as comirag from one
whose own land still, in spite of the
encroachments of industry, possesses
an agricultural life and a considerable
peasant class,

What strikes Dr. Guttmann first of
all is the fact that our people have
really no access to the country, and
can only look at it from a distance.
“Whoever,” he says, “wantg to wander
about in England, must remain on the
road. Meadows and fields are sur-
rounded by ditches amd hedges, and
numerous notices giving warning that
trespassers will be prosecuted. Hence
the paradoxical fact that green spaces
can be had in the towns but not in
the country. One sees, for instance, a
wooded hill. One climbs it, regardless
of all notices and the grins of the
cows, one jumps over ditches and
hedges, but only to find that the hill
is private property, and is, “strictly
reserved,” though the woods may be
viewed on Saturdays when the land-
lord is away.

“And that is why,” adds Dr. Gatt-
mamnn, “nobody in FEngland wanders
about—neither student nor journey-
man—only the tramp, who lives by
begging and stealing, and seeks in bad
seasons the shelter of the casual
ward.” Our countryside, according to
the writer, is like sceaery in a theatre.
Indeed the same ‘“execrable” word—
scenery—does both for the country and
the stage, the term landscape bearing
a technical meaning

In describing the villages, farm-
houses, ivy-clad rectories, and “halls”
of the “families,” Dr. Guttmana re-
marks: “It is only peasants who are
not to be seen in this pretty country.
The free settler, apart from the squire
and the laborer, Las almost died out.
One looks in vain for the characteristic
heads of our lower German or Bavar-
lan peasants, The tenant is not a
Peasalrt, and avoids being such.” In
fact, the tenamt wants to play the part
of a “gentleman,” and makes his farm-
house a sort of country seat. On the
other hand, the farm hands live in
“melancholy-looking cottages, and
their wives and children are objects
of charity and select patronage.”

There is no such social communion
between the laborer and the farmers
as exist in Germany, where, according
to old traditions, the laborer forms
part of the peasant’s family and shares
essentially the same mental worid. In
England the laborer stands in quasi-
servile relations to the farmer, and re-
plies to his orders and questions with
the humble “Yes, sir,” or “No, sir.”
The farmers assert that their laborers
have meat every day, but the laborers
tell a differemnt tale. ‘“Meat is very rare
in their families, and, indeed, how can
one give his family of six or eight
children meat out of a wage of some
thirteen shillings weekly 7"

“One of the best men I spoke to was
a large farmer in Buckinghamshire. .
.. This man manages his own land
and is proud of it. Formerly he was a
tenant of Lord R., further west, but
the agents, who wanted to make the
rent cover the high costs of life in
town, compelled the man to leave.
Since then Lord R. has had no decent

THE “DIVINE RIGHT”
SPEECH OF KAISER

North German Gazelte Says It Is
Not a Government Act—
Just Monarch's
Opinion.

New York, Aug. 29.—The Herald’s cor-
respondent says: Konigsberg appears to
act upon the Kaiser like a powerful
stimulant. Here it was in September,
1894, that he proclaimed his unalterable
belief in his divine right to rule. Here
on Thursday he delivered another speech
full of faith in himself as the Lord's
chosen instrument. If the Kaiser's first
speech created a sensation, hLis second has
caused a storm throughout the Father-
land.

Many persons believe that the German
people and aristocracy are lining up for
battle for the right to govern, and civil
war may be the result.

Berlin, Aug. 29.—The semi-official North
: German Garette publishes an authorita-
tive explanatory statcment of the Kaiser's
Konigsberg ‘*‘divine right” speech, and
sayvs:

“*The speech was not a governmental
act, but a s*atement of the opinions of
the monarch. The foundation of the criti-
cisms is chiefly that portion of the speech
which announces that his majesty will go
his way without regard to the opinions
of the day. He would be a bad king who
took the views of the day as the rule for
his course,

“The question has been asked, ‘What
will the chancellor do?” This is easy to
answer. The chancellor knows how far
it lay from the Kaiser to involve himself
in an actual conflict with the parties and
how far from him it lay also to enunciate
that sentiment of abrsolutism which for
the purpose has been imparted to the
speech. He will therefore protect his
majesty against arbitrary misconstruction
and malicious distortion, and will tran-
sact the affairs of state as hitherto, in
complete unanimity with the crown, while
safeguarding all the rights of the consti-
tution.”

BANK TREASURER
$300,000 BEHIND

Falsifying of Accounts Had Been Go-
ing On for Fifty Years.

Biddeford, Me., Aug. 29.—A sensa-
tion was caused here today by State.
Bank Examiner W. B. Skelton’'s state-
ment that the shortage in the accounts
of the York County Savings Bank,
whose doors were closed by him on
Aug. 12, would not be less than $300,-
000, and might reach $350,000. Pre-
vious predictions had placed the loss
at $100,00¢. Hundreds of the 3,800 de-
positors are mill operatives, whose
savings were behind the banker’s
doors.

Examiner Skelton’s estimate was
based on a discrepancy between the
trial balance drawn on Aug. 6 by Rich.
mond H. Ingersoil, the aged and de-
posed treasurer, which showed depos-
its of $1,194,290, whereas the amount
should have been $1,544,290, and a
book value of assets of $1,287,717. This
shows a discrepancy of $350,000 in the
depositors’ accounts, or a shortage of
$256,573 through the difference be-
tween the book value of assets and
actual deposits.

The shortage, as given in today’s
statement, was based on the compari-
son of a large percentage of the pass
books. A full and accurate statement
will be issued by Examiner Skelton
when these are all in.

Thus far the examination has not
shown any of the shortage to be due
to recent irregularities, except by the
compounding semi-annually of the
true interest on pass books, but not on
the bank’s ledgers.

It was learned that the falsifying of
the accounts had been going on dur-
ing the last 30 years of the 50 years
Mr. Ingersoll was treasurer.

Ingersoll, who has been critically
ill since the discovery of the shortage,
grew suddenly worse today.

BY MACHINERY
A British Invention That Has
Proved Successiul To Be
Tried in Canada.

Ottawa, Aug. 28.—The lowering of

the charges to two cents a letter from
all parts of Canada, the United States
and the British Emmire, and to one
cent a letter where the letter is de-
livered in the same place in which it
is posted have added tremendously to
the amount of mail matter handled by
the Canadian postoffice department.
To such an extent is this the case that
the department is sometimes overtaxed
to handle business as expeditiously as
it requires, and it has had to look
about for devices to assist it in its
work. The selling of its postage
stamps to meet the exacting demands
of a public who are peremptory in re-
gard to its postal service has for
some time been a vexing problem. But
it §s believed the solution has been
found.
For some years past, experiments
have been made . in stamp-vending
machines, which would deliver stamps
automatically when the proper
amount was paid. The Hon. Mr.
Lemieux, postmaster-general, has
been following these experiments with
interest, but until recently the results
have not been such as would warrant
the postoffice in embarking on a
scheme of this kind. Now, however,
a machine has been perfected, which
has been submitted to exhaustive
tests, with results so good as to give
the Postmaster-General reason to be-
lieve that what he has been looking
for has been accomplished.

The machine is a British invention,
and has been tried thoroughly at two
points where the demand for stamps
in small quanties is greatest. One is
in the British House of Commons,
the other is in Threadneedle street
near the Bank of England, and at
what is probably the most crowded
square in the world. The tests were
so satisfactory that the British post-
office has ordered a number of these
machines for use in the principal post-
offices in London and in the leading
towns of the kingdom.

The Postmaster-General has ordered
fifty of these machines, and by way of
satisfying himself as to whether the
machines will meet the demand in
Canada, which he anticipates, is hav-
ing them erected at central points in
Ottawa, Montreal, Toronto and Win-
nipeg. Operating at all times, it is
expected that they will prove of in-
estimable value in the meeting of a
public need.

The machine is simplicity itself, and

can be replenished practically without
cost. In England it is estimated that
a machine selling $10 worth of stamps
a day, or over $3,000 worth a year,
can be loaded at an expenditure of
time of not more than two hours in a
vear. It can be fixed on pillar boxes,
in halls of hotels, flats, country houses,
railway stations, shops, public build-
ings, theatres, mail steamers, seaside
places of amusement, and other places
where stamps are required. It is
proof against tampering, immediately
rejecling foreign coins and false coins
without operating the machine. It is
interesting to note that twelve ma-
chines have sold over 250,000 stamps
in five months. If a man were to
serve 500 customers a day, mwre than
one a minute, he would take 500
days to serve 250,000 cutomers.
A British company was formed a
year ago to operate the British rights.
The chairman of the company, Sir
William Preece, the well-known con-
sulting engineer, was at the ‘head
of the telegraph department of the
British postoffice for many years. The
British company is placing its ma-
chines very successfully, not only
with the postal authorities at home
and abroad, but likewise with vari-
ous firms, hotels, etc.,, where they find
commercial application.

AMERICANS SNUBBED
BY AN ENGLISH DUKE

Would Not Let Them Tunnel

For Treasure on His
Grounds.

London, Aug. 29.—A party of Amer-
icans have been conducting a treasure
hunt in the vicinity of Shepstow
Castle. The investigators expected to
find in a concealed cavity of the cliff
overlooking the River Wye certain
ancestral documents and jewels which
were hidden away when Cromwell re-
captured the castle. The explorers ac-
quired from the owner of the land—
which is just outside the top boun-
dary of the castle grounds—permis-
sion to blast and excavate, and for
some months they employeé¢ a number
of workmen, spending hundreds of
pounds on the project.

The initial point of operations was
high up in the face of the cliff, and
tunnelling operations were directed
upward toward the roots of a tree
which stands on the top of the cliff
ground.

Tihe investigators, before they re-
turned home, sought to obtain the per-
mission of the Duke of Beaufort, own-
er of the castle, to allow them to make
explorations from within the castle
grounds, but in this they were unsuc-
cessful.

— Colonel Theodore
Roosevelt today experienced what he
himself geclared was the finest he ever
had in any western tour, was once in
peril of his life, and delivered two
pointed, deliberate rebukes to party
machines, .

No gaily caparisoned prince ever rode
into the midst of a community more
anxioug to do him honor. Denver was
one of the first cities in the land to bid
for the society of Roosevelt when the
former president emerged from the
African jungles.

Life Is Endangered.

From the time when Battery A
blazed the presidential salute at 10:40
o’clock this morning until the colonel
sought his rooms in the Brown Palace
Hotel, twelve hours later, he Wwas
given four minutes’ rest by the thou-
sands that tried to see him and to

. honor him. The reception given Roose-

. velt in Denver was the greatest ever

. given a citizen of the United States by
the Queen City of the Plains.

The accident which endangered Col-
onel Rosevelt occurred in Enghtéenth
street, near the close of the street
parade, in which 7,000 persons took
part. The order had been given for a

. double trot of the Colorado Sheriffs’
Association, the mounted honor guard.

Within ten feet of Mr. Roosevelt,
during the gallop, a pistol dropped
grom the holster of one of the sheriffs.
It explodeq and created a near panic

., In the dense throng that packed the
. sidewalks. The shot went directly to-
ward the automobile conveying Colonel
. Roosevelt, but it stopped in the leg of
, Sherifft W. I. Williams, who is now in
the hospital in a serious condition,
Again Attacks Machine.
Following the parade, Roosevelt was
entertained at a chuck wagon break-
tast given by the Denver Press Club
at Overland Park. Among the distin-
. guished guests were the two Colorado

genators, Simon Guggenheim and
. Charles J. Hughes, jun,, the former a
; Republican, the latter a Democrat, It
. wag noticed that neither one of them
. engaged in conversation with TRoose-
- velt, but wandered around the Inter-

state Fair grounds, with personal
_ friends. FinaMy Senator Hughes was
« seized with a fainting fit and was con-
~ veyed to his home in an automobile.
. Benator Guggenheim also soon de-
;. parted.

Roosevelt’s address was on conser-
vation. He departed from his set
speech to acknowledge the tributes of
Mayor Speer and Governor Shafroth.

_addressed the Legislature, Roosevelt
‘attacked the machine, when he declar-
ed against the cowardice of men who

- made promises on the stump which
they did not fulfill.

“SHOULD UNITE WITH U. S.
FOR THE WATERWAY

Premier Laurier's Reply to Inter-
national Delegation Regard-
ing Columbia River.

Nelson, B. C., Aug. 29.—Representa-
tives of the boards of trade of Revel-
stoke, Nelson and Portland, Oregon,
met Sir Wilfrid Laurier this morning
:to discuss the question of the improve-
ment of the Columbia River between
West Robson and the international
boundary. The Americans were pres-
:ent on the invitation of the local board
‘to inform the Premier of the extent of
the work done on river in the State of
‘Washington. Exact information re-
‘garding the extent of the work which
would be required on the part of the
Canadian Government was not avail-
able.

The entire stream, from its source
at Lake Windermere to the ocean, is
‘about 750 miles long, and the portion
affected by the present proposition is
150 miles. No estimate is available of
the cost, although Senator Chamber-
lain, Washington State, said that sev-
enteen millions had been spent on
river improvement in United States,
and although the river was not carry-
ing the commerce of the state, it had
resulted in lowering freight rates to
an amount each year in excess of the
entire cost of improvement. TUnder
the circumstances, it was doubtful if
Portland would benefit by the Cana-
dian expenditure.

Sir Wilfrid intimated that he was
not convinced that the opening of
the Columbia River to navigation
would have a tendency to lower freight

. rates on lines running east and west.

He favored the undertaking, since it
opened @ new channel of commerce
between the United States and Cane
ada, and would be another bond o
bind the two countries together. He
would consider, not the smaller ques-
tion of the improvement of the short
stretch of river between West Rob-
son and the boundary, but the much
larger one of the improvement of the
whole river from Lake Windermere.
Engineers will be sent out and and
estimate made of the cost of the ea-
tire undertaking.

Sir Wilfrid also said: “This work
could be done in two ways.
countries might proceed independently,
each doing work on its own side of
the boundary, or on the other hand,
they might get together and act in
concert.” :

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FATAL AUTO

Inquest Opened Last Night on
Death of Mr. Anson
Wallace.

R e

The inquest into the death of Anson
Wallace, who died from injuries sus-
tained by collision with an automobile
on Aug. 20, commenced last night at
the police station before Coroner Mac-
Laren, and in order to hear further
testimony an adjournment was taken
until Thursday evening mnext. The
family of Mr. Wallace were represent-
ed by Mr. J. F. Faulds., and Mr. John
M. McEvoy appeared for Mr. Rose.

The evidence taken last night was
of a somewhat contradictory nature.
One witness thought the auto was

going 25 miles an hour. Mr. Rose,
who was driving, thought he was go-
ing about 7 or 8 miles, and not more
than 10 at the outside,

Mr. Rose, before being sworn,
claimed the protection he is entitled
to under the statute. He stated to
Crown Attorney McKillop that he was
an automobile agent. On Saturday,
Aug. 25, he came to London from
Hamilton in a new car, and when
about Adelaide street picked up a
young man who was a stranger to
him at the time, He continued on
down Horton street, and after passing
Waterloo street took the north side
of the road, running with one wheel
between the railg of the street car
tracks. At Wellington street he slow-
ed up to let a lady pass, turned north
clear of the tracks, turning in again
a little further down. On crossing the
street he was going about four miles
an hour, and when clear of the cross-
ing increased the speed to between 6
and 8 miles an hour. When about the
old colored church he noticed a man
coming east on a bicycle.

‘“Where was he riding?” asked the
crown attorney.

“I fancy he was riding either be-
tween the rails or north of the north
rail,” said the witness. .

Mr. Rose continuing said he was go-
ing about 7 or 8 miles an hour.

Had Head Down.

“How far was the man?”

“He may have been about 50 yards
away with his head down,”

“What did you do?”

“He turned to his left, or to the
north, and I turned north, so that my
auto wheels were clear of the north
rails. I steered to my left, to let him
g0 by, when I saw him coming at me.
He then turned the same way I did,
or to his right, and I continued going
to the left to give him a chance to get
by.

Made a Short Turn.

FIND LOST TRIBES
IN BRITISH RACE

Queen and Others of the Royal
Family Believe in Descent
From King David.

London, Aug. 30.—Queen Mary is
sald to be a believer in the theory that
the British race are the ten lost tribes
of Israel. At any rate, Mr. W. T. Stead,
in the current number of the Review of
Reviews, asserts that her majesty was
trained by her mother, the Duchess of
Teck, in that belief, and that the royal
house is girectly descended from the
house of David through the daughter
of Zedekiah.

“The Duchess of Teck,” writes Mr.
Stead, “revelled in the splendor of the
visions which, according to the school
of interpreters which she favored,
seemed to promise to the British and
American peoples all the blessings
which were the heritage of Israel. Ac-
cording to this school, which still nume-
bers among its adherents many persong
of the highest rank, and some who
have rendered the state great service in
the army, the navy and the law, the
British people are the lineal descend-
ants of the lost ten tribes; the King of
England is the heir in the direct line
of King David, the son of Jesse; and
the future universal triumph of the
English-speaking peoplesg is believed to
be positively predicted in hundreds of
texts in the Old Testament Scripture.

“The Duchess of Teck was by no
means the only member of the royal
family to whom the idea of being of
the house and lineage of David has
made a subtle appeal. Edward VII, was
not exactly a Berean, learned in the
Scriptures, but he is reported to have
read with interest, although probably
not without a smile, the elaborate gen-
ealogical table which traced his an-
cestry through David’'s royal house up
to his remote progenitors—Abraham,
Isaac and Jacob.

“Even Queen Victoria ig said to have
been sufficiently fascinated by the the-
ory as to have had something to do
with the addition to the other Christian
names of the Prince of Wales of the
ancestral name of David.

“Whether Queen Mary has or has
not discarded the belief in the Israel-
itish origin of the British people,” adds
Mr. Stead, “she was bred up in that
somewhat inspiring faith. Early im-
pressions are seldom eradicated.’

Glasgow, Aug. 30.—On the 26th inst.
the dead body of a woman was found
on the moors, in a rernote part of Scot-
land. A large sum of money was on
her person, and the body has now been
lgentiﬂed as that of Lady Marjorie
Erskine, second daughter of the Earl
of Buchan, )

There is no evidence of foul play, and
it is believed that she lost her way and
died of exposure.

A man, who was searching for white
peat here, found the body lying in a
secluded spot on the historic rock of
Craigillachie,

Lord Card Ross, the deceased’s bro-
ther, identified the remains from the
clothing, Among the papers found on
the bedy was a receipted bill bearing
the name of a hotel at Kingussie. In-
quirifes show that Lady Erskine, ac-
companied by a maid, arriveg at the
hotel on July 30, She left the following
day, requesting the management to
keep any letters sent to her there, as
she Intended motoring past in a few
days,

The maid stayed at the Kingussie a
day longer, and then wenth to Perth.
Letters were sent to Lady Erskine at
the Kingussie Hotel. The maid, who
haxl since returned to England, is be-
ing sought to answer questions re-
garding her mistress’ movements. At
present there is nothing to indicate
the cause of death, The body had ap-
parently laid on the spot where it was
found for a month. It was taken to In-
verhess, where a post-mortem will be
held. The police are very reticent. They
are inclined to accept the theory that
geath was due to exposure and priva-

on.

Lady Erskine surprised her friends
in 1904 by entering a hospital in Lon-
don as a probationary nurse. Her en-
gagement to Arthur Broderick, young-
est brother of Viscount Middleton, was
announced in December, 1908. This
caused a sensation. Ten days later, it
was stated that the marrlage would
not occur, although the date had been
fixed and the banns published.

No reason was given for the break-
ing off of the engagement.

SUED FOR $6,000,000

Pittsburg, Aug. 30. — Six suits
equity have been filed in the United
States district court against the
Carnegie Steel Company, by the
Churchward International Steel Com-
pany, of Wilmington, Del. A prelimin-
ary injunction is asked as wel]l as
damages for the alleged infringement
of certain patents, the invention of
James Churchward, of New York
city.

The damage alleged to have been
susta2ined in each suit is $1,000,000. The
alleged infringements cover the man-
ufacture ang use of a self-hardening
alloy of iron and steel, the art of
heat treatment of steel alloys, and
other technical improvements in the
steel-making industry.

THE JACKSON DISPUTE
PUT TO ONE SIDE

Methodist Conference Leaves It
to the Regular Church

Procedure.

Victorla, B. C.,, Aug. 29. — At the
morning session of the Methodist Gen-
eral Conference, the “Jackson contro-
versy” was taken up, when it was de-
cided to leave it to the regular pro-
cedure provided by the church,

Rev. Dr. Cleaver, Toronto, led the at-
tack on the professor of the English
Bible in Victoria University, followed
by ¥. W. Winter, Toronto, while the
professor was warmly championed by
Chancellor Burwash and N. W, Rowell,
K. 'C.

Dr. Cleaver’s motion asked the con-
ference to express disapproval of all
such teaching as had a tendency to dis-
parage the deity and infallibllity of
Christ while on earth, to weaken the
authority of Christ and his apostles or
to discredit the Scriptures as trust-
worthy revelation from God.

The motion detailed several points as
specifics of the doctrines complained
of, such as the alleged unscientific
character of the early chapters of Gen-
esis; that Christ had proved the Mosaic
authorship of Pentateuch ang the Da-
vidic authorship of Psalm 110, which
modern scholarship denied; that a
man may not do violence to his intel-
lectual conscience at the bidding of any
authority, no matter how august; that
on questions of moralg Jesus is to be
listened to, but in such matters as the
casting out of tho devil, ignored.

Dr. A. D. Watson, Toronto, moved in
amendment, seconded by Rev. Princi-
pal Sparling, of Winnipeg, “that as
matters of the motion are such as call
for the most careful and mature de-
liberation of those best fitted to ad-
judicate; that as the General Confer-
ence is by constitution and usage a
legislative body, rather than a court of
trial, and could not give patient and
calm deliberation, and as the church
has methods of procedure in caseg of
supposed departures in teachings
which would tend to stifle candor of
professors, and would keep inviolate
doctrines and principles, be it resolved
that having provideg adequately for
cases such as referred to in the resolu-
tion, the General Conference reaffirms
its allegiance to Christ as King, Sav-
four and God, and its faithful adner-~
ence to the Word of God, which liveth
and reigneth forever.”

After those mentioned had spoken,
Mr. Rowell moved that the following
words be added to the motion as adopt-
ed: That, as, in his Word, God has
spoken unto us by his Son, we ac-
knowledge him as the infallible teacher
as well as revealer of things of God.”

Rev. Dr. Antliff, seconding this, said,
while it was not all he would like, he
did so to save the conference from hav-
ing it go abroad that it voted against
the infallibility of Christ. To get this
in a reconsideration was moved and
carried, and the motion was amended
by an almost unanimous standing vote,
There were ten or a dozen delegates
who dig not vote.

At the request of Rev. T. A, Moore,
the conference authorized him to take
no notice in the minutes of this recon-
sideration or the previous count, and
to record the Watson ‘amendment as in
the form this leaves it in,
