UNLIMITED FUEL SUPPLY.

J L. Scott journeyed to Wallace- 
bug Friday for the purpose of inves- 
tigating the peat fuel beds in that 
vicinity. In company with one of D. 
A. Gordon's men ho examined the peat 
in the Big Plains, about two miles 
from Wallaceburg. He lound unlim­
ited quantities of the new fuel in the 
crude state, and reports that it is of 
excellent quality, ft is not, however, 
-nearly as deep as that at the Eau. 
nor is it of so good- a quality.There 
is no bog better than that at the Eau 

for fuel purposes. Mr. Scott also as- 
eertained that there were large de- 
posits of the turf on St. Anne a Island 
and along Running Creek, which is 
within half a mile of Wallaceburg- 
D. A. Gordon is taking a great inter- 
est in the peat fuel question. For, it 
the fuel is suitable, he intends to use 
it in the glass works, where they con- 
sume 8,000 tons of soft coalannually. 
If the turf from the vicinity of the 
Burg can be used, Mr. Gordon is con- 

templating erecting a plant for the 
manufacture of this fuel.
