Fredericton (Special) — The University of New Brunswick is 
opening its second annual bldod drive held under the auspices 
of the Canadian wide University Blood Donor Competition. The 
Competition was inaugurated by the University of British Columbia 
in an effort to stimulate Dominion interest in the need for blood 
to service the desperate requirements of the nation’s hospitals.

Last year, the “Corpuscule Cup”, the trophy signifying 
Dominion supremacy, was won by the Mount Allison University. 
Their win established a percentage record of 75 percent. At 
a recent clinic held at the Sackville university, the students estab­
lished an outstanding record of 95.6 percent and stand well out 
in front of the competing universities for this year’s award.

Students on the campus were 
subjected to the greatest hoax in 
the universities’ history last year 
as the Blood Donor Committee 
Chairman, Dick Ballance, the pres­
ent SRC President, announced that 
the student guessing the percent­
age of blood donors on the cam­
pus would win a 1952 Ford. The 
car was actually a three inch 
model of the famous make.

The clinic will be operated by a 
trained staff Red Cross doctors and 
nurses. The Red Cross supplies 
all hospitals in New Brunswick 
except one. Each hospital being 
served has agreed to supply blood 
free to any individual in need ui 
any time of day or night within 
one half hour of demand.

Although the advantage of 
plasma is that it can be kept pre­
served it can only be administered 
in cases where the patient can 
manufacture his own red cor­
puscles.

Records of the donor’s blood 
type will be made, a copy of which 
will be sent to the student in order 
to save him delay in case of a 
needed transfusion at some future 
date.

However, if a prospective donor 
shows any sign of anemia, it will 
be detected in the haemoglobin 
tests which are made at the clinic.

The Brunswickan, 
to interfere, criticise or express an opinion on the political machin­
ations of the City of Fredericton. However, a recent news story, 
published in the Fredericton Daily Gleaner does bear examination 
and criticism, The story gave a detailed account of the reasons 
for opposing the building and maintaining army houses in Fred­
ericton.

2. During the summer he is paid 
fifty-five dollars ($56) a month 
and receives free housing .meals, 
clothing, medical and dental care.

3. His transportation to the 
training location, which may be 
as far away as B.C. or Europe, 
is free.

4. On graduation he must serve 
a minimum of three years in the 
Active Force as an officer receiving 
approximately three hundred 
dollars ($300) monthly—a small 
return Indeed, as far as Canada is 
concerned, for the cost of his 
training.

All the Services offer substan­
tially the same opportunity. In 
addition, of course, students can 
enroll in the Officer Training 
Programme in any of the Services 
and can earn up to $100 in the 
summer without having to enlist 
in the services. Of course, it is 
recognized that not all are suited 
to or capable of qualifying for an 
officer in the services, but it is 
difficult to see how anyone can 
complain about inability to finance 
with such opportunities presently 
available.

The group, “the small faction opposing the project”, stated ;;Remember . .that:
"1. Building and maintaining 

the army houses here will burden 
Fredericton tax-payers with a 
heavy new tax impost. It has not 
yet been demonstrated that Ot­
tawa will absorb the costs in­
volved.

2. The "Winnipeg Plan" in­
volves siting of only 200 houses 
in a city of some 400,000. The 
Fredericton proposal would double 
the number of houses in a city 
of 16,000. Therefore, the Winni­
peg arrangement would not work 
here.

3. In absorbing building land, 
the army project would deprive 
the city of normal avenues of 
expansion for long-term town 
planning for permanent homes.
The army proposes to -build “mar­
ried quarters" type buildings that 
would not be marketable readily 
if the camp staff were moved.

4. The people of Fredericton do 
not want to see their city grow 
fast. They feel that the charm 
of Fredericton would be destroyed 
by sudden doubling of the popu­
lation. They are happy as they 
are, and as prosperous as they 
want to be.

The spokesman said that "pro­
gress is a much maligned word".
He pointed out that, in his opin­
ion. Fredericton merchants are 
considering the staff housing is­
sue without enthusiasm.

"If we allow ourselves to be 
hypnotized by the word progress" 
he said, "we are not being realis-

Such arguments are inconceivable in the light of the many 
services that the Dominion Government and its allied departments 

offering to the citizens of Fredericton.

Although the Dominion Government has requested that 
property taxes be waived on the project, there are certain bills 
incurred over the year that will have to be borne by the residents 
of these houses. These residents are not exempt from the pay­
ment of poll taxes. They must also pay sewer and water taxes as 
well as pay the New Brunswick Power Commission for electric 
services.

tic. I personally believe that we 
are better off without the army 
houses here."

The onus should not be on 
Fredericton to attract the housing 
project to the City, he added. 
It should be on the Army to gain 
admission to the community.

"Anyway,” he said, "the Army 
has much more to gain in the 
prospect of having its people liv­
ing in the City than the City has 
in having them here."

As far as business is concerned, 
he said, it makes no difference 
whether the new homes are built 
inside or outside the city limits. 
A site just outside Fredericton 
would bring as much new business 
here as a city site.

He suggested that pressure for 
speedy action is adding to the 
confusion of the issue in the minds 
of "those people here who have 
not the full facts,”

"I confidently believe that the 
Mayor’s taxation commission will 
return a finding that the army 
housing site would mean heavy 
additional expense for Frederic­
ton," he said.

He said that he, and those 
others opposing the plan, want to 
be reasonable; but that on the 
record a clear case has not been 
presented.

"I am ready to be convinced," 
he said, “but am of the opinion 
that we will be making a grave 
mistake if we go off half-cocked 
in this matter.”

This amount of money is 
paid in the form" of rent, board, and direct purchasing in the 
business district. As well as direct purchasing by the students, 
the amount of expendable income by the families of the city 
is also increased as the result of the influx of the collegians.

The army proposes to bring in such a great number of 
families that such a $1,000,000.00 income would be sadly eclipsed, 
and such a new income is sorely needed by any community in 
the Province of New Brunswick.

The statement that “because Winnipeg has only 200 houses 
in their city of 400,000 such a similar arrangement would not 
work here” is scraping the bottom of the barrel a little low for 
reasonable argument.

The building of married quarters in the city is not to be 
looked upon v.'. h castigation. If the erection of the Maryland 
Units is any criterion of the house construction undertaken by the 
Dominion Government, and we have every right to believe so, 
then the new units will be of no blot to the charm of the city. 
As a matter of cold fact, the condition and quality of the Maryland 
Project is far more valuable to the city than most of its residential 
areas.

This year a good deal of the under-estimation has been 
eliminated, but unfortunately, that part of what remains comes 
from the UNB players themselves. Their egos have been inflated 
because they realize that Rugby has become the most popular 
spectator sport Up the Hill.

However, the fans are aware, as the players should be, that 
victories over the disorganized Trojans and the poorly conditioned 
Tri-Service squad are of negligible consequence. The Bombers 
should therefore not take the cheers too seriously when they win 
over teams such as thesé. Instead, they might bear in mind that 
there is one team in the Union which can duplicate their undefeated 
record with the Moncton teams, and also boast of their mastery over 
the Red Bombers during the last two seasons.

UNB and St. Thomas seem to bear similarity to the Brooklyn 
Dodgers and New York Yankees in major league baseball. The 
Red Bombers, like the Dodgers, have the better team on paper; 
but the Tommies, like the Yankees, have that little extra on the 
playing field that enables them to surmount all obstacles.

Putting sentimental loyalty aside, we must predict a St. Thomas 
victory over the Red Bombers this Saturday afternoon at College 
Field.
