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STATUTES, RULES, AND ORDINANCES

OF

QUEEN'S UNIVERSITY
AND COLLEGE.

PREAMBLE.

WHEREAS the Cliarter of the University of " QueenV Col
lege at Kingston" empowers the Trustees of tlie said College
to frame and make Statutes, Rules, and ()rdinan(!es, touehing
and concerning the good government of the said College ; the
pei-formance ot Divine Service therein, the studies, lectures, and
exercises, and all matters regarding the same; the number,
residence, and duties of the Professors thereof; the manage-
ment of the revenues and property of the said College ; the
salaries, stipends, provision, and emoluments of and for the
Professors, officers, and servants thereof; the number and
duties of such officers and servants; and also touching and
concerning any other matter or thing which to them shall

seem necessary for the well being and advancement of the said
College

;

And whereas it is necessary and expedient to make such
Statutes, Rules, and Ordinances

;

Therefore, at a meeting of the Trustees of the said College,

duly convened and holden, held at Kingston, on the 26th day
of January, 1863, whereat there were present the lion. Joun
HAMir.TON, Chairman ; the Rev. Principal Leitch, the Rev.
Dr. Williamson, the Rev. Dr. Urquhart, the Rev, Duncan
MoRRisoN, Alexakdkr McLkan, HiGH Allan, Alp;xandkr
Morris, M.P.P., John Paton, and Andrew DRUJnroND, Es-
quires, the said Trustees, by virtue of the power and authority
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such salaries or enuilument.; as may be from time to time
agreed on.

11 All donations, grants and bequests to the Observatory,
MuBeum, Librnrv', foundation of Scholarships, particular Fac-
ulties, or otlicr College purposctf, shall be administered by the
Hoard of Trustees,

12 The Trustees shall have- the exclusive power of exercising
disciipline over the othcers of the College.

13 Wiien a con)plaint is made respecting the conduct of any
officer, the complainant shall be required to act as prosecutor,
and, in the event of any impiopriety being duly proved, the
grounds of the sentence shall be recorded at length in the
books of the Hoard of Trustees. When the Board lias resolved
to institute an inuuiry, a summons, in the following form,
shall be served on the accused :

Whereas a complaint hatli been duly entered in writing
against you as such officer before the Board of Trustees of the
said College, of which a true copy is hereunto annexed;
and Avhereas the said Board hath resolved that tlie matter con-
tained in the said complaint shall be further inquired into and
adjudicated npon : Yon are therefore hereby recpiired to file
in the office of the Secretary of tlie said Board at the said
College, within ten days after the service hereof, vour
answer to the matters in the said complaint contained ; and' you
are here1)y notiiied and required to be and ajipear in vour
proper person before the said Board, at a meeting to be 'held
at the same College, on , the <lay of
next, in order to your defence in the said matter of complaint.

In
such case it shall not be necessary that the grounds of cen.sure
suspension, or removal, be recorded—the recording of the
grounds being warranted only in the case of a judicial proccBs
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be npoesrtary to Hcoure this end wiiliont judicial procedure ; but
should it be iieeeaBiiry at any time to enforce the lawrt or
exereise disci|'line, the ease siiall be laid before the Hoard of
Trustees, whejj relatinf^ to the ollicerriof the Oolief^e, and be-
fore the ColIe<j;e Senate when relating to tho students.

23 Ife Hhall from time to time inspeet the (•la>Jrterf, Mu-
seum, Library, Minute books, Matrieulation books, and Class
Roll books, and otter such Buggestit)nst(» the otHeers as ho nuiy
deeni expedient; and should any dei)artinent require the
special attention of the Trustees, lie shall report accord intrly.

2d He sliall preside at all examinations for degrees, and see
that all examination papers are regularly set and valued.

26 He shall sign all diolomas for degrees, certificates of
honors awarded by the College Senate, and inspect all certifi-
cates of candidates for degrees, and report to the Senate as to
whether the requirements of the University have been com-
plied with.

27^ He shall sign all minutes of meetings of College Senate,
and Senatus ; and should any meeting be held in his absence,
the decision of the meeting shall not be valid till the n.inutea
have received his fc.ignature or approval.

28 He shall sign all orders for necessary incidental expeires
not authorized by the Board of Trustees, and shall superintend
all entries in the College Register.

29 He shall either personally, or by substitute appointed
by him, deliver an adcfress to the students at the opening ot
the College Session, and on each occasion when degrees are
conferred in Convocation.

30 He shall report to the meeting of Trustees, to be held on
the last day of the Session, any changes in the Calendar sug-
gested by the Senate, College Boards, or officers.

PROFESSORS.

31 They shall perform the duties of their office under such
regulations as the Board of Trustees may from time to time
prescribe, and shall not engage in any vocation wliich the
frnstees shall deem inconsistent with their ollic.'0.
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4 Do you promise that, in the discharge of your duties as
Frotessor of -, you will invariabiy seek to j.roniote the
interests of the students under your charge, the welfare of this
institution, and the glory of God ?

Out of the sum _i,'ranted by the (Government to the
Trustees for the Medical Facultv, the sum of *50() shall he ap-
propriated tovard the salary of the Professoi- of (Chemistry, and
the balance, together with the fees of the IVfedical Department,
shall be paid ovei- to such Department, but no portion of the
general funds of this Fniversity shall be api)roi)riated towai'dd
the support of the Medical Department.

SENATUS.

78 The members of the Theological and Arts Faculties shall
be held as constituting one Board, and shall be called the
Senatus—three members to form a quoi-um.

79 Meetings shall be called by the Principal ; or in his ab-
sence, at the request of two members, by the Secretary
Meetings shall be held only during the College Session.

80 The Senatus shall award all Scholarships in the Arts and
Theological Faculties, l)y examination, subject only to the con-
ditions of the founders and the regulations of the Board of
Trustees.

81 No Student shall hold two Scholarships, but a Church
btudeiit may have a Scholarship supplemented out of the Bur-
sary Fund, so as to make it equal to the sum he would have re-
ceived from that fund, had he no Scholarshii*.

82 The Senatus shall apportion the Binvary Fund aniono-
the Church Students, subject to the regulations 'of tiie Board of
Irustees.

THE OliSEHVATORY.

83 The Professor of Mathematics shall be the Director.

(8) To send in to the Curators on 1st April and 1st Novem-

Ub^al^ and ot the number lost or missing, with the names ofthe parties to whom such books were delivered.

(9) To keep a list of the prices paid for the books, and to
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give in to the Curators on let April each year a statement
flhowinff tlie amount of tlie matriculation fees and the sum paid
for boots during the year.

(10) To observe any by-laws that may be drawn up by the
Curators and sanctioned "by the Trustees.

91 Tlie Library shall be managed by a Board of Curators,
consisting of the Principal and a member appointed annually
by the College Senate from each of the Faculties of Theology,
Arts, Medicine, and Law.

92 The Board of Curators shall order all purchases of books
from the matriculation fees, and each Faculty sliall be entitled
to books in that department amounting in value to the matric-
ulation fees contributed by it to the Library. The whole of the
matriculation fees in the Faculties of Arts and Theology shall
be devoted to the purchase of books.

93 The Curators shall furnish an annual report to the Board
of Trustees and the College Senate.

94 The Curators shall draw up by-laws to be submitted to
the Board of Trustees for approval.

95 The Library shall be open to all Students who have paid
their matriculation fees, and to all Professors, Trustees and
Graduates, under such regulations as the Curators may frame.

MUSEUM.

96 The Professor of Natural History shall be the Curator
of the Museum, and shall manage its affairs under such regu-
lations as the Board of Trustees may prescribe. *

97 The Curator shall give in to the Board of Trustees an
annual report of the state of the Museum, and an account of
the receipts and expenditure.

98 Such grants as may from time to time be voted for the
purchase and preservation of specimens shall be applied by the
Curator, under the direction of the Board of Trustees.

99 The Curator shall draw up a classified catalogue of all

the articles in the Museum. The names of the donors shall be
entered in the catalogue and atiixed to the articles.

100 All donations shall be deposited in the Museum imme-
diately on their arrival, and shall be duly acknowledged by
tlie Curator, by writing to the donor and inserting a notice in
the " Presbyterian."
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101 TIio Muricuin shall he open to Students and the puhlic
under such rcjjjulatiuns as may be prescribed.

102 The Curator shall supply tlie Professors with such speci-
mens as they may rcqtiire for the illustration of their lectures,
and shall enter in a hook kept for the purpose the times when
such specimens are given out and returned.

CONVOCATION.

103 The Convocation shall consist of the Board of Trustees,
the Principal, Professors, Lecturers, Tutors, Fellows and (Jrad-
uates of the University.

^
104 Meetings of Convocation shall he held on the days tixod,

for the public conferring of degrees, under the authority vested
in the Senate, and for the induction of Professors to the Chairs
to which they have been appointed. Due notice of such meet-
ings shall be given, by order of the Principal.

105 The Principal, or in his absence the Senior Professor
of the Scnatus, shall preside, and shall perform the ceremony
of induction and laureation.

106 Four Fellows shall be annually elected by the members
of Convocation, at their last meeting" of tlie Session, and after

the degrees of the Session have been conferred, viz : one from
the Graduates of each of the four Faculties of Arts, Theology,
Law, and Medicine. The Fellows shall liold office for one year
and i)e entitled to sit in the Boards of their respective Faculties.

The Fellows shall rank with Professors, in meetings of Convo-
cation. No Student shall be eligible.

107 No cLange shall be made in the code of statutes, rules

and ordinances, unless at a general meeting of Trustees, cidled

specially for the purpose, on a rerpisition to the Chairman, in

writing, of three Trustees, and the notice calling sucli meeting
shall state the time and place of such meeting and the mituro
of the changes ])ropo3ed to be enacted. The changes that may
be made in the Calendar by the meeting of the Board of Trus-
tees, on the last day of the Session, must be consistent with
the code of statutes, rules and ordinances.

SALARIES.

108 The salaries of the following officers shall be subject to
