The re-
sult absolutely justified his prediction
and proved the wisdom of the reduc-
tion. The adoption of the two-cent
rate put the Post Office Department
of Canada on its own feet for the
first time in its history, simply be-
cause of the tremendous increase in
businesg encouraged by the lower
rate.

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_ EFFICIENCY WORTH WHILE.

Grand Old Dr. Johnson once said: “In all
our getting of knowledge, may the Good Lord
help us to get the knowledge that’s worth hav-
ing.” In the midst of the present tremendous
conflict involving as it does the freedom of the
Empire, and indeed, the liberty of the world, we
may well exclaim: “In all ‘our .efforts to be
efficient, may the Good Lord help us to be effici-
ent in the things that are worth while.”

Efficiency for the fight in which our Cana-
dian troops are now engaged, and iior the later
fight in which their comrades now in training
will soon take part. Efficiency, in other words,

on the part of Canada, for the great ordeal
through which she has to pass. We must not
forget that Canada has her place in a concerted
Empire movement. That movement has for its
supreme attainment the crushing of a danger-
ous militarism bent not only on our own des-
truction, but on the domination of the world.
That is the issue with which we are face to face
today. Obviously, then, the only efficiency which
is worth while is the efficiency which will ena-
ble us succesfully to accomplish that task. It
is to the need of this efficiency that we would yet
again direct the attention of the Government.

Canada is not one whit concerned at pres-
ent about any other form of efficiency. Omin-
