ON THE HIGHER BENCHES

Some of the Miners Are Taking Out as
High as 820 Per Day—Three Mining
Companies Elect Officers—Will Form
an Assessable Company.

““There has been a sudden revival of
interest in the placer diggings along the
Pend d’Oreille this spring, and there are
perhaps 756 men at work there, many of
whom are making good money,”’ said
Theodore Newman Tuesday after his
return from & trip to the Bunker Hill,
back of Waneta, in which be is inter-
ested. “The most successful of the
miners seems to be Pittsburg Bill Folkes,
who has been taking out $20 a day and

better. There are close to 25 men at
work along the north side of the river,
and all of them seem to be making
wages and better, although as yet -none
of them has struck it asrich as Pitts-
burg Bill, who, by the way, was_ an
ardent Klondiker last spring, and had
planned to g0 into Dawson in the first
rush, when his grub-staker went backon
him and he was forced to give up that
plan. Bill was anything but pleased at
this change in his prospects, but just for
luck, he panned a few samples of the
dirt in the neighborhood of his cabin,
along the north side of the river in the
high land back of the stream, and he
was surprised to get some excellent val-
ues, and continued prospecting with the
result that he discovered the bonanza
bar that he is now working. Some gons
of Sweden are operating the same bar,
both above and below him, making good
money.

Shipments For the ,Week Surpass the
2,000-Ton Mark.

CROWNPOINTWILLRESUME

Work Commences Tuesday Under-
ground in the Columbia-Kootenay—
The Deer Park’s Doubled Force—
Drifting in the Le Roi.

The ore shipments last week passed
the 2,000-ton mark, for the first time
this year. The aggregate output came
to 2,028 tons, divided among five differ-
ent properties, as follows: Le Roi,
1,100; War Eagle, 665; Centre Star,
105; Iron Mask, 88 ; Poorman, 70.

For the same period last year the
gshipments were 1,231, barely 60 per cent
of this vear’s figures. The most of she

ore sent out last week went to North-
port, which got 1,258 tons ; Nelson was
second with 255 tons, and Trail had 515
to its credit.

jointly. The Deer Park will soon be
operated under a doubled force, and
work is fo he resumed in the Crown
Point. In the following summary the
development of some of the mines dur-
ing the past week is mentioned.

The Sunset No. 2.
Joseph Trainner, the foreman at the
Sunset No. 2, has been busily engaged

the past week in placing a catch-tank
and 4 pump at the 200-foot level in the
shaft. Surface water had impeded work
geriously and the improvements were
commenced to enable the sinking of the
ghaft without interruption. The tank
is being built in the footwall at the 200-
foot station, where it will catch the en-
tire seepage and surface water in that
part of the workings. A pump is being
installed to raise the water to the tunnel
level, whence it will drain naturally.

There is about 18 inches of good ore in
the bottom of the shaft, assaying around
$15. The showing is the best that has
yet been disclosed in the shaft.

The Canadian Gold Fields syndicate,
which owns the property, had a meeting
in Toronto on the 26th instant, when
Dr. Wilson was elected president, and J.
O. Drewry rechosen managing director.

MILITIA IN ROSSLAND

A Company Has Been Formed Here
by P. McL. Forin.

A List of the Members, Among Whom
Are Many Who Have Seen Ser-
vice in Similar Organizations.

So‘:ewhat over a year ago those in-
terested in militia affairs in Rossland-
came to the conclusion that the time had
arrived when Rossland might ask, with
good prospects of a favorable answer, for
the establishment of a corps of militia
here. Some desired artillery, and others
very reasonably thought that mounted
infantry would be most suitable, but in

the end it was determined to petition
the department of militia and defence
for the establishment, not mentioning
any particular branch of the service, but
leaving this to the district officer com-
manding this division. The petition was
drawn up and circulated, and it was an
agreeable surprise to those who had been
instrumental in starting the agitation to
find such a large number of experienced
and qualified men in the city.

After a goodly number of names had
been placed on the petition, it was duly
forwarded through the proper channels
and favorably received, but the minister
of militia advised that no imme-
diate action could be taken. However,
the matter was persistently pushed, both
by personal attendance at the depart-
ment and by correspondence with the
member for this district, Hewitt Bostock,
and others, and though somewhat de-
layed, instructions were sent P. McL.
Forin of this city by Lieut.-Colonel
Peters, district officer commanding mili-
tary division No. 11, on the 19th inst.,
to proceed with the formation of a com-
pany of militia in Rossland, to consist of
one captain, one lieutenant, one second
lieutenant, three corporals, one bugler
and 35 privates. ‘
Lieutenant-Colonel Peters at the same
time advised that he had also authority
for the formation of companies at other
pointsin the Kootenay and Yale districts,
such as Nelson, Revelstoke, Kamloops
and Vernon. The district officer com-
Manding is hopeful of havinga distinc-
tive uniform adapted by the department
very similar to that worn by the infan-
try of the Egyptian army, with some
glight changes, a8 for example a cow boy
hat in place of the helmet, and it is the
hearty wish of the officers and men here
that he may be successful. The head-
quarters for these companies has not yet
been chosen, but Rossland, a8 Tae MINER
has already pointed out, would seem t0
be the proper point to choose, both from
its population and strategic value. The
gervice roll was at once circulated, but
as it was thought desirable to
gecure members of an  average
height of 5 feet 9 inches if possible,
some few days were necessarily gpent,
but it is now complete and the names of
the officers and men are as follows:

T WAS CONDEMNED

Redistribution Denounced by Ross-
land Citizens.

IT IS AN UNFAIR MEASURE

Dr. Bowes’ Resolutions, Which Were
Courteous in Tone, Set Aside and
an Acrimnious Set Supported by
Mr. Bogle Adopted—The Debate.

The meeting at Dominion hall Friday
evening to protest against the proposed
redistribution bill, was attended by an
audience that completely filled the
building, and after an enthusiastic meet-
ing a strong set of resolutions was

adopted condemning the proposed bill
and aseerting that in presenfing it the
government had deliberately intended
to deprive & large part of this section of
representation. The resolutions were
telegraphed at once to Victoria.

Mayor Wallace, who, in answer to a
requisition had called the meeting, pre-
gsided. In response toa general request,
Dr. E. Bowes made the openin speech.
He expressed his disapproval of the pro-
bill, which would give Trail Creek
and Boundary together only one mem-
ber, and he pointed out that while West
Kootenay produces one-third of the
wealth of the province and has one-fifth
of the population, yet this district would
only receive three members out of a total
of 37. when on the basis of revenue she
should have 12, or on the basis of popu-
lation, five. It was the keystone of
British rights that taxation without
representation was unjust, and next to
that came taxation with inadequate
representation. In conclusion, he moved
the adogtion of the following resolution,
which, he said, had been prepared with
the assistance of several of the men who
gigned the requisition for the meeting:

Dr. Bowes’ Resolution.

Whereas, In justice and equity a bill
providing for the representation in the
legislature of this province should have

regard to the population, number of
voters and revenue paid ; and :
Whereas, The district of West Koot-
enay pays one-third of the total revenue
of the province, and has a large number
of -voters, and contains nearl one-fifth
of 3be total population of the province;
an
Whereas, The Kettle River mining
division of Yale district contributes a
large amount to the revenue of the prov-
ince, has a large number of voters and a
rapidly growing population ; and
hereas, The Kettle River mining
division of Yale district is separated
from West Kootenay by a range of
mountaing, and travel between the said
division and the Trail Oreek mining
division of West Kootenay is difficult
and expensive; therefore be it
(1.) Resolved, That the redistribution
act, 1898, does not do justice to the dis-
tricts oi West Kootenay and Yale;
(2.) That the Trail Creek Mining
division of West Kootenay is entitled to
separate representation ; -t
(3.) That the Kettle River Mining
division of Yale district should be con-
stituted into a separate electoral district
and have representation of its own;
(4.) That the government be request-
ed to do justice to the people of West
Kootenay and Yale as asked;
(5.) That copies of this resolution be
gent to the premier, Mr. Semlin and
Mr. Kelly and also to the Boundary
Creek Times, Grand Forks Miner, and
Midway Advance.
The motion was seconded by James
Martin, who, however, objected to it on
the ground that it was not 8o strong in
its tone as he should desire, although be
did not hope that any resolution would
succeed with the present government.
F. A. Wilkes of the Trades and Labor
Council, moved that Dr. Bowes’ resolu-
tion be amended by approving the fol-
lowing, which was recently passed by
the Trades and Labor Council :
Whereas, The present arrangement
known as the Redistribution Act, sub-
mitted by the government to the provin-
cial legislature for approval, provides in
some cases for increased representation
in sparsely populated districts and only
unfair and extremely inadequate repre-
gentation for the Kootenay district. in
eneral and Rossland city and the Trail
reek division in particular; and
Whereas, The said Kootenay district
having contributed upwards of $310,000
to the provincial exehequer for the fiscal
year 1896-7, an increase of 200 per cent
over the previous year, and aggregating
over one-fourth of the whole revenue of
the province, a very large proportion of
which was contribu y the Trail
Creek mining division; and
Whereas, Rossland being generally re-
garded in point of populafion and com-
mercial importance as the third city of
British Columbia ought by right under
a fair and equitable basis of representa-
tion to have a member, as her voting
strength at the present time exceeds
that of several constituencies that have
two and many others that have one
representative ; therefore, be it
esolvad, That the Trades and Labor
council of this city condemns the gaid
redistribution bill as unjust and an-
tagonistic to the principles of representa-
tion according to population, and in view
of the superior importance of the busi-
ness interests and the exceedingly great
wealth producing and tax paying power
of the Trail Creek Mining division (the
voting strength of which will in all
probability on election day be 1,500) we
demand at the hands of the government
that the said mining division be created
a provincial electoral district; and be it

Resolved, That copies of these resolu-
tions be sent to the Hon.J. H. Turner
and the representative of this district
immediately, and that the secretary of
the committee be directed to correspon
with the city council, the board of trade
and the political clubs of Rossland and
the Trail; board of trade with a view of
securing their endorsation of these
resolutions.

war Eagle to Have the Largest
Gallows Frame Extant.

IT WILL COST $25.000

The Nickel Plate Is to Be Provided
With a 12-Drill Compressor—The Le
Roi Is Now OConnected Witn the
Black Bear By a Tunnel.

The War Eagle comparyis planning
the erection of the largest\steelggallows
frame for mines in the world;\{o bé used
in connection with the immehse new
hoisting plant that the company will
build this summer. The frame/will cost
$25,000 and will have a capacity of 1,000
tons per day. ‘\-,\

John B. Hastings, the manager/for the
War Eagle company, is just finishing
his plans for the gallows frame, and it
will be completed within 90 days from
the time that the contract is let. From

the ground to the axle of the head pulley
will be an even 100 feet, and the shaft
house building will be 120 feet high and
180 feet long. The frame isto be con-
striucted at the mouth of the new shaft,
which will be sunk from the summit of
the hill at the rear of the present main
tunnel. It is through the new shaft, by
means of the new gallows, that all the
mine will be operated, and the magni-
tude of the plant can be understood
when it is remembered that it will be of
sufficient capacity to reach the 3,000-foot
level.

It is not in size alone that the new
frame will establish a record, for in
devices for the economic handling of ore
:t will surpass anything in existence.
In connection with the frame will be
three big ore bins—one for waste, one
for sorting ore and one for the first class
product of the mine. The mouths of
these will be located about two-thirds of
the way up the gallows, underneath the
gkip way. As:the loaded skip reaches
the mouth of the bins its contents will
be duraped into the proper bin, and the
gskip itself is ready to return under-
ground. The sorting ore, after being
dumped, is passed by gravity over a fine
grizzly, separating the smaller portions,
which fall into the first class bin, and
are smelted with the high grade product.
Continuing on its way downwards the
gorting ore then passes through a grizzly
with six-inch spaces. The rock toolarge
to pass the grizzly falls upon the sorting
floor, where it is roughly hand picked;
and then 4t is' passed through
a big Gates crusher which reduces it to
the standard size, and forwards it toa
self feeder, where it meets the.ore that
passed through the second grizzly. From
the self feeder the ore, now of a uniform
gize, falls upon an endless belt that car-
ries it past the sorters, who pick out the
waste and permit the ore to fall into the
main receiving bin, where it is ready to
be dumped into the cars. Throughout
the whole operation, the ore will be

ractically handled and sorted automat-
1cally. nly a minimum amount of
labor will be required.

The skips, two in number, with a ca-
pacity of three tons each, are now being
made by the Anaconda company at
Butte. They will weigh two tons each, and
will be equipped both with a hood and a
gafety clutch to prevent accidents in
case the cable breaks. It is purposed
eventually to place skeleton cages be-
neath the skips for the use of the miners.

TUNNEL COMPLETED.

Le Roi Workings Connected With the
Black Bear Tunnel.

After several months continous work,
the connection has been completed be-
tween the main workings of the Le Roi
and the tunnel on the Black Bear

ground. The counection was made on
Wednesday and the two sections of the
work’ met without diverging a hair’s
breadth. The survey was madeby F. A.
Wilkin, P. L. S., and the officers of the
Le Roi are much pleased with the exact-
ness of his work. An upraise of about
40 feet was constructed at an angle of 45
degrees from the west 350-foct level, and
it was at this point that the junclion
with the Black Bear tunnel was made.

The level as it now stands from the
shaft to the mouth of the tunnel on the
Black Bear ground is close to 1,200 feet
long. The connection was made not
only to improve the ventilation of the
mine, bat also to enable the miners to
escape in safety in case of any accident
to the shaft which would hamper egress
in that direction.

Only a very few feet of work would be
necessary to drive a shait from the Le
Roi’s workings to those of the Centre
Star, and if this is ever done it would
give a continuous underground passage
from the Black Bear through the Le Roi
into the Centre Star, thence into the
Iron Mask and from there to the War
Eagle, for the workings of the latter
mines are already connected. From the
War Eagle it would require only a few
feet of work to conmect with the Poor-
man, and as the latter already c:ipens
into the Josie, it would thus extend the
chain of connecting® properties through
to the latter mine. The horizontal
workings thus connected would measure
about three miles in-length.

THE NICKLE PLATE.

A 12-Drill Compresgor Plant to Be Put
in Immediately.

Edwin Durant, the office manager of
the B. A. C., was seen last Friday by a
Miner reporter relative to the rumor
that the corporation purposes installing

a compressor plant at the Nickle Plate.
Mr. Durant referred the questioner to
W. A. Carlyle, the engineer-in-chief, for
the company, and from the latter the
particulars were obtained.

The plant, which will be of a tempor-
ary nature, will have a capacity of 12
drills. It will be used for supplying
power both to tne Nickle Plate and
the Great Western, and air will be piped
to the latter property. Work on the
compressor will commence today and it
is expected that the plant will be com-
plete and in running order in five days,
when opeoations with air will be started
actively on each of the two ties.
Their present equipment is y a
small steam hoist apiece, and progress
in the past has necessarily been slow.

The new compressor is of the well
known Ingersoll-Sergeant type and is
supplied by that company’s resident
agent, James Dennistoun Sword.

The Big Three Working.
O. G. Labaree of Spokane is at the
Allan, on an 1nepection of the Big
Three’s properties, the Mascot on Colum-
bia mountain, and the Southern Belle
and the Snowshoe on Red mountain.
Work has already commenced on the
Mascot, and operations will be revived
in a few days with a large force of men
on the Southern Belle. W.G. Williams,

who is now in Greenwood, will have
charge of the work.

ELONDIEE BOOM WANING.

A Former Rosslander Tells His Friends
to Stay Away From the North.

That the Klondike boom has reached
its height and is now rapidly waning is
evidenced in more ways than one. Itis
certain, too, that it will never again
reach the same heights that it bas, for
nothing is harder to restore than a

bursted boom. A letter was received in
this city Friday from a former resi-
dent of Rossland who is now at Fort
Wrangel. He says that he is so dis-
gusted with himself that he does not
wish it to be generally known that he
was 80 foolish as to leave a country like
the Trail Creek division for the cold
wilds of Alaska, but at the same time he
desires to warn those who contemplate
going to that frigid country to refrain
from doing so. The steamers going to
and from Dyea stop at Fort
Wrangel and he says that those who
are returning greatly outnumber
those who are going at present, and 90
out of 100 have hard luck stories to tell
of their experience in Dyea, Skagway
and Dawson, and when they speak of
these places it is with objurgations on
their lips. The Stickeen river is not yet
free from ice, and therefore it is impos-
gible to navigate that waterway, and
hundreds are waiting for that event so
they may be able to push on toward the
gold fields. The town is generally in
poor condition as there are so many men
without funds there. They are anxious
to get away, but have no money with
which to pay for transportation. All
the “‘sure thing’’ men and tin horn gam-
blers, the writer says, have been made to
leave Wrangel because the police magis-
trate would not tolerate their iniquities.
They were given notice that their room
was preferable to their company. The
writer concludes as follows:

¢ Tell all who think of coming to this
God-forsaken country to stay away
as this is one of the poorest place on
earth for a man to sojourn in, and from
what I can learn the fartner north one
goes the worse it gets. I hear that Jerrv
Spellman is talking of coming here. Get
a deputation to wait on him to dissuade
him from doing so, as if he does so he
will never cease to regret his action.”’

A Fine Body of White Quartz Found
in the Santa Rosa.

PORTO RICO ALL RIGHT

i A Mill Is to Be Installed on the Above

Property During the Coming Sum-
er—Force on the Deer Park Is to
Be Doubled—Notes.

The tunnel in the Santa Rosa, the
very promising property on Santa Rosa
mountain, just west of Sheep creek, has
come into a fine body of white quartz
that has been pierced for a distance of
nine feet, with no indication of a wall
yet in sight. The ore carries consider-
able iron sulphides, mixed with copper,
and very satisfactory assays are
received.

The tunnel is now in 225 feet, and al-
though no lead was expected until the

300-foot station was reached, yet the
tunnel has met four blind leads, all car-
rying mineral in promising
The surface showe four leads, all of
which will be crosscut by the present
tunnel. The ore on the surface is large-
ly free milling, but it is expected that
with depth it will turn into a base ore
concentrating proposition.

Six men are at work and progress is
being made at the rate of about 12 feet
a week. Albert Boucheday is in charge
of the work and the tunnel is a credit to
him. No straighter or more miner-like
piece of work can be found in the camp.
The lay of theland is admirably adapted
to tunneling, and good depth can be
steadily gained for an indefinite dis-
tance.

THE DEER PARK.

Mananger Mulholland Is Back From
Toronto—Force to Be Doubled.

Manager F. A. Mulbolland, of the
Deer Park Gold Mining company, has

returned from a visit to Toronto. He left
at once for the Deer Park, but will return
today. He reports that the directors
were greatly pleased with his report on
the condition of the property, which was
submitted on April 14. This was so
much the case that it wasdecided to dou-
ble the working force at the mine. The
idea is to both sink and drift, so that
shipments of ore can be made at the
earliest possible moment. The sub-
stance of the report submitted to the
directors was as follows:

Mr. Mulholland reports that when he
started work on November 8, 1897, the
shaft was down 145 feet with three
short drifts. His first work was to con-
tinue this shift to 202 feet in depth. A
station was cut and the shaft timbered.
The ore improved in,value until the
daily averages were from $30 to $40 to
the ton. At 185 feetthe values decreased,

showing that bhe was .out of the pay

streak, so he drifted to the northwest
90 feet. This was disappointing, so he
drifted 15 feet to the northeast. From
that point he crosscut 35 feet to the east
through solid quartz and iron, which had
numerous streaks and bunches of high
grade ore. Drift No. 1 from the crosscut
starts nine feet from the shaft and ex-
tends 33 feet to the south through ore
constantly increasing in value. Drift
No. 2 from the crosscut is due south and
has ore of shipping value. A stationhas
been cut at 160 feet and a drift to the
north started. It isin 12 feet and has
seven feet of good ore, bunches assaying
$400, while the whole seven feet could
be shipped with a little sorting. The
large samples of;shipping ore were gent to
the Le Roi smelting works at Northport
and ran $53 and $65 per ton.

THE PORTO RICO.

A Well Developed Mine That Carries
High Grade Ore.

The Canadian Pacific Exploration,
limited, which is operating the Porto
Rico group, near Ymir, is concentrating

operations in the lowest or No. 3 tunnel,
which is now in 400 feet, while pro-
gress is made at the rate of about 12 feet
a week.

AN EPISTOLARY GENIUS

Some Excerpts From the OCircular to
British Public, OContaining His
Own Views on the Economic Flota-
tion of Joint Stock Companies.

The following exceedingly interesting
paragraphs are from circulars mailed
recently by Kenneth ffarington Bellairs,
now of Rossland, to the subscribers to
The Weekly Bulletin Financial Agency,
limited, of London. Asa humorist Mr
Bellairs occupies an unique field, and
TrE MINER feels that it has deprived its
readers of much pleasure in not present-
ing soonmer to them excerpts from his
romantic pen.

Chronologically, the present circulars,
which are five in number, extend over
a period from December 28, 1897, to
April 30 of the present year.

IN -STOCKS

War Has Had No Serious Effect on
Share Speculation.

Periods of Great Speculative Activity
Are Usually Followed by Re-
lapses—Deer Park Wanted.

It was feared that the Hispano-Ameri-
can war would have a bad effect on the
local stock market. The apprehension
for the past few weeks restricted some-
what the volume of transactions and
caused considerable uneasiness among
brokers. The fact that the United
States navy in its first engagement with
the Spanish gave it an overwheiming

defeat has led to the conclusion that the
war will be of short duration, and the
market has therefore recovered from the
scare and investments in the standard
stocks of the camp are again being freely
made. In the best of times speculation,
however, is not steady. . There are
periods when orders come in so freely to
brokers that they can scarcely be filled.
These are . followed by streaks
during which there is scarcely anything
doing. The flurries or periods of intense
activity are started usually by a strike of
importance. The advance in any one
particular stock gives a tone to the entire
list and ‘immediately there is dealing
and an buoyant tendency all along the
line. Among the active stocks during
the week was Deer Park, which sold at
from 13 to 14 cents. - One reason for the
activity is the return of Manager Mull-
holland from Toronto with instructions
from the directors todouble the working
force and to push matters so that ship-
ping ¢an be commenced at the earliest
possible moment. The instructions of
the directors are being carried out and it
will not be long before Deer Park will
have joined the camp’s list of shi 8.

There is quite a demand for (Salmo
Consolidated, and a sale has just been
consummated of 12,000 shares in Lon-
don at 15 cents.

Mountain Goat seems to be going off
at a lively rate. If this property holds
out as depth is attained as rich as it is
on the surface, the stock ought to be an
excellent buy. A smelter test of 1,000
pounds of the ore yielded values at the
rate of $3,900 to the ton.

Iron Mask moved freely, and block of
this stock as -large as 3,000 shares,
changed hands during the week at 41}
cents. A block of shares of the Monte
Christo Con., besides numerous other
smaller blocks, changed hands during
the week at from 19 to 20 cents per share.

A BILL TO BORROW

The City Intends to Issue Deben-
tures for $35,000.

ITIS TORUN FOR 25 YEARS

The Interest is Payable at the Rate of
' 6 Per Cent—It is Alleged that a
Contractor Sold the Tools of the
’ City—Hospital Grant Wanted.

At the council meeting Tuesday nighta
by-law to borrow $35,000 for the pur-
pose of completing the sewer system and
improving the streets, was introduced
and passed it« third reading. The coun-
cil will have a meeting at 3 o’clock to-
morrow afternoon to. reconsider and
adopt the bylaw. It will be submitted
to the taxpayers on the 17th of the
month.

The polling places for the First ward
will be in the city offices: for the Sec-
ond ward, at J. B. Johnson’s office; for
the Third ward, at the Pacific hotel.

The bonds contemplated by the by-
law are of the 25-year variety, repayable
June 30, 1923. Interest is to be payable
yearly at the rate of five per cent, and
will amount to $1,750. The sinking fund
will be $960 annually, which makes the
total yearly amount of the interest and
sinking fund $2,710. The present in-
debtedness of the city is $65,000, and the
tctal municipal indebtedness if the pro-
posed bonds are authorized will be $100,-
000. The total assessable value of the
city,so the bylaw recites, is $1,218,696.50.

Alderman Lalonde created some little
interest by announcing that much
of the city’s tools and street sup-
plies was missing, and that it would
seem that they had been sold by Con-
tractor Davey, who installed the city
sewerage system. The city solicitor was
instructed to demand of Mr. Davey that
he either return the missing supplies or
else pay for such as he had appropriated.

At the instance of the board of health
the council decided that hereafter all
applicants for admission to the Sisters’
hospital on the credit of the city shall
first receive a certificate signed by the
medical health officer and countersigned
by the mayor or a member of the board
of health. The city’s responsibility for
the patient’s expenses, it was agreed,
shall cease when the patient is declared
convalescent by the city bealth officer™

The city clerk was instructed to write
to the premier of the provincecalling his
attention to the fact thatas persons from
all parts of the province are frequently
taken ill here and given treatment at the
expense of the city, it would be only just
if the province would at once make the
hospital grant promised the Rossland
delegation.

The account of the Sisters’ hospital ior
March and April, amounting to $141.48,
was ordered paid,and the board of health
was emgowered, to secure a horse and a
cart to be used by the day scavenger.
The board estimated its expenditures for
1898 at $1,200. 1 '

A NOTABLE AFFAIR.

Celebration of the 25th Anniversary
of Archbishop Corrigan.

New York, May 4.—Not since the
laying of the corner stong of St. Patrick’s
cathedral in 1869 has there been a cele-
bration among Roman Catholics of the
country equal in ceremony and magnifi-
cence to that begun today to celebrate
the 25th anniversary of the elevation to
the episcopate of the most Rev. Michael
Augustine Corrigan. In point of cere-
mony and judged by the honors heaped
upon the archbishop it is the greatest
event in the Catholic church in this city.
There was a pontifical high mass at 10
o’clock this morning at the cathedral,

the silver chimes were rung for the first
time and there was a_ procession of
notable Catholic clergymen, with a guard
of honor of 500 cadets. The high dig-
nitary of the Catholic church in America,
the papa! delegate, archbishop Martin-
elli, was present. A grand orchestra,
selected singers, an enlarged chorus and
parts of the greatest compositions of the
greatest muss composers, made up the
music.

A certificate of cancellation of the
debt of $300,000 on the Dunwoody semi-
nary, conceived and begun by the arch-
bishop, was handed to him, having being
raised by popular subscription in a few
months. A grand banquet followed the
pontifical mass, attended by 500 priests.
Tomorrow there will be a service at the
cathedral by 6,000 children and to end
the remarkable two days’ celebration
there will be a grand demonstration in
horor of the archbishop at the Metro-
politan opera house by the laity.

NEWS OF THE COAST

Victoria .Customs Officers Seize Con-
traband Whisky.

CONSIGNED TO ALASKA

Monitor Monadnock Stationed at Port
Angeles, Waih., to Repel Possible
Attempts of Spanish. Vessels to

' Bombard Cities on Puget Sound.

Vicroria, B. C., April 28 .—Customs
officers here have seized 192 cases of
whisky which was in process of being
landed at the outer wharf from the
steamer Centennial, but not on the
manifest. The officers of the ship dis-
claim: all knowledge that it was on board
and a peculiar story is told concerning
the whisky. This is that by private
arrangement with members of the crew
it was smuggled into the bold of the

‘Centennial from a small craft while she
lay at the wharf here prior to her last
trip to Alaska, the intention being to
smuggle it into that territory at Wran-
gel. At that point, however, the cus-
toms officers were found for once on the
alert to prevent the landing of whiskey
and the stuff was taken on to Skagway,
with no better result, for Collector Ivey
himself was found there zealous in the
cause of prohibition. The whisky,
therefore, had to be brought back to
Victoria, and it was while the ship’s
hold was being relieved of its unauthor-
ized contents that the customs officials
made their discovery.

A message from the lieutenant-gover-
nor was presented in the legislature to-
day transmitting a bill to confirm an
agreement between Her Majesty in the
right of her province of British Colum-
bia and Frank Owen and William John
Stokes, gad to incorporate the Cariboo-
Omineca Chartered company. The bill
will be offered for the first reading to-
morrow. The government’s interests in
the measure is to secure such improve-
ments as may make contemplated navi-
gation possible, and to carry on explor-
ing operations, and the company in' re-
turn secures from the government the
right to purchase six tracts of land, of
not more of 640 acreseach, to be selected
in the districts mentioned, at the price
of $1 per acre.

The United States monitor Monadnock
has arrived at Port Angeles, Wash., and
will remain there on guard at the en-
trance to Puget sound against possible
depredations by Spanish craft to the
otherwise unpretected cities. The Mo-
nadnock is a double-turreted monitor,
was launched in 1874 and cost $3,178,046.

CROW’S NEST PAST COKE

1t Is to Be Delivered Here For $7
Per Ton.

The Low Cost of Coke Will Cut Down
the Expense of Smelting $1.560
" per Ton—A Boon to Kootenay.

William Blakemore, general manager
of the Crow’s Nest Pass Cogl company,
with headquarters of Fernie, B. C., and
Robert Jaffray, of Toronto, one of the
directors of the company, are in the
city. This corporation has a capital
stock of $2,000,000 and Col. Baker,
provincial  secretary, is  president
They have been on a tour through
Idaho and Montana, and intend to visit
tbe Slocan and perhaps the Boundary
country before they return home. Their

principal mission is to inquire as to the

market for coke, which -~will soon be

roduced from their mines, which are
located in East Kootenay,a distance of
960 miles from Rossland.

‘Mr. Blakemore was seen by a re-
porter and said : ‘“Yes, we are very busy
just now getting our mines in shape for
the opening of the Crow’s Nest Pass
railway, when we will be able to deliver
our coke to the smelters of Kootenay,
and coal for steam and domestic
purposes at much cheaper rates than
they can be bought for here at present.
We now have 60 men at work opening
two seams of coal, which is of the coking
variety. That you may understand the
magnitude of the work which our com-
pany is doing, I may say that we expect
to expend more money in developing
our coal pits and in the eregtion of cok-
ing ovens between now and the opening
of traffic on the C. P.R.than will be
disbursed by the largest mine in the
Kootenays in the same period. No.ex-
pense will be spared to get the very lat-
est and most expensive machinery for
coking the coal, and for operating the
mine. The end that we have
have in view is to be able to furnish the
best coke at the lowest cost possible
to the-consumer. )

«“We have learned that the smelters
in Montana, Northport, Trail and
Nelson are using the Welsh coke
that costs them from $16 to $18 per ton.
We think we will be able to furnish the
smelter on this side of the line with a
better coke than the Welsh product at
$7 per ton, and on the other side of the
line at $8. It will be higher in the
United States because of the duty on
coke, which amounts to 20 per cent ad
valorem, which is about §1 per ton.

«“We had our coal coked and analvzed
at Pittsburg, Pa., Montreal, Quebec,
Halifax, Nova Scotia, Comox, B. C., and
Swansea, Wales. It revealed that it
had 95 per ceat fixed carbon and 4 per
cent ash. The coal is of the bituminous
coking variety and contains 80 per cent
carbon, 3 per cent ash and .60 per cent
sulphur. It makesa coke that has been
pronounced by experts to be better than
that which is produced in Wales or in
Connellsville, Pa. In none of these
analyzes, made as they were at different
points, was there a difference of one per
cent, and this has thoroughly satified us
as to its high an:lity.

“There will be a eiding built from the

our coal pits and coking ovens. This
will be five miles in length. We have
some 6,000 tons of coal out now.

«No, we have not yet begun the con-
struction of the coking ovens, but this
will be done just as soon as the road is
completed, so that we will be able to de-
liver the material to be used in building
them. We will be able to lay coke down
for the smelters here as soon as the road
is completed into this section, which, it
ig said, will be some time in October
next. :

«T¢ ig our intention to secure trade in
the United States so as to deliver coke to
the smelters at Great Falls, Butte and
Helena and other points in Idaho and
Montana. The smelters in these
places are using Connellsville and
Welsh coke at $18 per ton
and we will be able to deliver our
coke to them at about half this price.
We have the long haul from both the
Atlantic and the Pacific coasts in our
favor and only the duty against us.

«“The difference that it will make in

the cost of smelting when we deliver
coke here at from $7 to $8 per ton will
be considerable. It will result in a sav-
ing of at least $8 per ton on coke. It is
estimated by metallurgists that one ton
of coke will smelt five tons of ore. From
this it will be seen that it will lessen the
cost of smelting each ton of ore $1.50.
This is quite an item to the miner.
think it will -solve the problem of the
reduction of the low grade ores of this
camp, of which I am informed there are
many thousands of tons piled on the
dumps of the mines, which cannot now
be treated because of the existing high
charges for smelting,
¢ From inquiries we have learned that
the present consumption of coke in this
section, provided all the smelters were
running, is as follows: North
tons per day ; Trail, 60 tons ; Hall Mines,
40 tons. This gives a total of 140 tons
per day. Of ceurse, with the develop-
ment of the mines of this section an
the consequent cheapening of the cost of
smelting by the introduction of cheaper
coke, there is certain to be a great in-
crease in the consumption of our coke
product..
«« At the Everett smelter the daily
consumption of coke is 60 tons; Tacoma,
40 tons; Great Falls, 150 tons; Helena,
50 tons ; Butte apd~Anaconda, 400 tons.
Owing to the advantages we have in the
matter of quality and geographical posi-
tion, and the cheapnees with which we
will be able to manufacture coke, we ex-
pect to be able to supply most of the
coke used at all the points mentioned.

« From here we will visit Nelson, San-
don, Revelstoke and other points to the
north, and if there is time we may g0
into the Boundary country. By the by,
I was sorry to see the Kettle River Val-
ley railway bill defeated, as it would
have given the people of Boundary the
benefit of a competing line. In business
and traffic there should be no sucha
thing as a boundary line. TheC.P.R.,
however, will build into that country
this year,and as Mr. Corbin will con-
struct his road by a new route to the
boundary line the Boundary residents
will have the benefit of competition any-
way,’’ concluded Mr. Blakemore.

SEWERAGE QUESTION.

Engineer Mohun Recommends That a
Sewage Farm Be Established.

The provincial sanitary engineer, who

was recently here to examine the Ross-
land sewerage system, has sent his re-

port to the government, and Mayor Wal-
lace has written the premier asking for
a copy of it. The report will recom-
mend that a sewage farm be installed on
the flat below town. Thiswill consist of
a settling tank, in which the solid por-
tions of the sewage will be precipitated,
while the liquids will be distributed over
the surrounding ground by means of
small pipes. The system is in use at
Exeter, England, and ina small way at
the government buildings at Victoria,
where it proves very satisfactory and
economical.

Vancouver to Have a Smelter.
The Vancouver city council has ac-
cepted the offer made by the Anglo-
Continental Public Works company of

London, Eng., and that city is to have a
smelter. The proposition in brief was
as follows: It is stipulated that thecity
shall give the company a bonus of 50
cents per ton on ore treated not exceeding
30,000 tons in any one year, in return for
which the company shall give the city
£50,000 in preference 10 per cent shares.
The promoter says the works wotld
yield a profit of £39,000 a year, paying
all interest on debentures and prefer-
ence shares, and leaving £31,000 for the
shareholders. The city would get £2,-
000 interest more than the bonus it
would pay. The capacity of the smelter
would be 350 tons a day.

People of Westminster Opposed to
Increasing the Debt.

They Say the Road Should Be Built by
the Dominion Instead of
the Province.

VaNcouveER, April 29.—The feeling is
growing in British Columbia that the
provincial government, in neglecting to
urge upon the Dominion government
the absolute necessity of at once taking

steps to have the Yukon railway built,

is playing into the hands of men who
wants to bleed the province to the ex-
tent of $1,000,000. The Yukon railway
is a Dominion work, not a provincial
one. Kootenay is crying out against
any provincial aid to Messrs. Mc-

Kenzie & Mann, and now Westminster
has joinedin. At a public meeting held
there the following resolution was
adopted: ‘¢ Resolved that the people of
New Westminster, in public meeting,
beg to enter a respectful but most em-
pbatic protest against any proposal to
increase the already large debt of the
province for the purpose of subridizing a
railway to the Yukon country.”

Before adopting this resolution the
meeting voted down an amendment
_goyern-
ment to grant $4,000 per mile to a ‘line
between Glenora and the coast. The
feeling of the majority is that the Do-
minion government must arrange for
the building of the line.

PROVINCIAL POLITICS.

It may be accepted as a certainty that
the Provincial elections will be held not
later than the second week in July or in
little more than two months’ time. As
these elections are held quadrennially it
is not surprising that great publicinter-
est is being manifested in the event.

Since the last elections great strides
have been made in the development of
the natural resources of the Province
and the population has increased to a

.- congiderable extent, especially in the

southeastern districts. But there has not
been much change in the political situ-
ation. Among the Oppositionists several
plans of organization have been at-
tempted and two platforms have been
drafted, but so far as we can see, that
party remains as it has always been—
hopelessly inefficient, both in and out of
the legislative assembly, and there is
not even the remotest probability that it
will be a factor in local politics worth
serious consideration until it is remod-
eled on proper political lines and led by
men whose qualifications will justify the
electors in giving them an oppor?:unity to
administer the affairs of the Province. -

On the other hand the Government
phrty, if it has not made any friends in
the constituencies, has held its own in
the legislative assembly. Since the last
elections it has been freely prophecied
each year at the convening of the legis-
lature that the Administration would
surely go to pieces before the end of the
session, but by the greatest good luck
more than anything else the Turner
ministry has succeeded in pulling safely
through and has only lost one supporter,
Mr. Higgins, ex-speaker of the House.

During the last four years Mr. Turner,
as finance minister, has maintained the
credit of the Province on a satisfactory
basis, though his enemies say that there
is not much credit due him for this, for
the reason that the resources of the
Province are so great that London finan-
ciers would be willing to lend us almost
any amount of money at a low rate of
interest. There is not much to be said
in favor of the other cabinet ministers.
The educational department is in a
fairly satisfactory condition, and the
annual reports of W. A. Carlyle, as
provincial mineralogist, have helped out
the department of mines to a very great
extent, but of the other departments
the least said the better for the popular-
ity of the Government.

There is some talk of remodeling the
cabinet. We do net know when these
changes will be made, but it goes with-
out saying that if the Government is re-
turned to power next July something
will have to be done in this respect.

At the approaching elections the Gov-
ernment party will naturally be judged
by what has been done in: the way of
legislation during the last four vears.

SOUND ADVICE.

Tue MiNer has frequently prophecied
that the Klondike boom would be short
lived, and recent reports from reliable

“ sources prove that its judgment in this

instance is correct. But although it is
patent to those at all familiar with the
situation that the boom has burst, the
Coast newspapers have yet to acknowl-
edge that such is a fact. They are, how-
ever, fully alive to the gloomy prospects
that are in store for those of their adver-
tising patrons who have engaged in the
northern trade, and are casting about to
find them a new commercial Eldorado,
and so save them from financial ruin.
Among the journals that are engaged in
this laudable undertaking is the Van-
couver News-Advertiser. In a lengthy
editorial dealing with the situation the
News-Advertiser gives the Coast people
some excellent advice concerning the
making of investments and the develop-
ment of their trading opportunities. It
says, in part:
~ “But we must not put our eggs all
into one basket. We must not let the
distant Yukon cause us to ignore the
nearer Kootenay and Cariboo, Lillooet
and Yale. We know for a certainty all
about these; there is much ignorance
and uncertainty about the former. In
October the Minister of the Interior was
parcelling out the Yukon as so many
square miles, each of which contained a
score of bonanzas; in March Mr. Sifton
declared the same country to be a ‘huge
gamble.’ . . . Butlet.us not neglect
our nearer and more certain fields for
trade and enterprise; fields the per-
manency of which no one will question.
«Vancouver’s ‘hinterland’ for trade
reaches from the Coast to the eastern
border of East Kootenay; from the
northern limits of Cassiar to the ex-
treme south of Boundary Creek and
West Kootenay. It is an immense ter-
ritory with resources which will pro-
vide fortunes for hundreds; employ-
ment with a livelihood for hundreds
of thousands. Its trade legitimately
belongs to Vancouver and can be both
gained and held by us if we pursue the
proper course. We are not acked to lay
heavy burdens of taxation on ourselves,
either to gain or to hold that trade. The
people who dwell therein give to \the
provincial treasury more than they take
from it. But they ask in return that we

¢ shall not hamper them by unwise re-

triction on their enterprise; not impose
artificial obstacles in the way of their
free communication with the outside
world ; not attempt to force into other
channels the commerce which will
naturally follow along the line of least
resistance. They ask from us no more
than we should demand were the rela-
tive positions of both of us reversed. We
do not need to neglect the possibilities of
the Yukon for the gertainties of Koot-
enay, but at the same time we shall be
guilty of folly if we Bo exhaust the finan-
cial strength of the Province in a mad
rush after the former, that we have no
resources left for the easier securing of
the latter. Let us not neglect the im-
mense ‘hinterland’ of commerce which
Vancouver has. Let us show that we

are thoroughly grounded in commercial
perspective.”’

In the above remarks the Vancouver
News-Advertiser gives utterance to as
sound advice as was ever imparted to the
business men of the Coast. With ordi-
nary care and business judgment they
can make no mistake by investing
their spare. capital in the mines of
Kootenay. So far as the trade of this
district is concerned, it, as the News-
Advertiser says, legitimately belongs to
Vancouver, and can be both gained and
held by the merchants of that city if
they persue the proper course. They
should cease worrying about the disap-
pointments they have experienced in
the Klondike and lose no time in devot-
ing their business abilities to making
fortunes in Kootenay.

REDISTRIBUTION.

(From Saturday’s Paily.)

The Government was fairly popular in
Rossland until the Redistribution bill
was introduced in the legislature, but
the mass meeting last night shows that
the impression prevails here that a rank
injustice has been done to West Koot-
enay and South Yale. Much as Mr.
Turner’s friends here #dre disposed to
assist him politically none of them at
the meeting had the courage to defend
the bill. It was made plain beyond all
doubt that the measure, so far as Koot-
enay is concerned, is absoltitely indefen-
.gible, and this supports the attitude
taken by THE MINER on this very im-
portant question.

What is the Government going to do
about it? Does the Administration con-
gider the support of the Rossland dis-
trict of no consequence? Is this the
way Mr. Turner’s Rossland friends are
to be treated?

Tae Miner would strongly urge the
Government to reconsider the matter and
give Kootenay two more members. If
this is done TaE MINER 18 firmly of the
belief that all will yet be well for the
Government party in this district. If,
however, these representations are
ignored the popularity of the party will
receive an irreparable setback.

MR. BOGLE’S MISTAKE.

We do not believe that the resolution
passed at the mass meeting last night
will meet with the entire approval of a
large maijority of the electors of this
district. While it was undoubtedly ad-
visable to inform the Government in no
uncertain language as to the sentiment
prevailing here regarding the Redistri-
butien bill, it was a mistake to make
the resolution read so antagonistic to
the ruling party. There is nothing to
be gained by adopting such a course,
and there is a possibility that the Gov-
ernment may become imbued with the
idea that Rossland is a hotbed of Oppo-
sitionists, and so refuse to recognize our
claims for increased representation.
Rather was it advisable to express our
views on this question in the firm, dig-
nified and unbiased language that was
embodied in the resolution introduced
by Dr. Bowes. The Bowes resolution
answered the purpose admirably, where-
as the opinions presented by Mr. Bogle
were unnecessarily virulent and ex-
tremely undiplomatic. We hope that
this explanation will suffice to allay any
feeling of resentment on the part of the
Government towards this' district that
might be aroused by the inflammatory
and indiscreet resolution as fathered by
Mr. Bogle.

THE YUEKON JOB.

The Vancouver World is filled with
consternation because of the righteously
indignant tone of the independent news-
papers regarding the job now being
hatched out at Victoria, by which an
enormous Provincial subsidy may be
granted to the builders of the Stickeen-
Teslin railway, and, as is customary
with the supporters of an unworthy
cause, has flung reason to the winds and
confines itself to simply abusing those
who are opposed to the scheme. THE
Miner’s denunciation of this outrageous
attempt-to raid the public treasury has
coused the World to direct its abusive
remarks chiefly against this journal.
The World makes no effort to answer
the contentions of THE MINER; it does
not even take up our challenge to verify
certain raw statements that it had made
in support of the job.

As it is possible that the World may
have overlooked what we had to say
concerning the resources of the region to
be tapped by the Stickeen-Teslin rail-
way, we once more ask the Vancouver
paper to name the location, character
and extent of the mineral deposits and
other resources of Northwest Oassiar
that it vaguely referred to and to publish
a list of its ‘“‘experts’’ and authorities.
We would also like to know what excuse
there is for subsidizing the road if it can
be made to pay dividends. If the World
cannot enlighten us to this extent it
might at least state the reasons for sub-
sidizing a railway, the traffic over which
would be so light that it would always
be operated a financial loss. The World
might also explain what reason there is
for subsidizing the railway when, as it
says, the work of construction is pro-
gressing rapidly without the assurance
that a subsidy will be granted by either
the Dominion or the Province.

THE BEST PROSPECIOR.

The prospector, the pioneer of the
mining army, in this day and genera-
tion, is always more successful if he is
provided with a knowledge of mineral-
ogy and geology. The time was when

such knowledge was despised by many
who went out into the hills and moun-
tains seeking for promising locations, but
time has changed this and the pros-
pector has learned by experience that
scientific knowledge is a great auxilliary
to years of practical experience in the
field. That this is thoroughly under-
stood by the mass of the nomadic fra-
ternity is demonstrated by the attend-
ance at the local School of Mines. There
may be found grizzled members of the
guild, who have seen service in nearly
all the mining regions of the world, list-
ening to the teachings of the lecturer,
who is younger than them in years but
far older in knowledge, as though he
had all the wisdom of Solomon. Indeed,
he has more knowledge than the wisest
of Israelites for the sciences that he
teaches is the condensed data and accur-
ate knowledge of all the ages. In a few
words he imparts knowledge that has
been gathered by thousands of thought-
ful men during the many years that
have elapsed since the foundation of the
sciences was laid. To be sure some of
the pupils of the local master have al-
ready laid in a goodly store of scientific
knowledge, and simply desire to refresh
themselves mentally at this particular
spring of erudition. :

There are, however, prospectors and
prospectors. The one class derides all
the knowledge that may be derived from
the experience of other men—which is
science—and depends entirely on his
own observations, which, of course, are
limited to his own particular experience.
When such a man discovers a valuable
property it is by accident. He is gen-
erally, however, the follower and not the
leader in the prospecting field, and is
more frequently found staking extensions
than original locations. In other words
he profits by the experience of his wiser
brother.

The other prospector is the one who
combines practical with scientific knowl-
edge. He understandsthe details of the
chemical factors most effective in
the world’s ‘past periods of un-
iversal formation. He has learned
that while heat, water and vapor have
produced deposits in veins and other-
wise, many of which have proved valu-
able, that the greater part of the larger
and more valuable mines are always

found in connection with two of the gix

principal diyisions of igneous rocks,
trachyte and felsite. The former is gen-
erally found in great fields and truncated
masses and the latter in dykes and in
overflows and older formations.

The man who goes into the field with
this knowledge is by far the better pros-
pector than the one who relies solely on
his practical knowledge. Such an in-
dividual is more liable to be successful
and to make original locations than his
less learned brother.
~ It must, too, be taken into considera-
tion that the prospector is born and not
made, and that there are but few who
are successful at the business, but still,
other things being equal, the one who
has scientific knowledge will always out-
strip his poorly informed contemporary.

MINING DEVELOPMENT.

Results are not attained in mining in
a day in this camp where the country
rock is composed of indurated granite
and diorite through which progress is
necessarily slow. Another factor which
makes development proceed with, leaden
feet is the fact that values lie low in the
veins, and hence depth must be attained
before pay ore can be reached. Nature
holds her hidden wealth here in an iron
embrace and he who wrests it from her
needs must have strong arms and deter-
‘mined will. When the embrace is once
broken, however, the gear that can be
gathered is usually very great. It is,
therefore, palpable that those who ex-
pect quick returns for mining invest-
ment made in this division will be dis-
apointed. Patience isa quality which
those who are engaged in mining here
must cultivate. In the cases of the War
Eagle and the Centre Star there has
been displayed the qualities that are
essential to attain success here. For
two years past the management of these
two mines have gone steadily ahead de-
veloping their properties until in one of
them, the War Eagle, ore to the value of
$3,000,000 has been uncovered. The
value of the ore in the other, the
Centre Star, is also very great. It is
certain that either of these could have
begun shipping ore a year since and
would have been able to pay large divi-
dends, but they did not elect to do so.
Why? Simply for the reason that they
congidered the then smelting rate was
exhorbitant and they were certain that
the charge for reduction would be low-
ered and they were equally sure that
their profits would be greater when that
eagerly looked for time came. Time has
justified their calculations. The cost of
smelting ore has been greatly reduced,
and there is a certainty when the Crow’s
Nest Pass railway is completed that
there will be a further cutting down in
the cost of this operation. That these
companies were wise in playing a waiting
game has thus been justified by time
and a change in circumstances.

The British America corporation is
another corporation with large resources
behind it that is just beginning its min-
ing operations here. It has commenced
to work in a systematic manner with
men at the head of its several depart-
ments who are noted for their com-
petency and skill in the capacities for

which they have been engaged. JThere

are a number of properties owned by
the B. A. C. on which little or no work

has been done. The development of

these will mnecessarily take several
months, and hence it will be a long time
befere they will become producers.
With them the management must have
the patience to wait for results.

On the other hand the Britich America
corporation has two or three properties
that have been shippers. Assoon as they
have been reopened shipments will be re-
sumed. In most instamces, however,
the previous owners simply gouged the
ore out as fast as it was encountered, as
they were compelled to by reason of lim-
ited resources. As a result a great deal of
dead work will have to be done-before the
marketing of the mines’ product can be
recommenced. This, of necessity, will
occupy considerable time. It.is, there-
fore, obvious that the British America
corporation will not be able to'ship to
any great extent, perhaps, before the end
of the summer, and will not begin
‘to take out large quantities of ore till
probably the end of the year. By that
time, however, the work will be in full
swing and soon thereafter will follow the
dividends.
regularly for an indefinite period. In
the meanwhile those who have shares
in the British American corportion must
have patience, for as we said' at the
opening of this article, work in the
mines of this division is necessarily slow
on account of the hardness of the rock
and the depth at which the high values
lie.

ROBSON-PENTICTON RAILWAY.

The construction of the Robson-Pen-
ticton railway means so much for the
development of Southern British Colum-
bia that it is only natural that the peo-
ple of West Kootenay and South Yale
should be anxious to see the road com-
pleted and in operation at the earliest
possible date. The construction of this
line is as necessary; for the proper devel-
opment of this country as is the building
of the Crow’s Nest Pass railway. The
latter project will be the means of sup-
plying the smelters of this district with
cheap fuel of the very best quality, a
very essential feature. But even with
this advantage the economical smelting
of the gold-copper ores of the Rossland
camp cannot be undertaken as satisfac-
torily as might be until the rich chalco-
pyrite ores of South Yale are made avail-
able at reasonable cost. In other words,
the ores of the Trail Creek division, while
rich enough to pay under prescnt con-
ditions, would be treated much more
economically by the process in use at
Trail and Nelson (smelting with copper
as a base) if a higher percentage of cop-
per were introduced in the process of
smelting. As soon as this is done the
rate on Rossland ores at the Trail smelter
can be reduced.

The copper and gold-copper deposits
of South Yale are known to be of extra-

without adequate transportation facili-
ties they will remain undeveloped and
valueless. The completion of the Rob-
gon-Penticton railway means that the
Boundary Creek country will at once
become a mining center as important as
is any part of the Kootenays.

It is hoped that the Canadian Pacific
railway will vigorously push the con-
struction of its Penticton extension, for
the reason that delay in its completion
means the retardment of the develop-
ment of Southern British Columbia.

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FSTROYED BY FIRE

‘The Busitess Portion of Northpost
Entirely Swept Away.

THE LOSS IS VERY HEAVY

Seventy-Five Houses Were Destroyed
—Most of the Goods Were Saved—
The Fire Sufferers Are Living in
Tents—Loss Is Hard to Estimate.

¢ The entire business part of North-
port from the station to the bridge; with
the sole exception:of Kendrick’s brick
store was burned to the ground Mon-
day morning,” said R. Dalby Morkill
last evening. Mr. and Mrs. Morkill
were in Northport-at the time ‘a8 the
guests of Dr. and Mrs. Armstrong, and
they witnessed the whole of the con-

flagration.

« The blaze started about 20 minutes
past four, in a little tailor shop back of
Madden’s saloon,” continued Mr. Mor-
kill, *‘and the cause is supposed to have
been the explosion of a coal oil lamp.

The fire burned back to the bluftf, and
then as the wind was towards the river
the course of the flames was changed to-
wards the Columbia. Up the little
main street the fire raged in both
directions until it burned itself out for
lack of fuel, and it was after eight o’clock
before the flames subsided. -

“ By singular good chance all the peo-
ple sleeping in the doomed buildings
were awakened and got out safely, 80
that there was no loss of life. The lack
of water supply almost annulled any
efforts to check the flames, but the citi-
zens did fine work in saving the contents
of the husiness houses and residences.
Dynamiting was resorted to but did
little good. Practically everything mov-
able was saved, though of course
the damage ranged from 30 to 50 per
cent.

¢It is hard to estimate the amount of
damage, though I should say that at
least 75 buildings were destroyed.
Though hundreds of people were ren-
dered homeless yet there will be no
suffering, for the weather is fine ana the
people have secured tents for temporary
homes until they can rebuild, while
there is no scareity ot provisions.”

THE TOWN OF MANILA.

Alfred W.Dyer of This City, Who Laved
There, Describes It.

¢ Manila, ‘which, the bulletins say, has
just been taken by the American fleet,
is a very creditable specimen of Oriental
metropoles,’” said Alfred W. Dyer the
other evening. Mr. Dyer was for years
a resident - of the far east, and is well ac-
quainted with the situation there, for it
was only a little more than three years
ago that he was in Manila itself. v

«« The town has a population,of about
230,000,”” continued Mr. Dver, “of which

about 160,000 are natives, :50,000 half-
breeds between Chinese and Philippine
islanders, 15,000 Chinesge and 5,000 Eu-
ropean Spaniards. Outside of the Span-
jards there are only about 250 white men
in the city—The town’s commerce is
about $9,000,000 a year, largelyin woods
and sugar, ; :

“The city, which was founded in 1571,
is subject to exceedingly severe earth-
quakes, and the architecture is corre-
‘spondingly frail, for the native »as
learned that a light rush house
tumbling -about one’s ears in .an earth-
guake is considerably more pleasant
than heavy -adobes or stone; conse-
quently, if the town was shelled, the
place would not stand under a bombard-
ment for any time at all.

“There is properly no harbor in front
of Manila. The town lies on a big bay,
but what passes for a harbor is merely
a roadstead, and when the monsoon
blows, the wind is so hard it is practi-
cally impo,Lseible for vessels to navigate
the waterf~ On one side of Manila is a
big swamp, while on the other are some
low hills surrounded by the forts men-
tioned in the dispatches.
