MEXICO CITY, April 20—Portil-

BUN PRESS SEES
The Waiting Game Has Led United 

States Into What Might Prove a Big 
Bill of Fare—The Monroe Doctrine.

[By Special Wire to The Courier]

LONDON, April 20.—Mexico over­
shadowed all other matters to-day as 
far as public interest in the British 
Isles was concerned. Local and im­
perial politics although of great im­
portance had to give way to what has 
been considered here for a long time 
the inevitable intervention by the 
United States to restore order in 
Mexico.

The Westminister Gazette, a lead­
ing organ expressing the view that 
nothing can now avert war, of if not 
war, what the late William Gladstone 
would have called “military opera­
tions,’ says:

“One cannot pretend to.be surpris­
ed that this should He the end of the 
refusal of the UnhiAi'ocatti to recog­
nize Gen. Huerta. There are a good 
many other nations which in other 
circumstances might have tackled 
the hornets ’next, but this case is one 
in which the Monroe doctrine saddles 
the United States withg 'heavy obliga­
tions from which there is no escape.”

The Pall Mall Gazette, an Opposi­
tion newspaper, says:

“Our sympathy with the Americans 
does not blind us to the perils of the 
course to which they seem about to 
committ themselves.”

The Globe says:
“Upon the United States will be laid 

the exetremely difficult duty of pro­

tecting both its own nationals and for­
eigners exposed to Mexican barbar­
ity and in all probability of an event­
ual reorganization of the whole coun­
try. Undoubtedly General Huerta’s 
action is a counsel of desperation ad­
opted in the hope that all factions in 
Mexico will unite with ’him to repel 
“gringo” attack. Many observers are 
of the opinion that this may prove 
correct. In that case the United Sta­
tes has before it a gigantic task.’

Thg Evening Standard which also 
thinks that General Huerta hopes to 
produce a wave of popularity for him­
self is of the opinion that he is 
mistaken. It says

On Boat Flying American Flag

WASHINGTON, April 20.—Presi­
dent Wilison laid the Mexican situa- 
tion before Congress to-day in these 
words:

Admiral Mayo regarded the arrest 
as so serious an affront that he was 
not satisfied with the apologies offer­
ed, but demanded that the flag of the 
United States be saluted with special 
ceremony by the military commander 
of the port.

“The incident cannot be regarded as 
a trivial one, especially as two 
of the men arrested were taken 
from the boat itself—that is to 
say, from the territory of the United 
States; byt had it stood by itself, 
it might have been attributed to the 
ignorance or arrogance of a single of­
ficer. Cnfortunately it was not an is­
olated case. A series of incidents 
have recently occurred which cannot 
but create tihe impression that the re­
presentatives of General Huerta was 
willing to go out of their way to show 
disregard for the dignity and rights 
of this government and felt perfectly 
safe in doing what they pleased mak­
ing free to show in many ways their 
Irritation and contempt.

“On the ninth of April, a paymas­

Firemen Rescued 
Dwellers From the 
Windows.
Blaze Discovered 
in Nick of Time at 
Mrs. Lake’s Store

Fire Escapes
Must be Erected

The very narrow escape from 
what Fire Chief Lewis declares 
would have been a fire tragedy 
on Colborne street Sunday 
morning has stirred up the 
Chief in making demands th^t 
fire escapes be placed on Col- 
borne street buildings, where 
many families live in flats. For 
some time the Chief has been 
conducting a campaign to this 
end, but after Sunday’s fire he 
proposes to set a time limit for 
the owners of buildings to carry 
out his suggestions.. If not, 
prosecutions will be entered and 
the by-law will be enforced. Un­
der the new by-law passed a 
couple of years ago the Chief 
has power to make owners pro­
vide means of escape for people 
living in upper storeys. The 
opinion is held that on the south 
side of Colborne street there are 
several places no more or less 
than fire traps.

:

What might have proved a disas­
trous conflagration resulting in the 
loss of at least five or six lives was 
discovered in the nick of, time at 4 
o’clock Sunday morning in the cellar 
of Mrs Lake’s store on Colborne St., 
As it was, an invalid jvoman, Mrs. 
Malcolm, was carried from her bed 
and down a ladder to the s'reet all 
exit having been cut off by the dense 
volume of smoke in the stairway. Her 
son, Fred Malcolm and a companion 
also were forced to get out by a lad­
der. Captain Kingswell had to go back 
a second time for Malcolm who. was 
partly dazed by the stpoke and who 
was discovered putting on his shoes 
before making the descent.

The fire threatened 35 and 37 Col- 
foorrie street which is a four storey 
building owned by Mr. Geo. Wilkes. 
It originated in the basement of Mrs. 
Lake’s store, where large quantities 
of mattresses and combustible mater­
ial are stored. The theory of spon­
taneous combustion is held.

The alarm was turned in by two 
young men who happened to be pass­
ing at the time. They noticed smoke 
issuing from the windows and the fire 
looked dangerous. The upper stories 
were inhabited on one side by Mrs. 
Malcolm and son and on the other by 
a Jewish family, the father of which 
is ill in bed from a severe disease. It 
was thought that he would have to be 
removed out of the wiedpw- anck-ev* 
erything was got ready until it W83 
noticed that the fire was well under 
control.

When the firemen arrived a strong 
south wind was blowing and it he 
cellar was a roaring mass of flames., 
Chief Lewis immediately despatched 
Captain Kingswell and Lieut. Codd 
to get the people out of the b undo­
ing. With great difficulty they suc­
ceeded1 in reaching the bedrooms, 
which were filled with smoxe. The 
occupants were all asleep.

MONTREAL, April 20—The news­

The owner 
of the field beside the factory, had 
set fire to his grass with the wind 
blowing directly to the factoîy, with 
the result that the flames spread rap­
idly and became ignited in a pile of 
old binder twine at the rear of the 

This twine the firemenfactory
had to turn upside down to get at the 
seat of the blaze and'for a time things 
looked serious for the factory. How-

This is the second time the owner 
of this field has started a fire, which 
has necessitated the calling of the 
fire department.

Anniversary

Fifteen Hundredeth An­
niversary of Their A Iph- 

aphet is Observed
The Armenians of the city to the 

number of over five hundred, celebra­
ted the fifteen hundredth anniversary 
of their alphabet, and the four hun- 
dreth anniversary of their printing 
press, yesterday.
