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THE SITUATION. ~=

Amid much that‘does not make
pleasant reading in other theatres of
the war, such as the turn of events
in Russia, Roumania and Finland,
the news from Mesopotamia and
Palestine continues to be of a heart-
ening nature.’ In the first named
area Hit, situated some seventy
miles West of Bagdad, has been
wrested from the Turks. The place
is located on tie right bamk of th¥
Euphrates, and is noted for ‘the
fountains, or pits of bitumen whiek
exist in the neighborhood. They
pre apparently just as productive to-
day as in the carlier ages, and from
them bitumen and naptha are ob-
tained in large cuantiiies. In the
Holy Land the; British forces have
made a general advance on both
cides of the Jerusalem-Nablus road
cn-a front of thirteen miles to an
average depth of from two to three
miles.

The Teutons are stated to have
janded troops~in Finland, opposite
the Aland Istands and to ~have
raised the German flag.

Two reprisal air raids have been
made by British aviators on Stutt-
gart, the capital of Wurtemburg,
and Mainz, ancther city situated ou
the Rhine. That is the only kind
of talk the Hun can understand, in
response to his zomstant attacks in
a like regard on Great Britain. Dur-
ing an enemy raid on Paris, nine
people were killed and thirty-nin»s
wounded, -One of the invading ma-
chines wag later found in a forest,
with the crew: burned to death.

On the Western front,.the foe con-
tinues to launch a number of “feel-
ing out” -attacks against both the
British and French lines. They have
succeeded in entering some outposts,
but have finally been driven back
on each occasion, with severe losses.

Fram Harbin there comes the
statement that Gen. Semenoff, lead-
er of the Cossacks, is endeavoring to
bréak Bolsheviki control of the
Siberian Railway. Prince Lvoff is
stated to have formed a mew Russ-
ian Government with headquarters
at.present in Peking, and that with
thé landing of Japanese troops afb
Viadivosiok, he and his associates
will” enter Siberia with them.

Some billeting ‘officers are less
popular than others; to hope to be
a popular billeting officer is' to
hope for the impossible. Nor in
this case is the impossible in the
least . debirable, for to  be popular
you must have pleased everybody,
and in that case you will continue
'to be billeting officer. The best
you can wish for is to do the job
well enough to escape being lynch-
ed, but certainly mot well enough
to be asked to do it again,

Ormond’s Fine Gallantry

The Gazette to-night relates the
circumstances under -which Lt-Col.
Daniel Ormond received the bar of
the Distinguished Service, ‘‘He hand-
led his battalion with extreme ability

and success for two days in the most
bitter fighting ever experienced by
his brigade and captured all the ob-
jectives despite the determined re-
sistance and superior numbers of the
enemy’s best troops. Although sixty
!per cent of his attacking force bhe-
came casualties it Aid not dete* him
from attacking and routing the hos-
tile force of more than thrice his
inumber. During the operation 20
machine guns were captured. No
praise can be too great for the sound
judgment and skill with which he
handled his battalion.’” Colonel Or-
mond belongs to Portage and was a
barrister. He went to, France as a
Major in the first contingent. He al-
so holds the Russian Order of St.
Stanislaus.
