bout three weeks ago the Editor
of the REPORTER received an_invita-
tion to join a party on a deer hunting
out onthe K. & P. I
way.” Wishiog to get a short relax-
ation from the cares of office work,
we gladly-accopted the invitation. The
‘were to rendezvous at Elgin,
and accordingly on Tuesday afternoon,
Nov. 6th, we pocked our kit and took
passage on the B. & W. for that classio
village. . When the party sll got to-
gether they were found to be a jolly,
although incongruous, lot of citizens.
Allow us to give. the personell of the
party. First there was the champion
fox hunter from the vicinity of Lyn.
He, as the cldest one of the ‘party,
was placed in command, ~ Next was a
horny handed disciple of Vaulcan
from Phillipsville. He was inataled
as second in dommand, on account of
his intimate knowledge of the habits of
the game we were in search of as well
a8 his ability to tell a good story of
his former exploits in the same region.
The jolly, rollicking- machins agent
was. unanimously ‘dubbed chief com-
missariat, and upon him devolved the
task of seeing that thy larder was well
gupplied with every requisite. The
faber pusher of the REPORTER Was ine
stalled as historian of the trip and
was ordered to let no event, however
trivial, escape his eagle eye. The
¢ Keeper of the Hounds” from Cali-
fornia, was put in charge of the caval-
ry and ordered to march at once for
the sceno of action by the shortest
and most convenient route. Chris,
the Dane, was taken™ win the
capacity of man of all work, guide
and interpreter.

Everyt'ging that was to go overland
was packed securely, and at three a,m.
on Tuesday morning Josiah and Chris.
took their departure in charge of the
team. Thoy were to take a-short,
direct route, and were expected to
meet the remainder of the party at or
near Lavant station, on the K, & P.
R.R. Tuesday evening the rest of
the party took the B. & W. train at
Elgin station and went as far as West-
port, where they stopped for the night,
putting up at the Wardrobe House,
the genial preprietor of which did all
in his power to make our stay a pleas-
ant and agreeable one. A team had
been engaged to take the party on to
Bedford station, a distance of twenty
miles. Just at daybreak the party
left Westport passing through one of
the best farming sections in the coun-
ty for the first six or eight miles. Thé
road for a coneiderable distance runs
parallel with the West Rideau, a
heautiful sheet of water. At the head
of this lake we crossed cn what is
known as the floating bridgo. ~ Years
ago, when the country wae first set-
tled, this bridge was made by pinning
a bridge of logs together which rosted
on the water and mud, rising and
lowering with the water of the lake.
A short distance from the head of the
lake we came to the little hamlet of
Fermoy, containing about a dozen
houses. From here to Bedford sta-
tion the face of the country is very
rough and is almost entirely covered
with a growth of etunted underbcush.
The axe of the lumberman and the
requent bush fires have depleted the
country of all the valuable timber,
which from the looks of the stumpsin
some looalities must have been very
large and dense,

Bedford station was reached  at
about 12 o’clock. Near the station a
plain little sign told the weary and
bungry travellers that Miss Hattie
Stecle provided refreshments and hot
menls at all hours, On going in to
make enquiries we found a middle
aged maiden lady, who although to-
tally blind cheerily informed us that
she could provide refreshments for us
in short order. “Everything about the
house was scrapulously neat and clean
and the dinner was one that many of
our country hotels meed mot have
been ashamed to offer to their guests,

At 8:80 we boarded the K. & P.
train for Lavant. When at Snow Road
Crossing we saw_ Oyr man Josiah on
the platform and were told by him
that one of his horses had tired out
and that it would be necessary for us
to go on and try and get a team to
come and take part of his load. Here
was & contingency that we had not
provided for, but as the train only halted
a couple of minutes wo could do noth
ing better than to go on and try and
arrange for a team at our getting off
place. Lavant station was reached
about five o’clock and leaving our two
companions the machine agent and
ourselves started for an- eight mile
tramp towards where we hoped to be
able to get a team to go to the agsis-
tance of Josiah, Our way lay over
an old colonization road, and we, plod-
ed along, through the mud, up hill and
d0Wn dale, and just as the shades of
evening were gathcring we halted at
the cabin of a Frenchman who was
willing to take his team and go
to our Jehu's assistance. A diffi-
culty here arose, ghould we send the
Frenchman on at once or wait until
morning. . Our fear was that the men
with the team might turn off the
travelled road and camp for the night,
and that our relay might unintention-
ally pass them.in the darkness.

The small potatoes may be cooked
and fed to stock.

Though no correcs estimate of the value
of manure can be made, yet Prof. Lawes
gives the following as an estimate that is
a8 oorrect, on the average, ascan be arrived
at. Hegives the value of manure from
cottonseed meal at about $28 per ton ; lin-
seed meal, $20 ; beans, $16; clover hay,
$10; cornmeal, §7; straw, $3 ; and tur-
nips, $1. The valae of manure depends
not only upon the food, but also upon the
condition of the animal that makes it.

The garden plot should now be cleaned
upand all material raked and burnt. A
heavy plough should be used, and the soil
turned over so that the frosts can pene-
trate, which will kill cutworms and many
insects, as well as render the plot more
eacily cultivated in the spring. All the
clods and lumps will be pulverized by the
frost, and if cross-ploughed early in the
spring it will be an additional advantage.
If the plough cannot be used spade it up.
A light applioation of lime will also be
found beneficial.

A STARTLING STORY.

of labor. The bodies of the animals are
the stoves and the food the fuel. The bet-
ter the protection afforded the animal the
less fuel required to promote warmth. In
addition to the warmth created the animal
must be supplied with food for growth and
fat. When more food is given than is’ re-
quired for bodily warmth the surplus heat
is stored in the body in the shape of fat,
and when the heat is insufficient the body
will convert the stored fat into heat and
eliminate it off in the shape of the warmth
sooften noticed when entering a stable.
All energy or heat when used for service is
dissipated or lost, and this is ‘& constant
process. What she farmer should do is to
save ag much of this heat as possible and
convers it into fat. -

It is not the open side of the stable that
oauses logs of heat, but the motion of the
air. Every time there is a ourrent of air,
no matter how small, it carries off the
warmth by putting the air of the
stable in  motion. The animals
usually make the stalls very warm
by the heat from _their bodies,
but & small current of air, coming down
on the upper part of the body, may cause
the animal to take cold and become ill. In
view of these facts it seems as if there
would be an advantpge in plastering the
barns and utn.blea,vai 80 much with the
view of adding t6 the warmth of a building
contaioing a large herd, but iu order to
close all cracks and crevices, or by using
tarred felt the walls may be made close.
Ventilation oan then be provided in some
convenient msanner, but no system of ven-
tilation will be perfect or safe that permits
ocold dranghts of air to pass over the stock
during the winter., There is a great saviog
of food when the buildings are warm and
comfortable. The annual loss of stock food
through the agenoy of cracks in the walls
of stables in this country is large, and
would be a surprise if a true estimate could
be given. The annual saving of this loss
would more than pay for all the repairs
made to buildings, and it is economical,
therefore, to have the buildings warm.
Another point to be considered is that the
health of the animals is promoted and
there is less liability of disease, and conse.
quently a greater production of meas, milk
and butter. With warmth, and the re.
quirement of a smaller ration for each
animal, more stock can be kept, which not
only adds to the profit, but also to the
manure heap, upon which the fertility of
the farm depends.

OtHer Farm Gleaninge.

Mud on the cows should not be allowed.
Use the brush. A cow should be kept as
clean as a horse.

Cooked clover, and the mess thickened
with ground oats, makes an excellent addi-
tion to the food of the brood sow.

It is claimed that an occasional rolling
with & heavy roller will so compact the
0il that ants will be driven away.

Cold frames can be used for forcing some
of the hardy plsnts in winter. Early cab-
bage and lettuce are grown in this manner.

Mix wood ashes, cinders and gravel to-
gether for your garden walks, and run a
roller over it after each rain until it is well
packed.

Lawn fertilizers are clean, free from
weeds and as odorless as possible, being in-
tended for use by ladies who make a spe-
cialty of flower gardens.

For forcing lettuce, radiches, eto., in &
greenhouse the temperatare should never
be more than 50° day or night. Too much
warmth is injurious.

Damp floors cause cold, due to evapora-
jon. ‘I'he fect of animals are injured, and

isease of the limbs occurs when they are
compelled to stand or sleep on damp loca-
tions. The bed of the animal is very im-
portant. It is economical to use clean, dry
material daily, and aot delay changing the
bedding until the whole is saturated with
urine.

In feeding grain to poultry it is better to
vary it, allowing wheat and oats as'well as
corn. Cooked potatoes make an agreeable
change for laying hens.

Rhubarb plants should be covered with
manure and the covering left on until
spring. The result will be strong and
large stalks when the growing season
arrives.

An applicatiop of kerosene oil will ma-
terially prevent rust on the iron work of
imploments. Implements should be pué
away in a dry place where dampness can-
not reach them.

The fall colt will pay well, as the dam
will not have much labor to perform at this
season. By the time the ool is weaned the
spring work will commence, and the colt
can be put out on the pasture.

A sister,
aged 9, had also a similar explosion on the
fauces. On the 18th the mother, who
nursed them, was attacked, and was simi-
larly treated.

Trevelyan laid down the principle that the
Government should not ask the national
taxpayers to advance purchase money
unless the tagpayers in reland evinced
oonfidence in the tenants by offering local
guarantees. He (Gladstone) had always
objected to the Ashbourne Act as giving the
inisiative of purohase to the landlord,whom
he considered second, as the peasants ought
to have the initiative. If an Imperial
guarantee was ever given for the purchase
of land in Ireland the security must convey
s moral oertainty to the Government.

STRIKING SBTRIKKERS,

Serioug Rows in Brooklyn Between Police
/ and Street Car Employees,
A Yast (Thursday) night's New York
despatch says: The striking street oar
employees in Brooklyn rioted this morning.
At half-past 10 the company started a car
from the stables near the King's County
nitentiary, adjoining Prospect Park.
gewelvs mounted policemen and a patrol
waggon containing nine officers acted as
escort. The vehicle proceeded without
obstraction to Myrtle avenue, when a tre.
mendous body of strikers and sympathizers
filled the street. ~They stood on the track
and surrounded the car, refusing to give
way. The officers charged on the crowd
and dispersed them several times, but the
rioters followed the car, throwing stones
and other misgiles. At Flushing avenue a
Iarge waggon was placed on the track. In
the meantime the crowd increased to enor.
mous proportions, Hundreds of yelling
and shrieking men stood on the streets,
asking the officers to come on and
fight them. Again and again the
officers charged the mob, but it
was like trying to bresk a heavy
stone wall. They would not yield an inch.
A perfeot shower of stones, rocks and clubs
descended on the heads qf the blnacoats.
The police did great work and many of
the rioters were carried off the scene with
cracked heads, bleeding faces and badly
injured limbs. - Bergt. Sutton was severely
injured by being struck in the face with
an immense rock. The same rock, after
injaring the sergeant, struck the driver of
the car, s man nam Hoffman, and also
injured him severely. At Gwynuett street,
where the Loriener line branches off, the
mob succeeded in tearing' up the switch,
and the attempt to run the car any far-
ther was abandoned. The )olice left the
oar at the meroy of the mob and began to
charge in earncst. The mounted officers
drove their horses into the crowd, and
many were trampled under foot. After
clubbing the crowd until they grew tired,
they devoted themselves to the task of
arresiing the ringleaders. Hugh Garrett,
John Burke and six others were taken into
oastody.

At half-past 10 o'clock a car was started
from the stable at Park and Nostrand
avenues. One hundred policemen, twenty-
five of them mounted, surrounded the
vehicle. They had proceeded only a few
blocks when a mob of frantic,howling men
advanced upon them, hurling all kinds of
miseiles in the air. Inspeotor Reilly
ordered a charge, and the bigbody of
policemen swept down the street like a
oyolone, driving everything before them.

MAGISTRATES' COURT.

Paying dear for Passing Through a Toll
Gate.—A Wages Case.

A bench of magistrates were en-
gaged nearly all the afternoon on Sat-
urday last hearing and adjudicating up-
on a *couple of caces bronght before
them. Both case were laid before
Geo, P. Wight, J. P., who associated
with him on the bench Justices Scovil,
Fortune and Loverin.

Ths first case called was that of P.
M. Muoroe. v. Alex Judd. Defendant
was charged with' passing through
toll gate No. 2, on the Farmersville
and Unienrille road.

Mr. Munro, on being called and
sworn, said that on the 24th of last
month the defendant passed through
his toll gate in the morning. He said
he would pay when he came back.
Could not remember defendant’s name,
although he knew him well.. Asked
him it his name was Tackaberry. He
replied, “ That’s my name.” Did not
see him when he came back.

Mrs. Munro, wife of complainant,
was sworn, and said she was at the
gate on the 24th Oct. in the afternoon.
The deft. Judd, went through the gate
towards Farmersville, and refused to
pay for going the other way. Buid he
went by Addi-on, and would only pay
one way. He gave four cents., which
paid for one way ouly.

Mr. Monroe, recalled : His wife told
Lim that Judd would only pay for one
way.

Defendant was allowed to testify in
his own behalf, and said : “I think I
gave Mrs. Monroe ten cents, and she
gave me back two cents change.”

After deliberation, the court fined
Judd $4 and costs, amounting in all
1o 88.25.

The next case on the docket was
that of Chas. Pratt ». Wm. Shook.
Mr. Fowler appeared for the pltf. and
Mr. Green for the deft. The case was
brought to recover balance of wages
claimed to be due.

The pltf., on being sworn, deposed
that he agreed to work for deft. at the
rate of $8 a month, washing, mend-
ing and making included. He worked
five months and two days, vvhen 8hook
told him he might leave, as he had
been telling lies about him. He tried
to get a settlement, buf could not.
He had received in “cash, clothing,
tobsceo, &o., the sim’of $23.50.
Shook presented a counter claim for
horse hire and for damages done to
property, such as breaking an axle, a
waggon tongue, hame straps, scythe,
&o., the whole amount overbalancing
the pltf.'s claim by $2.80.
