government to build it, the Patriot
wants the road, no matier what the
means, provided they be legitimate.
The Zelegram we believe puts 'in a
plea now and again for savagery,by
endeavoring Lo resist the impulses ot
progress, and libeis such men as
Hon A. Shea, to whom the Island is
indebted for ull iv has. The Govern-

stock.  Indeed we know of few il
any railroads that can exist withous
local traffic; and by local traffic, we
mean traffic urising along the line.
Noj; if possible,'mewfounrlI:md
tap bher good la and her pine
forests with this road—if possible
ran vhe rail through them.  But she
should not jump in the dark. A
thorough survey of the route should
be made, and when we say
“sthorough” we mean that the re-
port shouid set forth more than the
engineering difficalties ~and advan~
tages—The reports of skilled lu:u--
bermen and agricalturists,who could
give a fair estinate of the arable
acreage, and the quantity ol Limber
the region would yield, sliogld ac-
company it, and fro:mn this a rough
estimate of the nuamber of settlers
could be reached. From these ele-
ments, the covntry could know
whether or not the road would pay.
If the lumber were shown to he only
brook fringes, and the cuitivable soil
limited, and its fertility shortiived,
then the Island shouid pause, ana
enquire if the roa.l when constructied
would be used as the link between
the ocean highway and the contins
ental 1ailreads: and il they had no
room to hope for this, they would be
unwise iudeed, to turn a sod on lie
through line.  Properly constructed
then, a narrow rail te Harber Grace
might be built,

THE NIAGARA SUSPEN-
SION BRIDGES.

In response to the enquiries
of a correspondent the Niagara
FallsGazette gives the following
sketches of the history of the
great suspension bridges: “In
1848 Charles Ellet, a brilliant
rather than a profound engineer,
built the first suspension bridge
ovor the Niagara, on the site of
the present railway bridge. The
bridge was only for carriages and
foot passengers. The towers
were of wood, and the roadway
was only about six feet in width,
just wide enough for one team.
MrEllet in the beginning had
offered a reward of $5 to the
first person who should get u
string over the river. The next
windy day a large numbsr of,
boys assembled on the bank
with kites, and before night one
of them, Homan J Walsh, then
a boy of 13 years of age landed
his kite on the Canada side and
received the promised reward.
By means of this string larger
cords, then ropes, and then iron
cables, small at first, but in-
creasing in size, were drawn
across, until the large cables
were thus siretched. 1his
structure served as a most ex-
cellent auxiliary in- the con-
struction of the present bridge.
This was built by America’s
great engineer, JohnS.Roebling,
and has always been considered
one of the greatest of his works.
It was commenced in 1852, and
the first locomotive crossed it in
1854« The iron basket now
hangingunder the railway track
near the American end of the
bridge was first used by Mur.
Ellet, and in it the first person
who ever crossed the chasm
alive, and of his own will, was
crossed over.

MURDER OF THE CZAR.

THe Nihilists kave at last accom-
plished their fiendish parpase. Oa
Sanday afternoon thay most  foully
mnardeved the Czar, ia the open street,
in the eye of day, and sarroanded by
a cavalcade of cossacks.  The pavti-
culars of the horrible tragedy are
given in another colnmo.

Our readers know more about -the
Czaf, than they do about any other
crowned head in the world., T was
the dagger haunted.  Ovet his head
by night and dav, when  hy <lept,
aud while awake, the tatal sword,
the hidden assassins dirk befoie
which 80 many of his predecessors
feil dangled. JUia golden goblet
and his  spiced wines gave him
Jittle comfort, for death. wmay
have lurked at the bottom. Ile was
not safe in his bed chamber, because
a daggers point might - gleam
throngh the curtaivg, he was not safe
in his room of state, for a train of
dynamite might have been prepared
beneath it. He conld never walk
alone, ride alone—and it was some-
times too much to hope that his ever-
present escort even contained none
who sought his life.

The Czar was born in 1818. In
1855 he succecded Nicholas I as Alex-
ander 1I. He was a prince they say
of humanc feclings, ot a broad and
liberal mind, healthily °developed by
extensive travel and keen ohservation
of the world, and an exccllent educa-
tion. It wuas he who issued the
famons ukase that liberatel scveral
millious of serfa, But sarely in’ this
age when liberty is abroad npon every
braeze, that was no great concession.
It was a simple measure of a too-long
delayed justice, a concession that
might have been expeeted of anyKing
who was not either a bwrbarfan or a
tyrant. \

Some wi!l lament the Czars fragic
death, but many would grndge a tear
drop to Lis wmemory. He was the
representative of the most odious forin
of misrale,that ever cursed the carth,
and blasted social happiness. lle
was supreme in Council, ruled s he
saw fit, or as his advisers saw fit.
There is no Government for the peo-
ple, and by the people in RRussia.
The wretehies who till the fields, and
work m the factories, and fight the
battles of the natiun, have to submit
to the laws, however cruel, however
barbarous, imnposed by the Czar and
his advisers. . There is no clection
in Ilussla. The Czar docs the elect~
ing there, lays down whatever policy
he pleases, declares war, or makes
peace just as ho sces fit; all the peo-
ple have to do is work,pay their taxes
and obey. Those who call the dead
Crar wise and hamane, but inock. his
memory. If wise, ‘why did he not
give his grovelling dominions a cons
stitation like other European count-
riea? If humane why did he recriut the

dismal regions of Siberia with wrei-
ches who were (he victims of the
system of which he was the head?
Go out into thosc gloomy mines,
waunder along the banks of the Lena
or the Yenesei, and ask the wretches
torn from their homes, scourged with
the cruel Knout, comdemaed to live
and die in those gloomy regions,
sundered from all they love, how
“humane aud wise" Czar Alexander
was. Let the neglected graves wilh
a rude snd faded cross at the
head in a neglested spot, give more
eloquence to the story if you want it.

No; there is nothiug good in the
Czars—there i3' nothing good in
Russian autocracy, and the time will
come, aud that within (he present
generation when the unhappy nation
will arise as onc man, and proclaim
itselt free. We loath the nama of
Nihilism, yet we would be surprised
to hear that the tyranny of Russian
Rule, could have a better offspring.

Russia needs regeneration—and the
Czars blood may be the first step in
that direction. But there has to be
a struggle between Liberty and Qp-
pression, Aposties of [recdom will
have to come to the front, acivil war
follow and thean the nation will be
regencrated, evenasa thuuderstorm
clears np the unwholesome air. Speed
tho day for (he sake of the down-
troddon people.

The policy of the Government has
haen to obtain complete possession  of
tho finanees 80 a3 to briny the expendi-
ture within the incom:and wipe ont any
debn that existed.  [t7is a great thing
for a country to know that it npas a
surplua, and that country  was« the hap
piest that had the smallest debt, The
estilnateld receipts fur 1381 contain sub-
gidies trom the D)minion Goveramant of
$379,000. I. this the Government
have taken the prabable increase popu-
lation into cousideration and arrived  at
what they cousidered a fair amount of
ingreass, . Taking th= censas from 18214
as a criterion, and making an allowa
aunce for probable decrease in ce-tain
logalities, they arrived at the counclusion
that the increase in the popalation would

creased revenue from the Dominion Gov-
ernment of $15,000. Darthg the past
yeur there was a large inceease in  the
eagual and tevritorial revenue, and it is
thought there will be-this year from that
sonrce $150,000.  The fees of the
Supreme Court are placed at $1,000. In
the sulmidy as estimated for 1881 are
notincluded in the $60,000 of anyad-
vance ohtained by the Government.

ASSASSINATION OF THE CZAR,

TOE NEHILISTS SUCCEED AT LAST.

As the Emperor was returaing from
parade in the Michel Munege, about 2
o’clock on Sunday afternoon, an orgini
bomb was thrown which exploded under
tbe Czars carriage, which was considerab-
ly damaged. The Czar_ alighted unhurt,
but a second bomb exploded at his feet,
| shattering both legs below the knee and
inflicting other terrible injuries. The
Czar was immediately conveyed in an
unconscious state to the Winter Palace,
where he died at 4.30 this aflternoon.
Two peraons were coucerned in the ¢rime,
one of whom was seized immediately,
This explosion also killed an officer and
two Cossacks. Many policemen and
other persons were injured.

The Official Messenger makes the
following announcement: “Gad's will
be done. At 3 25 o' élock this(Sunday)
alternoon the Almighty called the Em-
peror to himself. A few miautes before
his death the Emperor received the Sac-
rament.”

Ruter's St. Petersburg coirespondent
says:—*‘The Imperial carriage was at—
tacked on Lkaterino(sky Canal, opposite
the Imperial stables, while the Emperor
was returning with Grand Duke Michael
from the: Michael Palace in a closed
carriage, escorted by eight Cossacks.
The first bomb fell near the carriage,
destroying the back part of it. TheCzar
and his brother alighted uninjured. The
arsassin, on being seized by the colonel
of police, drew a revolver but was pre—
veuted from firing it. A secoud bomb
was then thrown by another person and
fell close to the Czar's feet, its explosion
shattering both his legs. The Czar fell,
erying for help. Col. Dorjisky, though
himself much injured, raised the Em-
peror who was conveyed to -the Winter
Palace in Col. Dorjisky’s sleigh. Large
crowds assembled before the palace .but
were kept back by the Cossacks, The
Imperial family were all assembled ug the
death bed. 'The Council of State was
imiediately convened. All places of
public resort are closed."

FURTHER PARTICULARS.

The leave taking is said to have been
most touching. The Czar kissed them
all aud gave them his blessing. He
bore the agony of his wounds with heroic
fortitude nud said he tiuated he was
ready todie ; and that Bassia would never
forget he bad been sacriiced for uphold«
iny her institutions and maintainiog law i
aud order withia ber borders.
