A SUCCESSFUL DAY.

Graphic Accounts of Yesterday's Fight-
ing.—First and Second Canadians
Engaged,

London, May 11th, 10.50 a. m. — Lord'
Roberts telegraphs to the war office from
Rietspruit under date of May 10:h ae fol-
lows: :

“We have had a successful day and
have driven the enemy from point to
pOilﬂ. e

French with Porter and Dickson’s
brigade of cavalry and Hutton’s mon:.ted
infantry, inclading Second ('anadiane,
crossed the Zand at Vermenter’s Kraal
and then worked round in a north easter-
ly direction to Faarschapby being op-
poted continnously by the enemy.

Pole Catrewfs divisicu aud Gorded's
Cavalry Brigade augmented by *J”
Battery of the Royal Horse Artillery and
by Henry’s and Roes, Mounted Iofantry
crossed the river by a drift near the
railway bridge. My quarters accompani-
ed this force with the Infantry pottion.

We are eight miles north of the river:
The cavalry and mounted infantry are at
Ventorsbarg road station, and Tacker's
divieion is at- Deelfanteinard. Gen
Hamilton’s force and Broadwond cavalry,
brigade was making for the cross roads
near Vento:sbarg, when I last heard
from them. Hamiiton’s eslnpna met
with stubborn resistance and Smith-
Dorien’s brigade including First Canadians
was engaged for some hours in protecting
the rear and flank of his force.

“The drifts .are extremely difficult and
much baggage has still to come np. We
‘shall however march at daybreak and
puash on as far as possible in a Kroonstadt
direction.”

The only casualties reported at present
are: killed, rank and file, four; wounded
five. No returns yet received. frcm the
cavalry nor Hamilton’s force.”

Details of 'he Batt]e.
London, May 11.—The Daily Express
inits second edition today, publishes a

morning, describing the crossing of the
Zand River by the British.

It says: *‘The rear gaard of the Boers,
with their gune, resisted the advance.
The mounted infantry, two batteries and
pompoms cleared the way and the third
cavalry brigade acted as a screen before
the main colomn.

But
the Boers could not stand it, and they
fairly bolted, and the rout of the Beers
a'ong the whole line was then complete.”

Rietspruit, Thuseday, May 10, morn-
iog.—=The Boers opposed the British ad-
vance, holding position north of Zind
Drift, back along the whole line, from
Gen Hamilton on the east and Gen
Hutton on the west. Chiefly artillery was
engaged.

DRUM BEAT OF BRITAIN.

Oan a famous occasion Daniel Webster
spoke of the ‘‘dram beat of Britain,
which rolls ceaselessly round the world”
—a fine rhetorical expreseion of the
world-wide expansion of the British
Empire, and a variant opon the time
worn phrase 1bhat the Queen of Eogland
rales over an empire upon which the
sun never sets. s
« Bat, in point of fact, Daniel Webster’s
remafk wasnot a figare of epeech merely ;
it was the [iteral truth. The dram-beat
of Britain never ceases to roll. No sooner
has the revellle been sounded at Welling-
ton Barracks, in London, than the very
same notes waken from their slombers
the British garrison in the Channel Is-
land ; and then the drommers in Ireland
aod @ibraltar carry on the rat tat, follow-
ed in a few minutes by those of Cape
C)ast Castle, on the Gold Coast.

Paesing otit into the Atlantic, that
tiever-ending drum-beat is heard on the
island of 8t. Helens, and, after a parting
tatoo to the Old World, for thepresénts
on Africa’s most westerly point (Gambia),
is again taken up on the: South ~Atlantic
at Georgia Island, and is firet beard on the
American continent at the capital of
British Guiana. The Falkland Islande,
pear Cape Horn, ind the Bermudas, \in
the North Atlaniie, sound the revefile
almost ifi unison, before its echoes have
died away from far Guiana; and hardly
have five minutes passed before the
familiar rattle is heard in Trinidad, and
on the shores of Newfoundiand.

It is now 11 o’clock in the forenoon in
Eongland, already the British dram has
been beating five hours, and its roll has
travelled (measnriog in a straight line)
3,000 miles. Ittravels over Bermuda »nd
t he West Indies, over the majestic ex
panse of Canada, awakening feelings of
loyalty in the good people of Charlotte-
town, Halifax, Fredericton, StJohn, Que-
bec, Montreal, Otitawa, Toronto, Win-
nipeg, and the other great cities
which attest the growth and wealth
of the Dominion, until at last, at
Vancouver, it sweeps ont into the Pacifie,
and riees-——~feebly perhape, but still with
the trae British beat—on the remote
Cook Islande.

Now the Cook Islands are in longi-
tude 142W., wlile Vancouver isin lon-
gitude 118W., a difference of 24 de-
grees. But it only takes the earth four
minates to cover a degree in its daily
spin, and, eurely, if one could be stand-
ing etill in the middle of the Pacific,
with the earth revolving under him, he
might well suppore the reveille on
Cook’s Island to be an echo from Van-
couver. Anotber ten minutes and the
dram is heard on the Caroline Islands
which pass it on to Kermadec Islands,
which sends it on to F\ji.™ It is 6 o’clock
in the evening now in London, and the
ceaseless drum-beat of Britain has gone
exactly half-wav round the world.

In lesa than forty minntes it has reach-
ed New Zealand. Auckland and Welling-
ton awake and ariee at ite stining call,
while in England the good folk are pre-
paring for their evening meal. Across
the Great Britain of the sathern acasit
ranges, and paesing thence is taken up on
the lonely Norfolk Island, and speedily
strikes the Anstralian shores at Brisbane.

the Mother Conntry are asleep.

It is heard eimultaneously in Melbourne
and Tasmani», and again, a few minuates
later, in Adelaide, North Borneo, and in
far-off Wei-Hai Wei; it roams over the
great Avstralian bight, rises over the cliffs
of King George’s Sound, and paseing over
Perth and th% extremity of West Aus-
tralia, rolls without a break through the
steep, white streets of Hong Kong.

Singapore takes up the strain, followed
smartly by Penang, which almost clashes
with Rangoon and Mandalay. Then,
while English clocks point to midnight it
rattles the windows of Calcutta and tells
her faithfal Indian subjects that the great
white Empress is there to watch over
them.

Leaving India at Kuarrachee, the dram
beat— which has never ceased yet, while
the earth has gone spinning ronnd—
strikee, perhaps, the peninsula of Mnscat
where sometimes England has a few me ;
but at any rate, is heard c.ear enoug* on
the island of Socotra, which, on the time
table of the sun, is less tban half au hour
from Aden.

Chatty Letter From Cor-
poral John Wandlass.

ONE OF THE FREDERICTON BOYS

Sen't to South Africa to Fill/
Vacancies in the R. C. R.L

Mr. and Mrs. Thomas Wandlase have
received a lengthy and interesting letter
from their son, John Wandlass, who left
here in the month of March as one of &
hundred recruits sent out on the transport
Monteroy, to Africa. to replace casualties
in the Capadian regiment. The Herald
has been pernvitted to make some extracts
from the letter, and they are here ap-
pended : %
““We encountered very rough weather
after leaving Halifax, and nearly every
one took sick and most of them are sick
yet. Robertson of St John and myself
were the only ones in the party who were
not sick. Major Loggie presented the six
men from Fredericton with $25; I divid-
ed the money. I bave been appointed
corporal gince I came on board. Idid not
expect it, but thiok if I had presented

my recommendations I wonld have been
made a sergeant. We get good fare here
and I cannot find fault with anything.
We, the New Bruonswick boyes, each got &
present from the Red Cross Society of
St Jobn. It contained a good many ose-
fal articles. We have had no parade yet
as the weather is too ‘rough. Capt.

Carpenter told me lact night, that if there
was anything he conld do for the New
Branswick boys, to let him know and he
would do it. The horses are dying fast;
we lose three or four nearly every day.
The men are all well except for the sea
sicknese. We are told that there is a
chaplain on board, but we have not seen
bim yet. There was no charch parade
last Sunday. I don’t know when I will

get a chance to send this letter, probably

not until we reach Cape Verde.

At night the sea here glows like fire;

it is caused by a very small fish. This
vessel is a terrible roller. You would

think it was going over, and the dighes

on the table will all roll and smasb. I

expect to drill the N B boys and some
others besides. The canteen is open day
and night but none of the men get drunk.

We have a very fine class of men on board.

In our company a great many of the non-

from the very best families in Canada.
There is one fellow from Montreal here
by the name of Barry; you may bave
seen his pictore in the Montreal Star.

I have been writing this letter little by
little'and day by day. - I am now acting
as igstructor. Fourteen of the horses
died last night, that makes about thirty
we bhave lost already. I had charge of
a party scrabbing the deck this morning
and it was a comical party. It included a
lawyer, a doctor and the manager of a big
business firm. I guess they will be sick
of it before the trip is over. Mbst of the
fellows are professional men or clerks and
they think they are having a hard time,
but wait, we are haviog a picnic now to
what we will have. At night the sea
glows like fire in the wake of the vessel.
Well, good-bye for the present, I will
write from Capetown.

April 8th.—We passed the Case Verde
Islands on the 27th of last month, but we
did not stop to mail our letters nor even
to signal. I suppose you are very anxious
not having beard from us since we sailed.
However, you will hear that we have
landed long before this reaches yon. We
were paid off today ; I drew $21, which ie
corporal’s pay. Tnere wasa fire on board
the nignt after we passed Cape Verde.
We fell in and there was no excitement
nor confusion..¢ The hoese was tarned on
and the fire pnt ont. The next day we
passed the equator, and Neptune cime on
board and shaved and ducked those who
wished to be initiated. Iam in charge of
a party dyeing the haversacks khaki
color. We use tobacco and sugar for the
purpoee. We expect to reach Cape Town
by the day after tomorrow. The other
day (April-1st) we paesed a steamer bound
for England ; she had sick and wounded
soldiers on board. We expected her to
take our mail, but she did notstop. Good-
bye for the present. Your loving son,

London, May 12, 2.30 p m.—The war
office has received the following despatch
from Lord Roberte : ‘“Bosbrand, May 12,
9.05 a m.—I am eigkt miles sduth of
Kroounstadt. :

The enemy vacuated the first line of
entrenchments during the night.

We are now reconuoitering towards
Kroonpstadt.

Gen French's cavalry seized the drift
over the Vaal Pel River at 4.30 last ev'g,
just in time to prevent passage being op
posed by the enemy.”

Eden, Friday May 11.—The Boers
retired eome-what to-day, but itis im-
poegible to say where they may turn up
n ext, owirg to their great molility.

General Grenfell encceeded in pushing
them back near Rapurekop, while General
Brabant pushed forward in the direction
of Brand’s Drift along with General
Camipbell and the sixteenth brigade.

A body of Boers have appeared at
Verona on the Ladybrand road, where a
force of Boers were concealed. A white
flag was flying from the Jraal. .

While the troopers were unsaddling
their horees a deadly fire was poured in
apon them from the windows of the farm-
house, killing several of the Inniskillinge.
A score of them were also captured, most
of whom had been wounded.

London, May 12.—Much sympathy is
felt for Mr Chas Day Roee, formerly of
Montreal, and once & challenger for the
American cap.

‘Fiven the bloomiug butterfiies are.the
color of khaki, as Tommy Atkins remark-
ed when he saw hisfirst swarm of locusts.
There is an exception to the rule, as was
proved by the next living thing I saw. It
wasa secretary tird a yard in height, as
beavy as a big turkey — a stately bird
holding himeelf proudly and stalking
along with noble ttrides aa he glanced
about him for a breakfast of snakes. ‘He
was black and white. Partridges andjmany
snipe-like birds fluttered out of our road,
and preeent, I saw ahead of me a swarm
of vultares soaring in as thick a cloud
as if they had been mothe. As{ drew
nearer I noticed that the bulk of each
one's body Was very great. On the
ground—where there were (wo scuie
waddling about—they eeemed even larger.
They marked the outer edge of the great
and horrid feld of carnage. Many dead
horses lay on the veldt, and these birds
were eating some and perching on the
backs of others.

Foul, nauceous, ugly, beastiy birds are
these. They were to be my constant
panions for three daye. I was tosee bun-
drede upon hanireds of them, and never
once, by day, fail to see them.

CANADIANS ON MAJUBA DAY.

General Smith Dorrien’'s Tribute to our
Gallant Troops.

Writing to correcl some errors in the
Bloemfontein Friend’s account of the
part the Canadians took in compelling
Cronje’s surrender,General Smith-Dorrien
8aye: !
Bloemfontein, March 17, 1900.
To the Editor of the ‘‘Friend ” :

“Dear Sir.—I have read your account
of ‘The Canadians on Majuba Day’ in
your ieeue of yesterday. It is correct up
to a certain point; but the last part of it

is quite erroneous.
“In justice to thig gallant_corps and to

+| father.

the company of Royal Engineers who
were with them. I trust you will pub-
liech this letter—with recounts which
actoally bappened from the moment the
Royal Capadiane advanced from the
trench, 550 yards from the enemy, until
they established themselves and made a
new trench within 93 yarde of the Boer
trenches.

““At 2.15 a. m. (on the 27th of Febru-
ary), the Royal Canadians with 240 men
in the front rank, the latter with rifles

"slung and entrenching toole, and about 30

officers and men of the Royal Engineers
onder Lieut Col Kincaid, forming the
right of the rear rank of the Canadians,
moved steadily from the trench, shoulder
to shoulder, in the dark aight, feeling
their way through the bushee and keep-
ing touch by the right.

At 2.15 a. m., they were met by a ter-
rific fire from the epemy’s trench, now
only 60 yards in front of them.

“The line was forced to fall back, but
only a very emall dietancej the right of
it under Captain Stairs and Macdonnell,
Royal Canadians, some 20 yarde, where
they lay dowh ic the open and returned
a steady fre = moetly volleys — for the
next 1} hours; the left had to fall
back rather further.

Under cover of these two captaing,
Lieutenant-Colonel Kincaid and his R. E.
officers and men and the Canadians work-
ing party in that of the line, constructed
trenches in spite of the galling fire, and
by daylight bad completed a most admir-
able work which gave cover from fire in
all threatened directions, and was so well

traversed with banks and sandbags that
eoﬂ-‘ g

not a single casualty occurred after.it was
occupied.

*““As day dawned a rnined house was
noticed on the oppotite bank of the river,
from which this work could be enfiladed,
and a party from the reserve (A Company)
was sent up the left bank to occapy it.

“To cover the early morning attack as
soon as the barst of fire opened at 2.50 a.
m., the Shropshires, in order to hold the
enemy in the main laager, engaged them
with long ravge volleys, whilst the Gor-
dons remained partly in the open and
partly in the most advanced flank trench,
which latter they lengthened and en-
larged, ready to move forward in rupport.

*‘Shortly after daylight a white flag was
fiying in the Boer trench, which wae 93
yards from ctir ne¥ly constructed trench;
and soon the Boers came trdoping into
oiir line: They stated that they Lid no
Orders from General Cronje to surrender,

in on the 28th of February.

“The reeult, however, of this gallant
operation was that General Cronje altered
bis date one Qay earlier.

‘““Your account saye that our losses were
comparatively small, so they were for
| the results gained and considering the
heavy fire which continued for nearly two
hours at B0 yarde’ range. They only am-
cuonted to 45 casualfies in the- brigade—
thue, 12 N.C.0.’s and men, Royal Cana-
dians, killed; 30 N.C.0.’s and men,Royal
Canadiane, wounded,and 3 cfficers wound-
ed, Major Pelletier an:l Lieut Armstrong,
Royal Canadiane, and Licut Atchison, K
Company, S8hropshire Light Infantry. A
fold in the gronnd exactly covered the
gpot where the party wes working; hence
the absence of casualties in the Royal En-
gineers and the alight losses in the work-
ing party of the Royal Canadians.

CAPT. MACDONNELL

‘The Gallant Commander of Company G
is Making a Great Name for Himself.

. We are all proud of Capt Archie Mac:
donnell’s achievements in the war. He
is not a Fredericton boy, bat he lived so
long here that we haye cdme to regard
him as one of oureelves, and Capt Mac-
donnell quite reciprocates the affection.
A Herald representative saw Capt Mac-
donnell at Montreal a few days before be
left for South Africa,and his message was :
*‘Tell dear old Fredericton that I ghall try
to bringcredit to my country in S. Africa,”
and he has dope it. His bravery in
leading the New Bruuswick boys right up
to the cannon’s mouth on that fatefal
Majuba day morning when Cropje sur-
rendered, was mentioned in Col Otter’s
despatches, and was especially referred to
in Gen. Smith Dorrien’s commnnication
to 8 Bloemfontein paper, which we pub-
lish today. Capt. Macdonnell’s gallant
conduct bas also been commended in
Eogland, and this week’s London Illus-
trated News does him the distinguished
honor of publishing his picture, among
the war herces, accompanied by the fo!-
lowing appreciative sketch :

“Captain Archibald H. Macdonnpell, of
the Royal Canadian Regiment of In-
fantry, whose portrait is now printed, is
one of the first con'ingent that left “Our
Lady of the Snows’” for service in the
fleld under the semi-tropical skies of
South Africa. Captain Macdonpell, who
was present at the Modder River fight
and at the bloody battle of Paardeberg,
bad a special mention in the despatches
sent by Colonel Oiter to the Canadian
government for his conepicuous service at
the engagement in which the Canadian
Regiment played so gall nt a part just
before the surrender of Cronje, and whose
«determined attack brought the long com-
bat of Paardeberg to a close.”’

KILLED HIS FATHER,

Prominent vToronto Man
Shot Dead by His 12
Year Old Son.

DEED BELIEVED TO BE A DE.
LIBERATE ONE.

The Cuiprit has Been Placed
Under Arrest.

Toronto, May 10th. -~ Peter McIntyre,
one of the most widely known steam-
boat freight men, and Oatario loedl agent
of the Richilean and Ontario Navigation
Co, was sbot dedd by his twelVe yeat old
son this morniiig at 10 o’clock:

He was attending his usnal daties in
the freight office, Yonge street wharf. It
is supposed he hdd words with the boy,
a8 the latter w'i0 had been hang ng
around the office, stealthily procured a
revolver !rom his father’s chest in his
private apartment.

Approaching the unfortunate man, the
boy shot his father through the heart.
Death was instantaneous.
