As editor of the Quar-
terly his loss will be most genevally
felt, for through its pages he appeal-
ed to a far wider constituency than
he did either as professor in the
seminary or by his work in council.

In the last named field his labors
wero by no means ended with the
assembly of the Vatican. Besides
shaping the proceedings and decrees
of the Philadelphia Provincial Coun-
cil of 1880, he was still later called
upon to give his services in the di-
rection of ecclesiastical legislation
for the whole United States.
