EXPERIMENTS upon sowing WHEAT-
TO THE EDITOR QF THE ESSF.X 11F.RALT>,

Fin,—Having produced some experiments 
at our annual meeting upon sowing wheat, 
perhaps a few remarks in explanation will 
prove acccp’nhlo to those who feel interest­
ed in the results, much care and great palm 
having been taken to render them accurate.

The land selected for the trial ie a mixed 
so l, deep stiplo resting upon marl, after a 
good plant of clover summer fed, and in 
coed cultivation, end was planted on the 
7th November, when it was wet and rather 

! unfavourable for dibbling; end tho rain 
' which succeeded cpcra'cd much against ihc 
! experiments, as numbers of holes failed cn- 
I lircly, besides tlia less of c great portion of 
! seed which could not be detected; nevcithe- 
! loss the result ; arc ;u unison and tolerably 
conclusive, and agree with a previous expe-

Varioue opinions are given by different 
writers of the number of grains contained 
in one buehel, and the difficulty of ascer­
taining correctly induced me last year to 
adopt the Rev. George Wilkins’ calculation 
of 456,000, which was soon corrected by an 
anonymous correspondent to 600,000, and 
soon afterwards appeared another statement 
with only 300,006, consequently with such 
confl cting opinions, and a desire to obtain 
the truth (without which these experiments 
would bo worthless) I have had a email por­
tion of three samples carefully weighed, and 
calculating t! c bushel at 63 lbs. gave the 
following numbers—537,176 new white, 
543,320 now red^ and 624,960 old red; and 
as many kernels will not germinate, I have 
for. my experiments adopted 52-2,720 as a 
fair average of good sound kernels contain­
ed in one bushel, and as there are 4S.560 
feet in one acre, four pecks of seed will 
allow exactly twelve grains to each square 
foot.

It is a curious fact that as three barley 
corns so correctly represent one inch, so 
also 480 selected kernels will bo one ounce 
troy, and that as barley represents length, 
measure, and distance, so also grains of 
wheat regtilaio weight of gravity, and that 
as 7,000 grains troy are equivalent to 16 nz. 
or one lb. avoirdupois, and calculating 64 
lbs., a bushel of the finest wheat would 
contain exactly 443,000 kernels.

The experiments alluded to were for the 
purpose of ascertaining the quantity of seed 
which was must productive, and also wheth­
er the grains should be allowed to germi­
nate singly or otherwise.

In reference to the thick and thin plant­
ing, there were nine experiments, contain­
ing fourteen feet each, and four holes upon 
each foot, in which were dropped from one 
kernel to nine th*t is from 56 to five hun­
dred and four, consequently from four to 
thirty-six kernels per foot, and at the rate 
from one-third to three bushels of seed per 
acie, and the greatest weight came from 
304 cars, the produce of 280 kernels sown; 
hut what number of these perished it was 
impossible to determine, otherwise it ap­
pears from this experiment that the great­
est produce is not from the greatest num­
bers of ears, but from that number which 
approaches nearest tho number of grains 
sown, so that if the soil will produce twen­
ty-one good ears per square foot, twenty- 
one kernels, or seven pecks of seed, may bo 
sown per acre.

Thé other experiment shows the products 
of 168 kernels, or twelve per foot, planted 
in nine different ways, allowing fourteen 
feet for each trial; and (,ho produce from 
eighty-four holes with two grains in each, 
waathe greatest yield, although there were 
twenty*-six boles missed in planting and 
there were three deficient, wherein twelve 
weiu deposited; olhoi wis^at iiitio diuer- 
ence would have appearo<nn the results, 
which are somewhat extraordinary and con­
clusive that twelve kernels per foot, planted 
in any way, were not sufficient, aa neither 
of these produced to much as a greater num­
ber in the former experiment:

THE SLAVER’S LAST CARGO.

Not many years since ono of the finest 
specimens of a clipper built brig I ever 
stopped on board of, had successfully run 
larg- cargoes of Africans into s.'y -ports on 
the Brazil I in a coasts, in the very teeth of 
lynx-eyed English-and American cruisi rr—- 
and after discharging sho would sweep in 
by the Sugar Lonf, and come in Jhn placid 
and romantic harbor of Rio de Jancrio, di­
vested of every appearance of tho regular 
1 blackbird.’ Her repeated success was no 
flattering compliment to those engaged in 
suppressing the ‘ traffic,’ corresponding ex 
ertions were made by several gentlemen,

ho «ported the goldes band, to captiirc tho
ipnery slaver.
About three days sail to the southward 

of Mozambique, on the coast of Africa is a 
noted slave pen, so admirably bulwarked by 
rock? and quick sand bare, that none save 
an adept at negro stealing, would ever sup­
pose that a vessel could bo safely piloted 
through the doubtful entrance. One of 
I'gbt draught, however, might pass tho bar 
when the tide was full—but should a flaw 
strike her head sails, it would send her keel 
hevond hone of escape, for the ebtide would 
beat the ribs out of a seventy-four. The 
entrance was critical and for the purpose to 
which it had been devoted, it was mvalu 
able.

Under the covering of so lowering a sky, 
the ‘ blackbird’ referred to, effected her en­
trance through the contracted channel one 
night, end running up the creek to which it 
led a dhort distance, dropped her anchor— 
The process of taking in «n ‘ assorted car­
go’ was speedily.executed, and forty-eight 
hours from the time her long raking masts 
hovered back of the towering cocoanut 
grove skirting tho narrow stream in which 
she lay secure from observation by sea, the

Tho secret 
which the murderer possesses eoon comes 
to possess him ; nml, like the evil spirits of 
which we read, it overcomes him, and leads 
him whithersoever it will. He feels it beat­
ing at his heart, rising to his throat, end 
demanding disclosure. lie thinks the 
whole world sees it in his face, reads it in 
his eyes, and almost hears its workings in 
tbo very silence of hie thoughts. It be­
comes his master. It betrays hie discre­
tion, it breaks down his courage, it con­
quers his prudence. When suspicion from 
without, begin to embarrass him, the fatal 
secret struggles with still greater violence 
to buret forth. It must bo confessed, it u ill 
be confessed ; there is no refuge from con­
fession but suicide, and suicide is confes­
sion.

A PICTURE OF‘EGYPT ON THE SPOT.
BY MISS MARTINEAU.

Ono impression has taken mo by surprise 
I used to wonder—and always did till now 
—at that stupidity of the Israelites which so 
angered their leader,—their pining after 
Egypt, after'finding it impossible to live 
there. It was inconceivable how they 
could long to go back to a place of such 
cruel oppression, for the sake of any thing it 
could give. I now v\ onder no longer, hav­
ing seen and felt the desert, and knowing 
tho charms of the valley of tho Nile* '0ne 
evening, lately, just at sunset, the scene 
struck upon my heart, oppressing it with 
the Fcn=e of beauty. A village was beside 
an extensive grove of palm®, which sprang 
from out of the thickest and richest clover 
to the height of eighty feet. Their tops 
waved gently in the soft breeze which ruf-

endeavour to force the legislature to go 
back to the principles which bo thought the 
parliament of 1846 bad discarded forever. 
Ho asked their attention to one or two facts 
which bore upon the question.

Now, then, what do the 
Protectionist» want T Why, that they 
should have a remunerating price. -Ho 
assumed that by thie they meant such a 
price as the Corn-laws were intended to 
secure them, viz., from 55s to 60s per 
quarter; so that they made tho modest re­
quest that tbo price of corn should bo 
raised nearly 50 per cent., or something 
over £20,000,000 sterling per annum.— 
Their opponents attributed tho present low 
prices entirely to Free-trade, but he held in 
his hand an extract from the circular pub­
lished by Messrs. Sturge, of Birmingham, 
whose authority would not be disputed, in 
which they state that the average price of 
wheat in the Gazette of last week was 44s 
4d—lower than it has ever been in the 
present century, except in parts of 1852, 
1835, and in 1836, when it was below 40s., 
and came as low as 36s 7d per quarter, 
which was during the period that the high­
est sliding scale was in force. It seemed 
to be the prevalent idea that if wheat wse 
low, it was the duty of parliament to raise 
the price, forgett.ng that manufacturers 
might on the same principle aek for a l^w to ’ 
raise the price of yarns and cloth (cheers). 
Farmers were in an unfortunate position, 
for they have been led to look upon govern­
ment as something quite d fferent from that 
which it had appeared to our eyes. All 
their members and their cancidates for 30 
years past -had asked the farmers to send 
them to parliament to raise the prico of 
agricultural produce, and now, when the 
price is low, (bey turn round upon those

THE COUNTY COUNCIL.

We know not whether our Councillors had 
got out of humor by being detained three or lour 
day waiting lor the D.strict accounts, or an ab­
stract nf them—or whether they find become new­
fangled wiih the democratic tendencies of the 
new Municipal Ad, or whether they had got 
infected wiih the popu’jtr doctrines of Retrench­
ment hut certain ii is, that on Saturday last, they 
went at their work like men with their coats 
off. and the salaries of the several County officers 
wçre fixed as follows, viz:, David Don, Esq , 
County Clerk £75 as formerly, but to take 
charge of the Assessment Rolls which is at least 
equivalent to the whole salary. George Brown, 
Esq., Treasurer, reduced from 200 to!20ponnds. 
John Strachan, Esq., Solicitor, reduced from 40 
to 30 pounds, with a considerable increase of 
duties. Joseph Kiik, Esq., Surveyor, chosen 
in room of Mr. Smith, with l salary of 40 in­
stead of £00 pounds. George Frazer, Esq , Au­
ditor, salary reduced from 40 to 10 pounds. A. 
XV. Otter, Esq., Auditor, in room of Mr. Wood- 
liffe, salary 10 pounds. Here, then, is a saving 
of "at least 75 pounds in connection with she 
office of Clerk, 80 pounds from the Treasurer. 
10 from the Solicitor. 60 from the Surveyor, 
snd 60 from the two Auditors—amounting in ell 
to an annual saving of 285 pounds ! We would, 
therefore,'conclude that the present Council is 
iik'dy to he very popular. W* ar* always wil- 
ling that those who serve the public should he 
fairly remunerated for their services ; but, at the 
same time, we have ever advocated economy 
and retrenchment, snd. we feel convinced that 
manv thousands of pounds might he saved to the 
public, even in Canada, if every public officer 
were to receive the full value of his services, 
end no nvre.. At all events, we gee no reason 
whv the' United Counties of Ffnron, Perth am? 
Bruce should pay forty or fifty per cent higher 
for the same services than ihey/wpiild bring in 
any other County of the ProvidVe. Hence, we 
candidly acknowledge that this commencement 
of the County Council ia pretty much iq harmo- 
ny with our own notions of propriety and good 
conduct. Perhaps the prunning-knife^has f.een 
applied rather keenly to ihe sHari-s of the Trea­
surer and the County Clerk. These are the two 
principal County officers, and unless the duties 
of their respective offices are lighter than we ex­
pect, we think the Councillors have dealt rather 
hard with them. S»ill, the error is in the right 
direction, and we must give their, credit for good 
intentions at least. And we assure them this 
if their subsequent policy be in keeping with the

The wages of the late District Councillors 
were limited, by statute, to six shillings and 
three pence per day, and it ia certain that the 
increase ef three shillirgs and nine pence is not 
exactly in harmony with the principles of re­
trenchment. Hehce, aa we have already ob- 
servedy there have been some waggish and sar­
castic remarks about “ charity begins at home,” 
and the universal prevalence of the No. 1, policy. 
But we cannot unite in the spirit of these re­
marks. We think the act of the Councillors 
in increasing their own wages i» equally 
ju*fifiahle with their other acta — it ia, in 
fact, part of the same policy, and thongh not 
belonging to the retrenchment department, is 
equally in harmony with the great principles of 
justice which reward every man according to his 
merits. The sum of six shillings and three pence 
per day to men who travel forty, fifty, or even 
sixty mile* from their ow*hom*e, and remain in 
taverns during the time they are receiving this 
wage*, and then return hoi - without any allow­
ance for either their travelling time or. expense, 
i* certainly very far from an equitable remunera­
tion for iheir services and trouble. We expect 
that, in future, the sittings of the County Coun­
cil will not occupy more than perhaps three day* 
earh lime. Many of the Councillor# must re­
quire two days to come to Goderich, and two 
day* to return, which, together with the three 
day* which we suppose them to be in session, 
will amount to seven days absence from home ;

Majesty can conveniently delegate to Lord Et­
on» ! There is no ambiguity in this Message— 
no loop-hole to admit of a misunderstanding. It

At the commencement of the annexation ma­
nia we published our opinion, that the chief 
obstacle between the people of Canada and pea­
ceable annexation waa the British Army. The 
Dispatch from the Home Government eorrobo-, 
rates this truth ; but we have, nevertheless, been 
frequently reproached for offering the opinion, 
even by men from whom better things might be 
expected. We have written much and spoken 
more, during the laet twenty year#, against the 
barbarous and demoralizing practice of war—and 
when we warned the Annexationists to beware 
of th. Briti.H b.yon, t§, we h.r. been told lh»l 
we should be the last man to adduce the war 
argument! Thie ia a strange philosophy—-we 
think we should be among the very first to warn 
our fellow creatures not to provoke the bayonet 
argument. If we should write and reason in 
order to prove that it would he desirable that 
there should be no wild beat# in Canada, would 
that be any argument why we should allow an 
ignorant man to run into the embraces of a rave­
nous She Bear, without warning him of hia 
danger?

Are we to 
recognize this chief race of earth Vanimal# in the 
dozen individuals that ait upon the world's 
thrones 1 Can we look upon the mere handful 
of creatures that are called the learned, the weal 
thr, and the great, and say " here are the hnman 
race?” Or shall we bow to the few who are 
distinguished by idleness and dress, and acknow­
ledge them as the race called mankind f All 
these are but a paltry few. and are. to a great 
extent, artificial productions. We must go to 
he majority—to the millions—find whether we 

find them ranging the primitive forests in their 
painted skins end fur garments, toiling in the dark 
and r'iriy mine—besmeared with eweat and dost 
in cultivating the field, or panting with heat and 
labor ia the close workshop or the crowded fac­
tory, we must acknowledge that these are man­
kind—these are the human race.

The Lion, of the Menagerie in the Tower of 
London, may be better fed and better lodged— 
may be less savage »nd more gigantic, but he i* 
not more a*slinileted to the Lion which God 
made than his brother ihat roars in the desert.— 
’Tie so with man—hie dignity is not in wealth, 
or luxnrv. or dress. Fortune and art rosy change 
hi* very form—mav give new attitudes, create 
deeiree, and hsng him round with dazzling tin- 
selry : - hut he is not more man than the whipt 
slave ! His nobleness is in hie power of thonght 
—that principle that e*eks to know, and learne 
—that anxious, hoping, restless thing called soul. 
which lives in kings and work-house camive* ns 
if they had been born in the same family. Then, 
wherefore despise poverty, or speak of labour as 
of something mean ? Man ia not the better nor 
the worse hecanse hie coat is coarse or out o/ 
fashion. Tailors and barbers may improve our 
looks, or keep us more in harmony with ever- 
changing public opinion, and gold may purchase 
homage from a gaping crowd. But even that 
same crowd, though bronzed and weather beaten, 
ragged and bare, and half broke down with toil, 
and ignorant of manners and good grace, are still 
a portion of creation’# lords—a part of mankind, 
more like the man that God made, and more use­
ful than a crowd of kings.

A glance at tbs setnal condition of the 
Province, will convince the observer that 
Responsible Government has, aa ye», effec­
ted but little for the general welfare. The 
Bench is etilf the indirect creature of the 
crown ; the Sheriff, the tool of the govern- 
ment ; the Magistrate, the rewarded parti- 
zan, and the irresponsible Judge : the fraa. 
chise.the result of bargain and salo,the fruit# 
of cheating, or of lucky labor; the poll 
booth, a mockery to dependent tradeemeo ; 
the eham House of Lord», the minion of à 
Ministry ; extravagance in public Nipendt- 
ture, a crying abame ; over oaid and ueeleia 
office-holders, the incubi of every country 
a legalised clave of gown-woaring robbers! 
wiiiked at, and unblueliingly upheld ; the 
public domain wasted and drivelled piece­
meal ; public works jobbed out to favorites ; 
restrictive laws checking the monetary re-' 
solations and doalloge of commerce ; the 
Press fettered and subjected to tho maligni­
ty of every public peculator, held up by it 
to scorn ; class religion paid for by every 
man, whatever hie sect or creed ; and with 
nothing standing to the credit ol the system 
other than a batch of bad laws, passed lait 
session for the emolument of lawyers, and a 
Municipal and Road Act ! What good ha* 
Responsible Government yet done, then ? 
Has it lightened taxation, diffused know- 
ledge, extended liberty, equalised the ream- 
notation of talent, increased prosperity, in- 
duced settlement of public land», compelled 
honesty in officiale, or removed the danger 
of a dominant priesthood ? It has suppli­
ed the machinery for this, and more ; but 
tho people have neglected to work it. The 
error is not in Reponsible Government, but 
the bungling and indolence of its recipients. 
It has not produced because it haa not been 
tested. Good fruits are wanting, because 
the plough, the harrow, and the sickle have 
been left untouched. It supplied the im­
plement# of industry, but the husbandmen 
neglected to go forth to 'abor. Why was 
this ? The answer is briefly told. Loud 
agitation preceded the procuration of Res­
ponsible Government ; it waa lauded aa the 
road to national fortune ; it waa painted in 
glowing colours by enthusiastic admirera ; 
it vÿas mi-undcrstood by a people who con­
founded the mean# with the reeuh», and 
looked for the effects in the cause. When 
the Imperial Government eaid “to your 
own legislation,” ihe mase thought the 
legialati' n done, and were well content to 
rest from the labors which had produced eo 
much. Apathy followed energy, and the 
politician laid down his axe when he had 
nearly felled tho tree ; be forgot that an ad- 
ferrse wind might crush him beneath th* 
fallen trunk, and that the log would lie and 
roî* unless hewn and carved into useful 
shape.- A Tory Administration, imbecile, 
selfish, wavering, and nnfit to govern, 
through the treachery of a wily politician, 
usurped the place» of men who bad well-
earned Ihe confidence of their country__
Unfitness for office soon ran its course, and 
a Reform Ministry supplanted a Tory one. 
Two Sessions bave since been given to the 
workers of Responsibility, by ita admirer#. 
The fruits of these are not to be despised , 
but they fall far abort of the wishes of the 
people. The one idea, Responsible Govern - 
ment, has eo long absorbed popular atten­
tion, that its proper products have been 
forgotten. I intend to devote a aeries of 
Tracts for thr Tim**, to a consideration 
of the measures which should now attract 
a share of notice, at the hands of those moat 
likely to be affected by their peerage.

The leading want of Canada, tacitly ac­
knowledged by at least two third» of it# 
inhabitants, is, self-government. A real 
difference of opinion exista only as^to the 
form in which it should be administered ; 
the Tory bernjr the only one acting the 
dissentient in toto, and he ia scarcely wor­
thy of consideration. The Conservative 
would create an aristocracy at tbe cost of 

‘the commonalty, but give to the common­
alty» liberal appearance of self-manage­
ment ; the Whig would have an aristocracy 
of birth and wealth, a*d accord to Ihe people 
a seT-government similar to that of Great 
Britain ; the Radical would tolerate only 
an ariitocracy ofta'ent, and give that popu 
lar mode of Administration eo eminently 
successful in the Republic of Ihe United 
States. The condition of Canada, ita 
youth, its population, its natural position, 
and its peculiar resources, point to the lat­
ter party ae having the greatest claim upon 
the sympathies of the patriot, and the at­
tention of the statesman. The Conserva­
tive idea ie a chimerical one, founded upon 
a narrow view of humanity and ile require­
ments /the Whig doctrine ie unauitad to a 
country of backwood»t and mixed immigrant 
population ; the Radical creed ia the only 
one likely to tend to practicâ! benfits, or to 
the elevation of worthy ability.

I shall confine myself to an exposition of 
the principles of the latter party, simply be­
cause I look upon them se tbe beet filled to 
to the circumstances of my countrymen ; 
and because I regard them as the views ol 
a body which will, ere long, assume the 
reins of government in this colony.

The purity of representation ie the basis 
upon which the superstructure ie to be rais­
ed. Universal or Household SuffVsge, 
Vote by Ballot, Non-qualification of Pub­
lic Officers, other than freedem from crime 
and ability to serve, and appointment of 
Representation according to Population,

Clever artizana will 
be required to erect il ; and Patriotiem will 
be the only cement to ensure its stability.

An arduous but glorioua work ie before 
tbe true friend» of Reform. Tbe path is 
neither an easy nor a straight one. Tory 
officials will use the whole influence of their 
josition to thwart the onward movement. 
Perhaps one of the meet difficult obstacles 
to overcome or remove, will be the scruples 
of those so called Reformers, who liks to 
bear the Liberal title, but understand not

If “leaders” had al- 
wavs supplied ideas to the people, the reign 
of Victoria would have opened upon a state 
of society as semi-barbarous as that of the 
first Stuarts. The power of thought was 
not given to mon to be lock ad up, and nsetl 
only on holidays. An educated people, a 
reading, thinking people, are not to have 
their liberties meted out to them according 
to the crotchets of some hall-dozen party 
“ leaders.” There may be much in the 
foregoing to grate with the present feel­
ings of many honest and consistent Refor­
mers ; something to create apprehension 
that, if acted upon the Liberal party would 
be split up into fict ions, and so become easy 
prey to its opponents. A brief reflection 
will allay such fears. The Reform cause 
is more stable now, than during any period 
of its existence ; but its “ leaders” are 
madly hurrying to the edge of an abyss, 
from which, nothing but the most qnerge- 
tic warnings can save. It is well, at such 
a time, to remind the mass of its duties, so 
that the individuals may be preserved. If 
the individuals are heedless of the friendly 
voice of caution, the mass must be prepared 
to suffer nothing from their rashness. In 
short, if one est of men have objections to 
Reform, and to meet the wishes of the peo­
ple, the car of improvement must not be 
stopped until their scruples are removed.

The words which I have set at the head 
of this Tract have a deep meaning, when 
applied to Canadian po'itics. They appear 
to hate been written expressly for the “ the 
times,” so well do they accord with our 
position. They wore the emanation of a 
gifted man ; the prophetic voice of far-see­
ing politician ; the weighty reasoning of a 
hater of “ Finality.”

2. —I hs\e laid these Despatches before 
Her Majesty and also the Address of the 
Ward n anil Councillors of the'Municipal 
Council of the Gore District : of the Lt. 
Col. and Officers of Militia of the 1st and of 
the 6lh Battalions of the Regiment of Dor­
chester : of the Offi *ers of the 4th Battalion 
of the Regiment of Kamonrsska, and the 
inhabitants of the parish of Ste. Anne de la 
Pocntiere : and of the Officers of Militia 
and Lieut. Col. Commanding B .Italiens of 
the Regiment of Quebec, enclosed in the 
two first of these Despatches, which Her 
Majesty has been pleased to receive very 
graciously. It has afforded 11erMajwsfy 
great satisfaction to rec- tve these exprès-[ 
«urne of that loyalty and attachment to the I 
BrUtehOrown which she trusts is generally 
felt by her Canadian subjects.

3. With regard' to the Address of the 
people of Canada in favor of severing the 
Province from the British Dominions fur the 
purpose of annexing it1 to the U States, 
which forms the subject of the third of these 
Despatches, I have to inform you that Her 
Majesty approves of ycur having dismissed 
from Her Service those who have signed a 
document which is scare Iv short of treas 
enable, in its character. Her Majesty con­
fidently relics on ihe loyalty of the great 
majority of Her Canadian subjects, and she 
is therefore determined to exert all the au­
thority which belongs to Her for the pur­
pose of maintaning the connection of Cana 
da with this coun'ry, being persuaded that 
the permanence of that conoeclion is highly 
advantageous to both.

4. Your Lordship will therefore under­
stand that you are commanded by Her Ma­
jesty to resist to the utmost of your power 
•ny attempt which may lie made to bring 
about the separation of Canada from the 
British Dominions, and to mark in the stron­
gest manner Her Majesty’s displeasure with 
all those who may directly or indirectly en­
courage such a design.

5. And if any attempt of this kind should 
take such a form that those who are guilty 
af it, may according to such advice as you 
may receivtiLfrom your Law Advisers, be 
made responsible for their conduct in a 
Court of Justice, you will not fail to take 
the necessaay measures for bringing them 
to account.

FRANCE-LAMARTINE IN TURKEY.
A French journal gives some particulars 

of the estate recently bestowed by the Sul­
tan on M. de Lamartine. The domain lice 
In the immediate neighborhood of Smyrna, 
and is nearly as large as the Isle of Wight, 
being about fifty-four miles in circumfer­
ence. It has hitherto belonged only to the 
crown, aa we should say in England. The 
soil is described as wonderfully fertile, like 
most of the land in the neighborhood of 
Smyrna, ae being well planted with oranges 
and olives, and as capable of every variety 
of cultivation.' The chateau, built for the 
residence of an imperial officer, is commodi­
ous beyond the usual run of Turkish hous­
es : and under the windows lies a fine lake 
of more than a mi’e across, which is descri­
bed os well stocke^ with fish. The estate 
includes fivu villages. M. de Lamartine, it 
is said, goes to Asia Minor in the spring, to 
take possession in person of hie territorial 
gift.

MISCELLANEOUS.
New Year’s day was seized upon as an 

excellent occasion to give the President a 
blow in the face in a way which he cannot 
avoid or resent. In the time oi Louis Phil- 
lippi it was usual for the Chamber of Depu­
ties to send a grand deputation to congrat­
ulate his Majesty on the advent of the new 
year. Ae the traditions or the monarchy 
are at present the order of the dav, there 
was no reason to suppose that the Legisla­
tive Assembly of ihe Republic would alter 
a system which had been practiced in the 
rimes of the Bourbons. Accordingly, the 
President sent a civil le»tcr, through his 
official secretary, to M. Dupin, the Presi­
dent of the Assembly, requesting to know 
wl at hour would suit the usual deputation 
to be received at the Elysee, as the Presi­
dent was anxious to consult tho convenience 
of the Assembly. M. Dupin refused to put 
the question to the Assembly at all, andin- 
tiinated to one of the Ministers who spoke 
to him upon the subject before the Assem­
bly himself, but that ho (M. Dupin j could 
assure him that the proposition would bo 
received with shouts of derision. M. Rnu- 
her, the Minister in question, in the face uf 
such a declaration, prudently abstained from 
bringing the subject before the assembly, 
and the consequence was that no grand do- 
potion this year waited on the President of 
the Republic.

CONTINENTAL POLITICS.
The Turkish and Russian question is «a d 

by tho Timrs to be finally settled by the 
banishment of some of the refugees from 
Tuikey, and thé confinement of others— 
the gallant Kossuth among tho rest, to for­
tified dies under surveillance. The Times 
says the British Government is satisfied 
with tins, but we cannot believe it. What 
took the British anil French fleets to the 
Dardanelles? Surely nut to yield to Rus 
sin. !t is a!-n said that Russia has extrac­
ted Cmm.the Turks the consent to deliver 
up political refugees in time coming. The 
Tunes chuckles over the alleged settlement, 
but Lord Palmerston would never so lower 
the British nation as to bo a party to such 
an arrangement. The perpetual confine­
ment of Kossuth with the consent ot the 
British Government would be w.-rsc th in 
the loss of millions, and it would take Sir 
Charles Napier and a naval victory to res 
tore our loss of influence bv their being par­
ties to it. The columns of the Tunes are 
more than ever insulting and contemptuous 
in speaking of the friends of liberty in every 
country which has lately been agitated.— 
Italians, Hungarians, Prussians all alike f ill 
under his lash. In Franco there has been 
no very remarkable occurrence, but some 
curious a nil rapid changes in the develop 
inents of party in the Chamber of Deputies. 
The coalition between the Legitimist» and 
Socialists seems rattier on the decline,while 
the medium party are getting stronger.— 
Little Jerome Buonaparte, formerly king of 
Westphalia, and only surviving brother of 
Napoleon, who carried a musket as {private 
in the National Guards at the late Resolu­
tion, has been restored to bis rank of Mar­
shal of France.—Globe.

ENGLAND.

Liverpool, Jan. 12th.
The most important circumstance, in con­

nection with home politics, since the last 
packet, has been the publication of a semi­
official announcement to tho effect that the 
Government have resolved to bring forward 
a measure for the extension of the suffrage, 
both in England and Ireland, and that it 
will most probably be recommended in the 
Speech from the Throne. Should the mea­
sure be framed in anything like a broad spi­
rit it will prove one of the wisest that were 
ever planned ; since there never was a peri 
od when, owing to the absence of all irrita­
ting causes, it would be more safe to place 
additional power in the bands of the people. 
The discussion of this subject will of itself 
render the session one of great importance, 
since it will test the discreseion of the 
House of Lords; but there are also other 
affairs, especially those connected with the 
colonies, the adjustment of taxation, the 
emancipation of the Jews, See., which are 
looked forward to with considerable inter­
est. To the surprise of all persons there 
has as yet been no intimation in the absolu 
list papers that Lord Palmerston is to be 
impeached and positively and utterly ann 
hi la ted, immediately on the assembling of 
the House of Commons. Among Ihe pub­
lic meetings of the part fortnight there has 
been one at Manchester, in which Mr 
Bright detailed to his constituents his views 
regarding the remedies for the distress ol 
Ireland- These comprised the abolition ol 
entails, at least to the extent that the law 
should not permit property to be tied up 
beyond lives in being ; the abolition of the 
law of prim genituro ; registry of land, 
with a simple and inexpensive system of 
transfer ; leases to tenants and security for 
improvements ; a reform and extension of 
the suffrage ; the whole number of régis 
lered voters being now not more than about 
80,000, of whom not more than half are 
entitled to vote ; end finally a reduction of 
the Protestant Church with its £1,000,000 
of revenue and its polit.cal power and priai 
liges. Attention has also been attracted 
by the organization of a society for colonial 
reform in which several of ihe leading tories 
and liberals have alike enrolled themselves. 
Cobden, Hume and Sir willliam M«»lesworlh 
being among the latter. Tho object pro 
fessed is to bring about a measure that shall 
relieve the mother country of interference 
and expense on account of colonies, except 
to defend them from aggression bv foro'gn 
powers at war with the Empire. The com 
bination is important, and is directed against 
Lord Grey, the Colonial Minister, wno is 
in some degree personally unpopular.— 
Among the deaths of the past week has 
been that of Lieut. Wagborn, the pio- 
M*r oftbt orerlted route to le^iq. go

was a man of iron frame and remarkable 
energy, but he hsd fallen into intemperate 
habile, and hence the termination of his life 
through a general break op of hie constitu­
tion, at the age of 48.

THE NEW EMIGRATION SCHEME

The following extract from a letter, dated 
January 30, 1841, to Thomas Thornhill, 
Esq., by Richard Oastler, Fleet Papera, 
Vol. I., pp. 37, 38, will be read with interest 
at the present moment :—
1 “ The late Michael Thomas Sadler, who 
was my friend from boyhood (and that, sir, 
is no trifling honor), once told me the fol­
lowing anecdote :—‘ During my stay in 
London,’ said Sadler, ‘I called upon the 
Duke of Wellington to explain to his grace 
ihe object and principle of the Ten Hours 
Factories Bill, and to urge him to support 
ihat measure. After conversing upon that 
subject,-the duke said to me, “ You know 
Oastler, of course ?” I told him, I knew 
you well. “ He is a most extraordinary 
man,” said the Duke of Wellington, “ he has 
called here several times, and ho often 
writes to me,—he has very singular notions.
1 have received a letter from him this morn­
ing; I do not know how to answer it. I 
will read it to you, and hear what you can 
say about it.”

“ ‘The Duke then rose, and having found 
your letter, put on his spebtaclcs and read 
it. It was about a ship leaving Lverpool, 
and emigration. Having finished, his grace 
asked, “ Now, Sadler, how con 1 reply to 
such a letter V “Only by acknowledging 
its truth,”—I answered. “Do you think 
with Oastler?” “ Most certainly, he is 
right,” was my reply. “If so, we are all 
wrong.” rejoined Wellington. I said,— 
“There can be no doubt of that, my lord 
duke, and the sooner we turn a new leaf 
the better.” ’

Now, Sir (continues Mr. Oastler), I 
felt proud that any letter of mine should 
have attracted so much attention from the 
D ike of Wellington. As I have told you 
what Sadler informed me, and as the letter 
is not very long, I will insert it for your 
pnreual. It is as follows;.”
“‘ TO HIS CRACK TUB DUKE OF WBLLINOTON,

“ ‘ My Lord Duke,—May it please your 
Grace,—It is impossible that I can express 
my gratitude for your grace’s letter to me 
of the 31st ultimo.

‘ I would not willingly intrude on your 
time; but there is one fact, which I think is 
worth a hundred theories, and which 1 omit­
ted to i-tale in my last—it proves the great 
absurdity of the present system of mi-gov­
ernment.

*1 have stood on the dockside at Liver­
pool—I have seen a vessel leaving England, 
with a cargo of emigrants: some of them 
with large sums of money; some with small 
fortunes; and the rest with £10 or £20 each, 
which had been paid to them by the over­
seers of their different parishes, to “ get rid 
of them.” i have seen her sail, and i have 
wept at the sight.

“‘Those were sent off, because there 
was no room—no food for them in England 
—no work —no employment.

“ ‘ The returning tide ha* brought in an 
Irish steamer, laden with Irish labourers; 
who cmne h"re and lower the prices of 
labor, in the very country which is export­
ing its inhabitant*, and bribing them t » go,

because she cannot maintain them.”
“ ‘ I have seen these things—I have won­

dered. Why so much turmoil ? The same 
result might be produced, ns far as Eng­
land is concerned, if the steamer stopped at 
honte, and if the first vessel, instead of 
sailing many thousands of miles wih her 
cargo, were just to pop beyond the Black 
Rock at the month of tho Mersey, and 
there drop every farthing of money she had 
on board into the sea, then return to Liver­
pool, and land her cargo penniless, to seek 
for work in the country which they had just 
left with-plenty of money iiTtheir pockets.

“‘Thé effect would be precisely the 
same on this country, although we now em­
ploy two eels of hands, one to go out and 
the other to come in; and this wc call poli­
tical economy.

“ ‘ I feel assured that your grace will ex­
cuse me tor giving the trouble of this let 
ter; and I beg to subscribe myself in sin 
eerily,

“ ‘ My Lord Duke, your Grace’s 
“‘Most obliged and obed’t serv’t,

*“ Richard Oa-tlf.r.
“* Fixby Hall, near Huddersfield, August 

4, 1832.’”

The first white child that was Lorn in 

N. America, was Yiiginia, daughter of An- 
Bums and Eianor Dare, and grand daughter 
of Get. John While. She was hern on 
the 18th of August. 1597, in Roanohke, in 
North Carolina Her parent* were of the 
expedition rent not by Kir Whiter Raleigh 
in that year. There is no record of her 
history sate that of her birth.

Anecdote ok i in; late Dr. Park mam. 
—The Boston correspondent of the Wash­
ington Republic. relates the following re­
miniscences oi the deceased: —

“ Dr. Park man w as one of our weal hiest 
citizens. Ills property is estimated at 
about half a million. Ho was in 'he habit 
of carrying large Bums of money about his 
person. A gentleman who once went Jo 
him for £ 1000, tells, me that Dr. P. answer­
ed him by thrusting out his forefinger and 
remarking, ‘There is just the sum.’ On 
examination, the gentleman Jounti that the 
doctor had a thousand dollar bill wound 
round hie finger. Tho Doctor was a large 
owner of real estate, and had numerous.poor 
tenants, from whom he made his col Itons 
himself. He vtas punctilious in his busi­
ness habits, but bestowed much charity in 
an unostentatious way. A politician once 
■topped him in th ; etrpot, and asked him to 
subscribe to a fund for‘firing a salute in 
honor of some party victory. ‘Just step 
with mo round the corner,’ said the Doctor. 
Taking him up a dirty alley, through a 
dark doorway, and up three flights of rickety 
stairs, the Doctor tapped at a door, which 
was opened by a wretched, pale-faced child. 
A poor woman, apparon’ly in the last stage 
of consumption, was sewing upon a shirt. 
There was no firs in the stove, although it 

■ woe a cold March day. ‘Now,’ said the 
Doctor, turning' to the politician, ‘here is 
ten dollars; you may cither fire it away in 
powder or give it-to this poor woman. I 
won’t attempt to bios yonTho Doctor 
darted out of tho room and down stairs, 
leaving th* non-plusscd politician standing 
by the^bedsido of tl.O Invalid! lie did not 
hesitate long as to his disposition of the 
money—but handed it to the sufferer, and 
departed a wiser man.”

Are you poor ? you will pn bably forever 
remain so if you habitually waste the preci­
ous hours of the morning iu led. Who 
will seek tho labor or services of him who 
Bleeps and dozes in the morning till eoreu 
or eight o’clock ? It such a person is poor 
ho must forever remain poor. ‘ Ho that 
would thrive, must rise at five.’ The poor 
can ill Afford to lose daily two or three 
hour» of tho best portion of the day— 
Economy of time and diligence in business, 
aro virtues peculiarly appropriate to those 
who depend upon their earnings for the 
means of subsistence. Allowing twelve 
working hours to a day, lie who by rising 
at eight instead of five o'clock in the morn­
ing, thereby looses threo hours labor daily,

' parts with one-fourth lus means of support­
ing himself and family : ten year’s labor 
lost in forty !

A country merchant having procured a 
new clerk, waked him up the morning after 
he was hired, at a most unreasonably early 
hour by calling out that ‘ tho family were 
Bitting down to the table.’

‘ Thank you,' said the boy as ho turned 
over in bed to adjust himself for a new nap 
—‘thank you, but I never a'low myself to 
cat anything during the night.’

England, notwithstanding her deplorable 
pauperism, in not so bad in this respect as 
France, taking the great cities as a test — 
According to the report of iho Board of 
Health, 1,000.000 of persons aro crowded 
in Paris into little more than 40,000 houses, 
being at tho rato of 25 to a house, while in 
London 2,000.000 people have 280,000 hou­
ses, or about 7 to a house. Whilo Great 
Grilain has increased her population in a 
given time 195 per cent, France has in créas 
eJ here only fit* per cent, Ati^'m 85 ; Prim 
via 181 : Saxony 145 ; Wurtemberg 1 u : 
and Holland 90. Tho rate of increase, both 
in Austria and Fiance, is rapidly diminish­
ing.—vY.
