CHOLERA GERMS  IN. FISH.

Italian .Blicteriologlst Has a New
Theory.

New York, Oct. 13—A cable des-
pateh to the S@n from Rome says:

Prot. Gosio, the celebrafed Ifalian
bacteriologist, is convinced that chol-
era germs are transmittéd by fish.
He has undertaken experiments to as-
certain -whether the recent cholera
outbreak in southern Italy was due
to this medium of propagation.

Nearly ali the fish caught near the
ecoast of Bari contained the specific
vibrion of Asiatic choléera, and Prof.
Gosio’s studies are now directed to
learn whethef such miicrobes are apt
to multiply inside of fishes. He 18 also
trying to diseover whether migratory
fishes caught far out at sea contain
cholera microbes. A torpedo boat
has been placed at his disposal in. of-
der that he may continue his re-
searches.

If his theory is confirmed it will be
necessary to have all fish caught in
times of epidemic boiled before they

* are sold, as the mere handling of fish
containing cholera mierobes would be
sufficient to commuiiicate the disedse.

BETTER THANEXPECTED|

Yields in Western Provinces Less Than
a Year Ago While in the East a
IIigh Percentage is Maintained.

Ottawa, Oct. 11—The census office
has publishéd a builetin on the c¢on-
dition of €rops in Canada at the end
of September. ' R€ports show lower
averages of condition for the whole of
Canada than those of a year ago but
the reductions apply chiefly to thel
Northwest Provinces.

In the eastern provinces a kigh per-|
centage is maintained for mnearly all
crops and the quantity and quality|
are better than a year agd, and still&
better than two years ago.

In Manitoba, Saskatchewan and Al-‘
berta, there is a drop of about twenty|
per cent. in quality of grains and]
roots but threshing indicates that thel
vield will be larger for wheat, oats;
and barley than was promised at the|
end of August.

AND NELSON RIVERS

Explorer and Engineeer William Ogil-
vie Declares These Rivers Contain
Enough Energy to Drive all the
Steam Machinery in Canada.

Norway House, Sask., Oct. 13.—
William Ogilvie, explorer and engi-
neer, declares that an enormous am-
ount of water power is being wasted
on the Saskatchewan and Nelson riv-
ers within the hundred-mile radius of
the line of the Hudson Bay Railway.

If this were properly harnessed and
transmitted more than enough to op-
erate a road twice as long as that
railway could be easily secured.

This conclusion is reached by Mr.
Ogilvie after a month’'s trip spent in
E\ploration of the waterfalls ana
rapids of the Nelson River for the
department of the interior.

Regina, Oct. 12,—That the C.N.K.

FEDERAL HOUSE
TO MEET NOV.17

Estimates Now in Course of Prepar-
ation And Will be Submitted
Soon After Opening

Ottawa, Oct, 13—At a meeting of the
cabinet thls afternoon it was decided
to summon the Dominion Parliament to
meet for the despatch of business on
Thursday, November 17th. This will
mean four weeks of work before the
Christmas holidays or about sufficient
time to clear off the preliminaries, or-
ganize committees and get ewnthmg
in complete runming order,

* Estimates are at .,e present time in
course of preparation in all the depart-
ments and it is anticipated that Honor-
able Mr. Fielding will be able to lay
the main estimates and the public ac-
counts on the table shortly after parlia-
ment opens. This will give tthe house
something to do from the beginning,

So far as one can judge at present
time the legislative program is not like-
ly to ibe as hedvy as it was last session
when 'the insurance and anti-gambling
bills. in themselves. aonstituted: a- heavy
sessional . program, which compelled the
House to leave over a number of bills
until this seession, including the bill 1o
revise the banking act.

The legislation which provides for a
regular decennial revision of ‘the bank-
ing laws was not revealed. It is probable
that when it is introduced this session
it will be found to provide for scme
measure. of  government inspection of
banking institutions,

Hon. Mr. Templeton will have for con-
sideration of the house a bill to provide
safeguards in connection with the manu
facture of explosives.

Says That Great Britain Cannot Dis-
arm in ah Arimed Camp—States
Position of Old Country in Regard
to Disarmament.

London, Oct. 10—In a remarkabje
interview with Mr. Lloyd George, pub-
lished in the Review of Reviews, the
English chancellor of the exchequer
expldains the position of Great Britain
with regard to the question of disarm-
ament as follows:

“We cannot disarm in the midst of
an armed camp. Any remedy must
be integphational, and we are not mere-
ly willing, but eagerly anxious for an
international agreement by which we
jcould arrest this headlong race to de-
I struction. But when we have piped
to other nations they would not dance
Lto .our music,

“Nay, théy have even misconstrued
our invitation to cover an insidious
design to balk their legitimate desire
for self-protection, or as an intima-
tion that the pace was getting too hot
for us and that they had only to keep
on to see us drop out of the race. This
naturally makes us chary of making
new overtures for any international
agreement on the subject of atiua~
meuts.

THE FRENCH PREMIER
CONDEMNS THE STRIKE

Says Railway Men’s Strike is an In-
surrection Which ts Built on
Criminal Foundations—Seine Be-
ing Used to Bring Provisions Into
Paris,

Paris, Oct. 12.—The strike of the
railway men, which threatens to
spread throughout France, was. con-
demned today by Premier Briand as
‘“‘an -insurrection built upon criminai
foupdations.”

The premier said the strike was
called while negotiations were going
on through himself.and the minister
of public works for an adjustment
of grievances and he promised tna:
the instigators of the strike woula
be criminally prosecuted.

The river Seine, wnich in January|
threatened to destroy Paris, now
looms up in the role of savior. The
government has made arrangements
to rush food supplies to Paris trom
the sea, requisitioning all tugs, boats|
and barges to meet the crisis broughnt
about by the stoppage of the railway
service, and the food market whicn
is already hard hit. The employes
of the eastern and the Paris, Lyons
and Mediterranean ailways have not
yet responded to the call to.strike,
and the government's weapon O
mobilization has induced - some. oI
the -men employed on the northern
road to return to their positions.
Nevertheless the northern and west-
ern roads are prostrated.

Strikers Won’t Respond.

The call to. the colors has been 1g-
noyed by théj large ‘majority and- as
mass meetings held today the strikers
reitérated their determinatioh not to
respond to the call. Much destruc-
tion has been wrought on the west-
ern system, where the strikers ana
their supporters have held up and de-
railed trains, blocked tracks, destroy-
ed signals, ripped up rails and cut
telephone and telegraph 'wires.

ObViously our g-eat conciliatur re-
garded all these opinions as’ entitled
to. consideration no less thar the views
of those who usually regard the busi-
ness ‘from what appears to be his
own point of view. This is'a dignified
position, a general one, one some-
what abstracted from particular rea-
sons, but excluding “none of them.
Laurier ‘holds that his ‘country nas
now attained such a rank in popula-
tior, wealth, repute, that it is incum-
bent on her government to participate
with other imporant nations in main-
taining that gemeral security of the
high seas which comes of the navies
collectively showing civilized forece
throughout all waters, thus consttu-
ting a world-police for commerce and
travel.

Agan,
he considers the great coast line o014
this Dominion on two oceans; the ha-
bility of those coasts to attack by
buccaneers,, if mankind’s navies aia
not keep the seas clear, and the fact
that conditions may suddenly arise in
which neither Great Britain, the States
nor any other friendlyl Power coula
spare forces for the benevoience of
securing Halifax, St. John, Quebec,
Sydney, Victoria, Vancouver,} Prince
Rupert, etc., ete., from assault by
adventurous rovers who could speedily
get afloat’ with armament enough for
attacking Canada’s coast cities, mines
and commerce if there were no Cana-
dian force charged with the special
duty of guarding them.

This way of looking at the situa-
tion is quite apart from the alarmist
fear of war with Germany. In fact,
He ut-
terly rejects belief that the democra-
cies and the commercial and finan-
cial interests of the world will per-
mit so insensate a conflict. His navy
is to be set afloat, 'one might say,
from decent consideration for Can-
ada’s dignity and repute, as well as
her security.

THE HOME OF MILLIONS

Hon. F. E. Grosvenor Returns From
an Extensive Trip Through Peace
River Country-—Went Northwest
&3 Far as Fort St, John, in British
Columbia—His Glowing Account,

“In no part of the country have 1
seen anything that conveyed to my
mind an impression of such vast ex-
tent and boundless possibiity,” sala
the Hon. F. BE. Grosvenor, of London,
Ergland, to the Bulletin last evening,
when seen immediately upon his re-
turn from a ‘tour of the Peace River
country. :

Mr. Grosvenor, who for some time
past has been inspecting the unde-

veloped lands of the West in the in-
terests of a number of British capitai-

sentiment of the people of the pro-
vince of Quebec, but upon itsreligious
$entiment also. Outside, as well as
within the country, it would be said
that this result could not have been
obtained unless it had been aided and
encouraged by a so-called religious
press, asserting itself to be the guar-
dian of the altar and the protector
of the Church, and which it is assert-
ed has the support of the clergy.
‘“This is wrong, we are sure, for' we
do not -believe that our bishops and
our priests have forgotten that it is,
thanks to the wise, patriotic and so
truly national policy of Mgr. Plessis
and of his illustrious successors, that
our country, we say more our nation-
ality, the' French-Cgnadian national-
ity, has been able to survive and
triumph' in the difficult and grave
circumstance which followed the ces-
sion of our country to England.
Britain in Need.
“These bishops and _priests” saw
things from a high plane. "They un-
derstood . the true interests of their
nationality. = They wotked in co-oper<
ation” with ‘the public men of “their
country. “They knew how to’ courage-
ously and firmly fulfil their duties as
citizens of Canada and of the Empire,
If they lived today we would not see
them, like the lay friends of Le De-
veir, of L’Action Sociale, of the Monks
and the Bourassas, denouncing with
bitterness and violence the very idea
of coming to the assistance of Great
Britain at a moment when she has
need of all her resources to maintain
herself in the terribie conflict which
may come at any moment.
“Why this hatred against an Em-
pire of which we are citizens, and
which has the righit to expect from us
a sincere and well-reasoned allegi-
ance? Will it have the object of de-
fending our material interests? The
growing grandeur of the British Em-
pire’and of Canada within the Empire
will enrich us a hundredfpld if we
know how to profit by our advan-
tages Do not:Iet us forget also that
the fate of France. is entirely bound
up with that of England, for the two
countries have to:face the same dan-
ger, and it is easy to beueve that if
England were to succmnb France
would also be lost.

Church and State Co-operate.
“So much for the material side, but
if we study the national and religious
future of the French-Canadians we
find that there are a hundred times
more reasons why we should nor
break the bonds of affection which
unite us to England and why Wwe
should share in her battles if ever
circumstances so required. It is well
known that the considerations which
rule at Rome the choice of bishops
by the College of the Consistory are
both religious and political. 1t is al-
ways the object, it is true, to choose
from among the candidates the one
most worthy by his piety, his talents,
and his knowledge, but they always
consider alsg who would be most ac-

ists, léft Edmonton five weeks ago,
and has spent thé intervening perioa
travelling through the north country
and making a personal study of 1s
resources.

The Americans Would Be Friendlier
with Other Countries—Chicago
Men Interviewed—Time for| Phe
Export of Food Is Nearing an End

“Here (Chicago) as much as any-
where is felt the approach of this
country t6 the time when it will cease
to export goods. Ten years is the

Chicago, Oct. 12—Light is breaking
gradually through the clouds of pre-
Judice which manufacturers of the
mjddle west held against all friendly
trade relations with foreign countries.
extent that, after all, they operate in
a great free trade area, /the largest
home market in the world, and tha.
while they have been looking after it
with a. high, forbidding wall against
all comers, other countries have ne-
gotiated foreign treaties by which
they have . secured material advan-
tages. It was to derive the bénefit of
such treaties made . by Catnada, as
much as for any other reasofi, that
American firms in recent yeafs have
established branch plants in C@haaa.

One-Sidedness of Relatlons.

Two years ago the National Manu-
facturers’ Association realized the one-
sidedness of this country’s relation to
the-world, and expressed disappoint-
ment at the lack of fair tradeé treaties
with foreign countries. It was shown
that out of -an annual output of
manufactures amounting to. $15,000,-
000,000 the United States exports only
about five per cent,!

“A Huge Stevedore.”

“The American is little'more than
a huge stevedore,” said- the commit-
tee’s repopt, #'bearing down to the
ships of the sea crude and semi-cruae
materials for-the use of foreign manu-
facturers. .Not only this, but from
the willfulness of ignorance or selfish-
ness, American manufacturers have
Veen forced to build factories in Can-
ada.. . .. . We of the United States
are famed the world over for our
ability at making bargains, and yet in
the matter of international trade bar-
gains we are ignorant, spellbound or
afraid.” The moral, intellectual and
material advantages which will yet
come to us under Providence by in-
telligent national action in this direc-
tion is beyond estimation.”

Want Better Relations.

It may he said as a result of three
days’ injury in Chicago that the
larger business péople favor Dbetter
foreign trade relations. In many
cases no particular country is speci-
fled; in other instances, Canada is
the market to .secure which an im-
mediate effort should be made. The
friendliest feelings toward the Domin-
ion are evident on every hand, but
the subject of trade with Canada has
not yet greatly’ interested the electors.
The demand is strong for doing away:
with the policy of exclusiveness to-
ward -foreign nations, and it is Te-
garded as natural, from President

'trlendllneu towards Canada. I have

nog studied the tariff question close-
ly, but I would strongly favor such
reciprocal relations as would tend

to increase the trade possibilities on
both sides of the line.” .

Mr. Edward E. Swadener is chair-
man of the Foreign/Trade Commit-

merce, an exceedingly live organ-

ization of 4,000 membe'rs, embracing
all branches of business. “So far as I
am concerned,” sdid Mr. Swadefeér,
“I think we ought to have practically
free trade between Canada and the
United States. We are so close to-
gether—almost relatives—that the
boundary line ought to be almost an
invisible one.”

The Natiunal Business League of
(America is an organization having
representatives - in 160 cities. Their
secretary, Mr. Austin A, Burnham,
pointed ‘out that they have long stvoa
for “eommercial reciprocity with
foreign nations as a measure for trade
expansion, and  general recognition
and practice of recjprocity as a prin-
ciple, but not to such degree as will
insufficiehtly protect our industries.”
Mr. Burnham said the yhad always
favored better tariff - relations with
Canada. The present tariff was wun-
satisfactory in many respects, and
more than anything else it had

caused the present political unrest in
the country.

The Live Stock Interests,

There remains yet to be consider-
ed th elive stock trade which centres
here more .than in any other city in
the world. The - receipts of live
stock in Chicago amounted to
$313,000;000, or ‘'a  millich _asl-
lars. a -.day last year: Following
some-- géneral directions, but against
which ofi approaching nearer one's
nose-rebelled, ‘I found my way to the
great stock yards and conversed with
officials of the large packing-houses.
Here as much as anywhere is felt the
approach of this country to the time
whe nit will cease to export food.

Le Néve's case that those who brought
the charge against her should estab-
lish that she knew Crippen had com-
mitted murder. “Your duty happuy
is not to try the case,” he said, “'but
merely to see whether evidence is such
as to justify you in returning a true
bill- against either or both.”

, His Lordship proceeded to deal with
détails of the evidence given in the
police court. From this he said 1t
was apparent that Mrs, Crippen, who
was seen in excellent health ana spiritg
in January last, soon after then dis-
appeared. In consequence of rumors
ahd suspicions as to the cause of ner
disappearance, Crippen wrote to ULr.
Burroughs, a friend of hi¥ and Mrs.
Crippen, that she had died in Cantor-
nia and that the cable announcing
her death had ‘come as a great shock
to him. Crippen told practically the
same story to Mrs. Martinett, a triena
of Mrs. Crippen’s, that his wite had
taken pneumonia on going to America
and had died at Los Angeles. Betore
.Mrs. Crippen disappeared she had a
conversation one day with Mrs. Mar-
tinett and showed her an abdominal
car, which was left as the result of an
operation. That, the Recoraer re-
marked, would be a piece of evidence
of great importance in this case, ror,.
according to evidence of doctors, tnere
was a similar scar on the body founa
at Hillsdrop Crescent. In consge-
quence of communications made 10
the police, Inspector Dew saw Crippen
at Albion House, when he made a long
statement which contradicted the ver-|
sion of his wife's death, which he had
already given.

NO MORE ALIMONY FOR HER.

Decision of New l_'orlg.:judge Will Have
Important Results.

Ne wYork, Oct. '125-Sipreme Court
Justice Crane has a@vanced notions
respecting the propriety of .compel-
ling a divorced man to pay alimony
to his wife after she re-marries. For
several years  his asgociates on the
beneh ~expressed the. opposite view,
and have held‘for vonfempt ‘such truc-
‘ulent hubbigs as have refused to con-
tinue the allowanace prescrlbed in the
divorce decree.

The case which brought the matter
to ‘the attdntion: of Justice Crine was
that of George F. Kerr, an a.rtlst, who
has been paying his wire, Louisa~ M.
Kerr, alimony of $60 a2 week since
she diyorced him two years ago. In
' April ‘last “Mrs. Kerr married Joseph
B Gale in Connec.ticut, and_ XKerr, on
‘learning of it, ceased his weekly pay-‘
ments. Counser for the woman had
him brought to6 court to show cause
why he should not pay the $480 due.
her or be punished for contempt of
court.

Kerr through hig® attorrwy protest-
ed, arguing that no woman was entit-
led to be supported by two’ mnien.
With this view the court agreed, add-
ing that there was fio equity in a rul-
ing that might compel a former hus-
band to support not only his ex-wife,
but the man she married. If this pro-
cedure was to be acfépted as sound
reasoning, said the Jjustice, it might
have a téndency to encourage women
who receive a substantial incomé from
their former husbands to marry
worthless men, lacking either the ca-
pacity or disposition to--Support them
or themselves.

Mr. Dwyer stated that the Camrose
Tanhery Company has outgrown its
preésent building in -that town and fs
desirous of removing to Edmonton,
trom where the market for their pro-
ducts can be  jgonore advantageously
reached and where the tannery will
be closér to the raw material rnarket,
namely, the J, Griffin packing
plant.

It 18 the intention to immediately
upon the conclusion of an agreement
with the city, to start construction
work on a two-storey brick building,
60 feat by 200 feet. The sité for the
tannery has not;yet been selected, but
Mr. Dwyer statgd that his company
would require an entire city block of
land, which,is gbout four acres; and
which must be_in a position where it
can be provided with railway facili-
ties.

From the start of the operation of
the/ industry in -this city fifty men
will be employed. The tannery at
Camrose at the present time employs
about fifteen men. The Great West
{Saddlery company in Calgary, which
‘ships in all its faw material from the
{ east, employs 125 men. The Camrose
~industry- at the present tjme manu-
factures robes and tans harness and
shoe leather. The company has had
in mind expanding and Mr. Dwyer
suggested to the committee this morn-
ing that as a result of the establish-
ment of the tannery in Edmonton a
harness manufactory and a shoe fac-
tory would grow out of it.

“It is reasonable to assume,” he
said, “that with the tannery as close
to the raw material market as it
would be in Edmonton that the in-
dus‘.‘ry‘has a great opportunity to ex-
pand, particularly when it is consid-
eréd that the Great West Saddlery
eompany in Calgary has = grown to
the proportions it has despite the fact
that =all jts harness ieather is ship-
ped from the east. .

Mayor Lee stated to Mr. Dwyer that
no exemption from taxation -could be
given by the city, except by the vote

period of five years.

The. city at the present time has an
application before the provincial legis-
lature seeking for an amendment to
the charter permitting the fixing of
taxes on industries fqr a period of ten
years.
