| BRITISH SCIENTISTS ARE INVES.
TIGATING EASTER LAXD,

—

m Masgury of Inealenlahle
and Strauge Tablets_ Contain.

ing Indeciphemble Writings - Are

Among. the Riddles. of Biny Speck
of Land in the Southiern Hemis-
phere—Eﬁgles in Lava.

Two recent events have revivéd in-
terest 'in and promise the final solu-
tion of a mystery that has * puzzled
the world for 200 years, or at least
1 since the Dutch navigator, Jacob Rog-
geveen discovered the triangle of land
known as KEaster Isalnd on Easter
morning, 1722, 27 degrees and 30 min-
utes south of the eguator, 2,000 miles
from South America: and 1,400 miles
from the nearest land, Pitcairn Is-
land.

The two facts that may prove the
keys ‘that will unlock the secrets of
Easter Island are the sailing of an
expedition of research and investiga-
tion in charge of W. Scoresby Rout-
ledge and some late conclusions by
Prof. W. E. Safford of the United
States Department of Agriculture, bot-
anist and ethnologist, who has travel-
ed among the isles of the Pacific and
also in South America to trace points
of similarity, as they exist between
the as yet unsclved sculpture and un-
transiated language of this forty-two
square miles of land and the monu-
ments and peoples of Peru and Bo-
livia.

On this bit of territory have been
counted 550 sculptured statues created
upon ecyclopean masonry, according to
the latest bulletin of the Pan-Ameri-
can union; also there are stone
houses, some more than 100 feet in
length, with walls six feet thick, built
like forts. There are tables in a
strange language, terraces on head-
lands, with wall toward the sea, some-
times thirty feet high and more than
200 or 300 feet long. On the land side
of the terraces are large stone pedes-
tals for the images.

Most of the effigies and inscriptions
are cut from rough solid lava. Forty
are inside the erater of one volcano,
and outside are as many more at the
foot of the slope, where they were
placed for removal to different plat-
forms. Some platforms measure on-
ly three or four feet in length, while
others are eighty feet in extent. The
largest is in an unfinished state. If
erected upon its pedestal it would
stand seventy feet in height. The
smallest figure is but three feet high.
All are of the same grim, frozen-
faced type, with the head long, eves
closed under heavy brows, nose large,
low-bridged and very broad at the
nostrils, the upper lips short and the
lips pouting. In most instances the
head tilts backward. The lower part
cf the face is broad and heavy, but
imperfectly formed. Ears are long
and pendant. The shape generally
ends at the shoulders or waist. The
expression is profoundly solemn, dis-
dainful, rudély picturing supercilions
scorn. ‘

One of the most remarkable fea-
tures of the mystery is the fact that
only one of these images stands in
its original position upon a platform.
All the others were thrown down.
The work of these ancients stopped
suddenly. But why? For two cen-
turies this question has remained un-
answered. Was it the eruption of a
volcano that did it? Some of the
largest of the images are buried to
the neck in ashes and fragments of
lava.

The recorded writings of the race of
stone artists is cut’ into wooden tab-
lets. Their alphabet, words and sen-
tences,. significant thoughts, are ex-
pressed by pictures of men, animals
and various geometrical designs.

To redd a page in this supposedly
fascinating recorded thought, provid-
ed you had the lexicon, you must
read from left to right. Then you
must turn the wooden page upside
down and continue to peruse from left
to right. Then again must the stu-
dent invert his tablet, reading as he-
fore, until the screed is finished.
Prof. Safford, a_ man of great learn-
ing, has made the interesting discov-
ery that the language of the less than
200 inhabitants to-day is essentially
Polynesian and like that of Hawaii.
Nearly all the words in the language
spoken by the natives could, by ab-
serving certain fixed laws or changes
be converted into Hawaiian. Some
of the gods have the same names as
the ancient Hawaiian gods, although
the islands are separated by 2,000
miles of water. Contrary to the the-
ory of others, Prof. Safford believes
that the handful of present-day in-
babitants are the descendants of the
ancient lava carvers.

t0o the saloon. Dr. Anderson who was
summoened examined the injured man,
who was still unconscious, but found
1o bones broken. though his head was
badly battered and he was hurt inter-
nally. The physician then ordered
the patient to Hospital where he was
taken in the ambulance. At 7 o'clock
this morning Gardner regained con-
sciousness. He is so far unable to
speak and concussion of the brain is
feared. Gardner worked with
the Martin Hardware Co., resides on
Bannerman Street, and has a wife and
four children.

There are eight sec-
ond class cars on the Bonavista line
now, double as many on the Bonavista
line to-day as there were for all the
lines under the '93 Contract. All
these additional cars and all that maj
be provided for the other lines are
extras and have to be paid for in
cash over and above the mileage
Again, sir, there are 10 box cars now
ou the Bonavista line; 10 box ca2rs
were called for under the Contract of
1893; which means that all others that
may be supplied will be regarded as
axtras.

ment Engineer objects, on the ground
that he theught shorter cuts could be
made and for other reasoms; for it
must be remembered that every mile
of railway means at least $15,000 to
the Colony. That question is still ont-
standing. Then the final certificate
does nét seem to have yet been grant-
ed to the contractor for the Bonavis-
ta line, and it certainly has not been
grafited for any of the others. I think
the Commnrittee will be satisfied from
these figures and these references and
to the contracts themselves, and to
the correspondence and papers tabled
bere, that_the conditions arising out
of the contract for construction of the
branch lines is a very seriods one for
the Colony. We are not a large com-
munity. We are a community of men
of small means and we are paying at
the present time as interest on our
public 'debt one and a quarter mil-
liofis of dollars, or accurately $1,223,-
200—roughly speaking one and a
quarter million dollars. That .is a
very large figure on this one head of
exependiture alone for a population of
242,000 people. When the Minister
~was making up his estimates for 1913
and 1914 he left no room for any in-
crease.in the interest on the Public
Debt, but I think that he will find by
the end of the year 1913 and ’14 that
the

>by further borrowings for the purpose

of carrying on the works of these
contracts; and the oftener we go to
the money markets the harder will it
‘be found. to raise a loan on anything
like equitable terms. The Prime Min-
ister found this to be the case last
sumnier when negotiations for the
momey -authorized by the Railway
Loan ‘Act last session was made. He
could not raise the loan the last time
on anything like the same terms that
he negotiated ‘the ‘loan for the same
purpose two years previously. If you
turn to a contemplation of these fig-
ures and look at the trade conditions
of the Colony, we must be more than
careful. Cur staple ‘industry is.the
codfishery. - The quantity of codfish
exported from this country is almost
an invariable figure as it was the Iast
10 or 12 years, -and it Tanges between
one and & half and one and a quarter
million quintals and the price has
been up during the past few years and

it has been this which in a‘large -mea-’
sure accounts for the prosperous con-
dition of the Island, but it must be
remembered in this conmection that

the price of cod ‘&8 in - evéry other

commodity, depends upon the law of
supply and demand. The prige of
foed stuffs depends in the present day
of “trust ‘and speculation, very often
upon  =rtificial ‘conditions, conditions
created by speculators throughout the
world, for ‘their own purpose. Take
the United States to-day. The price
of food ‘stuffs has been going up rap-
idty. - Phe “statesmen of the United
States know that at the root of that
increased cost of living ‘there are
some artificial monoplies going on
and our codfish maintains its"price in
the foreign markets in harmeny with
the conditions relating to other food-
stuffs. . Last year the value of the
dried codfish exported from this ‘coun-
try amounted to about $8,000,000. I
would like to point out right here that
it takes, according to the Minister of
Finance, one-half of practically the
total export of dried cedfish from the
Tolony to pay the revenue of the
~ountry. In other words in order to
say the revenue you wil have to take
svery second codfish -exported and
put it aside to meet the expenses of
running the Government of the coun-
ry. Another feature in ' connection
vith our trade which 1 pointed out
ast year, is that during the past three
vears, what had nearly always pre-
viously or particularly the term of the
iate administration, been a favorable
balance of trade in the Colony, has
during the last three years been con-
verted into an adverse balance. Ac-
cording to the Minister's own figures,
the adverse balance of last year was
$994,466, the year Dbefore $1,408,163,
the year before that, 1909-10 $974,696;
1908-9 a favorable balance of $448,000
and the year before that, 1907-8, $1,-
299,658 and in 1906-T it was $1,479,000
favorable n 1905-6, it was $1,6564,000
favorable, and so on as you go back.
The last adverse balance of trade pre-
vious to 1909-10, was in 1896-1897
when the trade operations’of the Col-
ony showed a balance of $912000
against the Colony. This, to us, is a
matter that ought to be carefully
weighed, In a Colony in which our
trade consists largely of exports and
imports, the codfishery is the largest
factor in our trade. The other two

great factors are thé pulp and paper

Plowmen Poels.

Farm Lads Whe Have Won Success
as Bards,

The greatest plowmag peet who ever
lived, was Robert Burns. His birth-
day was celebrated recently by Scots-
men in every part of the world.

Another poet who, like Robert
Burns, found poetical inspiration in
farming and field work, and who was
recently awarded by the
Committee of the Royal Society of
Literature of the Polignac Prize,
which consists of one hundred pounds
and is a coveted literary distinction,
is Mr. John Masefield. This clever
poet began his career by going to sea,
but ultimately drifted to a farm,
where Ire worked for some time. Then
he tried his luck in a city office; but
the literary germ began to develop
and he soon became known as a writ-
er of real brilliance.

One of the contributors to “New
Songs,” an anthology of contempor-
ary verse published in London four
years ago, was Alffed Owen Williams,
2 hammerman cm[f]n,\'ed on the Great
Western railway; and his career
furnishes a striking cxample of the
old-time saying that genius will out.

WASHINGTON, To-day.
The possible violation of over a
score of treaties between the States
and foreign countries through one
praovision of the new tariff bill, that
proposes a concession in tarif on
goods brought in by American built
staps, is giving concern to officials of
the State of Commerce Departments.
The section under consideration would
reduce by five per cent. tariff on all
fcreign: goods brought to this country
by vessels built in the States, which
shall be wholly the property of citi-
zens thereof. The treaties now in
force with Britain and with a score or
more of other nations, provide that the
same tariff shall be levied on imports
from these countries, whether brought
in American ships or ships: of the
country from which imports come.

A TALE OF OLD ST.
“(By H. F. Shortis.)

In every age and every clime the
people of this sub-lunar sphere are

more or less tinctured with supersti- |

tion, and even away back amongst
the ancients, those heroes, whose
deeds of arms have outlived all time—
those historians, poets, etc, ¢ have
transmitted their works to posterity,

-} and whose literary skill is as much

appreciated to-day as it was over two
thousand years ago—those sculptors,
engineers, etc., etc., whose wondrous
works of art and science amaze the

'} poor folk of the present day-—all, all

had a weakness which, though some-
what of a different nature, possessed
the same effect upon the defunct of
centuries ago, as does the methods at
present in vogue. upon the minds\of
our own people. Two or three thous-
and years ago, with regard to super-
stition, there was no distinction be-
tween the rich and the poor—the con-
sul and the soldier—the master and
the slave. ~When we of the present
day peruse the pages of Plutarch and
find the greatest warriors ever the
world produced having their fortunes
told, by dressing the entrails of a
calf, an ox or some other animal, and
thereby risking the destiny of a na-
tion upon the appearance of the in-
terior portion of the beast. I say,
when we see such immortals as the
great Julius, Pompey, Pyrrhus, Grac-
chus, Scippio Africanus, etc., etc., do-
ing such a thing, how can we in all
conscience condemn our own poor
fisherfolk and artizans who, at cer-
tain periods of the year, try their luck
at a toss of the tea-cup, or have the
past, present and future told by fifty-
two pieces of cardboard manipulated
in the hands of a magician. For my
own part I would certainly prefer the
tea-cup or the pack to'the terrible
mixture stirred in the famoiufs cauld-
ron of the

Three Weird Sisters,

so graphically described by Shakes-
peare, and by the effluvia or other-
wise the three “beauties” were en-
abled to foretell the  future of the
Thane ,of Cawdor and his ambitious
better half—his wife. In olden times
fortune-telling was carried out and
believed in to a far greater extent
than it is at present, although in some
of the outports to-day may be found
the tosser of the cup and the what-
you-do-wish and what-you-don’t-wish,
holding their positions as proudly
and lucratively as they  did eighty
years ago. In the large towns such
as St. John's, Harbor Grace, Carbon-
ear and Brigus, in years gone by, the
fortune-teller (generally a widow),
was in all her glory, dressed in
flounced silk dress and wel-trimmed
bonnett, not to speak of velvet hair-
net or well-twisted curls. It was the
duty of our magician to find out all
sbe possibly could about the family,
love, business and all other affairs
of her victims. She attended church
regularly and was foremost ‘at a col-
lection. ‘She knew the captains of ail
our sealing fleet, and through her
emissaries, managéd to ascertain in
what ships certain folks had procured
a berth. In those days our sealers
were rollicking, jovial fellows of the
come-day go-day style, whose whole
ambition was the frozen pans, almost
sure of a bill of thirty or forty pounds
should they manage to procure berths
with the jowlers. Besides, they had
nothing to do from the last of Qcto-
ber until the last week in February,
unless they took a trip to Sydney,
Spain; Portugal or elsewhere. ' During
their holidays they were always clean
and  comfortable, with the best woolen
underclothing and gloves, manufac-
tured from the raw by their mothers,
wives, sisters or sweethearts. But
this was before the era of novels and
hand-organs. However,- previous to
departure, they would invariably pa-
tronize the fortune-teller, and strange
to say, in -most instances; she would
tell. them if they would make good’
bills or not. In my young days

would hold me in awe, -and we used
to give the great one a wide berth
as she proceeded to prayers arrayed
in her variegated silk dress, numer-
ously flounced and ocecupying the
spa e in church of half dozen ordi-
nary citizens, Hoop skirts were in
vogue in those days I speak about.
Since the increase of the drum fish
trade with Brazil this mode of attire
has been entirely done away with.
Here in
St. John'’s, abeut 80 years ago, one of
these worthies pitched her tent, some-
where in the neighborhood of Apple
Tree Well.
