BULGARIA AND SERBIA CLASH.

PARIS, April 4.

Hostilities between Serbian troops
and Bulgarian irregulars have broken
out -along the = border. The  official
statement issued at Nish, Serbia, as
ferwarded to the Havas Agency, says
that the Bulgarians overwhelmed
the Serbian Guards and occupied Ser-
bien territory. The statement fol-
lows: . Last night, Bu‘lgarian irregu-~
lars, wearing military uniforms, at-
tacked large numbers of our outposté
&t  Valando. Our frentier guards,
overwhelmed by superior numbers,
were forced to give ground, and re-
treated in the direction of the rail-
way station at Strumitsa. AY 5 a.m.
t*e Eulgarians cccupied 4all the
heights on the left bank of Varder.
The losses on both sides were serious.
Wounded scldiers state that Bulgar-
ian bends fought under the direction
of Bulgarian officgrs, and the number
of troops engaged was slightly more
than a regiment. The neighboring
frontier posts were immediately sent
reinfercements.
An oifficial despatch from Ghevegh-
eli, Serbia, forwarded to the Hayvas
Agency, confirms the statement that
Bulgarian bands crossed the Serbian
berder. They are said to have cap-
tured from the Serbian frontier
guards two cannon with which they
bombardd the railway station at Siru-
mitsa. Railway and telegraph com-
munications were cut after Lieavy
fightthg, and this message says fur-
ther that the Bulgarians were rapuls-
ed and fled, closely pursued by Ser-
bian troops.
London, April 4.—The Serbian Le-
gaticn in London received to-day the
following official despatch from Nish:
