DESERTING THEIR' COUNTRY.
COPENHAGEN, July 8.

TRIAL OPENS.
LONDON, July 8.

The trial by courtmartial opened 
here to-day of Corporal Jos. Dowling, 
who landed on the Irish coast in a 
German collapsible boat two months 
ago, and who since has been a prison­
er in the Tower of London. Corporal 
Dowling, in civilian clothes, was 
brought to the court in an auto­
ambulance, handcuffed to a British 
soldier and accompanied by a non­
commissioned officer, armed with a 
revolver. Lord Cheylesmore presided 
over the Court Corporal Dowling, 
who Is slight in build, of medium 
height, and of a wide-awake appear­
ance, pleaded not guilty to the formal 
charges, which are under three heads. 
First, that while he was a prisoner of 
war in Germany he joined a hostile 
force; second, that he endeavored to 
induce others to join; third, that he 
participated in an attempt to land a 
hostile force in Ireland. The story 
told by Prosecutor Bodkin of the ar­
rival of Corporal Dowling in Ireland 
follows : On April 17th, fishermen 
going out from a harbor on the Clare 
coast saw a man waving â handker­
chief on an island half a mile from the 
shore. He said he had beqn washed 

i ashore from the torpedoed ship Mis­
sissippi during the night. He paid the 
fishermen five shillings to land him at 
Battyaline pier, where he gave his 
name as Jas. O’Brien, and described 
the torpedoing of the Mississippi with 
great detail, stating that the ship came 
from Baltimore. Later in the day his 
collapsible boat of undoubted German 
manufacture, was washed ashore,

President Wilson classes you in the 
great army of democracy, as opposed 
to the hosts of tyranny, and in that 
army you must not shirk your duty. 
Your duty is to assist the Cause by 
every means in your power, by all 
forms of patriotic work, and by lend­
ing your money to your country in 
order that there may be no slackening 
in our efforts. Do not be a slacker or 
deserter. Invest In Victory Bonds and 
seal the Kaiser’s doom.

Flying Rumours.
It is regrettable that rumour is so 

persistently multiplied, particularly 
that of the absurdly impossible type. 
A ridiculous story is started and it 
spreads like wildfire, gaining in vol­
ume and details as it passes from 
mouth to mouth, until what merely 
was a manifest untruth, is tabricated 
into a mass of sensational report, cal­
culated to create panic and bring 
about a chaotic condition of local af­
fairs. There appears to be no way 
whatever to prevent flying rumours 
from gaining credence. It is a poor 
tribute to our analytical powers, that 
wo accept as gospel any and every 
wild story that may have its origin in 
some stray intelligence filtering 
through a hundred mediums ere it 
reaches us. With half of the yarns 
that are being circulated, and with 
the most of the other half as well, it 
needs only to put our wits to work and 
reason backwards, to find that they 
arc contrary to and against all possi­
bility or likelihood. Within the past 
few days the city has been deluged 
with rumours of a certain nature, and 
ail sorts of imaginary evils are being 
anticipated by the fearful, which fear 
is in danger of being communicated to 
others, thus causing alarm needlessly. 
The present is no time for panic. Anp 
contingency that may arise must be 
met qooly and calmly, and the strong 
must show the weak and direct them 
should there be danger. Cassandra pro­
phecies are more of evil onlbn than 
the evil itself. Preparedness should 
be the key-word of everything we do, 
and not only the key-word, but the 
note of all our actions. By the adop­
tion and use of that motto we will be 
making ready for the time (if it 
comes) -when we shall need all our 
coolness, all our resources, all our 
courage and all our endurance to 
withstand and combat the peril. But 
don’t let us get into a despondent, fa­
talistic state. “What is to be, will be” 
if we let it happen. The Anglo Saxon 
does not sit down and wait for trouble 
to come. His inherent optimism will 
not permit him to live in that state, 
and Newfoundlanders, the descendants 
of the best blood of three kingdoms, 
are not going to accept whatever Fate 
may have in store for us, sitting down. 
Bather will we gird ourselves and 
prepare to overcome the peril Which 
may be lurking in concealed places. 
Being in a state of war, we must be, 
at all times, willing to accept the for­
tunes of war, but it will never do to 
worry ourselves into a state of panic 
because rumour is so prolific. There 
is one suggestion that we would make 
on this point and that is that 
when anything of a nature calculated 
to give rise to alarming and unfound­
ed reports, occurs, the authorities 
should at least give to the press a 
statement, if only of the most meagre 
kind, of actual facts, in order to allay 
anxiety and prevent the stampeding 
of sentiment.

Mr. Jonas Barter presided at last 
night’s meeting of the T. P. U., and a 
large number of members attended, 
several applicants were admitted to 
membership. The new regulations 
governing the driving of vehicles pasf 
the street cars while passengers are 
transferring» were discussed and it 
was unanimously agreed to da all pos­
sible to adhere to the law. The new 
scheme for building houses was pre­
sented by Pres. Barter and met with 
the enthusiastic approval of all.

Mr. A, W. Miller 
Addresses Fogota’s

Passengers.
» —

xQuite an interesting event took
place on board the S.8. Fogota during 
that ship’s last trip from Marydtown 
to Placentia. The occasion was mark­
ed by a most interesting speech from 
Mr. A. W. Miller, Honorary President 
of the Commercial Travellers’ Asso­
ciation of Newfoundland, on travelling 
conditions on the Southwest Coast.

The passengers of whom there were 
upwards of one hundred assembled 
on the bridge deck, which was illum­
inated for the occasion, and were ad­
dressed in fluent and forcible language 
by Mr. Miller who, judging from the 
applause which greeted his remarks, 
voiced the sentiments of all present 
when he denounced the conditions at 
present existing.

Mr. Miller prefaced his r«narks 
with a congratulatory reference to 
Captain Dalton, his officers and crew 
who under the circumstances were do­
ing everything possible for the com­
fort and safety of the passengers. He 
said that from his many years ex­
perience of travel on our rugged 
coast he could fully appreciate the re­
sponsibility that rested on the com­
mander of a ship that carried such a 
precious cargo under such unfavour­
able conditions. He felt that the 
thanks of the travelling public was 
due to Capt. Dalton for the skill with 
which he so carefully navigated his 
ship and for the courtesy at all times 
extended to passengers.

Continuing his remarks, Mr. Miller 
told of some of his experiences on the 
coast and of the commercial progress 
that had been made during recent 
years, “a progress,” said he “that de­
mands more Consideration from the 
hands of those in authority.” "Here 
we are,” said Mr. Miller, with one 
hundred passengers on a ship that has 
accommodation for only about thirty- 
five. In case of accident there is only 
provision for about one third of our 
number, and here again I would em­
phasize the great mental anxiety that 
must of necessity be felt by the Cap» 
tain of the ship.

Before concluding his speech, Mr. 
Miller urged the necessity of bringing 
the matter to the attention of the Gov­
ernment with a view of having the 
proper remedy applied at once. He 
said that in other Countries the people 
would not stand for such treatment, 
and he was somewhat surprised that 
action had not been taken long ago by 
the people of the South Coast who 
should insist on better treatment at 
the hands of the Government. Per­
sonally he was prepared to lead a 
deputation with a view to having some 
more consideration given the travel­
ling public, as he felt sure that if such 
a presentation were made the author­
ities could not bat accede to the de­
mands of an outraged people. When 
Mr. Miller finished he was greeted 
with continued applause and all pre­
sent felt that he had voiced the senti­
ments of those on board, who hoped 
that conditions will be remedied by the 
time they make their next trip on the 
coast

Diocesan Synod.
AFTERNOON SESSION.

8th July.
Synod opened at 3.30, The Lord 

Bishop in the chair.' After the usual 
devotional exercises the roll was 
called when 28 clergy and 18 lay dele­
gates responded. Minutes of last ses­
sion read and confirmed.

The following resolution was moved 
by Canon Field, seconded by Sir W. 
H. Horwood and carried by a stand­
ing vote:—

“That the Synod convey its sin­
cere sympathy to Canon Colley in his 
long and serious illness.”

Canon Colley Is so well known and 
highly respected that this resolution 
will be greatly appreciated.

Dr. Blackall moved and the Rev. W. 
J. R. Higgttt seconded which was also 
carried by a standing vote, the fol­
lowing resolution:—

“The Synod sincerely regrets that 
Canon Noel has been prevented by 
physical pain from attending the 
Synod during this session. The regu­
larity of his attendance at every ses­
sion of the Synod since its inaugura­
tion, and the intelligent and vigor­
ous part that/he has taken in its de­
liberation have always made him 
conspicuous in the Synod. The Synod 
desires that a message of greeting, 
good will and sympathy be conveyed 
to Canon NocL”

Mr. Bayley asked that the accounts 
of Spencer Lodge be laid upon the 
Table.

Mr. LI. Colley moved and Rev. W. J. 
R. Higgitt seconded the following re­
solution pursuant to notice already 
given:—

BE IT RESOLVED,—That this 
Synod place on record its conviction 
that the time has come for some sys­
tem of compulsory education to be in­
augurated in this Dominion, and that 
it be an instruction to the Synod Com­
mittee on Education to wait on the 
Government and ask that body to 
take the necessary steps in this im­
portant matter; an endeavour being 
first made to secure the active co­
operation of the other denominations.”

After considerable discussion in 
which Revs. Higgitt, Andrews, Rusted, 
Canon Bolt, Elliott, Butler, and 
Messrs. LI. Colley, Dr. Blackall, Mott, 
Norman, Dr. Barnes, Withers. Peel 
and Hodder took part, the resolution 
was cefcried.

House rose at 5.15.
EVENING SESSION.

Hettse resumed at 7.30, Lord Bishop 
presiding. After prayers, 40 clergy 
and 41 laf delegates answered their 
names.

Rev. Mr. Clarke, of the Protestant 
Episcopal Church of America, was in­
vited by the Bishop to address the 
Synod. Mr. Clarke in passing paid a 
tribute to Newfoundland on the part 
it was taking in this terrible war; 
and while admitting that America 
would fight on to the “last red drop” 
to win the war, only Christ could save 
the world and bring about a true and 
lasting Peace. Christ works through 
men—you and me—men who call 
themselves Christians—and the great­
est need , at the present time is men. 
men of strong hearts, men of honor 
and Christ-like spirit* In eloquent 
diction he gave a most interesting re­
view of the work done by the mission­
ary movement In Baltimore and other 
large cities of America, and from ex­
ordium to peroration he was listened 
to with rapt attention.

Canon Smart moved the following 
resolution:—

BE IT RESOLVED, — That the 
Bishop, Clergy and Lay Delegates, of 
the Diocese of Newfoundland in 
Synod assembled, place on record its 
deep sense of gratitude for the visit of 
the Rev. Franklin J. Clarke, of the 
Protestant Episcopal Church of Ameri­
ca, and its hearty appreciation of the 
valuable services rendered by Mr. 
Clarke while in our midst;

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED,— 
That an expression of our thanks bo 
sent to the Rt Rev. Bishop Lloyd, 
President of the Board of Missions, for 
the kindly greetings to His Lordship 
the Bishop and the Church in Naw- 
foundlad as well as for the generous 
gift of missionary literature to the 
clergy of the Diocese.

At this stage of the proceedings 
Canon Bolt introduced the Rev. Dr. 
Boyle, President of King’s Uniyerstty, 
Windsor, N.S., who received a 'hearty 
welcome from the Bishop and Lay 
Delegates of the Synod, and was in­
vited to a seat on the floors of the 
House.

Pursuant to notice Mr. Dnnfleld 
moved the adoption of the Report of 
the Committee on the C. of B. Col­
leges, which was seconded by R$v. 
Canon Smart. Mr. Dnnfleld gave an 
elaborate explanation of the finances, 
boarding accommodation, girls’ board­
ing school, and outlined the general 
scheme in connection with the pro­
posed new college buildings. Revs. 
Bayley, Canon Smart and Higgitt, and 
Messrs. Harvey, Blackall and R. R. 
Wood took part in the discussion 
which continued until 10.16, when the 
debate adjourned thill to-morrow 
evening at 7.30.

The House then rose, the Bishop 
pronouncing the Blessing.

This house, according to 
Col. Harban of the Czechs Slovak Na­
tional Council, who was interviewed in 
Tokio, on July 2nd, by the corres­
pondent of the Times, was attacked on 
June 29th by the Czecho-Slovaks who 
routed the guards with hand gren­
ades. Twenty Czechs were killed in 
the fighting.

Summer School Opens.
At 9.30 this morning, the first session 

cf the Summer School opened in the 
Methodist College HU1, a large num­
ber of teachers attending.

The Summer School 
will be held during the next month, 
and our local educationalists have se­
cured the services of Director Zebulon 
Judd, of the Polytechnichal Institute, 
Alabama, U.S.A., and Miss Bruce 
Bristol.

Miss Bristol, on the other hand, will 
deal solely with the kindergarten 
primary methods of education. She 
will give lectures on the teaching of 
reading and other subjects, and also 
will give short discourses for the bene­
fit of junior teachers, on phychology. 
These specialists are now left for here 
and will probably arrive by Saturday. 
Lectures will be given by Dr. Blackall 
on Monday, Wednesday and Friday, 
from 9A0 to 10.30 on school teaching; 
and by Dr. Burke on Tuesday, Thurs­
day and Saturday, on the introduction 
to educational psychology. Dr. 
Campbell, M.D., will deliver lectures 
on-Hygiene at noon on Monday, Wed­
nesday and Friday. Professor Hutton 
will lecture on music and elocution , on 
Tuesday, Thursday and Saturday. 
Mr. Murdock, A.M.C., and Miss Kath­
leen Kelly will lwture on art from 2.30 
to 3.30, and from 3.30 to 4.45, Misses 
Worrell and Curtis will give the lady 
teachers a course of physical drill on 
the campus of St. Son’s College, while 
at the same hour and place, an officer 
from the Newfoundland Regiment will 
.drill the men. Miss Sterling, Prin­
ciple of BishopriSpencer College, Rev. 
Mr. Thomas, Mr. House, Mr. Goodman, 
and Miss Collins will hold evening 
classes in the Synod Hall. The of­
ficers of the School are: Principal, Dr. 
V. P. Burke; Registrar, Mr. S. White­
way; Secretary, Miss A. Doyle ; Direc­
tors, the Superintendents of Education 
of the various denominations.

Some 200 teachers will attend the 
School, which this year will specialise 
on primary work and rural education.

Carrying out a project suggested 
some time ago in Germany, the Ba­
varian Government has opened an 
exhibition in Munich calculated to 
prove to King Ludwig’s subjects that 
the wartime cartoons of enemy artists 
are violent and bitter, while those 
made in Germany are merely amusing 
and caustic. Side ,by side with sam­
ples of the most extreme anti-German 
cartoons arc placed some of the more 
moderate German sketches.

According to a copy of the Munch- 
ner Neueste Nachrichten recently re­
ceived in London, most of the enemy 
productions are of the poorest quality, 
and produce ‘only a feeling of disgust.’ 
Some, indeed, such as the cartoons of 
Raemaekers, “combine with the sense

HERRING. Splits have been pur 
chased at $7.50 per barrel, which 
the ruling price. A splendid demand 
for this pack exists in the West In 
dies now. The Green Bay Scotch 
pack is fast being cleared to New 
York markets, direct, sales being: 
made at $14|15 per barrel. Big losses 
have been incurred through a sacrifice 
in prices owing to lack of cold storage.

LOBSTERS. Maritime Province 
packers are becoming alarmed over 
prospects of this fishery’s future and 
are seeking for legislation to save the 
industry from gradual extinction, 
meeting of those interested is to be 
held at Halifax the second week in 
August. A representative from New­
foundland should attend this meeting 
and we trust that arrangements will 
be made to have one sent. This is 
matter which affects us very closely.

'PROVISIONS. The price of Pork 
still keeps casing down. Wholesale 
dealers quote Ham Butt $47. Very 
few sales are being made, at this sea­
son. The imports are some 7,800 bar­
rels behind last year. Beef figures 
hold firm. Local prices tor the best 
brands, wholesale are $41: Packet and 
Boneless $40: Cuttings, $29.50. The 
Canadian Food Control Board advises 
that no more Flour will be sold for 
export until September, when the 
new crop is milled. This will be a 
serious development for Newfound­
land, as our white flour stocks are 
practically sold out. We have now 
come to the time when it is incumb­
ent upon us to buy “Government 
Standard” brand which is selling at 
$13.80. Superior, grades are $14.75. 
American granulated sugar is acutely 
scarce and importers are only able to 
partially fill orders. The tonnage 
situation is responsible for this 
though there may be relief in a few 
weeks. Local quotations stand at $10 
per hundred pounds. Barbados sugar 
is offering at 9% cents per pounds, 
Light Straw. Crystal and Muscvado, 
8% cents, with fair supplies in stock. 
The loss of a cargo of molasses a few 
days ago will accentuate the shortage 
in prospect. Prices advanced during 
the past week from 92 to 94 cents per 
gallon. A parcel of 1,000 puncheons 
destined for this dominion has been 
sold to dealers in the Maritime Pro­
vinces, a goodly portion of which will 
go to Halifax.

Submarine Bases.

Bindenbnrg, the
Idolized Beast.

(From the Syracuse Post-Standard.)
The Countess Laura Turczynowicz 

was the most effective speaker of War 
Chest week, for she "brought her own 
personal testimony of the havoc of 
war. She has lived through the hor­
rors of German warfare in a country 
which has suffered German brutality 
and atrocity, without the relief which 
America has been able to extend to 
Belgium. She has lived In a war area 
in Which the most ruthless and 
heartless of all Gernra» commanders 
made the reputation for inhumanity 
which commended him for promotion 
to the head of all the German armies. 
The country was compelled, as part 
of her Calvary, to act 'as hostess to 
General Hindenburg, Ç> see him lock 
men and women in a church for two 
weeks without "food or water, to hear 
him tell distracted fathers that they 
could not have their j>wn daughters 
back, as they "belonged to the sol­
diers.” Thus she described Hinden­
burg:

You have seen his pictures. That’s 
just the way he looks, only more so. 
He is purple and red. I don’t think it 
is apoplexy. It is temper and alcohol. 
He is the cruelest creature that ever 
drew breath. [

This beast Is the idol of Germany, | 
his ugly statue adorning the public 
squares of her cities, his power 
throughout the empire second only to 
that of the emperor himself. What 
hope is there for the world with the 
Hindenburg monster in command of 
Germany’s armies—and her soul?

The United States Navy Depart­
ment has offered a reward of $1,000 
for information leading to the dis­
covery of enemy submarine bases “on' 
this side” of the Atlantic. The New 
York Times regards this offer as a 
counsel of caution. Apparently it 
does not signify official belief in the 
existence of a single German base 
anywhere from the broken coast of 
Maine to the Florida Keys and the 
lagoons of Louisiana. Yet there 
seems to be a lurking suspicion that 
the enemy may have agents, some­
where along the coast or elsewhere, 
engaged in furnishing him with sup­
plies. It was at the suggestion of 
“some of the Admirals" that Secre­
tary Daniels was moved to offer the 
reward; to civilians only, of course. 
It might be said that the Secretary is 
“taking no chances.” Consider this 
statement by him:

“We have no information that there 
is any submarine base on this side 
maintained by the enemy, but if such 
a base does exist, we are anxious to 
obtain the information. Nor do we 
have any reason to believe that there 
is-q secret base on our shores. Still, 
we-, think it well worth while to make 
this offer in the hope that it will re­
sult in an even keener lookout on 
the part of the civilians and others 
alopg shore.”

Evidently the offer is open to the

West Indies, Mexico, and the Span­
ish Main, as well as to the Atlantic 
and Gulf coasts. The Times says the 
distinction in the Secretary’s state­
ment between “on this side” and “on 
our shores” should be noted. Prob­
ably the Navy Department has its 
mental eye on Mexico. At all events, 
the American offer should serve to 
keep the people along the Nova Sco­
tia (and Newfoundland) coast on the 
alert. This is the season when the 
utmost vigilance should be observed. 
—Halifax Morning Chronicle.

There are no more stubborn fight­
ers than the pacifists. Everyone 
knows the story of the conscientious 
objector who, having satisfied a tri­
bunal that his principles forbade him 
to fight for his country, later defend­
ed his pacific views so vigorously that 
he found himself haled before a ma­
gistrate charged with assault and 
battery. The Pacifists are all like 
that. They do not apparently object 
to see their country beaten, but they 
refuse to own defeat themselves, be 
the odds against them ever so over­
whelming. The affair of the Emper­
or’s letter has given a fresh fillip to 
their activities. The “Peace” of Brest- 
Litovsk gave them pause for a time; 
the “Peace” of Bukarest frankly stag­
gered them; but here was a most joy­
ful way out. An amiable Austrian 
prince'writes to his amiable brother- 
in-law an amiable letter proposing 
peace; why was the offer rejected by 
the ruthlessly militaristic Govern­
ments of France and Great Britain? 
“We might have had peace in 1917,” 
they cried, and devoted their consid­
erable powers of invective to the 
agreeable task of attacking the two 
or three statesmen immediately con­
cerned for not having initiated and 
carried on secret negotiations on the 
basis of the Emperor’s proposals—a 
curious move, by the way, on the part 
of a group which for months and 
years has been denouncing “secret 
diplomacy.” The Pacifists in our midst 
are small in numbers and vociferous 
out of all proportion to their weight, 
but their campaign of misrepresen­
tation and innuendo contains germs 
of danger to the connon cause, and 
we are very glad that on the debate 
on the adjournment for the Whitsun 
recess Mr. Balfour seized the oppor­
tunity to blow their whole edifice 
sky-high.—Review of Reviews.

Paper Men Are
Real Prodncers.

(From Toronto Saturday Night)
Publishers of Canada, those who use 

newsprint have freely handled the 
visible weapon of their publicity, and 
have more eneregticaliy employed 
their concealed club of gentlemanly 
intimidation, to have the price of 
newsprint sliced down to suit their 
own platform in these war times. 
When it gets down to bedrock, and we 
try to think like economists and talk 
as bankers are supposed to talk, by 

uninitiated, who is the greatest 
national producer just now, the pub­
lisher or the palp and paper man? A 
little card that comes floating through 
the mails tells us that Canada’s pulp 
and paper industry turns out about 
$80,000,000 worth per annum, and 
$60,000,000 worth of this product is 
exported to the United States. The 
pulp people by keeping their plants 
going strong, can cancel $60,000,000 

of an adverse trade balance to 
Canada. These manfacturers can also 
expand and bolster up a business em­
ploying the natural resources of Can­
ada, and with a market just across the 
border eager for the stuff, they can 
sell in time a quarter of a billion dol- 

worth, instead of $80,000,000 
worth. They can produce large sur­
plus profits for all Canada from a 
foreign source, which means a net 
gain to the country to enable us to 
pay off our war bills. This the pub­
lisher cannot do. The publisher 
deals in brains, white paper and ink, 
but he does not produce much else 
than sensations. The Dominion Gov­
ernment , appointed Commissioner 
Pringle to set the price of newsprint, 
and after his finding, which set the 

too low, according to the pulp 
and paper men, the publishers joined 
hands and called the Commissioner 
names. The pulp men wanted an in­
crease of fifty per cent over the old 
price. The Commissioner set the 
price for newsprint at $2.85 per hun­
dred pounds, this figure to terminate 
in May. Almost as a unit the pulp 
and paper men contended that the fig­
ure so set was not far from the level 
of cost of production, and some main- 
tained they would have to sell to 
Canadian publishers at a loss in 
meeting the figure. However, the 
price was set, and then the publishers 
made demand that this figure should 
not terminate in May, but remain in 
force until June, and apparently so 
until that figure becomes established 
in concrete. They also asked that 
thirty-five cents of this price be with­
held from the paper men, to be re­
funded in case the price finally fix­
ed is under that set. Public opinion 
might very well step in here, and de­
cide whether or not the pulp and pa­
per men are entitled to a fair prie» 
for their products.

Pershing’s Words to 
Men of Allied Fleet.

London, July 2.—The Right Rev. 
Charles Henry Brent, former Pro­
testant Episcopal Bishop of the Phil- 
lipines, during a recent visit to the 
Grand Fleet, delivered the following 
message from General Pershing to 
the men of the British and American 
ships:

“The bond which joins together all 
the men of our blood has been 
mightily strengthened and deepened 
by the rough hand of war. Those of 
us who are privileged to serve in the 
Army and Navy are to one another 
as brothers.

“The spaces of land and sea are 
nothing where common purposes 
bind. We are so dependent on one 
another that the honor, fame and ex­
ploits of the one are the honor, fame 
and exploits of the other.

“Should the enemy dare leave his 
safe harbor and set his ships in bat­
tle array, no cheers would be more 
ringing as you and the Allied fleets 
move to his defeat than those of the 
American forces in France. We have 
unshaken confidence in you, and are 
assured that when we stand on the 
threshhoid of peace your record will 
be one worthy of your traditions."
