A BUSY SESSION.

PARIS, Feb. 7.

Many important matters were be~
fore the Supreme War Council, com-
prising the Council of the Great Pow-
ers and the military commanders, on
all French fronts, when it met to-day
to consider primarily the extension
of the armistice with Germany which
expires on February 17. Although the
final decisions went over until to-
morrow the session was interesting
from' the number of subjects demand-
ing attention that were represented
by the naval and military chiefs. Re-
ports were made to the council by the
military high commands on the sub-
ject of demobilization and the relative
forces of the powers to be maintained
in the occupied regions. The Ver-
sailles military council also submit-
ted a report as to the military forces
available for the disturbed regions of
Turkey. The naval branch of the
council presented recommendations
formulated as the result of consulta-
tions among Jhe British, French, Ital-
ian and American naval commanders
bearing mainly on the turning over |
of the German submarines, blockade |
restrictions and the surrender of the |
German commercial fleet. This fleet,
it is said, is ready to be turned over |
but the Allies thus far have not|
agreed upon the allotment of the |
steamers among the various Allied
nations, nor upon the compensation

THE HOUSING PROBLEM.

LONDON, Feb. 8.

He will take an
early opportunity of laying them be-
fore the House of Commons. A cir-
cular on this subject has already been
issued to the local governing bodies,
and yesterday the President made a
further explanatory statement. The
present measures are to be confined
to England and Wales, but similar
plans relating to Scotland will be
proceeded with. Hitherto because
new housing was a crying need the
Government had not promised any
financial assistance dealing with slum
areas, now, however, exactly the
same assistance will be given for any
losses incurred by local authorities

Last night, at. Thomas’s Rev Dr.
Jones preached a very eloquent, and
impressive sermon on labor and capi-
tal.  The question of labor is =s old
as the human race, said the speaker,
men haye forever been wrestling with
the labor problem. The exodus of
Israel from the land of Egypt was &
revolution against injustice, and ill-
treatment, and Moses was their leader
towards a better social condition.

All through the ages, injustice and
tyranny have been the causes of the
labor problem.

The Israelites cried to God and he
heard them, and Pharaoh’s lack of
sympathy resulted in their escape.

The Christian religion threw a little
light on the matter, but the question
has never been fully settled, and
social conditions to-day are Very
much in need of adjustment. During
the passing of the years there have
been two crises, which have affected
largely the labor question. First
there was the French revolution,
which was in reality an Indnstrial
upheaval, and helped to show. up the
importance of the laborite problem,
and the need ‘of betterment’ in the
social conditions of the people. In
truth labor was not comsidered as a
fact of life, until the French Reévolut-
fon. The second crises was the in-
troduction of machinery into manu-
facturing. The utlization of machin-
ery increased output, but it showed
the . difference between the employer
and the employee, as previous to
this the employer often. worked with
the labourers. After this the employer
had his office, and became more alof
while the laborers consorted together
more, and thus began to confer, and
labor unions resulted. But still the.
problem rémained, and the chief rea-
gon, then as now s the unfair pro-
portion of profits received by latorers
and capitalists.

Even as there were two crisis in
the labor movement there, were also
two attempts by the laborers to solve
the problem.

Among the first would-be-reformers
were such men as Adam Smith, and
Ricardo. These men were from the
wedlthy classes, and could be known
as the closet type of reformers, as
they did not mix with the people.
These men, preached the doctrine of
political economy or individualism,
but their maxims, such as “free, uan-
trammelled competition,” “personal
liberty,” and “every man for him-
self,” are now discarded. Then there
was, and is, the working-men reform-
ers. Sometimes these reformers are
liked, but at other times hated, when

The flat failure of t%e generai of-
fi~ial reception to the returned scld-
jers on Friday night 8nd Saturday
morning, may be attributed to incom-
petence or bungling or lack of or-
ganization or anything else that ap-
peals to the individual fancy, but
whatever may or may not have been
the cause for the coldness.and ap-
parent lack of enthusiasm displayed
on both the occasions mentioned,
there was no mistake made in the
ovation accorded Ricketts, V.C, by
the .populace on his landing from the
Corsican, and the demonstration was
all the more remarkable because of
jts instant spontaneity and freedom
from restraint. St. Johm's did itself
proud on Saturday forenoon, when
the vast concourse of people which
had assembled to do honour to the
hero of the hour broke all records
in the way of welcome, and with
wrarm hearted patriotism and abourd-
ing pride in the victor of Ledgehem,
taught a lesson to the authorities,
which they would do well to remem-
ber when occasion again arises to
greet others of our Regiment on their
homecoming, and we trust that the
moral will not be forgotten.

Nor must Ricketts, V.C., be forgot-
ten either, after the first excitement
of his appearance among us has burn-
ed.itself out. Our obligations to him
are not to be cast aside with the ex-
cuse that we have dome all that we
could. Rather have they been added
to and made more binding by rea-
son of certain circumstances in the
past life of the youthful wearer of the
decoration “For Valour”—circum-
stances which are within our pow-
er to change, and by so changing,
prove that we are animated by more
than a desire to shake him by the
hand and say “Well done!” :

The various: presentations to \\bg
made to Newfoundland’s only V.C.
are most commendable and show a
due appreciation of his gallant con-
duct and self sacrificing spirit, by the
different organizations which are
makiné them; but these are not suf-
ficient, being merely local. The re-
quest for sufficient money, popular-
1y subscribed, to erect a lasting mem-
orial in perpetuation of his name and
immortal deed, in his native place,
has realised success. But personally
we owe him more than that, because
directly no benefit is thus conferred
on the man himself.

Where we can best show our grati-
tude and admiration is in doing some-
thing that will be of assistance in
shaping the career which he will
choose for himself He has expressed
8 desire to enter College for the pur-
pose of acquiring a complete educa-
tion, and this is where our part—
the citizens part—begins. This is
where the opportunity occurs to do
something tangible in aiding his
wishes in this direction. A sum of
money, equal to the cost of not less
than six years tuition and board is re-
quired to pay for the education of
Sergt. R. T. Ricketts, V.C,, D.CM,, C.
D.G., of the Royal Newfoundland Re-
giment, and the obligation and re-
gponsibility of finding the sum requir-
ed rests upon t\he people of New-
foundland. A contemporary has sug-
gested that the Guvernment take this
matter up. We do not think so, in fact
we emphatically disapprove of the
Government having anything at all to
do with it—for reasons. This is sole-
1y an affair for-the public, and Gov-
ernment infervention should neither
‘be solicited nor tolerated. Our sense
of duty should be too strong to.per-
. mit even of the mention of Govern-
ment assistance, Therefore let us
put all thought of such aside, and, by
popular donatioms only, ‘reate a
fund, (the nucleus of which has al-
ready been made) to be known as
,‘"rhe Ricketts Educational Fund” or
any other appropriate name that may
suggest itself. In doing this, we
shall be doing homor to the youthful

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Our American Letter.

Charleston, South Carolina, Jan. 30.
—JIt seems strange that mere guess
work about this country’s war activi-
ties should have been accepted as
truth before the official statements
were given out. We have now the an-
nouncement of the War Department
showing that the United States had
the second largest army in France up
to the signing of the armistice, being
larger than that of Great Britain by
geveral hundred thousand men. We
are also told officially that American
ships carried overseas 48 per cent.
of the American troops and that 90
per cent. of them were convoyed by
American warships.

These statements should forever set
X rest the wild delusions entertained
Jy many persons that the United
Ptates- was practically helpless as
pegards moving her troops. It may
also surprise many that a consider-
able number of the finest ships un-
der the British flag' have for years
been owned by New York interests.
One of these great lines is now about
to be transferred to the American

flag.

The sentiment against the Prohibi-
tion law is gathering force. Many
people contend that such legislation
is unconstitutional. The people them-
selves did not vote on the question,
the legislatures of the various States
ratifying the measure without re-
course to a referendum. While the
death of strong drink is certainly a
blessing to the nation, there is a vast
amount of cant and hypocrisy in-
dulged in. The millionaire of Fifth
Avenue whose cellars are filled with
the finest brands of Cognac and
Scotch, sufficient to last him the re-
mainder of his life, rails against the
poor laborer who indulges in a glass

of two per cent. beer in a Tenth Ave.
saloon. i

If any fairminded man can see the
justice in allowing the rich prohibi-
tion advocate te fill' his cellars with
liquor before the law goes into ef-
fect while denying ‘forever ‘to the poor
workman his favourite beverage, he
must be a remarkable person indeed.
When such men as Cardinal Gibbons,
and such influential newspapers as
the New York World, denounce the
measure as a blow at personal lib-
erty, even the rabid advocates of pro-
hibition must realise that the ques-
tion has two sides.

The King of Hedjas is a new boy in
the school of diplomacy. He is ad-
mitted as a delegate to the Peace Con-
gress while Newfoundland is shut out.
There are several countries which
were non-combatants in the war
which are allowed representation.
Hayti is one of these, but as that
country is to all intents and purposes
a possession of the United States, its
vote will probably count on the side
of America. There are several other
little nations which have only been
nominally at war with Germany that
k should not take precedence over New-
foundland, a Dominion that has given
its full measure of blood and treas-
ure to the great cause. Newfound-
land is ever the Cinderella of the
British  Dominions. She can now sym-
pathise with Ireland which has also
been refused admission to the holy
of holies at Versailles. The effect of
this ruling will not be to raise the
standing of poor old Terra Nova
amongst her sister Dominions. If
Newfoundland attaches any value to a
seat at the momentous Council, she
should make her protest heard by
those in authority.

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. HUGE DOCK = FOR LONDON.

- LONDON, Feb. 9.
. (Via Reuter’'s Ottawa Agency.)—
The great work of the ‘ejtension ' of
the Royal Albert Dock is near com-
pletion, and it is expected that the
new portion will be brought into use
before next autumn. Work was be-
gun in August, 1912, The existing Al-
bert dock has a meter area of rather
more than 73 acres. The approxi-
mate water area of the new dock is
684 acres, with a depth of 38 feet.
The entrance lock which is 830 feet
wide, with a depth of 41 feet eight

Inches below high water of tides, will :
be divided into two compartments, re- !

spectively 550 and 250 feet in length,
by three pairs of steel gates worked
by hydraulic my:hiner_v. The lock is
being so designed as to be capable
of extension, by means of a floating
caissoin, to 910 feet. This would al-
low the docking of a ship as large as
the Aquitania, that is to say 868 and
a half feet between perpendiculars,
and 97 feet beam. Both
passage communication with the Al-
bert Dock are practically finished,
with the exception of the lock gates,
opening bridges and machinery, work
on which the Government would not
allow to proceed until six months
ago, when special facilities were se-
cured. Operations are now being
pressed forward with® all possible
speed. The dry dock is situated at
the western end of the wet dock, and
has a length of 750 feet with a width
of 100 feet, and a depth of 35 feet over
the keel blocks. It will accommodate
a vessel of twenty-five thousand tons,
and is being equipped for lifting loads
up to twenty tons from the centre of
the dock. At its full equipment, the
new dock will offer berthing accom-
modation for 15 large ships. It will
possess a_ transit shed as well as the
most modern appliances for rapid
handling.of cargo.

BEGINNING TO LEARN.

PARIS, Feb. 9.

The Supreme War Council is re-
ported to have reached a decision at
yesterday’s meeting that it was ne-
cessary t0 #mpose more severe condi-
tions upon Germany for the remewal
of the Armistice, because of Ger-
many’s attitude towards the fulfill-
ment of her obligations. Decisions
are also said to have been reached for
the control of German demobilization,
and of the production of plants form-
erly engaged in producing Wwar mater-
fal. It is expected that the means for
gecuring the execution of the condi-
tions laid down, will be reached at
Monday’s session of the Council.

PLACATING THE SOLDIERS.

LONDON, Feb. 9.

A War Office statement, explaining
the disorders among. soldiers, says
there was an accumulation of 11,000
men in Londen, owing to a one day
delay in the Channel crossing, through
bad weather. Nine thousand men were
dispatched early to-day. Of these,
about 230 made a demonstration, and
nine of the ringleaders were arrested
for insubordination, while the others
were sent to France for duty. General
Sir William R. Robertson, Commender
of the forces in Great Britain, has
been instructed to arrange so that all
men, detained through weather or
strikes hereafter, shall be provided
with food and quarters and furnished
with five shillings a day, additional
compensation. The statement calls
attention to the rule providing that
men guilty of disorders, through im-
patience, shall be placed at the bottom
of the lists for demobilization.

DISCUSSING LABOR TROUBLES.
LONDON, Feb. 9.

Premier Lloyd George, who return-
ed from Paris last night, was engaged
early this morning in discussing the
labor troubles in the Kingdem with
the Cabinet Ministers and Board of
Trade oOfficials. Many meetings of
railway workers were in progress
during the day, for the discussion of
labor questions, from the national
standpoint. Immediately upon the re-
turn of Arthur Henderson from the
continent, a joint meeting will be held

All the Tesults
of the Conference have been passed
on to the various Labor_Unions for
decision, it being stipulated that the
Unions’ action on the programme
should be submitted to the National
Executive Committee by March 1. The
Conference passed a resolution pledg-

ing support to the Belfast strikers.
