The Fighting Trio,
Higgins, Vinnicombe and Fox 

at Flatrock Last Night.

trlct requirements—ell of which so 
vitally affect the whole of St John’s 
East—were dealt with by him in hie 
usual convincing manner. The 
speaker scathingly referred to the 
fact that the'one and only charge ad­
vanced by his opponents, was that he 
was Reid’s Lawyer. After six years 
this was the only criticism they could 
make, and in no one instance could 
they produce any facts that this was 
detrimental to the grand old district 
which he had the honor to represent. 
Mr. Higgins then called for a straight 
ticket vote, and closed his remarks 
amidst enthusiastic applause.

Another ringing reception awaited 
Councillor Vinnicombe, who was com­
pelled to wait some time for the ap­
plause to subside. In his opening 
remarks he expressed his pleasure at 
the great honor which was his of ad­
dressing as a candidate the residents 
of Flatrock. In a telling speech he 
made clear his position as a-etandard 
bearer of the Liberal Progressive 
Party. He referred to the vtllifiqation 
and contumely heaped upon himself 
and his colleagues, particularly the 
leader of the team, Hon. Mr. Higgins, 
by the Opposition press. It had been 
his Arm Intention at the outset of the 
campaign to fight a clean fight, but 
the tactics of bis opponents meant 
that another policy had to be pur­
sued.

He went right Into his 
subject In a masterly manner, and 
made a lasting Impression on the 
large audience present He pointed 
out -that for the past few years we 
enjoyed an era of unprecedented 
prosperity, but that the near future 
may possibly produce the lean years, 
and If such should be the case, It is 
necessary that Newfoundland should 
have her biggest men, her brainiest 
men, and most experienced men to 
safely guiard her destiny, and these 
men are all associated with Sir 
Michael Cashin In the Liberal Pro­
gressive Party, and of which he, Mr. 
Fox, had the honor of being one of 
the representatives. He also outlined 
the sane policy of the Cashin party, 
held out to the country, and In clos­
ing adjured his hearers that It the 
best Interests of the country were to 
be conserved, it could only be done 
through the return on Nov. 3rd of the 
Liberal Progressive Party. Mr. Fox 
won at once the loyalty and support 
of Flatrock by his frank and engag­
ing manner, and at the close of his 
address was loudly applauded.

Hon. Mr. Higgins, with a few fit­
ting remarks, closed the meeting 
amidst loud and hearty cheers for 
the Premier, the Progressive Party, 
the chairman and Higgins, Vinni­
combe and Fox. On the return to the 
city, houses were Illuminated and 
salvos of' musketry greeted them. 
To-night they will address the resi­
dents of Outer Cove. After visiting 
Logy Bay to-morrow night, they 
will hold a meeting at Baulins on 
Saturday night

The visit of Hon. W. J. Higgins 
and his colleagues, Councillor Vinni­
combe and Mr Cyril. Fox, to Flat- 
i-ock last night was an event that had 
been looked forward to ever since the 
opening of the present political cam­
paign, and the preparations they 
made to greet their favorites not only 
reflected great credit upon them­
selves but were a glowing tribute to 
the one who had carried on his 
shoulders during the past few 
troublesome years the burdens, cares 
and responsibilities of a three-man 
district—one of the largest in the 
whole Island. That the good people 
of Flatrock appreciated his endeavors 
on their behalf was evidenced by the 
sincere and tremendous, ovation 
which he received last night, and the 
intelligent voters are determined to 
a man that their young representa­
tive and his colleagues will come 
romping home on Nov. 3rd with col­
ors flying and drums beating with a 
solid two thousand majority to their 
credit

Long before the appointed hour, the 
spacious Flatrock Hall was filled to 
overflowing, amongst whom were 
a sprinkling of the fair sex, while 
outside the doors those who were un­
able to gain admittance resolved 
themselves into a welcome commit­
tee to give him the demonstration he 
deserved. Mr. Robert Morey was 
moved to the chair, and in a short 
speech introduced the candidates.

Hon. W. J. Higgins, on arising to 
speak, received an ovation that must

have Impressed the large assem­
blage. After the applause had sub­
sided, Mr. Higgins opened his ad­
dress, and pointed out that he was 
the sole survivor . of thé members 
elected for St. John’s East six years 
ago, and thought it was particularly 
fitting to avail of the opportunity to 

i pay tribute to the work done In the 
! district by the late Mr. John Dwyer 
and the present Mr. Justice Kent, 
whose names would ever remain dear 
in their memory. After introducing 
his colleagues, he proceeded to ex­
pound the policy of the new Pro­
gressive Party now going to the 
country under the leadership of the 
Fisherman-Premier, Sir Michael 
Cashin. He explained that the record 
of the present Government is brief, 
as it came into office when the Coali 
tion Government was smashed by the 
endeavors of the Coaker clique to en­
tirely dominate it. Brief though that 
record be, it is marked by energy, ca­
pacity and regard ror the interests 
of the public. Mr. Higgins ably pre­
sented Sir Michael Cashin’s manifes­
to, clear cut as it is, and absolutely 
free from any attempt to promise 
anything that he does not intend to 
fulfil. In turn the maintenance of de­
pendents of sailors and soldiers, 
coastal steam service, the commis­
sion appointed to enquire into the 
high cost of living, adequate remun­

Extraordinary stories are told of 
the men who made fortunes.

“Uncle Sam,” his pockets stuffed 
with his war profits, is celebrating 
Peace by an orgy of Stock Exchange' 
gambling. He is rich beyond the 
dreams of avarice. “He talks no 
more of millions,” we are told. “It’s 
billions all the time.”

Men who already had more gold 
than they knew what to do with, are 
adding a million more dollars to 
their pile between breakfast and 
luncheon; and those who have never 
before had a hundred dollars in their 
pockets are making fortunes in a 
few days of delirious speculation.

“Everybody’s Doing It!”
We read of a costermonger making 

enough in a week to keep him in 
luxury the rest of his life; of a poor 
clerk blossoming in a month into a 
landowner, with three motor cars of 
his own; of a Turkish bath-attendant 
putting $20,000 into his pocket as the 
result of a few days’ lucky gambling; 
of “manicurists, bootblacks, bar­
tenders, and paper boys” who are 
poor o^e week and rich the next.

But in the land of the “Almighty 
Dollar,” such dramatic turns of For­
tune’s wheel are too common to ex­
cite attention. There are many men 
living to-day who have left Wall 
Street or one of the “Pits” hundreds 
of thousands of dollars richer than 
when they entered it a few hours 
earlier.

It is not long since we were read­
ing that a "sensational rise in the 
price of cotton has enabled Mr. 
Joseph Hoadley to make £200,000 
in five minutes on the New York Ex­
change”; and, only four months ear­
lier, the same lucky speculator had 
been credited with winning four 
million dollars (£800,000) between 
breakfast and dinner. In a few 
crowded hours he had actually made 
nearly six tons of gold—a sum suffi­
cient to yield a perpetual income of 
from £30,000 to £40,000 a year.

During a panic on the Cotton Ex­
change, caused by a report that there 
was a shortage of cotton, Mr. Theo­
dore Price once cleared £100,000 in 
five minutes; and, later, in the day, 
we are told he “more than doubled 
his winnings.”

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Tell-tale Tactics.
The low-down game played 

by the Opposition press lately, 
tells a tale of despair and vain 
determination to yet delude the 
country ere November 3rd. All 
the available cries of ordinary 
political campaigns have been 
used, but the confederation cry, 
the sectarian cry and the taxa­
tion cry, has each in its turn 
failed in its purpose to make 
the people stampede in favor of 
the Squires-Coaker combina­
tion, and so there is no resource 
left to the Opposition except of 
falling back upon the writers of 
years ago, as witness the at­
tempt by yesterday’s Post to 
bolster up the cause of Squires- 
ism by the publicity of extracts 
taken from ancient history. 
“Where and oh where is the 
Opposition gone” when it has to 
use such tactics as a last possi­
ble chance of winning the Gov­
ernment. Where are all the 
proofs that the Cashin Govern­
ment is a Reid Government, and 
a confederation gang, that were 
going to be produced by Squires. 
Has the mail gone astray that 
all the documentary evidence 
'(?) should be so tardy in mak­
ing its appearance, or is the 
Opposition so fearful of the 
known dealings of Squires and 
Coaker on this question that it 
deems it wise to say little on 
the matter. It seemeth so. 
Verily this opinion is strength­
ened by the fact that the Op­
position press groweth more 
proficient and more and more 
profuse in its abuseive per­
sonalities, signifying there­
by its knowledge of the fact 
that the Opposition manifesto 
is far beneath that of the Gov­
ernment team, and consequently 
they cringe under a sense of 
defeat, even before the actual 
battle of the ballots, and try to 
find solace in empty vaporings 
and wholesale publication of by­
gone writings.

Hitherto Messrs. Eng­
lish, the author of the to be 
celebrated book entitled “In­
vincible Ignorance,” and Har- 
tery were the sure winners, but 
suddenly the doubt presents it­
self in the writings of the Op­
position editor. Straps show 
how the wind blows. Does the 
change of writing express to 
the reading public that Hartery 
and English are losers? If so 
the Opposition is doing remark­
ably well in admitting some 
truths of the actual polling re­
sults of election day, for the 
Advocate has admitted that 
Morine will get 1,500 votes, 
with an ascendancy over his 
opponents, apd now the Post, 
admits the victory of Sir M. P. 
Cashin and his colleague P. F. 
Moore. The voters are convin­
cing even the Opposition writers 
that the Squires-Coaker ' com­

dismay, unwittingly acknow­
ledge themselves defeated.

It is very a-mewsing to read 

the Advocate. It states in big 
lettering that the election is 
won, and yet at the same time 
warns the voters to beware of 
the Government, and also her­
alds forth that a meeting will 
be held by the Liberal Reform 
(?) committee on special busi­
ness. Truly the election senti­
ment is setting in in favor of 
the Government candidates, and 
the Squiresites and Coakerites 
are in despair over, the doom 
awaiting them. The Advocate 
is just now publishing what it 
does not believe, and is trying to 
bluff the voters by its assumed 
victory for the Opposition par­
ty.

Editor Mosdell
Fined $200.00.

In the Supreme Court thin morn­
ing the Chief Justice handed down 
the decision of the Tribunal on the ap­
plication by Mr. L. E. Emerson of 
Messrs. Blackwood and Emerson, 
heard yesterday, for the punishment 
of the "Morning Post” and the "Dally 
Star” newspapers and the Editor 
thereof. Dr. Mosdell, for alleged con­
tempt of Court for comments on the 
Crosble libel suit.

The decision of the Court, with re­
gard to the defendant Mosdell, was 
that he be find $200 for contempt, for 
publishing the articles in these papers 
on the 17th and 18th instant, and the 
Court invited Mr. Emerson to furnish 
authorities supporting his claim that 
the papers be sequestrated in regard 
to the same offence.

It appears that the procedure in re­
gard to a newspaper publishing com­
pany, which is a corporation, ie some­
what different from that which applies 
to an Editor or individual. On the 
furnishing of the authorities the Court 
will then decide what action it will 
take in regard to the papers them­
selves. We understand that these au­
thorities will be put in the hands of 
the Court very shortly.

Michael Dunphy yas elected chair­
man to the great satisfaction and with 
the hearty support of all. Mr. Wood­
ford spoke for over an hour, and dealt 
exhaustively with the many issues of 
the day.

In a Devonshire church visitors are 
shown a rough oaken chest bound 
with clamps of iron, which is not less 
than six hundred years old, and which 
was originally made to hold the com­
munion plate. ,

It is a curious evidence tif how slow­
ly invention moved during the Middle 
Ages, to find that the Bank of Eng­
land a similar cheat whdeh was the 
only safe possessed by the Bank when 
it wag incorporated in 1684. A seven­
teenth century burglar could have op­
ened any safe ot the day with a saw 
and a chisel, while such a thing as a 
fire-proof safe was not heard ot until 
the year 1801.

It was a very long time before the 
iron-bound chest was superceded, but 
during the eighteenth century some of 
the more up-to-date banks—for in­
stance, that of Mr. Thomas Coutts- 
built strong rooms of a kind.

Thbse were constructed of brick. 
They were in fact, nothing but cellars 
built with stcut red brick walls.

Finding that thieves were able to 
tunnell into these, blue Staffordshire 
bricks were used and were set in ce­
ment. The doom were made of cast- 
iron. These, though a vast improve­
ment on their predecessors, were not 
burglar-proof, so then came rooms 
made entirely of iron.

In 1840 Mr. Milner, who was an In­
ventor very much ahead ot his time, 
patented a safe which was really fire­
proof. The safe had double sides, and 
between them a layer of sawdust in 
which were embedded small tubes fil­
led with alkaline salt If a fire occur­
red the heat burst the tubes and the 
sawdust was soaked with moisture, 
while a heat resisting crust was for­
med on the inner plate.

Guarded by Water and Steam.
This principle hclds good to-day.
The sate that succeeded the cast- 

iron arrangement was made of steel. 
Special steel plates were employed, 
as tough and as hard as those used 
for armouring battleships.

No money was spared. Take foi 
example, the Bank of England strong­
room, which is one ot the largest and 
strongest in the world. Its founda­
tions are nearly seventy feet below 
the level of the street, and its bed of 
concrete no less than twenty feet In 
thickness. Above this lies water seven 
feet deep, so that anyone who did 
succeed in tunnelling through the con­
crete would infallibly be drowned. 
Next come tremendous plates of 
wrought-iron. Above, the protection 
is the same—concrete and water. The 
doors are incredibly massive, each 
weighting four tons. They are made 
of a compound of flint and iron, and 
no tool has been invented that could 
cut them.

The vault beneath one of the big 
New York banks goes a step or two 
farther in the matter of defence,' for 
here the ingenuity of the inventor 
has placed the streng-room itself up­
on concrete piers. A passage runs 
around three sides, and along it are 
mirrors so cleverly arranged that the 
watchman on duty can see every part 
of the vast safe—back, sides, and bot­
tom—at once.

If an attack should take place, he 
has but to turn a tap, and jets of 
super-heated steam would make life 
impossible for the assailants.

This particular strong-room weighs 
300 tons, its walls are of five different 
layers, of steel, while it has double 
doors of which the outer weighs 12,- 
000 pounds, and is opened and closed 
by hydraulic power.

In England electric alarms have , 
been brought to a very high pitch of 1 
perfection, and are so arranged that 
the intending burglar cannot tell 
where the wires are, and indeed can- , 
not possibly get at them to cut them. (

Some Daring Raids. i
To read the newspapers, one might j 

well imagine that the United States ' 
was the home of the only criminal 
daring and scientific enough to at- 1 
tempt to burgle a strong-room.

This is by no means the case, and, 
as a matter of fact, one of the boldest 
yet most skillfully engineered of bank 
raids ever carried out in New York, £ 
was the work of an European gang, r 
under the leadership of Harry Ray- t 
mond, notorious for the theft of the 1 
famous Gainsborough picture. f

The gang purchased a small tobac- s 
conist’s shop next the hank, and with a 
the aid of miners’ drills cut a shaft 
twelve feet square through the cement t 
floor of the shop, and thence drilled v 
a tunnell under the hank. They could s 
onlyVwork at night, and they had to 
carry away all the debris in handbags, v 

After two monta’ toil they reached y 
the eteel wall ot the strong-room, f 
spent all one Sunday drilling through j 
it, and got away with £560,000 in v 
notes, bullion, and Jewels.

IT MAKES ONE THIRST TO HEAD 
THIS COLUMN ON DRINKS— 

ICED AND OTHERWISE.
Ice, as a commercial cargo, first 

came to London a hundred years ago 
from Norway and Sweden.

Therefore, this year we ought to be 
celebrating the centenary of the cock­
tail. ,

Before 1819 we had little inclination 
in these islands for iced drinks In 
summer weather.

The cynic would say we had no 
weather answering to that description. 
Anyway, when there was sultry 
weather there was no Ice.

Cocktails first came in as juleps. 
The common ingredient to both was 
ice—and plenty of 1C 

The recipes came from America by 
way of the Army, Navy, and sugar 
plantations.

It was only in that country of tor­
rid summeri that the making of real 
cooling drinks could become an art.

So America sent us the julep, which 
my dictionary calls a summer drink ; 
and then the cocktail. Why cocktail? 
Because of the tendency on the part 
of Its Imbibers to go round with their 
tails up. Before 1819, however, Eng­
land was not without summer drinks.

They Suffered From Spleen!
A list of them, from an ancestral 

cookery-book in my possession, two 
hundred years old, is enough to give 
the reader chronic teetotalism, and 
the drinker hob-nailed liver.

Here is a sample:
To make Ebulum, strongly recom­

mended in hot seasons (1719), all you 
wanted was (faith!) and

A hogshead of strong ale, a bushel 
of elder-berries, %lb. juniper berries, 
%lb. hops, %lb. ginger, %oz. cloves 
and mace, 1 oz. nutmeg and cinnamon, 
%lb. citron, orange peel, and some 
eslngoes.

You boiled all these together, fined 
and bottled it, and in hot weather you 
drank it with lumps of Double refined 
Sugar in the Glass.

That Is an original British cocktail.
They suffered, did our ancestors, 

from the spleen, known abroad then as 
the English disease. Do you wonder?

The only possible recipe in it for a 
summer’s drink is that for barley- 
water, not at all a bad tipple. I sup­
pose, for horses, but in these hot days 
too suggestive of skilly.

My modern cookery-book has a sec­
tion devoted to summer drinks, but 
they are not useful.

When one thinks of cocktails—well, 
toast-and-water and cold tea hardly 
are in the picture. And the soft fruit 
drinks seem only devised to torment 
thirsty townspeople.

■ Lovely to Bead About
They begin nobly, generously:
“Crush 3 lb. of the best ripe straw­

berries----- ”
I don't think we need go any farther 

with that one.
“Take one %lb. each of strawber­

ries, raspberries, and currants, one 
peach, one lemon, %lb-. of lclng-sug- 
ar, 1 quart boiling water-----”

No, that won’t do, either. These 
cookery- beok compilers live in a 
Utopia of their own. They “take” their 
ingredients—and we can’t even buy 
ours.
As for temperance drinka,though their 

names is legion, there is not amongst 
them one that is a genuine thirst 
quencher in hot weather. Somehow 
you can’t conceive a teetotal cockv 

, .tail. The aerated waters are either 
gaseous, sweet, or flat None of the 

j brilliantly colored stuffs sold under 
i fancy names look poisonous, and taste 
like diluted furniture-polish In hot 
weather.

But the alcholfc drinks are little 
better.

Tea, boiling hot, with a squeeze of 
lemon and no sugar., is a very good 
thirst-quencher if you can sit stall and 
laze afterwards.

Iced coffee and cream is satisfying, 
but plentifully bilious.

Captain Marryat’g Masterpiece.
So far I have not discovered any­

thing to beat mint julep.
But, unfortunately, most of the in­

gredients are unobtainable these days.
The secret of this nectareous com­

pound was brought to England from 
the States by Captain Marryat, of 
Peter Simple fame, about 1830. Here 
is his recipe:

"Put into a tumbler about a dozen 
of the tender shoots of mint 'easily 
done that!). Upon them put a spoon­
ful of white sugar, and equal propor­
tions—so as to one-third fill the 
tumbler—of peach and ordinary 
brandy (that beats me). Then take 
rasped ice and fill up the tumbler with 
It (and where do I, in the name of 
goodness, get rasped Ice?) Rub the 
lips of the glass with a piece of freSh 
pineapple (the epicure!) or lemon will 
do. (I should think so.) Then, as the 
mixture melts, sip through a straw.”

Fate will not harm you if you can 
manage this daily. So far no success 
has attended my efforts to concoct 
this—the paragon of all the cocktails 
The pineapple. Ice, or peach-brandy 
have always doged me.—Answers.
