The Papal Zouaves.
The Zouaves in the Papal army are 

justly looked upon as its elite, and were 
originally organized, if we remember 
rightly, by the celebrated General de 
Lamoriciere. They fought well at the 
battle of Castle Fidaro, but were eventu­
ally obliged to lay down their arms and 
surrender to the overwhelming numbers 
brought against the Papals by the Italian 
commanders. They comprise represen­
tatives from some of the oldest families in 
France and Belgium, and some Canadi­
ans. We have a a letter from one of 
these dated the very town threatened by 
the insurgents—Viterbo. The pontifical 
Zouaves was then 3,000 strong, divided 
into two battalions, and a depot company, 
which was stationed at Rome. The Col­
onel in Chief M. d, Alcth, is a Swiss, and 
the Lieutenants Colonels, chefs de batail­
lons all French. Our friend speaks in the 
highest terms of the food provided, and 
says that it is even better than that fur­
nished by the French army ; but on the 
other hand he is not so enthusiastic about 
the pay. The Papal Zouaves only receive 
“nine coppers every five days'.' [What 
do you say to that corporal Tim of the 
British line?] but finds consolation in the 
fact that wine is only “two coppers a 
pint.” Our Zouave further says that the 
Canadians and Irish in the corps are 
“very good soldiers,” and that unfortun­
ately there are not enough of them. 
The Papal army was raised in 1860 to 
25,000 men, but this number has since 
been largely reduced. It may now com­
prised,000 to 15,000 effective men.

Disrespect to the Queen of Spain.— 
A Madrid correspondent describes the 
disrespectful treatment which the Queen 
of Spain continues to receive at the 
hands of large bodies of her subjects. 
On Her Majesty’s return to Madrid an 
announcement was made in the Qaceta 
that she would on a day named, proceed 
to one of the sacred shrines in that city 
to pay her devotions to the Virgin, and a 
hope was expressed that the inhabitants 
would give her a cordial greeting. The 
notice, however, produced just the con­
trary effect, for, with the exception of a 
few stragglers, the streets were empty ; 
even these turned aside immediately as 
the royal procession drew near.

The Commercial Bank.—The Ham­
ilton Ti mes says :—The Commercial Bank 
of Canada and the Home District Savings 
Bank have ceased to pay out their own

Eto depositors. The Directors of the 
will hold a meeting at Kingston on 

the 6th of November, when the whole rr- 
fairs of the Commercial will be kuly dis­
cussed and c msidered, and the course to 
be pursued with reference to the creditors 
of the Bank determined on. As the time 
is but short, we would advise holders of 
Commercial bills to keep them until after 
the meeting of the Board of Directors, as 
the probability Is they will be taken rt prr 
by the bank in payment of any claims for 
discounted paper it may hold. The whole 
community will look with intense interest, 
and many with profound anxiety, for the 
action of the Bank Directors on Thursday 
the 6th of November next.

Mademoiselle Wilson, the celebrated 
cantarice,who receives now a salary of one 
hundred thousand francs, and is the great 
rival of Adelina Patti, was five years ago 
a little Swedish girl, wearing a coarse 
homespun dress and wooden shoes. 
Her parents employed her to carry milk, 
from their dairy farm to the neighbours. 
One day in the winter time, her merry 
warblings, her beautiful voice, and her 
intelligent face attracted the attention 
of a distinguished musician from Stock­
holm, who prevailed on her parents to 
send her to the Conservatory at Stockholm 
where her teachers discovered at once 
her surpassing talents, and stated that 
that another Jenny Lind had been found.

Commercial Bank.—An important pre­
liminary meeting of stockholders in the 
Commercial Bank takes place to-day at 
Allan’s office Montreal to decide on some 
course to recommend at the public meet­
ing at Kingston on the 6th prox.

The Mexican Election.^ Reports

ROME HEMMED IN BY THE 

GARIBALDI ANS.

Great Consternation in the City.

INTENSE EXCITEMENT
THROUGHOUT ITALY.

NO MINISTRY YET FORMED

[To-day’s Despatches.]
London, Oct. 26th, midnight—The fol­

lowing important despatches have been 
received here : Paris. Oct. 25—A fleet of 
war steamers left Toulon this morning 
under orders to proceed direct to Civile 
Vecchia. The embarkation of troops on 
transports at Toulon has been completed, 
and a despatch announcing their depart­
ure for Italy is momentarily expected.

Florence, pet. 26—The soldiers of F' 
Victor Emmanuel refuse to fight a 
Garibaldi. The Councils of the „ _ 
government is gaining ground, and iris 
now considered that a thoroughly radical 
ministry will be formed, whose policy 
will be devoted to making Rome the capi­
tal of Italy.

Paris, Oct. 26, evg— Bourse better and 
Rentes stronger.

Rome, Oct. 26.—The Pope, in a letter 
to the Roman Catholic Bishops through­
out rthe world, says that the patrimony of 
the church has been assailed by revolu­
tionists, and asks them to orders prayers 
in all the churches for the Holy See. The 
police, on Friday, in searching a house, 
met with resistance, they then attacked 
the house with bayonets, killed 15 Gari- 
baldians, took 36 prisoners and a quantity 
of arms.

There has been fighting to-day half a- 
mile from the dty. Great excitement pre­
vails within the walls of Rome. The re­
volutionists are making preparations for 
as cond uprising.

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It is genesally believed that one of 
first attempts at practical reform 

l>y the new Parliament when it shall 
assemble for legislation, will be to re­
duce the postage on the half-ounce let­
ter from five to three cents. This is 
a measure that is looked for ; it was 
discussed a considerable time ago, and 
the conclusion invariably arrived at, 
after arguing from analogy, was that 
the Post Office Department would be 
the gainer and not the loser by the 
reduction spoken of. It is an old tale 
-—it is one that every person knows, 
hut it is nevertheless true and forcible 
-—that the establishment of the penny 
postage system in Britain was not only 
no loss* but a spuroe of vast addition­
al revenue to the department there, 
and the same results attended the 
adoption of the two cent postage sys­
tem in the neighboring republic. The 
arrangements with the States for the 
transmission of mail matter might also 
be subjected to a modification. It 
eeemp a little anomalous that a letter 
should travel from Gaspe to Sarnia, 
the total length of the Dominion for 
five cents, whereas if it but crosses 
from Windsor to Detroit, double that 
gum is necessary to pay for its trans­
mission. The owners ot the Cunard 
line of steamers have made an im­
mense fortune by their monopoly in 
mail carrying across the ocean ; but 
this has been broken down, and they 
will now have to stand their chance of 
winning the profits accruing from it 
game as other lines that are as well 
fitted for the conveyance of the mails 
across the Atlantic as they are, so that 
probably Canadians will be enabled to 
send a half-ounce letter by the States to 
s friend in any of the British Isles for 
less than seventeen cents, the sum 
now charged.

But as to postage throughout the 
Dominion, the Montreal Gazette, in 
referring to the Postmaster-General’s 
Beport for 1865, the last issued by 
She Department, finds that after de­
ducting one-third of the revenue—the. 
probable amount it will fall short on 
the reduction from five to three 
cents—and one-third of the unpaid 
postage on de$d letters, and adding 
the amount nçw incurred for printing 
blank forms—no longer required on 
account of pre-payment by postage 
stamps—the revenue on the basis of 
1866, would amount to $555,852. To 
this add, proportion of revenue which 
would be derived from unpaid dead 
letters under the present arrangement 
S15ii866; and the saving of printing, 
no longer required, and the net re­
venue of the 3c. prepaid rate, would 
fce $600,000—a reduction on the rev­
enue of that year of $235,278. Such 
would be the position of matters if the 
•mount of correspondence under the 
three cent rate remained the same as 
it does now ; but the probabilities are 
that the number of letters would be 
doubled at least, and the revenue thus 
unquestionably augmented. In coun­
tries where the habits and inclinations 
of the people are in no respects dis­
similar, like public actions will be fol­
lowed by like results, and if a reduc 
tion of postage was beneficial to Great 
Britain and the States, there is no ap­
parent reason why it should not be 
advantageous to both the Government 
and the people of Canada.

Important from Italy.
The crisis In Italy is nearing a climax. 

Our telegraphic despatches, received up 
to twelve o’clock to-day, will be read with 
intense interest. Two more battles are 
reported to , have been fought, in one 
which at least the Garibaldians were 
victorious. The Papal troops have been 
concentrated around Rome, to which point 
Garibaldi is rapidly gathering his brave 
followers. In the city itself there is no­
thing but distrust and terror. The citi­
zens are not allowed to congregate to­
gether, and a number of them have been 
armed and sent out on patrol duty. Mean- 
time the French fleet is hourly expected 
at Ci vita Veochia, and when the troops 
disembark we may look for a new phase 
in the crisis. Victor Emmanuel seems to 
be at a loss what to do. The party of 
reaction, who favor Napoleon’s policy, 
have been unable to form a Ministry. 
The popular feeling in Italy is unmistake- 
ably against them, and in favor of Gari­
baldi, who is fearlessly pushing on his 
troops toward the Eternal City, despite 
all the threats of France, or the irresolute 
King of Italy. The unity of Italy is 
likely to be accomplished in a much 
shorter time than was expected a few 
weeks ago, and in a manner which will 
be anything but satisfactory to the abso­
lute ruler of France.

Some melancholy information in re­
ference to the state of mind of Lord Bro­
ugham is given by a correspondent of 
the Glasgow Herald, who dates his letters 
from Penrith, in which neighbourhood 
Lord Brougham at present resides, and 
from which he recently sent forth his 
epistle on electoral corruption. The 
correspondent says : “I am sorry to say 
that I have good ground for stating that 
the brilliant faculties of the famous old 
lord are now giving way to the pressure 
of age. He has, I am informed, a mania 
for writing letters, especially to Lord 
Derby, Mr. Gladstone, and Earl Russell, 
full of his latest ideas ; but the bulk of 
these are “burked” by his relatives before 
they reach the postman.”

Important discoveries have been made 
in Jerusalem by the British surveyors. 
The live rock of the hill overlooking the 
Kedron, is fifty teet below the pre­
sent surface of the ground. The great 
south wall of the fiaram esh thereof has 
been traced, making it one hundred and 
thirty feet high in all. The east wall 
has been found beyond the present south 
wall, and a second south wall has been 
discovered twenty feet distant from the 
present one. And at the northern ex­
tremity of the city, close to the Damas­
cus gate, foundations of massive walls 
and of a tower have been found. These 
discoveries are of.great importance in an 
archaeological point of view, as they 
show the extent of the ancient city and 
of its principle edifices.

Transfer of Securities.—The Lon­
don Prototype says: The Question as tç 
whether the Commercial Bank can legal­
ly transfer its securities to other bond­
holders is one of vital interest to those 
having notes maturing. At present the 
Bank is bankrupt, and can make no pre­
ferential assignments, and We think that 
those indebted to the bank have good 
legal grounds to refuse to pay the amount 
oi their indebtedness, even although 
transferred to other Banks, in anything 
but Commercial Bank currency. Of course 
this does not apply to notes or drafts in­
trusted to the Commercial for collection, 
but to all discounted at their own 
branches.

The Southern Railway.—The Lon­
don Advertiser says :—A bill is to be 
brought into Parliament at the next ses­
sion to obtain a charter to build the ex­
tension of the Erie and Niagara Railway, 
from a point on the present (most likely 
Fort Erie) to a point on the Detroit River. 
This line is more generally known as the 
Southern R&uway. Mr. W. A. Thomson, 
the President of the Erie and Niagara, 
feels confident of his ability to provide 
the means for carrying out the project, 
should the necessary Parliamentary pow­
ers be granted. The Erie and Niagara 
is fully completed from Lake Erie, op 
posite Buffalo,to Lake Ontario at Niagara, 
with extensive dockage at both ends. In 
addition to this the work on the great In­
ternational Bridge from Fort ;Erie to 
Buffalo is to be taken vigorously in hand, 
and when completed it will afford passage 
to railway trains, and obviate the necessi­
ty of breaking bulk. This bridge will 
be constructed») as to admit the _ 
of personâ on foot and in carriages* as well 
as railroad trains, and is a work which 
will be a lasting credit to the company 
that has undertaken its construction.

Business Education !
fflHE importance of a thorough Business Bdu- 
I cation is pressing Itself upon the attention 

of commercial circles more and more every day, 
and its advantages are perhaps more emphatically 
shown by nothing more than' by the vantage 
ground on which it places the fully trained clerk 
above the imperfectly trained one, when looking 
for a situation.

The British American Commercial College 
has in full operation luchacourse of instruction as 
to give it practical fitness to do the work proposed.

An important characteristic of this Institution 
is its maturely organised actual business system, 
whereby the College is made a type or model not 
only of an extensive business house, but even of a 
large trading community. Another distinctive 
fcatuie of this College is that it attempts no ex­
traneous teaching. Its work is one, and to the 
accomplishment of that work every effort is direct­
ed Just as the University and Grammar Schools 
must be separate institutions, so the Commercial 
College and the Elementary School ouust be dis­
tinct. /Common sense and experience alike show 
that such a combination is uot compatible with 
efficiency. , ^ „

The time required to complete the toll course 
varies considerably, according to the attendance, 
attention and ability of each student. Young men 
however are earnestly «utionedMainst the injuri­
ous practice of hurrying througntlie course from 
the mistaken idea that they will thus be gainers by 
the saving of money in the item of board. Infinitely 
more advantageous would it be to the student, 
since his full course of tuition is already i«id for, 
to incur the comparatively small additional expen­
se of a few weeks board In order to make himself 
completely master of the course ; and thus, by a 
small present outlay, qualify himself for some lu- 
curative situation. The erudnesa that such haste 
entails is highly detrimental^ not only to the stu­
dent himself, but also to the College where he 
graduates ; and, besides, it brings opprobium on 
Commercial Colleges generally. The common prac­
tice, therefore, of holding out this crowding sys­
tem as an inuucement to students is most decept­
ive and highly reprehensible. , _ .
