Treaty of Washington. He hoped the 
Minister of Foreign Affairs would be able 
to state that Her Majesty’s Government 
was prepared to maintain the ground 
taken at the beginning of tho present ses­
sion, and decline to admit claims for in­
direct damages made by the American 
Government befoie the Geneva tribunal. 
All knew that public anxiety was groat.

Senator Wilson had an interview with 
President Grant on Thursday, xvhich was 
well-calculated to set the public right, if 
it was in any real danger of going wrong.

“ There are many persons in the country 
who deserve tho nomination more than I 
do, and I will do everything in my power 
to aid the election of such a man, if lie is 
nominated.” Ho added that his position 
to-day is precisely the same us when, 
eight years ago in front of Richmond, lie 
received letters urging him to accept a 
nomination against President Lincoln 
the unity and success

of any man in it. .WtftÊÊÊÊtÊM
that the Philadelphia Convention will bo 
made up of the people and not of office­
holders. This accords exactly with the 
ideas not only of those personally ac­
quainted with President Grant, but'with 
the impressions of the great disinterested 
body of the Republicans of the Union. 
In short, there are two very good reasons 
why the President should refrain frdlu 
all self-seeking in regard to a renewal of 
his term of office ; first, because there is 
not the least need of any exertion on his 
part, the country having settled the 
whole matter for him ; and secondly, be­
cause he is obviously not the kind of 
man to push himself. It is not neces­
sary to say that lie is a second Washing­
ton, or a second anybody else : he is U. 
S. Grant, and he has made his impress 
on the age, and, whatever it is, it clearly 
is nut the impress of a fussy, importu­
nate or intermeddling man.

Fire ami Loss of Life at Orangeville.
On Thursday night, a stable used as a

The body 
presented a she eking appearance : the 
shrunken sinews had drawn up the stif- 
fend ;corpsc with a ghastly rigidity, and 
the trunk and one arm were almost en­
tire, while the head and other extremities 
had been totally consumed. An inquest 
was held by Dr. Carberl and a highly re­
spectable jury, when tho ghastl.v remains 
were fully identified*«is those of John 
Foster, a weaver, of the township of Mono. 
The unfortunate man had corné to Or- 
augevillo to attend the fair and was seen by 
two or three persons near tho place of the 
accident about an hour before the break­
ing out of the fire. It xvns supposed 
that he had. while under the influence 
of liquor, found his way into Mr. Menary's 
shop, and in all probability, while at­
tempting to light a pipe, had unwittingly 
set the building on tire, nml thus was the 
instrument of his own destruction. Tho 
jury, after hearingthe evidence, returned 
a verdict in accordance with the facts.—
