Junketing In Vienna.
Baris, July 4th.—The Duke de Bre- 

mont’s libel suits, against the proprietors 
of the American Register, of this city, and 
the New- York Herald, have been de­
cided fer plaintiff. The Register.in con­
demned to pay five thousand francs dam­
ages and a fine of one thousand five 
hundred francs, and the Herald to pay 
one thousand francs damages and dne 
thousand francs fine.

London, July 4.—The new Turkish 
loan is about to be introduced in the 
market.

The anniversary of the Independence 
of the United States was duly celebrated 
with a banquet, at Willis' rooms, at 
which all the prominent Americana here 
were present. The day was similarly ob­
served at the other let ding cities of tbe 
Continent.

Vienna, July 4.—The Americans here, 
with a number of invited guests, went on 
a pic-nic to-day. On their returto a ban­
quet was giveh in honor of the day.— 
Many distinguished persons were present. 
Prof. Lawrence Smith opened the pro­
ceedings with a congratulatory address. 
Rev. Dr. Chapin said grace, and Minister 
Jay offered tho first regular toast to the 
health of tbe President of the United 
States, coupling it with tbe Gentiment of 
perpetual friendship between Austria and 
America. Mr. Smith followed with a 
toast to tbe Emperor ot Germany, which 
was warmly cheered. Baron G ogern re­
sponded, thanking tbe company for the 
cordial manner in which the toast was 
received, Success was drunk to the 
hibitiou of Vienna, to which Baron 
Schwartz repi’ed, by proposing the suc­
cess of the Philadelphia exhibition, in 
1976. Dr. Rnpp.iner, off. red the senti­
ment, “Vienne, the bulwark of European 
culture against tbe Turks, ’ and spoke of 
the metropolis as the sa it of literary, 
scientific, and crmmercial developement. 
The Burgomaster of Vienna replied with 
suitable acknowledgment of tho compli­
ment. The festival terminated with a 
display of fire-worka^-in thy gardens 
around the hall.

New York, July £.—The fourth of July 
was celebrated here on a scale of greater 
magnitude than has been known for 
many years past. At sunrise the nation­
al flag was hoisted on the old black fort 
in Central Park, in presence of the vet- 
erns of the war of 1812. A salute was 
fired from the battery, from all the forts 
in the harbor and up the East River, and 
in the Navy Yard. At noon a national 
salute was fired from the battery. This 
evening there was a fine display of fire­
works at different parts of the city.

The Assessment Question.
INFORMATION wanted.

To the Editor of The Daily Mercury.
Mb. Editor,—I see by the published 

report of Town Council proceedings that 
onr taxes are to be 1 j cents on the dollar, 
the same as last year.

When the assessors went round the lo­
cality in which I live, they increased onr 
assessments m some eases #200, in some 
#300, (this was on small properties) and 
when making such great additions to 
onr assessments told us not to be fright­
ened, as it was not likely we should have 
any more taxes to pay than heretofore, 
as there was to be a similar increase 
of assessment’on all the property in the 
Town, because some judge had said that 
Guelph Was the most lightly assessed 
Town in the Province.

It appears, however, that, at least as 
far hs myself and meighbonrs are eon- 
concerned, our taxes are to be largely in­
creased. This has put mo thinking ;

I have thought, First, if all the pro­
perties in the Town have, in proportion 
to their respective value, had such 
an increase in their assessment as: 
my neighbours and I have had in mine, 
the total assessment oS 1873 must be, at 
least, half as-much again as that of 1872. 
Secondly. That if it requires cents in 
the dollar on this amaaingly increased 
assessment to pay our way, we shall, if 
such a rate of expenditure be persisted 
in, get into a bad fix. There is an old 
adage, that, “ Acknowledge of the disease 
is one half its cure and I have thought, 
Thirdly, that the ratepayers generally, 
and perhaps some of our Town Council­
lors, are universally in the dark on the 
Assessment question ; and that if annual­
ly each taxpayer was furnished with a 
certified copy of the assessment roll, it 
might lead to some trifling alteration as 
to who shall in the future carry the 
heavy end of -the stick of local taxation.
I am quite prepared to expect that those 
who wish iis to be kept in ignorance will 
kick against such a plan as this being 
carried out. They will plead, let, that 
it will cost several dollars a year to get 
it printed. But, Sir,in the humble opin­
ion of the writer, it will lead to the put­
ting into the treasùry of the Town ten 
times as much money as the carrying 
out of this plan will take out. They will 
plead, 2nd, that any ratepayer can see 
the assessment roll at the Clerk's Office 
at any time. This is only partly true : if 
we wish to see it we must go just in the 
business part of the day, and then we 
cannot carefully examine it ; it would be 
done hurried, which of course, is not the 
proper way to do it. Again, time to the 
working man is money ; he cannot afford 
to leave his work to go to look over the 
roll, but if he had it at home he could 
examine it at his leisure, and no doubt 
in it will find food for thought. 3rd. 
The distribution uf the sheets need be 
no difficulty in the Way of tbe carrying 
out of the plan. The Tax-collector, when 
he brings round the taxpapers, can the 
same time leave at the house of each 
taxpayer a copy of the printed assess­
ment roll.

Perhaps some persons will move in the 
matter by getting up a petition to the 
Town Council, requesting them to order 
that some such document as has been 
suggested, shall in the present and fu­
ture years, be furnished to the taxpay­
ers of the Town of Guelph.

POLICE COURT.
Pejore T. W. Saunders, Esq., P. M.

July 4, 1873.

On one side was 
the British white ensign, and motto 

Prohibition our only Hope,” and on the 
opposite side was the red ensign, and 
motto, “Welcome to our Order.” The 
front of the gallery was draped in white 
and red looped in graceful fold». Owing 
to some delay the Grqnd Officers did nob 
arrive until some time after eight o'clock, 
when the meeting was called to order by 
Bro. P. Bish, retiring W. P. After open­
ing in the usual way, Bro. Webster of 
Brantford, Grand Worthy Scribp of the 
Division of Ontario, enteree&WCnd an­
nounced that the G. W. Patriarch was im 
waiting. Bro. Rose,, of Toronto, G. W,
P. of the Ontario Division Sons of Tem­
perance was then admitted with the 
usual ceremonies, and proceeded at once 
with the installation, and installed the- 
officers of the Guelph Division as elected 
at laet meeting, whose names we have 
already given. Brcs Webster . acted as 
Grand Conductor. After the impressive 
ceremony of installation was over, and 
the new W. Patriarch-, Bro Wilkie, had 
token the chair, it was moved that tbe 
G. W. P. take the chair. An impromptu 
Choir, under the leadership of Mr. Osborn 
who has lately come tcreside in Guelph, 
gave a piece in good style. Bro. Rose 
then addressed the meeting, giving a his­
tory of the origin of the Order, its in­
troduction into Canada-, the number of 
Divisions in Ontario being 275 with a 
membership of about 10,000, and closed 
by giving the object and aim of the or­
ganization, and instanced some of its 
members who had risen to honorable 
positions. Mr. and Mrs. Osborn then 
gave a dnet, “Look me in the eye, 
Johnny,” a temperance piece, which was 
rendered m an excellent manner and was 
loudly applauded. Bro. Webster, G. W.
S., then addressed the meeting, showing 
the evils of drinking intoxicating drink, 
comparing it with other evils, and show­
ing that while anxious about checking 
the spread of other evils, the drinking 
system is allowed to go on, sending many 
thousands of its victims every year to an 
untimely grave, and closed by stating 
that at the Grand National Division re­
cently held in New York, he in company 
with Bro. Rose met with two of the six­
teen members who formed the first Divi­
sion of Sons of Temperance 32 years 
since, in that city. Both speakers have 
an easy manner of speaking and good 
voices, and were listened to with marked 
attention. After another song by Mr. 
Osborn, the Rev. Mr. Ball, of Guelph ad- 
dresse l the meeting, expressing his 
earnest sympathy with the temperance 
cause. The Rev. Mr. Howie, second-- 
ed by Bro. D. Kribs, moved a vote 
of thanks to the Grand Officers for their 
friendly visit, which was unanimously 
carried. Mr. Dalgleish, on behalf of the 
Guelph Y. M. C. A., made a few remarks, 
followed by a recitation by Bto. Rose.
The W. Patriarch then stated that in two 
weeks there would be open public meet­
ing in the Good Templars' Hall, and 
afterwards every third Friday evening in 
each month by the Sons of Temperance.
Tbe meeting was then closed, all present 
feeling gratified with the performance of 
the evening.

A Schoolmaster In Trouble.
HE CHALLENGES TO FIGHT A DUEL FOR 

#100 ASIDE.
Mr. J. M. Donnelly, Principal of the 

Mitchell Public School, appeared before 
the "tleeve on Wednesdav, charged by 
Mr. Wm.- Abbott with abusing his son 
Albert, a boy aged eleven, by striking 
him on the head. As this case so soon 
followed a recent prosecution on behalf 
of the boy Lemon, much interest was 
manifested.

Mr. Abbott said the lad was brutally 
used. Both ears were quite black, and 
'each swelled as large as three ears ; the 
temple and cheek wore also disfigured ; 
and behind the ears also showed marks 
of rough usage, and one eye was blood­
shot from the bloods. He had ever since 
more or less complained of headache. 
Saw Donnelly, and gave him the choice 
to go out in the back yard and treat him 
as he had treated m-y boy, or take pro­
ceedings against hia. He accepted the

The boy was presented to the court, 
and even then, two days after the occur­
rence, both sides of his head and one- 
cheek, showed marks of very rough treat­
ment. The Reeve said it was brutal to- 
use a boy so, especially about the head.

The boy gave evidence as to the whip­
ping, and denied being cautioned against 
talking before hand. Another boy, aged 
16, never saw Abbot whipped before. 
Keeps pretty quiet, but was talking on 
this occasion. Another boy called for the- 
defence said Donnelly was out of both 
wind and temper when he left the boy. 
Did not try to hit boy any place but on 
ears and head. Usually strikes with 
hands. Did not think boy was punished 
too severely. Mr. Donnelly generally 
slaps boys on ears. Never saw any other 
boy get so severe a whipping before.

His Worship, said that the evidence 
was altogether against Mr. Donnelly, and 
he must fine him. The boy was badly 
abused about the head, which was a dan­
gerous place.

Mv. Donnelly, excitedly,—Allow me to 
throw out a challenge : 1 will fight Mr. 
Abbott in three months for #100 aside, 
and I believe I can whip him too ! ^

Mr. Abbott—I accept !
Mr. T. Babb,—I will hold the stakes Î
The Reeve.—Mr. Donnelly if you don’t 

keep quiet I will put you both in the 
lockup and let you fight it out there ! For 
the present offence, I will tine yon #5.00 
and #3.60 costa, to be paid within ten 
days, or be imprisoned in the county jail 
for fifteen days.

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The pacific Slander.
S>vorn Statement by Mr Hugh Allan.

The publication by the Globe of Sir 
Hugh Allan’s correspondence, after 
the strenuous efforts made by the 
Ministry to suppress it, has evidently 
pioduced a terrible commotion 
amongst the parties most immediate­
ly concerned,and has brought out from 
Sir - Hugh a sworn statement of the 
matter, which is published in Satur­
day’s Mail with huge headings and 
accompanied with a great flourish 
of trumpets. This statement com­
mences with a long and carefully 
elaborated statement of Sir Hugh’s 
version of the course of Pacific Kail­
way negotiations from their incep­
tion in the autumn of 1871, when Sir 
F. Hincks first named certain Ameri­
can capitalists to Sir Hugh. In the 
course of this Sir Hugh makes the 
statement that there was no inten­
tion or agreemgirt to retard the work 
of construction or to place in it the 
power of the Northern Pacific Rail­
way Company or any other party. 
We may remark in passing, that Sir 
Hugh can answer for his own mteiu 

- tions, and for what was stated between 
him and the Americans, but he can 
know nothing of their ulterior ob­
jects, The statement goes on to re­
capitulate with much prolixity events 

' attending the unsuccessful endea- 
vours to amalgamate .the two rival 
companies. Concerning the attempt 
to hoodwink the public by pretend­
ing to eliminate the American ele­
ment whilst really retaining it, Sir 
Hugh rnajces a very lame and at the 
same time significant excuse. He 
says that notwithstanding the bill 
which was introduced contem­
plated by its terms the exclusion of 
foreigners, he did not feel by any 
means convinced that Hie Govern­
ment would insist upon any such con­
dition, and he did not therefore feel 
justified in entirely breaking oil his 
connection with his American asso­
ciates ; also that the correspondence 
was' not intended to bind any 
other members of the Company ! 
A letter from Sir Geo Cartier, 
.sketching a scheme for the amalga­
mation of the Companies, and dated 
.July oU, 1872, is give**, reference 
being made in it to a telegram from 
Sir John A. Macdonald dated four 
days previously. About this Sir 
Hugh says —

•* 1 positively declare that up to the 
date of this letter I had not any. under­
taking of any kind or description with 
the Government, either directly *or 
through ahy other person, than that con­
tained in Sir John Macdonald’s telegram 
of the 26th July, whichJs given above ; 
and that telegram and the above letter 
from Sir George Cartier contains every­
thing that was ever stated or agreed to 
between any member of the Government 
and myself on the subject of the Pacific 
Railway project up to that date.”
It Is" a little singular that in the in­
teresting letter dated July first to 
the unnamed American gentleman, 
Sir Hugh says :—

“ He (Sir Geo. Cartier) then agreed to 
give the contract as required, in a way 
that there would be seventeen provisional 
directors, of which Ontario would have 
eight and we nine, thereby giving us the 
control.”

Now comes the answer to the main 
charge. 11 is to the following effect:—

“ bn Huge states positively, that no 
mdney derived from any fund or from 
any of his former American associates 
was expended in assisting his friends or 
the friends of’the Government at the re­
cent General Election ; that Le never 
had any agreement or understanding ot 
any kind with the Government cr any of 
its members as to the payment of money 
in any way whatever,-in consideration of 
receiving the contract for the Canadian 
Pacific ; he did not, on any occasion",, 

■ or jn aiiÿ way, pay or agree to pay any­
thing Whatever to'any member of the 
Government, or to any one on behalf or 
at the instance of the Government, for 
any considération whatever in connection 
with the charter or co n’t met ; that a cor.- 

.Fidcrulle portion of the money referred 

.to in those letters was expended by him 
in furtherance of the Northern Coloniza­
tion Railway.

Sir Hugh adds,‘that he considered 
’that those members of Parliament 
who had shown any interest in the 
Canadian Pacific should be aided in 
their elections : and Jie says, “ 1 sub- 
scribed some money to assist in the elec­
tion of such persons as were my friends 
and iii whom J was interested, but 
without any understanding or condi­
tion with tliëm, or any of them, as to 
Parliamentary support or assistancé 
in the event of their election." "

This last admission simply disposes 
entirely of any value which might 
attach to the statements immediately 
preceding it. Sir Hugh now admits 
under his own hand that lie contribu­
ted money for corruptly obtaining the 
return of members of Parliament, and 
these men were of course Government 
supporters. Compare this with the 
whole conduct of the • Government 
since. Of course there was no agree­
ment between the Government and 
Sir Hugh,' and none wanted—they 
managed admirably without it.

We comdude with a specimen of 
Sir Hugh’s ideas of political morality :

“ In these and in similar ways I ex­
pended sums of money approaching in 
amount to that mentioned in those let­
ters, as I conceive I Lad a perfect right 
to do.”

Mr. Brown and the Pacific Railway 
—The correspondence published in 
Friday’s Globe contains a list of per­
sons whoso support Sir Hugh thought 
it desirable to endeavor to secure by 
allotting to them stock hi the under­
taking. Amongst them the lion, 
George Brown was <set down for 
$50,000, although there was nothing 
whatever to show that he and the 
majority of the other gentlemen 
named had been communicated with 
in any way. In the Globe of to-day 
(Saturday) Mr. Brown publishes, over 
his own signature, an explicit denial 
that he had any knowledge of the 
suggestion, or gave any authority for 
it, stating that it was the act of Sir 
Hugh Allan alone. He adds, « I have 
never in my life had the slightest 
interest, directly or indirectly, in any 
contract or work of any kind depen­
dent on public aid : and the Pacific 
Railway contract was certainly the 
last enterprise 1 could, utider any 
circumstances, have been induced to 
touch,”

Mr. H. J. McLardy is believed to have 
been drowned in the Ottawa River on 
Thursday evening. He came to Ottawa 
some years ago from the Lower Province 
as a clergyman of the Church of Scot­
land. He preached with acceptance and 
quickly made himself popular. Intem­
perance, however, unfitted him"for that 
calling and he attached himself to the 
Ottawa press, with which he maintained 
more or less connection until his death.
