“Oliver Goldsmith, the Good-Natured I 
Mau.”

This was the title of a lecture deliver­
ed by Mr. James Fahey, of the Herald, 
on Tuesday evening, on behalf of the 
St. Vincent de Paul Society.

was rendered very pleasurable by the 
interspersion of anecdotes and humor­
ous illustrations. The contrast was 
drawn between Dr. Johnston, the strange­
ly inconsistent, vigorous character, who 
retains his readers against their will by 
the force of his writing, and Goldsmith, 
who attract*, by his ingenuousness and 
retains by the charm wh ch " he has 
throwi  ̂about the writings w ich have im­
mortalized his name.

by tho contractors, Messrs. Morrison & 
Barclay, of Guelph. On Mr. Laird's ar­
rival, ho was mot. by these gentlemen, 
who showed him and his friends over the 
work in progress.

The foundation of the one wing of the 
building (which is at present all that is 
to bo built) had boon excavated and the 
stone walls raised to a level with the 
surface, and presented a peculiarly solid 
and substantial appearance. The well 
had been sunk 25 feet below the level of 
the foundation, but no water had as yet 
been reached. Mr. Barclay suggested 
that he thought it probable that they 
would have to sink through stone until 
the level of the hill base was reached 
and after that a stratum of clay would be 
found and water below. Mr. Leeourt, 
the engineer,'pointed out to Mr. Laird 
the advisability of completing the whole 
building with stone ins ead of using 
brick according to the present plan, '.the 
material excavated from the foundation 
would build a far more lasting and solid 
wall than ever could be done with brick, 
and the expense would be but slightly in­
creased.

Mr. Laird seemed pleased with the ap­
pearance of the works, and particularly 
with the energy and skill with which 
they had been pushed forward by tho 
contractors. He specially admired the 
level solidity of the stone flooring of the 
foundation hewn out of the solid rock.

A visit was also paid to the celebrated 
snake h do, whero a number of the rep­
tiles were still gliding about, although 
Mr. Barclay said that over seven cart 
loads had been killed and burnt by his 
men since the commencement of the 
building.

On returning from tho building site 
the party Sat down to a solid repast of 
beef steaks and pudding and other 
mountain delicacies, provided by the 
contractors, to which prairie appetites 
did ample justice, and then started off to 
inspect the brickfields at the base of the 
hill. Here 400,000 bricks were already 
made and built into a kiln ready for 
burning. 100,000 more were in course 
of being made, which would make up the 
half million intended to be completed this 
fall. The clay was of excellent quality 
and the bricks had all been made by ex­
perienced hands. _

The Essex Election.—Mr. J. O’- 
Conn or, brother of Hon. John O’Con­
nor, who is now a candidate for Essex, 
in opposition to Mr. McGregor, has 
filed a petition with the Returning 
Officer, demanding that he take no 
notice of the nomination of Mr. Me- 
Gregor ; that he should receive and 
record no votes lor him, and even if 
he dares receive a majority of votes 
that the Returning Officer should 
still declare Mr. O’Connor elected, if 
no other candidate but the two run. 
The ground on which Mr. O’Connor 
makes such an extraordinary demand 

. is the allegation that Mr. Me ^regor, 
according to the Election Law, lias 
committed acts which disqualify him 
from being a candidate, and there­
fore he is , the only legal candidate. 
He basis his claim on the construc­
tion he and a few lawyers put on one 
of.the sections of the Act, and on the 
technical rendering of which there 
seems to be some difference of opin­
ion. But other lawyers hold, that 
until it is proved that a candidate 
does not by himself, or by an agent 
whom he instructs, employ corrupt 
practices at his election, he is notdis- 
qualitied, even through his election 
through corrupt practices m others, 
his friends or agents, be voided. The 
objection u ged by Mr. O'Connor 
seems.to us to be a very flimsy one, 
especially after the Judge who con­
ducted the trial gave his decision 
that Mr. McGregor was not disquali- 
lied from running again. Mr. O’­
Connor no doubt hopes that by pub­
lishing it he may prevent some of 
the electors from voting tor Mr. Mc­
Gregor. That seems to be the main 
design of the petition.

First-Class Pears.—Our oil friend, 
Mr. Wm. Beuham, Sr., sent to us the 
other day a sample of pears, for which 
we owe him our hearty thanks. Mr.

A shanty has been put up at 
the Forks of the Credit to accommodate 
100 men, and preparations are malting 
for opening cuts for the winter’s work.

McKenzie, resident engineer ou the 
branch line, aud of A. Walsh, .superin­
tendant of grading on the some.

Da ring Bank Robbery.—On Monday 
night Mr. Sawyer, cashier of the Sauhe- 
yan National Rank, Milford, New Hamp­
shire, was awoke by a number of masked 
men, who gagged him, and put a rope 
round his neck ; they then locked up his 
wife, four children and servant, dragged 
him to tho bank and made him open the 
vault, which they robbed .of about .<4,500 
in currency and 815,000 to 8*20,000 in 
bonds, mostly (lovcmnient, ainl some 
other securities.
