Customs Inspector Wanted on the
Steamboats—Heavy Demand
for Lumber

Yankee to the Backbone—Track-
laying Into Rossland—Impor-
waut Miuing Deal.

TraiL, Oct. 16.—(Special)~On Tues-
day, while making the trip from North-
port to this place, I inquired if there was
a customs inspector on board the steamer
whose duty it was to; examine the pas~
sengers’ luggage? The answer was in
the negative. The boat was so densely
crowded with passengers that the legend,

¢ Standing room only,” after the fash-
ion of theatres when a popular player is
on the boards, might have been
displayed before the steamer left

Northport. The trip lasted three
and a  half hours, and there
were three and a half hours of jostling
and discomfort. Due allowance, how-
ever, must be made for the increase in
the traffic, which from a very small be-
ginning has assumed in less than twelve
months proportions that tax to their ut-
most the facilities at the command of
the navigation company. The company
do all in their power to meet the unex-
pected demand on their resources, but,
like the hotels and business houses in
this marvelous country, the steamboat
men have been taken by surprise and
nearly overwhelmed by the suddenness
and magnitude of theé strain. But no
such excuse can be urged in ex-
tenuation of the neglect of the
government to place on the
steamboats plying between foreign and
British ports a customs officer whose
duty it shall be to open and examine
baggage while the boats are en route,
and so prevent confusion, deiay and dis-
comfort before the arrival of the vessels
at Trail. There were 200 passengers on
board, and while the duty of inspection
could have been performed with ease be-
fore we reached Trail, we were lined up

and forced to open our boxes and grip- ;

sacks and tumble out their contents,
while the railway train, impatient to be
off on its way to Rossland, snorted and
shrieked and "so added to the confusion
and excitement. It is due to the officers
of the customs tosay that they performed
their duties in a courteous manner, but
the department is tco short-handed to
adwit of efficiency and dispatch. Will
not the Yal3-Cariboo member exert him-
self, to briy . ghoutos ehap e which wili
aHoW e .

A sawmill is in active operation below
Trail. Rough lumber sells at $12 per
thousand, dressed at $18. Rafts of tim-
ber arrive almost daily from above. And
here arises a question: Is this timber
cut on government land? and, if so, is
there any check upon the loggers? as
reporte reach me that the lumbermen
are given a free hand, and that, even in
the railway reserves, where the terms of
the special acts have not been complied
with, a wholesale denudation of the for-
est wealth is in progress. This is a mat-
ter that should be investigated. After
the best timber shail have disappeared
will searcely be the time to institute an
inquiry.

The harmony which exists between

the natives of the various countries
gathered in the camps of Kootenay is
moet commendable. The American ele-
ment is still largely in the ascendant,
but Canadians and English are pouring
into the country and quietly possessing
themselves of such mining claims as
may strike their fancy, either by pre-
emption or purchase. Many Americans
who have decided to remain in the prov-
ince haveeither become, or are preparing
to become, British subjects, and valuable
and loyal citizens they will make.

Havaxa, Oct. 19.—The quantity and |
quality of the contraband of war cap-
tured by the Spaniards from the Daunt-
less expedition is much larger and more
important than was at first supposed.
It is now stated that there will be 1,054
rifles, 56 machetes, a large number of
medicine chepts and medicine bags, a

stirrups; a silver “banner, some impor-
tant correspondence, some boxes and
packages marked in a manner showing
that the expedition léft Jacksonville on
September 26, some labels of the Feder-
ice de la Torre Club of Florida, and
papers showing that expedition No. 3
had landed 43 filibusters in the river
Ban Juan, where it is reported that 20
Cuban ladies are agsisting the wounded.
The flag of the Spanish gunboat Ar-
dilla, which, with the Contramaestre
took part in the capture, had nine bullet
holes, and there were "eleven shots
through the smokestack of that vessel. |
The Ardilla fired thirteen shells and |
2,500 rounds of rifle ammunition during |
the engagement. The Contramaestre
fired fifteen grenades and 1,100 rounds of
rifle ammunition. The capture is said
to be a serious loss to the insurgents.
Admiral Garcia Navarra will send the
insurgent flag captured and the flag of'
the gunboat Ardilla, together with some !
of the insurgent arms and some of the [
insurgent postage stamps, etc., to theg
Queen Regent. \

A detachment of about 275 Spanish
troops has been eugaged for five hours
with an insurgent force, estimated to
number 2,500 men. ' The Spaniards cap-
tured the insurgent positions at Tumba,
Cuato, Soledad, San Juan and Blanqui-
zal, but having exhausted itg supply of
ammaunition, the column wasg compelled
to returned to Campo Florida. The
country people in the vicinity of the
scene of the engagement say that the in-
surgents retreated with over 50 men
killed. The troops had 21 or less
wounded.

THE LUMBER TRADE.

SanN Francisco, Oct. 17.—The lumber-
men of San Francisco who do business
on a commission basis are making a

quiet, steady fight to prevent a renewal
of the pooling in which practic-
ally all of the big mills on the
Coast have been interested for the
past vear. If they succeed it is
predicted a bitter war will result amon

mill-owners and middlemen, which wil
prove most disastrous to the lumber
business on the Pacific coast. That was
the situation last last night, when after
two weeks of committee work and two
days of general conference the lumber-
men of the Central Lumber Com pany of
California adjourned.

DYNAMITE IN CUBA.

Havana, Oct. 17.—The police of this
city have arrested two white men and a
mulatto. said to be delegates from the
insurgent Junta in New York. They
are also charged with congpiring to blow
up a building with dynamite in order to
create a panic and plunder the city. One
of their accomplices is said be impli-
cated in the explosion at the Governor-
General’s palace in April last.

Salisbury Silent—Dardanelles Treaty
—Prospective Release of Trans-
vaal Raiders.

Lonpox, Oct. 19.—In its issue yester-
day the Sunday Times asserted that Sir
William Harcourt, whose name has been
foremost among those mentioned as
likely - to. suceeed - Lord Rosebery as
leader of the Liberal party, had written
a letter to an inquirer in which he said
that he shared the general regret at
Lord Rosebery’s retirement. To-day
Sir William declares the letter a forgery.
He has never written on the subject to
anybody.

The Marquis of Salisbury, replying to
a correspondent who had expressed the
hope that the government would make
known its actual position on the Armen-
ian question, says he regrets that he is
not in a position to speak freely on the
subject, as if he could he might remove
some of the misapprehensions. But, he
continues, as Great Britain is not taking
isolated action at Constantinople there
are obvious objections to his speaking
freely, which would not exist if the gov-
ernment were acting independertly of
the European powers.

A Berlin dispatch to the .Standard re-
ports that the Frankfurter Zeitung has
a dispatch from Constantinople which
says that negotiations are on feot be-
tween the powers and the Porte for the
abrogation of certain portions of the
Dardanelles treaty. The Sultan is not
averse to the project, says this dispatch.
The powers will guarantee protection to
the Sultan and the integrity of the Turk-
ish Empire if there are no fresh atroci-
ties.

The St. James Gazette says the im-
mediate release of Dr. L. S, Jameson
and Major Sir John Willoughby, the
Transvaal raiders, who, with Major R.

My, Asquith hasideclared that while
he was Home Secretary the recently re-
leased Irish prisoners were not suffering
in their health.

WORDBR AT LILOOgT,

Mainland and Butchers an
Indian Woman.

Arrested and Brought Before the
Coroner He Is Committed
for Trial.

Liroogr, Oct. 19.—(Special)—On Fri-
day evening last an Indian woman going
by the name of Annie was murdered just
outside the town. Early in the evening
she was seen in the company of one
Charles Moore, who came here from the
United States a year or so since, and has
been employed at manual labor of vari-
ous kinds. About 7:30 p.m. they were
observed going in the direction of where
the body was found. The woman had
been  terribly slashed after the

manner of * Jack the Ripper.”’ Suspi-
cion fell upon;Moore and a search was
made. Constable Hurley found and
arrested him at 10 o’clock Saturday
night about ten miles from here on the
Clinton road and at 1 o’clock in the
morning had him behind the bars in
Lillooet jail. Dr. Sanson, of Clinton,
who was wired for arrived here last
night and held an inquest on the body
this morning. ’

The coroner’s jury returned a verdict

of guilty against Moore. Then followed
the preliminary trial before Magistrate
Phair. Theevidenceagainst the prisoner
was most conclusive. On his clothes
were many patches of blood, and a
peculiar mark on the heel of one of his
shoes was found imprinted on the ground
at the scene of the tragedy. The chain
of evidence was complete in every
way. After an exhaustive examination
Magistrate Phair committed the prisoner
for trial at the Clinton assizes next
spring. Moore claims to be an Ameri-
can by birth, and appears to be of Scan-
dinavian extraction. He made no
statement at the trial, and when con-
fronted with the evidence of his guilt
8aid nothing. He declined to question
the witnesses, and it is the opinion that
if he had undertaken to speak he would
have completely broken down,
The prisoner leaves for Kamloops to-
morrow in charge of constable Hurley.
The Indians do not appear to be much
excited in consequence of the murder,
and seem to_haveevery confiucnce in the
authorities to vindicate iue law. The
speedy arrest and general promptitude
in connection with this matter is the
subject of favorable comment.

ARMENIAN REFUGEES.

ConsTaNTINOPLE, Oct. 17.—It is esti-
mated that about fifty women and chil-
dren have profited by the concession
made by the Turkish government at the
request of Mr, Alex.

ARMENIAN SUFRRERS|

Imposing Demonstration of Protest
in St. James’ Hall, Tondon=
Letter From Gladstone.

The Veteran Statesman Declares
That the Sultan Has Recorded
His Final Condemnation.

Loxpow, Oct. 19.—st. James Hall was
packed with an audience of 2,600 people
to-night, a ,large proportion of whom
were women, to take part in the demon-
stration of protest against the Armenian
magsacres. Nearly 8,000 people applied
for admission to the hall. The Bishop
of Rochester presided over the meeting
instead of the Duke of Westminster,
who wrote regretting that ill-health com-
pelled him to be absent. The Earl of
Portsmouth, the Earl of Meath, Baron
Abinger, Baron Rendel, Viscount

Oxenbridge, the Earl of Stam-
ford, the Bishop of Winchester,
the Bishop of Hereford, the Bishop of
Aberdeen, Right Hon. James Bryce,
Rev. Harry S. Drew and .Mrs. Drew
(Mr. Gladstone’s daughter), Canon Wil-
berforce, Canon MacColl, Sir Lewis Mor-
ris, Rev. Dr. John Clifford, Rev. J,
Guinness, and a number of mayors,wear-
ing their insignia sat upon the platform.

To advertise beforehand in the ears of
the great assassin that Great Britain’s
action was cut down and she was made
the most backward of the six Powers,
would be the abandonment of duty and
prudence and would doom the national
movement to disappointment. The con-
cert of Europe, Mr. Gladstone wrote,
was valuable and important, but such
an announcement would be certain to be
followed by its failure.

- Mr. Gladstone concluded as follows :
“I bhave had special opportunities of
knowing of what materials the Sultan,
with all his seeming obstinacy, is made.
From deplorable and disgraceful causes
he triumphs for the moment, but for the
moment only. In the face of. civilized
mankind he has recorded the fina] con-
demnation, first and foremost of himsgelf,
but next and no less effectually of those
who have been his willing, brutal and
sanguinary instruments.

The meetinug unanimously -adopted
resolutions expressing abhorrence o the
Armenian massacres and su port of the
British government in its efforts to stop
them, appealing to the powers to co-
operate with that object and asking all
nations and creeds to assist in the suc-
cor of the helpless and starving Armen-
ians. ;
NEw York, Oct. 18.—A committee ap-
pointed at a mass meeting in the Jersey
City Tabernacle last night to protest
against the Armenian massacres, sent
the following dispatch to President
Cleveland : “‘The citizens of Jersey City
in mass meeting assembled respectively
urge that you insist on a guardship at
Constantinople, and take effective meas-
ures to secure an indemnity of $100,000
for the outrages committed against our
fellow-citizens in Turkey, eleven months
ago.”’

It is;'we*know, usefess to appeal to
the reason of the *‘ beggarly class’ and
to try to prove to them that the Govern-
ment can never have efficient and trust-
worthy civil servants under the spoils
system. They care nothing tor the
efficiency of the public service; but if
they can once be convinced it is better
for the man who gets an office to be able
to retain it as long as heis fit to perform
its duties and when he is too old to work
to have a retiring allowance, than to
have an office for a few years and then
when he is unfit for the struggle to be
obliged to begin the world anew when
there is a change of govern-
ment, they may conclude, when
they think the . matter over,
that their own interests will be best
served by maintaining the civil ser-
vice as it is. They may see that
a life-long tenure of office is better
than the enjoyment of a salary for a
short term of years and then to be sud-
denly and arbitrarily dismissed.

It may be a hopeless task to attempt
to convince the *‘ beggarly class’ that
their policy is a stupid one as far as
their own interests are concerned and an
unpatrictic one when the interests of the
country are considered, but the class of
Liberals who are not  beggarly ”’ must
see that it is best in every way to have
the civil service permanent and the civil
servant’s tenure of office secure aslong as
he performs hisduties faithfully and does
nothing to bring reproach on the class to
which he belongs. It is thid class which
must be depended upon to prevent the
public offices being made the prey of
the ward heelers and street corner
politicians.

NATIONAL PREJUDICE.

The Britisher of her imagination was a
most uhpleasant person, and did not
bear the slightest resemblance to the
kind and sympathetic fellow-travellers
who were trying so hard to make her
journey pleasant and easy for her. She
would be surprised, and perhaps offend-
ed, if she were told that she was herself
to all intents and purposes a Britisher.

We trust that the old lady will be
agreeably surprised to find that her new

THE CAUSE OF IT ALL.

The belief appears to be general that
the oppression and murder of the Ar-
menians are not the work of the barbar-
ous Kurds or of the Turkish inhabitants
of the country, but of the Sultan him-
gelf. It is confidently asserted by men
who have given a great deal of attention
to the matter that the Armenians have
been massacred and robbed and inhu-
manely treated in obedience tothe orders
of Abdul Hamid. It is believed that it
is the deliberate policy of the Sultan to
exterminate the Armenian race. Mr.
Gladstone, in his Liverpool speech, said :

It is not from the genuine sense of the
Turkish people—nay, I would even say
it is not from the genuine sense of even
the wretched tools and servants of the
Government—but it is from the highest
summit and from the inmost centre
those mischiefs have proceeded. It is
thaere mainly—I doubt if it would be any
exaggeration to say it is there only—
that the inspiration has been supplied,
the policy devised, and the whole series
of these proceedings carried on from
time to time.

The October number of the Nineteenth
Century contains five articles on
the * Massacres in Turkey” by the
Rev. Dr. J. Guinness Rogers, the Right
Honorable Earl of Meath, John Burns,
M.P., Professor Anthony Salmone and
Mr. Gladstone. We propose to repro-
duce passages from these articles to show
that they look upon the Sultan as the
prime mover in the dreadful work that
has been going on in Armenia and else-
where in the Turkish Empire Dr.
Rogers says:

The s8ultan hardly .conceals the fact
that hig- action is a distinct defiance to
Great Britain. It is Great Britain which
has sought to check him in the exercise
of his murderous proclivities, and it is
her policy which he has been endeavor-
ing to circumvent, unfortunately with
only too much success. He will humiliate
himself before Russia, he will intrigue
with Germany, he will send his ribbons
to French statesmen, he will even try to
conciliate Austria in order that he may
be able successfully to defy Great
Britain. Unfortunately these Contin-
ental Powers have shown themselves
only too ready to fall into line and to
support him in his resistance. We have
been assured over and over again that
Great Britain is without a friend on the
Continent, and, it must sorrowfully be
said, if she has any they are very slow to
act 1n her support.

This is what the Earl of Meath sayson
the subject:

The Sultan is directly responsible for
these murders, and should not be allowed
to escape from the just punishment of
such an awful crime. When massacres
occurred in Armenia it was possible for
him toplead inability to restrain the pas-
sions of his Mohammedan subjects in dig-
tant portions of the Empire. He could
urge that inefficient police and undis-
ciplined soldiery far from the restrain-
ing hand of his centraiized power had
broken loose from his control,
and, . excited by their Mussnlman
fanaticitsm  had = committed crimes
in the heart of Asia which he
greatly regretted, and which would
never be repeated. He might, I say,
plead this in extenuation of the horrible
magsacres in Asia Minor which have
justly excited the wrath and indignation
of Europe, though every indication has
gone to show that, far from restraining
his soldiery and officials in these distant
regions, he directly encouraged them in
their bloody work of massacre, but no
such excuse can be made in the present
case.

Mr. Johu Burns, M.P., has this to say
about the Armenian massacres and the
part taken in them by the Sultan :

Had the Sultan been at Coomassie in-
stead of at Constantinople, at Zanzibar
or Khartoum, or anywhere else than in
his lair at Yildiz Kiosk, the long fingers
of our commercial interests would have
found some sordid trade reason for pull-
ing him up, as our sailors say, with a
round turn. If the eanctified political
exigancies of palm-oil, cotton, and trade
in gin have driven us to the splendid
and  heroic audacity that  has
marked some of our expedi-
tions, and often illuminated the pages
of our history, we have yet, I am cer-
tain, conscience and courage enough for
the rescue of millions of human beings
from a cruel and obsolete despotism.

Professor Salmone would if he had his
way ensure Turkish reform by a
very short process. He says:

The only solution of the difficulty—the
only means of checking the flow of blood-
shed in perturbed Turkey—is the imme-
diate deposition of Abdul Hamid. In this
idea the press and public of this
country are unanimous. On the
other hand no practical suggestion’
has been offered as to the manner
of procedure. It is true some have ad-
vocated that England should single-
handed, if needs be, effect the dethrone-

ment. Buch a step without some under-

standing with Russia would be fraught
with danger. I do not mean that this
country in reality need fear any active
opposition on the part of Russia or of
the other European Powers. The Gov-
ernment of the Czar knows right well
that, by supporting Abdul Hamid ac-
tively againstthe will of the whole na-
tion, Russia would defeat her own ends
and jeopardize her policy in appearing
as the champion of Turkey.

THE FISHERY DECISIONS.

The judgment of the Supreme Court as
to the rights of the Dominion and the
Provinces respectively in the fisheries,
sea coast and inland, has been well de-
scribed as ‘‘involved.”” The case was
submitted to the Court in the form of a
number of questions. The Court answer-
ed these questions briefly and concisely,
but before either questions or answers
can be thoroughly understord the in-
quirer must have a knowledge not only
of the legislation of the Dominion with
respect to the fisheries but of the legisla-
tion of the Provingce of Ontario on the
same subject. A knowledge of the Brit-
ish America Act is also necessary to the
comprehension of the judgment.

The Supreme Court decides that the
beds of all lakes and rivers
and other inland waters except harbors
and those on Indian reservations are, to
use its own terms, * vested in the Crown
of the Provinces.”” The provinces own-
ing the beds of all the rivers and lakes
and their banks, are entitled to all the
rights and privileges which the law ex-
tends to riparian owners. This is, it
seems to us, the principle on which the
judgment is based. It follows then that
the right of fishing in those waters be-
longs to the provinces, and the Domin-
ion has no power to act as owner of the
rivers and lakes of the country. Any
law, therefore, which the Dominion Par-
liament may have passed on the assump-
tion that the Domimion is owner
of the land wunder the rivers
and lakes is wltra vires. The Dom-
inion cannot lease out any portion
of ariver or a lake to any person and
grant to the lessee the exclusive right of
fishing in such waters. And here we
come to what appears to us to be a very

question 10 says that * Neither the Do-
minion nor the Province can grant ex-
clusive rights in tidal waters.” This
puts an effectual stop to the cultivation
of oysters in the Dominion, for no one
would be so foolish as to expend money
and time in the cultivation of oysters in
tidal waters if he is not permitted to ex-
ercise the exclusive right of fishing those
oysters. We find in the same answer
another very peculiar sentence. It is
this:, ¢ The Dominion can superintend,
regulate, comserve and issue general
licenses.” If the rightof fishing belongs
to the Provinces why should the

burdensome duty of superintending and
regulating the fisheries and conserving
the fish? Logically, whether legally or
not, these duties go with the right to
fish. The man who owns a farm must
not look to someone else to keep up his
fences and to cut down the weeds. The
Toronto Globe notices this anomaly and
comments upon it as follows:

In effect, therefore, the judgment
means that although the Dominion has
all along proceeded on the assumption
that the fishing groundsand fish of the
inland waters were its property they are
really the property of the provinces, and
that the only jurisdiction the Dominion
has is that of passing general regulations
for the preservation of the fisheries. The
Dominion gets decidedly the worst of it
in this division. It has the right to pro-
tect, preserve and propagate fish if it
wishes to do so, while the Provinces
have the sole right to catch fish so pre-
served and protected. This sounds
somewhat odd, and one can hardly im-
agine that it will be a permanent ar-
rangement. It certainly has not the
usual elements of permanence, for the
Dominion Government can hardly be
expected to expend considerable sums
in maintaining hatcheries to put fish
into the great lakes that become the
property of the Province of Ontario
whenever they enter the water.

The decision, as far as we
can see, affects the gsalmon fish-
ery of this province very slightly.
It does not interfere with the fishery
regulations, except perhaps in the mat-
ter of the license. The Dominion has
full authority to make laws with respect
to the close season, and to regulate the
hours of fishing. Its authority, we have
no doubt,; extends to the disposal of
offal. But we have a notion that if the
decision is sustained on appeal to the
Privy Council the Dominion Govern-
ment will not trouble itself much about
inland fisheries, as the care and regula-
tion of them will involve considerable
expense without its haviug the power to
get anything like an ade%uate return for
the money it expends. The Globe seems
to think that if the Fishery Department
of the Province does its business in a
businesslike way the fishery rents and
licenses will yield revenue enough to
pay all expenses of protection and pro-
pagation and leave a handsome surplus
for the Province. If this is to be the
case the decision, if it is sustained, will

be a good thing for both the Dominion
and the Provinces.

GOVERNMENT SCORED.

Sir Charles ‘H. Tupper Severely
Criticizes the Laurier Admin-
istration.

Politics More Than a Mere Game of
Ins and Outs—Prineiples
Involved.

At an impromptu dinner recently
given at the Garrison Club, Quebec, in
honor of Sir Charles Hibbert Tupper,
M.P., who happened to be passing
through Quebec on his way to his home
in Nova Scotia, in response to the toast
of his health, proposed by T. C. Cas-
grain, M.P., who occupied the chair, Sir
C. Hibbert Tupper made a capital speech
on the political situation. Ie remarked
though, although the Conservative dele-
gation from Quebec was small, the qual-
ity was excellent. He then referred to
the numerous promises made by the
members of the present government
when in opposition and asked.how many
of theirnotes had been redeemed. In
the House they had sat as dumb as dogs,
though some of them refused to sit
down when their dumb leader with so
much trepidation signed to them to
doso. These, must, perhaps, be excused
upon the ground that they had no
previous cabinet or even parliamentary
experience. Yet we are led to expect
that the government was an assemblage
of all the talents. The opposition met
them with some fear and trepidafion,
for they had to face Mr. Blair and Mr.
Fielding and Sir Oliver Mowat, of whom
they had heard so much, and who were
all such superior business men, for with
the new administration it must be
understood that ‘‘ business is business.”
(Loud laughter and applause.)

There was, too, the representative of
the Irish element of Quebec, who eon-
stituted in himself the business end of
the cabinet, and who had certainly
given all the evidence of statesmanship
that characterized his leader. For for-
getfulness he was equally distinguished
and in Mr. Dobell the Premier had an
excellent imitator. The mot d’ordre
was silence. The opposition was led to
believe that its only duty was to
vote the supplies. But being new
to the duties of an opposition,
they imagined the demand for
supplies a good opportunity for seeking
for that information which was so ur-
gently demanded by the country. But
Mr. Laurier, though a practical ruler,
who had showed his power over the
Governor-General, apparently knew
nothing.

It was perfectly evident, too, that his
government had no solidarity. This
was a great source of weakness. He
could speak from experience, because
the late government had been greatly
hampered by their differences in the late
elections. (Hear, hear.) But this was
at the end of an 18 years term of office,
whereas the new government commenc-
ed their regime by disagreeing amongst
themselves, and by disobeying their
leader, The word was passed that they
‘'were not to speak. Yet they' ‘opened
their mouths simply to contradict each
other. Their leader declared that in the
matter of dismissing public officials none
should be discharged without a fair tria).
The Minister of Marine, however,
dismissed a young man in his (Tupper’s)
county on the charge of having been a
member of his committee, though he had
never been near it. And in direct con-
tradiction to what his leader had stated,
Mr. Blair declared that only superior
officials could be accorded a bearing and
defence, and that ordinary employes
were to be dismissed on the word of the
Liberal member or defeated candidate.
(Cries of ‘‘ Shame!’’) Nothing could be
more insulting to the leader of the gov-
ernment.

In regard to the tariff question, he
said that there was a point which had
not been so sufficiently noticed as he
thought it shoald have been. He re-
ferred to the fact that Sir Richard Cart-
wright, the master mind of the cabinet,
and the man who would undoubtedly
mould the rest of the government to hig
way of thinking, had declared, in op-
position to the declaration of his leader,
that the revision of the tariff would un-
doubtedly create a disturbance, but as it
would be permanent it must be thor-
ough. He remarked that his old friend,
Mr. Dobeil, had left them to enjoy peace
and harmony amongst the Tartes and
the Pacauds.

Referring to the fast line and the
bridge, he said that the policy of the
Conservatives in the matter had been
made perfectly public. It favored Que-
bec for the summer port and either Hal-
ifax or St. John for the winter one. Mr,
Laurier, on the other hand, nad quoted
from an old report of 1830 or 1835 to
show that the dangers of the St. Law-
rence route were such that vessels could
not well run there faster than about six
knots an hour. Such a declaration on
the part of the Liberal leader of Canada
had its undoubted effect, and it was not
surprising if Mr. Gladstone had been
led to believe the same. He denied
that the tender of the Messrs. Allan was
not an acceptable one, and reminded his
friends that the fast steamers had been
objected to on the ground that they were
too expensive, and that nobody in Can-
ada could afford to travel by them.
The opposition had taken its cue on the
question from New York ship owners,
who would undoubtedly be injured if we
have the fast line, It is periectly true
that a twenty knot line here will not pay
the Cunards unless they get the contract,
Now it appeared that all the opponents
of the fast line were taking their cue
from Mr. Laurier as to the St. Lawrence
route, -

He scored the ministers for tHeir fail-
ure to announce their policy on the eon-
stitutional question, although that of
their predecessors was clear and well
defined. Their supporters were natur-
ally bewildered, and they only agreed as
to how they could get Conservatives out
of office and themselves in. On the ques-
tion of the Governor-General’s warrants
the opposition had placed themselves
on record ag opposed to them, though
they knew that they would be voted
down. But he believed that no govern-
ment would again approach Lord Aber-
deen for such & purpose, or any of hig
Successors, who might be, as it was to
be hoped they would be, men like those
who had preceded him, One King of

They took the estimates of the different
departments which had never been
passed on by Council and added them
together, whereas those estimates were
always cut down and simply embraced
all the applications that were made from
each department to the cabinet.

He insisted upon the fact that politics
meant more than a simple game of ins
and outs and that principles were in-
volved in them. It was to be hoped that
the school question was really to be
shuffled off the Ppolitical boards, but if it
was not, the present opposition were not
cowards and would grapple with the
question again as they had in the past.

If the present incongruous
combination at Ottawa is to last it must
bow the knee to principles for which we
have fought and of those is the National
Policy of Canada. (Loud applause.)
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IMPORTANT PURCHASES.

The Seattle Times contains the follow-
ing: ‘*Some of the most important
claims in the North Fork of the Salmon
district have just been purchased by
Mr. Herbert Cuthbert, in behalf of the
above company, recently organized in
Toronto and having offices in Spokane
and Victoria. The best known claim is
the Victoria, which is said to have
one of the largest showings ever
discovered in the Kootenay district,
the croppings being traceable over 450
feet in width.

‘ BUSINESS IS BUSINESS.”

There is no reason to believe that the
Canadian Pacific railway did not throw
the weight of its influence largely in
favor of the Conservative party at the
last election.

But the evidence in the suit which the
Hon. J. I. Tarte is bringing against his
assailants in Montreal shows that the
. P. R. has friends in both parties.
While the railway was in favor of the
Conservatives, Vice-President Shaugh-
nessy advanced $3,000 to Mr. Tarte.

Of course this advance may have been
a mere matter of private friendship be-
tween Mr. Shaughnessy and Mr. Tarte.
According to the same theory it would
a mere matter of private friendship
for Mr. Tarte to see that the new govern-
ment did not give Mr. Shaughnessy’s
railway the worst of it. The story is
also telegraphed from Winnipeg that
President Van Horne had a long inter-
view with the Hon. Clifford Sifton.
The interview may have 1elated en-
tirely to provincial business, but even
this unimportant circumstance will
tend to corroborate the assertion that
the friendship of the C.P.R. has helped
Mr. Sifton, just as the enmity of that
railway has handicapped Mr. Martin in
the race for the portfolio of the interior.

A public beliet that the Canadian Pa-
cificrailway had a trifle too much author-
ity at Ottawa weakened the late govern-
ment. The evidence in the Tarte case in
Montreal and the advancement of Presi-
dent Van Horne’s friend Mr. Siften, are
indications that the C.P.R. has influ-
ence, not to say authority, in the coun-
cils of the new government.

REBELLION SERIOUS.

San Francisco, Oct. 20.—Advices by
the steamer Peru from Singapore and
Hongkong up to September 27 state that
the rebellion in the jPhilippine islandg
is much more serious than has been gen-
erally recognized. The reports of revo-
lutionist defeats sent out by the Spanish

officers have been greatly exaggerated,
and so far the rebels have more than
held their own in the struggle for inde-
pendence.

It is now stated that the revolution is
beyond the control of the Spanish au-
thorities, and that unless reinforcements
are sent to Manilla immediately the
Spanish troops are in danger of final
defeat. “The rebels now hold the Prév-
ince of Cavite. They are well organized
and have 8,000 Mauser rifles. There are
many natives in the Spanish troops, and
the officers are afraid 1o take native regi-
ments into the interior because their
loyalty is doubted.

The Hongkong press says editorially
that there 18 no longer room for the least
doubt that affairs in the Philippine
islands will in a short time assume the
proportions of the Cuban rebellion. The
natives are determined. As each rebel
signs an agreement, he writes his name
on his arm with blood and swears ven-
geance against the Spaniards.

The story of the original plans for
striking the blow is a most serious one.
For a long time the natives have been
conspiring to overthrow the government,
and it was finally decided to make a
strong attack July 15. Governor-General
Blanco was to have ‘been murdered by
one of the natives on that day, and it
was arranged to suddenly swoop down
upon the body of officials who attended
the funeral, kill a8 many as possible
then ransack the town of Manila, and
take entire possession of the place.

It is due to a woman that the dia-
bolical plot was discovered. In the con-
fessional she disclosed the plot to the
priest, who divulged the secret. The
arrestand imprisonment of many natives
plainly indicated that the priests were
cognizant of all the arrangements, and
then towards the end of August the
fighting commenced in real earnest.
From that time up to the middle of this
month, the date of the latest rows, there
were repeated bloody conflicts between
the government forces and the natives.

The Manila correspondent, under date
of September 2, denies that the Spanish
troops defeated the rebels on August 31.
The writer says: ‘‘Eight rebels were
kiiled at St. Messa and six or eight at
St Juan, besides those on the Spanish
side. The bodies (rebels) are being left
unburied torot. Over 100 natives some
say 169, were shut up in a small room
under the bastions of San Sebastian
Intra Muros on Monday night. There
was no water and but onesmall window.
Forty-four of the prisoners were iound
dead in the morning. With those pris-
soners who have since died the total
number of victims is 70.”’

IMPERIAL FEDERATION.

MEeLBOURNE, Oct. 20.—Lord Brassey,
the governor of Victoria, in a speech to-

day on Imperial Federation said: ‘It
would be wise if poseible to bring
America into a grand defensive league of
the Anglo-Saxon race, which would
effectively secure the peace of the world.’

ALMOST AT EXTREMES

A Spanish Cruiser Threatens to
Fire on an American Vessel
in Havana.

United States Fictional Neutrality
Denounced—Spain Will Brook
No Threats.

Maprip, Oct. 20.—Commenting upon
the statement contained in a dispatch
from Washington City that President
Cleveland intends to intervene in Cuba
in a manner tantamount to the recogni-
tion of the independence of the insurg-
ents, the Imparcial declares Spain ought
to demand a full explanation of the
Washington City government. *‘She
cannot brook such a threat over her
head,’’ continues the Imparcial, even for
a single day. By what right does the
United States define the time for Spain
to settle a question of her internal ad-
ministration? It must be affirmed be-
fore the whole world that the American
government cannot impose any sort of
terms upon us.”’

After denouncing the United States’
‘“ fictional neutrality,”” the Imparcial
concludes: ‘‘The conduct of the United
States will arouse international indigna-
tion. If Spain should remain alone in a
conflict with the United States, Span-
iards, by their own efforts, will know
how to mark the differences between the
noble defenders of their own property
and the vile traffickery at Washington
City.”

Key West, Fia,, Oct. 20. — If

the Spanish authorities had taken
Senor Ingle Furnandez from the
Ward line steamer Vigilancis,
while that vessel was in' Havana harbor
last Friday, United States warships
would immediately have been ordered
to Havana to enforce a demand for re-
paration and war between this country
and Spain would undoubtedly have re-
sulted. For three hours last Friday the
United States and Spain were on the
brink of war, and the threatening situa-
tion was only relieved when the Spanish
authorities ignominiously backed down
and allowed the Vigilancia to proceed to
sea with Furnandez on board.
A letter received here from a corre-
spondent in Havana, who is close to
Consul-General Lee, gives a dramatic
account of the episode. According to
the letter when the Vigilancia put into
Havana the Spanish authorities de-
manded the surrender of Senor Ingle
Furnandez, a Mexican, who was on
board the vessel. The Spaniards alleged
that Furnandez was not a Mexican but
a subject of Spain. Captain John Mec-
Intoeh, of the Vigilancia, refused to sur-
render Furnandez. Then the Spanish
authorities told Captain McIntosh that
if the Vigilancia attempted to go to sea
with Furnandez on board she would be
sunk by the guns of Moro Castle. Cap-
tain McIntosh immediately laid the
matter before Consul-Geéneral Lee, who
complimented the captain on his
bravery, and told him to take the Vigil-
ancia to sea when he pleased. :

Congiul-General Lee was greatly en-
raged at the threat to sink the Vigilan-
cia, and is reported to have said to Cap-
tain McIntosh: ‘¢ If the guns of Moro
Castle sink your ship, American war-
ships will be bombarding Havana with-
in a week.”” Capt. MclIntosh returned
to the Vigilancia and Consul Lee inform-
ed Capt.-General Weyler that the vessel
was going to sea and if any attempt was
made to take off Furnandez, or if the
vessel was fired upon, Spain must take
the consequence. General- Weyler im-
mediately summoned the cabinet and
while the council was considering the
matter the Vigilancia began to weigh
anchor. The Spanish officials on board
protested, but Capt. McIntosh said:
‘““Damn your objections, my ship has
been cleared and my consul told me to
go tosea. I am going and dare you to
try and prevent me. Get off my ship,”
and with that he roughly shoved the
Spaniards into the waiting boats, and
the Viligancia, flying the stars and
stripes, started for the mouth of the
harbor, which is commanded by the
guns of Moro Castle.

All was excitement in Havana and the
quay and house tops were lined with:
hundreds of persons, who expected the
Vigilancia would be fired upon. Consul
General Lee himself  watched the Vigi-
lancia through a glass. In the mean-
while signals wére being exchanged be-
tween General Weyler’'s palace and
Moro Castle, and in the latter place
were signs of great excitement. Slowly
the Vigilancia entered the mouth of the
harbor and it was noticed that the guns
of Moro Castle were turned on the ship.
The Vigilancia repeatedly signalled
Moro Castle, ‘““I am going to sea,’”’ but
no answer came from the fort until the
vessel was in blue water and then the
Spaniards ran upthe signal which means
‘¢ good-bye.”

~Another expedition is undoubtedly off
for Cuba. On Saturday night the steam-
er Cora,-in tow, loaded with 200 tons of
coal in sacks, left here on a wrecking
voyage, but it is now believed she met
the steamer Three Friends at Loggerhead
Key, about eighty miles from here, and
transferred the coal and about®eighty
tons of dynamite. Dr. Castino and C.
Silan, who have been on former filibus-
tering voyages in the Three Friends, ar-
rived in the city Friday very myster-
iously and left on the Mascotte Saturday
night for Tampa. A large crowd of Cu-
bans accompanied them.

While federal officers have been search-
ing for the Dauntless since she landed
munitions in Cuba which were taken on
Palm beach about ten daysago, that ves-
sel has been busily engaged:in landing
more arme, ammunition and men for the
iasurgents. She made her second land-
ing on Tuesday of last week and it is said
she is now on her third trip to the
island. The Dauntless got the arms
from a small island at the lower end of
Tuartle harbor, where the Cubans have
established " a storehouse for supplies.
The munitions of war, medicines and
stores are taken to the island by sailing
vessels. It is also reported here that the
tug Enterprise, of Perth Amboy, N.J.,
Capt. Conover, which stopped at St.
Augustine last Thursday and was
searched by the collector :and United
States marshal, has instructions to go to
the supply station and load for Cuba. A
revenue cutter is expected here in a day
or two to break up the Cuban storehouse.

FORTINES 1Y WHEAT

Over Six Million Bushels of - Grain
Sold in New York—The
Situation.

Montrealers Who Made Big Sums
Out of Their Speculations
in Cereals.

NEw Yorxk, Oct. 20.—Wheat opened
less excited than it did yesterday but
there was nevertheless enough trading
to run transactions above six million
bushels by midday. The Liverpool and
Continental cables induced holders to
throw over large blocks of wheat which
fairly swamped the market for a time
and forced prices down from 84c to 8215c
for December. Then came a period oi
dullness followed in the afternoon by a

general stampede of the shorts and a
wildly fluctuating market, ending in a
whirl at ¢ to 1l¢c net advance over
last night. At the highest point it was
just one cent under yesterday’s top-
notch of 8634c.

A representative of the Associated
Press had an interview to-day with a
broker who does one of the largest busi-
nesses in wheat on this side of the At-
lantic, in regard to the situation. He
said, in substance: ‘‘In half, the nat-
ural half, of the speculative course, we
have only followe(f, the lead set by the
United States, where speculators are
very active. A year of scarcity, in spite
of the fact that England had a seven
million bushel crop, has induced specu-
lators to rush in. Russia is poor and
Australia is practically nil, but, what is
of greater moment, consumers having
large advance milling contracts also
rushed in to secure supplies, even at top
prices, which to-day are 20 per cent.
higher than last week.

‘“ The California wheat sent to India
is as yet only a drop in the bucket, but
the moral effect of this movement and
the effect of the coming famine in India
has been very great. Of course, if rain
falls quantities of California wheat will
not be wanted. But I doubt this, and
coupled with the viceroy’s grave tele-
grams, it natually affords speculators the
real elemeuts of uncertainty which they
delight in. Still this does not account
for more than half the rise. The balance
is a solid advance, owing to the short-
ness of supplies. We shall follow the
States closely, however, and also the
speculators who force the market. A
rise in freights has at all times been in
advance of a rise in wheat, and the de-
mand in steamers is most brisk. The
closing of the sea of Azoff early in De-
cember will free a number of vessels to
16ad elsewhere, though at present the
Azoff boats are loading as rapidly as
possible.”’

MoxTrEAL,Oct. 20.—(Special)—Several
Montreal dealers have made a great deal
of money out of the rise in wheat, and
are in to make a good deal more. Adam
Thompson has cleared from $50,000 to
$60,000, and the friends of James Car-
ruthers are declaring that he would not
take cheque for either of the sums just
mentioned for his profits on wheat.

WILD RUSH FOR CARS.

CHIcAGO, Oct. 21.—An Omaha, Neb.,
dispatch says that the freight car famine,
occasioned by the wild rush of farmers
to get their grain to market, is assuming
alarming proportions in the West.
The Missouri Pacific is short 600 cars

north of Kansas City, and the U.P. and
Burlington, Omaha, Elkhorn and R. I.
are far behind in the number of required
cars in Nebraska, while the famine in
Iowa and Kansas is even worse. The
roads have nee! of cars for extra freight,
for'all the wheat in the country is beiag
pushed to market during the present
high prices. Although it is believed by
many that the market will reach $1 We-
fore a slump, the average shippers and
farmers are taking no chances, and con-
sequently want to get their wheat on the
market at once.

STEAMER ASHORE.

MarsHFIELD, Ore., Oct. 20.—The
steamer Argo, plying between Coos Bay
and San Francisco, went ashore this
morning in a heavy fog just north of

Coos, near where the whaleboat Whit-
more was wrecked. In attempting to
land a boat load of passengers three
were drowned, John Norman, of San
Francisco, and two others whose names
are unknown. Itis thought that another
boat load containing Chief Engineer
Brown is lost. It is still very feggy and
the wreck cannot be seen. The tug
Hunter and life saving crew are at the
scene. It is impossible at this time to
give further details, The Argo will be a
total wreck.

He was in Constantinople during
the three days’ massacre in August last.

Waggons filled with
bodies  were constantly  passing
through the streets in Constan-
tinople. Cart load after cart load
of these bodies were dumped into
the sea. The sight was a sickening one,
and what added to the horror was the

A statue tothe memory of the late Em-
press Augusta,grand motherof the present
Emperor, given by the city of Coblenz,
was unveiled yesterday in the presence
of the Dowager Empress Frederick and
other members of the imperial family
representing Emperor William and the
Empress. The Grand Duke of Baden,
who married Princess Louise, daughter
of the old Emperor and of Empress Au-
gusta, delivered an oration.

In a recent engagement at Tumbo
Torino, Cuba, Bouet, an aide-de-camp of
Antonio Maceo, and Leite and Vidal,
two insurgent leaders, were killed while
fighting near Guayalit. Julia Rodrigua,
commander of Maceo’s escort, was killed
and Lucas and Ducass, insurgent lead-
ers, were wounded. It is reported that
the insurgents Union de Payez, in the
Province of Matanzas, is demoralized
and divided into small groups, which are
being actively pursued by troops. The
insurgents of that district are further
said to be without hospitals and have
many sick men among them. A num-
ber are reported dead.

A Handsome Bar of Ggld and Silver
Bullion Results From
the Test.

The first bar of bullion taken out by
the cyanide process on a commercial
scale in this province has been brought
down from Cariboo by Mr. F.W. Hawes,
secretary of the Cariboo and Williams
Creek Consolidated Mining Co., limited.
The bar weighs 31.61 ounces in gold and
silver, is 607 fine and worth about $400.
This company has been the first to in-
troduce the cyanide process in British
Columbia and the result, Mr. Hawes
says, has been a great success,
Hitherto it been a question as to
what was the best method of
working the company’s claims, but
now the results are such that. by the
cyanide process practically everything is
saved, the highest assay from the tail-
ings after passing through the vats being
only 60 cents a ton, and other assays
showing very much less. The company
are at present working a five-stamp mill
which saves the free gold in the ore;
then the tailings are put through the
cyanide process, so that nearly all the
gold and silver is saved at a cost of $10 a
ton. The vat capacity is nine tons, and
it is intended to double the mill
capacity so that the cyanide plant
can be worked to its full extent.
The company are at present working .
nine men on the Blackjack claim. This
claim at the surface ran $7 and now
where the tunnel cuts the ledge, 65 feet
below, the ore runs $40 with a vein 7
feet wide. The former owners instead
of following on the vein, sank a perpen-
dicular shaft. The company have run
in a tunnel to the vein crosscutting the
shaft and wiil stope back onthe vein and
continue sinking also. Quartz mining
Mr. Hawes says looks very bright in
that part of the province. Thecompany
have recently put through several 10 ton
mill runs for other people, and the Is-
land Mountain claims are being develop-
ed by a force of men, the ore being free
milling and_looking well, though just
what it ran Mr. Hawes did not know.

BRITISH COLUMBIA FRUIT.

The exhibit of fruit and vegetables
sent through Mr. J. R. Anderson,
deputy minister of agriculture, to the
Spokane exhibition, which closed on
Saturday, secured wonderfully faverable
notice, and Mr. Hutcherson, who
went in charge of the exhibit, writes to
Mr. Anderson that it was a surprise to
the people who visited the exhibition.
Through unavoidable delays the B.C.
exhibit did not arrive in time to be
judged with the other fruit exhibits, but
here is what the Spokane S pokesman-
Review says of the display :

‘‘ The exhibit from British Columbia
though not large has probably attracted
as much attention as any other in the
building. The British people had ar-
ranged to send an excellent collection of
fruit and grain and vegetables to S pokane,
and had it ready when the strike of tele.
graphers onr the Canadian Pacific came,
and the fruit was tie up. A large amount
of this was pears, prunes, plums and
fruit which would not keep, and as a re-
sult, when the fruit was released from
the sirike all this had to be cut out.
The exhibit is just to the left of the door
as vou enter the building, near the Walla
Walla exhibit} and should be visited
by every person going to the fair.

The collection of apples brought from
British Columbia is excellent, showing
greater size and softer and nicer finish
than any other onexhibition. Had these
been in the building when the plate
awards were made it is safe to .8ay Brit-
ish Columbia would have carried away
many of the first prizes for apples. The
collection is so complete and the fruit
-exhibited shows such an excellent state
of perfection that the fruit fair manage-
ment concluded to award a special prize
of $25, which was paid to E. Hutcher-
son, who has the exhibit in charge,
Most of the fruit is from the Fraser river
valley. The exhibit will also be award-
ed a special trophy. The other exhibit-
ors recognize the excellency of this apple
display, and admit that if it had been on
the ground when awards were made that
many a ‘first’ and ‘second ’ would be
seen on that stand.”

To Quatsino and return, travelling
homeward by the inside route, was the
trip ended by the steam schooner Mis-
chief, Capt. Foot, yesterday morning.

Another is Mr. Michael Dodds,an English
coal expert, who represents a company
in London, England, while still another
is Mr. Silver, of San Francisco. All, it
'is understood, were very favorably im-
pressed with what they saw, and it is
expected that as a result of their expedi-
tion some practical development work
will soon be commenced. Mr. Allardt
in speaking of the Coal Harbor pro-
spects, expressed himself very hope-
fully.  He said a shaft had been
sunk so that Mr. Dodds could gain
a thorough knowledge of the prospective
mine, and although the latter was not
prepared to make public all his impres-
sions regarding the property, he (Mr.
Allardt) knew that the coal specimens
collected pleased him greatly. Mr. Dodds
intends to report upon the coal prospects
as he found them to the company he
represents, and upon this report will, in
all probability, hinge extensive mining
operations. For twenty miles up
Quatsino  Sound, and within a
comparatively few miles of the
property in question, the largest
of sea-going craft can navigate, and this
isan advantage that is greatly in favor
of the new coal fields.
Mr. Allardt says, nothing will be done
towards getting at the copper in the
mines, all that will be sought for at pre-
sent being the black diamonds. Mr. All-
ardt left for home by direct steamer last
evening, but is expected toreturn before
many months.

The preliminary hearing of the charge
against James Talliard of obtaining
money under false pretences from J. A.
Coates was finished yesterday, Magis-
trate Macrae reserving his decision till
this morning. :

An Ocean Raee That Decides the
° Supremacy in Speed on
the Pacific.

Schooner ‘ Geneva” Undergoing
Repairs—Three New Sealing
Arrivals.

Honors unduly wrested from the big
white trans-Pacific liner Empress,of Ja-
pan were fully retrieved on the ship’s
last voyage, completed when she arrived
here from the Orient at 5 o’clock last
evening. The opposition liner, which
claimed the supremacy of the Pacific
from an alleged race on the Japan’s pre-
vious trip, is the O. & O. steamship Cop-
tic, which San Franciscans have pever
ceased boasting of. The big ship, simi-

lar in gize to the Empress, was met in
Kobe on the 7th instant, and the appear-
ance of both craft in port at one time in-
spired much rivalry, not only between
the dteamship men but landsmen as
well, who bet freely and heavily on the
relative merits of the vessels. There was
much, too, in the name ‘‘superiority’’;
infact there was sufficient to create much
jealousy between the differet shippers.

n leaving port both captains were con-
sequently prepared. They weighed
anchor at the same time and started for
Yokohama together. It was a race and
every pound of steam possible was
crowded on either steamer. There is a
reserve power, however, which the Em-
press liners never bring into use, but up
to the limit of this the Japan’s engines
worked. The greatest excitement pre-
vailed among those on both vessels, par-
ticularly among the officers of the Japan,
who watched with unbounded interest
the stars and stripes gradually dieap-
pear astern. Next day about 11 o’clock
the run was over for the Empress. ' Not
so for the Coptic, however, for it was
3 o’clock when she put in an appearance
at Yokohama. After the 9th instant,
the date of the Empress’s departure for
Victoria, nothing of interest occurred
until her arrival here. She made the
voyage by the most northerly course,
experiencing very bad weather through-
out. She brought comparatively few
cabin passengers, most prominentamong
whom were Wm. A. Wilson, a Japanese
customs official, and Hon. H. E. Woll-
heim, the Mexican consul at Kobe, who
landed here and who inteuds taking pas-
sage for San Francisco.

H. M. S. ‘““Swift” Loses Her Cap-
tain and Several Men by
Drowning.

Japanese Immigration To Hawaii
Limited—Peculiar Formation
of a Lake.

Japanese exchanges received by the
steamship Empress of Japan last even-
ing state that about 500 acres of land
between the hills of Sherizawa and Aka-
jimi, in Shionoya district, Tochigi pre-
fecture, suddenly subgsiding on Septem-
ber 14, formed a great lake. There were
several villages built on a level lower
than the lake, and grave fears are enter-
tained as to their safety should the
water overflow the banks.

‘“A vein of smokeless coal, recently
discovered,” says the Jiji, ‘‘in the dis-
tricts of Toyoura and Mine, Yamaguchi
prefecture, has been ascertained to cover

an area of some ten square miles. The
greater portion of the deposit is in a hill
800 feet high, so that no pumping ma-
chinery will be needed for twenty vears
to come, while the yearly output is esti-
mated at one million tons.”

The Japan Advertiser states that the
number of Japanese laborers to be sent
vearly to Hawaii under contract with
the government of the islands has been
reduced to 1,600 from the previous num-
ber (8,000) by the Hawaiian government
and 1,600 Chinese emigrants are to be
contracted for yearly in order to equal-
ize the numbers of Japanese in the is-
lands, so as to avoid possible danger of
strikes on the part of the Japanese.

H.M.S. Rainbow and Swift arrived at
Nagasaki from Korniloff Bay on Friday
last, the 25th ult. The latter was in a
crippled state owing to the cracking of
her starboard high pressure engine shaft,
and was towed part of the way by the
Rainbow. The officers report the sad
loss of Captain Lang and three of the
seamen comprising the crew of the galley,
which occurred at Grossevitchka bay on
Friday, September 11. Two boats took
a party of officers up the Fish river for a
day’s salmon fishing. At a little after
noon the Captain, who was in his six-
oared galley with Captain Mercer, the
Marine officer and a midshipman, saw
the recall signal hoisted on board the
ship, which was getting up her
anchors on account of the heavy
weather setting in and the bad
holding ground of the anchorage.
He attempted to go on board but the
boat upset and he and two seamen were
drowned before the boat sent from the
ship could reach them. It appears that
the accident was seen from the Nar-
cissus, and a cutter under the command
of Lieutenant Gaunt was at once got
under way. Owing to the heavy. surf
upon the bar, however, much difficulty
was encountered in reaching the scene
of the disaster—the boat having to be
backed in to avoid swamping. Captain
Mercer, the midshipman, and three of
the men were pitked up with the greatest
of difficulty, gut the others had rdis-
appeared, and the heavy sea prevented
the securing of the boat. Up to the
time of the dispatch of this news, two
bodies had been found, but those of
Captain Lang and the other seaman
were misgsing and no traces had been
found of the boat. .

MALL DEBTS ACT.

The reference made by the provincial
government to test the constitutionality
of the Small Debts court act came be-
fore the Full court yesterday for argu-
ment, Justices McCreight, Walkem and
Drake presiding.

Mr. A. G. Smith, deputy attorney-
general, who appeared on behalf of the
Crown, stated that as required by the
statute of 1891, chapter 5, section 3, no-
tice of the reference had been given to
the Dominion government, but a reply
had been received from the department

of justice at Ottawa that the Dominion
government did not intend to take part
in the argument. Accordingly, to bring
the question before the Full court, the
provincial government had appointed
Mr. Robert Cassidy to contest the con-
stitutionality of the act.

Mr. Cassidy argued that in so far as
the Small Debts court act gives jurisdic-
tion to magistrates in a judicial position
as distinguished from ‘their executive
authority as police magistrates, the act
was unconstitutional. The act practical-
ly made a magistrate a judge to exactly
the same extent in civil cases, except in
amount, as a Count court judge, or even
a Superior judge. The question, there-
fore, was whether the Province had a
right to appoint a judge, and this he
submitted it had not, as the right to ap-
point judges belonged to the Dominion,
section 96 of the B. N. A. act providing
that ‘‘the Governor-General shall
appoint the judges of the fuperior
district and county courts, except those
of the courts of probate in Nova Scotia
and New Brunswick.”’” The appointment
of juddes was a matter of prerogative
which was primarily delegated to the
Governor-General by his commission and
instructions, and this prerogative had
not been specially conferred. upon the
Lieutenant-Governor by the B.N.A. act.
It was true that such prerogative and
executive powers as are necessary inci-
dentally to carry out legislation upon
certain classes of subjects within the
legislative power is conferred by impli-
cation upon the provincial governments,
but the appointment of judges was not
8o conferred.

The argument was not finished yester-
day and will be continued to-day.

TALLIARD'S MONEY.

A number of legal complications are
likely to arise out of the interesting
Talliard case, in regard to the $1,496.25
found upon the accused when he was
arrested. Mr. H. G. Hall, acting for
Mr. J. A. Coates, the prosecutor in the
criminal case and plaintiff in the civil
cage against Talliard, garnisheed $710 of
the money in the hands of Chief of

Police Sheppard. The defence took the
ground that the money could not be gar-
nisheed, and Chief Sheppard for his
own protection paid the money into the
County court.
Mr. S. Perry Mills, counsel for Tal-
liard, then made application to Mr.
Justice Walkem that all the money
found in the possession of Talliard at
the time of his arrest, less the $710 gar-
nisheed by Mr. Coates, should be re-
turned to the prisoner, or at least $500,
virtually a homestead exemption,
to  provide for  the necessary
expenses of defence, both in the
criminal and civil cases against
the prisoner, citing R. v. Harris in sup-
}Eort of the application. An affidavit of
alliard was read stating that the money
found 'in his possession was no part of
the proceeds of the mining transaction
and claiming that he had noother means
of providing for his defence.
Mr. A. G, Smith, for the Crown, held
that under the compensation provisions
of the Criminal Code the money should
be retained until after the trial, as the
judge had the power, if he thought
proper, to award out of the money found
on the prigoner, compensation not to ex-
ceed $1,000, if he considered the evidence
at the trial justified it.
Mr. Justice Walkem allowed $100 for
the purposes of the defence.
It is rumored that as the defence claim
that the mining transaction was a bona
fide partnership, Talliard is willing to
refund pro rata to those who paid for
shares, the money found upon him, less
what he claims wag expended on the
mining transaction itself.

AMONG THE MINERS.

Still Greater Developments Round
About Rossland—Activity at
Ainsworth.

The Hills Full of Prospectors—Good
Body of Pay Ore in the
Mugwump.

(From the Rossland Miner.)

Mrs. Allan gave a dinner, at which
about thirty guests were present, to cel-
ebrate the laying of the foundation stone
of her hotel, the first brick building in
Rossland. Major W, H. Cooper acted
ag chairman, with Lieutenant-Governor
Dewdney, who laid the stone, on his
right and the hostess on his left. The
number of new buildings which are con-
stantly going up in Rossland is truly
astonishing. There are over $100,000

worth of buildings now in course of
erection.

In the tunnel being driven by the St.
Elmo company through the Coneolidated
St. Elmo ground a very large body of
fine-grained, rich-looking ore was broken
into Thursday morning. Decomposed
ledge matter was found at the very be-
ginning and the work has all been in
soft formation.

There is a great showing just now on
the West Le Roi and Josie. Mr. Moy-
nahan put two men on the ledge close
to the Le Roi west end line and two
others on the hillside three hundred
feet further west. Thursday morning
both places presented an attractive ap-
pearance. A lot of fine looking copper
ore had been taken from the opening
next to the Le Roi ground, while in the
other opening further west a solid mass
of ore appeared which seemed to be five
or six feet wide. Both these veins seem
to be strong, well defined and continu-
ous and both carry rich ore. The ore is
identical in appearance with that taken
from the Le Roi.

J. J. Henager returned Monday from
a trip to the Wild Horse creek, where he
put three miners to work on the Falk-
ner. A shaft has been begun and shows
the vein to be six feet wide, with nice,
clean walls. The hills are full of pro-
spectors, .

Harold Kingsmill has received a letter
from J. Geale Dickson, of London, in-
structing him to have six of the claims
held by Mr. Dickson surveyed and crown

granted at once. Since his return he
has organized a syndicate with £300,000
capital, fully paid, to operate in south-
ern Kootenay.

The San Francisco Gold Mining Com-
pany, which is controlled by Joe Martin
and Joseph Harris, of Winnipeg, on
Wednesday made the third payment
under its bond on the San Franciseo
mineral claim. The bond was originally
$25,000 and the payment in question
congisted of $11,750. The San Francisco
was bonded to the Winnipeg reople by
Reddin & Jackson.

The big strike on the California of a
north and south ledge, reported two
weeks ago, seems to be all right. When
the capping was first taken off a-mass of.
diorite was found, with a very clear,
smooth foot wall. The diorite, however,
was heavily seamed and the ore found in
the capping above had evidently been
forced up through these seams and had
overflowed the surface. Wednesday the
diorite began to go out, reguiar ledge
matter taking its place. By Thursday
noon the whole bottom of the shaft was
in mixed ore. It looked as though a
solid ore chute would soon be opened up.

The No. 2 shaft on the Pheenix is down
30 feet and shows 10 inches of good ore
in the bottom. The values in the pay-
streak have been very uniform of late,
assays running from $36 to $40 in gold.
Work in the No. 1 shaft has been sus-
pended for the present. The company
expects to start a drift on the vein when
the 50-foot level is reached and at the
same time keep on sinking the shaft.

The high grade ore chute on the Red
Mountain is going down all right. The
thaft is now down 15 feet and there are
28 inches of solid clear ore in the bottom
with several feet of mixed ore. It looks
as though the entire space would be
filled with solid ore. The Red Mountain
Inay now reasonebly be counted among
the rich mines of the camp.

The crosscut tunnel on the Novelty is
getting very close to the vein which it
is being driven to tap. The whole face
in a fine grained diorite full of iron in
very fine particles. It is expected that
the whole face will soon be in solid ore.

Ore in the drift from the main shaft
on the Josie is now averaging $75 per ton.

Work was resumed on the White Bear
shaft Wednesday and will be continued
without interruption by hand until the
new plant is ready.

The strike reported on the Mabel is
even better than anticipated, an assay
made of the ore thrown out by the first

shot yielding $39.80 in gold, silver and
copper. Thefact that the copper values
predominate makes the ore most desir-
able for the smelters. Samples brought
in yesterday are as fine as the best eyer
taken out of the big mines on this same
spur of Red Mountain.

A strike has been made on the North-
ern Belle which places that property
right to the front. There are two east
and west ledges on this ground and
some work has been done on the one ly-
ing furthest north. There is a third
ledge which runs north and south cut-
ting the other two at right angles. Work
was begun on this north and south ledge
a few days agoat a point between the
east and west ledges. Thursday morn-
ing the capping had been partially re-
moved, revealing a magnificent body of
ore well streakeg with copper.

The Ainsworth camp is showing signs
of renewed activity. A great many
operators and wealthy investors have
lately visited the camp, and most of
them have secured options or bonds on
one or more properties.

The Silverine never before had as good
a showing as now. A new lead was
opened recently near the present work-
ings of the Colonna, and what was a
very small seam on the surface has
opened out into & very respectable vein
of rich looking ore. A shaft is being
sunk on a strong incline and is now
down fifteen feet, with a foot of ore in
the face. It is a8 white arsenical ore,
much like that found on the Evening
Star, and which generally runs well in
gold.

Few mines in the eamp have been so
fortunate as the Mugwump in finding

80 quickly and go easily a good body of
pay ore. The upraise is now in ore and
will probably remain so ill near the
surface. The ore now being taken out
and piled up on the dump is of excellent
quality and can be shipped at a profit.
It is especially rich in copper.

The Iron Colt shaft is down 35 feet
and the ore body is spreading out like a
fan. No mine in the camp has opened
up more favorably. The ore body has
maintained its strength almost from the
surface. The fissure seems to be per-
fect. The foot wall is clean and on this
the shaft is being run down. No cross-
cut will be run to the hanging wall un-
til the 100-foot level is reached. The
ore dump of the Iron Colt preseats a fine
appearance.

ne of the most interesting features
of the great showing of ore on the Monte
Cristo is the new.ledge just being un-
covered on the east end of the claim.
Several days ago Superintendent Fred
Oliver commenced some prospecting
work near the Evening Star line and
soon found a ledge running northeast
from the course of the Monte Cristo
ledge. The work already done shows a
lot of fine looking surface ore, some of it
being fine grained and rich looking with
a good percentage of copper. A sample
assay showed $11 in gold, which is re-
garded as very satisfactory.

Last week we stated that James F.
Wardner had organized a wealthy syn-
dicate of Montreal capitalists to invest
in British Columbia properties. He soon
came to the conclusion that the townsite
of Rossland was the biggest gold mine
of them all. To-day he holds an agree-
ment, on which he has made the first
payment, to deliver to him 842 lots for
the lump sum of $176,000. - This proper-
ty includes every unsold lot on the town-
site, and is the biggest real estate deal
ever made in Kootenay.

The owners of the Arnold group last
week refused $20,000 for their property,
which ingJuded a cash payment of $4,000,
Arnold is in England at present trying
to dispose of the property.

The Exchange Gold Mining Company
has been recently organized to develop
the Exchequer and Cleopatra mineral
claims on Give-out creek. Thedirectors
of this company are well-known Toronto
men,

The Hall Mines smelter has been run-
ning along smoothly for the past week
on Silver King and Josie ore. During
the first six days 738 tons of material
were run through the furnace producing
50} tons of matte. The high brick
chimney is now up 132 feet, and it is ex-
pected that the remaining 35 or 40 feet
will be finished in eight or ten days.
This chimney will probably be the
highest in Canada, the top of it being
200 feet above the furnace.

The first large sale of mining property
on the north fork of Salmon was put
through last week, when Craig and his
oo-owners in the Victoria group disposed
of the Victoria, Alberta, and Daisy
claims for $11,000. These claims are
situated on Victoria mountain six miles
from the north fork. The purchaser,
who represents an English syudicate,
paid $2,000 cash and has 90 days in
which to pay the balance.

The indications are that there will be
no brisker or richer silver camp in West
Kootenay, outside of the Slocan, than
Trout: Lake.” The discoveries made thisi
year are all turning out well and the
developed properties are proving them-
selves mines. The leads are nowhere
better defined, and the richness of the
ore in silver, copper and lead is away
above the average. The Silver Cup peo-
ple are calling for tenders for the build-
ing of a rawhide trail from that prop-
erty to the Forks, . a distance of six
miles.

The Roulette group of five claims, on
the north fork of Carpenter creek, has
been sold to John Vallance and others.

To-day we stand as
the most phenomenal city of the present
age, growing from a forest of pine trees
less than a year ago to a city of 3,000
people, of which more than 800 are on a
pay-roll, the largest percentage of
salaried men of any city of its population
in the Northwest. It has a pay-roll of
more than $20,000 monthly, or $240,000
annually, and this is only the dawn of
day in our new camp. Weinvite you to
establish a branch house at this point,
believing that the pioneer bank will be
nearest the heart of the people and
secure the bulk of the business in all
time to come. Should your house de-
cide to locate in Trail,and it is so desired
on your part, a brick block will be erect-
ed on the most prominent corner in the
city, in which you can secure quarters,
to be arranged according to your own
suggestions, and you will be given a
five years’ lease at a nominal figure.”’

VANCOUVER.

VANcoUVER, Oct. 21.—The city is
flooded with bogus fifty cent pieces, and
nearly every merchant finds that even
with all the care possible, one or more

of the worthless coins finds its way into
the till. The imitation is a good one,
the only means by which it can be read-
ily detected being by the milling, the
coins being but a trifle larger and heavier
than the genuine half dollar.

As the time for receiving applications
for the position of chief of police be-
comes shorter there is considerable ex-
citement manifested by those interested
in the obtaining of efficient police pro-
tection, as to who will be the fortunate
candidate. . It would appear to outsiders
to be ‘‘anybody’srace,” but a great
deal will depend upon what applications
are received from outside men. Several
aldermen hold very tenaciously to the
belief that in matters of this kind if any
employe at present in the service of the
city is deserving of promotion his claim
should be paramount, and this will no
doubt weigh considerably with those
who Dbelieve Acting Chief Johnson
worthy of recognition.

A NEW Yon_ HORROR,

New York, Oct. 21.—Hamlin J. An-
drus, secretary of the Arlington Chemi-
cal Works located at Palisade avenue,
was instantly killed this morning by a
dynamite bomb which the police think
was placed there for the purpose of de-

stroying life and property. There is a
deep air of mystery about the affair. The
body of the victim was frightfully
mangled by the explosion, and death
must have come to him instantly. He
was a man of wealth and lived here in
handsome style with his family. It was
a few minutes after 8 o’clock when a
terrible explosion occurred which shook
the factory building and was accom-
panied by the sound of crashing glass
and a volume of smoke. A wild rush
was made by the factory employes to the
office. They were headed by young
Andrus.

The young man was the first to enter
the office, and his éyes fell on a hoftible
sight. The floor of that portion of the
office building occupied by his father
was covered with glasd, mortar and
broken office furniture. In one corner
of the room the young man saw the
bleeding and mangled body of his
father, partly covered with the debris.
The body was in a terrible condition. It
had been completely disembowelled, the
face and front of the skull had been
blown off and the left arm torn from
the trunk. The legs and body were also
terribly mangled.

wreaths sent by the Naval League, a
patriotic organization formed to stir up
public sentiment as to the needs of the-
British navy, from political clubs, iron-
clads and other war vessels, veteran offi-
cers and patriotic associations. One
wreath attracted particular attention.
It was inscribed: ‘‘ From the daughters
and grandson of a midshipman aboard
the Neptune at the battle of Trafalgar.”

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PATRIOTIC ACTION.

Mr. Bayard, the United States am-
bassador to the Court of St. James, has
taken, with regard to the presidential
election, a most unusual course. Minis-
ters to foreign cotintries and members of
the diplomatic corps generally are sup-
posed to be neutral in politics. For
them to take part in an election contest
in their own countiy, if not considered
unconstitutional, is looked upon as in
very bad taste. ButMr. Bayard regards
the contest now going on in the United
States as so serious and involving such
important issues that he considers that he
ought not to be deterred by consider-
ations of diplomatic etiquette or by
precedent from doing what he could,
under the circumstancrs in which he is
placed, for the cause of right. He
therefore wrote a letter to Mr. Samuel
Bancroft, jr., with the intention of its
being published in the United Stat_es.
It is needless to say the letter is an able
as well as a patriotic one. Mr. Bayard
is an eminent statesmen as well as an
accomplished scholar, and anything that
he thought fit to write on the issues of
the present contest would be certain to
be read with respectful attention by a
large ‘proportion of the people of the
United States, and must influence the
action of many electors, particularly
those of the old Democratic party.

It is needless to say that Mr. Bayard
is earnestly in favor of sound money.
He is equally earnest in warning the
readers of his letter against the evils to
the common weal that must necessarily
follow the adoption by the nation of the
policy advocated by Mr. Bryan and the
leaders of the party to which he belongs.
He is convinced that it is the duty of
every Democrat in the Republic to op-
pose that policy to the utmost of his
ability.

BEYOND ITS POWER.

Someone has said that it is not in the
power of governments to create value.
This seems to us to be so true that proof
is wholly unnecessary. It seems to us
that it would be as wise and practical to
attempt to prove by argument that two
and two make four as to endeavor to
demonstrate that it is beyond the power
of government to give value to anything
that is intrincially worthless or to in-
crease the value of anything that is re-
garded as valuable,

If it is in the power of governments to
add to the value of a commodity there
need be no such things in the world
as hard times and low prices. It
is admitted generally that it is
not in the power of Government to add
to the value of wheat or potatoes or cat-
tle or cotton, or, in fact, any com-
modity that is in general use. The
prices of commodities fluctuate no mat-
ter what the Government may do to
raise them or to lower them. When
hard times come governments are as
helpless as the proverbial fly on the
wheel. They suffer and suffer severely
from them without being able to im-
prove them in the least. They are ob-
liged to look passively on while prices
go down and business is thrown into
confusion. If government could regu-
late prices, make them high or low as
they pleased, times would always be good
and the public chest would be always
full. But no Government that hag ever
yet been established Las been able to
regulate values. There are business
fluctuations and periods of business de-
pression in monarchies and republics,
under free trade and under protection,
or where there is one standard and when
there are two standards, when the
Radicals are in power as well as where
the Conservatives hold the reins of gov-
ernment.

A little observation and a little reading
show this to be true, so true that if a
party leader were to tell the people that,
if they put him in power, wheat would
be always a dollar a bushel and.
potatoes thirty dollars g ton, he
would be laughed at as a fool or
a humbug. Yet a party leader has
arisen among our neighbors who tells
them that if he is allowed to take the
reins of Government what is now fifty-
three cents worth of silver wiil be worth
one hundred cents and the price of silver
will be kept up indefinitely, no matter
how much or how little is produced.

should we think differently of the man
who tries to make the people believe
that he can, by the policy which he ad-
vocates, raise the price of silver nearly
90 per cent. at a jump, and keep it up at
that figure as long as the laws he pro-
poses to enact should remain in force?
Yet the man who makes this absurd
promise with respect to siiver is, by mil-

patriot, a statesman and a deliverer. Of
course there are other millions who see
the promises and predictions of Bryan
in their true light. The wonder is that
any number of intelligent men worth
mentioning should be so blind as not to
see the shallowness of Bryan’s reason-
ing and the delusiveness of his promises.

CARIBOD AND LILLOOET

Material Advancement in Mining
During Last Season in the
Different Districts.

Productive Farming Lands — The
Omineca Country—Placer Min-
ing ut Bridge River.

(From the B.C. Mining Journal.)

Development work for the season of 1896
has served to materially advance the min-
ing districts. The season of 1897 will see the
opening up of some vast mines. At Ques-
nelle Forks works on the Golden River
Quesnelle Co.’s dam will be pushed with
200 men employed ali winter and in the
early spring it is safe to say 500 men will be
employed. The Cariboo mine in conjunc-
tion with its Moorehead lake ditch, the
James Moore property that is to be opened
up, the Montreal company with their ten
miles of ditch, the Fishback, Maud, Beaver-
mouth, Harvey creek and other big proper-
ties, and the big drifting and hydraulic
mines of the Horsefly, together with opera-
tions at Quesnelle Forks, will furnish em-
ployment to several thousand men .

At Quesnelle the Laws mine, the Cotton-
wood, the Maud M. ditch, the Columbia
mines and various others will be exten-
sively developed. At Stanley work on a
large scale will begin on famous old Light-
ning creek, Slough creek, Willow river,
Antler, Cunningham, Big Valley and other
creeks, and near Barkerville on that rich-
est creek in the world, from which $25,000,-
002 was taken in two miles distance in
early days, works are being prosecuted at
énormous expense by the Cariboo Gold
Fields Co., with a h draulic elevator.
These all speak well for the future pros-
Eerity of Cariboo. Many hundreds of men

ave this year foung employment in this
section, and none who really desired work
at a fair wage have failed to secure it.

Capitalists will here find advantages
which no other part of the world offers for
investment. The quartz mines have not as
yet been exploited except in a very super-
ficial way. but the rich surface showing on
Barns’ i1sland and Bald mountains, the
Golden Cache mines and others at Lillooet,
all tend to show that further research and a
fair use of capital will make the quartz
mines of the Cariboo and Lillooet districts
among the great producers and dividend
pag'ers of the world.

‘rom Ashcroft, on the C.P.R., the point
of departure for all points in Cariboo and
Lillooet, to Barkerville, 285 miles, more
than 80 six to twelve-horse teams are
freighting, and from the present outlook
instead of shippine for the vear from 150,000
to 300,000 pounds of freight per week 1t will
be largely increased.

Omineca and the Peace river countries,
which are best reached by the Cariboo
road, will attract much attention nexg
season, as thereis a large and practically
unexplored section of the country that is
known to be rich in gold and silver.

The opening up of Slate and Manson
creek h]ydraulic mines by the 43rd Mining
and Milling Company, of Ottawa, and the
Victoria hydraulic, represented by Manager
Black, will give that country a well
deserved prominence. These mines are
nearly 600 miles north of Ashcroft, are par-
tially fitted up, and will be in operation be-
fore the close of the season of 1897. There
is said to be much rich hydraulic ground in
that section, Mr. Black claiming to have
ground that goes as high as 75 cents per
pan.

Itis a well known fact that Bridge river
has always been noted for its great richness
in placer mining, and not onl fine gold but
nuggets have been found o great value.
Several miners visiting Lillooet for supplies
from that quarter a few weeks ago speak
very favorably of the mines there and vin-

icate with great satisfaction the reports
that have been afloat for years as to the ex-
tensive mining fields of that river. As high
as from $5 to $13 per day has been made
there, not only by whites, but also by In-
dians and Chinese, sometimes by means of
sluice boxes and sometimes by the rocker.
Bridge river is likely to be the mining sec-
tion of the future in this part of the coun-
try, both in placer and quartz mining, as it
is only reasonable to believe that, where so
much gold has been found in the benches
and banks of a river, there must be some
very rich ledges of quartz in that vicinity.

Not nearly so many men will come down

from Cariboo this “season as heretofore.
Many of them are finding something to do
for the winter, and others will unite and
wait for work next season, instead of spend-
ing what they have earned this season, on
a visiting trip to some other section. Capi-
tal will go into Cariboo next season—it is
believed by those best informed—in large
quantities, and that, of course, means good
times for laborers and ranchers,
The North Star, on which work had been
suspended for a short time hag resumed
operations and work is now vigorously-car-
ried on with a pProspeet of a handsome
dividend. .

The Law claim is being opened up by a
tunnel being run in from near the level of
Bhker creek. Messrs, Clarke and Forrest
have about a dozen men engaged by shifts
and are pushing on the work with energy.,

Mr. Baker’s claim, four miles up the
Fraser, promises well and the work neces-
sary to open it up thoroughly is nearing
completion.
