y the Government. Since this -practice. had
been in vogue, he was not aware that any of
the stock was sent outside the country to the
United States.

Mr. Preston moved for an order of the
House for a return showing the number of
lunatics in the county jails of the province for
each month from March 1, 1886, to March 1,
1887, and showing also the number of days
each lunatic was detained in the jail. The
number of buildings now under construction
for the accommodation of the insane, The
number they are expected toaccommodate,and
when the buildings will be ready for use.

Mr. Preston followed up his motion with a
lengthy - arraignment of . the Government’s’
policy with regard to its provision for these
unfortunates. He said it wasa disgraceful
state of affairs that lunatics should be kept in
county jails for months waiting for admission
to an asylum. Every grand jury in the prov-
ince had repeatedly K:owst.ed against this
state of affairs, which, was sorry to say,
existed for years. At the present time there
were 116 lunatics in our county jails; 31 of
these were in the Toronto jail. Mr. Preston
gave the number of- lunatics in the five pro-
vincial asylums as: Toronto 819, London 1031,
Kingston 561, Hamilton 733, Orillia (idiots)
233. Of this number there was an average of
G0 per cent. who were unable to do any work
or help themselves in any way. He favored
the erection of a moderately-sized building
where the criminal insane could be kept to-
gether. The present mode of dealing with
our insane population was a disgrace to the
province,

The Provincial Secretary made a general ex-
planntor{ defence of the Government’s posi-
tion, There was an undeniable lack of- pro-
vision for all who sought admission to the
asylums. - There were at present- 326 "applica-
tions from patients toget into oneor other of the
asylums. he five institutions contained a
total of 3190. When the new cottages at
Orillia aud Hamilton were finished, which
would be in about eighteen months at the out-
side,additional accommodation would be given
to 500 patients.

The Provincial Secretary said that the
township or county councils should make local
provision for taking care of those who were
not violently insane or incurable. This would
relieve the asylums of a great tax upon their
accommodation. This system prevailed in
many of the States, where county refuges or
poor-houses were utilized for this purpose. He
thought it would be a good plan to draft
about 1000 of the chronic and incurable patients
into a new asylum if the finances of the
province would stand such an outlay. He did
not believe that insanity was on the increase,
but as the accommodation was expanded, cases
came to the surface that were hitherto un-
known. “What was private yesterday was
made y;lblic to-day.”

The Provincial Secretary then gave a- large
amount of data and statistics regarding insan-
ity which he had collected from various
sources, showing that.insanity in OQutario was
not more prevalent than in any of the States
with similar populations.

Dr. Wylie, Mr. Miller and Mr. Meredith
also spoke, and argued that. the lunacy policy
of the province could be greatly improved.

Mr. Preston’s motion for the return named
passed.

Mr. Meredith moved for a return re the
vacancy in the clerk’s office in the Division
Court at Picton, Prince Edward County. Mr.
Hardy said Capt. Younso died on Aug. 1,

Warm Discussion in the Council @ver the
Ferry Bill—The Solicitor Produces a

. “Round Robin”—The Mayor Talks of

Suspension.

When the City Council met at 7.30 last
night something in the air portended an inter-
esting session, and those who knew how mat-
ters stood in regard to' the ferry question
snxiously awaited developments., The only
absentees from the board were Ald. Baxter
and Woods. One of the first communicati

moved that the Council go into committee of
the whole on the report of the Committee on
Lcﬁithtion. There was no_ printed report,
and the aldermen did not know what was
under discussion.. The original ferry legisla-
tion was adopted in committee, and
in Council ~ Ald. Johnston moved that
the ferry bill, as approved by the Markets
and Health Committee be submitted. Ald.
McMillan hastily withdrew, and the Mayor
declared the Couneil adjourned for want of a
quorum. When the roll was called the alder-
men present were: Ald.

After adjournment, the aldermen went
around explaining to each other how the mat-
ter stood, but very few of them comprehended
the situation.

This printed document was distributed
to the aldermen in the afternoon. It stated
that, owing to a mistake of the printers, the
draft of the Ferry Bill [which is an agree-
ment for an exclasive ferry privilege]had been
printed and distributed in the Legislature.

The Com-
mittee of Thirteen exposes illegal or exceasive
demands upon the city treasury; it wages war-
fare against pontractors who fail to do as they
agreed to do; it insists that the provisions of
the charter shall be lived up to; it devises
ways and means for the reduction of the de-
partment expenses; it brings its influence to
bear for or against all local bills which are in-
troduced in the Legislature. In short, the
Committee of Thirteen may be defined to be
public spirit teaching by example; so says the
New York Tribune.

The annual report of the eomm\qteo for
1886, lately issued, abounds in of the
Jarge service which this body is the
taxpayers of Albany. tax-rate has fallen
%o $1.84, the lowest rate in twenty years. The
menl bonded debt, which for twelve years
prior to 1884 increased on an average over
$50,000 a year, has been reduced .$470,000
during the last two years, noswithstanding a
decrease of $30,000 in the water debt. Fidelity
in closing up unlicensed liquor saloons has in-
creased the Excise receipts from $21,000 to
£29,000. The Common Council printing bills
have been reduced several thousand dollars,
enough having been saved out of the ap-
propriation of last year to foot the bills of
this year. The County Clerk’s fee bill, which
in 1880 was $9935 over and ahove $11,000 pud
for sorting papers after the City Hall fire, in
1886 was only $1887. The Almshouse, which
from 1879 to 1882 cost over $38,000, was main-
tained last year for $24,000. The county debt,
,upon which nothing was paid for many years
prior to 1883, is now reduced each year by the
payment of $20,000 of county bonds.

The Pending Extradition Treaty,

The Ottawa correspondent of an American
paper sends the following: Although the
British Government have for years paid an

1 subsidy to the st hip companies
carrying mail between Great Britain and the
United States, they have always up to the
present time declined to make a similar appro-
priation toward the ocean mail service between
Oanada and the British Isles. The Dominion
Government are now taking active steps
toward securing an Imperial subsidy to sup-
plement the annual grant voted each year by
the Dominion Parliament for the ocean mail
service, which it is in future praposed to run
in conneetion with the Canadian Pacific Rail-
way. The British Government write te the
effect that they will move at once in the mat-
ter, and that the postal arrangements between
Great’ Bntam and her colonies will be one of
the most important subjects the Imperial con-
ference, meeting at London in April, will have
to deal with. The British mails for China and
Asiatic ports, which now pass through the
United States to San Francisco,will be carried
over the Canadian Pacific to British Columbia,
thence to their destination during the coming
summer. The British Government have inti-
mated that by way of assisting the Canadian
Pacific Railway Company, in recognition of
the value of its road for military purposes,
they will subsidize the line of ocean steamers
it intends running on the Atlantic and Pacific
in connection with its railway.

It is now stated that the Richmond Hotel,
the scene of the recent disaster at Buffalo,
was a library Dbefore it became a hotel, and
that the removal ot the library’s books there-
from was occasioned by the belief that it was
not for them a safe depository. But it was
congidered safe enough for human beings who
paid three dollars per diem, more or less, gen-
erally more. There is no other thing so cheap
in these days as is human life, Witness rai;-
way collisions, labor troubles and the like,

The constitution of the United States was
amended thirteen times during the earlier por-
tion of its esteemed career. Nevertheless it
required a great civil war to establish the
fourteenth amendment, which is another prop
for the tradition that thirteem is an unlucky
number. Amendments to the Canadian con-
stitution are now in order, but something less
than an unlucky thirteen will serve Canada's
purpose. a2y

The New York Tribune notes the faét that
the Crosby High-License Bill was amended in
an important point on it final passage,
and leaves the Assembly a much stronger
measure than it was before this change was in-
trojuced. The important amendment consists
in the provision that “if any person baving a
license of the second or fourth class shall keep
on hand on the premises licensed any intoxi-
cating liquors other than those permitted in
his license, he shall be guilty of a misdemeanor
and his license shall be forfylt.ed " This is in-
tended to meet the objection raised against the
bill that saloonkeepers might take out an ale
and beer license and then surreptitiously sell
alcoholic liquors. Under the bill as amended
such a trick would be too risky to be generally
followed, and if the police do their duty it
would not be practicable at all. The bill as it
has passed the Auemblv, therefore, must be
regarded as a practical reform re which
is well ealcuhted to diminish the saloon evil,
and which may be expectéd to do what it sets
out to do, always provided that it is faithfully
administered.
