BATTLE OF VINA DEL MAR.

Both Sides in the Chillan Warfare Rest-
ing on 1heir Arms.

New YORK, Aug. 25.—The Herald’s cable-
gram from Valparaiso says: Darkness
stopped the battle at Vina del Mar beach,
opposite this city, which raged hotly all day
yesterday, before any decisivs result was
reached, and like tired gladiators the con-
testing armies rested to-day and worked
hard to get themselves in the best possible
condition for the final bout, which must scon
decide the mastery of Chili.

Balmaceda’s line of defenge yesterday was
strongly fortified and was gnder the range of
the guns from Fort Callao. = Time after time
the rebels dashed against the lines of the
Government troops only to be repulsed with
great bloodshed. They were not the only
sufferers, however, for their artillery played
with telling effect on the enemy, and their
rifles were not useless in their hands. At-
tack and repulse were repeated time after
time with no decided advantage on either
side, when darkness came down and stopped
the bloody work. Under cover of a flag of
truce the ambulance and hospital corps of the
opposing armies were busy uring the night

for them. When morning broke it was ex-
pected the fight would be resumed. Both
armies had suffered severely, however, and
neither appeared to be in a position to as-
sume the offensive, and a practical truce to-
day, with no fighting, has been the result.
Neither side has been idle, however, during
the day. Scouting parties from the insur-
genu’ army have been scouring the country

or supplies, and one of them cut the railroad
to Santiago at Salto.

The Government forces have been strength-
ening their lines and mancenvring to get into
a position which will preclude any. successful
attempt on the part of the enemy to get into
the rear of the city of Valparaiso. It is gen-
erally beheved that Gen. Canto, the general
commanding the rebels, will attempt a flank
movement when he . resumes operations and
this the Balmacedists are doing everything
to frustrate.

Valparaiso is now quiet. All the business
houses, offices and stores are closed. Every-
body who can do so bas left the city, and few
people are seen on the street.

The animals they raise are too wild to
be sent into the English market alive, shippers
being compelled to kill them on their arrival
there just as the Americans do. Canada is a
cattle-raising country, If the Americans want t0
establish a canning industry here let them use
our beef. We have more than enough to supply
them. Do you suppose we would send our Dest
cattle across the ocean if we had ahome mar-
ket for them. Not much. For the first five
or six weeks the English  market
is a profitable fiela for anadian
cattle. After that we Have nothing but the
poorer class of animals to ship. Coueqﬁenﬂy
the trade then becomes improfitable.
Americans _were allowed to come in here to
slaughter their animals the result couid not_be
other than injurious to our export trade.
Every pound of canned meat or every pound of
fresh would cut off so much from us.

injurious to Fresh Meat Trade.

“Canada would also suffer in other ways. For
instance, after the American cattle were slaugh-
tered the shanks, necks and other coarse parts
would be done up in cans, the loins and ribs
would be distributed about the country to the
detriment of our fresh meat trade.

TAKE ENERGETIC NEASURES

HEALTH AUTHORITIES  WILL
STAMP OUT HPG DISEASE. '/

.

The Measures That Have Already Been.
Adopted to That End—Dr, Smith Will
Make a Minute Enquiry—Where the
Disease is Known to Exist—Govern-
ment Regulation of Hog Feeding,

The revelations regarding infected pork that
have appeared in The World during the last two
days have somewhat accelerated the actions of
the authorities and brought matters to a. sudden
head.

The Local Board of Health has appot nted ome
man and the Provincial Board another whose
duties are to keep track of the number of swine
in each of the herds affected so that no more can
be killed and sold for food. If apy of the hogs
disappear the owners are called upon t0 make a
satisfactory explanation.

The duty of eradicating the di rests with
officials of the Dominion Government, and Dr.
Andrew Swmith, Princi of the Veterinary Col-
lege, is the officer in whose hands the matter will
be placed, he being the Pomiunion inspector.

Dr. Smith was seen by a World reporter 8t his
home iast evemng and stated that to-day he in-
tends ' examining the district ~where the
disease is. “I am mnot sure" he said,
*that it is heg cholera, but the indications are it
is. I will, of course, know when I have made an
examination. If it is as a Dominion official I
will take prompt action to have it stam out.
If it is mot, the mattar s out of my hands.” *

It was stated in ‘yesterday's paper that the
disease was brought into the country by hogs
smpﬁ;ad from the United States t0
fed in Canada: but as a matterof fact hogs can-
not be taken out of bond alive. They have to be
slaughtered as soon as they arrive in the country.
The disease undoubtedly is the result of teeding
swill and offal, altogether unfit for food.

There is one case known wherea large hog
raiser in the eastern part of the city uses all the
carsasses he can secure for food for his hogs.

Before feeding he boils the dead bodies and re-
moves the bones. The bones he grinds and sells
as a land fertilizer.

1t is believed that this " has for the last
few weeks bad montgolnk rough his pens kill-
ing and dressing all the hogs in which they de-
tected any symptoms of the disease.

These facts seem to indicate that there should
be some governmental regulation and supervision
of the feeding of hogs.

RECOVERING THE COEPSES.

The Sad Work of Identifying the Mangled
Dead at New York, 5

NeEw YORK, Aug. 25.—At 5.20 o’clock the
workmen unearthed the 42nd body at -the
Park Place ruins, It was the body of John M.
Hillis, the truckman, who, a few minutes be-
fore the fatal crash, Jeft his horses in the
street and went into Peterson’s restaurant to
get his last meal. At 7.05 p.m. the 43rd body
was brought out of the ruins. It was that
of a female, but in such a frightfully mutil-
ated and-charred condition that iaentifica-
tion wasimpossible. Only a portion of the
trunk was jintact, the head being crushed
into a shapeless mass, the arms and lower
limbs being almost entirely destroyed. It
was the most sickening sight yet of many
results of the fire, Every particle of cloth-
ing bad gone.

Several more bodies were recovered during
the evening, and at midnight a total of 52
had been found. An Italian was arrest-
ed to-night for rebbing a corpse.

Shocked the Most Hardened.

The awful scenes witnessed at the morgue
cannot be told. The wails of uribulation;
the distraction of mind; the heart-rending
grief of agomized relatives inquiring for
their missing husbands or fathers; the sight
of the charred and stench-rendering dead,
beaten by the cruel but swift hand of death
almost beyond recognition, is too horrible a
pictare to attempt to describe in detail’
++Even some of the reporters, accustomed as
they are to forms of human suffering in its
most ghastly shape, were unmanned.

One of the most difficult hindrances to suc-
cessful identification ts in the fact that
nearly all the missing operatives, both men
and women, were attired at the time of the
collapse in their working clotbes, They us-

. ually removed the exterior garments of their

street dress as soon as they arrived at their
shops, and therefore an accurate deseription
of their clothing is made the more difficult.
In nearly every case the features of the
beodies brought to the morfue are brnised,
blackened, undistinguishable masses of flesh,
from ‘which all 1 1 toah

has been eliminated.
