The Minister of Justice has ordered the 

release from Kingston Penitentiary of 
Daniel Whale, who was convicted of 
wife murder at Mitchell about 4 years 
ago.

Whale, for many years, conducted the 
hotel at Richmond and Chnrch-streete, 
but about five 
Mitchell.

A daughter of the prisoner, Mrs. Sel- 
don of Chicago, has been at Ottawa for 
the last elx weeks, urging her father’s 
case. It appears that at the time of 
Mrs. Whale’s death Whale had been 
drinking, and, although the evidence 
showed that he struck her, there are 
grave doubts for believing that the blow 
was the cause of death.

Mrs. Wale was subject to heart dis­
ease, and this, it is claimed; was the 
principal cause of her demise. A very 
strong case was presented to the Min­
ister of Justice, and, as a result of ef­
forts put forward on Whale’s behalf, he 
has been relieved from working out hie 
life imprisonment at Kingston. It is 
understood he has gone to Chicago with 
his daughter.

The Assessment Fee.

Dr. Williams resumed the discussion of 
the clause of the bylaw providing a lee 
of 42 and suspension for non-payment 
of the same. In order to get down to 
a practical discussion he moved the 
previous question, which was seconded bf 
Dr. Sha-w and carried, and the council 
went into committee of the whole.
* A number of clauses were, carried with­
out much discussion, but at debate arose 
as to the best means of collecting the 
assessment.

Dr. Williams, Dr. Bray and Dr. Barrick 
favored voluntary action rather than 
coercion; notMng could be gained by the 
enforcement of a penal clause.

Dr. McLaughlin dissented from the al­
legation that he and others who had 
neglected to pay the fee had no right 
to sit in the council. He was sorry that 
words had been uttered which would 
have a bad efffect. It had, for instance, 
been said that men who did not pay 
were dishonest. There were 1200 men in 
the list of delinquents, and the word dis­
honest must apply to them all.

Dr. Rogers denied tMs and said care­
lessness or ignorance ' was the cause of 
many delinquputs. It was only a veWy' 
small minority who refused to pay tfip 
tax, and it was unfair that such should 
be allowed to exercise the privileges for 
which others paid.

Dr. Sangeter upheld strongly the right 
of Mmself and others to sit in the coun­
cil, and in this they were supported) iby 
many members of the profession through­
out the constituencies. The number 
of those who agreed with; him was 1307.

An Advance From the Bank.^
Dr. Williams, at the afternoon session, 

moved that a sub-committee consisting 
of Drs. Roome, Dickson and Bray, be 
appointed to visit the Imperial Bank and 
ascertain whether they could obtain a 
further advance of money to meet ex­
penses, and upon what terms, and to take 
with them a copy of the fees bylaw.

Dr. Armour said that if the Imperial 
Bank would not make jhe advance, other 
banking institutions would.

Ultimately the motion passed nnd the 
' chairman of the sub committee waited on 

the bank manager. After the lapse of 
half an hour the sub-committee reported 
that an advance of $4000 would be made, 
provided the penal clause be inserted in 
the byiaw. On no other condition would 
he increase the advance of $7000,

The report was adopted.
Council then resumed discussion of the 

assessment bylaw in committee of the 
Whole.

Dr. Williams moved that the opera­
tion of the penal clause for non-pay­
ment of assessment be suspended till 
June 1, 1896, then to come Into force 
should there not be a sufficient amount 
of dues to meet the bank liability. ,

Dr. Roome seconded, and it was car­
ried.
