RECEIPTS.

Gingerbread.—fake 31lb. of flour, 1ib.
of sugar, 1lb. of butter, rub them to-
gether till quite fine; sprinkle In Zoz,
10f ginger, and one large nutmeg fincly
grated. Warm 11b. of treacle and a
quitrter of a pint of cream, work them
sradually into the dough till it is stitf
us for making bread; roll it out thick
or thin, to make it intg cukes . to
cnt into biscuits as desired,

Brown Almond Gingerbread .— Take
1,1b. of bleached almonds,, chop them,
amsl pound them in a little water
(wherein some gum Arabic should pre-
viously have been stceped), add a few
drops 'of lemon juice, and ib. of ginger
flnely grated; sweeten to taste, sprin-
kle in enough flour to work into a
smooth dough ; roll out, cut in squarcs,
and bake.

Lemon Gingerbread.—Mix the juice of
two or three lemons (after having put
by the grated rinde of the same) with
a ‘wineglassful of brandy; have 11lb. of
dry sifted flour on a board, stir in the
grated rind, make a hole in the middle,
put in %lb. of treacie, the same quan-
tity of butter almost melted, the lemcn
juice and brandy; ‘work all this to-
gether, ndding at the least %oz. of
cuyenne peper, and %o0z. of ground gin-
ger. I too moist or sticky, add a little
more flour, roll out as desired, und bake,
Anothe:r way : Work together the fol-
lowiug 1ngredients—21b, of flour, 1ib,
of butter, warmed, 1ib. of treacle, 1oz,
of ground ginger, and a wineglassful
of brandy. Finish as above. In Irance
gingerbread is generally made with rye
flour and honey as the principal com-




ponents; that is the reason for which
it is rather lighter than the same ar-
ticle as sold in England. It is very
important to use nothing but the fresh-
est treacle, neither sour nor thickened
by keeping, otherwise both tiuvour and
appearance ‘will be spoilt; and the
ginger should be freshly ground for. the
purpuee. Iif 'the cukes are rolled out
thin they are usuafly baked on tin
plates. Whenever molasses can be had,
and this is now obtainable, the Ameri-
can receipts should be tried, as the re-
sult is very delicious and the flavour
peculinrly delicate. ' Warm two medium-
w»ized cupfuis of molnsaes‘, halt cupful
of lard and butter. respectively, and two
‘tiiblespoonfuls ‘of. freshly ground gin-
ger; beat them well together with a
“wooder ladle for ten minutes; then add
one cupful of sour milk, twenty-two
tablespoonfuls "bf soda dissolved in o
little hot water; after which work in
sulficient flour to make & soft yet firm
Jough. Roll out-to the desired thick-
ness, cut it into shapes{ bake in &
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quick oven (but not too hot). Dir-
cetly the cakes are taken out brush
them ‘over with some white of egg.
Another way ; the following ingredients
will have two fair-sized round or square
lcaves: Beat to a cream 11lb. of sifted
sugnr and 20z. of butter; stir In the
heaten yolk of five eggs, hall a tea-
spoonful of soda, dissolved as above,
and of cream of tartar respectively, one
large 'tnblespodn!ul ot ginger, one tea-
spoonful of cloves, nutmeg, and cinna-
mon regpectively, arnd three tablespoon.
fuls o! Iresh milk, Work these ingre-
dients with 1ib, of flour, and bake in
tins, AR gingerbread should be stored

in well-closing tins, or it will become .

I bounded to my feet, and seizing my
pword rushed out, when I perceived that
the officers quarters of Colonel Marsden’s
regiment, from whence the sounds had pro-
ceeded, were in flames! With an uncon-
trollable impulee, in apite of the bugle
notes calling my own regiment to arms,
I ran at full speed across the parade
ground till I gained the front of Colonel
Marsden's bungalo, now rapidly burning
to ashes, and there, on the threshold, lay
the owner shot through the heart, wbile
beside him was his wife, also dead. Many
other officers and their wives were lying
around, having met the same cruel fate,
and at the door of one bungalo, I saw,
merciful heaven! a babe literally cut in
twain, as though the mandate of King
Solomon had been carried out! I shudder

grew  older,




even now as I think oi it. 1 have ad-
mitted Englnnds bhmder with xegurd to
the cartridges, “but surg jv u twautytold
auch error, could uover e;cusc phe plood-
thirsty atrocities, perpetrated by the cow-
ards, who sheathed their swords in the
trembling bodies vof innocent infants~
atrocitics, some of which -an scarcely be
named, and culminating in the diabolical
massacre of Cawnpore.

As I paused, sickened by the
which mer my gasze, I serceived at ashert
distance three Sepoys forcing forward o
young girl of my own color, struggling
violently so that her white muslin dross
was being torn to shreds. Her face for
a moment turned towards me, full of terror
apd supplication,~ah my dear I can sec
it before me as I write these words five
and thirty years afterwards—and in ag-
othe~ instant I had cut one of the ruffians
down, as dead as Queen Anne. The other
two released their captive to attack me,
apd clasping the terrified girl with my
Ieft arm, I sent my sword clean through
one of the Sepoys, but before I could ve-
cover wmy weapon,

sigits

my remaining cnemy
dealt we a blow on my left brow which
sent me unconscious to the earth. When
I camo to myseli I was lyivg propped up
agalust o palmyra tree, with my bhead
‘bandaged by strips of Miss Marsden’s
muslin dress, while she herself was kuvel-
ing at my side, safe and unhurt tbank
God, for as I fell my regiment came up
at the charge and the mutineers, having
proviously relensed their imprisoncd com-
rades from the gao), were in full retreat
towards Delhi.

As I opened my eyes they rested on o
sweet face, half girlish, half womnnly, wad
a small hand was raised to enjoin silence,
but I sajd with a laugh that I was none
the worse, hardly rccollecting what had
occurred. My wound was not serious al-
though I still bear its wark, snd 1 stag-
gered to wy feet—pulling myself together
—remembering then what had passed. I
was surprised to find everything so quict
and the camp deserted, but on my com-
panion’s explaining hurriedly how mattcrs
stood. I asked her to follow me, and tak-
ing care to go round by the back of Colonel
BMaraden’'® bungalo, to avoid the sight of
what you yon will readily guess, we re-
turned oacross the parade ground {o the
officers quarters of my regiment. I mudo

CHAPTER IIi.

I will pnss over the next fortnight in
o few words. Important events quickly
followed each other ; we quelled the wmaut-
iny at Meerut, but the mutinecrs had secized
Delhi and the gallant Willougby ‘had
fired the onagazine in that city, rather
than surmender it to the cnemy, -nobly
meeting his death aloug with five other
brave fellows. Thosc are matters which
hiistory records, and I think it was on
tho 27th May when we left Meerut and
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advanced upon Delhi to commence the
seige—if much it can be called, when for
nearly three months we were actually
beselged on the ridge overlooking the city-
Our army numbered about 10,000 men,
consisting of English, Sikhks, and Goorkhas
under the command of Sir H. Barantdd,
and we begau operations by defeating the
mutineers at Badhi-ka-Sarai on the 8th
June. We hind to act entirely on the de-
fcnsive at first, baving no artillery with
which to attack the city. Added to this,
our anxiety was increased by the pre-
sence of ladies and children, whom after
what we had soen we must defend at ail
bazards. They 8ay circumstances make the
wman, and surely woman must not be ex-
cluded. No onc would have supposed that
Mrs. Johmston could take so kindly to
pursing and catting ap lint for the wound-
ed, but heaven be praised there is good
in all of us U there is sufficient tc draw
it out, and we had one or two unknown
Florence Nightingales in our camp before
Delbi. I can reeall the form of a alight
girl of meventeen who, battling with her
own trinls, set herself bravely to work
to soothe and help thoae in neced. I have
watched ber smiling cven in bher andness,
as she passed from patient to patient,
with a cheerful word for cach, and 1 do
not wander that I loved bier. 1 remem-
ber upon one occasion she met me and said
with a touch of pride that Stirling had
promised hier that ne would recommend
ber ax a first class hospital nurse, but
since the mutiny she has ounly practised
in o private hospital, ker chief patient
being one whom she hos attended all bis
life, and who can never hope to repny
her tender core. Did the man who *fell
amoug thieves ” aftervards wish and atrive
to reflund the Samaritan? Jet us trust
that he vas at any rate grateful for the
rervion rendered.

During those wecks we were cneamped
before Dellis, it iz probable Kate and 1
became more mtimately acquainted than
we should have done in an many months
clsewhere. 1 believe
tnough to comaider me a kind of Bay-
ord. brenause 1 had killed a coople of Se-
poyx in ber defeane. and her simple trost-

she  wax  foolish

ing nature cundowed me with all sorin of
virtues, which only cxisted in her fond
imagination.

The wmutincers gnve us htzle rest dor
ing the %0 called sicge of Delhi, sallving
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forth almost daily to attuck and harrass
uws, while we had to wait and defend our-
velves, holding the cpemy in check until
the artillery arrived. Here 1 may re-
mark that the Indian Mutiny was a mut-
iny pure and simple and not a rebellion
as some jignorant people have called it,
for had it boen the latter there is no
human doubt that England with her mere
handful of troops, could never at that
time have retained poesession of Indip;
aay if the von combitants had simply re-
mained neutral, I believe our army would
bhave been conquered by starvation aloae.
But the nntives brought us supplies on
our marches or at our stations, and num-
erous instances occurred of the devotion
on the part of the servants to their mast-
ers and mistresses, (Sahibs and Memsahibs
as they are designated), amounting to cven
the sacrifice of their lives in not a few
cases. Therefore the mutiny did not in
the remotest degroe savor of a rebellion,
and the bloody Nana Sahib can never go
down to posterity o8 a noble patriot, but
only &8 a vulgar mutineer, whose pame
will be execrated for many a cruel and
cowardly doed, unredeemed by a single
manly or generous act. On the 26th June
uiter a gallent resistence to a siege of
twenty daya, Cawnpore surrendered under
treaty to Nana who crowned his conquest
with the most hideous massacre ever re-
corded in history. The news of this
Feached our camp sometime in July, nnd
1 canuot describe the feelings it cxcited
in the breast of cvery British Soldier
within our tents.

Baruard succumbed to an attack of cholera,
osnd he was succeeded by Brigadier Wilson
when the siegoe continued to drag along
until the 23rd August, on which day we
fhad 8 very lot engagement, completely
routing the enemy and driving him to
the very gates of the city.

Johnston and Kate had come to visit me,
and the former with a foresight iwhigh
did her credit shortly left uws alone to-
gether.
