DBut here, my
dear Christinns, the purchaser js-God himsoelf|, who can-
not be deceived: and the price paid down.for our time
ismothing less than the sufferings and death of his only
Son made man. For you must recollect that by the sin
of our first parents we had all of us forfeited our time.
The dreadful sentence passed upon our first fnther
Adam, extended to all his postetity, *In what day soever
thou eatest the fruit of the tree, swhereof I have {orbidden
thee to eat, thou shalt dio the death.” {Gen. ii.) Our
fate was inseparably linked with his, Wa were to be
his children, and consequently his heirs. Had he never
swerved from his duty, the kingdom of heaven, the pro-
wmised reward of his obedience, was ours by inheritance.

whole lile in idleness, uscless to themselves, to their
country, and to their fellow creatures. Othes plunge
into the hurry of business, and mingle in the bustie ano
tumult of human affuirs. Some scem born only to
enjoy the flecting pleasures of this world; and by the
variety of' their amusements and pastimes study only
to beguile care, and that tedious irksomeness of life
i which always pursues them close at the heels, how fast
soever they scek to fly before it.  Qthers, while they
strive by their painful endeavours to heap together the
perishable goods of this life,deny themselves the necces-
isary time to lay in proper stores for the life to come.
Thus Time seems a common c¢nemy, whom all men
scetn to have conspired to make away with. Their
whole life seems but one continued stady how to get rid
of it; and those are always deemed the muost happy,
who succeed best in contriving how to make it appear

sensible of its duration. Their {rivolous amusements.
or more serivus occupations, are sweet and agreuable,
only in as far as they seem to abridge their days and
hours; and to make them pass away so inscnsibly as
.scarcely to be perceived till they are gone, and gone for
ever,

Time, that precious depositum with which our God
has entrusted s, ts then become a heavy, an insupport-
able burthen to us ! It is true, we would consider it as
the greatest of misfortunes to be wholly deprived of it;
but then while it is ours, we cannot support the tedious-
incss of its durauon. It is a treasure which we would
{ for ever keep, but which we are ever impatient to waste
and to squander away.

Novertheless it is on the right use of this time, which
we secm to value so litile at present, that our happiness
{or eternity depends.  Time then is of all things the

most precious ; but it is precious only m as far as itis
§wcll employed. We must then employ it well, in order
"to render it precinus. It shall therefore be my endea~

vour at present to show how great the value of nme, if

: well employed, may be; in order to induce you to employ
{itwell. This shall be the whole subject of my discourse
to you on the present oceasion.

But as he fell by sin {rom his happy state, and incurrad
the divine displeasure, it wag ours to share witlr him in
the punishment of his transgression : and this punish.
ment was death. ** By one man,” says St. Paul, @ has
sin entered into the world, and by sin death.”’ (Kom. v.
12.) Al our time was then at an end. Or if ws had
been suffered 1o make our appearance in this world for
a while, it were only to entail deuth, and all its unhappy
consequences on our wretched posterity ; when having
fulfilled the dreadiul purposes of God's justice, we were
doomed to become successively the prey of death, and
to be cost forth for ever from the face of the Lord,

In this dreadful situation, born- as we waore but to.die;
or, if permitted for 2 while to lnger lere, when lile
itsell’ was become a curse, aud but the occasion of aug-
menting our guilt, by adding actual 1o ornginal sin:
when all our endeavours to effect a reconciliation with
our offended God were of no avail ; what would we not
have given, what would we not have done or suffered in
order to obtain the smallest portion of this time of mercy,
of grace and snlvation, which we st present enjoy ?
Almighty Go.l might have treated us as he did the rebel
angels, and denicd us the possibility of being ever
recouciled with him any more. Nay, his justice called
aloud {or satisfuction, and pressed the execution ¢f the
sentence pronounces] against us.

But here his mercy interposes herself in our behalf ;
and thrusts herself between us and his avenging justice.
The Denty is moved with a pity for lost man, which he
had not felt for the rebel angels. He cannot bear to
see his child of predilection, his last born, bui the most
beloved of all his creatures perish ; and perish, not so
much through any malice originating with himself, as
through that of the infernal serpent, by whom he hed
been seduced. He therefore resolves to save him, and,
at whatever cost, to rescuc him from utter destruction.

Great God ! but how then shall thy insenced justice
be appeased ! She demands a full and complete satis-
faction for our sins; and a price adequate to the value
of that time, which was to be restored.  But who shall
be able to make the atonement required ; or to pay vp
the enormous sum slated to obr account T « O, the
depth of the riches of the wisdom and knowledge of God!
how incomprehensible are his judgments, and how un-
searchable his ways! For who has knowa the mind of
the Lord, or who has been his counsellor?? (Rom. xii.)
This debt of satisfaction, which all the creatures togo-
ther could never have pmd off, he himself resolves to
cancel. And as man was the one by whom it was due,
and of whom it was required, in order tv render him

capable of clearing it, he even deigns to take upon him-
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self our nature,and to unite higewn divinity
30 closely with our humanity, as that God
was man, and man was God, Thus wan,
as God was able to cancel our debt, and
to blot out the hand-writing that stovd
against us. Coloss,, i, ii. 14. And God,
as man of whom satisfaction was exacted,
could atone for sins committed by man.
In this mystery is verified that saying of
- the Psalmist : Mercy and truth have met
each other ; Justice and Peace have kisse
ed. Ps.lxxxiv. 11.

,But 1o what humiliation did not this
God-Man submit in order to complete the
great work of our redemption ! Ab,
Christians | how dearly has he brought
back for us this time, which we underva.
{ue 80 much, and are apt te throw away
with so little concern! He became say$
the Psalmist as a worm and no man ; the
reproach of men and the oulcast of the
people. Ps. xxi. 7. ‘

Born into this world of & peor and hum-
ble maid, he hud scarce made his appear-
ance among the children of Adam, when
they, whom he had come to save, already
began to persecute him unto death, His
whole life was bat one continued sceme
of extreme poverty ; ia so much that ke
himself was heard to say ; * the birds of
the air have their nests, and the foses
bave their lurking holes : but the Son of
Man has newhere to lay his head.” Matt.
vii. 20. The Lord ard Master of all
things wanted for every thing. And while
he so0 plentifally ministered to the wants
of all his creatures, he denied himse!f so
thuch as a home of his own, or a covering
to shelter him from the inclemency of the
weather, -

But net to speak of his poverty, nor of
the monstrous ingratitude which he met
with from those among whom he was
pleased to be born ; whom he honoured
with his prasence in the flesh, and blessed
with the sight ef his stupendous miracles,
and the hearing of his heavenly doctrine:
to say nothing of the manner in which
they contemned and persecuted, reviled
and blasphemed him : let us but 1ake a
view of this Man-God in the last stage of
his mortal existence, when abbut to dis-
charge the last farthing of that debt, which
was owing te divine justice ; and then let
us imagine, if we can, the value of that
time, for the recovery of which, when
lost, so great a price was paid.

Behold him in the garden of Gethsema-
pi, loaded, like the emissary goat, with
the sins of men, (Levit, xvi. 10.) ready to
expire under the pressure of so grievous
2 load ; and in the excess of his agony,
bleeding at'every pore. Sce him next
betrayed by his bosom friend into the
hands of his enemies, by whom he is in-
sulted; blindfolded, buffited, and &pit
upon: by whom he is clothed with a fool’s
cvat, and treated as a fool ; scourged at
a piller, und crowned with thorns 3 vest-
ed in derision with a purple robe, und, in
this guise of a mock king, insuled with
the feigned and judicrous homage of a vile
and lawless soldiery, who smite him on the
head with'a reed, which they had put as
sceptre into his hang., By whom, in fine,
after seeing a Barrabas, the worst of men,

duned by all his friends, and, as it were,
for a moment even by his heavenly fa-
ther; he, the glory of Israel, and the ex-
Pectation of the nations, is nailed to an
ignominious cross between two thieves ;
on which like a commor. malefactor, he at
length expires.

Then indeed was the atonement for
our gins completed, Then was our peace
with the offended Deity ratified and sign«
ed with the hast drop ot the blood of a God
made man. Then were the gates of hea-
ven, which had hitherto been shut against
all the children of Adam, thrown open.
The mystical veil of the sanctuary was
torn assunder, and the Holy of Holies no
longer concealed trom our view. Alrea-
dy the grave begins to yield up its dead ;
and the holy city witnesses the first fruits
of the resurrection. Even death itself,
once so terrible ; is now become more the
object of our hope thar of fear : and that
which was to have been the gate conduct-
ing to endless misery, has now become
the eotry into never-ending bliss.

O Divine Good1ess, who hast ssretched
forth thine almighty arm to save vs when
about to be swallowed up for ever in the
buttomless abyss !  Who thyself hast
drunk off the cup of sorrow, in order to
spare us the bitter draught! O what re-
turn cap we ever make thee for all thy
favours 1 Bus thou asked nothing but our
love! O thou auther of all our good ;
and only wishest us to profit of all thy en-
deavours to seeure to us that eternal happi-
ness for which thou hast created us : nor
ever to' be 30 mad any more as to throw
away upon trifies the precious moments of
a life, which thou hast purchased far us
at so dear a rate, :

2d. But if; from the eonsideration of
the price paid down for the recoyery of
lime we pass on to consider the immense
advantages accruing to us from the right
employment of it ; we shall find that not
only in whole, but in every part, it may
be made infinitely valuable to us. For
although God, on aceount of the sufferings
and death of Jesus Chnist, might indeed
have restored us te our forfeited Iuhe-
ritance, ouly on condition that we never
sin again, and that our whole life, from
the first dawn of reason tiil our departure
out of this world, be spent in the mos
exact observance of his commandments :
yet he has been pleared to accomodate his
' mercy more to owr weakness; and besides
leaving us in the sacrament of penance a
second laver of regeneration, in which, if
truly contrite, we are washed anew from
the defilemeuts of actual sin; besides
‘having instituted other sacraments for our
further sanctification and preservation; le
hes, in order 10 give our time its full value
extended the merits of the incarnation sul-
ferings and death of his only Son, to any
good actions we perform for his sake ¢
and lias given those aetions a merit and a
value in his sight which they could not
have had, even in our original state of
innocence'=~Thus he has put it in our
power to be every mofent of our life bet-
tering our condition in the world to come ;
and by lahoring diligently in the pratice of
those virtues which he recommends,to make
'hat weight of glory, which awaits us in

preferred before him ; being now aban«

¢

the kingdom of heaven, much greater than

it would have been even if Adam had never
fallen. Nay he has attached this increase
of our future glory to our most ordinary &
indifierent actions, if performed with the
prop r intention, that is, with a view to
please him ; in so much as he himself de-
clare, “‘even a cup of cold water given in
his name shall not want its reward.”” Mait.
vi. 20. No actions surelv can be more
common and indifferent than eating and
drinking ; and yet even these, according
to St. Paul may be done **fur the glory of
God :* and, if done for the glory of God,
they necessarily deserve an eternal reward.
* Whether you eat or drink,” says he *“‘or
‘whatsoever else you dp, doall 1o the glory
of God,” 1.Cor. x.81. So that, accord.
ing lo this great apostle, we can do noth.
ing, that is inmocent, which may not add
something to our glory and happiness in
the life to come. How precious then
must that time be, every moment of which,
if well employed, may secure to us some
additional, eternal, and consequently in-
finite reward ! Indeed, if there is any~
thiog, which the saints in heaven ean
regret. it is only the loss of their once pre-
cious time, by the right use of which they
might have raised themselves to a still
higher degree of glory in heaven than
even that to which they have attained,

Clristians ! what have we been doing
hitherto?  Have we been laying out to
interest the precious talent with which we
have been entrusted or have we. not rather,
“Ylike the wicked and unprofitable servant,’
mentioned in the gospel, bursied it in the
ground, (Matt. xxvi. 26.) by “minding
only the things that are on the earth, and
not the things that are above.” = Coloss.
iii. It is wel, if instead of augmenting
our stuock,we have net rather increased our
.debt, by adding daily new sins 1o the for-
smer.  Let usthen now at least begin to
.set our accounts jn order, to repair our
-past losses, and to make the best of tha
part of our time which as yet remains, that
we may not have the misfortune some
day to hear that dreadful and irrevecable
sentence passed upon us, which was pas-
sed on the slothful servant ; **Take him,
said the Lotd, and bind him hand and
foot, and cast him into exterior darkness,
there shall be weeping and wailiog and

' gnashing of teeth,”

38d. It is true we are apt to flatter

ourselves that at some future period of life
we will exert ourselves to repair the time

we have lost ; that some day or other we
will take care 5o 1o settle our aceounts
with our Jud’ge as to have nothing to fear,
but rather all to hope frem his sentence.
But, besides that it is an article of faith
that we eannot make the least siep tows
ards our eternal salvation, withous the
grace of God ; and that be seldom fails 1o
withdeaw it from those, who make it only
a pretence for continuing to offend him ;
who has made ws so very sure of that time
which is to come ? or who has measured
out to us so very exactly the l‘ength of the
race, which we have yet 1o run. Tellme
ithen, if you ean, how many years, how
many months, weeks, days, or hours as yet
remain, ere you may be summoned hence
to give an account of your stewardship !
Alss, 5o far from Lknowing that we vhall

have time sufficient to make up for th
past, and to provide for an eternity 0
come ; we cannot $0 much as assure 09f”
selves of pushing life beyond the last point
to which it has arrived.  Oaly the presenf
moment is ours; the next may belong not
to us, but those who have survived us.

This third consideraticn of the urcer
tainty of time, ought to make us prize I
the more ; as, when least expecting ity
and in the twinkling of an eye, we may b¢
deprived of it for ever. What folly is it
not then to neglect making our best of i
while we may : not to seize the fleeting
moments, as they pass. and dlstinguiﬂ’
each of them by some good action 0f
other, which shall be remenibered when
time shafl be ne more! The very hea
theus of old could not help valuing time
the more because of its unce rtainty and '
the shortness of its duratiom.—%As ouf
life is short,” says Sallust, ‘“we should be
the more dilligent in performing great
and useful actions ; lest, like the brutes ;
that study only to sstisfy their appetites,
we waste our life in indolence and inac-
tivity.” And Seneca in partieular gives
us to understand how much it is to be
prized for the same reason, it one of his
emphatical sentences : **No avarice’” says
he, ‘s homourable, but that of time.
Nulla est honesta, averitia, nisi tempotis."
The Roman Emperor Titus, when he
happened to let slip any day, without
having done any action particularty goody
was wont to exclaim with regret ; Dies
perdidi ; 1 have lost a day. How such
instances even among the pagans eught
fo eonfound’ the slothful Christian, 0
whem time should seem, ns it reatly isy
infinitely more precious, for the' reasons .
already alleged. o

But to bring the subject more home 10
ue by & supposed example. Imagine, if
you please, » man entrusted by a friend
witha very large sum of money ; the-
use and interest of which for a time no*
specified, is entirely at his own dispose} i
*hat would you think of such a persom-ifs
instead of laying it out to interest; and
thus, while he may be providing abund
antly for the future exigencies of lifey be
busied himself only i scattering it up &
down along the highways, ard throwins
it away on every body whom he chanced
tomeet? Or were it to be wondered at
if at some umexpeeted moment the ownef
should make his appearance, & finding 0%
only his moneywithout interest, butwholl¥ -
wasted and squandered away, should of
der him to be severely punished for hev
ing so unwarrantebly dispo-ed of whu&‘“‘
notbelong to him ?

But the case of this imaginary madmé®
is exactly our own. Almighty God b#®.
entrusted us with our time, as with a s¥®
of immense value. By laying it out “
interest, that is, by employing it it L
practice of good works, we may not onlf
make abundant provision for a never.e#® :
ing eternity ; butas we have above she®?"
we may be every moment purchasing f?‘
ourselves new honolrs and dignities **
the kingdom of Leaven ; and yet alshou§™ -
we Kknow not how soon this (reasure’ i
be taken from us, we not only neglect ¥’
lay it out 1o interes ; but like the madM®%’ ¢

just now described, we seem quite imp 5
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uent to get nd of it atany rate,  ‘The
vory keepmg of thus inestimable treasure
sooms to us u most disngreeable eharge ;
and without reflecting on the fatul conse-
quences of such n conduct, we throw it
away in heaps, nnd, as it were, in the
luinp, upon every ftrifling pretenco or
ocension ; und in proportion as our stock
15 diminished, we seem to think the weight
of our burthen decreased. '

Christians ! let us now ot last  be-wise.
Let us heaceforth begin to make up for
our past losses by our future carc and
dilligence.  To be sure, that part of our
time, which-is gone, can never be recall-
ed ; but still that part of it, which is yet
to come, is wholly at our own disposal
And if we know not how much of it as
yet rennains, let this be butan additional
wotive for us to prize it the more, and to
husband well all the moments, which
God is still pleased to allow uvs.  Oflen
have we deserved, on account of our sins
to have furfeited all our time : and yet
our God hus hitherto prolonged it; so
that our present lile is nothing less than
a tiraclo of his gooduess and merey. For
every mertal sin we have had the ims-
fortune to commit, we deserved to dic,
and to have been plunged for cver into
the flames of hell.  The dicadful sens
tence of condemnation was then passed
upon us, when the crime was perpetrated;
and vel, our Lord has suspended the exes
cution of it, in order still to allow us time
10 tepent.  ‘Thistime of reprieve, which
his mercy has graoted us, shall we em-
ploy it only to augment our guilt, and
thus provoke him to put an end 0 it ? O,
this were madness indeed 5 for 1f once
the time of our v orieve is ended, there
15 ne more room left for merey. 1f once
the short day of eur life, during which
we may labour, ,is brought 1o a close, it
shall never more 1eturn ;3 but 2 dreadful
and clernal night immediately succeeds,
18 which, as our Saviour suys no man
ecanwork. Johnix. 4. And hence the
fourth great & last motive for valving our
ume : because, when lost, it is irrcpara-
ble ; when past and gone it can never be
recalled.
