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You may not have all of the colours in
tho box that you would like. If you have
but one cake of green or of blue or of red
you can rub black with the green, red or
blue and make a darker shade of each.
White rubbed into them will make them
lighter. If you wish a more yellowish
green rub in some yellow with the green.
A very little green and considerable yellow
will give you a beautiful light yellowish
green. So you sce you can have a great
many more tints and shades of colours than
you get in your box of paints.

Red and blue make purple.
Red and yellow make orange.
Black and white make gray.
Blue and yellow make green.

You will be sure at first to get too much
water in your brush. Dip only the tip of
the point in the water. If you do take up
‘oo much water wipe most of it out on the
cloth,

your brush go outside of the lines; nothing
will make your picture look so untidy as
daube of colour where they ought not to be.
