In the spirit of the Carlylean school,
which bua taught us to reject the
outward show—the clothes, so to
speak, m order to examine moro
clorely tho wearer, we may be permit-
ted to ask ourrelves: ** What of the
man lumself® Who is he? What
has lie dono to merit such distinguished
honora at the hunds of the Holy Seo ?”
To quote the old muster. ** Readera

up to State putentates not, ** By what
desiguation art thou called, in what

This
is the thing I would kuow ,"* and tlus
is what we would know of tum whom
the Holy PFather has honored and
whom we all accordmaly revere.  Jt
18 safe to presmme that i our age the
man who 13 clothed with any dignity
is nearly always worthy of it. To
hazard a contrary opinion would be to
question the prudence und judgment
of those responsible for hie elevation—
a thing one i3 not disposed (o do. It
is too optimistic tu assert that every
individual who has received public
honors is a born genus. Neither is ho
who is placed in judgment over the
tribes necessarily a mon of straw.

There are others, and Satolli is of
the pumber, * who have not presumed
to wear an undeserved digmty; and
whosse clear bonor 18 purchased by the
merit of the wearer.”

A LATER BOSWELL.

Perhaps it is for this reason 1 have
become the self-appointed Boswecll of
thisgrent prelate, not, indeed, thelargest
kind of Boswell, butyetenough to afferd
an insight into the character of him
who, thanks to his personal merit and
ity recognition by the Supreme Head
of the Church has become a lending
feature in American Catholic life.
Bornthe21stJuly, 1839, 1n Marsciano,
in the diocese of Perugia, Iialy, and
educated in the seminary of Cardinal
Jnachim Pecci, now Leo XIII., be
evinced, at 8n carly age, a desiro to
enter the ranks of the priesthood.
He was ordained in his twenty-tiurd
year and soon after was chosen to
teach pbilosopby in the seminary
whero hoe had received his carly train-
ing. Soon after the elevation of Card-
inal Pecei to tho Papacy, he came to
Romo at the request of His Holiness
and was appointed professor of theol
ogy in the Roman diocesan seminary.

EARLY TRIALS,

It is saxd that at first lus efforts as
a professor were not appreciated. He

il

was 100 nhatrure for the ordinary
student. s fhghts into the realms
of Transcendentaliam after tho fleoting
shades of Rosmini wero not followed
by many whose course of plulosophy
had becn none of the stronvest. In
a word, tho professor was lecturing
over the heads of tho pupils. This
continued for some time, to tho great
dismay of the worthy rector, who, in
s privale conferences  with  the
atudents, found that they know abso
lutely notlung of the matter explained
in claga. Accordingly he went to the
Pope, who as Bishop of Romo is the
imtedato superior of the college.
His Holinees was told that the pro
fessor was a failare, that the studonts
could not follow him, and that tho
results of the examinution wero most
ungatisfuctory. It was all the fault of
* Bignor il Urofessoro ** and he (the
rector) had come £3 auggest a change,

* They cannot follow Satolli,” enid
the Pope, and that fact must be
attributed  to  the inability of the
students I grant that .—to tho in-
capacity of the professor? I lony it.”
The professor remained, but the
students were olbliged to forego much
of their forner **dulee far niente”
and put thewr shoulders to the whee)
of study.

RECTOR aF TUHY COLLKOE.

1u 1886 Satoll was appointed rector
of the College of Noble Icelesinatics
and was given at the same time the
chawr of Dogma at the Propaganda.
As 4 professor Satolli wns beloved by
his pupils. 1His disciples, a3 he wus
wont to call them, werv to him every
thing. e wuas never happy except
m thur midst expoundmg the doctrines
of A.uinas or listening with unaba‘ing
interest to the pubhie disputations in
which the pupils sometimes engaged.
We ull remember thess Saturday dia
putations. The professor vacnted his
rostrum and a student tock his place.
A theological trcauise was defended
and ¢ o wsk of refuting 1t was deputed
to two others. It was a minue war
fare betwcen ortholoxy and unbelicf.
I2yes on the ground and arms folded,
he would watch for an hour the pro
grees of the battl. The argumonts
pro and cont were carefully noted, and
at every good thrust (especially against
the ontologists) the professorial head
would nod approval and now and then
an occasional ** Bravo " would escapo
his lips. Tuese httle mamfestations
on his part were the greatest incen
tives to the theological vanity of the
students, who regarded their mag
ter with feelings akin to those the
Academy entertzined for Socrates.

COMPARED WITH GTHERS.

"T'o those of us who have beheld him
scated behind that ancient rostrum,
with his broad pectoral cross and the
calzottn pulled most irreverentinlly
over his forehead, looking out from a
background covered with dusty paint.
ings of Aquinas and Liguori, the scene
will be ever unforgotten. He was
not, we aro told, a calm reasoner liko
Lepidi, nor yet a profound thinker
like the Jesuit e Maria. Ile did ot
descend to the Jevel of his pupils hke
Ballerini, nor were his lectures en
livened by those flashes of wit that be-
tokened the presence of Checclu, the
amiable professor of morals., Yet to
us he was eversthing. He united the
qualities of all aud added thereto his
own onginality of thought and that
unrivailed cloquenco which often re-
minded us of the rounded periods and
sharp interrogations of his country-
man, Marcus T'ullius Cicero.

Baint Augustine bas said somewhero
that passion i3 absolutely essential to
the success of the teacher. Being an
authority n the matter and speaking
from a personal experience of over
thirty years, the words of the saintly
bishop shiould be pondered over by
mstructors of youth. Satolli as pro-
fessor was passtonate with that fiery
Italian passion which aidg instead of
weakening reason. I havosometimes
gone to hear another professor lecture

on theorfes to which Satolli was bit.
terly opposed, During theso lectures
it was cnsy to have been decoived
by the arguments adduced for the
proof of the subject. It required only
to return to be hsillugliorzd.  The very
appearanca of the master on the ros.
trum way a firat coutrary argument.
Then followed thiose long flery sentonces
of faultless Latinity. brimful of sound
crudition and logical reasoning whioh
when brought to bear upon the intel-
lect forced an unconditional surrender,
and we mentally promiseo nover again
to ** entar the tent of tho Ishmaclito or
o down in tho border land of Monb."

1% METIHOD OF TEACIHING,

Thio older hieada wore wont to say
that Satolli was o lecturer, but not a
professor. Tho difference, if there by
one, is only in name. Livery U mver
gity professor i8 necesanrily o lecturer,
It is not his place to enter into dotails
like n schoolmaster or ropeat explana-
tion liko the dean. Satolli's usual
method of teaching theology was what
18 known as the scholnstic system
He first of ull dissbused the minds of
his pupils ot all errors, religions or
scientifie, that wore opposed to tho
dogma under discussion. llis noxt
step was to enunciate a principle that
had been previously demonstrated.
This, overy schoolbioy knows, is tho
ordinary process of hig Buclid's Geom
etry, the axioms und postulates and
often propositiuns lieretoforo admitted
serving as principles of demonstration
for sucoceding propositions. He would
then show the agreeability of the
doctrine to the natural and su
pernatural orders, aund finally would
ostablisl the theological eonclusion by
constant reference to the Holy Serip
tures and copivus extracts {rom the
Fathers. This was the system of all
the philosophers from DProtagoras to
Arnstotle, und when plnlosophy +was
applied to religion by the echioolmen,
moro especially Ly St. Thomas, this
system was adopted and has been
known ever afterwards as the echolas
tic systemn of thevlogy. Satulli's
commentaries on the Scriplures were
most exact, as ouly those are that are
based on a knowledge of the Ancient
and Uriental languages. Nor were
lus expositions of the writings of the
Fathers less erudite.

A THEOLOGICAL OPPINENT.

The great theological opponent of
our learned professor was Rosmini.
This man, the chief of modern ontolo-
gists, had made himsclf a name in
geveral ftalian Universities by a sys-
tem of philosophy as obseure as it 1s
untepable. Some of his sayings sur-
pass in clesrness that transparent
lucidity of phirases for winch tha names
Ifegel and Fichte will go down to a
grateful posterity ! Rosmini was the
« ame damnee” of Satolh. We histened
with intense delight to i3 refutations
that were freely interspersed with such
wordsas *abgurd,blasphemous—nearly
heretical.” The occasional * tins in-
dividual”und hike expressions expreesed
more clearly still his estimation of
gentlemen of Rosmini's calibre. Nor
did our own ilerbert Spencer and
Darwin escape the lash. The posi-
tivist philosophy of the former was
ro repeatediy pulverized thal students
wondered at Ins works being stiil ex-
posed for salo at the corner of Usher's
Quay.

DARWIN AND THE DESCENT OF MAN.

As for Darwin, to any one who has
listened to Satolli's discourse on the
origin of species, it is a marvel that
Darwin's name 13 still accopted as a
S esamo wherowith to conjure up that
nameless ** missing link.” I well re-
call the day the doctrine was discussed
as to the descent of the human species
from the monkey. The professor after
some explanatory remarks exposed tho
Catholic doctrine on the matter.
« Darwin's theory,” ho said, ** was
opposed to all order, natural or super-
natural, to sil law, hbuman or diviae,
and was a standing contradiction of

intenss absurdity and to every soience
from theology to physiology. Man
could never have deacended by way of
progreasion from the ammal, and no
mun could peraurde himself that ho
was the offspring of the monkey, ox-
cept (pause) perhaps Mr, Darwin and
gentlemon of hia tribe, (hilarity from
the end benches), who must of course
be permittod to pleaso themsolves in
tho choico of famuly portraits.’ Oc-
cagionnlly little flashen liko theso
would break in upon tho clas. giving
fresh zeal to the wtellectual appotites
of the uuditors,
TIHE ACADFMY OF RT. TIOMAS,

Conjointly with Cardinal Zigliari
and other distinguished prelates, he
land the foundatina of the Academy of
8 Thomas. This neademy held its
sennces in the Collego of Nebles every
Thursday. Somectimes lesrned papera
were read by theologins of note in
the Lternal City. At other times
Satoili himsclf would lecture to tho
ccoleafnstical students on such inter-
eating subjects as ** tho motions of the
human will " or ** the strength of the
human passions.” Many n time have
I witnessed a vigorous, though sub.
dued, passage at arms  between tho
learned Curdinal, professor Ballerim
and the subject of this sketch, On
such occnsions we could mark the
rure modesty of the man  Indeed, is
not true worth always modest ?  Ex-
cept in very raro instunces, renl seienco
and piety —these twin smsters in the
mind of the Catholic pricst—go hand
in hand. Those who knew him inti.
mutely knew not which to ndinire the
more, the wisdom of the scholar or
the pioty of the priest. Whether as
professor, rector, or consultor for the
various (nngregations, tha man wag
| always the samc—a saiutly scholar.
I confess to have beea highly edafied
by observing him as be recited the
divine oflice in lug stall ag Canon of
St. Johin Lateran,

HIS MODFSTY OF DEMEANOR,

In the streets bis extremno modesty is
apparent. Lurge bodics of students
would sometimes pags him, and hund-
reds of hats would bo lifted high in
tho air from all mauner of heads, as a
token of respecs, yet he never heeded
such manifestations, but passed quietly
on, revolving in his miund, as the
younger said, ** whether predestination
i8 before or after foreseen meriis."
He was everywhere o thinker. 1 lhave
often been in lus company when poli-
tiecs would be introduced. Here
Satolli is no talker but a great listoner,
His occasionnl +*yes™ or **no’" or
*indeed " is his only answer to the
queries of his interiocutor.

HI3 LOVE OF THEOLOGY,

But once the conversation turns on
theology lie is ail alive, asking ques.
tions, refuting objections, bringing ths
weight »f lus reason on the brain of
the hapless listener, and the force of
bis hand on the table to coufirm argu.
ments strong in themselves as the
club of Hercules.

As a preachier Satolli ranks high in
a country of eloquent men. Hig stu.
dents remember the large mixed au-
diences that attended his Lenten
sermons, in the church of San Carlo.
What 1s more surprising still, he is s
rathematician, and s great ono at
that. It has been often said that a
good theologian is necessarily a poor
mathematician. It is related in the
life of Jrcfton (unpublished) that
when asked his opinion on Papal In.
fallibility he replied, ** as a mathemati-
cian, gir, I refuse to accept it, but asa
Ca liolic I do not refuse to believe it.”
Thers is no reason for divergence he-
tween patural science and revesled
religion. True science is no ..ore
opposed {o roligion than reason is to
grace. DBoth ate from God. The ono
18 the born handmaiden of the othor.
Satolli united them both. His ox-
amples drawn from mathematical
*¢ progressions ' to confirm argaments
for tho infinity of God were most
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appropriate. At times theos oxamples
would overrcaeh tho ordinary intel-
leots, aspecially of tho junior benclios,
and givo risn to tho commont, ** The
dootrino was at firat clear, but tho
oxamplo had obscured at,"”

HI8 WORKN,

Tho many learnod works ho has
published will alwayn givo him o fore-
mos placo amongst leadera of Catholio
thought. Hesides & learned treatiso
on Applied Logioc ho has written
works on Iicclesiastical and Civil
Law, tha Word Incarnnte, Divine
Oporations, Ivine Graco nnd The
Trinity. ‘These publications wero de
livered in tho form of lectures to the
students of the Propnganda and the
College of Nobles. Ncedless to say
thoyare storohiouses reploto with Patris-
tio and Biblical loro and adoroed
with all the skill of the learned Caje-
tan whom the * good monk Brother
Martin " (Luther) loved so well.

In coneluding this skoteh of ono
wo love with a lovo surpassing that
of biographors, we cannot refrain from
oxpressing the opinion that our Holy
Fatlier has paid a distinguished tributo
to tho Catholic Hicrarchy of the
United States when he sends s own
ersonal friend and our learned pro-
%ssor to be Apostolic Delegate amongst
them.

A NOTABLE SPEECIL.

At tho fortnightly of the T. N, I, in
Dublin the Rev. Jchn Boylan, P.D.,
Crosserlough, said—Mr,  Chairman
and gontlemeon, our flirat principle in
that tho peoplo ought to remam at
home,
hood is capital to his country, his
health hor strength, his mtolleot lior
gain, his industry her advantage.
You rony have prospority with men,
but you cannot havo it without them.
Of what use is it to multiply articles
if you have not tho people to buy and
uso them ? How can you have indus.
try whero tho mind is not consocious
of freedom, whoere the hoart is not
confident in tho protection and enjoy-
ment of indepondent legislation. equal
rights and cqual laws? After roin-
stating the poor ovicted tenants in
thoir homes, our next step should be
to sccure a good land purchase bill for
the wholo kingdom and thus place the
rights of Irishmen once and forever
upon an imperishablo basis. Secure
& good land purchase bill, give overy
tenant in Ireland o chanco of buying
out ins farm for over at a reasonable
figure and without injustice to tho
landlord, and you stimulate that self-
reliance and solf-respect from which
spring tho powars of energy and enter-
prise, tho great, tho only elements of
national greatness (applause). Extend
f'our gaze beyond the Irish horizon,
ook at other countrics whero the
farmors have bought out their farms
for aver: the sruall proprietor of Flan.
ders prospers on his sandy sotl, for his
tenure is secure ; tho Belgian peasant
thrives upon his little farm, for it is
hs own; happy is Switzerland with
its thnity peoplo who are masters of
tho narrow patches on their mountan
sides, while the eternal snows are not
able to bid definnco to the encroach-
ments of their industry.

I was in Belgium and visited the
home of a small farmer, and I assure
this assembly that, as a proof of what
self-reliance can do—self-reliance in-
spired by the thought that it is his
own family and his descendants for
ever that would reap the frmt of his
labor—that whilst he held only seven
acroe of land, he had six cows, abun-
dance of oats and potatoes, and the
clover on his field st least four feet
bigh. But to obtain Home Rule is to
obtain all, for I'm sure that the first
measure passed by an Irish parliament
would be one in favor of the tcnant
farmers of Ireland. This Home Rulo
question can neither be weakened by
argument nor entangled by sophistry.
It is the univereal experience of every
country that where the affuira of a
country are msanaged by thd men of
the nation, industry anu economy pre-
vail in all departments, and the course
of the nation is brightened by the
sunshine of prosperity ; but where the
affeirs of ona nation are maneged by
the men of another, or & party within
the nation itself separated from the
commonweal and isolated from the
general pulsation of good and evil, by
a parly who neither thrive with
national prosperity nor suffer with
national disaster, then is the nation

neglected or misruled, turned into an.

instrument of profit or ambition, and
& treacherous and mechanical policy
is substituted for a fostering and
righteous rule (applause). Why
should not Ireland have hor parliament
a3 well as Epngland? Ireland was an
ancient kingdom when Englund was a
Roman provineo; a kingdom to whose
learning and manificence the Saxon
people are indebted for the use of let:
ters; a kingdom with its own magis-
traoy, its own laws and learned insti-
tutions; a kingdom encircled by tbe
ocean and fortificd by nature, as if the
very billows that bresk around its
ooasts and tempests that beat impo.
tently againat its rocks were designed
by tho all-bountiful Creator to pro.
olaim to the people the dootrine and
duty of self-government (loud cheers).

But what part of Ireland would L
so much benofited by tho restoration
of our Parliamont as the ity of Dublin
itsclf? Tho people of Dublin every
day boliold scenes that romind them of
Dublin's former greatness; hor royal

alaces, hor magnificent senato-housc,
10r contral law courts aro still with us.
Tho forms of nationality remuin, and
tho awful spirit that filled them with
lifo and power—cast out by profino
violonco—walks forth in ysterious
mnjosty through the land (chorra),
With such grounds of hope how can
wo despair? Ireland has suflered,
but her soul has never yot been con-
quered. Descend fram ono step to an.
otho: of her history down to the present
day, and you will perceivo that no
duration of timo could ever.tame the
mind of Ireland to the yoko of un-
merited and ignominious servitudo ;
tho magnanimous and inunortal spirit
of tho Irizh nation could bo tortured
but could nover bae broken upon op-
pression’s whoel sapplnuso). Tho
sympathy, the noblo and genecrous
contributions pouring in from Amerien
and Australia, and recorded in the
nowspapers, show that the sous of Iro
land at bome or abroad are proud of
her persevering strugglo for her rights
and her freedom. She mway not rich,
but shame has never yot been branded
on hor forehead, her soil is still uncon-
quered, and hor noble spirit as yet uo
broken. Sho has fought her battlo for
the last seven hundred years, some-
times victorious and sometimes unsuc
cessful, but during all that time sho
has never yst acknowledged herself
conjuered, nor ever turned pale at
the sight of a foe (chieers). The priests
of Ircland are with you, the bisliops of
Ireland are with you, for patriotism in
Ireland does not belong to the order of
mero human virtues; the words we
hear among our people, * With the
holp of God wo'll be victorious,” i a
proof that it is ever touched and
hallowed, like tbe prophet’s lips, by
some living embers from the altars of
religion ; the bishops of Ireland arc
with you, and who, instead of dumping
the hopes of the youth of Ireland, or
brushing away the ilower from their
young hearts, encourage them by their
sympathy and confidence in the un:
dying love of the Green Isle which
gave ours fathers birth, and who, if re-
quired, would gobefore them to morrow
with the emerald glittering in front of
the mitre and the crozier entwined
with the shamrock (loud applause).

It
was largely through his intluence that
the Third Plenary Council of Baltimore
put itself on record as disapproving
the liquor traffic and ae advising Cath-
olics to seek a more honorable means
of livelihood.

« Comnie to e, friends and patrons
of the traftic,” said His Grace, m one
of his memorable perorations, ** to
garrets and to cellars in back street
and in hidden alley, whither the slaves
of drink repair from the saloons, and
1 will show you the pour man and the
wife and childven of the poor man,
And while you stand aghast at the
scene of awful wretchedness, 1 will
ask you to take in hand the cause of
the poor man. Come with me sotuo
morning to the police court and study
the poor man as ke 1s mtroduced from
a neighboring cell by the policemun
who tells the story of dibuuch and
murderous riot. Come with me to
prison, to reformatory, to poorhouse.
Follow mo to the pauper’s corner in
your cemeterics—and m pity I will
beg you to protect and save the poor
man. Protect and save him—from
the cause of hig poverty, his woe, his
sin—the liquor traflie.”

Archtushop Ircland has been doing
wark in the United States akin to that
of Cardinal Manuing in Fngland, His
leeturea on the labor preblem havo
won lnm the enr of the vast army of
workingmen m thie country.

Winle full of aympathetie interest
for the worhingman, the Archbishop
18 very conservative on the labor ques-
tin.  He plends for tho luborer's

j nrhit to Sunday ‘s rest, to such wages

as will deecutly sustam himself and
s family, to a working day short
cnough not to preclude family fifc. He
Lolds that Wl <hoald work . that the
rich are (e tenauts of tiod, and, there
fore, they should spemd ther superflu-
ous wenlth m the intorest of their
fillonnian He steadfustly refuses to
accept Henry George's theory us o
panucen for poverty. e does not
damn Mr Georae's schemo of land
nationahization from an etlneal stund
point, but be maintaing that the world
fmnd snple tax auvocate dees not
prove hng conclusion from tho stund
point of politieal cconomy.

Men of all races and color command
h s actve sympathy.  Ho pleads sue-
cessfully with the President of the
United States for the red man; he
offends  the  tendur sensibibities of
the Southorma Ly his bold words for
our black brotbren. Ho bas no pa-
tience with those whognore the negro
solely becanse of e lor—the result of
clitnatie wtlaence,  He arks for noth-
ing which he himself 18 not prepared
to grant.

Hiz sulution of the uegro problem is
very sumple. 1 gove it in his own
words :

« Ay solution of the negro problem
i< to declure thiut there is no problem
to be solved, simeo we are all equal, us
brothera should be, and we will, in
consisteney  with our American and
Chinstian prineiples, treat alike black
and white. 1 know no eolor lino; 1
will nckuowledge none. 1 am not un-
aware that tns solemn  deslar~tion
shall be duomed by many upon whose
opinions I set bigh vawie rash and un-
timely.  Yet I fear not to mako 1t, for
[ belteve 1 am right.  Aye, untimely
to duy, my words will be to morrow
timely. My fanlt, if there were fault,
would be that I am abead of my day.
The time is not distant when Awmerl-
cans und all other Christians will
wonder that there ever was a race
problem.”

Sixteen years ago he proclaimed
from the pulpit, from the platform and
through the press that his co religion-
ists were mahing a graat mistake by
hving in the large cities instead of
sotthmg on the lertilo lands of the
West. The position was directly op-
posed to that taked up many years be-
fore by Archlishop llughes, who ad-
vised the people to remain in the
cities, where they would be suro of
the ministrations of rebgion. Events
have shown that the St. Paul prelate
was right, both from a religious and
cconamic standpoint.

There ie about 1he same difference
between the moral atmosphere of the
rural Catholic colonies to which the
people were invited and the back
streets of the over crowded cities as
thero i8 between the pure air of the
prairie and the foul air of the city.

Social reformors do not usaully pay
much attention to the advancement of
lagher education. They think their
special field of reform ig a panacea for
all the ills of humanity. Not go with
the Archbishop of St. Paul. His cry
is that of the dying Goethe—for
“more light.” He belicves that
churchiunen should be schulars as well
ag samts  When there was question
of establishing the Catholic University
of America his voico was strongest
and his work most unceasing m its
favor.

The noblest and most far reaching
work undertaken by Archbishop Ire-
land is the reconciliation of the
Church and the age. It had almost
becowme fashionable to say that Christ-

. e

nnity was an execllent religion in its
time, but that, like other and older
rel:igions, it had worn out. The
Archbisliop of 8t. Paul reconciles
Christinnity with tho modern world,
not by any sacnifice of prineiple, but
by gotting both to understand cach
other.

He boasts that he is a Catholic to
tho very fibre of lns heart,

Speaking at a banquet of the Loyal
Legion in Now York not long ago he
snid : ** Storms are passing over tho
land, arising from scctarian hatred
and nativist or foreign prejudices
Theso are searcely to be heeded , they
cannot last. Day by dny the spirit of
Americanism waxes strong; narrow
ness of thought and uureasoning strife
cammot r sist its influences.”

Tho Archbishop's manner of living
is very regular. e risesat & o'clock,
makes his meditation, celebrates Maes
at 6, which is said by one of the
pricats of the household, usually hia
sceretary. Ho makes his thanksgiving
aud lhears another Mnss, A fow
nunutes after 7 he breakfasts with the
clergy who arc staying in his house,
rends the papers aud retires to lLis
quartera.

Here he works awhile, writes im-
portant letters, gives dircetions to s
secretary and reads n part of the
divino office. After dmmer ho talks
and studies. As a rule be retires
shortly after 10. ko is a splendid
story teller and n vivacious tulker,

The archiopiscopal residence is
large, old-fashioned, neat, yet soverely
smple.

given by the Rector, Rt. Rev, Monsignor
McEvay.

Threo now churches wero erectad, vir
the church in Huly & pulehro cemetery, the
Church of St. Lawrence and 8t. Joscpl's
Church. Threomatitutions wero extensively
improved, Loretto Convent, St. Juseph's
Couvent and Orphauage and St. Joseph's
Horpital opened and a Jargs wing a(hLd.
I'wonow hoautiful anid well-cquipped schools
buflt by the Separate School Boand, 8t
Lawrenco and Nt. Mary's, aud the De La
Sallo Institute openud and renovated. The
Bishop's House and grounds wero p: rehased
and improved and the Pricsts’ now honse on
Mulborry street was bullt and furnished,
He. Mary’s Cathodral was roofed and entirely
renovated, and tho achool adjuining was
fitted up for practical parish work.
chapel, hall, library, recroation and meoting
room aro now found withio its walls.

The total cost of theae grounds, bulldiogs
&e., was 1o round numbers, two hundred
thousand dollars, (2200 0C0).

The churches here are all beautifal-
ly decorated with natural flowers and
ferne, entwined around pillars and
hung in festoons and wreaths. The
fonts are embosomed in flowers. The
little Catholic Chapel to which we
wended our way was also prettily orna-
mented, especially the Altar aud the
Shrines, with natural flowers. The
hittle chureh is very pretty. It is of
the white stoao of the Island, and
built upon a small rock, i which steps
are cut leading to the e:trance. As
Mark Twain said, * There is just
enough of whispering breeze, fragrance
of flowers, and sense of repose,”” (peace,
1 shuuld say) * to raise one’s thoughte
Heavenward.” The Chaplain of the
Forces attends this church. Thers
being only ono Priest (the Cathulics
are not numerous enough to pay one
on the lsland) he has to fulfil the
duties of Parish Priest not only to
Hamilton but St. George Islund, on
which the Barracks and Forts are. He
also attends the Docks where tho Royal
Navy dwellsin Ireland Isle. The Rev.
Futher can only say two Masses on
Sunday, and therefore each placo is,
i 1ts turn, left without Mass.

The first time wo went to Mass it
was to us a novel and pleasing sight.

Tho chapel was nearly full of soldiers
and oflicers in scarlot uniforms, which
brightoued tho scono.

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DOMINICANS IN NEW YORK.

On the crest of the hill which over-
looks the Harlen: milroad at Sherman
Park statio:: in a lunyg framo structure,
topped by a simplo Lutin cross, The
workmen arc hammering viguiously
on it, for it ist’t qaite fished aud at
must bo dvne by Uctuber 1, for that
is the day sot for the opening of the
Donunican Seminary.

It io not n seminary in the ordinary
sense, where any young man who has
u vocation for the pricsthood may fit
himsolf for the work. It s solely for
younug Frenchmen who feel that they
aro called to bo monks of the Urder of
St. Domime.  Hero they pass ther
simple novitiate and their grand novi.
tiste. When they uro ordained thoy
will go wherover the I'rovincial of
Lyons sends them. Thoy are indo-

otdent of the Archbishop of Now

‘ork, nlthough it is by his permission
that they &ro here.

It moy scem strange that men
should leave IFronce to bo educated
for the priesthood and then go back to
France to work, but the military
system of that country should not be
forgotten. By tho lnw every citizen
is required to scrve three years in the
army. It 18 casy to scc how this
would break into the lifo of a man
whose ambition is to mimster at tho
altar and to sarve in holy things. He
leaves the seminary, with its studies,
its hush, its solf examination, and
goes into the rough life of the barracks,
and everybody knows or cun guess
how hard it would b to be devount in
a barracks.

It is a common thing to hear a
mother say after the three years are
over and she receives her gon: * Ah,
it is not my boy that 18 come back.
It 18 a man of s name, but not the
man Isent away!” Theso laws have
been a great grief to those who huve
had in charge the education of youth
for the priesthood. Ifortunately a
provision in the laws allows those
who have pursued thoir studies and
have been ordained out of the country
to return and be exempt from military
duty in time of peace, and it is this
which las caused the Dominicaus of

Lyons to found their novitiate at
Sherman Park.

They have taken the old Hotel
Tecumseh and have mado a monastery
out of it. It looks n little gay for the
purpose, but if the cow! does not make
the mounk, neitherdoes thearchitecture
muke the monastery. It is called
Rosary Hill. The Dominicans have a
great devotion for the Rosary, for it
was to St. Dominic that the Blessed
Virgin revealed the Rosary, and on
the first Sunday of overy month there
i a solemn procession and meditations
on the mnysteries of which the rosary
is & remembrancer.

On the streot the Dominicans dress
as do other priests, but in their semi-
nary at Rosary Hill they wear the
habit of their Order, a white cassock
with aleathern belt, from which hangs
the rosary, a white scapular, which is
a broad band of stuff hanging front
and back from the neck. and a wiite
caputium, or cowl, which is not unlike
o doctor's hood. Their heads are
tonsured, that is, a ring of hair is left
to grow as long as men usvally ‘ear
1t, and the rest of the pate is apparent-
ly trimmed with No. 2 clippers. They
wear shoes and long white steckings,
and kneo breeches. The lay brothers,
who do the cooking and the house-
work, wear black scapulars.

There are two lay brothers and at
present thirteen choir members, but
more come every few days. The
acting prior, the Rev. F. M. Bertrand
Cothonay, goes down every few days
to meet the ateamer and brings back
young oclerics. It isn't the proper
thing, of course, tolaugh at theclergy,
but there is no law against smiling at
a semmnarian, and some of them do
look a little odd with their quaint
head-gear. One boyish lookiog little
tollow who camo Thursday had on a

big whito beaver hat with atrings to
hold the sides up to the crown. The
othera hiad silk hots that were nght in
tho modo 1n 1681, but are now * by
carriago to Calvary " hats. Dut once
thoy got out of the stuffy modern
clothes aud into the cumluttable
monk & habut, they look as if they
might have stepped night out of a
picture.

They are a fine looking lut of young
fellows, all lifo and anunation, at least
at reereation hour, when they talk and
laugh and havean innocont, govd time.
During all tho rest of the day there is
monastic slenco. Une may not say
anything except what 18 absolutely
nucessary, and thon 1t must be 1o the
fowest words and tho lowest tones.
Then there is the great silenro, which
lasts from compline, or 8 p.m,, ull 7
a.an,, when not a word i8 asid. Ol
of coursq, if u fire sbould break out—

But after dinnor they got out ou the
front stcop and chatter nway in Fronch
and maoke up for all tho rest of the day.
Ono young man might have been the
model for Dore's picture of the monk
sitting at the organ in ecstasy while a
vision floats before him. Thoy all
looked like young fellows with whom
you could have a nice visit, if it hud
not been for that unfortunate affuir at
the Tower of Babel some years ago.
when peoplo began to apeak in diffor-
ent languages.

They made the most heroio endeav-
ors to understand the visitoi's French
and to roply in English, and it seemed
a downright shame that ono zould 2ot
get better acquainted with thom.—
Catholic Standard.

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The Conqueror's Heel.

Whlle Emperor William of Gor-
many is proclaiming in his castern
dominions that his authority is delo
gated to him fronrthe Almighty alone,
signs are not wanting to show that he
and hie government are taking pain« to
be acceptable to the people. It way
please the Emporor to strut about and
gay bio rules by right, but a certamn
anxioty that bis subjects shounld admit
that right is making iteelf very evident.
In the case of Alsace, for iustance,
thero seems to bo a deliberato attempt
to make that province Germau by first
making it Protestant.

The first Governor of Strassburg
said: *In fifty years there will be no
more Catholicism.” Ever since the
occupation the secret plan has been to
Protestantize Alsace to make it Ger-
man, The methods are numerous.
A fow Protestants, government em-
ployees and workmen are brought
acrossthe Rhine and settle 1n a village.
For these few a church is built, and
overy effort is made to sustain it. Pro-
testant officials are sent from all parts
of the empire. Even the burgomaster
now holds his appointment from the
government, and he may be sent from
anywhere. Thus the chuef cities are
already in the hands of appointecs from
other parts, and before long the whole
of official Catholic Alsace will be
Pomeranian and Protestant. Undertho
fostering care of the Government, all
commercial, manufacturing and finan-
cial interests are monopolized by Pro-
testants from boyond the Rhine.

The schools are generally contzolled
by Protestants and the religious in-
struction is not sufficient to counter
balance the general drift in favor of
Protestantism. These are the primary
gchools. The secondary schools are
altogether in the hands of the Govern
ment. Even the Catholic seminarics
are invaded by lay teachers from Ger-
many, and as a consequence, the
number of vocations for the priesthuod
ig decreasing. Under pretence of rais
ing the standard of theo ogical train
ing. they recently tried to anncx the
Grand Seminary, the training school
for priests, to the Univeraity That
would have given the Protestant statc
the choico of professors of theology,
most of whom would, no doubt, have
been graduates in the modern 3chools
of skopticism and atheism. A pleusan
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fenee of tho faith sgainst tho artifices

Bcience and Religion.

Cardinal Uoossens, Primate of Bel-
gium, madv an important and felicitous
stutcment the other day in opming
the Catholie Scientific Congress at
Brusaclss  Tho Cardinal said : * In.
stend of revealed religion being a
stumbling-block to seience, it is rather
a lighthouso to point out the way and
watn 1t of rocks ahiead. Rehigion does
not lessen genius, or cut its wings ; it
only rexulates its flight.  No, we are
not afraid of scienco, because wo bave
nothing to fear from it. Weo know
that if faith surpasses reason it nover
contradicts it.”

A paper prepared by Mar. d'Hulst
was read which begins much in tho
same spirit, Here is a paragraph:
“1 Lelieve in God ; this is tho oxpres-
sion of wmy faith. If, after having
sung the Credo, I undertako to treat
plnlosopliically of the origin of spesies
I am simply engaged in a scientific
wutk provided I have recourso only to
the systema of rational juduction. 1
believo in Jesus Christ. This belief
forms the life of my soul, the spring
of whizh life I will not sully by dis-
cussing with impious men the historio
value of the Gospol. This taken for
granted, my arguments will, neverthe-
lexs, bo striotly seientific **

Father Zahm, who spoke at the
Congress 18 kncwn as an enthusiastic
advocate of the study of the sciences.
Arclibishop Ireland prapples with the
single tax theory and rejects it as not
being n practical remedy for the evils
it thinks to eradicate. Fatker Lambert
freely discusses the question on the
same ground of practical utility ; and
a priest, the Rev. Father Fitzsimons
has begun a controveray in the Catholic
Times with Mr. George upon tl:e same
lines. Catholics can well afford to
follow the advice of Mgr. d'Hulst, to
enter more largely into the field of
scientific researcls and at the same
time not to be too eritical of thoss who
outstep them in this direction, leaving
to chicf pastors the task of reining-in
when necessary.

Not satisfied
with prosenting the Catholics with a
substantinl debt, tho Manitoba Gov.
ernment would havo relieved them of
their own paid.-for property bty a
gracious act of confiscation, had not
tho plan beon inopportunely spoiled.

The Catholic Truth Society.

The English Catholic revival of the
middle of the century was the out.
come of a religious upheaval which
found its expression in the literature of
Newman, Manning, Ward and others.
The efficacy of the printing press as a
missionary was recognized by their
successors and to more fully utilize it
the Catholic Truth Society was found-
ed. The socioty is dosigned to dis-
seminateinformation:about the Church
among non-Catholies. It has extend-
ed to the cities on this side of the
Atlantic and it is to be hoped will
continug to grow.

Recently the general mesting of the
Society was held in Preston, £ngland
and presidedover by Cardinal Vaughan,
wlo wag its founder. His opening
address was tho expression of a hope-
ful view of the question of Ckristian
Union. He regards the adoption of
Catholic forms by the Anglican church
a3 a hopeful indication, and a proof
that the Church is becoming less mis-
understood than it was even fifty years
ago.

Bishop Keano of Washington Uni
versity was present at ths convention
and made a powerful appeal to Catho-
l:es to relieve themselves where possi-
ble of the odinm attaching to the sale
of liquor., Perhaps no argument is 8o
offectually used against the digmty
and holiness of the Church as this
ote. It i3 true thore i8 a reason for
it. Until recently a practical boycott
has made it impossible for them to
sueceed in other profitable busincsses
of a more desirable character. That,
to an extent ever increasing, is passing
awsy, notwithstanding the occasional
appearances of such eruptions as the
P.P.A. These are like to the fickor-
ings of a light expiring.

But the main aim of the Society
was touched upon by the Rev. Luke

Rivington, Limsolf a convert, and
with naturally a warin apot for tho
peoplo hie hias loft, [le advocates tho
need of controversy, in other wordy,
the clear statement of tho position of
the Chiureh upon points whercon she
is misundcrstood, misrepresented or
calummiated. It in hard oven for
Truth to provail without being, at
least, stated.

Bishop Keane, Reotor of the Catho-
lic Univeraity, states the caso oven
more vigorously. *¢ The world's car
18 rendy to listen to usif woe know how
to speak,’” he says; * but wo must
spoak in o language that will ba
understood, viz., that of the nineteonth
contury. I say then to all Catholics,
and especially to the clergy : * To the
front, armed with tho weapons of in-

telligenco, peace and lave.' **

Whatever may bo said of the justico
of Japan's quarrel, thero can be no
doubt of lier ability to prosecuto the
war in very thorough fashion.

Moltko's motto, ** first roads and
then waggons,” has been adopted by
Marghal Yminagata to the fullest ex-
tent, and In Hung Chang, the aged
viceroy of China, will probably find
the weight of his years too great to
permit of his rucceasfully coping with
his younger and no less able antagon-
ist.

In November
the cold becomres so intense as to
render 1c¢sidence impossible to the
people of the flowery islands This,
no doubt. is Yamagata's reason for
pushing on the war, so that ecither
China will be beaten outright or the
Japanese troops will be in comfortable
winter quartors.

There ig one effect the leaders of the
Irish parly can always oxpect when
they begin to pull in opposite direc-
tions. The American supporters of
thie cause will not put up with divisions.

Louis Francoiso, son of Louis Lia
fleche und Anvo Boisvert was born in
the parish of Sto Anne do la Peradv

The Art of Dinjag.

Duners need be no more trouble to
a hostess than any other entertan-
ments, for after tho first one has been
given she learns that worrying doos
not improve any accident that is liable
to oceur, and that if the guests are
selected with a view to congeniality
and good fellowship, the entertainment
will be sucecessful, and little mistakes
will pass over unnoticed, save by the
hostess. Thero is no reason why peo
ple of madest mmecans should not give
dinners. Iisplay does not muke a
successful entertainment, and since
simplicity and purnity once more govern
table appoiutments, thera is less con
trast with the more sumptuous dinners
of the rich.

In the matter of decoration one is
guided somewhut by the flowers that
aro in seuson. ‘Time was when a din
ner table was a perfect garden, with a
bed of flowers from one end to the
other. Nowitisan unwritten law that
many flowers, and those having a de-
cided perfuine, are to be avoided. The
strong perfume interferes with end
spoils the aroma of coffee. or the
savory smell of roast birds. So, in
buying roses for dinner-table decora-
tion, it is well tp choose nephetos,
pearl or other varietics that have been
forced at the expenso of fragrance.
Ferns arc always pretty on a dinnper-
table and so are jonquils, wiolets,
marguerites, tulips, wlite lilacs and
chrysanthemums. Sowmetimes lovely
dccorations are obtained in very inex-
pensive manner. Asparagus foliage,
for instance, is very beautiful, and is
much used with simple flowers, and
in the autunmn charmiong effects are
made by foliage in variegated tones of
yellow, brown, red and green. The
leaves of tho oak tree urse glorious 1n
decay, and wben mingled with the
splendid tints of the maple, make a de-
hghtful decoration. The leaves of
nearly every forest treo may be used,
as also trailing clematis, brambles,
berries, and every sort of wi.d blossom
that can be found. Hazel-nuts and
acorns are very pretty when mingled
with vines and foliage. For mid-
suinmer, there are poppies, grasses and
dasies.

Very often at luncheons no table
cloth is used,and a. embroidered centro
piece of white 'inen, worked in scallops,
with a doyley of the same shape and
decoration, under cach plate take the
place of the cloth. Colored linen teble
cloth, or white cloths with colored
borders, fringed, aro much in vogue
for luncheons. The napkins are to
match, and the table is set much the
same as admnner table. Itisno long-
er the fashion to shut out the sunlight
at luncheons; on the contrary, the
shades are often raised and the light
allowed to stream in through the lace
drapery of the windows. When lights
are required, however, shaded wax
candlesticks or candelabra, or princess
lamps are to be preferred to gas.

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AN IRISHMANS POYWER IN CHINA.

Sir Robert Hare aud 1is Remarkable Fine
anclnl Abliftles,

One of the greatest financinl admin-
istrators the world has evor seen and
certeinly the most striking personality
of the Iiast, eays a writer in the Lon.
don Iurld, is undoubtedly Sir Robert
Hart, the lLiish Inspector-General of
Chinese Lmperinl Customs, and prac-
tically the ofliciul administrator of the
State revenue of that country. At
the present moment a brief summary
of un interestivg inteeview I bad with
Sir Robert when I was in Pckin some
two years ago will be of topical interest.
His influvnee and authority are alinost
paramount 1 Clina. I could not
belp remarking to Sir Robert that life
in Pekin would not be so wupleasant
if every European had such a delight-
ful place to hive 1, and one so entirely
isoluted from the foul sights and
smells of the senn-barbaric city out-
side. * It 19 indeed so pleasant a
retreat,”” he rephed, ©* that Tam seldom
tempted to leave it. Moreover, my
wark occupiez so much of my time,
that when 1 have finished of an even-
ing, I have hutle inclination to leave
my ‘compouml.’ So 1 hve here
almost hke s hermit every day in the
weck except Sundays, when I receive
my friends 1 an informal manner, as
you have just scetr.”  But do you
never take a holiday 2 I naturally
asked. * I have only had cighteen
months holidays since I joined the
Chmese Customs service in 1854,
was the reply.

We dined in positively Oriental
Iuxury, noless than eight men servants
waiting oa us; for the high position
Sir Robert holds in China forces hun
to keep up a style befitting his rank;
so much so, that even when hbe is
alone, the same cercinony has to be
observed as when there are no guests
present. To me, unused to such
splendor, there was something 1n.
tating in feeling that every movement
I wade and every mouthful I took
were watched by these many observant
eyes. So I felt a sense of relief when
we were left alone with our coffce and
cigars. OQur talk, of course, reverted
to China and Chinesge affairs. I learn-
ed to my astomshwment, that although
still in appearance what one would
sonsider a young man, Sir Robert has
been in th2 country for nearly forty
years, having joined Her Majesty's
Consular service in Hong Kong in
1854, just one year before reaching
his majority. In reply to my query
how he came to attan the wonderfully
influential position he now holds:
« QOh, it was simple enough,” he
replied, ** after I had been i the Con-
sular service five years, I was invited
to join the Chinese Cusioms, then in
their infancy.  This was shortly after
Lord Elgin’s treaty, when certain
ports were to be opened to Europeans.
Something inspired me to accept the
offer. One thing led to another, and
in 1861 I was made acting Inspector-
Geueral. Since those days the Chinese
Customs service have grown in such
colossal dimensicus that the work it
entails is somcthing incredible. It
will be giving you some idea of it
when I tell you that in 1861 there
were only three ports open to Iuro-
peans, whercas now there are thirty.
Over seven hundred Kuropeans and
tiiree thonsand Chinamen of all classes
are cmployed in the land service
alone ; wlile the entire coast line is
guarded by twenty armed cruisers of
the latest type, built in England,
mostly Armstrong. These cruisers
arc ofticered by Europeans and manned
by Chinese. All this fleet, I may
add, 1= quite independent of the regu-
lar navy, though, of course, in case of
war, they would be valuable. as they
are practically fast warships.”

«If not an indiscreet question, Nir
Robert,” said I, “might I ask what
the Chinese Government allow for the
support of the Customs service 2

*There is no indiserotion," rophed
my host aflably. *1 am granted
£400,000 a yeur for the support of
this branch of the servico. The
woney, I may tell you, is absolutely
under my own personal control, as
are also the appointments and dis-
unssal of all oftictals, whother Chineso
or otherwise. 1 omtted to tell you,”
he added, * that apart from tho rev-
onue cruisers wo have quite a flotilla of
armed steam luunches for use in
vartous harbors; and also, that all
the lighthouses along the coast are
under my junisdiction as well."

* Sir Robert,” I said, * 1 should
like your opinion on Japan, as that
country has so greatly astonished tho
world by its recent rapid progress.*

*“1 think Japan a very charming
and an interesting country and 1 like
lier people, replied Sir Robert, evading
u dircet answer to y query. ** She
hias certamly made most remarkuble
strides during the past few yenrs,
But sho has only too recently emerged
from the chrysalia state for any ono
to be able to venture an opinion as to
the permanency of the great advance.
Certainly the world has never scen
anything to equal this rapid progress.
China, though many years behind the
times, is undoubtedly going ahcad—
advancing slowly, it i true, but still
advaucing ; and every step she takes
forward is a decided one.

We may yet see a new eruption
from the East to the West as terriblo
as any of the old tartar invasions, and
one which may overwhelm our West-
ern, and perhaps effete, civilization as
the Goths and the Huns destroyed
Rome. Those who remember what
Charles Gordon did with his « Ever
Victorious " army inust admit that
the Chinaman is essentially a good
fighter, if properly led. The physique
of the Northern races against whom
Japan is now pitted is equal to that of
any in the world ; the average height
ig gix feet. The men arestalwart and
* hard ag nails,” and uas they do not
fear death, their bravery ig fanatical.
Under the circumstances, I cannot
but regard the present imbroglio with
the gravest anxiety, and for the good
of the world 1t is to be hoped that
plucky little Japan may achieve suc-
cess over ber leviathan adversary.

A STORY FOR THE YOUNG FOLKS,

Jarvis, bring only thirteen years old,
was the youngest midshipman on board
tho Cunstellation, but the most tronble-
some ; and although this was a good
while ago -in 1800 —geapegraces liko
Jarvis are still common enough on
Loard naval sips to this doy. If tho
ofticer of tho deck wero out of sight
for five minutes, Jarvis was certain to
bo turning a double hand-spring, or
standing on his bead, or engaged in
somo similar iniquity oo the quarter-
deck. Ans for going aloft for punish.
ishment, Jarvig epeut most of his time
on the cross-trece, and was always
propared for ir, by carrying a Look in
one pocket and a piece of hard-tack in
thoother.  \When one of thelieutenants
would catch Jarvis at his tricke and
shout, in a thundering voive,

«Up to the wast hoad, sir—up, sir
—you'll learn some day that tho
quarter-deck irn't & beargarden !”
Jarviz wonld go up like a cat and soon
be swinging about as merry a8 & bird
oo a bough. The oflicers, though,
after giving Jarvis a terrific blowing
up, would smile at each other on the
sly. The boy was such a merry,
active, honest-hearted lad, and his
misdoings were so free from anything
like meanness, that, although for the
sake of discipline they punmished him,
overy ono of them liked bim. Even
Captain Truxtun, who had once come
upon Jarvis and his chum, Brookfield,
unawares, and had caught Jarvis in
the act of saying in the captain’s own
voice, which was rasping and very
much through his nose, ** Mr. Brook
field, you young gentlemen in the
strerage can make such devilish noises
and wore of them—" the captain, on
hearing this, moved quietly away,
laughing to himself—nobody could
belp laughing st little Jarvis, he was
go comical. At first Jarvis stood iu
holy awe of Captain Truxtun, owing
to various blood-curdling tales told
him by Brookfield, such as the captain’s
flogging the whole starboard watch if
the ship made less than cleven knots
an hour; but in course of time be dls-
covered the imaginative character of
these romances.

Tho ¢ westellation was a trim and
lively frigate and a perfect beauty of
a ship.

ly and proudly as tho waves cagerly
carcased her, Jarvis thought her the
most beautiful thing in the world.
But when she spread all bor white
wings and rushed beforo the wind with
tho boll, free sweep of an ocean hird,
dashing the dark and curling water
impatiently  from her sharp bows,
Jarvis wondered how ho had thought
her beautiful any other way, And
Jarvig loved her with all his boyish
heart, and thought to be Miudshipman
Jarvis, of tho United States ship ('un

stellation, lifted him several pegs above
the rest of humanity.

But although Jarvis was always
laughing and ;-Fing and cutting up,
and getting punished for his pranks—
which last he seemed to enjoy as wuch
a8 anything else—he had bis troubles.
The fact is, he was consumed with
envy. Ho was the only wudshipman
on board who had never emelt powder;
and as the United States was then at
war with Frauce, and the Consteliution
had already done glorious things, tlus
was a heavy load for Jurvis to carry.
It was nearly a year since the Constel-
lation bad come across the great French
frigate, tho Jnsurqente, which was said
to L1 the smartest frigate and to have
the finest captain in the French navy ;
and although the /usurgente wus gger
and carried sixteen more guns, the
Cunstel{ution bad borne dewn on her
and opened fire with that terrible and
well-directed broadside for which the
Auwerican gunners were famous, had
outsailed and outfought her, and, in
spite of the greatest gallantry and skill
on the French ship’s part, had made’
her haul down her colors with her
decks strewn with her dead and dying.
And Jarvis wasn't even a midshipman
then !

To make it worse, Brookficld, who
was the tallest, the oldest, and the
Liandsomest midshipman on board, and
cock of the walk generally between
decks, had been one of the midshipmen
sent aboard of the J/usurgente, who,
with only eleven sailors, had kept
nearly two hundred of the Frenchimen
bolow the hatches, and, separated by a
gale from the ¢ wnsteslation, had man
aged to bring the dismasted and haif
wrecked Jusurqente  into St Kitt's,
where the victorious  Cunstellativn
awaited her. It wade little Jarvis
very down hearted when Brookfield,
who gavo himself the airs of a lord-
high admiral of the seas, would tell of
those glorious days. Jarvis, hanging
over the rail, as ho gaz d dolcfully at
the dancing sunlit water, weuld wonder
if he would ever have any share in such
brave doings; and then, cocking his
smart gold-trimmed cap rakishly over
his left eye, would promise himself that
the next brush the Constellation had
with a Frenchman something wanid ha
heurd of Jarvis sure.

It was the delight of little Jarvis's
heart, when he could spare time from
making mischicf, to get Jack Beli, the
captain of the imain-top. to sing bim
the song of ** Tho (‘unstellation and the
Insurgente”  Jack was  immensely
proud of this performancn of his, aud
would drene away, without moving a
muscle of his face ard in reckless
defianco of timo and tune, a wonderful
sccount of the fight, heginning :

The Catholic faith in Arnprior has
always maintained a porition of influ.
enco.  Animportant lombering centre
from nn early date, it drew within its
limits those in search of employment,
and as many of these wero Catholics,
some of whom have since swelled into
the dimensions of independent farm-
ers, and owners of town property, the
intluenco exercisad by this cluss on the
temporal affmrs of the Church must
be manifest. A still more potent fae-
tor in the development of religion in
Arnprior was the sell-sacrificing band
of missionaries who, in the course of
their arduons travels, havo visited this
place, from time to time, urfolding the
tidings of snlvation on the banksof the
Ottawa and the Maldawnska, Away
back in the early forty's those regions
north and west of Arnprior, then a
forest vast and seemingly interminable,
wure traversed by that grand old man,
the late Father Jolm MeNulty, whose
simple horto was then at St. Patrick.
A history of tho Jubours of thy heroic,
yot guileless and simple misgionsry,
along the Ottawa and its tributaries,
over lake, over river, over mountain,
and through ahnost impenectrable
forests, would be interesting reading
Just now ; but as I have no materials
at hand for such” an undertaking, I
must content myself with becoming
the historian of certain important in
cidents in whieh ho figured during the
closing years of his useful life.

In 1851 the Rev. John McNulty
left the Ottawa Valley for another
field of missionary lubour, in the
Diocese of Toronto, then wisely and
ably governed by Bishop Charbornell.

Afew yeurs subsequently the Diocese
of Hamilton was created with the
Rev. John Farrell of Peterborough as
ficst Bishop ; and here =zain we find
the faithful priestdischarging parochial
duties, the parish of Caledonia on the
Grand River having been just assigned
to inm. Of his labaurs thero, the best
that can be said is hat his name is rev
er ntly pronounced by voung and old
who have experienced tho charm of
his personalty. The crowning act of
hiis life however, and that which will
do most to perpetuate the fame of Ins
good decds, was his purchase of that
beantiful hiome and charming grounds
in the South western confines of Dun-
das, which he donated to the Diocese
of Hawmilton, and is now used as House
of Providence. In a green little hillock,
overlooking a deep ravine the aghes of
thegood Priest repose.  May they rest
in peace !

The Rev. Avthony O'Malley was
also one of the missionary priests who
occasionally visited Arnprior in the
days of )ts cxistence. Father O'Malley
was subsequently assigned to the
mission of Huntley, where he labored
for many years. Nearly twenty years
ago ho left Canada for his native home,
in the Connty of Mayo, Ireland, and
as he was an old man then, I cannot
cay if still lives; but whether living
or dead, may God be with him.

With occasional changes in the
pastorate of Arnprior, we come down
to the time when the present pastor—
Father Chaine—assumed the responsi-
biities of Parish  Priest.  IPather
Chaine is, I believe, a native of old
France, but such are tho intimate
relations existing between himself and
the Irish portion of his congregation,
such his strong sympathies for Ireland
1n her struggles for self government,
that I would not be surprised to hear
of him, some day, with diadem on
head and sceptre 1n hand, proclaimed
Prince of some Jrish Barony. Nor
does the harmony which exists between
priest and people in Arnprior confine
itselt to wmutuaal glonficativua of each
other's nativnality. No! The mag-
mficent churel, and beautiful presby-
tery, with the stately school buildings
adjacent, proclaun in eloquent tones
tho union of both. Lopg may that
