VOLUNTEER ORGANISATION'IN
CANADA.

We transfer, with much pleasure, te our
columns the following article from the 1l-
unleer News on the Volunteer organisation
in Canads, that our Canadian readers may
see what our English contemparies think of
the efficiency of our military system, as ad-
ministered by Colonel Robertson-Ross, the
abloand efficient Adjutant General of the
force:

The report of Colonel P. Robertson-Ross,
Adjutant General of Militia in Canada, to
the Minister of Militia and Defence, on the
measures taken for the assembling of the
Volunteers of the Dominion to moet the
-threatened disturbances ot the past spring,
is & most important document at tho pres-
ent time, as bearing upon the much agitated
question of national dofence. Wo aro at
this moment surrounded by events bonring
upon tho subjest; and whether we accopt
those of Canada or those of Prussia, they
all seem to point to ono conclusion, and
thatisin favor of an organisation of the |
entire population capable of bearing arms
for their training for the national defeuce.’
The experience of tho present summer |
proves the combined readiness and efficien-
‘cy of the system, whether opposed to hosts
of ‘1awless maurauders or brought into op-
porition with the most perfectly disciplined
‘armies of professional soldiers isdlated en-
tirely by their training from all civil pur-
sdits.

The report of Colonel Robertson-Ross is
dated June 6, only a few days after tho ludi
croits collapse of tho Fenian campaign on
the Canadian frontier. It Qetails the mea.- |
sures taken on the alarm being given of an
oxpected raid, and of the amazing celerity
with which strong forces of Volunteors
were concontratod on the points of danger.
Colonol Robartson Ross twas requested by
the Government of Canada early 1n April of
the present year to devise measures against
the anticipated invasion, and he racom-
mended that certain battalions, along with
one or two troops of Volunteer cavalry resi-
dent on the frontier districts should bo call-
ed-out for active service, and placed upon
frontier duty; and that, in the ovent of the
rogular troops being ordered to the front
from Montreal, the Volunteers there should,
be held in réadiness to turn out for garrison
duty, or what other gervice might bo roquit
ed. 04 the 11th April it was considered’
'nepossary to increage the force at first deci
dedon. To this call the Volunteers ra- I
sponded with such promptitude and alacrity

that, within forty-eight hours of the receipt
ot tho order, many were assembled at, aud
all wore on the way to, tho rendezvous. In
cluding a small number already on the St.
Clair frontier, the force thus speedily won-
centratéd amounted to 6000 men, who, un-
dor Goneral Lindsay, improved daily in drill
and discipline. O the 21st of April it was
not considered necessary to rotain the wholo
forco in the field. and a number of them
were orderad home, and on the 25th of the
same month the remainder of them wore
withdrawn, the gunboats * Rescue™ and
‘ Princo Alfred” "being kept on the river
frontier stations.

The enlistment and formation,
commenced on the Istof May, aud by the,
beginning of Juno the whole furce, with
completo outfit, stall) and vrganisation, were,
ready for service, and actually on the way
to tho distant Provinco of Munitoba. ;

This interlude in tho events which occur-
red only scems to have kept the hands of
the Adjutant General in gentle use, for,
thereo appears to hare becn noithu:}mch.
nor hurry in the arrangements, everytlung ,
having progressed with easy facihity. “Abuut

commaunding tho road, attacked two com-
pantes of Volunteers and rogulars, and wero

‘at the first fire upon the Voluntaor skir-

mishers, who were oxtended to opposo
thictn, diiven helter skelter from the shelter
to strong entronchments in their roar, frum
which they wore again driven in ridiculous
rout. The whole proceedmng occupied only
twenty-five minutes. In these affuirs the
Teniau loss was heavy for the time they
were engaged, being estimated at Eccle's
Ifill at four or five killed and sixteen to
eighteen wounded ; while at Huntingdon,
the traces of blood in the entrenchments
showed that execution had been done, but
the number of killed and wounded was not
ascertained. The Volunteers weore un-
scaithed, savo one man who had received a
slight flesh wound on tho left temple. ‘Thus,
in three days, o force of  over 13,000 civilian
soldiers were collected to meet an invasion,
anud the luvaders driven back inirretrievable
rout. By the 3rd of June, or only nine days
iu all, the Volunteers had destroyed all fear
of danger. aud returped to their homes.
Colouel Robertson-Russ praises in high
terms tlo conduct ot the Volvnteers, and
the unaninity that prevailed among them
whetlier of French ur British descent; and,
at the sameo time, recognises tho offer of
tuvice received from Canadians residing in
the Uuited States. The accoutrements,

nations.” We can well conceive the surprise,
if not indignation, of Colonel Chamberlin at
such a message borne by the officer of a
State whose immediate duty it was to dis-
perse and apprehend those marauders and
would be assassins, and while he told him
that he could hold no terms with pirates
and marauders, we are somewhat disappoint-
ed that he did not lay hold of and retain
their emissary in custody ; but as they are
speaking, the Fenians advance, Colonel
Chamberlin calls General Foster's attention
to the fact, who only acknowledged, ‘I
thought they intended to attack you soon,
but not so soon as this,”” when this precious
Fenian envoy drove away in the direction of
and past the Fenian party.

This episode aside, we again repeat that
the Canadian Blue-book contains matter of
the most notable description to those inter-
ested in home defence, and calls attention
to the very valuable nature of a properly or-
ganised, equipped, and commanded citizen
army. The Canadian system is no more
that of Prussia than it is that of France. It
is purely British, and neither more nor less
than the keeping in operation of the Militia

laws common to the Colony and the Mother,

Country. In Canada every county or dis-
trict is responsible for a certain amount of
. military force for national defence, and this
force is leviable by the ballot as the county
forces are in this country. However, it is
provided, as it'also is in this country, that
Volunteers are not amenable to de drawn by
ballot, but have certain privileges instead.
The result of the Volunteer spirit in Canada
has provided, in excess of the quota, the
Government by law has the power to de-
mand; and, therefore, the purely Volun-
teer system has swallowed up the purely
Militia system. The Volunteers, however,
are better organised than they are at home,
and are paid when on duty and in training.
After three years’ service they are transfer-
red to the Reserve, and can only again be
called upon after the active force has been
exhausted. We have further seen that two
battalions were raised for permanent service
in the North-western frontier; and if the
Dominion is left to its own miiitary resour-
ces, it is by this means that a standing force,
if indispensable, can easily be arrived at.
We see no reason why the Canadian system
should not be examined, and, if found what
what it seems to us to be, applied to our
home local Reserve, Undoubtedly, the
subject must receive greater attention in
Great Britain than it has done, We have
the law already existing for calling into
being a defensive force as pliable and as
effective as that in Canada has proved itself
to be, and probably better adapted to British
institutions than the equally ready and
proved omnipotence of that of Prussia. We
believe that the ballot must be resorted to,
and our Militia and Volunteers better or-
anised than they at present are, or our
fensive system must remain on a very
unsatisfactory basis.

The following troops of the Russian army
have been echeloned along the Prussian
frontier during the past three weeks: Two
divisions of the infantry of the guard under
General Baron Moeller Sakonelsky; three
divisions of the Grenadier Guards under Lt.
Gen. Prince Tonkhow Monvaroff; one di-
vision of the cavalry of the guard under
General Prince Galitzine; twelve divisions
of infantry of the line under General Von
Egger; five divisions of cavalry of the line
under General Count Von Ketz; two parks
of infantry and twelve parks of artillery
under Lieut.-General Kuyscheff. It is an-
nounced that a force of a hundred and fifty
thousand Cossacks, the most terrible light
troops of the world, has been called under
arms, and that a squadron of the Baltic is
ready for active service. These statements
are made in the Government circles, and
they are accompanied with still more alarm
ing intimation that the Russian Minister,
De Ombril, at the Court of Berlin, has been
instructed by Prince Gortchakoff to present
a formal demand to Prussia for full expla-
nations of her purposes and policy in pursu-
ing the war with France. In this demand
it is stated that the Government of the Czar
declares it to be quite impossible that Rus-
sia can regard it as a question solely to be
decided between Germany and France what
the limits of either power shall be ; that the
future of Russia not less than the past
makes it the duty of the Russian Govern-
ment to protest against, and if necessary to
prevent, any change in the equilibrium of
Europe which would embarrass the freedom
of action of the Russian government, and
particularly that Russia will never suffer the
fixed boundaries of European States to be
disturbed in obedience to the subversive
and preverse doctrine of nationalities as it is
80 called. These rumours are confirmed,
and their ominous significance deepened by
the appearance in the St. Petersburg Gazette
de la Bourse of an article printed in a form
which gives it the air of a semi-official mani-
festo, which uses this threatening and ex-
plicit language :—*¢ Prussia with her fron-
tieron the side of France guaranteed, and
neutralized Austria to protect her with her
eastern flank, will be in a position so todis-
pose of all her strength as to check and
easily to paralyze the action of Russia. In
the presence of 80 grave an eventuality Rus-
sia must and will provide at once against
any possible future.”

The Olos of Moscow says also the Eastern
question can wait. There is no pressing ne
cessity for a solution in that quarter. It is
on the Rhine to day the knot of the East-
%xl'n question waits to be cut at one decisive

ow.

Marshal McMahon is likely to recover.

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PUBLIC ADDRESS TO LIEUT.-GEN.
LINDSAY.

IS AVPROACHING DEPARTURE FROM CANADA.

(From the Montreal Witnss.)

In accordanco with the Imperial policy to
wards the Colonies and the recent instruc-
tions of the Secretary of State for War, tho
withdrawal of IT. M. forces from Canada has
been rapidly progressing during the past
summier, and ina few weels henco all will
have been withdrawn, except the depot de-
tackments which are to bo left at Quebec
and Halifax. It was to carry out the above
measures that Gen. Lindsay was sent out to
this country in March last, receiving the ap-
pointmont of Licut. General on particular
service in Canada. Ue has beenlong and
fivourably known to Canadians, having
served at various times in this country dur-
ing his military career, cxtending over
thirty-eight years. During the insurrce-
tionary troubles of 1837 he served as Adju-
tant to the 2nd Battalion Grenadier Guards,
quartered in the vicinity of Montreal, until
thoy returned to Fngland in 1842. ~ After
the Tront affair, during tho recent American
war, Major-Genoral Lindsay was sent out {o
Canads, and during the Fenian raid of 1866
he commanded H.3. troops in this country.
In 1867 ho went back to Lngland, and six
months ago he returned to Canada to carry
out the new Imperinl policy. Gen, Lindsay's
conduct and ability displayed during the
Fenian raid in May last are woll known.
Having accomplished the work he was sent
out for, General Lindsay will leave for Eng-
land in & week or so. The citizens of Mont-
real, on Thursday last, held a public meot-
ing and a committeo was appointed to draw
up an address to be presented to him before
Ins departure.

To-day at noon was appointed for the pre-
sentation, which took place at the St. Law-
rence Hall.

Besides His Worship the Mayor, there
were present o very large number of the
niost wealthy and influential gentlemen in
the city. All classes were represented, the
Bench, the Bar, the Chureh, the Press, and
the Militia, also the mercantile and trading
community in large numbers.

The presehtation of the address took place
n the Racepgxon Room of the St. Lawrenco

Hall, after tho introduction of tho members
of tho Committeo to Gen. Lindsay, who was
accompanied by his A.D.C., Capt. Gascoigue.

THE \DDRESS,

Ilis Worship tho Mayor said that the
words spoken by Gen. Lindsay at Eccle's
Hill in h}ny last were tho words of truth and
wero endorsed by all Canadians. The Mayor
then road the following address :~—

To Licut.-Gencial the Honorable Jumes Jind-
say, Commander of IL.M. Forces in North
Admerica .~ .

The citizens of Montreal, learning with
much regrot of your approaching departure
from this country, cannot allow tho present
opportunity to pass without oxpressing in a
public manner, their grateful appreciation of
the deep interest you have, on all occasions,
evinced in its welfare, and of the important
sorvices you have rendered to 1t.

Thoy have kno 1you for a lengthoned
period in various v.ficial capacities, and it is
with satisfaction they unite in declaring that
in every position you have occupied, you
have won tho rospect and estecom of the
public at large.

They feel that your departure must be re
garded as a great loss to the wholo com-
munity; as tho eventsof 1866 and those of
the early part of 1870 are sufficiently fresh
in their memory 10 convinco them of the
deep obligation they owe you for your able
and successful efforts in suppressing the in-
vasion of Canada by citizens from tho ad-
jacent republic. -

The confidence reposed in you by the Vol
unteers redoubled tho zeal and alacrity with
which they discharged their important da-
ties, thereby earning for themselves the tii-
bute of praise you so justly bestowed on
them on several occasions, and especially in
your address to them at Eccles Uil in May
and at Huatingdon in June last.

All that you said on those ocecasions echo
cd the sentiments not only of the citizens of
Montreal, but, we believe, of all classes of
Her Majesty’'s subjects throughout the Do-
minion.

The Voluntecers then under your com-
mand doubtless felt that this public acknow-
ledgement of their public services by you,
in your position as representing Her Graci-
ous Majesty the Queen, fully requited themn
for all tho sacrifices they had made.

The citizens of Montreal, whilo deeply re-
gretting your departure and the Imperial
policy which has caused it, most sincerely as-
sure you that Canada never can forgot tho
deep interest you have manifested, and the
eminent services you have rendered in pro-
moting its welfare.

Yuu do me no more than justico when you
state, in the address which you have done
me tho honor to present to me. that I havo
taken a deep interest in the welfuro of this
country.

If L have peiformed my duty cifectively,
aud at the sumo timo secured tho respect
and esteem of the public, I have succeeded
beyoud my mo.t sanguine expectations.

After the approbation of the sovereign
and of his military superiors, that of his fel.
low countrymon is the highest reward the
soldier can receive.

You have alluded to the events which
took place in 1866 and 1870, and tho repulse
of the Fenian attacks. In acknowledging
tho sentiments of the community, which
youhavo conveyed to me, I cannot forgot
that on both occasions I was ably supported
by my staff; and those oflicers who were in
command at the various points of danger.

My anxicties on both cccasions were much
relicved by thoalacrity and spirit with which
the Voluateor Militin obeyed the call to
arms and at much sacrifico and with much
batriotic zeal performed their duty to their
country.

Limy address at Lecles Hill and Hunt.
ingdon I gave the Volunteer Militia the
benefit of the truth, and stated no more
than facts, a recognition of which they had
by their conduct carned.

In taking my departure from amongstyon
Lam leaving a country in which 1 havespent
nearly ten years of my life.

I cannot doubt that the spirit of self-reli-
ance and undaunted perseverance which you
have already shown, will raise the Dominion
to be a powerful community.

I trust under the blessing of Providence
that there is a noble future for Canada, and
1 shallwatch with interest the developement
of her resources and the advancement of her
material prosperity.

In reading tho above reply Gen. Lindsay
was frequently interrupted by the applause
of tho audience. ’

Gen. Lindsay having concluded the read-
ing of his reply made a few remarks. o
said, in reference to the reception given to
tho spcech he made at Eccles Hill, which
was so adversely commented on in England,
that it was the fault of the transmittors, The
moment the whole address had been receiv-
cd by the authorities in London they approv-
ed of it; and they afterwards in n letter
which Mr. Cardwell wrote him said that
there was nothing in it to find fault with,
and the encomiums to the Voluntders were
well earned and deserved.

The General then alluded to the momy
warm friends whom he had made in Canada
and to their feelings of affection and good
will towards him, which he could not well
forget. 1~ concluded by saying that ho
could not turn his back upon Canada, in
which ho had ever taken an interest, with-
out wishing it all prosperity and the bless-
ing of Providence,

I'ho General then shook hands with the
gentlemen present as they left the room,
and the presentation was over. But few
who wero presentand listened to the manly
tones and the straightforward remarks of
the General, came away without a feeling of
regret that one so able as & soldier and a
man was to be lost to the service of the Do
minion.

« As we have already stated, indeed, ne-
gotintions have taken place among the neu-
tral Powers, and a brief statement of what
actuully has occurred. down to tho present
hour, may best show what has not been
done. The Italian Cabinet, anxious to muain-.
tnin the neutrality of the Kingdom under a
pressure appiied by more than.one Power,
had asked for the support of Englund. The
Government of St. Janmes' objected to uny
formal declaration on the prit of the neutral
Stutes before a favoruble opportunity of in-
terceding in tho interests of peace should
have presented itself. But it agreed toan
interchange of letters with the Italiun Gov-
ernment, the effect of which would bato
bind the parties to make reciprucal co.a.
munications ot their viewe—and ¢specially, if
cither one should have the irtention of re-
nouncing its neutrality, to make that inten.
tion fuily known belore relinquishing its
neutral position. Thut proposxl was gladly
accepted by Italy ; and Lord Granville then
proposed & similar arrangement 1o all the
other non combatsnt Powers, to be carried
out by an interchange of sirmlar despatches.
Such un arrangement has been alre.dy con-
cluded with Russis, and_ indeed with all the
neutral Powers, only one excepted. Thus,
while the States that huveno interest in the
conflict, except their honest wish to see it
ended, are not bound to any particular line
of action that might hamper them in the
unforeseen contingencies 10 which the war
may at any moment give rise, they find
themselves. on the impulse of the English
Foreign Minuster, alrendy brought in cluse
and barmonious communication oo the par-
amount and w1 gent subject of the time.”

lavs in full on the breaking up of the camp
—the amount was nearly $700.

At the close of the Review of the 16th
Battalion on Tuesduy the 6th ult., the fol-
lowing address was presented to the Adju-
tant General. The subject is ono of import
ance and we trust the Minister of Militia
will sco the propriety of making the pro.
posed change in tao method of distributing
the grant hitherto given to the Dominion
Rifle Association:

Zo Colonel P. Roberison-Ross, Adjutant Gen-
eral of Militia, Dominion of Canada.
Str,—Tho officers of the 16th Battalion,
aware of the importance which you attach
to rifla practice, avail themselves of this op-
portumty to express their views on tho
working of the Dominioa Rifle Associntion.
They take it for granted that in making o
grant of $5,000 per annum, the object of the
government was to increase the efficiency of
the wholo force, especially of the non-com.
misstor 3 officers and privates in the use of
the rifla. Y. .s the opinion of tho officers of
this Battalion that that ohject hins not been
attained, and further, that there 13 no pros.
pect of attainingit solongas the Govern.
ment grant is distributed as at present.
‘They are conyinced, therefore, that a chango
is not only desirable, but in the interests of
the Volunteer force, imperatively demanded;
and they respectfully suggest that you re.
present to the Minister of Militia the im-
portance of making the following change :

‘That instead of having the prizes compe.
ted tor at an annual gathering at any one
place, the grant should be distributed
amongst the several Batialions of the Do-
minion—say 8100 to each Battalion. The
officers of the 16th consider this chauge
necessary, because according to the present
system comparatively few non-commissioned
officers or privates obtain any of the prizes;
and this, not because proficiency in rifle
shooting is confined to officers, but because
the mujority of the men are unable to bear
the expense of attending the annual meot-
ings of the Associition. They would state,
in conclusion, thit, so far as this Battalion

'i3 coucerned, the good effect of the gmall

grant given this summer is already ap.
parent in an increased anxiely amongst-aql
classes of Volunteers to become proficient 1n
the use of the rifle; and thay have the
honor to subscribe themselves,

EDITORIAL CORRESPONDENCE.

CHICAGO.

The Canadian visitor to the Queen city of
the west would be struck at first with its
want of resemblance to any place with
which he would bencquainted, the intermix-
{ure of magnificent buildings with small
frame houses that have scen their best days,
furnishes a striking contrast to what may be
witnessed in Canadian ci.ies where the dif
ferenco between the stately block and its
immediate predecessor i3 neither so great
or 80 vast as to make it dificult to decide
which isout of place. Nevertheless, Chicago
is & great city and has all the clements of
cxpansion and progress, ils vast trade is ol-
most of yesterday in pdint of time ; fwenty
,¥eus ago o couple of freight cars did its
, thiough business, to day *hose carsapproach
'10,000 in number.  Enterprise and energy
' aie liere pusbed to extremes ; fortunes are

doos not seem to me that tho condition of
the labouring class, tho howers of wood and
drawers of water, aro at all equal to
thoso of the same class n Canada, Inono
particalar the city falls belund any of thoso
of tho Dominion. and that s in the articlo of
hotel nccommodation and board, I do not
rafor to tho prico as it is besido thoquestion,
but to the comfort and cleanliness on the
ono hand, tho quality and oxcellenco of the
viands on tho othor, and in cither case Cana-
da would bo ontitled to bear away tho palm.

But what will strike a stranger mostin
{his singular city is the fact that storesare
open all day on Sunday, stroet cars ply wilh
unceasing regularity and tho mnes of the
people appear to bo as busy as on somo
other day ; oxcept occasionally a card left at
y -ur hotel to inform you that * Brother
Dooly will hold forth in Farwell Hall; sents
freo 1n the evening,” thevo is nothing to re-
mind you that such a day as the Sabbath ex-
ists. Thore are n fow plr-~s of worship
(judging from outward appearances) of no
architectural pretensions, and the Koman
Catholics have n large cathedral, at which
there is & good attendance, but for the rest
it might be aday of pleasure with vory lit.
tlo religion conscientiously or othertwise at-
tached theroto. The cityis built on the
west shore of the lake on a mud flat elevat-
ed but a very fow feot above its waters, it
has a few good streets paved with Nicholson
patent wood pavement, some of them are
100 feet wide, o few paved with stone, and
the rest pretty much in the same state as
tho worst of our back streets. Along five
miles of State street I counted 75 street
railway cars on Sunday, each holding 20 per-
sons, and this was only one of five or six
linesin the city. I calculated there was
moved on that street alone 25,000 persons
during the day. I had no time to see the
celebrated tunnel, having a long chase 2fter
a stray vailway car in winch a lot of feight
under my care was stowed; with all their
acuter2ss their railway management is far
more slipshod than ours.

1 could see no land in Michigan to com-
pare with the County of Carleton, the very
forest trees are dwarfed by comparison,
and I can see no reason to bring a Canadian
to the States except the restlessness of ad-
yonture derived from their Viking ances
tors, 'The farms are neatly laid out but
there is an air of thrift and over wrought
care about them which plainly tolls that the
occupants are hard put to it, if the evidence
of decay were hot apparent. Since leaving
Ott. wa I have seen no countyy to compare
with Qat between Toronto nnd Sirnia for
actual beauty sud fertility-

The great topics of the day aro of course
the turn events have taken in Europe, wd
indignation at the American Minister's.re-
cognition of the French republic. People
here reason cx'tlmly on the situation and are
of opinion that the Prussian King will re-

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I think thore can be little doubt tnat the
snnibilation of the French military power
bas been duo to actual treason; tho roadi.
ness with which the Imperial administration
govo way to Jules Favro and the Rouges is
protty clear evidence that the Imperial sys-
tom did not receive moral or actual support
, from the Parisians, and that cowardice or
treason porvaded its membors. It would
seem a8 if Gonoral Trochu would not do his
duty in support of tho Government and that
his ambition would lead him to enact the
part of Nupoleon le grand without thio power
or ability, The Prussian cannon will at
once dispel this dream, and it is to be hoped
tho next ruler will give the Parisian moba
lesson that their sons in the future genera-
tion will not forget.

| look for the total absorption of all the les-
sor states of the Confederation, if not Swee-
don and Denmark, while Austria and Italy

will play to tho now Empire the part Prus-
sia and Bavaria played in the Confedoration
of tho Rhine. Will this be for tho good of
mankind? God knuws; Ho alone can con-
trol tho destinies of nations and make even
the wickodness of man to praise Him  But
as fur as humaon foresight can discorn Franco
has lost her chanco of constitutional govern.
ment for the next contury. Whatever faults
Napoleon III. may have had, his roign was
most veneficial for the country, and history
will bear mo out in saying ho was one of the
wisest and best rulers, if not the very best
sho ever had.

My last letter ¢ cained a general descrip-
tion of the appe.rance of the country in the
State of Michigan and the city ot Chicago.
I%loft there on tke morning ot the 14th fora
railway journoy of 447 miles, to St. Paul,
through the States of Illinois, Wisconsin,
and lowsa, which occupied twenty-five hours,
over a magnificent country and along a well
appointed railway. The Mississippi® was
crossed at Prairie du Chien, 225 miles from
Chicago, at half-past nine o’clock, p.m., on
o steamboat, just tivelve hours’ journey, and
although the mode of transhipment was in-
convenient and tedious it had its advantages

for on that very day fifty-six years ago the
gallant Lietenant-Colonel McKay, with the
Canadian militia, captured this important
poeition from the Americans and held it till
tho closo of the war. Tho very island be-
hind which ho drove tho American gun-
boats by the welt directed firo of his singlo
field picce is tho ono around which wo
steamed to take the train, on the Milwaukee
and St. Paul Railway. ‘Tho whole of this
grilant action is detailed in tho *¢ Battles of
1812 -15," thich havo appeared in the col-
umns of tho Voruxtesr Revisw, Butas I
crossed the Wisconsin River I could not help
thinking how vory few people could under-
stand tho dangers and difficulties the gal-
fant Colonel and his brave band underwent
in an enterpriso to the full as difficult or
more so than the Abysinian oxpedition,
without any of the resources and nono of
tho eclat attaching to that afliir,

It is ao eternal shameo to the British Gov-
ernment that tho soldiers who fought
through tho war of 1812-15 havo received
no reccgnition for their services, and in the
pages of tho military ] istory of Great Britain
there s no episode 53 rilliant for real cour-
age and endurance, nor no instance of a de-
fence against overwhelming numbers so
sagaciously planned or so well and success-
fully executed. Indced, as far as my read-
ing (and 1t has been pretty extensive) goes
on military affairs, I do not remember a par-
allel case n either ancient or modern his-
tory to equal it. By the most direct line
Prairie du Chien would bo over 500 miles
from Michillimackinac, but following the
route of Grecen Bay and the Fox and Wis.
consin rivers (the lutter of which is very
sinious in its course) the distance must be
over 650 miles, with somo heavy portages.
It must be romembered that this country
was in 1814 an unbroken wilderness; that
all the provisions and mumtions of war had
to bo carried in cances and batteaux with
and by the exertions of the little army alone,
and that, starting from Michillimackinac in
the middle of July, they were masters of
the forts of Prairie du Chien by the middle
of September. Tho achievement may well
be ranked with its more protentious succes-
sorof latordays. Judge Jarvis, of Cornwall,
ons of the fewsurviving veterans of 1812-15,
might be able to give you some particulars
of theafter career of the gallant Col. McKay.
The VorLusTEsR Review already contains in
its thurd volume the biography of Captain
Frederic Rollette, of Quebhec, one of the
principal actors in this action. as well as the
most important of that war.

It 23 as well to direct the attention of our
young soldiers to those gallant deeds, both
for the lessons of patient perseverance in
the discharge of positive duty, the endu-
rance of privations without & murmur, and
tho lesson of military discipline taught by
the succussful issues of such daring enter-
prises, as well as the spirit of emulation
those deed should prayoke.

Prairie ‘du Chien is little altered in its
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typographical fe .tuves at the presentday;
the remains of .he old fort stands above the
town, and a gl mcee at tho position will show
how Colonel hlcKay's six-pounder compell-
ed the gunboat to drop below the Island—
it was fired from an clevation to which the
guns of the latter could not bo traiued, and

sho was therefore subjected to a plunging’

fivo on her deck to which shecould make no
return—tho banks being about sixty feot

above the stream, which is here half amile

wide, but at this seasen its greatest depth
does not exceed twelve feet.

Tho country between this point and Chica
2o is beautiful; for thirly miles or so from

the city the land s o dead level, and its
character partakes of the sotl of the
Stato of Michigan, poor and light, but im-
nediately afterwards the -‘black earth ™
sets in, and 1ts appearance from the railway
1s most singular; only that the land is high
and dry, with good sized mills and elevators,
onc would think they were travelling
through an Irish peat bog as far as the color
of the_soilis concerned.  Uccasivnally, asn
a railway cutting, you get a glimpso of the
subsoil, which is & coarse red or brown gra.
velly loam— the general depth of the black
carth being over thirty inches. Only here
and thero you can catch a glimpscof a
clump of wood, generally small vak, Leech,
or maple ; indeed it is the great want of the
country. The fields or casesbeing unfenced,
and where fenced they are gencrally twenty
to thirty acres inarea. Throughout Wiscon

sin the beauty and variety of the limestone
hills exceeds auything I eversaw. Itis a
limestone country, marking an era of great
denudation in geological phrase. Tho hills,
of all shapes and detached from each other,
resemble nothing so much as eggs set in
salt, rising abruptly from the level plains
with elevations of from 50 to 250 feet, while
between were cheering green valleys, rich
with herbage. Many of those hills were
covered with dwarf oaks, many bare, but in
all cases, although the limestoneo was within
wwo feet of the surface, a rich mass of vege

tation, like a green carpet, covered the sur-
face, not of that bright emerald green which
gives Irelaud its distinctive appelation, but
asofter tinged yellowish green, indi-cribably
cheering.

Crossing tho Mississippt the State of Min-
nesota is still more fertile, the character of
the countr, being prairio level and rolling,
tho latter predominates as you ascend the
river, which is everywhere in a valley limin-
ated by bold blufly, the stream being fifty
to ono hundred feet below the general sur-
faco of theland. Fort Snelling, a post oc-
cupied by the United States troops, stands
on the banks of the Minnesota Rivor
just above its junction with the Mississippi.
Its position is most cuunmanding, but itis of
no practical use. The farm houses aresmall,
without out.buldings as a general rule, hay
and grain are stacked, and badly stocked,
m the open fields. Isaw over fifty tons of
nrairie siraw burned m one heap, and itas a
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'universal practico; they mnever think of
“manuring the soil, so in twenty years more
it will be run out.

A farmer observed to meo that aslight
rainfall which had oceurred during the day
had destroyed over two hundred thousand

which it was stacked.

Prairvic du Chien will be a place of great
importance. It is built over a large space,
and the houses are much scattered. St
DPaul is suid to contain 25,000 inhabitants,
but the houses look as if they weredistiibu-
ted by a seive—in small clusters, with large
' spaces between—the streets not over thirty

feet in width, It is Luilt on a bluff about
seventy feet aboye tho Dississippsd, which s
here crossed by a fine railway bridge above
. tho town, and near the centre of the city Ly
"an oxblinary road bridge, the river being
about VYU feet wide. It I> navigable to St.
Authiony’s Falls, twelvo miles above this.

Thero arc many splendid buildings in St.

: Paul, although it iz hardly twenty years old.
i'l‘ho Merchauts' Hotel, at whicli I am stay-
ing, i> a Luilding of limestone with some
pretentions to architectural beauty, fivo
storics high, 180 feet in length, with a wing
Jof 137 feet now building; there are 120
! apartments now available; in factit isaslarge
in realily as any two of your Lest hotels in
1 Ottawa, and there are three simiilar estab
lishments in town. My room is 20 15, as
'well furnishied as any hotel I have everbeen
{in, and this is within 100 miles of the out-
skirts of civilization. There areno less than
jeight Lilliard tables in this holel, and the
. suite of dining rooms (for there arc moro
than one) are weil furnished in splendid
black walnut and of grett size and conve-
nience. The people descr:bs the winters
hero as being far more seve 'c than with us,
and lasting for five months, This dreary
{ime must be greatly aggravated by want of
wood, cual having to be brought from a di»-
tance makes fuel dear. The settlers are
principally Dutch and Irish, rapidly acquir-
ing wealth and its consequent importance
There was a State Convention in session
when 1 arrived, and my impressions are that
wo Canadians are particularly fortunate in
escaping that as well a- ntier institutions,
in fact the American people here do not
«cruple to say that an importaut amendment
to their comstitution is yet wanting, and
{hat is what will bring them an administra

tion dircectly responsible to the people, and
universal suffrage is deduced to be produc
tivo of much ovii.

My own opinion is that in Minncsota and
the great North-western States the founda-
tion of a landed aristocracy is being rapidly
laid, they never can becomo great manufac-
turing centres. The people will get more
attached to home lile than the peripatetic
Yankee. Lhe facdity Ly which riches vill
be acawred by agriculture is rapidly in-
creasing, and the desire to leave the home-
stead in the famey will overcome every

other consideration. A prosperous ~bate of
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agricultural development not being consist-
ent with tho transfer of landed ecstates at
every generation, and those States will bo
always, agricultural. In any case a great
futuro is before them.

Cor ~r Bisytarek has issued a circular to
the Prussian Ambassadors at Foreign Courls,
which clearly indicate the policy intended
to be pursued towards France by Prussia.
The .Ambassadors avo instructed to make
tho sentiments of the circular their own in
their official intercourse with neutral Powers,
and that no offers of medixtion can beaccep-
table that do not look to the right of Prussia
to dictato her own terms toFrance ; and asa
reason for this, Bistnarck takes the ground
that France provoked the war, and that
Prussia simply took up arms in dofenco of
her hono: and the integrity of tho Empire ;
and as both powers had carried on thoe war
unassisted, it was but right and fair that
they should bo allowed to seltle their own
quarrel without let or hindrance. It is plain
fronu the circular thiat one of the conditions of
peace will be the transferrence of Strasbuurg
and Metz, and, as a matter of course, the
adjacent territory, Alcase and Lorraine from
French to German authority, which is deem
cd by Bismarck requisite and necessary as n
guaranteo for the futare good behaviour of
France towards Germany, as the possessiun
of Ntrasbourg and Metz by the French has
always Leen looked upon by Germany as a
standing menace against her. 8o long,™
says Bismarck, * as France remains possess-
cd of Strasbourg and Metz, so long is its
oftensivo  strategetically stronger than
our defensive.  Strasbourg in possession of
France is the gate always wide open for at-.
tack on South Germany. In the hands of
Germany Strasbourg and Metz obtain defen-
sive ebaracters. In more than twventy wars
wo have never been the aggrassors on
France, and we demand of the Jatter noth-
ing clse than our safety in our own land, so
often threatened Ly her.” “From Ger
many no Jdisturbance of Turopean peace i3
to bo feared.” What guuantee have we of
this, Count? What has made Prussia what
she is to day, but her aggressivo propensi
ties—covetous of her neighbours’ posses
sions? Was it not this spirit that made her
make war on Denmark and rob her of
Schleswig Holstein? Undoubtedly it was;
and she now sccks to rob France in the
same way, and if she dues uot take care
she will arousc and array the whole of Eu-
rope against her.  Insuch a cascit does not
require the wisdom of a scer to foretoll what
would be her fate.

The British Government has received in-
formation from 1ts agents on the Balti¢ to
the effect that the military preparations
which Russia has been making 80 openly
and with such extraordinary energy, are di-
rected not against Turkey, but against Ger-
many. This information is confirmed by
private advices, and it is certain that there
is great uneasiness in Berlin,

A special, received at Brussels from
Berlin, states that Alsace and Lorraine sre
to be treated as German Federal Provinces,
under the immediate administration of the
Federal authorities, to be represented in
the German Parliament by commission;
also, that no military service will ‘be requir-
ed of the inhabitants.

The British Cabinet has been called to-
gether in consequence of the urgent des-
patches from Lord Lyons, the British Mlnis-
ter at Tours, who beseeches England to in-
terfere, and compel a peace before all Europe
is set in flames. Lord Lyons represents in
the strongest terms the growing desperation
and rage of the combatants, and the perils to
Europe, if such projects as are now openly
avowed by the German Government are al-
lowed to be carried into effect.

THE BATTLE OF REZONVILE.

A SOLDIER'S DESCRIPTION,

‘The following is an account of the Jast of
tho three great battles before Metz, by an
officer of a German rifla battalion which
took part in it:—

Towards 1 o'clock we saw tho batule be-
forc us. The artillery of the Guards and
the Saxons were already engaged. At last
wo moved to support the Hessians on our
right.  We stopped again in ashght hollow
until at last there came the command,
« Rifles to tho front ¥’ Now we are 1n for it
in right earnest. It is a quarter to five, and
as wo begin to advance we get a taste of
Chassepot balls. A man is shot through
the arm. o 1s our first wounded.

As usual, they
jwere in rifle pits on the stopo and top of the
-hill. By this tumo very many of us had fal-
len, aud wo haited, on wholly unprotected
, Eround, to exchange some rounds with our
; Iriends opposite.  Captain Baron von Arnim
, was shot in the foot but remained sitting in
_our midst to direct tho movements of the
:company. He soon got another ball in his
» breast when he had to give it up.  Finding
, we cuuld nut do much execution, woe betook
ourselves to our feet again and ran to within
i 50U paces of the enemy. Now, at last, wo
,bad a fling ot them. I measured the dis-
, tance myself, took a dead man’s rifle and
1 popped away as fast and as well as I could.
At this juncture Maj. Von Fabeck was shot.
Capt. Von Hagen was shot, four men next
to mo were shot. We were in skirmishing
order and beginning to melt away like wax.
In front stood the French, concealed in ex-
cavations up to their very eyes; beblind us
for a distance of 800 paces, the ground was
strewn with dead and wounded. If we had
been strong enough we should have tried
to cross bayonets Lut our numbers had al-
ready been so very wuch reduced that we
coulid not think of making.tho attempt. In-
deed, had the French assumedd the offensive
they must have taken or killed every man
of us. But according to then practice they
sept in the ditches, and were quite satisfied
with slhughtering us at a Gistance.  The
thing became perfeetly unendurable, and
there arose & low murmur in our lines that
we had better fly at them at mmy expense
and knock duwn as many as we could while
there was any of us left to do *L. At this
moment Capt. Von Berger, the adjutant of
our brigadier, camo up at 1 g dlop, shouting
from a distance, and ordered us to remain
where we were if we would escape being
taken prisoners. So we just stood our
ground until troops were percetved coming
to our support in the distance, when we all
- advanced again, and at 300 paces once more
opened a murderous fire.  All through my
,men were very calm and self-passessed.
. Under the circumstances of the case they
could not but know that thoe greater part,
and perhaps all of them had got to die. Yet
they were us tranguil as the few of their of-
ficers still remaining, and looked with per-
«fect equanimity on the French relieving
again and agun  thewr tirailleurs in the
ditches.  Wo were now near enough to seo
that they bad four rows of rifle-pits, the one
,over the other.  The fire was terrific and

With tho exception of a few
who had joined another company the whole
of my men wero down. I do not know
whether the three survivors took partin the
attack. As for myself, I could notdoit,
and sat down on the ground. The moment
tho Elizabeth regiment charged the French
jumped out of their ditches and ran away.
An enormous guick firo was opened upon
them. and, as I can assure you, to some
purpose.

The French wero driven from their whole
position. The villages around wero on fire,
and tho shooting continued here and there.
We bad been opposed to the Guards who
were the Inst to retreat.  As I was with dif-
ficulty picking my way to look for th¢ am-
bulance, I had tho bitter sorrow of walking
through fields strewn with men of my com-
pany. Many of them were still alive and
asking me 10 assist them to rise and get up;
but in the stato in which I was I could only
promise tosend them help assoon aspossible,
All the officers of the battalion are either
dead or wounded. Of the 1000 men with
;\'l;om we went into battle only 400 are

eft.

A Berlin letter says ¢ the battalion which
met with this melancholy fato was one of the
finest in the Prussian Army. The men were
crack shots, and the officers belonged to the
cream of Berlin society., They have left us
as the Husszr Guards and Dragoon Guards
did two duays before.”

Let us not forget even in the struggle in
which wo are now fighting furiously that
war cannot be the normal state of the
world : that people aro made to know each
oihier, {0 undersiand cach other and heip
each other as brethern, and that a happy fa-
tolity stronger than all passions impels us
to found sooner or later, the great European
family, Strasbourg was the indispensable
agent of “this noblo and holy revolution.
Strasbourg was wotking for *t with consci-
enco and perseverance. A Baden man
passes and blows up the bridge belween
Strasbcurg and Kehl, Another Baden man
comes to burn Strasbourg and sundurs the
only bond of union which morally drew to-
gether Germany and France.

ENGLAND AND THE WAR.

TOE REASON WHT 5HE WILL MOT INTERFLREC AT
TS STAGE OF THL CONTLST.

The Right Hon Robert Lowe, Chancellor
of the Execheguer, mado a speech at Elgin
on Friday in reply to the toast of ** Her Ma-
josty's Ministers,” and in the course of his
remarks made the following explanations:

¢ Another reason why we ought to abstain
from interference and mediation i3 thatitis
not possiblo to act without leaving a lasting
wound behind. Suppose we were to recon-
mend Prussia to do something less than sho
believes necessary, it would always rankle
in the mind of Prnssia that she felt hersalf
compelled to listen to our advice. Prus-
sian statesmen would feel that wo had balle-
ed them in the moment of success, and it
would be a standing grievance against us
forover.

If wowero to advise TFraice to take terms
from Prussia, supposing s' 3 demands cess-
ion of territory, would it Le wise in us to as-
sociate England with what France would re-
gard as a humiliation? She would ever
after say that England put a pressure upon
France to compel her to submit to what she
ought to have resisted. Therefore, 1 think,
if wo really mean to keep Englind out of
the conflict, our only policy is that of for-
bearing from what I would call officious in
tervention between the parties.

If one’s country’s pride is at stake, and
weo could in any way tacilitate tho overtures
that they migh find a difficulty in making;
if wo could make ourselves the bearers of
conditions of peaco; if wo could give any
dicision, supposing both parties wished for
our dicision ; anything of that kind, it would
be our duty and pleasure to do, and I am
sure that the people of England swould think
we should only be doing our duty. Beyond
that, inmy judgment, we ought not to go.

We oughtnot to abandon the ncutral char
acter wo havo assumed. Whatever bo the
end of the war it is evident to all that Prus
sia entered uvpon it withno desire to acquire
territory, but solely to defend herself from
invasicn. These things seem full of promise
tor the future. They seem to promise more
enlarged freedom than exists at present;
to hold out a fair promise, if not for univer-
sal peace, at least for the preveation of such
wars aswo are now witnessing. In  that
hope lies compensation for much of the
bloodshed and horrors of to-day,”

THE FORTIFICATIONS OF PARIS.

In 1836 after the Bourbons had been ex-
pelled and their cousins of the Orleans fam-
ily had ascended the French throne, a law
was passed by the Chambers ordering the
construction and repair of fortresses, and
granung 2 sum of 140,00V, francs tor
constructingadoublehine uf defences around
thecapital. The plan agreed upon provided
for & donblo hino of defences, the interior to
consist of a continuous enclesuro (encienic
continuee) and the outer lino of a series of
detnched forts, each completo of itself and
independent of the other, aud yet all so ar
ranged as to afford cach other the amplest
assistanco in the event of an attack. Their
fires sweaping each otber, it is neccessary
for an encmy to pass between them beforo
he can attack tho inner walls, whose guns
also sweep the open space between the forts.

The inner line of works consist of a series
of bastious, which present ninety four anga-
lar fronts. The lise is irregular, bLut sur-
rounds tle whole city, going turough the
Bois de Boulogne on the west and touching

the Bois de Vincennes on tho southwest. It
is twenty-two miles in circumference, and is
probably the longest continuousline of bas-
tions in the world. The wall, which forms-
a part of the bastions, is also terraced, and
has an escarpment of thirty-four feot, faced
with masonry. LEachk of the angular fuces
(i. o, bastions) has a medium length of 1,u00
foet. In front of the whole and ontirely
surrounding the city is a continued fosse, or
line of wet ditches, lined with masonry, and
of a depth eighteen feot by a width of twen-
ty feet. 'I'ho bastions will have mournted in
them an average of about ten guns eack,
which will make a total of 94U guns for the
ninty four angular faces,

This agrees with thedepatches from Paris,
which reports 1,000 guns mounted on the
ramparts sinco tho battle of Woorth. About
one hundred gates pioerco the ramparts, the
ditches being covered by drawbridges, which
cun be removed at a moment's notice, or
destroyed in two minutes by the cannons in
the bastions. Atdifferent points in the rear
of the linc are placed extensive magazines,
well supplied with ammusition for the ar-
tillery, and amply protected from the shot
of the enemy. Sinceo the accession of Louis
Napoleon these magazines have been entire-
ly remodeled, and are now absolutely improg-
nable to shot and shell. Until the present
war broke out there was not & gun upon the
ramparts, nor was the enciente complete. “f'o
day every vastion is bristling with cannon,
and the inner works in a complete state of
preparation for an enemy. The heavy zuns
will have before them a clean sweep of from
one and a half to three miles, so that even
if the Prussians succeed in forcing a passago
between the outer works, they will be mot
at the onset by an concentric fire from two
of the forts and from the ramparts. 'The
detached fortresses aro hfteen in number
and aro of various sizes. They cover a con-
siderable length of the Seine River, which
on the west mukes a deep bend, forminga
broad peninsula. On the south-east the
Jjunction of the Seino with the Marne is also
covered by a fort. The fifteen forts com-
bined presentninty-three fronts. Each fort
is a separate work, intended to rtely upon
itself in case of neccessity, though receiving
support from the works that flrnk it. All
aro casemates, and, combined, mount 2,300
guns of all kinds of calibres. Their arma-
ments have been in them for a long while,
so that little work has been required for
them since there was a prospect of Paris
being besieged. Eachhasits own mugazine,
barracks, storebouse, and supply of water,
so that should one be captured the two on
each side would not be inconvenienced in
the slightest degree, while the flickers
would be free from the flank fire of the two
forts referred to.

Gorn.—The Naw Zeeland Eraminer, as an
illustration of the richness of the quartz in
that island, says: * We may mention that
a few days age, at tho melting house of the
Union Bank, thirty ounces of gold were ob-
tained from one hundred and seven ounces
of picked stone. tuken from the Coromandel
reef.”

greater specific gravity.
