THE GREATEST QUESTION COF THE AGE.

‘I'here are stronyg indications of a revival in trade during the year 1886 ;
but from the experience of the past fourteen years, we cannot hope, under
existing circumstances, for any prolonged era of prosperity. ‘I'he good old
timos, when demand amd supply were fairly balanced, had about them an
clement of steadiness which enabled business men to estimate with a degree
of certainty the prospective state of the markets. But to-day, the fluctun-
tions in trade may be likened to the flickering light of a candle. Indecd,
the element of uncertainty which now permeates the business of the world
renders it almost impossible to give a correct forecast of the trade of a fow
mouths hence. There are at the present time, in the acighboring Republic,
upwards of 5co,000 mechanics and laboring men out of employment ; these
men are willing to work, but are unable to obtain employment. Modern
statesmen  have never yet faced the greatest question of the ege—the labor

uestion ; but sooner or later, thoy will be obliged to give it the considera
tion it deserves, At no time, in tho history of the world, lias man’s food
supply beun so abundant as at present, at no time, during the past, has his
ability for manufacturing articles of comfort and necessity been o great ;
and yet, at this very time, when the products of exchange are the most
abundant, men find it more difficult to obtain a livelihood than they did a
quarter of a century since. The truth is, that the introduction of improved
machinery has revolutionized trade, enabling us in a few wmonths to manu-
facture all the products that can be consumed or exchanged during the
entite year,—and yct we continue to carry on our manufacturing enterprises
until the markets are glutted, being then obliged to shut down until the
manufactured products are disposed of, Now, it is obvious, that if the hours
of labor were shortened, over-production might be avoided, uud the frequent
recurrence of times of depression prevented. It may be somewhat of s
radical idea to claim that six hours should Le taken for the length of
aworking day, but if in these six hours the mechanic is, by the aid of
machinery, enabled to produce more than treble the quantity of manufac-
tured articles that he could have produced a few years ago in twelve hours,
why, it may be asked, should he not be entitled to share in the benefits of
improved machinery, by working fower hours per day, instead of aiding in an
over-production, from which he himself is the greatest sufferer? If all
wealth be the product of labor, is it not time that the question of labor
should receive more profound consideration, labor being the great founda-
tion upon which trade and commerce are built up ?

A NEW ENTERPRISE.

Among the many enterprises now before the public, that of the new
Dartmouth Stecam Ferry Company, meets with most general favor., The
Company propos(s to place upon the routé between Halifax and Dartmouth
first-class modern Ferry Boats, such as will insure to the travelling public,
a speedy, pleasant, and comfortable trip in crossing the harbor. The boats
are to be constructed in such a manner as to afford protection to market
men and their teams, thus saving them from the exposure to the wind and
weather, which they have hitherto been obliged to endure. The success of
the enterprise may be said to be assured, as a large number of the residents
of Dartmouth and the adjoining country have identified themselves with
the new Company, and have, bty the libera!l manner in which they have sub.
scribed to its stock, given practical expression to their desire for new and
improved ferry service. The enterprise needs no special recommendation
to capitalists.  The fact that the ferry business is not aftected by dull times,
that the travel between the Dartmouth side of the harbor and Halifax is
steadily increasing, and that a large number of those whc use the boats are
interested in the success of the new Company, should be a sufficient
guarantee to investors that they will receive a fair return for their outlay.
As the coach lines from Halifax have been superseded by the modern rail-
way, so the ferry boats of the old company, which have done good service
in their day and generation, are now to be superseded by first-class modern
ferry steamers, which will at once mcet the requirements of the travelling
public, and be in keeping with the progressive spirit of the times.

The octogenarian genius that planned, and 1s now seeing made, the
Panama Canal, has lately been “seriously considering another cnterprise of
great'pith and moment. Not content with splitting the two continents of
the New World, ho has interested himself in a project for changing the
face of the great “dark and dusky land.”” He proposes to transform the
* Sahara into a magnificent inland sea, by cutting a canal from it to the
Mediterrancan. In April next he will, so he says, form a company to carry
out his plan. This is a most stupendous enterprise, and one that civilization
should carefully canvass and investigate before giving it sanction. A French
astronomer raises to the scheme the objection that it will totally destroy the
planetary ¢ balance of power,” and result in other terrible consequences.
A more plausible objection is that a large sea in the, place of the Sahara
would result in giving Europe cooler Southern winds, and thus ruin the
chief industries of Greece, Turkey, Italy, &c., &c. Still another point
urged against it is that if the Sahara is really so immense in length and
breadth and as far below the ocean level as alleged, the quantity of water
that would run into it would be seriously missed from the Mediierranean
shores. In thinkiag of the venerable President of the Panama Canal
Company and this his latest scheme, we come to the same conclusion as the

It was, perhaps, a fortunate
thing for the harmony of the union, that these two Provinces gave up their
old name entirely, and adopted those of Omario and Quebec.  True, many
people in the Maritime Provinces still call their Upper-Province countrymen
by the name Canadian, in its old sense; yet they do this on their own
responsibility, and the people of those Provinces employ the term only in
its broader signification. There ought, then, to be no feeling of jealousy §
among the different Provinces on the question of name. The Dominion is |
to be ccngratuiated on having adopted us its nutional designation an unam-
biguous, clear-cut, sonorous word. . i

The States of the American union, too, may be considered fortunate in
having so impartially chosen the name United Sfates, although the expres- §
sion is not quite so convenient or so distinctive as might be desired. B

It may well be doubted, whether the people of the different parts of §
Britain would not be better satisfied if the name of their common country
were more accurately applied ; for, unfortunately, England and Britain are
often used as synonomous terms, Wé frequently hear of the power of Eng. §
land, or read of an English victory. Even when an attempt is made to use
a broader term, we come upon an expression * Great Britain and Ireland,”
which is certainly well calculated to make the inhabitants of the latter
island feel as strangers. ‘The distinction is a natural and a correct one; @
yet we once haord an Irishman complsining of it ; and what this illiterate §
man chafed at is cqually galling to many thousands of his countsrymen. [
Shakspeare asks—* What's in a name ** and adds—* That which we call S8
a rose, by any other name would smell as sweet”; yet the choosing of 2 J
name for a young nation, or for a confederation of nations, is a much more
serious question than may at first glance appear.

o often pronounco, or attempt to pronouncs, in the French fashion Norman
pames whoso pronunciation has been anglicised for gemerations?  Such
names, for instance, as Beauchamp, De Montmorency, DeCourcy, etc. Rev.
F. D. Maurice is almest invariably pronourced Maureecs in Yankeedom, not
plain Morris, as his son and biographer, who was stationed in Halifax, and
other members of the family articulate their name. 8t Augustine, too, is
pronounced Augusteen, with the accent on the last syllable, by most Ame-
ricans ¢ of culture and refinement,”

Nor is this weakness for a foreign pronunciation of nemes coufiued to
our American cousins. I am told that the patronymic of the lale Charles
Pelham Mulvany, the Irish-Canadian litterateur, was commonly pronounced
in the Upper Provinces as if he were an ltalian who spelt his name Mulvaui,
And it is the uncivil practice of soms Haligonisn exquisites to treat the
Irish patron ssint as a foreigner, and to call him 8t. Pawirick.

A good story wss told me of an Irishman who *struck oil” in the
Ubnited States, and, having “made his pile,” became discontented with hi
prossic_ nsme of Murphy, and exchanged it for a more distinguished and
romantic patronymio, which I forget, but which we will supposs to have
been Fitzgerald. An old chum ‘vho h1d come to the country with him, but
had not been s0 lucky, met this worthy after many years at a hotel, and
accosted him as Murphy. * You have the advantage of ms,” s1id the laiter
coldly—* and my name is not Murphy, but Fitzgerald.” The snubbed
acquaintance leld his pesce—until dinner time, when he took care to sest
himeelf ocloeo to the proud Fitzgerald. During the dinner, he called the
waiter in 2 loud tone. ¢ Iiring me some Fitzgeralds I” he ssid. * Fitzgeralds,
sir? I'mafraid, sir, there are none on the bill to-day,” answered tha perplexed
atteudsnt. “ Potatoes, I moan; bring me some potatoes—murphice we

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THE CANADIAN MILITIA.

No. 1I.

To speak of putting Canada in a position to opposo herself with the
remotest chance of success to the States, has about it a certain misty grandeur
of spcculation not unlike that attaching to Imperial Federation. Your very
able contributor seces the unsoundness of the latter, and can searcely, 1
think, be blind to the present unpracticalness of the former idea. But it is
very difficult to know what he is driving at. Ho mixes up something which
soems like an aspiration for Independence, with criticism on the actual state
of the Militia, a leaning towards nunoxation, and a smothered regret that
Riel was not a “ true leader of men " who might have stirred up the French
and Irish eloments to the confusion of tho English, whom (vide No. 2,
Criric, 27th Novombor) they ‘ outuumbor by very fair odds.” In fact it
is difficult to say what difforent feelings and subjects ars not mixed up in
the articles. The only way to arrive at any definito opinion is to take them
to somo extent seriatim. I am now looking to tho articles of Z27th Nov.

First, wo have a statistical statement of tho force. Then we are told
that “ soldiers on paper and soldiers in the field do not always correspond.”
That is true, but the Militia Blue Book gives tho establishment and the
actual strongth presont at inspection, so that there is not vory much deceit
in tho official returns in that way. That the Militia ¢“ camo in for & raking
cross-fire from tho opposition journals during the Riel outbreak™ gues without
saying. If it wero a heaven-born system it would undorgo the same
ordeal, which howevor, is not much of an ordeal after all. It is impossible
not to suspect a very strong taint of exaggeralion im the vivid, but ad
explandum pictures which follow : e. g. “dozens of country battalions that
are paraded in ostentatious rows of figures in the portly Blue Books would
find a difficulty in raising enough war material to drive a flock of crows
from a cornfield.” Thereis a good deal moro of the samo sort, and its
extravagance deprives it of the character of sober fact. I am too intimately
acquainted with mapy rural (as well s other) tattalions in Ontario, to give
implicit creden: to such sweeping statements.

Yor seven years I belonged to a rural battalion in that Proviuce, whose
strength used v bo 9 companies, (it is now eighty); at the strength per
company allowed in my timo, the establishmont was 468, Wo were never
50 short of our whole strength at annual drill, and wero a sufficicntly tough

and able lot. Wo wore nothing very remarkable in tho way of smartness—.
not so smart as the two battalivns of the neighboring county—but did fairly,
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and were fit and ready for any work, Two companies of that battalion
were, if I mistake not, in the ¢ Midland ** battalion of last year. Not eix
years ago { belonged to & city battalion in the west of Ontario, and they
waere a set of fellows caloulated to scare moro than crows, and were well up
to strength. That corps was aleo in the N, W, and is known to the Halifox
boys who were ups thoro, It would cost me but the trouble of writing, to
obtain from my old comradus in thoso corps fair accounts of the renl state of
their battalions, and I could gt similar information from men I know in at
least half a dozen more.

‘That ¢ wholo Battalions molicd away as if by somo talismanic agency
at the warcry of the Indian and the Haslf-breed,” is, no doubt, pretty
writing, but it is very flowery, and is introduced solely to lead to a descrip-
tion of the " feeling” of a section in the Maritime Provinces against lending
aid in the cause of order, to n remark on the  barren attempt of Sir John to
knit the confederation niore vlosoly togethar,” and to the writer's opinion of
the sand-like quality of tho adhesion of tho Provinces. What have thesc

litical opinions. lugged in by the cars, to do with the qualitive, the admin-
istration, or the organtzation of the Canadian Militia as a whole 1

“ When it came to the point, regimonts that wore down fpr four hundred
strong, failed to muster much moro than half their tibular strength, In
somse iustances whole companies had to be rejected on account of physical
inabilitics. Qthors wore ruled out by the score for boing mere children—nat
Jit to leave the parental roof." ‘The italics aro mine. Suroly this is
oxaggeration, Even if it wore the case in Halifax, which I question, my
long experience leads me to doubt if it was applicable elsowhere,

I say my long experience, becauso I have beon more than thirly years a
Voluntesr Officor—28 of thom in Canada—and not only an officer, for I
sorved in the ranks when thore was occasion, long after I was an officer, and
sorved up through the ranks to n commission in the first placo. It is natural
thereforo that, though probably past aclive sorvico mow, I should have the
honor and credit of tho force at heart.

I distinctly disboliovo, therofore, that * the Riel rebellion was slgnalized
by anything but military ardor among the Fedoral troops.” Known faots
indeed, the facts of action and ondurance, disprove the allegation ; and I am
a little surprised that no Militin ofticor here who was present has alinded to
it. Iknow tho tomper of a largo section of the Outario and Winnipeg
volunteers too woll to beliovo there was no enthusinsm. DBut C. P, M.
would have us bLeliove that ¢ there .3 no unappoasiblo appetite for the task
in hand,” becans: the trouble had ite origin, “so far a3 (in his opinion) éan
bo discerned,” in the culpable neglect of tho North West by the
Governmont.

The allusion to Leonidas and his Spartans is touching, but you see their

. hair was short (our follows' hair I mean) and they couldn’t strike the Greek

pose of combing out long locks on the morning of battle. That the “errand"

" as ¢ humiliating ” is simply the perverted idoa of a political partizan.

The orrand was as honorable as necessary, and the forco employed accom-
" plished it ae * heroically " as those of old whose actions are dwelt on in the
next paragraph, with truth and distinctuess, but apparently only with the
object of pointing out the contrast to the apathy which C. P. M. assumes to
havo characterized the late struggle. No doubt Batocho was carried in a
thoroughly npathetic mauner, ond Otter displayed a masterly apathy in his
onslaught on Big Bear.

Yot a little further on C. P. M. says that the ¢ Robellion brought into
existonce & hardy lot of soldiers, thoroughly aeazoned, und inured to hard-
ships of the most exhaustible character,” and implies a regret that (as if they
could have been !) they were not formed into a standing army ! As yet we

" have 1o practical upshot of a good deal of oxceedingly goud writing, so good

that it would be thoroughly effective if the writer wont straight to his
‘mark, and did not make Military Status and historical reminincences mero
stalking horses for the expression of political animus.

To go on to tho article of Nov. 4, No. 3. Afterall s million a year is
no great sum to maintain the whole Military Forco of a nation of five
millions, even if it amounts to no more than 25,000, and we shall presently
sco what is being done for it besides mere * military pageantry.” But the
Militia vote is not given altogether ungrudgingly, and it would be 2rsy to
foretell the fate of any great messuro unprompted hy a pressing necessity.
How impossible, even selting asido treaty obligations, it would be to place
a commanding Naval Ferce on the Lakes any one may judge for himself.
Probably tho best Adjutant Gonoeral w. ever had under the older regimo,
resigned because his comparatively moderato measure was rajected.

That in spite of * all her oxpenditure Canada has not a soldier on her
roll who was thought competent to take command of the recont eampaign
is putting it a little invidiously, and wishout consideration of circumstances,
That Genoral Middleton had been in the Dominion but & year, and that a
* 8coro or more " of his right hand men were Britons is an implied impeach-
mont of the present arrangement which has as little reason.

I think no man in the Militia of Canada has a stronger feeling than I
that it should acquire a character, traditions, and discipline of its own, and
emancipate itself from anything like a servile imitation and aping of the
Imperial Forcos. For this reason I rejoiced exceedingly that the success of
Canadian troops was unshared by regulars. Had it unfortunstely been so,
I fear we should have scen the brilliant service of our own men overshadowed
and ignored, as was absolutely done in Capt. Huyshe's account of tho
galtgggition of 1870, notwitistanding Wolseley’s appreciation of the Canadian
Miitda,

C. P. 1. seems to have no love for ¢ Britons,” but hig apparent dislike
does not alter the fact that as long ss we are British subjects, Englishmen, if
they come hore, have the rights of British subjects. =~ That some of the

" superior officers should ba of tho British army was unsvoidable,”

The Militia Act prescribes that the commander of the Militin shall be
an army officer of a certain rank. Kvery Gonoral has a 1ight to his choice

of aides; aud, as regards many other superior Militia officors, it is no i
thing that at present they should be, as so many of them aro (D. A G.'s and
others), men of srmy experience.

For it is tho fact, as C. P, M, only implies, that tha opporiunities of the
Cauadisn Militia have not boen such as to givo any number of Militiy
officera flold oxperisnce. That there are men in the foros whom opportuuny
would bring to the frout, it would bo a slur on Canadian capacity to doubt
But there have been scarcoly any opportunilies. Nothing since 1860, whon
tho want of experience, and we may say discipline, was somewhat painfully
manifested at Ridgeway, very neatly turnin% what a little cool judgmont
and obedience to orders would have made a brilliaut succass, into a disgrace,
I do not take nccount of the Red River Expodition of 1870, {to which C,
P. M. pays a handsome tribute) because no enemy was thon e -~untored,
But the selection of Itnperisl officers for commsud of some impo..auco hu
not boen a rule without exoceptions. When in 1870, two companies of the
Rod River Militia battalions wore loft in the country, tho command wa
cfferod to tho eenior Major of the two corps, and, being declined by him,
way accopted by Major Irvine, then of the Quebes battalion. Two companies
were sont up as a reinforcoment in tho Fall of 1871, under the command of
Caplain Scott. Major Irvine held the command of the Provisional battalion
so formed for a coRgidorable time, aud was then made Assistant Commissioner
uf the Mounted Police, Lieut.-Col, Macleod, who got the C. M. G. for the
Red River Expedition, was tho first Assistant Commissioner, sud succeeded
Col. Fronch ns Commissioner, Lieut.-Col, Irvino succeeded Col, Macleod
and is now Commissioner. All the officors montioned, (excapt Col,
French) woere Militia ofticars, pure arnd simplo, as is also Col. Otter, who
has not only been nppointed to the command of one of the schools of
}nstruction' but also to that of one of tho columns of General Middleton'

arco,

Your contributor must know that an endeavor to onforco the full draft
of tha Militia Law, except iu groet emergency, is impossible. If the tax-
payers grow!l at a million a year, -what would thoy say to the expenditure it
would require to mako a “traiued force” of the 50,000 ho hirts at as
desirable, Canada canuot, or will not, vote a large military budget on the
contingoncy of a possiblo iuvasion by the United States. In one poiat,
however, I fully agree with C. P. M., “ that it is-not necessary or advisable
that the hard and fast discipline of a regular army should be the ideal of
the Canadian Militia,” Frano-TIREUR,
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RAMBLING NOTES ON BURMAH.

Buddhism is the religion of Burmah, Countless are its shrinse. monac.
tries, ard dagobss. Tho dagoba—Pagoda it is sometimes called, but that
name properly bLelongs to the Hindoo temple—consists in a solid, bell.
shaped mass of plastered brick work, crowned with the sscred teo or
umbrells, usually of open iron work,

Most fanous of these dagobas is the Shooay Dagon, at Rangoon. It foun-
dations are supposed to have been laid over 2,000 years ago, when Buddhism
first spread to this land from its home in Indis. It surmoun‘s somo rolics
of the firet Buddhs (and founder of the religion) Guatama. Standing upon
a hill at a short distance from the city it forms ¢ a stupendous mass of solid
masonry, tapering gradually from an octagonal base of 1355 feet, to & spire
of small circumference, which is surmoun'ed by the umbrella’ The
umbrells in this case is of solid gold, and lader. with jetsels, and is a rocont
volive offering from the King of Ava, (1875). The whole pyramid, from
base to summit, is covered with gold leaf, and blazing in the sunlight, forn.s
a magnificent object, which is seen at a great distance.

The brow of the bhill ie reached by a covered stairway. This is of wood,
sud mounts by ap easy ascent, through a series of terraces. Both roof snd
sides of this atsirway are painted. On the left, we have pictured the tor
tures of the damned--aad luckily the Buddhist bull is not etermal—it &
rather a purgatory, whers the ill-doer expiates his past offences, before
beginniug a new phase of existence—horrible and grotesque thess pictures
are, yot not wanting in a fisndish invention, which would have done credit
to & grand inquisitor,

On tho right are scenes from the life of Guatams, illustrative of his vir-
tues, his charity, his humanity, hic self-sacrifice, and of the lifo of pleasure
he abandoned, to devote himself, by study and contemplation, to the acqu:-
gition of supreme knowledge, and the final attainment of * Nervaaa.”

On the steps, at intervals, we meet groups of monks (Poungyers) and
nuns. The monks, shaven, crowned, and bsre-footed, and robed in vellow.
Tho nuns entively in white. Ths Iatter-are old and wrinkled, and have evi-
dently taken to the religious profession as a last rosource. They have
strings of beads in their hands,and are reci’ing a Rosary, though the ardour of
their devotion does rot blind then to the chance of elecmorynaty coppers.
Some of the monks are provided with bells, which they are constantly beat-
ing. Others, at small stands, within the enclosure, are retailing flowers,
gold leaf, and votive candles, to the faithful, to be used in decorating the
shrine and dagobe. .

The worshippers prostrate themselves before the altars, round the bass of
the pyramid, which sustains each a towering figure of the Buddha, seated
cross-legged, and with folded arms, in that attitude of perfect apathy which
is the Buddhist's ideal of cternal happiness. The shrines are not oue, lLut
mauy ; snd numberless are the statues of the Buddha. Before the principlo
ones thoy burn inconse and votive candles whilst the priests recite prayers
in Pali ;. but his short prayer recited, the Burman gives himself to converss
with his friends, a0d to merry making; and loud and pleasant to hear are
the voices of men and girls, as they eclio through the tomples.

The monastic life is held in groat reverence in Rurmah, As boys, s
large number of its peopic enter the monasteries, and, living apart from the
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husy haunts of mon, givo thomeolves up to study nwd religious oxerciscs.
B A rrived st munhood, many don the yollow rubes charactaristic of tho priest-

fhood, and subsistitig solely upon food obtained by braging from door to
foor—and it is nover deniod them—divido their lives batworn the temples
S nd the schoolroom, for the Kyouug is the nationil aclwul of the Barmwn.

UxntoLp Wrarti.—Can it hoe that wo have in Nova Scotia immense
doposits of gold without the fact having beon yot discovered. The immonse
extont of our gold ficlds is admitted by all practical minors but as yet no
fair test of thoir value has bLeen made, The Provincial Government is
interested in the dovelopment of our gold mines, as it roceives a royalty
upon each aud every ounco of gold produced. Could the output bie quad-
rupled, the government would receive from this source a rovenue four times
as groat ag that which it now enjoys, Undor theso circumstances we think
the government should be williug to assist in defraying tho expensrs of
testing deop mining in this Provinco by sinking a shaft to the depth of 1,000
to 1,200 feot. The immense possibilities which might result from such an
enterprise fully warrant the government taking up the suggestion with
cordinlity. Wo have fuith to believo that tho sinking of a shaft such as
proposed, would prove tho existence of a second pay streak, and should it do
s0 it will bo diflicult to over-estimate the benefits which would acerue to our
people. Thero would bo a boom in mining proporties compared with which
tho boom of 26 years ago would dwindle inte insignificance. Lot the gov-
ernment give this matter the consideration it deserves. .

— A hoise ought to be fed when ho
is hungry, and he ought to Lo hungry overy day. What makes him
hungry ¥ The constant waste of the systom. The muselas whon brought
into use waste somowhat ; especially exercise or labgr is a draft upon the
muscular system—in fact upon the whole system.  After the systom has
been taxed, and if the tax is suflicient to partially oxhaust or futigue the
animal, rest is more important than feed ; hence tho horse should stand and
rest awhile beforo ho is fed.  Digestion demands a flow of blgod 1o tho
organs then ab work, and as the bloud Las been drawn away from them to
sustain tha muscular exertion during labor, it should not he suddenly with-
drawn aud turned in upon the oigans of digestion. enco let him rest, and
after an hour or so he will bo fouud keen and sharp set.”” Thoro is
probably no hetter food for rccuporaling oxhausted musclos than good, sound,
heavy oats. They are casily digested, nutritious, muzele-building, and
blood-making in a high degreo. ‘They are little heating, do not tend to
make horsey weat, and on the wholo aro the best food & horse can have
Barloy is very good, but not eyual to vats  Indian corn 1s a puur substitute,
not so casily digested, heating and cansing the animal to sweat. As to
systom, a horse should have hay first, then grain, and water when these ato
digested ; or water should be given half an hour at least before feeding.
Horses ofton have dyspepsia, induced by being fed when warm, or being
worked after a full meal. The practice of feeding hard-worked horses at
noon, and working them immeditoly after, is of doubtful utility. Horses
will go cight, and probably fen hows without food, if properly fed at
evening and morning, They should have water more frequently, but never
when hot.—American Agriculturist.

To destroy vermin on fowls, take a sponge or soft rag, moistened with
kerosene, with a few drops of carbolic acid added, and rub it gontly over
the back of tho neck and the throat, and a little under the wings, and that
fowl will be rid of them  Then rub the sams mixture (ver the porches,
pretty well rubbing in once a week, and they will never take possession of
the chicken-house.

1t should never be forgotten that water is of more importance to animals
than solid food. Ivery drop of water taken into the stomach is absorbed
into the blood and passes through the system, leaving behind it in the blood
whatever injurious impurities it may have obtained. Moreover, the water
swallowed by an animal goés at once into the stomach and is absorbed into
the blood in a few minutes. If the water is iey-cold it takes from the
stomach and blood a large amount of heit and chills the systen dangerously,
Most of the ailments and diseases of cattlo, sheop, and horses, at this season
are due to impropriely in the water supply ; either it is impure, or scant, or
is too cold ; and all these defects should be carefully guarded against. In
the dairy the water supply is the most important pait of the whole
business.

ARTICEOKES FoR SwINE.—Artichokes have been* grown for swine for
several years at the Michigan Agricultural College. The method of manage-
ment has been to havo a small pateh of artichokes convenient lo the swine
Pens, upon which the breeding sows were turned carly in the Spring and
allowed to harvest the roots for thomselves. The crop is thus grown with
very little labor, since it requires o harvesting, and 1t furmshes suceulont
food for sows just when it is most needed and is most difficult to obtair from
other sources.  Farm Superintendent Johnson is so well pleased with the
rosult of this management that ho is enlarging tho artichoko plantation.
