ine death of Hon. Alexander Mackenzio,
ex-primo minister of Canada, did not como as
asurprise, For many ycars tho deceased gen-
tlvman has beenin a low stato of health, and
it was not expected that ho would long survive
agsinst tho last severoattack, Though expect-
ed, however, his death has novertheless caused
widespread sorrow. Whatever may be said a8
to the ability and public policy of tho deccased
statesman, it ia not too much to say that per-
sonally ho was held in such estcem as few men
in Canada have yot enjoyed. Public men are
surs to have tho voice of calumny raised against
them. With or without good reasoa, under our
system of party government thoy are bound to
suffer from unfavorable porsonal comment.
Character is not sacred, and is not respocted in
party warfarc, and it is greatly to be regretted
that such is the case, Of Mr. Mackenzio it
may be said that he escaped the voice of cal-
umny to a greater oxtont than perhaps any
other leading public man in this country. He
was recognized as an honest and honorable
man, who strove faithfully, in and out of office,
to serve his country to the b ~t of his ability.
So gonorally was this rocognized to be thecase,
that except in the extreme heat of party war-
fare, he escaped personal charges ogainst his
character as a public man. Even under the
1atter circumstances, only the moro daring of
tho calumniators would utter & word against
lnmporsonally. Thisuprightness of character,
which it is belisved distinguished Mr. Macken-
zie in public and private life, is now his reward
—greater indeed than a long lifetime spent
in political supremacy, maiotained by trickery
and deceit,

Though & long time in public life, Mr. Mac-
kevzie held the exalted position of premier for
but one term of parliament—{rom 1873 to 1878.
Fui the Lalance of ¢ha time after entering Do-
mioion politics, he was leader of tho opposition
and of late years, simply a private member on
the opposition side of the house, his health pre-
Jluding his taking an activepart in public affairs.
He first distinguished himself in Oatario pro-
vincial politics, and later became a member of
patliament as representative for the couuty of
Lambton. Upon the defeat of the Siv Jobhn A.
Macdonald government in 1873, Mr. Mackenzie
was called to form a new government, and bo
was sustained liberally at the polls. Oa the
exniry of that parliament in 1878, his govern-
ment was defeated on the protection cry, and
the Conservatives were again returned to power,
which they have aver since held. The period
during which the Mackenzie government was
in power, was one of the most trying times
since confederation. The country, i common
with the United States, was suffering from a
severe commercial depression. The time was
opportune for the introduction of a policy which
would restore prosperity to the country. Tho
o ittering bait of protection was cagerly seiz:d,_
and the administration which held honorably”

priscs was desired.

to a liberul policy in trade'was crushingly de-
feated at the polls.

Tho policy of tho Liberal party during tho
supremacy of Mr, Mackenzie, was one'of stead-
fastness, This was characteristic of the man.
Ho was cautiousaud steadfast. Thesc qualities
he maintained to a degree rather boyond the
likiag of some of his foliowers. His policy was
to Lring about prosperity and maiotain a
financially strong government, by economy,
rathor than to undertako the development
of the country by Ilaunching out iuoto
expensive undertakings. There was no inflation
about his plan. Everything must be donoona
safe basis, even thongh the development of the
country might be retarded. In this respect,
his policy was reversed by those who followed
him, His cautiousness in uudertaking public
expenditures did not mako him many friends
in the west, and made the Liberal party un.
popular throughout western Canada, whero the
opening of the country through public enter.
While he was considered
over.cautious even by somo of his friends, he
was perhaps also uopopular with some ad-
herents of his party on account of his steadfast-
ness, The aim in view must be attained only
in a straightforward manner, and office at the
sacrifice of principle was not desirable. No
tricks aund catch questions were brought for-
ward by him, such as has characterized the
shuflliug policy of the Liberal party during
recent years. This redounds the more to his
credit now,

Mr. Mackenzie will be remembored a8 a
statesman of intezrity and ability, whose hard
work and natural talect raised him from a quiet
private life and placed bim in the highest posi.
tion in theland. While not a glittering and
dashing statesman, he was nevertheless a man
of atrong character. Hard, practical common
sense was his most marked -characteristic.
The loss of his active service in public affairs
years agd, through ill health, was a great loss
to the country. His death will call forth a
nation’s sorrow,

TAXATION,

The legislation asked from the provincial leg-
islature, by the city of Winnipeg, to enable the
city to make certain important changes in the
system of taxation, it is vnderstood has becn
withdrawn for the present. It appeared that
the bill would not be passed by the house, ow-
ing to various reasons. There was very strong
lobbying against it, and a number of members
advanced th old claim, that as the bill proposed
to make radical chabges in the existing system,
it should not be passed at tl:is session.  This
is an oft used, aund atthesame time a very
absurd reason advanced for withholding legis-
lation. When the change proposed isadmitted
to be a decided improvement upon the existing
order of things, we can conceive of no more ri-
diculous excuse for withholding legislation, than
that it is a radical change or inuovation. What
nonseuse it is to oppose a sound principle, be-
cause it involves a radical change, yet it is &
reason, or more correctly an excuse, which is
offered every day in our legislative halls for op-
posing the passage of measures. When this ex-
cuse is given, it may Lo taken for granted that
those making it are desirous of obstructing the
reform, and having no legitimate argument to

advance, they fall back on this old oxcuse,
which, however vonerated it may bu by some,
should be decently buried, When thore is a
doubtas to the working of a measuro, it is cor.
tainly wise to be cautious in making radical
changes, but when the case is clear, aud the
chango undoubtedly an improvement, no res-
pect for the existing order of things should
stand in tho way. The old radical change idea
then becomes arrant rot,

But to roturn to the question of taxation, the
matter is ono of the moat intricate, and at the
samo timo one of the most important questions
of the day. Communitics all over the civilized
world are struggling with this question. Itis
a great problem just how to frame taxation
laws, s0 a3 to provide for an equitable distribu
tion of taxes. The Ontario logistature has
struggled with tho question for years, and
has mado only some progress, In Ontario, as
in Manitoba, the mercautile element bears the
bulk of the burden, while several other inter.
ests escapo entirely.  But this is being reme-
died, and changesin the right direction are
being made.

In Manitoba our lawa as they stand at prea.
ent, make no attempt to equalize taxation. It
iz a plain, unvarnished, onc-sided arrangement
right through, and no effort is made to hide it.
Tho untaxed interests may of course be oxpect-
ed to make a serious fight against equalization,
and theso iaterests have great power at hand
with which to conduct the fight. Reform may
therefore not be expected witk out a struggle,

The amendments to the act, asked for by the
Winnipeg council, provided for a deccided im.
provement upon the present system, but cven
with these inprovements there would bea great
deal still to be desired. While admittedly
an improvement upon matters as they now
stand, there were certainly serious defects in
the amendments. We believe a far more
equitable and reasonable distribution of taxa-

tion can be provided for, than that proposed in
the amondments asked for,  What is required

is a comprehensive and complete readjustment
of our system of taxation, and this should be
done quite independent of the old fogy idea
that radical changes should bo avoided. The
passage of the bill asked for was desirable on
the gronnd that it provided for very consider
able improvement upon the present system.
But its adoption would ouly have been desir-
able in the absence of a better measure. This
botter measure should be forthcoming when the
house meets again. As for the principle of
special taxes introduced in the proposed act,
some strong objections may be urged againat
it, It is worth while considering, if an equit-
able system of taxation cannot be planned,

without resort to a special taz upon any
class,

WINNIPEG INDUSTRIAL EXHIBITION,

The directors of the Winnipeg Industrial
Exhibition association are now busy arranging
for the apnual fair, which will be held here
during the last week in July. The holding of
the exhibition in the summer season, instead of
in the fall as has been tho custom heretofors,
is an experiment which is to be tried for the
firat time in Winnipeg. The exhibition last
fall proved a success financially, notwithstand-
ing the wretched weather which robbed visitors
of much of the expected pleasure, and made it
genorally uncomfortable for the management,
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Besides the greater liability of disagreeable
weather in the fall, there are other difficulties
in the way of a fall exhibition, the mosi im-
portant of which is, that at that season of the
year farmers are too busy to spare time to
attend the fair. The change to the summer
season is mainly in the interest of the farmers,
whose presence with their exhibits is desirable,
July is a slack time with them, and they are
expected to turn out in large numbers. The
success of the exhibition last fall was due large-
1y to the interest taken in it by the residents
of the various towns and villages throughout
the country, who nct only attended the show
themselves, but went out among the farmers
and gathered up exhibits for the occasion, in
order that their respective districts might be
well represented at the fair. With a summer
exhibition this should not be necessary, as the
farmers will have time to look after exhibits
themselves.

Manitoba receives a great many visitors from
abroad in the summer season, and intending
visitors should endeavor to bein Winnipeg dur-
ing exhibition week. The exhibition will af-
ford them a splendid opportunity of learning
the resources of the country. It is expected
that every district in western Capada will be
represented, and visitors will have an oppor-
tunity of comparing exhibits from different sec-
tions. An intelligent visitor should be able to
learn a great deal about western Canada, from
a careful inspection of the display which will
be made at the Winnipeg Industrial. Asa
large number of visitors from abroad will be
preseat, it is in the interest of every district
throughout the west to have its resources as
well represented as it is possible to do. A large
sum in the aggregate will be given in prizes,
and many valuable prizes will be offered. Be-
sides the regular prize list, over $4,-
000 has already been offered in special prizes.
A programme of sports and amusements is also
being prepared, to extend over several days. A
considerable sum will be expended in improv-
ing the buildings and the grounds, which will
be in much better shape than last fall,

A PUFF FOR WINNIPEG.

" George P. Bliss, of Winnipeg, who for some
time back has been acting as an immigration
agent in the employment of the Dominion gov-
ernment, is evidently one of those who will not
spoil a good story for the sake of adhering close-
ly to the truth. Bliss is at present working in
the western states in the interest of Canadian
immigration. Several copies of a circular dated
Leavenworth, Kansas, and issued by Biiss,
have reached Wianipeg, and have caused some
amusement here. This circular is an advertis-
ing puff for the city of Winnipeg, and it con-
tains some truth and some stretchers. The first
paragraph is accurate to a hair-breadth, and ia
it Winnipeg is described as being situated just
4] miles south of Lake Winnipeg.  But after
such a careful description, Mr. Bliss launches
out by giving the city a population of 40,000,
or fully one quarter more than we can truth-
fully claim. After the style of rating the pop-
ulation of westere states’ cities, Winnipeg
would have a population of forty or fifty thous-
and, but it is well known that our actual pop-
ulation is barely 30,000.  From 350 of a popu-
lation in 1870 to 30,000 in 1892, is a very good

record, and there is no need of lying about it.
Thenextparagraph states that Wionipeg has 400
“firms in good sound standing.”  This is per-
haps one of the accurate statements of the cir-
cular, though Tue COMMERCIAL cannot vouch
for it. We do not know how Mr. Blissarrived
at the conclusion that out of the 1,000 or more
business men and firms and companies in Win-
nipeg, just 100 of them are in ‘“‘good sound”
standing. However, if only about one-third of
our business institutions are in good shape, it
is not very creditable to the city.

Manufactures, annual improvements, street
railways, water works, lighting, fire and police
systems are each in turn referred to, and then
we come to sewerage. Even Mr. Bliss fails to
say anything particularly favorable in this con-
pection. The less said about our sewerage sys-
tem the better, but the condition of the city in
this respect is certainly most discreditable. The
impassable nature of many of the streets of the
city, owing to stagnant water, speaks out to
every visitor, of the shameful neglects of the
past. Mr. Bliss should have added a few words
as to the sanitary condition of the city, follow-
ing his remarks on sewerage. Mr. Bliss winds
up by saying that ‘‘taxes are low, rates of in-
terest low, and no mortgage sales.” As for
taxes, most citizens think the rate is steep
enough, and in comparison with the return
which citizens on some streets have received,
the tax rate is certainly high. Another point
Mr. Bliss overlooked was our civic debt. We
go in for things here on a large scale, particu-
larly in going into debt, and the present condi-
tion of the city shows how little has been ac-
complished, in comparison with the large ex-
penditures.

However, it is tiresome to preach upon these
matters. That there have been mistakes, mis-
management and extravagance in the past, in
connection with our civic affairs, is generally
admitted.  This was only to be expested, con-
sidering the conditions under which Winnipeg
has grown up. KEvery citizen, however, is con-
vinced that Winnipeg has a great future before
it. Nearly all new and rapidly-growing towns
have had the same difficulties to contend with
which we have here, and in time these will
undoubtedly disappear.

Mr. Bliss’ circular as a whole is not greatly
overdrawn, and only in a few points is he ma-
terially astray.  For immigration literature it
is probably as carefully worded as most circul-
ars of this nature. THE COMMERCIAL has al-
ways insisted, that only absolutely reliable and
accurate statements should beput forth inimmi-
gration literature. The very appearanc: of ex-
travagance should be avoided, in describing
the country, with a view to encouraging immi-
gration, especially in publications of an official
nature, such as those coming from authorized
agents. We therefore urge that Mr. Bliss be
advised to be more cautious in wording his pub-
lications in the future.

British Grain Trade During March.

The Miller, of London, England, reviews the
grain trade for Maich as follows : —

The month opened with declining markets.
From the 1st to the 4th inclusive, 39 exchanges
were weak or cheaper to 19 that were firm.
On the 5th Newcastle and Worcester were

cheaper, but Aylesbury, Wisbech, Canterbury,
Reading, and several other markets were firm.
The weather was cold, and farmers evidently
were disinclined to give way. London on the
7th was disappointing; all sorts of breadstuffs
were hard to move. A cargo of Californian
wheat was sold on the 8th for 39s 9., being 3d
decline from the lst, and a poor sign, as the
season remaining ungeuial, hopes of sellers
might have been expected to revive. The
Scotch markets of the 9th were dull and unal-
tered, and there was 6d decline on the 10th at
Birmingham and Bristol. On the 11th at Mark
Lane Minnesota first bakers’s flour was offered
at 258 3d, per sack and tine patents at 31s per
sack—a very depressiog influence on the mar-
ket. On the 12th Norwich declined 6d per quar-
ter, while at the Baltic arrived Californian was

sold for 39s 3d, or 64, decline from
the 8th. There were no farther changes
till the 16th, when, with a change
to fine and warm weather the London

market was all to pieces, and the Scotch ex-
changes were 61 to ls down. On the 17th
Birmingham, Manchester, Bristol and Ply-
mouth were 18 lower for foreign wheat, and 64
for English, while at the Baltic new crop Cal-
cutta (No. 2 grade) was speculatively offered at
353, being 6d decline from the 14th. On the
18th Californian cargoes were parted with abt
39s, or 34 decline from the 12th, 18 from the
1st, and on the 19th Norwich was again 6d
cheaper for English wheat. The weather con-
tinued fine and mild till the 28th, when it
turned very cold again. Meanwhile on the
21st London, over supplied with fresh arrivals,
was 18 down both for wheat and flour, and on
the 22n0d at the Baltic 383 wus accepted for
Californian, being ls fall from the 18th. Oa
the 23rd Calcutta new crop fell to 33: 9d, or 1s
3d decline from the 17th. On the 25th 37s 6d
was taken for Californian cargoes, being 2s 6d
declive from the first.  Oo the 28th there was
another weak and depressed London market,
and the month closed without recovery, despite
the colder turn in the weather.

March has been a month of depression and
price declive, though sales have not been as
slack as we have known them, say in Novem-
ber. The weakness of the markets has been
due to something like a simultaneous resolve of
holders to bear the burden of stocks no long-r,
but to ‘“‘cut short their losses.” Farmers at
first were firm, but as the exceptionally dry
February had led them to thresh with
freedom, deliveries were increased, and
ultimately some concession had to be
made to millers, who, with American flour
pressed on sale at low terms, are utterly unable
to afford even what the farmer might deem a by
no means excessive price for wheat. The de-
pression of March trade has been deep enough,
yet it would have been deeper, but for the vig-
or of Continental enquiry, which has taken
1,000,000 quarters of American wheat in six
weeks, besides purchases of Indian, Australian
and Argentine grain,

April has no problems of supply before it,
and the grain trade should pursue an unusually
equable course. Even protracted cold weather
is more likely to lead to good sales at current
prices than to holding for an advance. Forward
speculation has been heavily hit, and new con-
tracts are likely to be postponed to manipula-
tions of what is already under contract, whether
of old wheat on passage or of new for shipment.
The fall of such good wheat as Californiaun to
378 61 off stand should attract attention, but
there are 1,600,0000 quarters of the sort afloat,
and the low freights encourage further ship-
ments on the least advance, Farmers are now
selling 10 per cent. more wheat weekly than
they were doing a year ago, but the actual
crop is smaller, and this is probably no more
than a temporary movement, to be followed by
alull at Easter. Further depression will not
come from the country markets, nor is it likely
at the ports, except the Continental demand
should drop away. This, however, we do not
anticipate, as the import requirements of
France, Germany, the Netherlands and Italy
this season are both genuine and heavy.

SATURDAY AFTERNOON, April 23,

A weok of splendid spring weather has been
enjoyed, and has been taken advantage of all
around. Farmers have made good progress
with seeding, and building work has been com-
menced quite actively. In Winnipeg quite a
pumber of buildings have been started, includ-
ing mapy private residences and a few business
blocks. A brisk demand is reported for lumbor
andbuildingrupplies,andalargetradothroughout
theseasan is expected,the outlook for continued
activity in building being good. Sawmills ave
being got ready for cutting. There has been
somo demand for laborers for railway work,
which is now going oo, construction having
been started on some of the Canadian Pacific
extensions. Several additional parties of immi-
grants have arrived, and the movement con-
tinues larger than in past years.  The popu-
lation of the country will be considerably aug-
mented by the close of the season. The spring
immigration from eastern Canada is mostly
in, and parties now arriving aro German,
Scaudinavian, British, ete. Uarge sales of farm
]ands are being made by the Canadian Pacific
railway company and the land compabnies.
There is some city property selling for actual
jmprovement, but not much speculative move
ment. Farmlaud sales are claimed to be near-
ly all for actual scttloment, and a very small
percentage for speculation. Mercantils collec-
tions are slow, and dealers arc hopiog for better
returns after secding, when the grain in stack
will be threshed and marketed. Bank discount
rates remain at 7 to 8 per cent.  Farm mort-
gage loans mostly at 8 per cenw., and city
property 7 to 8 per cent.

GRAIN AND PRODUCK.

GeNERAL WaEAT SiroaTIoN.—Nothing very
exciting has occurred in wheat during the
week. On Monday United States markets
were weak and strong by turps, and closed
about l¢ higher. Uufavorable crop weather—
cold and stormy—was remorted from Euoglaud
and France. United Staces exports for March
wero officially reported at 15,500,000 bushels,
and for the nine months coding with March
at 176,000,000 bu<hels, The visible supply in-
creased 878,002 bushels, making the total vis.
ible supply, according to the Chicago estimate,
at 42,055,000 bushels,as compared with 22,186, -
910 bushels a year ago.  On Tuesday United
States markets lost most of Monday’s gain.
Chicago closed 1 cent lower.  Cables
were not effected by the reported cold
weather and were all lower. \Wheat aond
flour on ocean passage decreased equal to 2,240,
000 bushels. United States markets woro ir-.
regular, but generally firmer on Wednesday.
Cables were weuk and lower all around. Re-
ceipts at Duluth fell to 70 cars, and
Mioneapolis  received 174 cars. Oa
Thursday United States markets con-
tioued irregular, aod gencrally lower.
Cables stendy. No news of interest reported.
On Thursday United States markets wero
firmer, and closed fractionally higher, under
the influence of liberal buying, and reports of
cold weather from the west, There were weak
spots, however. Cables unchanged.  Tatal
shipments of wheat (including flour as wheat)
from both coasts for the week ending April
21, equal 3,107,000 bushels, sbout 200,000
bushels more than in the iweek befors and
900,000 bushels more than the like weck in
tach of the two preceding years.

Locat Wneat—There is next to nothing do-
ing in wheat. Larmers are busy with their
spriog aceding. and the weather was very favor.
ablo all tho weck for farming operations. Farm-
ers made good progress with their seediog,
though there were sowne complaints of low lyiog
lands being too wet to work satisfactorily.
No graiu to speak of was marketing, aud will
not be until after sceding. A little threshiog
has been done, and rcports indicate that
the stacks are turniag out much better
than could have been expected. But there
has not been enough spring threshing done yet
to basc a reliable opinion npon tho condition of
wheat in stack, as most of tho threshivg will
'stand until after sceding.  Tbe astock in store
at Fort William is now 2,235,673 as compared
with 2,163,325 bushels last week, showiug an
increase for the week of 72,348 Lush. L,
year at this datc the stock in store w. )
bushels, with an increase of 46,667 bushels.
Manitoba country elevator stocks, including

doing in a business way. Dealers who are

fecling pretty blue. Holders are anxiously
hoping for an advanse in price, so they can
move out their grain when navigstion opens
without hoavy loss; but the depression has
lasted 8o leng that thero is nut much cocourage-
ment abcad.

To Regulate Bn'skaga By Law

Tho Elevator and Grain Trade, a Chicago
jonrnal, has the following to say regardiog the
discussion which took place in the Manitoba
legislature, on tho dockage of grain:—¢tIn
Manitoba it has been proposed to regulate
dockage of grain by law, and recently a resolu-
tion was intreduced in tho Mavpitoba legislature
the cffect that some provision should be made
whereby a uniform and equitablosystem should
be established for dockage.

The wise legislators should first cnact a law
prohibiting the marketing by farners of grain
containing mare then two pounds of dirt to the
bushel, aud then thoy can, with good grace,

limit by law the amount of dockage. Tho
causo of dockage is dirt, so to regulate dockage
and make it uniform in all places it will be ae
cessary to regulate the amount of dirt the farm.
er leaves in his grain.  The government which
undertakes this is, indeed, uodertaking a difh-
cult task. It migat as well try to compel all
farmers to market grain of like quality or to
compel all dealois to pay the same prico for
vain.

\When the farmer is not satisfied with the
amount of the dockage the grain should Le
cleaned nt his expenge aud the dirt returned to
him Few farmers will ask move than once to
huve their grain clcaned.

The Trade 0fﬁe fireat Lakes.

In the April issuc of Harper's magazie,
Julian Ralph has the following to sayof the
great lakes and their traffic:

The date of the last enlargement of the lock
of the Sault Sto. Marie cansl is the date upon
which to base all computations ot the age of the

resent lake traffic and its consequences.  That
ock was enlarged and newly opened in 1SSL
Marquette, *‘the Queen City of Lako Superior,”
is an old place of tormer industry, but it isa
mere baby in its present cuterprise. Superior
dates from 1852 **on paper,” but from 1881 in
fact, while Duluth is only a fow ycars older.
Port Arthur, the principal Capadizn port, owes
itself to the Canadian Pacific raitway, now
about seven or cight years of age, and many of
tho citics of the future are not yet discovered

All the commerce of Lake Superior that 18
sent to or from it must pass through the Sault
St. Maric canal, until tho Canadians fiush the
paraliol waterway, whick they are buildwg 10
order to be in all respects independent of ts.
Naturo made the waters of Superior to flow in-
to Huron by means of tho Ste. Marie river, bat
in doing s0 they drop to Huron's level, whichis
somewhat lower than that of the king of hakes

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ern forms the words take. Commercially
speaking, this caval added Superior to the great
lake 8ystem or route, connected it with the At.
lantic and the world at large, and shortened
very greatly tho railroad carriage of ore and
grain to tho cast, and of coal and gencral mer-
chandige to tho far west. The canal accommo-
datesanamounvof traflic which foryearshasbeen
greater than that of the Sucz canal. In 1886
the freightiog through the great African canal
amounted to a gross tonnage of 8,183,313 tons ;
but_ it has decreased, if fum not wistaken ;
while tho tonbage that passed the ¢ Soo” in
1890 was 9,041,313, It is interesting to noto
that of this sum the proportion of freight car.
ried by Canadian vessels was only six per cent.
in 1858 aud four per cent. in 1889. It is also
worth while to note that of the 9,000,000 tons
floated through the cuual in 1890, about 4,500,
000 were east-bound and 2,600,000 were west-
bound.

But the canal is inefficient; wofully so in the
opinion of the extra.cnergetic shippers at tho
Lske Superior ports, who assert that its
inability zo pass the largest vessels fully laden
operates o the advautage of their great rival,
Chicago. Tho depth of the water in the canal
in 1890 ran from 14 feet and 9 inches to 15 feet
3 inches, and during the firat half of 1891 it
varied between 13 feet and 10 inches and 14
teet 5 inches. Such veseels as are now being
added to the lake servico draw 16} feet, and, in
view of the present depth of water in the canal,
it will bo seen that they lose several hundreds
of tons a trip by carrying only partial loads.
Tne governmeat is awake to the situation, and
the new lock which it is now building, at a cost
of more than $4,000,000, will be 100 fect in
width, 21 feet deep und 1,200 feet long.

. The fact that the canal does more business
in seven months than the Suez canal effects in a
year does not give 80 clear an idea of its impor.
tance as is gained from the consequences of
a slight accident to the lock year before last.
This necessitated the closiog of the canal tem-
porarily, but it cost the men and companies
who use the canal a loss of about $1,000,000.
There wcrfe sat that t,imed183 vessels waiting to
pass out of Superior, and nearl many goin

in the other diI:-ectio’n. v v gong

The worst break on the wheels of the
great commerce that strains toward de.
velopment on the lake is not the * Soo”
canal. That will soon be as large as it
need to be. The trouble lies in the in-
adequacy of tho canals far to the east-
ward—tho Welland and Lachipe canals. In-
stead of furthering the ambition of the west,
they hold it at the throat snd choke it. Until
they are enlarged, or belittled by larger canals,
the lake commerce with Europe will continne
to be greatly limited. It is true that the
whalcback steamer Wetmore went to Europe
from Superior with a load of grain, but had she
been tho least bit longer she could not have
goue through the Woelland canal, around
Niagara, and sho had to dodge the St. Lawrence
canals by shooting the rapids of that river.
Were she to return to Superior she would have
to bo unrivited and pulled through the canal in
Lwo parts. Thus it was that the stcamships of
tho Cavadian Pacific company plyiog on tho
larlgcr lakes wese brought from the Clyde.

Jowasa valuable experiment, that with the
Wetmore. It demonstrated the pluck of the
far westorn navigators and merchants, and it
accentuated the demand of the people of the
cntire northwest for o practicable water.route
to tho Atlantic. Tho people of tho region
around tho great lakes are chatfing and fretting
under the ckains that bind aud hinder them,
They demand the means of reaching the At.
lantic cither by tho St. Lawrence or the Hudson,
and thoy will not ho satisfied with less than
¢ twenty feot of water from Duluth to the sea.”
That is tho battle-cry of a people with the will
and porsistenco to achiove whatevor they deter-
mimo upon. Thoy will not be long put off.
They aro full of the spirit of the present revolu-
tion by which we Americans aro to recover our
prestige on tho sea. Thus added force is found
in & vast reach of new water-front, which will

send upon the oceans of the world not merely
men, but ships that hail from the heart of the
continent,

The aim of the students of the situation isnot
only to keep beyond the constant reduction of
railroad rates, but also to secure tho carrying
of the products of Aeia They argue that the
Pacific ocean currents naturally set towards
Puget sound, and put ban Fraucisco out of the
natural course of shipping, and also that the
Puget sound conat is 600 miles neaver the north
Atlantic ports than is San Francisco.

Tbere aro two sides to tho contention for im-
proved internal waterways, and I propose to
present both sides, bacause both together reflect
the influences that are building vp the new
west, and show the strides that have been made
toward the perfection of transpertation farili-
ties.

Thero is a conspicuous railroud man in the
west who argues that water rates will ceaso to
influence rail transportation when the develop-
ment of railroad reaches the near point toward
which it is hastening. For a time in 1891 the
freight rate from Chicago to New York wae
17¢ per 100 lbs., and he says that this forced
the lake rato down to 1j}c. Mo argues that
when the railroads make a 12c rate, as they
must in time, tho boats on the lakes will not
be able to ¢arn their operating expenses.

The form of railroad progress which attracts
every one’s attention i1s that which is marked
by the improvement of the palace cars through
the introduction of baths, barber shops and
libraries. But the progress which affects earn-
ing capacity, and which is constantly lessening
the cost of railroad service to the public, is
that which comes of the itnprovement of the
road beds of the trunk lines by the creation
of direct lines from point to point, the reduc-
tion or abolition of grades, the easing of curves,
the increase in the weight of the rails, and the
cnlargement of locomotive power and car
capacity. The outgo and the income of the
railway business are found by considering the
train mile and the ton mile as the units
or bases of calculation. The cost of run.
ning o train a mile is the unite of ex-
pense. Tho amovat obtained per ton Y,er
milo is the unit of income. The difference be-
tween the two is the profit. The resistance,
which must be reduced to a minimum, is the
law of gravity. But for that a child might
drag o train of cars with apicce of twine, But,
as the western railroad man remarked, * the
law of gravity is like the poor, whom we have
always with us, and the ruilroad men must see
that it is not further weighted by steep grades,
weak rails, sharp curves, and indirect routes.
Originally railroads were laid on the surface of
the ground ; now they must find a level, and
keep to it, as water docs.”

The modern railroad must also avoid all pos-
sibility of obstruction that can beavoided ; and
we seo in the suuken track of the New York
Central railroad in New York city an example
of the lengths to which the best railroads must
go to obtain graranteed freedom from obstruc-
tion. With the same aim, this railroad is to
pass through Rochester upon an clevated struc
ture, and through Buffslo on a suuken track.
Yet, in spite of these strides toward the perfec-
tion of railroading, with a consequent lessening
of rates, President Dopew docs not predict tho
destruction of lake traffic. On the con:
contrary, ho says that it will always be carried
on. ‘The railroads themselves Gud it of service;
and all those trunk lines which have lake ports
on their routes now cither own steamers or
have made coutracts with stcamahip lines.
President Depow says that though his railroad
company ouce opposed the canals. he lives at

eaco with them, his argument being that the

ake boats bring to Buffalo more business than
the canals can handle, and the surplus goes to
the railroads, Mozcover, the canals form high-
ways through the state, and, by contributing
to the prosperity of tho canal towns, add to the
prosperity of the railroads.  Mr. Depeow adds,
novertheless, that the canals are no looger for-
midable competitors with the railroads, as they
onco wers.  Im tho old days a canal boat car-

ried as much grain as a train of 20 10-ton cars;
but now a train may consist of 60 cars;
cach ono carrying 25 tons. The locomotives
have grown from a weight of 30 tonstoa
weight of 90 or 100 tons, the cars havo tripled
their capacity, tho rails that weighed 56 lbs.
per yard have been replaced by 80 or 90 1bs.
track ; and with all these improvements has
como u reduction of 50 per cent. in freight rates
in tho time that he hus been interested in rail-
roads.

The leading men of tho lake ports adwmit all
this ; in fact, they make out a strong case for
tho railroada in order to emphasize the need of
facilities by which those great regulators of
transportation rates, the freight boats, may
meet tho new conditions, Thoso who have
made the arguments for the various lake porta
show that whereas in 1868 the rail rato on
grain from Chicago to Now York was 42 Ge per

u, it was 14c in 1885. The water rate in that
period fell from 25c¢ per bu to 4.55:. It has
kept Dbetween 25 per cent. and §7 por cent,
lower than the rail rate. The value of the
waterways to the public is illustrated in a
startling way by making use of the govornment
records of the Sault Ste. Marie canal traffic
for 1889. There passed through that canal 7,-
516,022 tons, carried an average distauco of
790.4 wiles, at 0 145¢ a ton & mile. The rail-
voads would have charged 0.976c, and the
business would have cost the public $50,000,-
000 more if the railvoads had transacted it than
was charged by the boatmen,

In pressing upon the atiention of tho country
the value of & 20-foot waterway to the sea, the
lake-port business men assert that not only did
the Lake Superior traffic through the Sault Ste.
Marie canal amount to three quarters of a mil-
lion tons more in 1889 than passed the Suez
capal,but the lake business which was transact-
ed in the Detroit river was more than 36,000,-
000 tons of freight, or 10,000,000 tons more
than the total tonnage of all occan and gulf
ports of the entire coast line of the United
States.  In view of that fuct they ask what
would be the growth of this businessif, instead
of taking this freight out of 3,000-ton ships to
put it into 200-ton canal boats, it could go dir-
ectly and without change of vessels to the sea.
At to the expenso of the improvements that are’
asked for 8. A. Thompson, of the chamber of
commerce of Duluth, asserts that in all time
the federal governmeut has expended wpon all
the lakes above Niagara Falls only $28,038,590,
80 that the saving at the Sault Ste. Marie canal
on the business of one lake, zmounted to a re.
turn of §1,85 to the people for every dollar the
government spent upon the lakes.

From the stand-point of the people of the
lako ports we have not been either asliberal or
as long-sighted as the Canadiaus, who have a
well-defined system of water-ways, corapleted
by canals wherever navigarion is hindéred by
nature. They are buildiog a canal aronnd the
St. Mary’s Falls, ond when it is finished
their systern will be' complete. It will ounly
need enlargement to make it serve the require-
ments ¢f the near future, but, even as itis, it
will serve, in caso of war, for the introduction
of gunboats and torpedo boats by way of the
St. Lawrence into those lakes on which we are
prevented by treaty from maintaining a squad-
ron. We have upon the lakes only theold
wooden sloop of war Michigan, and can putno
other war vessels thero in case of danger, uu-
less we have the time to build them at some
lake port. Esgland, on the other hand, has50

unboats and other war vessels, of safficiently
light draught to pass through the canals into
the lakes.

It is not necessary to weigh the various plans
which are ofered for a vational highway from
Duluth to the sca. Ono looks towards the
decpening of tho canal between Oswego and
Syracuse, N.Y., and of the canal between Syra-
cuse and tho Hadson river. Another plan
leaves New York city out of consideration, and
proposes direct communication botween Duluth
and tho occan, or the world at large, by means
of a duplication of tho Canadian canal system
on tho American border. Both these plans ne.
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ceasitate tho building of an American canal
aronad Niagara Falls,

The provision of twenty foot of water in the
now Sault Marie lock, now undergoing con-
struction, will make possible tho cmployment
of vessols carrying 6,000 to 8,000 tons, in place
of tho present largest sized lake boats, whioch
cannot carry their comploment of 3,000 toos.
Such carriers, itissaid, can cat.down the pres-
ont coat of water transportation fully fifty per
cont., and leave a profit for the ship-owners.
In view of the enormous field awaiting deve..p-
ment in the northwest, and in viow of the
steady lowering of railroad rates, the ardor
with which tho people of the lake ports urge
tho creation of un American twenty foot water
system, at least as far east as Oswego, does nob
seem unreasonable,

Bradstreet's Wégkly Report.

Bradstrcet’s report, dated New York, April
292, says: ‘There is no wmaterial gaiu in the
volume of general trade as reported to Brad-
streel’s, notwithstanding Chicago and a fow
other northwastern cities continue to report a
volume of traffic in excess of thatin April a
year ago. DBusiness is quiet on the Pacific
coast, whero the outlook is for an average wheat
hagvest, a large crop of fruit and probably a
fair yield from the vineyards. At the east
former conditions prevail. Irou is no stronger,
although the tendency is toward improvement.
The distribution of staples, such as clothing,
shoes, bats and general dry goods, continues of
good proportions, though not so large
it many instences as anticipated. Teb-
ruary’s total nct earnings by 124 railway
companies aggregated 314,747,289, more than
9 per cent, in excess of the February total in
1891, Fo. two months the nct earniogs in-
creased 6.5 per cent. as compared with 1891;

last year they were 11 per cent, larger than in
1890. Bank clearings for tho six days ending )

April 21st aggrogate §1,043,000,000, a decrease
of 7.2 per cont. from tho preceding woek, due
in part to the partial observance of Fiiday of
last week as a holiday. A renuwal of tho for-
eign pressuve for gold (31,560,000 having been
ongaged yesterday for shipment to the conti-
nent) suppresses activity «in share speculation
at Now York. Tie market had already suffoc-
ed from bearish attacks on the coal stocks based
on the prospects of a coal rate war with the
Pennsylvania and reports of a strike of the
Reading’s employces,  Foreign intercsts havo
been free sellers of tne market, but now show
less Learish attitude. Such operationy, how-
ever, combined with thescarcity of commercial
drafts, account for the strength of the exchaoge,
which is a¢ $4.88 for domand sterling. Iuthe
Canadian Dominion busiuess is not very active.
At Toronto tho volume is not large, with an
advanco in dyed cottons and limited demaud
for wheat oxport. The outlook is more favor.
ablo than previously at Montreal owiog to the
opeuning of navigation. Bank clearings at four
Canadian cities aggregate $15,810,000, o de-
creuso of 22 per cent. contrasted with tho weck
before, There were twenty-one Canadian busi.
failures reported to Bradstreet's this week., In
the same week last year the total was sixty and
last week it was thirty-three,

April 19, 1892,

It has been somewhat cold of late and wet,
but the sky has brightened and hopes are on-
tertained that we have seon the last of the
winter lingering in the lapof spring. Fearsare
eatertained that the fruit crop will be injured
in the same way a8 it was last ycar.

Business is improving fast and if it were not
for the tightness of mongy among uvmall traders,
times might be regarded as thoroughly prosper.
our. There is a lack of money in the more re-
tarded circle, but large enterprises are carried
on with apparent ease and pleaty of capital.
The cheapness of money in the British markert
is regarded as favorable to investmentsin the
province, and a greater inflyw of capital in all
circles.

Country trade is still unsatisfactory both ia
respect to orders and returns, Last wasa very
bad winter and country traders probably folt it
more than business men in the city. Conse-
quently orders are backward and sinall so far.
However, their influence is beginning to be felt
and in & month or 80 must be vnusually brisk.

Fish are temporarily very scarce. The salm-
on run has been small but now looks mare pro.
mising. Thoro has been a very brisk export
demand and_ most of the salmon caught has
been shipped east. The oolochans are now on
the run in the Fraser river.  The oolochan is
oue of the most delicious of table fish and be.
longs to the salmon family of which there are
sine divisions in the coast, enibracing capelin,
oolochan, smelt, snifsmelt, trout, charr, zray-
liog, whiting and salmon.  About the middle
of March the run begins in the Naas river
and extends on dowan the coast later in Gard-
ner's canal, Kingcombe inle, Kaight's inlet.
The Indians fish for them in the horthern wat-
ers and catch them in enormous quautities. The
extraction of oolochan grease, which is used
very much as we use butter, is oge of their fav-
orite industries, The oolochan is about nine
inches long and as might be inferted is very
rich and fullofoil.  Cooked a3 smelts aro it is
delicious and 4f not too tender for carriage
should become an article of coansiderable ex-
port.  When the ran is at its height oolochans
may be taken out of the river by the Laskets-
ful.  Oolochan are sometimes put up in pickle
and sometimes cured and smoked like bloaters.
(l‘)'ndoubtcdly they will be largely utilized same.

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Is the Farmers’ Complaint Justified ?

The St, Paul Pionser Presshas published tho
results of an elaborate investigation into the
ucstion whether the wheat farmers of tho coun.
try ‘““have beon and are Loing deprived of a
portion of their rightful profits.”

The repeated assortion is recalled that ¢ the
prico of wheat at the elevator uearest the farm
1 far less thav the prico of it in the principal
markets of tho world, less the cost of transpor-
tation from the field to the point of linal sale,”
and it is asserted that this apparent dizerepaucy
constitutes what is sought.

It is charged that **some think that the
guilt lies with local clevator men, who combine
to doprass prices, buying on a low rango and
gelling at n handsome profit as soon as the grain
ig within their reach, Still more beliove that
the shrinkage is due to extortionate charges by
the railroads, and from this have arisen repeat-
ed demands for reductions iu freight rates  *
* + * QOchers, again, find the difficulty in
the clevators at termival poiats and primary
markets, where, as they assort, grain is so
manipulated, and prices are vo arranged, that
the bulk of the profit goes into the hands of
great corporations, Aund finally, atill another
clas of people seo, in the existence of specula-
tion in food products, the cause of shrinkage in
prices between the farm and the market, and
execrate the ‘bear’ interest for its ulleged work
in keeping tho market price of American grain
several conts per bushel below what it ought to
be by comparison with English quotations.”

In brief, the charge is that tho excess increase
of the price of wheat between the primary
market and Liverpool, that portion of the in.
creaso not due to legitimate co3t of transporta-
tiop, ig due to

1. Elevator manipulation at primary mar.
kots; or

2, To extortion by rallway companies; or

3. To elevator manipulation at terminal
points ; or

4. ‘Lo ‘¢ bear” speculators.

The claim isin fact practically made by the
writer of the article, though not in so many
words, that the prico received by ths Americun
farmer should be the price paid by the foreign
buyer less cost of trangportation aud other “‘in-
cidental charges.”

This is probably true, and we fancy that the
only dispute which possibly may arise on the
peint is as to what constitute {legitimate) *‘in-
cidental charges.”

Ia the endeavor to answer the question which
the Pioneer Press raises, and which it answers
in the head-line to the article, ** The Yarmer’s
Cswplaint Justified,” the writer of the article
traces, with the aid of specialists, experts and
data said to be unimpeachable, ¢ the progress
of a bushel of wheat all the way from the field
in Mioneapolis or Dakota to the market in
Liverpool.” It followssimilar bushels of wheat
duriog threo successive years, so that it might
learn “‘whether a conspiracy had really been
formed, and whether the farmer in 1891 was
being defrauded of his due.”

To commeating upon the amount of data re-
ceived, the work of verification of results and
care taken to iname the elimination of errar,
the writer uses an expression which will, to
mauy, even among those who sympathize with
his quest, raise the issue of the accuracy of
the couclusion rcached in the headline he uses.
He writes,

It is necessary, in order to know whether
there is imposition anywhere, to know the
prices prevailing in the principal markets
through which grain moves in its progress from
the wheat field to the consumer’s larder ; to
know them at different periods of time, and
then to compare them with the rates of trans.
portation prevailing for the carriage of wheat
from one of theso markets to another. If there
is any great variation between these prices,
over and above an amount sufficient to cover
the expense of wmoving the graio, thea some-
body is securing an unjust profit.

We risk the surprise of the writer of the fore-
going by questioning the conclusion reached in

tho last sentence, but waive a discussion of the
point for the moment to ropeat some of the
data furnished within the limits of the five col.
umn article from which we quoto.

Demands upon our space will not permit the
teproduction of data as to cost of shipping
wheat from the farmers to Liverpool for each of
the months of Soptember, October, Novembor
and De ember ia cach of the yeara 1830, 1890
and 1891, bus it may bo we'l to note in detail
the effort ** to tako a bushel of whoat from the
shipping poiut nearest the farm and travel with
it tothe ﬁrcnb contral grain market of the world,
paying the charges on it as we ge, aud notiog
the increaso in its selling price.”

Beginning with Crookston as a primary mar-
ket, the price of wheat there for October, 1880,
is givon at 81 3¢ per bushel. By the timo this
wheat reaches Minneapolis it solls for 77¢,
and at Daluth for abont 78e¢, deducting from
the tabulated price for a differonce of grades.
That is to say, the Crookston price is from 16
to 17c leas than the Duluth and Minneapolis
prica.  But the freight rata from Crookston to
Daluth or Minoeapolis is 173c per huedred, or
10}c per bushel. A similar difference of about
17¢ provailed in 1890 and of only 13¢ in
1891. This shows n nearer approximation of

rice at one point to price at anothor, plus the
reight rato betwaecn them, thau in former
seasons. The margin over and above the freight
rate in other years scems Lo Le in excess of all
reasonable charges for handling. For Novem.
ber the difference was 15¢ ia 1889, 162 in 1890,
and 14¢ in 1891 ; and for Decembor the Crooks.
ton aund Miuncapolis prices varied by 20¢,
23¢, and 20c in the three yenrs respectively., ~
* * ¢ Qur bushel of wheat is now at
Dututh, and was worth there, in the present
season, deducting an average of 3¢ per bushel
from the prices given in the table, to cover
the difference between the grades of No, 1 hard
and No. 1 northern, 91ic in Setgtember. It
was worth in that month §1.04 in New York, or
13c more. But tho freight rate on wheat from
Duluth to Buffulo for September averaged
3 11-16¢, and from Buffalo to New York the
canal rate averaged about 4jc. The total
freight charge to tidewater was, therefore, ap-
proximately 8¢ per bushel, and the remaining
Se difference in prico goes to the account of in-.
surance aud other charges and to the expense
of handling in Buffalo. The difference between
the Now York and the Liverpool price for the
same month was nearly 24z, while the cost of
ocean carriage, a3 we have seen, was only 9¢
and a small fraction.

Xo a summary of the foregoing it is said that
the differenco between the Minneapolis and Liv-
erpool price in September in the year 1889 was
36c per bushel, to cover which there were
freights, lake,, canal and ocean, aggregating
about 17c, Elevator and loading charges at
Duluth ran from 1} to lic per bushel. Tran-
shipment and elevating charges on the way
amounted to about 2c per bushel additional.
Adding delivery charges at Liverpool, in-
cidentals and losses, there was a total for
everything covering the entire journey from
Duluth to Liverpoo! of, say, “not more than
from 27 to 2S¢ per bushel at the most liberal
estimate.” With a difference of 36¢ per bushel
in the average market price for the month, ““it
seems reasoaably clear that from 8 to 10¢ per
bushel is lost in the traunsfer ; since the allow.
auces made cover freights, transfers, elevator
charges, primage, inaurance andall iacidentals,
leaving only the interest on capital invested to
be accounted for.” There was, therefore, an
unaccounted for balance of 10¢ a bushel, which
this reckoning indicates was the shrinkage for
an entire month (Saptomber, 1839) between the
faim value and the Liverpool price.

Like calculations are given in detail for
September, Octobzr, November and for
December in each of the threo years named,
after which, in generalizing from the exhibit, it
is stated that **in tracing the coarse of a bush.
el of wheat from the place of production to the
ultimate market, that there arc additions to

the cost of it as it moves toward the consumer,
or subtractions from the price of it as wo pro-

ceed toward the farmer, which are not account.
ed for by the costs of carriage, and which could
hardly be due, one would thiuk, to appropria-
tion q’f profit by the shippers and handlers of

We kardly thiok our centomporay ucceeds
in dismissing this point by siying ‘it could
hardly be due,” etc It would seom to us, oven
after a careful examination of the data given,
that a geod deal sy rest on storage nod com-
missions for handling grain in transit not ex-
plained by the article to whrch wo refer

The papar to which we refor adds that *“ the
doubt as to the corvectaces of this ay an expla.
nation is borno out aud fortified by a compari-
son of variations in prices at the same poiuts in
diffsront years, This appoars to indicate that
thoevil is progressive; that the forco, whitever
it is, which governs them is something out of
the ordinary course of trado; but that, at any
rate, it has been equal to thoe task of proventiog
& riso in American prices to correspond with
European prices to an amount of something
like 10¢ o bushel,”

Thero have been charges made-—charges of
which wo kuow nothing—that a ** milling
ring,” whatover that may be, exists, ono
aim of which has been to keep wheat prices
down during the months tho Pioveer Press
refers to—uatil it, the *ring,” supplies
itself with cheap raw matorial for flour, Did
our contemporary explode this notion during
its researches >—for it appears to have shown
that the ““undne depression” of whest prices at
home is more conspicuous west than cast. Then
there is tho well-boloved anti-options bill,
which some heartless wretches huve asserted
would, if passed, restrict tho homo wheat mar-
ket to millers and exporters, and 80 enable
sofae one (or more) to still further depress home
prices—but we auticipate,

Did our investigating contemporary follow
any actual consignments of wheat from Fargo
or Aberdeen to Liverpeol and learn the real
cost of moving actual stuff? For, it will prob.
ably admit, one cannot well tell what a laborer
at a given city will earn in a year by multiply.
ing data found in tables of average day’s wages
earned at that point ; neither may the distance
ar velocity of a cannon ball be determined, with
the customary data, if the charge is fired and
the ball propelled in a vacuum; for, o far as
we can judge, the foregoing calculations have
been made on the theory of through shipments
of wheat from the far west to Liverpool, based
on average transportation rates, without taking .
into acccunt what may happen in actual prac.
tice.

Fo instance: Not all the wheat exported
goes through direct; much of it s*ops once or
more times on the way; is stored and is sold
aud resold, all of which costs money—though
just how large a share of the exported surplus
does not go abroad oo through bills of lading
from primary markets wo counfess we do not
koow.

It would be interesting to s2c how soon the
machinery of the grain trade would clog with
no middlemen between ‘*Aberdeen and Liver-
pool” to meet the practical wants of the situa-
tion day by day. In closing, permit us to re-
mind the writer of the article in the Psoneers
Press—which, however, incomplete, is a distinct
addition to tho final clucidation of tho problem
iavolved, because of what itshows is not re.
sponsible for ‘‘undue depression”—that “bear
speculation” may as well be stricken from his
list of alleged possible causes at once, As for
the existence of werstern elevator or other
‘“aings,” he probably kuows more about them,
if there are any, than we do.—Bradstreet’s,

Prices in the Iron Trade.

It is a business axiom that if there is one
rock more dangerous thao another to commer-
cial prosperity it is ‘*personal sentimsent ;” and
that fatel lee shore has seldom been more dis-
cernible, even to the most inexperience:: oye,
than it is at present in the iron trade ol this
country. On more than one occasion we ilave
alluded to the bitter feeling which exists in
Glasgow against what may be termed the
London influenco in tho speculative scction of
tho iron trade, and this bitterness has gradually
incrcased tc such a poict as apparently to
blind the majority cf the Scotch dealers to the
facts of the eoxisting situation. Londoa has
dared to intrench on Glargow's monopoly, aud
Glasgow has made up its mind that London
shall pay dearly for this intrusion. Tho defeat
of 1891 must bo avenged, and avenged in so
thorough a fashion as to preclude the possibility
of any fature revolt against Scotch authority.
It matters little that tho Londor syndicate
should have fortified itsclf behind the almost
impregoable cantrenchments of an uaremuner-
ative production level of prices. The warning
conveyed in tho recent Cloveland failure passes
uohecded by Scotland, although that failuro is
an instructive commentary on the asscrtion
that iron can bo prodaced at a profitat oxisting
pricex.  The price of pig iron mnst, accordiog
to Glasgow, bo knocked dowsn until tho stock
has been shaken out of tho holdiog of this
London syndicate. Scotch pigs have beea as
low as 378 a ton not lopger ago than 1858, and
yet makers wero not oxterminated.

Let us cxamino tho situation. To begin
with, as compared with 1858, when, as tho
Glasgow Jealers point out, the prico touched
37s a ton, tho higher rate of wages now ruliog
for ironstono mincrs and collicrs represents, at
the Jowest computation, an exccsa of cost
over that of 1838 of 2. G63. per ton
jn ironstone and of 2s. per ton in

coal. Now, as about two tons of ironstone and
two tons of coal, roughly speaking, are ncces.
sary for the production of one ton of pig iron,
it follows that tho Scotch ironmaster has to pay
a total of something like 93more wages per tou
of produce than.came out of his pocket when
prices of iron wero 4s to §is lower than at pres-
cat. In other words, 463 per ton in 1392 would
be no more remunerative a prico to the Scotch
ironmaster than was 37s four yecars ago; so at
the present quotation of 41s he is some 5s a ton
worse off than he was at the very lowest point
touched in modern times. Wheo, again, wo
take.into consideration the facts that the stock
of Scotch pig iron is less than one-half of that
existing in 1888, and that iron is at present, in
spite of all depression in trade, going out
of store at a rate which, if continued,
would mecan no iron at all in the course
of another seven or cight months, it
can hardly be wondered at if the Scotch
ironmaster should begin to thivk tho protecting
friendship of the Glasgow dealers and brekers
o rather costly matter. The factof the matter
is that Glasgow is no more disiaterested in this
business than is London.  Both have their owa
ends to gain and are fighting for their own
hand, while Glasgow is handicapped in the con-
flict by its owa irritation and by the desire to
pose as the real upholder of the best interests of
the iron trade of this conntiy. The Londen
syndicate, on the other haud, advances no such
motive. They have acquired by dint of legiti-
mate purchasc a large proportion of the atock
of irop in this country, and essert their inten-.
tion of remaining in possession until one of tho
periodical accessions of trade activity, and the
conscquent risc in valucs, enables them to dis-
pose of their iron at a profit. But it cannot be
showa that their tactics are in any way inimical
to the geacral intercats of the iron trade. Un-
like tho usual run of syndicates, they bave never
committed thoe fatal mistake of attemptiog
to keep prices artificially at a  lovel

which would produce over-production; while
the drop from 478, which has been maiuly
brought about by the etforts of their adversa.
vies in Glesgow, has been unopposed by them,
in tho hope that legitimate trade might reccive
somo stimulus from thesereduced values. Nor
can any fault be found with their present atti-
tude. Far from justifying the accusation
breught against them in Glasgow as obstruction-
ists to the normal flow of business, they are
endeavoring in every way to show their desire
for a frce market. It is to tho determination
of their chicf antagonists to baycott business in
Scotch iron, in tho hope of sickening the Lou-
don syndicate out of their holding, that the
present restriction of business is really attribut.
alle. Weare no upholders, as we bave often
said,of syndicates and their dealings; our sym-
pathies are not with them; but io this matter
we cannot allow any prejudices to blind us to
the attempt which is being made to fit the boot
on the wrony leg. It isonthe rock of personal
centiment that the irun trado is just now
aground—the personal sentiment of the Glasgow
market—DBritish Trade Journal,

SPECIAL TRADE NOTICE.

Mos people suppose that the manufacture of
tobacco consists mearly of takiog tho leaf and
pressing it into plugs.  The fact is, however,
thst tho process is a very delicate one, aud the
least false step would injure the flavor.  The
leaf must be carcfully attended to for months
after it leaves the planter’shand. It must aei-
ther dry too quickly or tooslowly. Even after
it has roached the factory the utmost delicay
of maaipulation is reqaired. The weather
maust be carcfully studied, for if there is teo
much moisture in the air when itis pressedat
will mould, aud the same will happea if too
much moisture is sprinkled upan it £,r the par-
gosc of opeoing tho leaf.  Agaio, if itis oves

ricd in the oven it will turn crisp, and w14
nip the toaguc in amoking. It 1s by careful at
iontion to all these points that *“Myrtle Navy
basbeen brought to such perfection.  The tirw
who manufacture it have their own storchous s
in Virginia, and from the timo the leaf leaves
tk:. planter’s haunds uatil it is turned out of tne
factory, moaths afterwards, io plugs, it is wn
der tho carn of their~skilled and trusted cw
ployces.

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Edison’s System of Electric Bailway
in Port Arthur,

Ou April 12, the Edison C. mpany, by assist-
ant managar Barr, handed over to the corpor
ation of Port Arthur, the excellent electric rail-
way that the company equipped for the town.
It will be remembered that an article on con-
struction and equipment of the line appeared
in these columns a few weeks since when the
road was opened to the public, and it was then
intimated that Edison’s woik was likely to
give a satisfactory result, and the prediction
has been fully warranted by the highly suc-
cessful operation of the railway without any di-
fliculty throughout the month of March, which
month placed the line under a crucial test that
could not be evceeded in any other month of
the year; but notwithstanding snow drifts,
rain and thunderstorms, sleet and ice forma-
tions, the working of the road has bheen a
tho vugh success and a credit to the Edison
company. Thatcompany ran the road on their
own account for five weeks, to clearly demon-
strate to Port Arthur that they wore giving
the town a first-cla:s equipment, in accordance
with their contract, and the municipal corpor-
ation in accepting the road felt satisfied that
they have the worth of their money

-aud one of the best lines in America
A considerable amount of skeptizism prevailed
when the road was prcjected, both as to the
road woiking well in March and the probabil-
ity of the line being a paying iuvestment. The
skeptica have had to abandon their ideas on the
former, and up to the present the road would
indicato that they will also have to" give up
their notion on the latter, as the money that

“the line has already taken warrants the belief
that the summer receipts will be a pleasant sur-
prise to the doubting ones and all concerned.

The relations of as:is ant manager Barr of the
Edison Company and that of electrical engineer
Peterson and Engineer Ralph with thetownsapeo-
ple of Port Arthur during the completion of the
road, have been cordial and of a pleasant char-
acter, and upon their departure to equip other
electric railways they carried with them the good
wishes of Port Arthurites, and hopes for con-
tinuad success in their manipulating lightning
and the wonderful machinery which controls
electricity.
