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PUBLIC SCHOOL COURSE 0F STUDY.

C0MMENTS.

1. The publie sehool course of study mnay be considered under its sub-divisions of the
conimon and higli school courses. They furnish a basis for the classification of pupils by
the teachers and for the exatuination of achools by tAie inspectors while they also secure a
definite co-ordiuation ot ail the work attempted in the publie sehools of ail grades, thus
fostering the harninous interaction of ail the educationsil force., of the province.

2. TheSe courses aie to be f oilowed in all schools, particularly withi reference to (1) the
order. ot succession of the subjeets, and (2) the simultaueity of their study. The fullness
or detail with whiehi they can be cnrried out in eacli sehool inust depend upon local con-
ditions, sueh as the size of the sehool, the numiber of grades assigned to the teacher. &c.
As suzgestive te teachiers with littie experienre, eontracted forwis of tAie detailed commion
sehool couirse, for miscellaneous anil parlially grauled sehools, are appended.

3. The public sehool course of study is the result of the observation and experience of
representative leading, teachers of the province, under the suggestion of the experiments of
other countries, andl the eriticism of our own teachers in provincial conventions aqsmbled
for nînny years in success3ion. A systeni, developed in 8ncb 2t manner mnust neeessarily in
some peints be a compromise, aud presumably therefore at least a littie bellind whiat mOe
nuighit expeet froni the few niost advanced teachers. But it is aiso very likely to be a
hetter guide than the practice of tAie nîajority withotit any niutual consultation for un-
provement. Thse successive progression of studies is inlended te be adapted te the order
of developuient, of the po'wers of the child's mmnd, while their simultaneous progression is
designed to prevent monotony and one-sidedness, and te produce at harmonions and bealthy
development of the physical, mental and moral powers of tise pupil. The apparent nmniti-
plieity of the subjeets is due to their sub-division for tIse pturpoýe of emphasiziug leading
features of tise mains subjects which niight (itlerwise be overloolced by inexperienced
teachers. Tise courses have beeii denionstratesi te be adapted to the average pupil under a
teacher of average skill. The teacher is, however, cautioned to take speciai care that
pupils prernaturely promoted or in feeble hieaith shotild net rau any risk of Ilover-
pressure" in atternpting to follow the average class-work.

Changes in these course.; of study mass alwoys be expeeted Irom year to year, but to a
very snudil extent it ig hoped, excepting iii the prescription of certain texts in the high
sehool course. These wiii be pu blished frein ine te Vume in the organ cf tho Department,
the JOURNAL OF DÇAIN publisbed in April and October of eaeh year.

An abject lesson giveit te the highiest classcan thus te a certain ex-
tent be made a gooti object lesson fer ail the iower classes. The eider pupils wiil sea More
andi think more. It must be remenibereti that the menorising of notes or facts merely
stateti te pnpils is strictiy forbiticlen under this heati. Such raemorising is pure cram, in-
juricus insteati of being useful. The teacher xnay not baTe time to takie np in class every
ohject intiicated in the Nature Lessens of the Conrse. Ia Qucli cases the pupils should be
given, QiLy,,t-%Yo or thiree objects ueariy relattet te the typicai specimen exanuiined iii school
-%vith direction te search for thera n examine tbem at home as iiiustrated in specimlen
c1aes lesson. Witliout much expenditure of time tixe teacher can note that titis work
lias been lioneftiy attenipted te be donc by eacbi i pil. The lessons miist be direct fri
nature itseif, but under the guidance of the teacher who can save tiaxe in bringing the
pupils te the peint desired frein bis own more mature experience. They are intcnded to
train tixe observing andi inductive faculties, te show the truc way of discovering soimcthing
of the nature of the worid which imimediately surrouinds us. andi whichi is anti wiii
continue te be react.ing upon us in one inanner or another. This knowledgye is se much
pe-wer over nature from -%vlicb we bave te win our waterial existence.

TEXT BOOKS.

C'orment.-In performinz the duity of selecting.and prescribing text-books fur the Pub-
lic Schoois, the Ceuncil of Public Instruction bias avalet itself as fuiiy as possible of the
knowledge and experience of those wbo are engageti in the practicai work of education.
The scie aim of recent mondifications bins been toe ecure, at reasonahie cest, a series of
texts adapied feruei o os Chaun uauthiorizetibooks is initselfa very undesirable
thing.

The prescribing of new books is one of such importance to the country that the most
extraerdina-ry care bias te be taken te nuake --ure ibiat the ultimate advantages of a change
,wiii more than compensate tbe people for tbe temporairy lees or annoyance always invoiveti
in nxaking a change. But charge there mu,,t be. It is the essentiai condition of al
growth : and we cughit undor sucb circunxstaeces te be aiways prepared foi it.

Inspectos and t4zfciers arin remindeti:
1. That tixe course of study for common sehools ;encourages an economical expendi-

ture for text books by providing a systera tif oral instructiorn for junior classes. Tee
Many teachers try te ,;ati.Qfy theniseives in respect te their mare youthful pupils by piacing
in their biauds text-books net needed in any case. andi woree than usele.s wlien uxxaceem-
panieti by proper oral exposition. Ah text-ook- sbould net be requireti fer a chiid until hoe
is prepareti te use it inteliigentty.

2. That the regulation which malies it iliegai and inupreper for a tencher te introduce
unauthorizeti texte, by ne means hinders hlmi frei giving bis pupils tixe benefit ef other
treat.isesg te wbose explanations ho may attach importance. The progresive teacher 'iili
.aiways have sucli aids 'ivithin reacb, and wiili se use thein as te impart variety and interest
te bis instructione.

OPTIONAL EXAMINATION IN MUSIC.

1.-At the County Academy Entrance Examination and the Teachers'
Minimum Professional Qualification Exaruination candidates. who have
taken London Tonie Sol-fa certificates can for the question in -music

113
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substitvute their certificates3 for whicb values -w'iI be given as £ollows : For
"Junior" certificate 10,, for "EBleinentary " certificate 15, anid for "Inter.
znediate " certificate 20,-the Iast two for M. P. Q. -)nly.

2.-The candidate wili enter in a parenthesis as an answer to the .No
of the question on music in bis examination paper, the words (Junior
certificate), or (Elementary certificate), or (Intermediate. certificate) as,.a
reference to the fact that sucli a certificate bas been handed to the deputy
examiner, bearing on its back the rame, and address, and examnination
number, and station of the candidâte plainly endorscd upon it.

3.-The certificates wilI be received by the deputy examiner, compai-ed
with his list to verify the correctness of the endorsations by the candi-
dates, then enclosed in one envelope addressed, in the case of the Acadeiny
Entrance, to the Principal, and in the case of the M. P. Q. to the Super-
intendent of Education, who, after perusal, shall retur-n them to the
respective candidates.

4.-The Principal or the Superintendent, as the case may bc, shail then
endorse 10, 15, or 20 points (according to 1) on the candidate's p aper
below the general valuation number, and add tetwo together for the
total value of the paper.

5.-To prevent the possibility of t,,îo values being given to the question
by accident, the examiner of the paper in which a certificate is substi-
tuted for the question, shaH,. mark the general value cf the paper withi an
asterisk.

6.-No certificate from any local examiner of the said London Tonic
Sol-fa College shall be accepted unless the examiner bas previously given«
a satisfacetory proof to the Principal or the Superintendent that he or she
-has been duly appointed as local examiner for the grade of certificate in
question by the authorities of the said 'College.

IPersons who have taken any certificate of the highër grades are eligible
for appointment as local examniners of the London College for certificates
of lower grades, subject to necessary restrictions. Sucb an appointment
is mnade only by the College authorities in London. For information as
to the procedure necessary te secure appôintment, application should be
mna*de to Rev. James Anderson, M. A. (Knox College, Tor'onto, at present),
or to Mliss Ada F. Ryan, St. Mary's Boy>s School, Halifax.

EVENING SCIIOOLS.-Frorn Regulation 4 on this subject (see Manuai,
page XLVI) it is clearly indicat.ed by the C,,,Žuncil of Publie Instruction,
that if the teacher is engaged full time in the dasy sehool, 'ho cannot do
justice to, ail concerned in t"èehing evening sehool full Mime also ; and that
if he is teaching cvening sch«.ool several nights in the week he -cannot do
justice to the interests of ' the day schoo7.' Hence the necessity of the
Regulation preventing the same teacher from taking charge of dlay and
eveningc school withotit the consent of *the, Cour.cil, when specially pecu-
liai' conditions nîay make itjustiflable.

SiNGiNG..-T)uring the past year a great improvement bas taken place
iu rnany of the inspectorates so far as the teaching of singing in the
sehools is concerned. Inspectors have without exception been very con-
siderate in cases where teachers -have been unsucceQsful after doingr ail
that could be expected under the local conditions of the school. It maust
be remembered that in this respect our whole system is very far behind
ail the good. systems in the world ; and the day must soon corne when no
license, at least of the Iower classes, wvill be granted unless the candidate,
can teach singringr in the coinmon school.- School officeî's in the meantime
are«directed to kzeep up steady, though gentie pres-sure,-towards this end,
everywhere.

is being required in soie of the other, even newer British Colonies than
Nova Scotia, sorne of the musical examination papers of thle Australian
province'of Queenslanct for the last schooi * year are printed on a previous
page.

DRAW ING.-The resuits of the last Provincial Exarnination show that
in the majority of sebools this department has not yet corne up to a satis-
factory standard. This note is for the purpose of laying stress on the
importance of the mathematical drawing. Nothing more is required in
grades D and C than in the eighth grade of the Comrnon Sehool except
greater accuracy, neatness anid facility of work. IL is ail surnred up in
the ability to plot a line according to scale, and conversely to measure a
line wbich is plotted; and to plot any angle or measure one which bas
been plotted.

This work is put in Grade VIII, because it is so useful to every indi-
vidual no inatter in what profession, and especially to those who go into
the wo:rk of life without anything more than a common sehool education.
It enables them to understand plans of allkinds, to make plans, and to,
solve approximately even problems in navigation, survey ing, ete,, without
the knowledge of any higher mathematies. While for those going into
the high school, it is the best possible introduction to Euclid which is one
of the most difficult subjeets for the beginner.

It requires so little carefual practice for grade D and O candidates to
becorne so -accurate in a problem of this kind, that instead of miss'îng the
question altogrether, as the majority appear to have done at the last
exarnination, it is hoped next year the majority may score the full mark
of 20 on that question alone, while the minority should be accurate enough
to score nearly a full mark. Cheap, even a home-made scale and pro-
tractor, or scale of chords, if really acour-ate, with a -ruje and pair
of dividers, is ail the apparatus required, and every pupil sbould have bis
own outfit, even after leaving school.

A description of tbe manner of solving such a problem is not
required,-nothing more than an accurate solution witb the measure-
ments written by the side of the lines, or in angles, as the case may be.

MARcHi ANNUÂL SCIIOOL MEETING.-In soi-e fishing districts it may be.
£ound desirable to take advantage of that provision of the law under
which, the Councîl of Public Instruction may fix for a given section an
ea.rlier date for its annual school meeting than' the Iast Monday of June.
If any such cases exist, it is very desirable that these early annual meet-
ings be held on the saine day. The last Monday in March is suggested
as likely to be the most grenérall* convenient date.

Sections feeling the necessity of an early date for the annual school
meeting should, tbrough their trustees, make an application to the Coun-
cil through their Inspectors befQ2'e the endl of February, so that the
Inspector may be able to transmnit ail such applications with recomnienda-
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tions or comments thereon, to, the Couneil of Public Instruction on the
lst day of March, when it is probable action can be taken promptly oln
theni, and due notice given in time for the holding of the meetings on the
Iast Monday of the month.%

This suggestion, it is hoped, viIll enabh, cases of this kind to be arranged
eaaily and without the delay otherwise necessary.

PROVINCIAL EXAMINATIONS, JULY, 1896.-Canididates going up for Eitih
Sehool Certificates will not be admitted to examination without evidence
of pro6iciency in ail the imperative subjects of the previous grades. For
if a candidate should commence his course of examination, say with that
of Grade B, lie might know nothing of Botany, which is not carried
beyond D), nor of Chemistry and Drawing, which are not carried beyond
0. And if hie were admitted to the Grade A examination hie could add
to the Iist of omisions, Practical Mathematics, Physics and Physiology,
not to speak of Geography and Hîstory. An unconditional admission te
the ekçamination of every grade would open the way to the " scamping "
of impérative subjeets in the course of study in a manner very unfair to
honest people, and very injurlous to the character of the highber certifi-
cates,ý the great majority of. which would ha won on the full course.

To add to the higher grades ahl the siûbjects not carried up fromn the
lower grades into the higher, would make the number of papers for the
higher grades so nunierous that the loss of time entailed on those pursuing
the regular course by any possible seheme of examination tinie table,
might be an unfair imposition for the benefit to ha expeeted.

At the introduction of the present system,, every oe had not the
opportunity of takf'ng the varions grades in ordei. Hence the necessity
of the present arrangement of accepting the certificate of a licened
teacher as wvell as of the candidate himsalf, that ne portion of the imi-
parative course balow the grade te ba written for was naglected by the
candidate.

The discrepancy batween the recommendations certifying te the
seholarship, of soma candidates and the opinions of the Provincial Ex-
aminers, as shown by the "resu its" of the exàmination, have been so
striking in some cases as to suggest the necessity of the modification or
cheeking of this mode of admission, if nQt its abolition altogether in
favor of the simple plan of admission te the examination of one grade
on the presentation or accurate quotation of the cartificate of the grade
next balow.,
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Hlowever, for 1896, the prescribed form of application wiIl lie accepted
as last year. But there are very few cases in whîcl a teacher wvou1d ho
justified in recommending for a higher examination in 1896, for instance,
a candidate who failed to take the lower in 1895 on account of falling
be)ow 400, except it be on D when a "pass " has been made on Botany,
or on C when a"c pass " has been mnade on Chexnistry and Drawing and
Boojk-keeping, or on B when a «gpass " has been made on ail the irnpera-
tives of the kind which the candidate proposes to omit from the A
syllabus: If the candidate nmade the aggregate necessary, but failed in
one or more subjects mierely, and wvas mature in body and quick in mind,
it might be quite possible to work up the few subjects failed in, and to do
the whole work of the new grade in one year. But licensed teachers
should ho careful to avoid the reputation of testifying, to such unverifiable
miracles as> for example, that a veritable dunce at, the examination o?
1895 sholild suddenly become a* genins who did the work of the past year
and of the present year ail in one, only to relapse into the normal exami-
tion state in July, 1896. 0f course, there are always somne singrular
exceptions f rom wvbich we should flot ho too ready in drawing greneral
conclusions. But the point is this. If ail our teachers exercised. flrndy
and fearlessly good judgment and honesty in te.cçmmending candidates to
,the proper grade of exarnination, the few curious exceptions .would not
really cail for a change in our present method.

OBJEOT LEsso-,ýs oN NATURE.

This is a subject introduced for the double purpose (1) o? breaking
the strain of exhaustive mental work in sohool by a light recreative
exercise, and (2) o? developing accurate observing power in the pupil,
which 'book, and purely mental ;vork alone, do not tend to stimulate.
When Archbishop Walsh spoke in Dublin on the 25th of November last,
and said, as reported, that hoe thought the whole systemn of primîù'y edu-
cation in Ireland to ho littie botter than a girrantic mistake, hoe came down
to particulars, stating that, irn his opinion, primary education should not
consist inerely of teaching information wvhich wvas to ho found in books.
«'Ohildren oughlt to ho taughit how to use their bands and to ho accurate
obsprvers.» This kind of training is beconiing muchi more essential for
success in the world nowv than it was forrnerly. While usef'il to al), it is
especially important to the farmingr and horticultural industries. Why
should flot pupils travelling back and forward inorningr and afternoon
from the sohools in country sections ho amusing and instructing them-
selves in noticing the wcalth of beauty and natural law in the earth, rock,
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water, vegetation, air, and sky, around them ? A few daily hints from a
competent teacher would enable them to make their daily tramp to sehool
more pleasant, land therefore their school more dclightful. ILt would also
open their eyes to the natural beauties of their own homestead,and to
the Iaws which underlie the successful pursùit of those industries which
are of primary importance in supplying mankind wvith the means of
physical life, and in laying the foundation of a prosperous and happy
country. To the lack of effective instruction of this kind in our primary
sehools -ie rmust attribute the tendency in the old solitary book. drill of
iuakzing too rnany of the young pupils think more of city, foreign or pro-
fessional life than of the possibilities of the intelligent development of
farni life. And so of other industrial occupations. By developing this
side of the school life, the tendency wvill be to increase the nuînber of
intelligent young mnen who witl devote theruselves to the producing, in-
dustries. And at the same, time, the stand ard 'di ffieul t subjeets of the
sehool will also be more successfully mastered by the pupil, for the objeet

*lesson on nature is play or reereation, which wvill enable him to return to
the severer work with renewed freshiness. IL is a play, but it is a useful

*play.
lin order that even untrained teachers should not mL-apprehend the

nature of this work, the amplified course of study printed in every IRegris-
ter indicates the trend of these lessons towards " Agriculture, Hlorticul-
ture, or' any local i-ndustry,>' u-uder these general directions :-" 69.
Lessons on N1ature.-The noting, examnination, and study of the common
and more important natural objeets and laws of nature as they are
exemplified winltg the ra?îge of t/e scitool section or of the pupils' obser-
vations. Under this head pupils should not be required to inemorize
notes or facts which thcy have flot at least to, soine extent; actually
observed or verifled for thenselves> And in the Journal of Ednucation,
in the contracted course sugcsted for counr ooldrcin r given,
concludingt with tuie fo11owving -vords:

"IL must be reincînbered that the iucînorizi'ng of notes or facts mcrcly
stated to pupils la strictly forbidden under this head. Such memori:ýing
is pure cram, injurious instead of being useful. These lessons are intended
to showv pupils howv they mnay find out the facts and Iaws of the world
for themselves. The lessons must be direct from, nature itseif, but under
the guidance of the tearcher hocari save trne in bringing the pupils to
the point desired fromn his own more mature experience. They are in-
tended to train the observing and inductive faculties, to show the truc
way of discovcring sornething of the nature of the world wvhich immedi-
atcly surrounds us, and which is and wvilI continue to be reacting upon
us in one manner or another. This knowledgre is so, inueh power over
nature from which we have to win our ruaterial existence.

The average tinie absorbcd in this, work daily is leýs than six and one-
haif minutes.

A word may be hdrc said on this six and a Izalf minutes recreation,
with respect to somn -of its peculiarities. A definite Eist of objects for
each grade would be altogether out of pl.ace in a general provincial course
of study, because the lessons must be taugght f romn the objeet as in nature,
and Uic natural environnients of pupils in dificrent sections of the coun-
try are different. The teacher, therefore, should select the objects froni the
most convenicut and interestingy within the pupil's scope of observationu,
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But the general courseprescribed advises the teacher not to confine his
attention to onte division of nature alone, as if there wvere nothing of
interest or value to be learned froin any other division. Such speciali-
zation niay be necessary at a later date iii the university, or in prepar-
ation for the special occupation of life, or in amnateur researchi work. In
sehool life, the mnost salient features of nature on every side touchingy
humnan interests, should,.as far as there is time for it, be objectively and
co-ordinately studied. A peison wvho has not thought over the matter
with somne experience to gruide im, xnight say no w, ' Is it not a' 'snatter-
ing' of ail the sciences you are attempting to give ? -Would it not be
better to be intensive and confined to one narrow line ?" Most certainly
not, in the coinon schoul. Elemnentary comprehiensive study is as
genuine as intensive university wýork-, if truly objective. In fact the
narrow and interisive study at this stage would, be (1) unscientifi%ý and
(2) the creator of a false' -eneral conception of nature. It is philosophi-
cally unscientifie because it assumnes that nature should be studied only
in a narrow tunnel reaching, down into the depthis of the earth, far from
the plane in which is the abode of huinan interest xvhich the tunnel only
intersects. Philosophically considered, it is just as sound to study the
superficial plane which is the locus of our life, where w'e corne into con-
tact with the common mninerai, plant, and animal; -nounitain, Wvood, and
wvater; sunshine, air, and cloud. Practically considlered, ié. is very inuch
more profitable. It also tends to give a truer, conception of the Faws of
nature. The pupil is not so, likely to think nierely as a mineralogist whio
imagines the law of the universe to bc that ofecrystalization, or a biologrist
wvho sees nothingr in it but ceil division, or the phlysicist Wvho sees notluing
in it but the effects of inolecular mrotions, or a mythologist wvho sees
nothing 'but the pranks of very hunian or bestial dleities in it. Sncb
teaching cannot be done by the purely professional mineralogist, or
geologist, or botanist, or zoologist, or chemist, or physicist. It can be
done only by 1dm who lias an intelligent appreciation of the co-ordination
of the coinnon things arouùd us, and Who lias the tact to open the eyes
of bis pupils to the nature of their surroundings. Nature is one. The
arbificial division of it is merely for the specialization of labor for its more
complete exploration. But although ebildren should follow the exploring
method, they should not be confined to the simnple tunnel of the laborer.
ihat, wvith its oue-sided Wvear, will corne soon enough. ,.Report, 1894.:

The full development of the 1'Nature Lessons " in the school, is Iikely
to be very many times more useful and picasant in laying the founidation
for scientifie Agriculture, than the prescription of a book on thie subject
for the coinmon sehools, as is beingr proposed in other provinces, and
also by soine people in our owvn province. The book would mean cram
for the pupils and'an easier time for their teachers in many sehools,
ànd the whole would pretend to be of u~se to, the' farier alone. The
proper style d;f objective nature lessons wvill be mueh more useful as a
stimulus to love and prepare for the flarm, and will be equally useful
to, every other-industrial class, as well as to the future literary and pro-
fessional people.
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
