We
have started a very interesting Bible cluss, which
is held on Friday evenings, Our order is a little
different from any Bible class I ever conducted
before, and I think an improvement. First, we
malke the memorizing of the seriptures a specialty,
I feel sure that this important feature of Bible
study has been too much neglected these later
years. Then for a short time we take up the
study of the books of the Old Testament, aiming
to familiarize the stadente of the Bible with the
vames of these books, and why they bear these
names, and that they may be Wble to turn directly
to any one of these books that may be called for,
And while we are on this line of study we give an
~utline of the leading subjects given in each of
those books, so that when any subject comes up
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the student will know to what book to turn to tind
what is written of it. We spend about a half
hour in hearing the scripwires memorized and
studying these books of the Old Testament. Then
for the next half hour we tako up the study of the
New Testament, We are now studying the book
of John. Have spent four evenings on the first
chapter. I have given this brief outline,
believing it wall be helpful to any Bible class, and
will add much to the interest of the class,

The second Tuesday in November I made my
regular monthly visit to Elmsdale, ants Co., and
preached to a fair company in the school-bouse in
Belle Nann,  Hants County is now without regular
preaching, excepting those monthly visits to 1Blms-
dale, and what is being done in West Gore.

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GOD'S SILENCES TO US.

This essuy on “God’s Silence to Us” clipped
from Gospel News, is so good and so timely,
wo give 1t to our readors mstead of the usual
editorial:

One of the most remarkable incidents in
the (Gospel is that in which to a poor woman’s
cries for help Jesus answored not a word,
He kept his face turned away, and seemed
to treat the suppheant with cold indifference.
Yet he was not indifferent. In his heart
was warm compassion for her, and in the
end he gave her far more than she had asked.

There are times when God seems to be
silent to us. To our esrnest supplications
he answers not & word. We are told to ask
and we shall receive, to scek and we shall
find, to knock and 1t shall be opened unto
us. Yet thero come times when though we
agk emploringly, we seem not to receive;
when though we scek with intense earnest-
ness, we seem not to find; when though we
knock until our hands are bruised and bleed-
ing there secems to be no opening of the door.
Sowetimes the heavens appear o be brass
above us ag we cry. “‘Is there anywhere an
ear to hear, or a heart to feel sympathy with
us in our need ?”

Nothing else is so awful as the silence cf
(God. It is & pathetic prayer in which a
psalm writer pleads, *‘Be not silent to me;
lest I become like them that go down into
the pit.” Anything from God is better than
that he be silent to us. It would be a sad,
dreary, lonely world if the atheist’s creed
were true, that there is no God, that there is
no ear to hear prayer, that no voice of
answering love or comfort or help ever comes
out of the Heavens to uns.

Do prayers ever remain really unanswered ?
There are prayers which are answered, al-
though we do not know it, thinking them
still unanswered. The unswer is not recog-
nized when it comes, the blessiag comes and
is not perceived.

This is true especially of many spiritual
favors which we seek. We ask for holiness,
yet it does not seem to us that we are grow-
ing in holiness. Bat, perhaps, all the while
our spirit is imperceptibly, unconsciously,
imbibing more and more of the mind of
Christ, and we are being changed into His
image. We expect the answer in the mark-
ed way—in a manifestation which we can-
not mistake, while it comes silently as the
dew comes upon the drooping flowers und
the withering leaves, DBut like the flowers
and tho leaves our soul is refréshed and our
life is renewed.

We put our cares into God’s hands, with a
prayer that He free us from the load. Bat
the cares do not scem to becomo aLy less.
We think there has been no answer to our
prayer. But all the while an unseen hand
has been shaping, adjusting, disentangling

the complex affuirs of our lfe, and propur”
ing a blessing for us out of them all. We
are not conscious of it, but our prayer has
been receiving continual answer. Like the
tapestry weavers, wo have not ceen the work-
ing out of the pattorns ag wo have wrought,
and yot on the other side, where God’s oyo
sees, it has been coming out in beauty.
Some day we shall know that many prayers
we now think unapswered have really been
graoiously answercd,

We find ourselves in the midst of circum-
stances which appear adverse. We seem
about to be crushed by sorrows, by disap-
poiutments, by trials, by opposition. We
pray to be saved from these distressful con-
ditions. But no answer seems to come. The
shadow deepens, the blow fulls. We sit in
durkness, and say that God did not answer
our prayer. Wo are unaware of the blessing
that really came to us in the pain or the loss.
The cup was not taken away, but we were
secretly strengthened, so that we were able
to drink 1t. ‘Then, in the expericnce of
suffering, our life was purified and enriched,
and we learned new lessons.

Wo ara very ignoraut, and we know not
how to pray as wo ought. The thing we ask
for is not just what we need, although we
think itis, ‘Then the thing we really neecd
comes to us in the place of what we thought
we needed. The prayer seems to he unan-
swered, while in fact it is answeredin a far
better way than 1f what we sought had come
mstead. We think it is more of God’s gifts
we need, and these do not come ; but God
Himself comes into our hfe anew, revealing
and imparting to us more of His love and
grace. The giver is better than His best
gifts.

But there are prayers which are not an-
swered. [Ior example, we ask God to lift
away our burden. To do this, however,
would be to rob us of blessings which can
come to us only through the bearing of the
burden. There are mistaken notions cur-
rent among good people about the way God
promises to help us.  Some think that when
ever thoy have a little trouble, a bit of hard
path to walk ovir, aload to carry, a sorrow
to meet, a trial of any kind, all they have to
do is to call upon God and He will take away
that which 18 hard, or prevent that which
inpends, freemng them altogether from the
trinl. But this is not the usual manner of
God’s love. s purpose concerning us is not
to make things easy for us, but rather to
make something of us.  So when we ask Him
to save us from our care, to take the struggle
out of our life, to make the path mossy for
our feet, to lift off the heavy load, He sim-
ply does not do it. It would be most unkind
and unloving 1 Him to do so. Therefere,
prayers of this kind go unanswered. We
must carry the burden ourselves. God wants
us to learn life’s lessons, and to do this we
must be left to work out the problems for
ourselves.

There are rich blessings that we can got
only through sorrow. It would bo a short-

sighted love, therefore, that wonld heed our
cries for deliverence, and spare us from sor-
row becanso we desired it, thus depriving ns
of wonderful blessings which God hassent to
as in tho sorrow, and which can come to us
in no other way.

The child may indolently shrink from the
study, the regular hours, tho routine, tho
drudgery and disciphne of the school, and
beg the parent to let him stay at home and
have an easy time. But what would you
think of the father who should weakly grant
tho child’s request, releasing him from the
tasks that irks him so ¥ And is God less
wisoly kind than our human fathers? He
will not answer prayers which ask that we
may be freed from auty, from work, since it
is by these very things alone we can grow.
The only true answer to such prayers is the
witholdin: of what we ask.

There aro also selfish prayers which go un-
answered, Human lives are tied up togeth-
or. It is not enough that any of us shall
think only of himself and his own things.
Thonghts of others must qualify all our
requosts for ourselves. Somsthing which
might be good for us, if we were the only
person, it may not be wise to graut because
it migh$ not be for the comfort and good of
others, It is possible to overlook this in our
prayers, and to press our intorests and de-
sires to tho harming of our neighbor, God’s
eyo takes in all His children, and he plans
for the trvest and hest good of each one of
them. Our gelfish prayers, which would
work to the injury of others. Ho will not
answer. This limitation applies specially to
prayers for earthly things.

There is yet anoiher class of prayers which
apvear to be unanswered, but whose answer
is only delayed for wise reasons. Perhaps
we are not able at the time to receive the
things we ask for. A child in one of the
lower grades in the school may go to a teach-
or of higher studies and asked to be taught
this or that branch. The teacher may be
willing to impart to the pupil this knowledge
of higher studies, but the pupil cannot re-
ceive it unti: he has gono through certain
other studies to prepare himself for it. The
higher mugic cannot be taught until the
rudiments have been mastered. There are
qualities for which we may pray, hut which
can be received only after certain discipline.
A ripened character cannot be attained by a
young Christian merely in answer to prayer
—it can be reached only through long ex-
perience.—J. R. Miller, D.D. in Gospel News.

One of the commercial papers of Cincin-

THE JUBILEE CONVENTION.

On Monday morning, October 8th, I left
St. Johun, in company with Bro. Appel, to
attond the Jubilee Oonvention in Cinocinnati.
Wo arrived in Boston that evening at nine
o’clock, and remained until five o'clock Tues-
day afternoon. Leaving Boston, where the
New England delegates joined us, we arrived
in New York at eleven o’clock that night.
Wo spent the night at one of the hotels.
Next morning we wore up bright and early
to take the ferry for Jersey City, where we
would take our train. T think the fog was
the thickest T ever saw, and this is saying a
grest deal when you remomber that I live on
the shores of the Bay of Fundy. Cn board-
ing the train we found some others from
Massachusetts, and also the New York dele-
gation. We soon made acquaintances. We
met here Bro. Durban, of London, lately
come to this country, and while the train
was moving along at the rate of forty or fifty
miles au hour we kept our tongues going to
the same music.

Philadelphia comes next, and more dele-
gates join us. I would like to tell you some
of their names, but I have so much to tell
you that unless you go to some general con-
vention you will have to wait until you get
to heaven in order to know them.,

Baltimore comes next, and still the dele-
gatescome; il seemed wonderful how well we
know each other although we had never met
before.

‘Washington is soon reached, and there we
have a great increase to our number. The
first person to whom I was introduced in
Washington was the wife of Bro. ¥. D. Pow-
er, so well known to the brotherhood. The
delegates from South Carolina and Alabama
joined us here, and then we had nesrly a
train load of disciples. There was no danger
of any accident to that train. After the
bustle was over, and we were fecling at home
with the new members of our family we be-
gan to arrango for some services. Each car
became a meeting house, and the inmates
active church members. We sang, wo pray-
ed, we spoke. It was glorious, and we can-
not soon forget the journey from Washing-
ton. The train carried us through scme bis-
toric places where baitles had been fought
and won; but all was forgotten; thero seemed
to be but one thought und one theme—«The
Jubilee.”

At Clifton Forge, Va., quite a nimber re-
mained all night, but others, among whom
was the writer, kept right on reaching Cin-
cinnati Thursday morning somewhat tired,
having been travelling since Monday morning.

My impressions of Cincinnati were not very
favorable at first. The sewerage is poor and
I found it hard to keep clean colinrs and ciffs
owing to the smoke and dirt. There seemed

ito bea great many poor horses and I folt
| that I would not like to eat any canned beef

that might be put upin that city, The first
building I entored was the Contral Christian
church., Iere everything was bustle and you
could see that something great was going to
happen. Wo registered and pinned on our
badges aud then went to our hotel. During
the afternoon we went sight-seeing,

In the ovening tho convention began, Tho
C.W.B.M. held the first sessious which were
interesting, but the ladies could not make
thomselves heard all over the building. Mus.
Long from California sang a solo; in fact
she sang a number during the convention.
I think she is the best soloist I havo ever
listened to. She was reccived with great
applause each time she sang. Although it was
a large building holding thousands of people
she filled every part of it with the softest
tone, and lowest note and every word was
heard distinctly. I have only time to tell
you of the three great undertakings of the
C. W.B. M. ist. They are aiding weak
churches, 8o as to make them self-supporting.
2nd. They are aiding in sustaining workers
in the foreign field. 3rd. They are foster-
ing a number of educational interests in con-
nection with certain universities.

On Sunday, which was the great day of the
convention, woe had preachers filling a great
many pulpits in the city and svburbs.

In the afternoon we had our cominunion
service. Four different buildings were filled.
I was in the Music Hall ; this hall holds
about 7,000, aund was crowded. Sixty dea-
cons waited on that immense audience, and
durivg the time of the celebration of the
Supper, which was about forty-five minutes,
that great gathering was as quiet as any ordi-
pary assembly on the Lord’s day. I do not
suppose that I shall ever meot around the
table of the Lord with so many of my breth-
ren ngain until that day when I shall drink
of the fruit of the vine anew with him in our
Father's kingdom,

Another feature of this convention which
was of special interest was the introduction
of foreign missionaries and also the relatives
of those who are now in the foreign field.
Mrs. Joseph Franklin, who bas three daugh-
ters in the foreign work ; Bro. and Sister
Frost who have a daughter in Japan ; and
others who have loved ones separated from
them in this work. Sister Garst was received
with great enthusiasm. She has passed
through the deep waters of aftliction, having
lost her jhusband who sickened and died
while at work among the heathen. I had
the pleasure of meeting a number of these
missiovaries personally. Perhaps the one
missionary above others, claiming the atten-
tion of the people more than I can tell you,
was Mrs. Rijohart, who had been in China
a number of yeats as an independent worker.
Her busband had been a physician of large
practice, but had given it up to go into China.
She had gono with him. His knowledge of
medicine gave him great power among the
natives, but their hatred of the whites and
their religion was very great, and many
times the lives of Dr. Rijnhart and_bis wife
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were in danger. They went from place to
place; thoy buried their child with their own
hands in a biscuit box in a snow drift in the
mountaing of Tibet, Dr. Rijuhart went to
a village leaving his wife in a cave in the
mountaing, e never returned, for the
natives killed him, She never saw him again.
After much hardship she returned to this
country and is now preparing to return again
to the scono of actions and lay down her life
for the work of Christ if need be.

As I heard this brave woman’s story, 1
had to ask myself : How many are sacrificing
for the work as they might. I felt that I
must do more than ever.

Thore wore some grund addresses, 1 could
not even give you an outline of them with-
out nearly filling up every column in our
paper. 1 had the pleasure of mesting such
men as McGarvey, Garrison, Lord, Updike,
Smith, Coombs, Powell, and a host of others.
I met a number of men whom I had met
before and who had worked in the provinces,
among whom I cau meuntion ¥. M. Green,
B. B. Tyler, J. H. Hardin, T. H. Capp,
M. B. Ryan, George Manifold, W. F. Shaw,
Herbert Martin, W, Gates and E. C. Craw-
ford, I also made a multitude of new
friends whom I hope to meet again. Among
the pleasantest featuros of the Convention
was a reception given to the Canadian dele-
gates by Dr. and the Misses Kilgour, of Cin-
cinnati, but formerly 6f Ontario. I enjoyed
this very much, although I waslate in get-
ting there, owing to a previous engagement.

On Thursday evening, the Convention
closed, having been in session eight days, It
was & wonderful affair—the greatest in the
history of America—nearly, if not quite
20,000 delegates; and the samo spirit seemed
to inspire each one, and eoverybody seemed
towant to work so as to havo® a still larger
Convention. ¢ Onward” is the motto.

A sad feature of the Convention was the
sudden death of Bro. A. M. Atkinson, whose
name is known in connection with the Min-
isterial Relief. I had a long talk with him
during the afternoon, and in the evening he
went to & meeting of business men. While"
gpeaking earnestly upon his favorite theme—-
Ministerial Relief—he suddenly paused and
said, ““I feel faint and must stop. But
whatever you do, quit yourselves like men.”
He then fell dead. These words became the
key-note of the convention.

The last item io this great meeting was the
ginging by Mrs. Long of a solo, ‘I saall
know Him by the print of the nails in His
hands,” and we separated feceling we could
never be satisfied until we saw Him and were
made like Him, ]

I had an opportunity of talking with our
leading brethren on the needs of the eastern
field, and feel that a deeper interest will be
taken in our provincial work. I am in hopes
that at our next Anpual our general workers
will be present, and I told Bro. McLean we
wanted him to visit our churches, and that
wo wanted Bro, Smith to come and see us as
well. There is one thing I must tell you be-
fore 1 close. The second day I was in Cin-
cinnatl, Bro, J. A, Lord, who comes from
Deer Island, had me go to his home, and I
enjoyed the hospitality of Bro. and Sister
Lord very much. Bro, J. H. Hardin, who
was also a guest of liro. Lord, helped make
my stay interesting and pleasant,

The Disciples have now 10,298 churches,
1,118,396 communicants, 6,399 ministers;
and raised 35,470,327.00 for all purposes last
year. In 1830 we numbered 12,000, This
is & marvelous increase in sixty-nine years,
But I must stop. I may tell you some more
another time.

Drik CnrisTian—1 am almost ashamed
to think how long 1t is sinco I wrote anything
for your columus. Thero are so many local
cells upon my time, that thote things that
arc out of sight get neglected. The vegular
visits of our paper always remiud me of this
neglect, and fresh resolves aro made only to
be broken. Ilook with interest, however, for
its arrival and scan its pages for information
of what is passing in ‘“ my own, my nativo
land.”

The great question of Australasian feder
ation is now absorbing the attention of the
inhabitants of these colonies. Tor years it
has been talked of, and leading statesmen
have urged its consideration and pleaded
with the people to look to their destiny and
emorge from ther position of petty states
with boards wrangling, into a united nation,
whose voico might be heard i the councils
of the nations of the world. 'The late Sir
Henry Parker, for many years the leading
statesman of the colony of the New South
Waies was amongst the first to raise his voice
in favour of fedoration. The motto sugges-
tion by him of ‘“ Qne people, one destiny,”
has now been adopted as the motto of the
commonvwealth.  During the past twelve
months great strides bave been made aud 1t
is now almost certain that next year will seo
the birth of the Commonwealth of Austral-
asia. On the continent of Australia there
are five colonies : New South Wales (the old-
est), Victorfn, South Australia, West Austra-
lin and Queensland. These, with Tasmania
and New Zealand, it 1s proposed to unito in
a federal government on similar lines to the
federal government of the Dominion of
Canada. The Island of Tasmania lies some
two hundred miles south of Australia, while
New Zealand is twelve hundred miles east.

A constitution has been drafted by a sue-
cession of conferences of leading men.  This
has been adopted by the legislature of all but
Woest Australia and New Zealand. In addition
to this tho electors of four of the soven
colonies have, by referendum, voted for the
constitution and cairied 1t by large majorities
in each ease. The fifth, Quecusland, 18 today
voting on the question and it is confidently
expected that it will also vote for federation.
West Australian legislators are now consider-
ing the bill, but 1s feared that tlis colony,
with the largest area and the smuallest popu-
lation. may not at preseut vote for federation,
New Zealand has lagged behind in the race.
Our leading politicians have viewed the sub.
jeet with indifference up to the present, but
the people are beginning to express them-
selves strongly n favor of jonung their kins-
man in Australia.

As soon as tho people begin to move, the
politicians will be ready to follow, so that it
1s hoped that New Zealand may yet take its
place as one of the original states. Iam an
ardent federatiorist, and um working for this
end. The population of the seven colonies is
nearly five millions, and the revennes about
£20,000,000 sterling per annum, Theso fig-
ures show what strides Australasia has made
in the past century. Federation will do much
to increasc the strength and promote the
growth of this young nation.

The time for the triennial struggle on the
question of license or no license is approach-
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fing,  Already the contending purties are pre-
paring for the fight, Last week M.. Joseph
Malish, Grand Worthy Chief Templar of
linglund, arvived at Auckland, and is now
addressing meetings in the chief centres of
the colony. A fierce contest iz expected.
“Tho trade ” (as the publicans and brewers
are called) has a complete o.ganization, and
expends n very largo sum in these fights for
life. Three years ago prohibition was carried
in only oune clectorsl district, but it is believ-
¢d that moroe success will attend the temper-
ance party’s eflorts this time.

Old age pensions are new tho order of
the day m this progressive conntry. DPer-
sons, male or female, 65 years of age
and upwards, 1n indigent circumstances,
wlo have resided not less than twenty-five
years in the colony, and who have a record
‘or respectability, can obtain a pension of
£18 per annum, equal to 390, from govein-
ment.  About 10,000 peusions have already
been granted, involving an annual expendi-
ture of £150,000. In this matter New Zea-
land leads tho way. The colony of Victoria
has an old age peasion bill now before its
parlisment, which rans very much on the
samo lines as the New Zealand act, which
was only passed last year. It is admitted
that this 18 only an experiment in providing
for tho aged, who, from misfortuunes or other
causes (generally other causes), are poor, and
dependent either upon charitable aid from
governmout or help from friends.

There is little of more than ordinary inter-
est in church matters to chroniclo, and what
there 18 I will reserve for my next.

SOME CHARACTERISTICS OF THE
LARLY CHURC.

No. 1.~-A CoONVERTED MEMBERSHIP,

No fact strikes us so forcibly in the char-
acter of the ecarly Church, than the radical
change which had taken placo in the lives of
those who had become its members, In
many ways is this change emphasized and
illustrated.

The Book of Acts gives us o glimpse of
the establishment of the church, The ‘most
prominent feature of the bonk is its acconnt
of conversions. ‘The Apostlos went out with
a proclamation of salvation to men and
with a demand upon men that they ‘‘torn,”
and begin a new life. “Repert and turn
again,” is Peter’s demand upon the Jews,
Paul was called and sent unto the Gentiles
that they might ‘“4urn from darkness to
light, and from the power of Satan unto
God.”

The ministry of the Apostles was attended
by a great “‘turning” of the people. ¢And
all that dwelt in I.ydda and Sharon saw him,
and furned to the Lord.” “And a great
number that believed, furned to the T.ord.”
The Thessalonians furned unto God from
idols.” 'I'nose who came into the church,
both Jews and Gentiles, were ““turned,” or
converted, people.

The radical nature of the change thus
indicated igillustrated in many ways. From
many standpoints the Scripture writers bid
us view it. Now it is the judicial stand-
poini; aud the criminal, under condemna-
tion, is justified, or made right, before God.

From the biological standpoint, there has
been the imaprtation of life—a begetting,
and a transition into a mew state, a birth;
and men have become sons of God in a
spiritual sense. As sons of God they possess
the spirit of God, and grow up into His like-
ness.

Then it is & circumcision, by which the
body of the flesh has been cut off, theso car-
nal passions and practices which constitute
the sinful state, and the man is separated
unto Christ and a pure life. Or it ig a death
to sin, & burial with Christ in baptism into
his death, and a resurrection unto a new life.
Or a quickening out of death i sin, and a '
resurrection to a new life in Christ. Or it !
is being built as a living stone into the
spiritual temple of God. '

The change is absolute and vital. It in-}

They have
been delivered out of the power of darkness,
and have been translated into the Kiungdom
of the Son of Iis love. Those who were in
time past aliens and enemies, are reconciled
in the body of his flesh. Those who were
lost have been redeemed, not with silver and
gold, but with the precious blood of Churist.
Those who were polluted with sin, have puri-
fied their souls in obeying the truth unto
unfeigned love cf the brothron. Thoy have
been called out of darkness into Ilis marvel
ous light. Those who in time past were not
a people are now the people of God. Those
who had not obtained mercy have now ob-
tained morcy. Those who were going astray
like sheep have returned unto the shepherd
and bishop of their souls. Those who ouce
walked as the world walks, in the lusts of
the flesh, bavc been washed, sanctified, justi-
fied, in the uamo of Jesus Christ and.by the
Spirit of God. They have passed from death
unto life.

The gulf which separates the past from
the present, with these people, is widoe and
desp. They are new creatures in Christ
Jesus. Old things have passed away, all
things have become new, New motives
impel them. New hope beckons them;
New powoer makes them strong and gives
them victory. New employments absorb
their thought and effort. New associations
minister to their pleasure. They are still in
the world. They are not of the world.
Their old companions think it strange that
they run not with them to the same excess
of riot which characterized their old lives,
the world does not understand them. Their
life i8 hid with Christ in God.

This is the first great characteristic of the
Apostolic church, It members were convert-
¢d people. They were not thore becanse they
were rich, or great, or powerful. It was not
birth, or previous religious condition, which
determined their standing in the church.
The priest of Jerusalem, and the idol-wor-
shipper of Antioch, were both converfs. The
nobleman of Ethiopia, the Centurion of
Cwxsarea, and the slave of Corinth, each,
and all, ““turned” to Christ, and came into
the church as a result of their turning. The
Jow did not come in because he was a son
of Abraham, nor the Greek because he wor-
shipped the gods ; but both came in because
they had been born again, and were new
creatures.

The result of this radical change was that
the church stood in marked contrast to the
,world, It was a separated institntion, It
lived a different life. It aspired to a differ-
ent ideal. The world was sensual, the
‘church spiritual. The world lived for the
present, the church for all the ages. The
world said, “Let us eat and drink, for to-
morrow we die, and we know nothing about
the future.” The chuich said, “The King-

- foundacions, whose buildor and maker is

dom ol Gtod i3 not eating and drinking, but

righteousness and peace and joy iu the Holy
And thero is a voity which luth
God.” The world was cold, cruel and sel-
fish. The church-was warm-hearted, merci-
ful, and philanthropic. The world was
sinking helplessly and withont hope, to des-
truction., The church wag being saved unto
the uttormodt, and its bope, fixed on oternal
verities within the veil, was like an anchor
to he soul, both pure and stedfsst.

This changed lifo is an inscparable feat-
urc of the true church. Not numbers, nor
wealth, nor intelligenco, nor famo, is the
true test of the gevuineness of the church.
But the changed life. Well is it for a
church when it can stand that test. It
may bo poor, and despised, and porsecuted,
Nevertheless, it is owned of God, and its
lineage is beyond dispute. It is in the true
Apostolic snccession.

DO WENEED A REVIVALY

As
some one has said, ““A dead saint can’t catch
a live sinner.” Should it be possible to
gather precious souls into such a chureh,
they would soon be of little use ; as *““like
always begets like,” thoy would be only
partisans and not live carnest devoted Christ-
ians.

Yes, indeed, wo are in desperato need of a
revival in the churches. How it saddens
and pains tho hearts of those who are work-
ang and praying for the prosperity of Zion,
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to sos tho stolid indifferonce of those from
whom they expected help and encourage-
ment. Dut this should stimulate the work-
ers to work th harder for themm who are
at ease in Zion. Lot some ono tell us bow
the church can have a good revival
Don’t wait brethren, but speak right out,
soon as possible,
