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A MEMORABLE SPEECH,

MR, N. F. DAVIN, MP, ON THE
JESUITS,

UNWORTHY METHODS OF AGITATION EX-
FOSED—HOW THE JESUITS CAME TO BE
EXPELLED FROM VARIOUB COUNIRIES—
WORDS APPLICABLE TO DAY,

In view of the constant reiteration of
the acousation—that becanse the Jesuits
had been expelled from certain countries
they are a dangerous body—we repro-
duoe portion of the speech delivered, in
the Houee of Commons, in 1890, by Mr.
Nicholas Flood Davin, M.P., a learned
{itterateur and & staunch Protestant:

Io the coume of the debate on Mr,
Charlton's motion, in the House of Com-
mons of Canada, April 80th, 1890, Mr,
Davin said: I donot intend to occupy
the time of the House st any length,
but there is an aspect of this queation
to which, with great diffidence, I would
orave the attention of hon. members.
The han. member for North Norfolk has
given us a reason why be has once again
wantonly thrown thisapple of discord on
the table of the House, and his reason is
the taunts of peop:e outside these doors,
Why, is it to be supposed for one mo-
ment, that any hon. member in the ex-
ercise of his duties in this House ia to
listen to every gobs mouche outside these
doors, and direct his course according to
what any gabler at a street corner may
say? In considering this resolution, I
hold it is impossible to take the view of
the hon. member for West Durham (Mr.
Blake), that it is & very innocuouns reso-
lution which hardly amounts to a cen-
sure of the Government. He seemed to
think that it was a very mild affzir, but
to my mind, looking at the wording of
the resolution, there is over it the taint
of hypoorigy, and, if my hon, friend the
member for North Norfolk (Mr. Charlton)
did not carry oo his brow the stamp of
ingenuouaness, I coulid not fail to ocon-
olude that he also was tainted with hy-.
pocrisy. Ha tells us that the reason
why he brought forward this resolution
is the dissatisfaction which has been ex-
cited in the public mind. Who has ex-
cited the diesatisfaction in the publio
mind, and in what manner has it been
stimulated ? (Hear, hear.) It isa bad
thing to have the public mind excited,
eapecially if it is excited on the basis of
senseless passions, but it is still worse
when the atimulants applied to it are
ignorant and perhaps malicious. I will
call the attention of the House for a
moment (o the position taken by the
hon. member for North Norfolk (Mr.
Charlton), and place before you

MR, CHARLTON’S HISTORY,

He appeared before us to-day as a his-
torian, He quoted & pamphlet written
by Mr. Hughes, and asked us why were
the Jesuits expelled from France in 1804,
from Naples in 1810, from Belgium in
1818, from Ruseia in 1820, from Bpain in
1828, from France in 1845, from Bavaria
in 1848, from Naples in 1848, from the
Papal Btates in 1848, from the Austrian
Empire in 1848, from Galicia in 1848,
from Sicily in_ 1818, from Paraguay in
1848, from the Italian States in 1859, and
from Bicily in 1860. Nothing is more in-
structive than to bring the illumination
of history to bear on the events of the
present iime. I remember that Lord
Bolingbroke says that if a man desires to
be 8 good statesman, he should give his
days and nights to the study of history.
The great Arnold of Rugby says that a
man who aspires to guide the destinies
of his country or even be useful in her
oouncils should be a careful student of
history ; and, reading the other day some
statements in regard to Bismarek, 1 learn-
ed that that great man, one of the great-
est men who ever appeared on the atage
of time,has found his favorite study in his-
tory. Thus we need not be surprised that
&n hon, gentleman who hopes to take a
high position, who aspires to put his hand
upon the rudder, and, perhaps, to guide
the Bhip of 8tate, like my hon. friend
(Mr. Charlton), appears also in the light
of an historian. But those Breat men,
my Lord Bolingbroke and Dr. Arnold,
say that the way to make history useful
1s to find out the crises in history which
would correspond with the orises in your
own country, and that you must note
the measures. which were success-
ful at a given time and under

given circumstances, and, if the circum-
stances in your own country are alike,

ou have a lesson by which to be gaided.

ut how does the hon. gentleman deal
out history tous? He flings us barren
dates. I might ask him & few quesations
about his dates. Does he know—and I
will pause for a reply—does he know the
circumstances existing at the time in
any one of these countries from which
the Jesuite were expelled? I will ask
the attention of the hon, member for
North Norfolk (Mr. Charlton), if he can
tear himself away from the dulcet tones
of the hon. member for Noxth Victoria
(Mr. Barron). He bas mentioned to us
the cases of - about a dozen countries
whenoce the Jesuits were expelled. Does
he know the conditions under which
they were expelled? Does he know
whether, where there was an insurrec-
tion, it was the insnrrectionary Govern-
ment or the Government which the
people rose againat that expelled them ?
Has he examined the question ? Does
he know anything about it? (Cheers)
I have no objection to sit down for a
moment if the hon. member will tell us
the ciroumstances.

Mr. Charlton—Will the hon. gentle-
man be kind enough to explain to us the
circumstances under which they were
expelled ? I venture to eay that the
hon. gentleman knows nothing about
the matter himeelf. (Derisive laughter.)
Mr, Davin—That would not be any
answer. I did not bring forward these
cases. I may be a very ignorant peraon,
and I would be willing to learn from a
superior man such a8 my hon. friend ;
but I will go over the circumstances, and
I will say that it is very extraordinary
that, in many of these cases set out in
this pamphlet the Jesuits were expelled
for meddling with such tyrants as have
rarely existed in the history of the
human race,

Mcr. Charlton—What partioular cases ?
Mr. Davin—I think the hon. gentle-
man might keep quiet after he bas de-
clined to give the bouse the information
I saked for. I will, with the sufferance
of the Houee, go over the oases referred
to by him for bis information, and it
may not be uninterestiog. He says the
Jesuits were expelied from France in
1804. By whom were they expelled?
Does the hon, gentleman know? They
were expelled by Napoleon, who had
destroyed the liberties of France, and
who was at that time the Apollyon of
Europe. A year before he had wantonly
declared war against England, and, if the
Jesuits were bis enemies and wera ex-
pelied by and wers opposed to him, with
whom were they associated? They
were asgociated with some of thebest men
the world ever saw; they were assoociat

od with the Oonnaught Rapgers, who
came from the North of Ireland; they
were associated with the sons and the
fathers of Orangemen who went into
battle to the tune of the “Protestant
Boys.” (Cheers.) 8o, if the Jesuits were
expelled from France, they were in com-
pany with those whom my hon, friend,
in his zeal for Protestantism, in his de-
sire to destm{‘ everything which is not
in aocord with his own oult, has associat-
ed himaelf with, and therefore he should
not be angry with those Jesuits whom
the enemy of the younger Pitt, of Ma-
dame de Btael, of whatever was free in
Europe, or independent in France, ex-
pelled. 1n 1810 the Jesuits were expell-
ed from Naples. Does the hon. gentle-
msan know who expelled the Jesuite from
Naples in 1810? They were expelled by
a usnrper. They were expellee by Mu-
rat, and it was very natural, if they were
Neapolitans, that they, and many others
with them, should show themselves
hoatile ta the Government,and for reasons
which, if the hon. gentleman enquired
into them, he might ap rove. He speaks
of their having been expelled from Naples
in 1848. But who was on the throne at
the time? 1t was Ferdinund, a tyrant
80 base and g0 cruel that even misfor-
tune oould not soften his diaposition.
Does the hon, gentleman know, in his
zeal against the Jesunits, that he is draw-
ing himself shonlder to ahonlder with
King Bomba? (Laughter) 1 think
henceforth we must call him the King
Bomba of this House.

8ir John A. Macdonald—The King
Bombast, (Lunghter and cheers,)

Mr, Davin—Thehon. gentleman shows
us that he has an epic knowledge of hie-
tory, and therefore he must be aware
that the atate of the people in the prisons
of Naples at that time wrung tears from
all Europe. Inthat very year he butch-
ered his own people in the streets of

Naples, and that oity, aurrounded by all

that is beauntiful in sky, and sea, and air,
he made—to nuse the language of an his-
torian of Italy—a very earthly hell by
his crimes against libexty and toleration,
sye—and against Protestants as well as
Jesuits, In 1820, who ruled in Russia?
—because he tells us that in 1820 the
Jesuits were expelled from Russta. I
think they must have done something
dreadfully wrong. Had Alexander
I. good reasons for sending the
nobles and burghers into exile in 8iberia ?
If the Jesuits were expelled in 1820 from
Russia, they were expelled in the com-
pany of the noblest men that ever Russia
produced. Then the hon, gentleman
comes to Spain, in 1826. My hon,
friend’s soul is stirred that the Jesuits
were expelled from Spain in 1826, The
fact that they were expelled proves, of
course, that Ferdinand VII. had good
reason to expel them? They must have
done something very wrong. The des
potiem of Ferdinand VII became a by-
word, * * # % » = = The Bible
was proscribed by Ferdinand VIL.—my
hon. friend professes to love the Bible—
80 that if the Jesunits were proscribed
they were proscribed in company with
the Bible. To read it was dangerous, to
preach it was death, snd the Jesuits
were happy in being only expelled and
not slanghtered. Then take the Papal
States. It is a curious thing, it shows
what charming inconsistencies there are
in human nature—the fact that the
Papal Btates expelled the Jesuits seems
to him a terrible thing against them,
* * »* * *

In 1848 there was an insurrection, and
the Pope fled, The Jesuits did not
like this, What sort of men would
they be if they did like it? They
were membera of his ochurch, Do
yon suppose they would be worthy the
name of men at all if they had not felt
disappointed, and angry, and ready to be
aggressive, because the Pope had to fly ?
That they were expelled would not
necesgarily’ imply much disoredit on
their part. Then as to the Austrian
Empire in 1848, In Murch of that year
there was an insurrection in Vienna, and,
if I remember rightly, in Milan, in
Venice and Sardinia. In the summur
the Emperor fled to Inepruck, and the
Archduke John took charxge. Will the
hon. gentleman tell me now, whether
the Jesuits were expelled by the Govern-
ment of the Emperor, or by the Arch-
duke John, or by the insurrectionary
Government that was nlfimately set up?
Becaune, sir, if the hon, gentleman has
come hers to-day and taken from a pam-
phlet these dates and flang them down
on the table and asked men who are
representing OCanada to draw the ignor-
ant inference that he drew from them,
that becausa the Jesuits were expelied
by these tyrannical Governments they
must have done something dreadfully
wrong—if he has done that he is not
worthy of attention at any future time
in this Parliament. I do not like their
methods, but let us be just. Now,he
speaks of Galicia. In 1848 the Jesuits
were expelled from Galicia. Well, I have
a right to know which Galicia, {Cheers.)
Will the hon. gentleman tell me which
Galicia? {Renewed cheers.) He islike
one of the dumb dogs of Jupiter that
cannot bark, (Laughter) There is a
Galicia in 8pain, and there is a Galicia in
Poland. We will suppose, because it ia
much more likely, that he means Gilicia
in Poland, Who expelled them ? There
was only one power that counld expel
them, in 1848, from Poland, and that
was the most tyrannical emperor tha:
ever sat on the throne of Bt. Petersburg,
the tyrant Nicholas. I wish he had not
borne that name. (Laugoter) In Sar-
dinia, in 1848, again they were expelled.
Now, why were they expelled from Sar-
dinia in 1848? They might not have
baen very desirable guests at that time,
with their audacity and intrigue, but
where iz the analogy between the con-
dition of that country and ours? This
was a oritical timeforSardinia, Cavounr,
one of the greatest journalists and states-
men of Burope, had just started the
Revival newspsper. Tne Xing had
just granted & conatitution and
definitely espoused the cause of
Italian regeneration sgainst Austria,
and that great work was commenced
which, some years afterwards, was
to recelve & glorious consummation,
when with the sword for his taliaman
and liberty for his apell-word,  Garibaldi
was to chage, by the mere magic of his
name, everything that darkened over
the prospects of Italy, (Cheers.) Now,
what analogy was there betweenthat

revolutionary state of things and a con-

atitutional country euch as ours, with
liberty safe guarded, such a country, I
believe, for freedom, as does not exist,
anywhere else in the world? What
snalogy is there between disturbed states
like thowe, and a conntry. like this ? Yet
the hon. gentleman comes here ang
flings down bis barren dates. In 186)
again, Garibaldi expelled the Jesuits
{rom Bicily, and why did he expel them ?
He had made himself dictator; he de.
feated the royal troops at Calatafmi ;le
stormed Palermo ; he won Melazzo; he
gave Sicily a new constitution, and in
such a state of things the expulsion of
the Jesuits may have been a Decessity,
It might be necessary under cartain cir.
cumastances, even to expel the Knights
of Labor; it might be necessary to expel
all the lawyers ; it might be necegsary
to _expel any body of men in certain
oritical circumstances of the State, who
were likely to menace the object that
atatesmen, beving charge of it, had in
view. But what analogy can thers be
between such asatate of thingsin Canada?
Now, we were laughing a moment ago,
but I think it is & great crime for a man
ocoupying the high position of member
of Parilament to go through the coup-
try, and, without ever emquiring into
the circumstances in which these ex-
pulsions took place, t » hold events about
which he knows nothing, up before the
heated fancies of ignorant men—good.
hearted man, noble men in their way,
but still not having sufficient time to
test these things. He goes and reads
out that the Jesuits were expelled here
ware expelled there; they were expelled
elsewhere, and he leads people to icfer
that they are & danger to every State,
whatever its condition, and that they
were always in the wroog, whereas in
most cases they were expelied by des-
potic Governments. Weknow very well
that in . the history of the world there
have been men who would exercise
tyrannical power themaslves, but would
not allow anyone elss to be tyrannical
to the people; and the Jesuits, astbe
history of Europe shows, have, animated
it may be by ecclesiastical motives,
sometimes interfered on the side of
popular liberty against the tyranzical
oconduct of tyrannical men. There are
oases in whioh the Jesuits have been ex-
pelled for no other reason than protest-
ing to the King against the number of
bis miatresses. The hon. gentleman
(M. Chariton), I hope, does not mean
to deceive the people, but I say, if he
knows what he is doing, that he is guilty
of a very great crime and very great
misdemeanor.

Leo XI1I. is a great lover of Dante,
and his letter to Professor Giacomo Po-
letto, an editor and commentator on the
works of the great poet, is well deserving
of attention.

ence of Dante upon Chaucer, upon Mil-
ton; the changes in thought, which
gave us Faust for our typical poem in
place of the divine comedy. And all
this is the natural and logical outcome
that may be looked for a8 flowing from
an encouragement of Dantesque studies
and a popularizing of the works of that .
marvelous poeh.

FOME MOST INTERESTING DETAILS — BT,
p; TER'S DESCRIBED — CEHRISTMAS IN
ROME~ CHURCHES~ BUINS— ANCIENT AND
MODERN SCENES—A MOST INTERESTING

® SKETCH.

To the Bditor of the Tyue Witnese :

Dzag Sir,—I had intended, before go-
iog to Italy, to have lat you have, while
there, some brief accounts of & few of the
mapy interesting ohjects of interest I
would have the pleasure of seeing during
my anticipated stay of three. months,
but, as mapy of your readers are well
aware, the intentions of & traveller, pre-
vious to bis depaxture, somehow or other,
are not carried out to the letter ; never
sbeless, I will try now, upon my retarn,
to give you & sort of synopgis of parts of
parts of this late Italian visit, which, I
may here 8ay, had been the great wish of
mine for many years past, and now, since
Ihave achieved it, ] am sure it will linger
fresh in my memory for & long time to

c0mme. . . -

To & Catholic, such a visit, of course,
far exceeds in interest that of & non-
Catholic, for, besides the beautiful works
of axt, &c., the Church gives him matters
of the deepest interest, mowhere to be
found outside of Italy, for here is the
Church’s centre with its principal Head,
besides its beautiful buildings, centuries
old, of magnificent architecture, having
very old and venerable contents dating
from the primitive ages of christianity.
1 will, within this first letter concerning
my visit, confine myself entirely to Rome,
which I immediately repaired to upon
landing in Napies, as 1 wished to be
in the Eternal City for Christmas,
80 that I might follow the Cburch's cele-
brations during that joyous sesson. Ar-
riving in Rome at night, the first thing
the following moroing waa to hasten to
the great basilica, 8t, Peter’s, the first
great attraction for the traveller arriving
in the Eternal City, which has been so
truly designated as * the most glorious
structure that has ever been applied to
the use of religion.” Before referring to
this noted basilica, let me quote the oft
repeated lines of Byron:

% But thou of temples old, or altars new,
Blandest above—with nothlng ltke to thee,
Worthiest of (2od, the holy and the true,
fince Zion’s desolation, when that He
Forsook the former olty, what could be
Qfearthly structures, in His honor piled

>0f a sublimer aspect? Majesty,
ow?r‘ ﬁlory. strength and beauty, all are
alsle

In this eternal ark of worship undeflled.”

Bt. Peter'a is a subject, vast in itzelf,
which would take volumes to describe
well. Its history I will not go into save
to say its foundation by Constantine, the
first Cbristian Emperor, in 324, which he
desirzed to build over the tomb of the
“Fisherman.” This grand imperial
structure—the admiration of the Chris-
tisn world—took between eleven and
iwelve centuries to build. Hearing and
teading 80 much of this colossal building,
of ourse, I imagined a vast deal, which,
when I viewed 1t st first, I was some-
What disappointed, but the oftener I saw
i, its vastness grew upon me, and many
Were the times, during my Roman stay,
I'went to this magnificent temple and
wandered within its beautiful colossal
walls, every time seeing something new.
It would take volumes, as I said, to des-
atibe the splendor, beauty and loveliness
of this temple. Its many chapels with
theix altars, monuments and mosaic art,
each magnificent, besides the numerous
Telics, etg,, to be found therein, Indeed,
had the Popes done little else, the world
Would be indebted to them for this, the

‘andest conception of the mind of man.
Algo to the architect, may I say, are the
objects of interest found in St. Peter's,
“&h’,’ the land of marble, gave to St.
Peter's the most beautiful and costly
Production ever found, and finished by
gﬁted men, Tome, the more I beheld
he workmanship of this marble temple,
; ¢ more convinced I was of the beauti-
‘E‘,ﬂnd costly work of each aquare foot
g Uadimensions throughout. Most of the
heven Sundays { was in Rome, besides
'ke many festas in December and Jan-
vary, I always made it a point to be, if
voselble, for Solemn Mass and Vespers
:in this basilior. Of course on Christmas
asl'l this vast cathedral was tolerably
%ol filled, the celebrant being. Oaxdinal

mpolla, Secretary of State, the music
#nd ceremonies most grand, the former

by the Papal choir, whose voices seemed
celestial, flling one’s soul with & melody
which I, fancied could only be
rivalled by the heavenly choir,
and to ses on this day, as wall
as on several others, the processions
moving throngh this gorgeous basilica, or
to wander about by one’s self near the
hour of the *“Ave,” meditating in the dim
religious light which emanates from the
eighty-nine (89) lamps, ever burning
round the Confessio at the Papal altar,
in which is & marble descent to the Sar-
cophagus of St. Peter, closed by doors of
gilled bronze, can be beiter imagined
than described. Rome’s churches num-
ber nearly four hundred, so, even to at-
tempt to describe the principal ones, and
they, I can assure you &re numerous,
would be no easy task, nevertheless I
will try to take your readers to some
here and there which impressed me
greatly. Christmas afternoon, as is the
usual custom, immense throngs of people
found their way to the beautiful church
of S. Maria Maggiore, third in rank of
the great churches in Rome, to hear
Vespers sung and to see the procession
with & portion of our Saviour's crib in a
superb reliquary borne through the
church, was very fine. The church’s in-
terior is surpassingly beauntiful, consist-
ing of three naves, severed by some
forty-four Ionic columnaof white marble.
In the right and left transepts are the
beantiful Sistine and Borghese chapels
of inestimable cost. Another of the first
grand churches I aimed to see was St.
Paul’s on the Qstian Way, a short dis-
tance outside of the walls. This church
was begun in 338, the site of a more
ancient one, and many Llimes was re-
stored and embellished. I was told, be-
fore the great fire of 1823, this was the
finest and most interesting church in
Rome. The afternoon I viewed the gor-
goous decorations of the church was
very fine, and, a8 I stood at the west
end of the nave, alone at the time in
this church, its grandeur as it met my
eye was of unsurpassing beauty. For-
merly, it was a Busilica with double
aisles and open roof, and the architrave
was supported by eighty oolumns of
costly marble. The present state is sim.
ilar, save tbe ceiling of the nave, which
is richly coffered instead of being open,
The fine collection of pictures in mosaic
of all the FPopes, below the gorgeous
ceiling, is most beautifal, and to see this
grand supersight reflected in the polished
variegated marblespavement is magnifi-
cent in the extreme. Here, under the
Papal altar, are the mortal remains of the
Apostles Sts, Panl and Timothy. I can
agsure you this church captivated me
for quite a while. Walking back to the
porto 8. Paolo, I noticed a small chapel,
which indicates the spot where Saints
Peter and Paul took leave of each other
on their last journey when about to
suffer martyrdom, and the latin inscrip-
tion seen here, translated,says : “At this
place St. Peter and St. Paul, on their way
to suffer martyrdom, separated ; and
Paul said to Peter : May peace be with
thee—foundation of the Church and
pastor of all the lambs of Christ. And
Peter said to Paul: Go in peace, thou

reacher of the good, and guide of the
just in the way of Salvation.”

The Basilics of St. John of Lateran
olaimed my attenticn ssveral times,
This church, *omnium urbiz e orbis
ecolesiarum maler el caput,”’ was the prin-
cipal church of Rome after the time of
Constantine the Great. Thia church’s
two facades, both on the east and south
gides, are of the best description found
in Rome. The interior, of great length,
is beautifully finished, and is lanked by
double aisles borne by twelve pillars. In
the piches are statues of the twelve
Apostles, over these again are the figures
of twelve propbets. The gorgeous ceil-
ing is eaid to have been designed by
Michsael Angelo. Therichly inlaid pave-
ment attracted my notice very much.
This church contains many relics. I
was informed the Chapter of the Lateran
still takes precedence of 8t. Peter’s,
Near this church ie the building contain-
ing the Scala Sancta, which Ivisited twice
while in Bome. Itisthe flight of twenty-
eight marble steps from Pilate’s palace
at Jernsalem, which Our Saviour ascend-.
od and descended. They were bronght
to Rome, in 826, by the Empress Helena.
Here daily can be seen many ascending
them on their knees, the only way ever
done. The marble is covered with hard
wood, in which are niches for the faith-
ful to touch these steps, sanctified by
the Sacred” feet and stained by the
Precious Blood of the World’s Redeemer

1862 years ago. At their topI viewed

with awe the Santa Sanctorum chapel,
formerly the private chapel of the Popes.
The last day of the psat year I went
to the Church of the Gesu, visited before,
for the Benediotion service and “Te
Deum,” which is always well filled with
worshippers, and upon this ogoasion
crowded with people from the prince Lo
the beggar, ea h eager to return thanks
for the mercies rec:ived during the year
just ending. Tuis sight was most im-
posing, myriads of candles lighting this
beautiful ghurch, with the high altar in
gorgeous hangings and the chant of the
*Te Deum” takep np by thousands of
voices, accompanied by the grand organ
and the incense as it ascended, emble-
maticof the prayers of the people present
struck me, a Catholic, with an awe and
feelmﬁ _never to be forgotten, This
church iathe pringipal one of the Jesnits,
and one of the richest and mcss gorgeous
in Rome, built early in the 16th century.
The ceiling painting, “Triamph of the
Name of Jesns,” is very fine. The walls
are oovered with most valuable marble
and the chapels, pumbering many, are
costly finished. To the left, in the trans-
ept, Is the altar of 8t. Ignating with
beautiful surroundings, the columns
being of lapis-lazuli and gilded bronse.
The two atatues, “ God the Father” and
* Christ,” both by two of the ablest
masters, behind which, encircled by a
halo of rays,is the emblematic Dove.
Very noticeable ia the globe of the eartb,
consisting of a single block of lapis-lazull
{said to be the largest in existence.)
Beneath the altar iz a beautiful sarco-
phagus containing the remsins of the
ssint. At the sides are groups in marble
symbolical of Religion and Faith.

The Pantheon claimed my attention
several timee. This ancient building
seems to be the best preserved of all
others, and still, I am told, has ita orig-
insl appearance. It is a rotunda, and
its situation is quite near the Via Coxso,
the principal and busiest street in Rome.
The history of the Pantheon dates from
some thirty years before Christ. The
interior is lighted by & circular aperturs
in the roof. The remains of Raphael
and King Viotor Emmanue! II. rest here.
The portico of this building is very
noticeable with its sixteen Corinthian
columns of granite. Behind this bnild-
ing is the charch of 8. Maria Sopra
Minerve, the only Gothic church in
Rome, under the controtl of the Domini-
can order, To the left of the High Altar
is seen Michael Angelo’s “ Christ with
the Crosa;” besides, this church contains
msny valuable works of art. Of course,
the R>man churches, being 8o many and
so fine, & great deal of time must be
given to get a fair idea of their beauly;
nevertheless, there are also many signts
of old historic interest which I often-
times interspersed the churches with,

The Coliseum or Flavian Amphi.
theatre was given several visits, This
old theatre, the largest ever built, is
moat imposing, its completion dating
about A.D. 80, Its history, doubtless,
meany of your readers axe familiar with,
This huge structure is nesarly all built
with blooks of travertine, formerly held
together by iron cramps, brick being
only used in the interior. Its plan is
elliptical, measuring nearly six hun-
dred yards, its dimensions being 170 and
156 {eet respeotively. Partof the erstern
portion is still preserved, four stories
adorned with haif columns of three differ-
ent orders of architecture. We are told
it had seats for 87,000 speotators.
Thoughts of the terrible scenes enacted
here make one’s blood run cold. Beneath
the arena are clearly seen the chambers
and dens for the wild beasts. About one
third only of this gigantio structure re-
mains, which gives one a stupendous
impression what it once was, Here also
witnessed the martyrdom of many
Ohristians in the first ages of the Church.
Awmong those who gave their lives for
the Faith was the glorions Bishop of
Antioch, Bt. Ignative, who was tom to
pieces by lions here. Quite near hexe,
which claimed my attention many times,
are the imposing ruins of the Forum
Romanum, A fair description of this
very ancient site would fake too long to
describg, suffice to say,itis one of the
sights of Rome, where are to be seen
daily parties of tourists studying these
very ancient ruins, all of whichare very
attractive. The principal buildings,
whose remajng we see at the-present
time, were built between-the years B.C.
487 and A.D, 526,80 one can-enaily under-
stand a lively Interest is taken hers,
besides, what we do seeare well preserv-
ed. The -Palatine Hill, .quite near the

south side of the Forum, proved to.me:

most interesting, giving, asit does, much
very interesting matter of study, besides
from whose high elevation beautiiful
views of the Forum and different otber
points of the city can be seen, my camera
being brought well into play here. The
elevated parts of the bill, now the gar-
dens, was once the site of the palace of
Tiberiug, near to which is the honse of
Livia, believed to have been the house of
the father of Tiberius. This has been
vovered over for some time o as to pre-
serve the principal wall-paintings, etc,,
in the rooms below, very interesting to
see. There are many other ruins of
buildings, consisting of palaces, eto.
Here, 88 in the Forum, are seen continu-
ally people studying the ruins_ with
guides, and artists sketching particnlar
points.

THE POPE’S APOSTOLIC LETTER

TO THE ENGLISH PEOPLE.

LoxpoN, April 20.—The Times has the
English text of the FPope’s recent apos-
tolic letter to the English people. The
levter fills three columns, In it the Pope
said he greatly desired to address to the
Englieh people a special letter and thus
give them & token of his sincere affec-
tion. He wished keenly that some effort
of his might tend to further the great
work of bringing about the union of
Christendom. The letter then cites his-
torical evidence of the love and care
shown by the Pontifls for England since
Gregory the Great, and alludes to the ex-
ertions made by Eogland for the solu-
tion of the labor question, for religious
education, for charitable objects, for the
observance of Sunday and tor respect of
the Scriptures. It saysthat man’s Iabor
cannot attain to full efficacy without
the appeal to God in prayer and the
divine blessing. It dwells upon tbe in-
crezsing nced of the unity of Christians
as the best means of defence against
modern errors. It speaks with satisfac:
tion of the increasing number of these
religious and discreet men, who labor
sincerely for re-union with the Catholic
Churct.. The Pope wrote that, with a
loving heart, he turned to all and every
community in Eogland, desiring to recall
to them this holy unity. He would in-
voke the assistance of the Catholica of
Epngland, Ssints Gregory, Augustine,
Peter and George, and above all Mary
the Mother of Jesus. Three hundred
days' indulgence is granted to all those
piously reciting the prayer with which
the letter ends.

BIG PRICES FOR COINS AND
MEDALS.

The collection of Canadian coins and
medals of Gerald E.Hart, of Montreal,
was sold by auction in New York last
Saturday.

token $15, the Hunterstown token $22, a
variety of the White farthing $15.50, and
8 large quantity sold at prices ranging

from $1 to $10 apiece. Amongst the

medals, the Oawego sold at $20.50. Thre®
Indian medals from George III. sold for
$69, 866 and $88.50, and another from
Viotoria at $94. The Chateauguay
medals went as high as $45, $47 and $54,
The resualt was very satisfactory, the
total amount realized being over $4,000,
The largest part was bought by United
Btates colleotors, who appreciate our
coins and medals; from the prices re-
alized at thissale it is inferred the de-
mand for our coins will be great, and
probably when Montreal will think of
getting 8 collection for & muses it will be
too late as the strangers are buying
every Canadian collection they can get
and only & few are left in Canada.

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The Oollapse oi Liberalism In Europe.

From Vienns we learn that the Bover-
eign Pontiff will, next month, issue an
important letter on the labor question to

tbe Austrian episcopacy. There is no
doubt that in Austria, as elsewhere on
{he Continent, the masses of the people
are turning to the Church for a solution
of the eocial and economic problems
with which they are confronted. The
old party guidance 18 provin
and causing genersl disappointment. By
no less anthority than the Times correa-
pondent we are assured that the Liberal
party in Austria, is, like Belgian Liberal-
ism, in & moribund condition. It has, it
appesrs, long been losing its hold on the
people, and is, to & great extent, de-
pendent on the support of the Jewish
community, particularly in the capital,
For tbis, if for no better reason, it must
oppose anti-Semitism. On the other
hand, the anti-Semitic agitation, w ich
has now been persistenly propagated for
gome -years past, has won a hearing
oven among electors of all ranks. Pro-
vincial constituenocies egpecially exhibit
a growing impatience with a merely ne-
tiva programmse.

gaAa a.g indication of how they stand
with the country, it may be mentioned
that the Liberals themselves anticipate
that the anii-Semites will secure a con-
giderable accession to their numbers at
the approaching elections for the Vienna
Municipal Council, where the latter al-
ready have practically their own way.
The party have good reason to apprebend
that the most modest concession in the
way of electoral reform would cause them
gerious losees at the polls, or perhaps
compel them to adopt some positive pro-
gramme to avert utter ruin. Under
thess circumstances the Liberals, hoping
almost against hope, are looking forward
with anxious expectation to the Papal
pronouncement. They imagine that pos-
#ibly his Holiness may help to strength-
en their position by coundemning the pro-
gramme of the Catholic party. A con-
demnation of that kind would, they con-
jecture, throw into the Liberal ranks a
large number of Casholics. But it is easy
to see that the Liberals are
grasping 8t straws  like dying
men who are eager to avail of
any means of prolonging their
own exigtence. The programme of the
Catholic social party ia really based on the
teaching of Leo XIIL, and it is, there-
fore, of courae absurd to suppose that it
will meet with his disapproval,

The position of the Austrian Liberals
taken in connection with other political
symptoms on the Continent at the
present time is extremely significant.
It shows how wise'is the polioy of the
Ohurch and how endaring and efficacious
are the remedies it proposea for the cure
of the evils which afflict oations. At one
time it was thought that the Liberaliam
which was the outcome of the French
Revolution would resdly extinguish
Qatholicism throughout Europe. It cer-
tainly combatted religion with great per-
eistency and bitterness in almost every
continental country.

The German and Austrian Liberals
wers slways ardent supporters of every
movement which simed at diminishing
the influence of the Church. As the
Times correspondent says, ons of their
main ohjects has been * to resist clerical
pretensions.” But they are now reduced
to the necessity of looking for help to
those “clericals” whom they hava as-
sailed with such fiexce opposition. Im
Bslgium the collapse of Liberalism has
been more complete and almost equally
Ignoble. It has long had what is usnally
considered by politicians an advantage
n appealing to the suffrages of the peo-
Pe; it has not been fettered by the re.
sponsibilities of office. But, despite this,
18 vigor passed away. It declined year
sfter year, until at the last general elec-
tion it was proved to be well nigh de-
funct, whilst the Oatholics won victories
sl along the line and returned from the
conteet decisively triumphant.

The xavival of [talian greatness through
the efforts of Victor Emmannel and his
suoceasor is averywhere acknowledged to
be a mere dream, and of this none are
more conscious than the members of the
existing Italian Government. Tbe con-
dition of the country has gone from bad
to worse, and in a more deplorable plight
even than the Austrian Liberals, Signor
Crispi and his supporters are turning
$o the Churoh in an appealing spirit. In
view of the forthcoming elections their
feeling evidently is that if the Oatholics
do not come to their aid, the preserva-
t.x.ondof the Constitntion will be jeopar-
ized.

Indications such as these all tend to
make it evident that on the Continent
the future lies with the Catholic Cburch.
There can be no doubt tbat this altered
state of affaira with respect to the Church
is very largely due to the wise social
policy inaugurated by Leo XIIL. At his
instigation Oatholic societiea have been
formed In every qusrter for the purpcse
of grappling with the great problems of
the day, and espeoially that of safeguard-
ing the rights of the toilers. Their action
haa already been prolific of good results.
They are looked upon as true bene-
factors by the working classes because
their aims are unselfish and their prinei-
ples sound. When their work has had
guflicient time for its full develepement
it will, it may be safely eaid, produce
something like a revolution in favor of
Catholicism. In our own country there
are special diffioulties in the way of
Catholic social action, but it may be that
some Cathotic leader will in due time
arise and lay before the public & policy
in conformity with the views of Leo
X11I.; and the man who will do this will
1n no smsall measure increase the power
and influence of the Church amongst us.
[t may be argued that to enter on such
a course would stir up party feeling and
tend to accentuate political differences
between Catholics. There is, bowever,
00 resson why a Catholic social pro-
gramme should partake of a party char-
acter. The study f the condition of the
toiling masses should be approached in no
partisan epirit. It is a great question of
justice and men of all partiee who are
eager for the welfare of the Btate should
nnite without prejudice in the task of
finding its solution. To aid and guide
them in doing this Catholica have clear
and definite principles and the luminous
exposition of those pribciples by
tbe Sovereign Pontiff. The Eacy-
clical Novarum Rerum supplies a
basie upon which may be founded a
policy suitable to all the requirements
of the present day. This much is cer-
tain—tnat if the Catbolic workers do not
obtain light and leading in respect to
socia]l problems from men of their own
faith, they will seek it from others out-
side the Church. and may thus be drawn
into socisties and brought under influ.
ences mi re or less out of harmony with
Catholic ideas.—Liverpool Times.

WALTER LECKY’S NEW BOOK.

Eugene Davie, the eminent eritic, in
his letter of last week, to the Western
Watchman, thus refers to the volume of
essaye recently sent forth by Walter
Lscky : :

The latest volume of this young Cath-
olic author ie entitled “Down at Cax-
ton’s,” a series of sketches of modern
Catbolic American writers, It is pub-
lished by the firm of Jobn Murpby & Co.,
Baltimore, and costs only 35 oenta.
Walter Lecky’s first volume is entitled
“Green Graves in lreland.,” The name
of Lecky was unknown to the literary
world three years ago. To-day his “Adi-
rondack Sketches” have won bhim fame,
not only in Catholic circles, but also in
secular literary circles in the land. These
essays were contributed to the “Catholic
World” in 1894, and were illustrated by
pictures of mountain life, Among the
best drawn, though morally the worat,
of his characters is & parsun, who, afier
gtarting a bank in the little town where
the talented author resides, cleared out
of that locality one fine morning with
the deposits of his parishioners, rich and
poor. This swindling dominie is cer-
tainly drawn from live charactera. The
Boston Herald, in a review of an issue
of the Catholic World, stated that the
“Adirondack Sketches” of Waller Lacky
was the most learned and erudite article
in the pages of that magazine. “In his
graphic eketches of character,” the
Herald added, “and human nature, he

almost rivals Obarles Dickens.” In his

writings he is & stern critio, and_has a
decidedly analytic mind. He dissects,
with all the self-satisfaction of an anat-
omist, any poems or essays, and rarely
considers them perfect. He is some-
times extravagant of hia praise in the
articles, printed in bis recently pub-
lished volume, on George Parsons La.
throp and the late Brothar Azarias,
While he is a severe critic on several of
Maurice Francis Egan's poems, he ad-
mires that poet's sonnets, Lecky does
not act as a critic through any vindictive
apirit. He bas & warm and generous
heart, but he is frank in his writings.

His “Down at Caxton’s ” containg ar
tioles written with the pen of & brilliant
word painter. Lecky’s style is unique
in the faot that the method of exprees-
ing hia ideas is essentially origival,
Many of his essays are intellectual
moesics, Among the writers depicted
by his fertile pen in his * Down at Csx-
ton’s ” are Richard M. Johnston, Charles
Warren Stoddard, Maurice Francia Egan,
James J¢ firey Roche, Katherine E. Con-
way, Mrs. Elizabeth Blake, Louise Imo-
gen ,Guiney, Agnes Repplier, the late
Brother Azarias, George Parsons Lathrop
and Rev. John B, Tabb. Of James Jeflrey
Roche he writes as follows: ™ His gen-
ius, as that of most poets of Celtic
blood, is essentially dramatic. This
may best be seer in that fine man-loving
poem, ‘“ Netchaieff.” Netchaieff,a Rus-
gian Nihilist, was condemned to prieon
for life. Deprived of writing materials,
he allowed his finger naif to grow until
he fashioned it into a pen. With thie
he wrote in his blood on the margin of &
book the story of his sufferings. The
letter written in blood was emuggled
out of prison and published ; and Net-
chaieff died very soon aiter. The poet's
opening lines, relating to the Czar and
Netchaiefl’s death in prison, show that
the human interest of this poet swallows
up all other interests, * * * How
finely conceived is the satire in these
lines:
¢« Netchaleff {8 dead, your Majesty.

You knew him not He was acommon hind,
Whno lived ten years o hell, andiben he died,
To seek anolher beil, 88 we must think,

Hince he was rebel to your Majesty,””

These are Lecky’s remarks on Father
Tabb: *“* Where the biography is long,
laudatory and in rounded periods, it is
approached, as ope would & enake, with
a kind of fear that in the end you may
be bitten. ‘May I be skinned alive,”
said that master of word selection and
phrase juggler, Flaubert, “ before I turn
my private [eelings to literary account.’
All the readers, with the stench of re-
cent keyhole biography, shout ‘ Brave!’
Flaubert’s pbrase might essily bave
hung on the pen of the retiring worahip-
per of the besutiful,the Roman Catbolic
priest, who drudges through & daily
round of pedegogical duties in B8t.
Charles’ College. The strange thing is
that in the midst of this daily round of
drudgery the poet finds time to produce
what & recent critic well calle ‘ verse
gems of thought.’” Later on I shall
cull more flowers from the garden of
Lecky’s fancy that msay interest your
readers,

TO CANONIZE A JEW.

——

SAINTLY LIFE OF A JEW WHO DIED A
CATHOLIC PRIEST.

In the Lzaflet Almanac for 1895, pub-
lisbed at the Novitiate house of the So-
ciety of the Holy Ghost, in Paris, we read
over the date of the 2nd of February a
short but edifying little notice of a saint-
ly priest, once a Jew, who awaits now
his canonization, It is a8 follows: The
venerable Francis Mary Pau!l Libermann
was born on the 12th of April, 1804, of a
J.wish family, at Savern, in Alsace.
Converted to the faith by an extraordin-
ary grace at theage of 22, he was baptiz-
ed and received Holy Communion on
Christmas Day, 1826, and entered the
college of Bt. Sulpice, to conserrate
himself to the service of God. From
the day of bis entrance he was & stud-
ent of extraordinary fervour and piety.
He had already advanced to the Minor
Orders when a terrible malady, epilepsy,
stopped him in his course on the very
threshold of Holy Orders. Having been
miraoculously oured at Loreito in Italy
after fifteon years of unheard of trisls,
he was ordained priest on the 8th of
September, 1841, and established, for
the evangelization of the blacks. the
Society of the Holy Heart of Miry,
which, in 1848, was united to the Bociety
of the Holy Ghost. The decree of ap-
probation of the union of the two socie-

ties into one is dated from the Propa-

gands, September 26th, 1848, Father
Libermann was at the same time ap-
pointed first General of the society now:
called “of the Holy Ghost and the Holy
Heart of Mary.” Hedied in the mether:
house of the soociety at Paris, in the:
odour of earctity on the second of
February, Feast of the Purification, just.
a8 the Commupity singing Vespers:
chanted the words of the * Magnificat,"”
“Et exaltavit humiles,” which were
distinotly heard in the death-chamber
of the saint. Pius IX. declared him
‘ Venerable” on the 27th of Msy, 1876,
and Leo XIII. in 1886, declared his
:!riéinga “free of error.”’—Catholic Sen-
inel.

tary of Btate, there is every reason to
hope that better conunsels will prevail in
Manitoban ministerial circles. This we
infer from the altered tone of Mr. 8ifton,
88 will be geen by an interview with a
Montrea! journalist, which we publish
on another page.

If the Manitoba Government will re-
turn o reason, and carry out the judg-
ment of Her Majesty’s Privy Council,
none of the dire consequences foretold
by M, Bifton need follow. The principle
of separate schools for the Catholic min-
ority having been acknowledged, the
local authorities can adopt measures to
make the schools effective. At the
present moment all that is needed, on
the part of the Manitoba Government, is
good will and a apirxit of justice.

THE STAGE.

Bince our editorial of last week, on
the interesting and important subject
of Dancing, we have been spoken to by
readers regarding the stage and its at-
tractioos a8 well as dangers, From time
immemorial theatrical representations
have served as ap amusement and gen-
erally as a source of education for the
publio. Some of the fineat relics of
ancient literature are the plays that
drew tho-sands to the theatres of the
far away past. In the annals of modern
literature some of the moat beautiful
and most olassic produoctions are
deamatic. The golden era of French
literature—the seventeenth ceniury—
hes produced nétbing more lasting, ele-
vating and inatructive than the works
of Racine and Corneille, It is needless
to refer to Bhakeapeare and the number
of glorious satellites that revolve around
that central orb. The stage, in itself, is
erand, ennobling, ingtructive; but like
all good things, all praiseworthy insti-
tutions, its abuse becomes a danger pro-
portionate to its henchits when properly
conducted. The world would sink
rapidly into barbarism were it not for
the pure, elevating and good literature
that exiats; the world would be happy,
peaceful, and admirable were it not for
the evil pernicious literature that poi-
sons sooiety and slays virtue. Because
there exists a trashy, immoral, debased
literature does not prove that literature
is therefore bad and injurious, The
presence of any vice—howsoever repre-
hensible—does not do away with the
existence of virtue. The low plane to
whioch the stage has been brought by
thousands of writers and actors, who
pander to the vices of the age, in no
way detracts from the elevating and
laudable tendencies of the high-mtinded
compogers and gifted impersonators,
who make it a duty to educate tt.e pub-
lic, to draw men and women awsy from
the precipice of immorality, and tend
to counteract—through the medium of
attractive amusement—the pernicious
results of the demoralized stage. Thank
God for the good men and the good
women who are seeking to elevate the
race by means of the very medium that
hundreds use to debase and degrade
mankind! We have nothing but ap-
proval of ‘t.heir sctions and efforts to
pronounce.

If the world must read, give it good,
sound, moral literature. If the world
must be amused and distracted, give it
innocent amusement and elevating dis-
traction. Such is our opinion of the
stage in general. Granting, however,
the best of dramatio representation, the
highest class of histrionic literature, the
most conscientions and  noble minded
actors and -aotresses, atill, speaking of
the profession— especially for ladies—we
osnnot refrain from recalling the words

of Mary Anderson, the Q(atholia ex-

actress, the model woman, the gifted
star of the stage, and the now pious and
devoted example of domestic goodness,
“I would rather know that my dear
friend were dead,” ehe said, “than fo
know that she had gone on the stage as
a professional.”

It is not the fact of acting, nor of being
on the stage, that ia to be so much
dreaded ; it is the temptations, the con-
stant dangers, the unavoidable perila
that surround the life of & profeasiqnnl
actor, or actress—eapecially the latter.
It is the almosphere that is breatheds
the whirl of excitement that is unoeas-
ing, the luxury of applause and the hol-
lowness of all the very best triumphs,
The disappointments that come, the
melancholy that sets in—sooner or later
—the unsatisfied ambition, the unre-
quited labor, the hours of unrest that
sap the vitality, the trials, pains, mis-
eries, probabie illnesses and the unavoid-
able grave, after a life dedicated to suc-
ceeses that may never come, or if they
do come, turn out to be mere vanities,
“ shadows that but allured to fly.”

It isa grand and encouraging spec-.
tacle to go to a theatre and behold the
succees of & great actress, to admire her
costly robes, her jewels and her every
indication of wealth, happiness and con-
tentment. The imagination of the
young person is fired and the desire is
created to becomea heroine of the stage,
an object of wunlimited sapplause, a
prima-donna. But how many things are
forgotten in the presence of the enchant-
ing seene! Has the young girl consider-
ed the nights and days of labor—mental
and physical—required before even a
medium success can be expected ? Does
she know of the harsh criticismas, the
unkind rebukes, the bitter tears, the
bruta) saxcasms, the sleepless hours, the
vexations, disappointments, and often,
even in the best regulated companies,
the unavoidable insults that pave the
rough road to stage triumph? Then,
again, she muat consider that the apti-
tude, the talent, the histrionic gift are
all indispensable.

A person may imagine herself quali-
fied for the profession, but only learns
after repeated failures, humiliations and
disappointments that she has left the
true circle of her worldly usefulness to
sink into the ranks of the third rate
stage playexs of the hour. In this mag:
netisam—so0 to speak—which the stage
exercizes upon the misguided, enthuasias-
tic and somewhat frivolous minds of the
young, do we behold the greatest evil
that the profession creates. It is sad to
think of the numbers of once promising
and bhigh-minded young women who
have diifted into the wake of the count-
less unfortunate victima of the same in-
fatuation. For atime they are buoyed
up with hopes, they strive to overcome
all obetacles, they live in the fond ex-
pectation of one day beholding their
dreams realized ; like moths they revel
for & few houre—a butterfly existence of
8 season—in the glare of the foot-lights
and then when their wings are singed,
they drop helplesaly into oblivion,

This is a subject upon which we gould
write many columns, both in praise of
of the stage and indication of the dan-
gers that lurk around it. But we have

said sufficient, we trust, to encourage

those truly honorable actors and actresses
who seek to elevate the profegsion, and
sufficient to warn the young and inex-
perienced against the temptation that a
life of itinerant labor and tinsel show
flings in the way of eo many well-
educated, gifted and virtuous women. It
is our duty to point out these dangers,
especially when the good of our Catholic
readers is to be considered. We would

be long sorry tu deter any able and gen-

eroue-souled person from helping to
raige the standard of the theatre; yet
'we oould never forgive ourselves were wé
guilty of the grave erime of inducing, by
word or precept, any young person to
suocumb to the hypnotic inflaence of
thentage.

THE POPE’S LETTERS.

The Catholic Standard, of Philadelphia,
in its Iast issue, calls attention to a quos.
tion of more than passing importance,
The world at large admires and reccg.
nizes the genins of the great Pontiff who
now ocoupies the See of Bt. Pater. Py
haps no Pope, no monarch, no statesman
has ever aent forth to the world more
important documents than the various
letters addressed by Leo XIII. to the
different sections of the world. Yethow
few, comparatively, bave read and
studied these masterpieces of logic, elo-
quence, erudition and instruction ! Alove
all, how very few of our non-Catholic
friends know anything at all about them!
Were the Letters of the Pope read by
the non-Gs.thglio portion of the world
very much of the prejudice now existing
acainet our Church would be dispelled.
There are hundreds of thousands of
enlightened, honest hearied, high-ming-
ed Protestants who labor under great
mistakes concerning the teachings and
practices of Catholicity, and who would
only be tno glad to know the true spirit
that animates the Church. We don’t
gay that they wounld become Catholics,
but we do know that they would be less
prejudiced against us, they would give
credit where it ia due, they would admire
much that they now despise, respect
what they now ridicule, and honor what
they now reject, were they to know the
works of the acknowledged Head of the
Catholic Church. Again, wedon't mean
the letters that treat merely of Church
government, of dogma and morals, but
those that take in subjects affecting the
interests of every citizen in the world,
Yet, it cannot be expected that these
good people should know anything of
the lofty principles ard deep common
sense of the Church’s great Teacher,
when there are thouneands upon thous.
ands of educated Catholice who, for one
resson or another, never read—and,
above all, never astudied or reflect on—
the Letters of Loo XIII.

The Pope spends months in preparing
one of these elaborats and powerful ad-
dresses to the world ; he has at his dis-
posal all the wealth of information that
the Vatican can supply, he has his own
experience of three quartersof a century,
more or less in public life, he bas, like-
wise, his personal talents, bright gifts, of
judgment, imagination, and expression,
wherewith to eolidify, embellish and
fortify his utterances. Afier all the
labcr is expended upon the document,
after the subject has been examined and
re-examined in all its phrases, it takes
from through the medium of the Latin
language—or, perhaps the Italiun. Copies
are then sent to every diocese in the
world. The original, as in Canada or the
United Btates, is tranelatedinto English,
French, or whatever langusge is spoken
by the faithful of each parish. The
Letier is then read—generally in parts—
on Sunday, at High Mass, from the
pulpit. Perhaps the one-fifth of the par-
ishioners attend that Mass, and of that
number, one-half may go away without
understanding the letter; the other half
may remember its purport for a few
hours—and then itis forgotten. Some
may bear only the begionlng of it, others
only another portion—just according 88
they attend the High Mass service on
the different Sundays. The OCatholio
newspapers get copies and publish them.

But very few Protestants ever see the
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QOatholic NEWBDApEXS ; and the .Catholic
readers are more inglined to skip & long
letter tban to sit down and osrefully
peruse its contents. The secular press
gives a few extracts from the docament—
generally insufficient to convey any
ides of its purport, or soope. And the
grand lesson to the world-is soon forgot-
ten or entirely ignored. X

To remedy this evil—for it is an evil
and au injustice to the great Pontiff and
to the whole Church for which be
speaks—the Catholic Standard suggqsts
the printing of those letters, according
ga they appear, in & amgll_ pamphlet
form, cheap and yet in clear characters,
and the scattering of them all over the
country. It is thus that our esteemed
contsmporary oloses its editorial on the
subject ! :

«Inder the proposed system there is
po obstacle in the way of mailing & copy
of each of the Holy Father's letters, in
English, as Boon a8 1t &ppears, to the
grester number of clergymen of all
denominations, teachers of every grade,
collego  professors, lawyers, physicians
and literary people, including, of course,
the writers of every kind for the daily
press, as well as to all others susceptible
to the truth. Every public and semi-

public library should be on the mailing- |

list. Once the project were under way,
other methods of carrying on the work
would, of course, suggest themselves ac-
cording to the oircumatances of time
snd place. L. .

This diocese, full of Catholic intelli-
gence and zeal, in fit ground for laying the
foundation of this enterprize.

We know that with the Jimited
means at our disposal, and the heavy
vndertaking of the Sailors’ Club, and of
many olher equally good works, the
Society might find it difficult to procure
this truly Catholic blessing for our coun-
try ; but if our fellow-citizens, who have
the sacred cause at heart, would gener-
ously join in, we have no doubt as to the
successful result of such an undertaking.

It is the most
perfect model of monarchical govern-
ment, and at the same time the most
perfect example of democracy. It is
like the chef-d’ceuvre of the Grecian artist
that united in itself the grace of every

master,

model and the perfection of ~every:

THEORY AND PRACTICE.

Not long ago sn eminent ecolesiastic
of this city delivered an able lecture
upon the educstion question, in the
course of which he laid down as a rule
that the Catholic Church approved of
compulsory education. He was perfectly
right ; but his meaning was entirely mis-
understood by the press, and consequent-
ly misrepresented. When we say by the
press, we do not mean by any particular
eection of the public press; both the
Catholic and non-Catholic, Liberal and
Conservative, French and English organs,
seemed to bave taken down the exact
words and to have misspprehended their.
exact meaning., In view of recent com-
ments regarding communications trom
the Pope—that is fo say from Rome—
on this all important question of educa-
tion, we bhave deemed it opportune to
give, in our own simple way, an idea of
the purport of such pronouncementa and
of their effects upon the whole Catholie
body. We could not better illustrate
the meaning of our article than by
taking as an example the question of
compulsory education.

The Church—that is the Pope and
Counneil of the Ohurch—teaches that as
a ruls, in general, in theory, compulsory
education mnst be admitted, '

The properly constituted and legailly
formred State is & body that is responsible
for the welfare, the peace and security
of the citizens at large. In order to
guarantee that wellare, to preserve that
tranquility and to eatablish thatsecurity,
—both individual and general—the State
has certain just rights which it must
exercisé; and amongst such rights is
that of seeing that the citizen bas at
least the minimum of education suff-
oient to constitute him a useful member
of society. . Bank ignorance is the
mother of a thousand vices; and if the
citizen is permitted to grow up in the
darkness of entire illiteracy, there is a
constant danger of his becoming a crim-
inal, & menace o society and a danger to
the State. Granting then -the right to
the State to demand a certain degrée of
education in all its citizens necessitates
the granting {o that State & propnrtionate
control over - the lives and actions of its
citizens, This Rome teaches to be a
right belonging to the State, and in so
teaching, she is in accord with the fun-
damental. principles of all legitimate
humsn government. B b ‘

But where the danger srises is when
the State goes beyond the exercise of
that juat and -necessary tight, and seeks
to ignore the equally just and equally
necessary claims and rights of the parx-
ents, or of the Church.. Then justice
ceases apd tyranny commences, The
State basing iteelf upon the acknow-
ledged right it possesses to bave a say in
the education of the citizen, is liable, at
times, and under certain circumstances,
to absorb all the authority wbich God
has given to the parent and thereby to
constitate itzelf the sole guardian of the
child. In mo doing the State sins-against
ite own constitution, It demands from
the citizen respeot-and obedience while
it ignores the rights and privileges—even
the most sacred—of the individual. Thus
it is that while Rome—in theory—teachea’

that the State has a right to enforce &
certain degree of education, she does not
teach that in practice, or in the applica-
tion of that theory, there may not be
very striking exceptions.

Who, then, is {0 judge—as far as

Roman Catholics are concerned—in mat-
ters of this class? Rome says one thing
and the ecclesinstical authorities of a
certain couniry say, apparently, the op-
posite. To our mnon-Oatholic friends
there in a great contradiotion in all this,
Yet s moment’s reflection will suffice to
show that there is rather a grand hsr.
mony of action. It were impossible for
Rome to take direct and minute cogniz-
ance of every movement going on
throughout the whnle Catholic world.
Otherwise there would bs no need of
Archbishops and Bishops to over-see the
workings of the Church in the different
sections of the world, there would be no
necessity of the ad limina visits of Cath.
olic prelates to Rome. The fact ia simply
this: Roms lays down a theoretical line
of conduct; but the local ecclesiastico]
authority—Archbiskops or Bishops—has
the conlrol of the application of such theory.
The rule taught by Rome is intended to
apply as a general principle to all nations,
in all ages, under every form of govern-
ment, the putting into practice of that
rule is governed by the pecnliar ciroum-
stances of each particular case, and ie
subject to the direction, discretion, and
judgment of the local representative of
the Church.

Thus to illustrate by the example al-
ready chosen, Rome teaches that, as a
general rule, the State has a right to
enforge education on the citizen. Thiz
presupposes, firatly, that the State in
question 18 duly and constitutionally or-
ganized, that it is a legitimate power,
that it i3 an authorized government;
secondly, that it merely uses its right of
compulsion, in matters of education; to
& degree suffivient to secure its own
safety and to proteot society againat
the criminality engendered by rank ig-
norance ; thirdly, that in the exarcise of
its right the State in no way infringes
upon the equally important rights of
those who have legitimate authority
over the children—namely, the psrents
and the Church, The moment that any
one of these three conditions is absent—
or that all ‘of them are wanting—the
teaching of Rome no longer applies : an
exception to that general rule at once
arises. 8o far for the principle, from
the theoretical standpoint.

Who is to decide, then, when these
conditione—so0 necessary—exist, or do
not exiat? Not the State! Because it
would be merely a judge in its own case.
The authority to judge is vested in the
local member or memhbers of the
hierarchy. If the State is not a duly
organized one, those living under its
laws are the best qualified to judge. If
the State seeks to exercise an authority
that infringes upon the liberties of the
subjects, the guardians of those subjects’
gouls are the most competent to decide
where the line should be drawn., If the
State—under -the pretence of exercising

its right in educstional mattera—de-

prives the parenta of the natural au-
thority which God gave them over their
offspring, the duty of the represeutative
of Rome i& clearly to apply the rule to
guit the ciroumstances, to make the
practice correspond with the spirit of
the theory. :

We will now come closer with the
living example -before us. Take the
question of the Manitoha schools, Sup-

“pose that Romelays down as a fheoreti-

cal rule that the Legislature of Manitoba
hsa.a right to diotate education to the
citizens of that Province; Rome would
only. be pronouncing & general rule.

The members of the hierarchy in this
‘country would be obliged to find out in
how far the application of that rule
affected the rights of the parcals, the
consciences of the Catholic population
and the interests of the sonls confided
to their care. Not Rome—as the central
tribunal of Qatholicity—but Rome’s ap-
pointed representatives, the Archbishops
and Bishops of this country, would have
to decide upon the practical application
of that rule. They alone are in a posi-
tion to understand the details of the
case and the circumstances that sur-
round it; they alone are responsible to
Rome for the practice, of which Rome
only lays down a general theory. More-
over, were Rome to send forth such a
statement, it wounld bave ¢o be weighed
aecordirg to the constitutionsl and judi-
cial decisions of the tribunals of law be-
longing to this realm. No decision of
Rome—purely ecclesiastical and theo-
retical—can in any way interfers with
the law of the land and the declsions of
the tribunals upon constitutionsl aub-
jects. So that no subject of this realm
need fear any infringement of his con-
stitutional rights from the part of Rome.

Suppose again that Rome were to issue
a mandate forbidding all Catholics from
attending Protestant or neutral schools
that even the order condemned every
Catholic sending bis child to such
sohools, still this would be merely a gen-
eral rule that mlight poesihly admit of
exceptions, And the local ecc’esinstical
authorities would be the judges in the
matter, It would be for them to decide,
sccording to the circumatances, in how
far such a rule ghould be applied in
strict practice. Of course, for any excep-
tions to the rule that they might deem
advisable to permit, they alone would be
answerable to the central authority in
Rome, from which source they derive
their own authority.

We merely place this question in a
crude way before our readers because
we are not sufficiently educated in sub -
jects of ecolesiastical government to be
able to enter into all the technical terms,
nor all the different phases of the gavern-
ing code of the Church, But we know
the basis and we wish to let the publie
understand that because Rome sends
forth an expression of opinion or a rule
of conduct it does not follow that the
Catholic Church seeks in any way to in-
terfere with the liberties of the subject,
or the authority of the Btate. On the
contrary, there is no organization, that
the world has ever known, which is more
jealous of the rights, prerogatives and
liberties of every lawfully constituted
Government. While the Catholic Church
will not permit the slightest infringe-
ment upoa the just claims of any power
on earth, she will never silently allow
any tyrannical infringement of her own
legitimate rights,

JAPAN—KUMAMOTO MISSION.

THE BICK AND DYING—THE LEPERS OF
‘KUMAMOTO ; THE STORY OF BUFFER-
INGS ; HISTORY OF HONMIOJI; THE
WORK OF CATHOLIC MISSIONB.

Ah ! bow sad is the lot of the sick and
dving in pagan lande! To suffer with-
out hope ; to cease to auffer in this world,
in order to suffer still more in the next,
perbaps fcr ever | Can you think of this

- witbout ehuddering ¥ Out of the vast
pagan population confided to me, the
nomber of these unfortunate must be
counted by thousands and tens of thous-

* ands who pass every year to such a fate.

Of course, there are many kinds of
sick. There are the adult sick and dying,

~ and there are little children who have
not yet the use of reason. There are

" thesick and dying in the hospitals; the

- sick and dying in their homes ; the sick
and dying who have no homes, but are
lying by the roadside or in abandoned
hute, There are the ordinary diseases ;
the contagious or epidemic deseases—

- dysentery,small pox, ty phus, cholera, the
four scourges which 80 often desclate
Japan ; but above all, leprosy and sy-
philis, two evils no less terrible.

Close by Kumamoto, there is a bamlet
oslled Honmioji, from the name of a

. pagoda, much frequented by pious Badd-
hists. This pagoda is also the rendez
vous of all kinds of sick, especially of
lepers and the ayphilitic, who gather
hither from ali parta of the Empire.
The greater part of these wretched crea-
tures are outcasts for ever from their
families, to whom they have caused dis-
honour and ruin. As the people of Ku-
mamoto are very tolerant in their re-
gerd, many end by establishing them-
selves for good in the hamlet, where
they form one of the most pitiable col-
lections of beings to be seen in the
whole world.

The state of these wretches is really
terrible. They are piled one on top of
the other in miserable covels belonging
to other poor people, to whom they pay
about a fifth or twofifthe of a cent
each, daily, for their lodging. In
general, they have only one garment,
but what & garment] [ have
geen in oneLof these wretched bholes a
poor mother who had no feet, scarcely
any hapnds, and uo other clothing than
an old piece of rag which scarcely covered
half of her shoulders. With her little

naked baby she strove to cover ihe rest.

of her person.

Tnoee woo can still walk, go about
the city and the country begging. The
more skilful succeed on good days in
getting as much as tbree or four cents.

., 1f they bave not gone too far, they return
in the evemng to Honmioji and sleep
in the hovels just described. Some go a

" great distance snd do not retura for days

. or weeks. The viliagers treat them with

.. considerable humanity, but they cannot
get & lodging anywhere ; they have to
eleep in the vestibule of a temiple, in a

- oorner of & field, or in the forest on the
" naked earth, or on a plank of wood. To
cook the few handfuls of rice which they
have begged, they carry a little eance-
- pan, worth about four or five cents, and
prepare their poor meal far away from

- dweiling houses, wherever they can find
a bit of dry wood to make a fire. Thcsee
who cannot walk, get themselves carried
or drag themselves to the wide avenue
or the steps leading to the pagoda,
where from morning to night they
implore the charity of pi'grims and
passere-by. The maximum of their daily
receipts 18 said to be from two to three
cents. But often enough, through few:
ness of visitors or other causes, they get
only a few centimes, sometimes nothing,
ana many of these remain two or three
days without eating. '

As maid above, they sleep in huts or
common sheds. But when their disease
reaches a certain stage, they exhale such

. 80 cdour that they become insupport-
able to their neighbours, and then they
are expelled. From this moment they
no longer appesr with the rest, they
sleep outside abandon.d by all, without
mat or cover, exposed to wind and rain,
weeping, groaning, sighing for death,

_ which generally is n t slow in coming.
Then nothing is left to bury them.
Four or five of their companions dig a
Pit. An old barrel is bought, the corpse

-18 thrown into it, and the whole deposit-
ed in the ground, without priest or cere-
mopies, A burial costs eighteen or

twenty cents. But, where is the money
to come from ?-As¥1 have ssid, some of
them have a little saucepan; this is
gold. Each has also & rag of clothing;
of course this cannot be left in the bier,
80 it is sold too, and many fetch eight
or ten cents. Then, there are, beside
the hovels, dang heaps, which are regu-
larly sold to poor farmers of the neigh-
bourhood ss manure, and the produce
serves to ocmplete the cost of the
funeral. .

Some time ago I was |desirous ‘o as-
certain the history of & certain number
of these wretched inhabitanta of Hon-
mioji. Here are some of the details I
obtgined : .

1.—Furuys Ukichi, of the province of
Nagato, aged 28; & leper. Has three
brothers, all very wretched, who are nn-
able to keep him. Has been at Hon-
mioji for two years. Came from home
penniless, begging on_the way. If he
gets better, says he will return home.
Adds tbat he has never seen anybody
cured since he csme., Says that he
suffers very much in body and that “his
soul is very sad’ Whilst spesking big
tears roll down his cheeks, which are all
eaten away with leprosy, _

2.—Uyeda Masuzo, province of Iyo,
aged 8¢ Has had leprosy since he was
21, and has been tbree years blind.
Efforts were made to cure him at home,
snd his parents have spent upon him
about $20v, constituting their all.

8.—Ayuwara Otohe, of the same pro-
vince, 18 years old ; of poor family, who
are quite unable to attend to him, Has
bad leprosy only two yesars, but is already
frightfully disfigured. . .

4 —Fukvzawa Kanekichi of Sagami
province, 28. [Eldest of & poor family,
whose support he has been. Has been a
leper three years. Thinks only of his
parents and wonders what they now do
to live, Sleeps in the woods, on the bare
earth, or on a stone.

5 —Chikuhs Teru, town of Shimabara,
a girl of 28, has had leprosy three yeara.
Saye her people were comfortably off,
but have spent all on trying to get her
cured,

6 —Kato Matszo, province of Tajima,
80. Hass only his mother, who brought
bim herself to Honmicji. As he can’t
walk, she goes abcut begging for him.

7.~Nakamura Nami, of district of
Akita, in Higo, girl of 22. Has had
leprosy since sbe was 25; bhas no reia
tions, :

8 —Tanaka Rihe, province of Banuki,
83. Has had leproey for six years, No-
body can remain near him on account of
offensive odor, 8o he sieeps in the open
air. Cannol walk; oftén has nothing to
eat. Appears to long to die.

9 —Mikoda Ukichi, of Chikugo pro-
vince, 25, Han biad leprosy since age of
22. Can walk a little, but cannot go be-
yond precinots of pagoda; begs alms
from pilgrima, eats when he can, and
sleeps outside,

10.—Matsubura Xanshichi, province
of S8anuki, 18. Can no longer walk, and
sleeps outside. Seems discontented that
he bas ever been created.

Here then are ten specimens of lepers,
in honor of the ten lepers of the Gospel.
[ think they will suffice. From them
you can form an idea of the rest.

I dare not give any details regarding
the sufferers from syphilis of both sexes,
still more disgusting and more miserable
than the lepers. “Who has sinned,
these or their parents?” Answer: We
are all sinners; let him that is without
sin cast the first stone!

. In conclueion. We must try to save
at least the souls of these unfortunate
pagane, who have our own nature, the
nature which belongs also to Christ and

But to save their souls, we must begin
with their bodies. A hospital ie neces-
sary. Tofound it will require from $7,000
to $8000; and to keep it up, abundant
resources yearly. Catechist-nurses are
also needed to go into hospitals ang
private houses eo as to visit and nume
the sick, instruct and baptise them.
Each one will cost some $60 a year, be-
sides &lms to distribute to the moat
neoessitoue.

Reader, I recommend to_your charity
our poor pagans, sick and dying. He
Who hag promised to reward a oup of
cold water, will repay whatever you do
for them, “Blessed are the merciful,
for they shall obtain mercy.” Agoniz
ing Heart of Jesus, have pity on the dy-
ing! Mary, health of the sick and com-
fort of the afflicted, pray for us, pray for
thesick and dying pagans! Amen,

offl;llllz Catbolic church edifices of Mont-
real is not excelled on the continent,
As each buﬂdin%dlﬂ'qrs in atyle, order
and form, it may be said that each excels
and is & model of its kind, Therefore,
it requires the pen of a competent artiat
to distinguish the one which, if possible,
is in general points superior to the
whole individually. But as the writer
is not an artist he will not attempt to
discriminate. By & few hours well spent
the reader can conclude as to the correct-
ness of the writer’s judgment when he
says that among the many peculiarly
atiractive cburch edifices 1n this city
there is not one surpasses, nor probably
one that rivals the subiect of this sketch.
This splendid rconument—a magnificent
teatimony of a people’s faith, erected to
perpetuate with solemn grandeur the
worship of the Almighty Father of all,
is & lasting memento of honor to the
Rev. William O'Meara, the indefatigable
pastor of St. Gabriel's, a credit to his
truly devoted and generous parishioners,
snd an ornament to the city.

This vast symmetrical structure oceu-
pies a beautiful site at the corner of
Centreand Laprairie strecte. Some idea
of its magnificence may be formed from
the fact that it cost about $100,000. I
is built of Deschambault Iimestone,
which gradually improve in sppearance
by becoming lighter in ocolor. M.,
Camille Prevost was the bullder. The
architects were Messrs. Perraunilt, Mes-
nard & Venne. Theexterior dimensions
are: length, 160 ft.; breadth, 70 ft.;
bresdth of transepts, 95 ft.; height of
walls, above s&ills, 80 ft. There is a
spacious basement, same ares as the
church, extending 11 ft. above the
ground, which will be utilized for all the
purposes of a hall. The style of archi-
tecture is of the Roman and Byzantine
order. The facade, grand and imposing,
evokes the admiration of all ; it is of out
stone and slightly projects from the
main building in the centre and sides,
in which are situated large double daors
sflording an easy means of exit. From
the summit .of the facade on either sider
rige turrets 30 ft. high, the summit of
the central portion i reserved for the
spire, which, when complete, will attain
sn altitude of 220 ft.

Apart from the church there are two
vestry-rooms, the lower rises 11ft. above
ground, the upper, 42ft. in length by 35ft.
in breadth, bas sn altitude of 15ft. from
floor to ceiling. The entire exterior
walls of the building up to the main floor
are constructed of cut stone,

The interior is & model of exquisite
beauty—the blending of colors—ealmon,
blue, pink, and light grey,—is the work
of a masterhand— there is nothing flashy,
but on the contrary everything is chaste
and modest, awakening in the visitor or
worshipper sublime conceptions of the
true grandeur, which has a tendenoy to
elevate man and place him in more inti-
mate communion with the Great Creator.

HELPING ONE'S NEIGHBOR.

Although the golden rule is too little
regarded, there are many pleasant ex-
amples of neighborly kindness to be
found ; and it is somewbat astonishing
that the gratification derived by all con-
oerned from good deeds does not incite
to more expressions of sympathy or
affection. In the presence of a great
disaster, like the flood at Johnstown,
everybody is arcused to sympathy, and
there is- pleasurable excitement and
emulation in the effort to extend help to
the sufferers. Everybody feels better
for having been stirred up to good deeds ;
and yet they have only followed the
Golden Rule. They have set aside their
selfisbnesa for the moment, have con~
eidered the distresses of othiers, and have
lent a helping hand to their neighbors.
An approving conecience hae rewarded
them and has made them feel, at least
for the moment, that *it is better to
give than to receive.” With such ex-
periences, why do they relapse into sel
fishness and refuse to take any further
interest in their neighbors’ affairs? They
have all about them cases of distress as
great sufferers as those that roused their
pity when they first heard of the great
flood and of its thousands of victims.
But the individual case makes less im
presasion upon them. There are othe:
people who can attend to isolated cases
of want or suffering, and so the selfish
man buttons up his pocket and, what ia
worse, closes up his heart against ap-
peals made for assistance. The refusal
of help that costs something in money
might be forgiven, but not the refusal of
sympathy and of the help that comes
from wise couneel or guidance. Leaving
out of consideration help for one’s neigh:
bor, in the form of gifia or charity, there
is-a wide field open for the application
of the Golden Ruie in other ways. A
helpleas woman may have a little pro-
gulg which i8 in danger of being sacri-

ced to the greed of other people solely
beoause she 18 not versed in the law and
does not know how to proteot hersel.
Active interference on her behalf
by a kindly neighbor, disinterested

-advice, or temporary money ,‘elp.
may serve to relieve her of all
difficulties and dangers, and save for her
& little competency. L
element of charity or gift-giving ; to be
neighborly in such a oase requires only
sympathy, advice and direction, yet it
may scomplish as much good as a large
gift of money. If & man shonld fall in
the street the passer-by, however ohuri-
ish, would help bim to his feet; why
should he not be as kindly when the fall
has been figurative? Franklin proposed
once to establish s perpetual helping
fund. When he met a worthy man
needing help he was to advance him a
certain sum &8s a loan, to be repaid by
the recipient when he was able to do so,
—not to Franklin, but as a loan toa
successor in distress, and so onin a never
ending chain. There is not much doubt
that the chain would be broken ; but the
principle is right ; and if all men should
even try to follow the Golden Rnle such
aaystem would enable one five dollar bill
torelieve as many cases of distressas it
now peys debts. A modification of
Franklin's plan has been tried by
a philanthropiet with such measure of
guccess as to please him. Having notic-
ed the benefita sometimes conferred on
business acquaintances through loans to
tide them over difficulties, he made a
special deposit in the bank for this use.
When an appeal was made to bim for
help he would explain to the borrower
the characler of the fund from which the
loan was to be taken and that, unless it
shonld be returned, the fund available
for such use would be diminished. He
was, it is true, obliged to replenish it
from time to time, but not as often as
he had expected, and he became patisfied
that through its agency bhe had inepired
some other people with the feeling of
sympatby for neighbors in distress which
be himeelf felt. [fit be true that the
chief aim of life, so far as this world
is cancerned, should be the happiness of
one's seif and cthers, it is strange that so
few seek to obtain it by the Golden Rule,
which 8o surely guides uas to where it
may be found.—Irish American.
