It has seen us through a we-
alth of experience and on many of
us it has left a kaleidoscopic series
of vivid impressions, for much of
what we saw and heard and did
was entirely new to us. It brought
us trials and aggravations galore,
as was to be expected, but it com-
pensated with pleasures in plenty.
Whatever our personal feelings in
the matter, however, whether we
liked it or didn’t like it the fact re-
mains that during the year the unit
established an enviable record for
excellence of work accomplished.
So efficient has our system been
proved to be that other hospitals

have not hesitated to copy from it ;
so thorough (all circunstances con-
sidered) the comforts and so satis-
factory the medical attention provi-
ded that No. ;5 C. G. H. is now
generally known in this part of the
war zone as a very desirable place
in which to be sick. We could pub-
lish a - whole volume of reliable tes-
timony to this effect but we won't.
Suffice it to say that from t§e hi-
ghest official in the service, #Pwell
as from the humblest victim of
PUO, the word has heen passed- - -
No 5 CGH is all right. Justa few
bald facts relating to our work: Be-

Military Hospital for about tv

mmﬁls and it was during our term
that™he capacity of the hospital

- was raised from 350 beds to its pre-

sent number, 434. Rarely did we
have more tham half a dozen vae
cant beds, this being the number
held for emergency cases. In addi-
tion the unit seut drafts of  officers,
nursing sisters and men, amouu-
ting altogether to about half the
strength,; to assist inother hospitals
in England aud Frauce. Since es-
tablishing our teat hospital here
in December we have never lacked
for work and at times it has come

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Sepbians Entertain
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One of the mostdelightful events
in which the officers and nursing
sisters have participated was a dinner
given recently by Colonel Djonkitch
of the Serbian Artillery. The affair
was supposedly informal, but con-
sidering that the courses lasted ap-
proximately three hours and thata
band, as well as vocal and violin
music, was provided to add to the
enjoyment of the guests, one won-
ders what would have occured had
it been a formal affair. The reception
of the guests was imposing. Over
100 officers of different ranks
weredrawn up in lines in front of
the

were introduced to the officers,
most of whom could speak French
and some few English. The tent

as beantifully decorated for the
‘wccasion with flags  of the Allies
snspended from the roof and sma-
ller flags fastened to the graped
poles. It was a feast of sug;‘ises,
not the least of which was to find
a neatly written bill of fare, in En-
glish, at each place. The ‘articles
of food were tastefully set out and
deliciously palatable. The Serbian
national dance was performed by
several hundreds of soldiers. In
this the Colonel himself joined to
the intense delight of his men. Not
to be outdone Major Monro and
Capt. Schinbein essayed the rhyth-
mic steps and finally Capt. Lindsay
was prevailed upon to take. part:

ess tent. On descending from.

Major Procter made a short speech,
in which he assured the Serbiaus
that no where in the world could
the Serbians have grgater admirers
and firmer supporters than the Ca-
nadians, and that Serbia could ab-
solutely rely on the assistance of
Canada to the last whether the war -
eided this year or several years
hence. The speech was  made in
English, translated into French by
Capt. Lewin and into Serbian by
the Colonel. Toasts were drunk to
King George and the King of Ser-
bia. In drinking royalties’ health
itis the custom of the Serbians to
drain the glass at a draught and
then turn it upside down. The de-
parture of the guests was quite as
spectacular as the arrival. T'he
Serbians stood around in a wide
semi - circle and cheered their vi-
sitors to the echo. The Canadians
respouded every bit as heartily.

A base-
ball diamond, quarter mile track,
tennis courts, ete., have been laid
out at absolutely no expense be-
yond the comparatively little labor
involved and, in view of this, the
wonder is that the cricketers have

selected such a poor pitch. -

so fast as almost to threaten to

overwhelm us. But we have taken it

all and asked for more. Twice has
our capacity of 1040 patients been
exceeded, marques being erected to

accommodate the surplus. On May .

14 we reached a figure of 1097 and
on June 2 the figure was 1078. At
time of writing we are twenty - two
over capacity, and have handled
in this hospital altogether " 5130
patients. During ordinary times
we average about 35 patients a
day while during Convoy week,
that 1s, the week we are on 'duty
for the district, which comes once
in every four, we take in from 100
to 150 aday. In this connection
we have other 1nteresting statistics
we would like to give, but space
won't permit. We will réserve
them for a later date and pass on
to a brief resume of the origin and
organization of the corps. The idea
of organizing this hospital for
active service first germinated in
the minds of Majors Monro and
Proctor. They suceeded in ‘inter-
esting the medical profession of
Vaucouver. It was their intention
to have ita Vancouver unit. They
conferred with ILt. -Col. (then
Major) Hart, of Victoria,and he,
while heartily endorsing the project,
proposed that the extent of its
‘representation should be enlarged
to take in all British Columbia.
Thus it was arranged. Major Hart
immediately wired the offer of the
hospital to the military authorities
at Ottawa. Rather to their surpmse
it was turned down. This was in
February, 1915, and mnothing

<denly came
s Hart to 4‘go ahead.,, He did so and

further was heard of the matter
until May 30; when orders sud-
through to Major

the medical profession aud the
people of B. C. backed him up sple-
ndidly. Major (then Capt.) Burris,
followed by Capts. Clark and Wil-
son, went to Victoria as recruiting
officers in June and it took very
few weeks to bring the unit up to
strength (real strength, mind you!)
as far as the men were concerned,
The nursing sisters and medical
officers joined .later.” The under-
taking -was financed largely by

public aud private subscription.

Lists were opened in the chief cen-
tres and the response was very
geiierous. The B. C. branches of
the St. Johu’s Ambulance and
Red Cross Societies joined in the
good work. Lt.-Col. McTavish
( thea Major) as secretary of the
former body was a prime mover
14 acampaign prosecuted so ener-
etically that the “sinews of war,,-
were forthcoming with astoni shing
promptitude. The corps was equip-
ped and fairly well trained in a
